Religious services’ have ulsd been trequently
pérformed by Mr. Tarnbull in the same aratively destitute
neighbourhood. A new and wvery .beau and commodious
Church has been erected ut St. Stephen, and a very-‘capacious
and. tasteful manse -at St. James, almost finished. - In that con-
all the cellections drdered by Synod have been-made.

t Bt. Btephen ‘the collections have been generally made; but
this year, owing to building efforts, ‘are smaller in amount
than heretofore. At Baillie the 8 have not been nmde,
owing to causes orally stated by Mr, Millen. Tho'Ptubyury
had one student under its care whose tickets of attendance ia his
elassesbave always been very satisfactory.

Report on vnion with the Church in connexion ‘with
the Established Church of Scotland was then submitted
by Mr. Elder, Convener, viz :—

‘Lo the Reverend the S8ynod of the Church known as * The Presby-
terian Church of New Brumswick,” the Committee on Union
begs leave to report as follows :

I..That at the last meeting of Synoed ihe following Resolutions
were adopted :

‘ Resolved—I1, 'Thet this Synod in térms of its resolution of last
year, heartily recognizes the duty aud advantage of promoting and
. effecting a Union of Presbyterian b5dies, when this can be done on
Scriptural grounds and without comJ)romise of principle.

o ?I. That it ‘appears to this Syriod that the basis of Union agreed
upon by Presbyterian bodies in’ Australia, now consticuting the
Presbyterian Clurch of Vietoria. is well adapted to the purposes of
such uaion.

** III. That this Synod appoint a Committee, consisting of the
Moderator, Messrs. Elder, McKay, Law, J. Bennet, Alves, and
Gray, Ministers, with W. Parks, Peter Morrisen, and J, Main,

2. Your Com:mittee were much gratifieq to learn that soon after
the adoption of said resolutions by this Synod, the congregation of
St. Andrew's Church, in the City of St, John, took action in regard
to them, and had itself represented in Synod by an influential depu-
tation favourable to a union of the two éynods. on some such basis
as that proposed.

3. That immediately after the rising of the Synod, your Com-
mitteo caused a copy of the aforesaid resolutions to be printed, and

transmi¢ to you a cogy of the Reagons of Dissent from the finding
of the Synod, and the Synod’s answer thereto, which amendment
and reasons found only two subporters in our Synod. I can, there-
fore, most cordially assure you that, save as regards the parties to
tue reasons of dissent, who, it is to be observed, object not to the
principle, but to the proposed basis, of Union, the ministers and
elders composing our Bynod are heartily in favour of Union. They
are alive to the evils incident to the divided stite of Presbyterian
bodies in this Province generally, and: especially of the two leading
8ynods, both as regards those who are within and those who sre
without, and they are most anxious tnat these evils should be
obviated. ‘Lhe entire documents transmitted, taken in connexion
with the standards to which they refer, leave no doubt as to the
tenets of our Synod on certain cardinal doctrines, on which differ-
ences of opinion have sprung up among Presbyterians themselves,
such as the exclusive lleadship of the Lord Jesus Christ in and
over His Church, and the Churen’s entire independence of the civil
power ; and should our views on these points be found to eoincide

‘with those of your Synod, as T have no doubt that they will, I ean

further assure you that I am only doing justice to the sentiments
entertained by the members of our Synod, when I say that they
would heartily rejoice in a union of the two Synods, on sume such
basis as that proposed, feeling, as they do, that the members of
Presbyterian bodies whose lot has been providentially cast in the
same ield of labour, and who are one in heart and mind, ought to
be formally united in congending against com:non enemies, and
engaged in common labours, with a view to the advancement of the

‘Redeemer’s glory.

It may, 1 trust, be hoped that present indieations in Canada and
Nova Scotia, to u'y nothing of the union se happily consummated
in Australia, are favourable to-the renewed consideration of this
subject, and that, forgetting any past occasions of irritation or
misunderstanding on either side, we shall all be found alive to thos:
considerations of duty which the circumstances of the case suggest,
and which the exigencies of a common cause eloquently enforce.

The members of our SBynod are well aware that certain practical
dificulties in the way of union exist, arising, among other things,
from the dagondent condition of many of the congregations unger
the care of both Synods; but, looking at all the. circumstances of
the case, and especially at the fayourable manner in which the
union §f Prubpcrhn odies in the Colonies appears to.be viewed
by the several Parent Churches in Scotland and Ireland, they see

no reason to infer that these obstacles- would prove insuperable,

should the advantages of Union in consolidating Presbyterianism,

and extending its meral'and beneficent influences, be houtll{y recog-

As no instructions of any kind were given by the Synod for the
guidance of this Committee, great difficully has beea felt as to the
matters respecting which information shouzd be collected,

As to the general subject, your Committee feel that it is unneces.
sary to dwell at any length upon the evils that result from Intem.
perance. Every minister has more or less opportunity for observing
the social and moral degradation of individuals and families who
have become the victims of this meanest and most debasing of the
vices. Every Parish of our Province furnishes its quota of evidence
in support of the fact, that of all the agencies in operation for
counteracting the progress of Civilization and Christianity, Intem.
perance is the greatest. 1t is the fruitful source of almost ever
vice, and contributes more to swell the calendar of crime than all
other vicesunited. Were Intemperance banished from our Province
the statistics of crime would be reduced three-fourths, our Peniten.
tiary would be almost emptied, and Alms houses, Poor-houses, and
even the Lunatic Asylum would exhibit but a m.re fraction of the
squalor and wretchedness they now present It may be well to
remark thet nearly all the murders committed in our Province
during the last five years have been the result of Intemperance,
Your Committee regret that as the statisties of erime in this Province
have never been authoritatively compiled, they cannot present
accurate information respecting the relation that exists between
the Rum-shop and the Prison, or how far the former acts as a feeder
to the latter. It was not only computed, but scientifically demon-
strated, that between the ages of 21 and 30, the mortality of the
drunkard is five times greater than that of the rest of the commu-
nity ; that between 30 and 80, it is twice as great. The drunken
man at the age of 20, may expect to live 15 years, and the sober
man 44; at 30, the drunkard may expect to live 13 years, and the
sober man 36 ; at 40, the drunkard may expect to live but 11 years,
and the sober man 28. These surely are facts that need only be
known to make a powerful impression on the minds of all.

By an examination of the Custom House Returns for the past
financial year, it appears that there were imported 366,175 Gallons
of Sgirits and Malt Liquors of various kinds, at a cost of £79,170,-
3s.10d. If from this we deduet £9,170 for medicinal and mechanical
purposes, there remains no less than £70,000 spent during the past
year for the gratification of a very questionable np&etiu. During
the same period the imports of flour amounted to 205,366 Barrels,
valued at £233,685 16s., thus showing that the drinking customs of
society are sustained at a cost equal to about one-third of what is
necessary to provide bread for our Cities and Towns, lumbermen,

As to the Missionary operations at present being carried on,
your Committee may state, that they are dependent first, on the
labours of Ministers of Syaod in their several localities ; second,
on the Students of Halifax College who are employed, by direction
of Committee, both in the bounds of the Presbytery of York: and
third, on the Rev, Mr.Brown, who comes to us from the Free Church
of Scotland, but whose recent field of labour was in Trinidad. The
salary of the last named gentleman is guaranteed by the Free
Church of Scotland, but according to previous rule on this subject,
his travelling expenses should be borne by the Mission Fund,
salaries and travelling expenses of the two Catechists are also
chargeable on this fund, and certain sums hereto appended have
been allocated for Missionary work done by Ministers. The con-
gregations enjoying the services of the Catechists are expected, at
least, to provide for their board, and to contribute liberally to the
Mission Eund. The time they have been employed has been yet so
short, that probably they will not have any very extended report to
submit of their labours. With regard to the labours of Mr. Brown
since he arrived. now four weeks since, your Committee may state
that he has preached in each of the City Churches, the Ministers of
said Churches having severally preac{ed in Missionary stations
arcund St. John, and made arrangements for further supply, if
Synod should permit, by Mr. Brown. Probably, as another Pres-
bytery has the services of Catechists, and as the needs of various
stations around St. John are very great, Svnod may see fit to allow
Mr. Bbrown to make 8t. John the centre of his Missionary operations
for some time, that the spiritual wants of the various stations
around the City may be supplied. Their stations are principally
Golden Grove, Red Head, Ten Mile Creek, Quaco, Musquash,
Lepreaux, Nerepis, and Jerusalem.

The state of the Fund is satisfactpry. On the present Convener
coming into office, he received from Ex-Convener the sum of £42.
At the same date there was also in the hand of the Treasurer, J.C.
Stevehs, Since that time the sum of £150 sterling has
been received from the lIrish Presbyterian Chureh, £50 of which is
payable on account of Fredericton, These sums, deducting certain
payments which have since been made, are at present in Bank and
available for the purpose of the Mission. There have also been
received the following sums, from the various Churches, for the
present year —

The following Communication from Mr. T. Canning,
Catechist, is of considerable interest :

Harvgy, June 17th, 1861.

Bxv. AxD DeARr Sme,—Laboring as I am for a short time within
the limits of your Beolesiastical Jurisdistion without any official
directions for my guidance, I scarcely know whether I am
expested to appear personally or by letter at your approaching
meeting of Synod. ~~

Prnuming, however, that the former is unnecessary and that
the latter will be satisfactory, I transmit a brief account of m
proceedin 5- to you, as Clerk of Synod, to make what use of §t
you may deem proper.

On my arrival here, an entire stranger, my first care was to
determine the number, situation, and numerical strength of the
places where I was expeeted to officiate,

The result of this enquiry was, that there were four preaching
stations demanding a goﬁion of my services, viz : the Acton,
Harvey, Brockaway and Tryon Settlements, all situated on the
Fredericton and 8t. Andrews’ main road, extending over a dis-
tance of some thirty miles. In the Acton Settlement there aze
gixteen Pro nt families,—of these, however, two call them-
selves Congregationalists and ome Episcopalian. These three
families are occasional attendants and have expressed their
willingness to cooperate with us. In Harvey there are about
seventeen thorough Free Church families who highly appreciate
and regularly attend the Ordinances of the Sanctuary. In the
Brockaway ment there are eight, In the Tr{on ettlement
ten or eleven Protestant families who anxiously look to us foy
supply. One-third of my time is given to Harvey, one-third %0
Acton, the remaining third to Brockaway and Tryon—two
servivces being held Babbath Day. Two Sabbath Schools
have been organized, which, all things considered, may be said
to be in a very prosperous condition One of them is conducted
by John Hood, t.

I have recommended Prayer Meetings in all the places of
worship, but it was considered not advisable to commence them
during the busy season of spring. Two are now on the eve of
pommencement, and I expect soon to have a third,

No regular steps bave yot been taken to procure contributions
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to the Home Mission Fund on account of the busy season of the
year, but the people generally have expressed their readiness to
do as they did last year, and I entertain no doubt but they will,
My impression of all these places in which I hold services is
very favorable. The people received me with great kindness.

To the Rev. the Convener of the Home Mission Committee,

Dear Sir,—Aocording to appointment I proceeded in the firgt
week in May to Salmon River, Queen’s County, in the congse.
gation of which place I have since been laboring, In this
congregation there are five preaching stations, viz; Redbank,
where quite a respectable Church stands, Ironbound Cove,
Upper Mills, Forks and Salmon Creek. At Redbank, services
are held fortnightly ; at each of the other stations, once in fouy
weeks, so that on two Sabbaths out of every four, twice is service
held. I have also been enabled to visit upwards of thirty
families connected with' the congregation, and to conduct a
prayer-meeting at some one of the preaching places on each
week. Two Sabbath Schools are in operation in connection with
our Church at Salmon River; one of these is, however, in its
infancy.

I am thankfyg] that I have also to state that harmony, if not
wholly, yet almost entirely pervades the oongreﬁstion.

A3 to pecuniary mutters, it is believed t a;‘t.he amount
required by the Home Misrion Committee will be raised with
little difficulty.
