specific influence which the remedy in

the vicinity of the place of injection. If 
the dilution is still further diluted until 
it is scarcely visibly clouded, the ani­
mals inoculated remain alive and a not- 
icable improvement in their condition 
soon supervenes. If the injections are 
continued at intervals of from one to 
two days, the ulcerated inoculation 
wound becomes smaller and finally 
scars over, which otherwise never does; 
the size of the swollen lymphatic glands 
is reduced, the body becomes better 
nourished and the morbid process ceases, 
unless it'has gone too far, in which case 
the animal perishes from exhaustion.

By this means the basis of a curative 
process against tuberculosis was estab­
lished. Against the practical applica­
tion of such dilutions of dead tubercle 
bacilli there presented itself the fact that 
the tubercle bacilli are not absorbed at 
the inoculation points,nor do they disap­
pear in another way, but for a long time 
remain unchanged and engender greater 
or smaller suppurative foci. Anything, 
therefore, intended to exercise a healing 
effect on the tuberculous process must be 
a soluble substance, which would be lixi­
viated to a certain extent by the fluids 
of the body floating around the tubercle 
bacilli, and be transferred in a fairly ra­
pid manner to the juices of the 
body, while the substance producing 
suppuration apparently remains behind 
in tbe tubercular bacilli, or dissolves but 
very slowly. The only important pôint 
was, therefore, to induce, outside the 
body, the process going on inside, if 
possible, and to extract from the tuber­
cular bacilli alone the curative sub­
stances. This demanded time and toil, 
until I finally succeeded, with the aid of 
a 40 to 50 per cent solution of glycerine, 
in obtaining an effective substance 
from the tubercular bacilli. With the 
fluid thus obtained I made further ex­
periments *on animals, and finally on 
human beings. These fluids were given 
to other physicians to enable them to 
repeat the experiments.

The remedy which is used in the new 
treatment consists of a glycerine extract, 
derived from thé pure cultivation of tub­
ercle bacilli. Into the simple extract 
there naturally passes from the tuber­
cular bacilli, besides the effective sub­
stance, all the other matter soluble in 50 
uer cent of glycerine. Consequently it 
contains a certain quantity of mineral 
salts, coloring substances and other un­
known extractive matter. Some of these 
substances can be removed from it easily. 
The effective substance is insoluble in 
absolute alcohol. It can be precipit­
ated by it, though not, indeed, 

pure condition, but 
still combined with the other extractive 
matter. It is likewise insoluble in alco­
hol. The coloring matter may also be 
removed, rendering it possible to obtain 
from the extract a colorless, dry sub­
stance, containing the effective principle 
in a much more concentrated form than 
the original glycerine solution. For ap­
plication in practice this purification of 
the glycerine extract offers no advantage, 
because the substances so eliminated are 
unessential for the human organism. 
The process of purification would make 
the cost of the remedy unnecessarily 
high.

Regarding the constitution of the more 
effective substances, only surmises may 
for the i resent be expressed. It appears 
to me to be derivative from albuminous 
bodies having a close affinity to them. It 
does not belong to the group of so-called 
tox-albumens, because it bears high 
temperatures and in the dialyser goes 
easily and quickly through the mem­
brane.

SP1BIT OP THE TIMES.

The Prise Bing.
Fitzsimmons and Dcmpsey.

New Orleans. Jan. 15, A large major­
ity of the sporting men and others who 
came down here to see the Dempsey- 
Fitzsimmons fight, left today.

Nearly all the visitors, especially the 
eastern men, backed Dempsey at odds. 
It is estimated that the New Orleans 
men and others who backed Fitzsimm­
ons took in some $300,000, and would 
have got more if they had more to bet. 
There was plenty more Dempsey money 
on hand to be placed, but it could find 
no takers here except at excessive 
that would not be given. Many sport­
ing men went to the ring well prepared 
to bet, but the rule against bolting in 
the clubroom was strictly enforced, and 
no wagers of any kind were allowed at 
the ringside.

Some of the visitors suffered very sev­
erely financially and were quite blue to­
day, but they all agree that it 
was a square defeat, and they 

make excuses 
for their man. He was beaten 
squarely, fairly, and from the start, they 
say, and the general impression is that 
Fitzsimmons could have knock him out 
earlier.

There are fewer ^complaints and crit­
icisms than were ever heard of after a 
fight, and everybody concedes that Fitz­
simmons is much the better man. Even 
Demsey recognizes this, and said to a 
friend:

“I was not in it from the start”
Fitzsimmons did not suffer in the least 

from the fight, and was as fresh when it 
was over as when he began. His wife 
and child were waiting for him on the 
outside in a carriage.

Fitz circulated freely around town to­
day. He looked like a big,awkward school 
boy. He wore a Prince Albert, much 
the worse for wear, a flannel shirt, sailor 
tie, great brown overcoat and a silk 
beaver. He was very much disinclined 
to talk, beyond saying that there was 
not a prouder man than he in the world, 
and that Dempsey was the best and 
gamest man he had ever met.

"Dempsey is as brave as a lion,” said 
he. “He was cunning, too, to the very 
last, and time and again, when I thought 
he was surely done for, he would come 
to and be so quick and clever that it 
surely surprised me.”

Fitzsimmons will not accept the belt 
offered by the Pol ce Gazette for the 
winner of yesterday’s fight, but the 
Olympic club will raipe a fund to pro* 
vide him with one.

Dempsey took his defeat very bard 
and was quite broken up over it His 
nose is badly broken, one of his eye8 
discolored, and he is badly pnntshed 
about the body.
