your Majesty would be pleased to purify 
the bench of justice in Newfoundland by 
the removal of the Chief Justice, inas­
much as we have not found any ground 
for imputing to the Chief Justice any 
corrupt motive, or intentional deviation 
from his duty as a Judge ; and we feel it 
incumbent upon us to express disappro­
bation at the language and conduct 
adopted towards the Chief Justice, as be­
ing unjust towards him personally, and 
inconsistent with the respect due to the 
high office he was filling. We regret, 
however, to he under the necessity of re­
porting, that we - have found in some of 
(he transactions brought under our con­
sideration, so much of indiscretion in the 
conduct of the Chief Justice, and that 
he has permitted himself so much to par­
ticipate in the strong feelings which ap­
pear, unfortunately, to have influenced 
the different parties in the colony (al­
though we do not find that his judicial 
decisions have been affected thereby),
