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THE STORY OF OMDURMAN.

The First I‘ull Account of the Great
Victory of the British in
the Soudan,

énsts_ of Destruction From Red-Hct
Rifles— The Heroic Charge of
the Gallant 21st. :

Deeds of Seif-Abandoning
Heroism Among the Brit-
ish Troops.

Herewith the first full story of the
great British victory at Omdurman is
presented. It was written for the Lon-
don Daily Mail by their famous war cor-
respondent, G. W. Steevens, on his ar-
rival at London from the Soudan. Al
accomnts previously published have been
telegraphic, comparatively meagre, sub-
ject to cemsorship, ‘and consequently
more or less curtailed. This is the first
complete narrative which has yet ap-
peared:

QOur camp, for the night of September
1, was in the' village' of Agaigda, 'a mile
south of Kerreri Hill. On our left front
was another hill, higher, but single-peak-
ed and rounder—Gebel Surgham. In
front the ground was-open for. five.miles
or so—sand and grass broken by only a
few folds—with a group of hills beyond.

The force had formed up in position in
the afternoon, when the dervishes fol-
{iowed the cavalry home, and had remain-
ed under arms all night; at half-past five
in the morning, when the first g?ywitzer
shell from opposite Omdurman opened
the day’s work, every man was 'in his
place. The line formed an obtuse angle;
the onder of brigades and battalions,
counting from. the left, was the follow-
ing: Second British (Rifie Brigade, Lan-
cashire Fusiliers, Northumberland Fusil-
iers, Grenadier Guards); First-British
(Warmcks, Seaforths, Camerons, - Lin~
colns); Second Egyptian (14th, 12t,h 13th
Soudanese, and 8th. Egyptian in suppoit).
Here came the point of the angle; to
the right of it were:

First Egyptian Brigade

(11th, 10th, 9th Soudanese, 2nd Egyptian
supporting) : - Third Egyptlan (4th, 5~th,
and 3rd and Tth Egyptian, in column on
the right flank).

Then the electric whisper came racging
down the line; they were coming. - The
Y.ancers came in on the left; the Bgyp-
tian ‘'mounted troops drew like a curtiin
across us from left to right.

The noise of something began ‘to. creep
in upon us: it cleared and divided .into
the tap of drums and the far away surf
of raucous war cries.

. Shiver of Expectancy Thrilled

along our army, and then a sigh of con-
tent. They were coming on. Allah help
thend, they were coming on.

It was now half-past six. The flags
seemed still very distant, the roar very
faint, and the thud of our first gun was
almost startling. It may have startled
them too, but it startled them into life.
The line of flags s“unf forward and a
mass of white flying linen swung for-
ward with it too. They came very fist,
and they came very straight; and then
presently they came no further. With a
crash the bullets leaped out of the Brit-
ish rifles. It began with the Guards and
‘Warwicks—section volleys at 2,000
yards; then ds the dervishes edged right-
ward iy run along to . the Highlanders,
the Lincolns, and to, Maxwell’s Brigade.
The British stood up in double rank be-
hind their zareba; the blacks lay down in
their sheltet trench; both poured out
death as fast as they could load and
press trigger. Shrapnel whistled -and
Maxims growled savagely: TFrom all the
lige came perpetual fire, fire, fire, and
ghirieked . forth in great gusts of dest:ruc-
tion.

And the enemy? No white trooper
would have faced that torrent of death
for five minutes, but the Baggara aund
the placks came on, The torrent swept
thto ' them and hurled them down in
whole companjes. ' You saw a ng‘d hue
gather itself up and rush on evenly;
bhefore a shrapnel: shell or a Maxim fhp
line mﬂﬂen&v quivered and stopped.

One old man with a white
flag dstarted with five comrades; all drom,
ped. but he alone came bounding to with-
in 200 yards of the 14th -Soudanese.

Tt was the last day of Mahdism, and
the greatest. They could never g'et near
and they refused to hold bagc By now
the ground before-us was all Whlte with
dead men’s drapery. ' Rifles grew red-
hot; the soldiers seized them by the slings
and dragged them back to the reserve to
change for cool omes.’ It was npot a
battle, but an execution,

In the middle of it all you were sur-
yrised to find that we were losing men.
The crash of our owm fire was so pro-
digious that we could not hear.their bul-
Jets whistle; yet they came and swooped
down and found victims. The dervishes
were firing at their extreme range, and
their bullets were many of them almnst
spent: but as they always fire high they
often hit. So that while vou might have
+hought von were at a shoot of rabbits,
wvou suddenly heard the sharp cry,
“PBearer party there, guick.,”.snd a man
was being ‘borne, rearward. Few went
down, but there ywas a steady trickle tq
hospital.

The Yamaguchi Maru Brings News |
of Casualties in the
China Seas.

Bark Comet Lost—A Liner's Narrow
Escape—A 8hip’s Buffetting— A
Steamer Burnt.

The storm fiend has been unusually .

active of late, for not only has he swept
the ‘West Indies and the Atlantic coast,
but also carried death and disaster .1long
the Japanese and Formosa coast, on
land and sea. Many marine casualties
are reported by the steamer Yamdguchi
Maru  consequent to- the storm. One
of the victims of the typhoon was the
American bark Comet, which was driven
ashere and totally destroyed ou the Pes-
cadores. ~ ‘The European éréw were re-
norted - drowned, . but .according to the
later reports Capt. Broadhurst and his
mate were saved together with fifteen
Chinese. They were found drifting
about on the cabin house of the Comet
by the Japanese ship Maroa, which land-
ed them at Tamsui.

A sister liner of the Yamaguchi \lmu,
the Tenshin \Iam had a natrow escape
from destruction in the typhoon. When
the steamer was Kishu province on
her way from Yokohama to Kobe she
experienced the full force of the fierce
hurricane, the waves dashing over the
vessel, and at one time she-seemed as
though unable te steam further against.

aftrnoon Captain Curmow was  thrown
fromi - the bridge ad knocked “sénseless,
to the consternation’ of all the bands on
board and tre imminent peril of the ship.

Even at
the moment when he was resolved to
commit such a* horrible deed, the man
had been composed enaugh to scribble
some doggerel verses.

The latest batch- of Formosan papers
contains several news-items of a blood-
curdling deseription.  One item tells of
a raid by a ‘band of highwaymen which
occurred  at Mangwa. g ‘section of
Taipeh. On the evening of the 26th
ult, at dead of night, the citizens were
aroused out of their beds by repeated
rifle shots. With last year’s notorious
rail on Twatutia by hundreds of na-
tive insurgents still fresh in their mem-
ory, the citizens ‘were in paroxsms of
fear. It seems that a band of brigands
broke into the house of a native who
was employed in the detective service
of the Taipeh Gendarmes. . They killed
him in a brutal manner. It is supposed
that the official duty on which tne vie-
time was engaged must have  rocsel
the spirit of revenge of the highway-
men,

Other Formosa néws tells of the at-
tempting poisoning of the Korean Em-
peror and the Prince Imperial. The
tingleader of the plot was, it is''said,
Kim Heung Yuk, a member of the pro-
Russian faction. He is. a Russian
scholar, and had enjoyed the favor of
the Emperor, until he gradually declin-
el in influence, and met his punish-
ment after His Majesty’s return from
the Russian Legation - to the courts
These circumstances convey the im-
Vression that the attempt must have
been intended by Kim as an act of
vengeance,

From Nagasaki comes news of a big
theft from the Russian consulate there.

A Returned Miner Tells of the Wealth
of the Northwestern Portion of
the Provlm_:e. !

He Stamps Hard-Luek Stories of the
Edmonton Trail, Over Which He
.. .Travelled, as False.

. One of the latest “arrivals fi the city

from the North is Mr. W. Deachmann,

~ the leader of a party sent out last spring

from Edmonton to explore the Peace
River country and known as the Deach-
mann Yukon Mining & Trading Co.
M->. Deachmann has been a prospector
and miner in Minnesofa for several
years' and the stockholdeis of his com-
pany reside principally in Wmco:}sxn. He
lett the expedition to winter in Fort
Graham, and next year he will register
his company as an extra provincial one
and take in a large party to develop
what he believes to be very rich prop-
erties in the Omineca.

He left Edmonton on’ the 16th of
March, the main party having left on
the 1st of the month. The company is
incorporated under a Dominion charter
and there were six people in the expedi-

- tion. They went northwest from Ed-
montoit ‘erossing “ the - Pembina  river,
Athabasca river, over Swan mountains,
down Swan river to Slave lake, and up
Slave lake to the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany’s post. The only hard part of the

trip was on Slave lake, where the party |

encountered a blizzard and were forced
to puil ashore for half a day. It was
here also that Mr. Deachmann over-
took the party, where they lay for three

days - resting the twenty-eight head |

of ‘horses which the  company had
taken with themn. They then crossed
from Slave Lecke post to Peace river,
crossing a distance of 86 miles through
a fine belt of ranching and farming land,
admirably adapted for settlement. In-
deed Mr. Deachmann says that there are
no finer farming lands in the Domin-
jon than in the northwestern-part of this
province and along the Peace valley. In
the valleys there is never a greater

depth of snow than two feet, the whole !

district being subject to Chinook winds.
He saw Ixﬁiun ponies, which had ot
been seen since the previous fall, and
had been forced to subsist on what food
they counld gather during the winter, ana
when found in the spring they were
roling fat. s

From the crossing the phrty_ followed |

the Peace river to Fort St..John, It
_was April 10th when they reached the
latter post and the ice was.then in bad
condition for travelling, €o a halt was
made and Hudson Bay boats employed
to. convey the expedition to Hudson’s
Post. On account of high water, how-
ever, they did not reach  the -post by
boat, unloading the supplics at Red river
and packing over to Custs’ house. There
they found their own boats:in readiness,
having sent two men ahead to prepare.
About two months had been lost in the
meantime in getting down .from Fort
8t. Johns, owing to the long wait for
the ice to move, and it was'on:in June
betore the party were again ready to
move, They then ascended the Peace
in their two hoats and- prospected the
tributary streams. The pass through
which the Peace flows  through . the
Rockies is between 60 and 70 miles wide
and a roadbed for a railway could very
easily be constructed through it. In the
streams flowing in from the Rockies,
howeve?, nothing of any value in either
placer or quartz prooositions was tound.
About 50 miles above Custs’ house at
Panpaw rapids:a short .- age was
made, and another short one at Finlay
falls, a mile and a half below the junc-
tion of the Parsnip and Finlay.

From the gap the party went through
to the mouth of , the mineca river,
where they found their first fine gold on
any tributary - stream, although it can,
be found on nll the bars of the Peace
river from the land'ng upwards. The
bars of the: Omineca carfied -so much
fine gold that Mr. Deachmann staked
two five-mile dredging propositions, one
abeve and one below the Black canyon.
The canyon itself he ‘Geseribes as . a
treaclhierous point and one which should

- mot ‘he ascended in- high water, many

people having been drowned in it. They
ascended the river prospectirg, taking
the boats over the half mile.of a canyon.
They  followed and  prespected the
Stranger 60 miles, finding good showings
of fine gold on itsebars, but the river
was so much longer than indicated by
rﬁ map Scales that they abandoned it
for lack of supplies. After returning
they again ascended the main river t
the mouth ot the Osalinca, following i
for some distance, finding fine gold on
its bars also. He is satisfied that these
streams are sufficiently rich to warrant
further exploration.

An assay of floating quartz was also
made, but they were not able to ascer-
tain the amount per ton owing to the
iimited plant for testing.. wh'ch they
carried. The indications, however, were
such that Mr. Deachmann has decided
to spend another season on the Finlay,
Omineca and Dease rivers.

At Fort Graham, on the Finlay river,
Mr. Deachmann met a man who gave
what he believed to be a reliable report
from the district. in which he had been
operating. This man said that on the
bars of the Finlay, 130 miles above
Fort. Graham, men were making from
$2.50 to $15 a day in fine gold by wusing
the rocker, copper plate, and quicksilver.
The principal drawback is that the bars
are small and show ‘but a limited sur-
face above water, and that deeper down
where the bulk of the gold is supposed

August 29th, he crossed the Cariboo
range to Manson creek, a little mining

town' the sceme of considerable excite-

ment eighteen or twenty years ago.

PORTANGELES FORTS

The Pretantious Little Sound City To
Have Fortifications “Which Wili
Staud OFf Bsquimalt.”

Work Will Be Begun on the Big
Forts Immediately—No Alarm -
at Esquimalt.

“Angeles will stand off Esquimait.”
Thus says the Uribume-Times of Port
Angeles in a glaring headline at the top
of about five columuns of miatter in refer-
ence to the fortifications which are to be
erected shortly at that city. The wr.ter
says:

*The necessity of establishing great for-
tifications here, as a vital lmk in the
chain of national defence, with especial
reference to the protection of the cities
of the Straits and Puget Sound, has long
been apparent to those familiar 'with the
strategic importance of this harbor. Gep-
eral Nelson A. Miles, the present com-
mander-in-chief of the United States

army, was among the first of those high
in the councils of the government to re-
cognize the vialue of Port Angeles-as a
point for the location of Coast defence
| works, and to lay his views before the
authorities at Washington. Then folow-
ed. Capt. Louis Kempff, the sagacious
commander of the monitor Monterey,
whom ‘Admiral L. A. Beardslee, the then
commander-in-ch’ef -of the Pacific squad-
ron of the United States navy, sent Lere
to make a report on the harbor, as to its
svitability. for a naval station and prac-
tice ground for the fleet.  Capt. Kempff's
report was "all that it should have been,
in the matter of commending the harbor
of Angeles as the best one on the Pacific
coast for the uses of the mavy, and as
one that should be strongly fortified,
for reasoms that he gave at .length,

Admiral Beardslee himself then came
to Angeles in his flagship, the Philadel-
phia] and made an exhaustive personal
study of the whole situation. He was
greatly impressed with the value of this
magnificent * harbor from a natiomal
view-point, and with the importance of
erecting: fortifications here that would in
i all respects be equal to the monster forti-

fieations which the British ggvernment
{ now has well under way at. Esquimalt,

18. miles directly across the Straits from
: Port Angeles. He had this harbor offi-
cially designated as a mnaval station,
i brought his splendid fleet here for squad-
ron drill and target practice, and strong-
ly impressed his views as to the need of
. fortifications here uj the government.”

Fhirthér down in the article the:follow-
' ing 'is found, in a letter from a number
of citizens to Senator J. L. Wilson:

“To illustrate the vital importance of
this harbor, and the urgent need-for for-
, tifying it, it is but necessary to refer to

i from Port Angeles, distant not more than
18 or 20 miles, are established the great
modern British fortifications at Esqu'-
mait—which is also the headguarters.for
the British Pacific naval squadrom, and

Should trouble arnise between °this
country and England, at any time, an
English war vessel or vessels could sail
from Esquimalt and in ninety minutes
he in undisputed possession here.

The Noted Explorer Sent North to Re-
port on the Geological Format:on
of the Klondike.

It Is a Rich Placer Mining Country
* and the Qutput Should Be Large
< = . Next Séason.

Prof. J. B. Tyrrell, the well known
Caniian explorer, has returmed from
_the Klondike, He was commissiomed b¥
the Dominion government to report o
the geological formation of the new e€i-
dorado, and form some estimate of the
gold-bearing belt, the investigation 0
bear particularly on the much talked of
Klondike disirict. Mr. Tyrrell has ac-
complished his task and is now om his
wuw‘to’()ttnwa to lay before the proper
authorities the result of hig labors,

Mr, Tyrrell started out trom here in
May last with a party consisting of R.
¥. Shaw, of Ottawa; J. Smakli, of Sealttle,
and A. Redmond, of Vernon.: They went
ia over the Dalton trail. Prof. Tyrreil
gave the following sketch of his trip: -

“After working over the Daiton trail
to the Klondike, I spent several months
in that district,” and visited every min-
ing camp of importance, - My report on
. the Klondike placer mines will be, fav-
orable. I think the country bhas vast
riches, which it will take sume time to
.dbvelep. ‘With the exceppion of one or
two 'creeks they have nply scraped
the surface of that distrjét so far. "1
. believe it is purely a placer mining re-
gion, but, I also believe  that it  will
prove. permanent. Next' year 1 have
no doubt "the gold output " will be
double of this year’s. Why do 1 think
80? Well, in the first place it has
cosf an enormous sum to devel the
{ mines _even on rich creeks like Kldor-
| ado and Bonanza, Fortunes were spent
in this work. Miners are getting $15
and $20. a day and the lamber ' and
wood. necessary to carry on minng
apemations cost the owners small for-
tunes, 5 i

“Now everything is different. 'I'here
are plenty of men in the country to do
the development work on the mines
and “ with cheaper living = wages are
down to a figure at which owneis can
go right on with the work of seeing
what the mines are worth. When 1
left Dawson there was a movement. on
foot to pay miners $100 a momnth and
board = them. ome of the+ primcipal
mine owners were in favor of this and
I have no doubt it was carried out.
-This . means of course that many new
properties will be fully developed next
wintler and the clean-up next spring
cannot but be enormous. Only twe
creeks have been worked to any extent,
E'dorado and Bonanza,  and their rich-
pness has astomished the world: Creeks
like Hunker and Dominion and their
many tributaries hiave not, of course,
been worked fully, although ‘they aie
known to be verg rich.

“What do. I think about the mother
lode? That's rather- a bard’ question
to answer. There has been a good deal
of romancing about it, amd people na-
turally thought that there must be a
niountain of gold somewhere'in the dis-
triet which supplied the “Humerous
streams with gold. As a “matter of
fact 1 discovered very little #6ld having
quartz in the Klondike. Puring the
progress of ages, the gold ‘nfust have
beén washed from the rocks!into “the
valleys - and streams. It is diflicult to
describe the process withmit  using
technica]l terms. I dJen’t believe there
is ‘any ‘mother lode’ o5 it & termed.
The gold ages ago must Havé comcen-
trated in the ground after ndergoing
numerous geological changes.” X i

Mr. Tyrrell and his party réturned to
the coast over the Dalton trilil, They-
heard of the supposedly rich stréam
recently discovered called Robétrts creek,
but could not verify the report. "

When the Dalton sumtit was
reached winter was setting id. Snow

was getting very cold A miner caught
up to the party after the summit had
been passed, who, fearful eof bemg
ecaught in a snow storm on the summit,
had given an Indian his horse and blank-
ets to see him safely over it. ‘Speaking
of the alleged croockedness of Canadian
officials, Mr.. Tyrrell said: “Many ru-
mors are afloat in regard fo crooked work
Aone by Canadian officials at Dawson,
hut -while I was in the country- I never
heard a definite charge made against
anv of the officials,” ' e
Perhaps no explorer in Canada is bet-
ter known than Mr, Tyrrell. © He won
his spurs years ago, by renetrat'ng prac-
tieally unknown parts of the Dominion,
and it is but a few years ago that, act-
ing uwder inetructions from the Domin-
ion government, he made an adwntnr(.)ns
and very hazardws trip through an im-
mense unexplored tract of land north of
Winnipeg. nccommonied only by trusty
Indian guides. THhis trip took months
‘of hard and trying work to accomplish,
and when Mr. Tyrrell’s accomnlishment
was made known to the world people
wondered that a man conld pass th.rough'
all the hanrishine, privations. &nd perils
he did and still “live to tell the story.”

FRONTHESOUTHSEAS

Stea;ngr Warrimoo Brings an Interest-
ing Budget of News From
Southern Pacific.
