The meeting of the municipal council 
this afternoon promises to be rather in­
teresting. It has been generally under­
stood that Councillor Kelley would be 
selected as warden for (he ensuing year, 
but it was learned this morning that 
many of the members are not favorable 
to his candidature and that opposition 
would be brought against him.

It was practically settled in the alder- 
manic caucus a few weeks ago that the 
city members would support Councillor 
Kelley, but it now appears that a num­
ber of the county members do not view 
his candidature favorably and it was said 
that Councillor Elkin would be nomin­
ated to "oppose him.

One of the main contentions of the 
county members, it is said, in opposing 
Councillor Kelley, is that he might be t6o 
ready to follow the dictation of the 
Hazen government in the administration 
of the new highway act, which, in the 
event of dispute, places certain powers of 
appointment in the hands of the warden.

As the warden has the appointment of 
the various committees, it is probable 
that in the event of Aid. Elkin being 
chosen for the position, a number of 
changes will be made. It is not antici­
pated that there will be any change in 
the appointments of secretary and treas­
urer, but it was stated that a movement 
was on foot by some of the members to 
oust I. Olive Thomas from the position of 
auditor, and appoifit in his stead Robert 
A. McIntyre, of Halifax. It is thought, 
however, that Mr. Thomas will be 
pointed.

The anihial report, which was handed 
to the printer some time ago, will not be 
ready for today’s meeting, owing to a 
misunderstanding on the pert of the 
printer, who thought the meeting 
held in June, and was planning nr 
ingly.

The newly elected members, both in 
the county and the city, will take their 
seats as councillors for the first time and 
be sworn in.

The very many friends throughout this 
county and the province will regret to hear 
of the death of George W. Forrest, Ex- 
M.P.P., which occured at his home Am­
herst Point, last evening at 10.30 o’clock. 
Mr. Forest had been in failing health for 
some months, but few were looking for 
his passing away so soon.

The deceased was born at Amherst 
Point 72 years ago, his father being the 
late Isaac Logan Forest, and his mother 
was before manage Miss Jane Cook of 
River Hebert. He was a man of more 
than ordinary intelligence, and ability, aqd 
from his early manhood took an active 
part in matters of public interest. In 
1870 he was appointed one of the arbi­
trators to adjust the land damages along 
the line of the I. C. R. from Moncton to 
Truro, his splendid judgment and fair­
ness were fitting for this position, 
has since served in a similar position on 
the Joggins Minudie and Chignecto Rail­
way. He served as a municipal » council­
lor for two terms, once by acclamation, 
and once by election.

In 1888, with the late R. L. Black, he 
inated by the Conservative party

successful defeating T. R. Black, Liberal, 
and R. L. Blacjt, independent In 1893, 
Messrs. Forrest and Oxley were defeated 
by Messrs. T. R. Black and the late A. 
E. Eraser. It will then be seen that in 
his dearth the las^of those so closely re­
lated in the political affairs of the county 
have passed away. In 1896, he succeeded 
Col. William Blair, as superintendent cf 
the Government Experimental Farm at 
Nappan, which position he occupied for 
two years, being succeeded by Mr. R. 
bobertson.

Mr. Forrest was one of Cumberland's 
most successful farmers, he at one time 
was largely interested in the shipment 
of cattle to Great Britain, thus aiding the 
farmers at a time when beef was at its 
lowest. His wife, who survives him, was 
Miss Pipes, daughter of the late Jonathan 
Pipes, and a sister of Hon. W. T. Pipes, 
attorney general for Nova Scotia. Two 
sons, Charlie W., and Edwin, at Amherst 
Point, and twro daughters, Miss Ella A., 
a trained nurse in New York, and Miss 
Carne at home, also survived hih^

He was a member of the Amherst Bap­
tist Church, and a man closely identified 
with its work, at Amherst Point.

The funeral will take place Thursday 
afternoon at two o’clock. Rev. D. A. 
Steele, D.D., a life long friend, will con­
duct the services. The interment will take 
place at the Highland Cemetery, Amherst.

Constantinople, May 11—A difference of 
opinion has arisen between Schefkel Pasha 
commander of the - constitutionalist army, 
that entered Constantinople April 24, and 
the present cabinet. Schefket Pasha is 
of the opinion that the cash found in the 
imperial palace at Yildiz, after the expul­
sion of Abdul Hamid should be used to 
pay 'the expenses of his army, while the 
ministers want the money turned into the 
national treasury. The funds in question 
now amounts to almost $8,000,000 in cash 
and immediately marketable securities.

Schefket Pasha has one advantage in the 
controversy, inasmuch as the money is in 
the possession of the military, and has 
been deposited at the war office.

Done

the Red River Valley, which are very 
complete and cover forty years back, show 
that successful wheat crops have been 
harvested when wheat seeding has not 
been completed by May 24.

It all depends on weather conditions of 
the vqmai season.

Thus ?n 1907, when seeding was later 
than at present by at least ten days, no 
real anxiety was felt as to the crop until 
the cold wet weather of June and early 
July served to check the growth and bring 
about a dangerously late harvest, much of 
the grain indeed being frozen while still 
in the milk stage.

It has, however, been a very trying 
spring, for after fair promise in late 
March, April set in bitter cold and stormy.

Some farmers who got on their ground 
good and early are none the better for it, 
for the grain has only lain dead on the 
ground.

So far Alberta wirtVr wheat seems to 
have come through the ordeal well, but 
nothing will be known definitely as to 
what, if any, damage was done by inclem­
ent weather of couple of weeks ago, until 
official reports are forthcoming.

«Cattle and horses have never 
through- the winter better and the same 
can be said of sheep, so that with good 
prices ranchers should have an unusually 
pood season.

The usual spring prairie fires have done 
considerable damage in some sections, par­
ticularly south of the elbow of the Sas­
katchewan river, and in the district be­
tween the main line of the C. P. R. and 
the boundary, south of Swift Current, 
where several farmers have been burned 
out, one or two lives lost, and much of 
the country denuded of feed. This is a 
serious matter, as it is but -just being 
opened up chiefly by Americans and new 
settlers, who depend for the first season 
for feed for their working oxen on the 
prairie wool.

At a meeting of the board of works 
yesterday afternoon it was recommended 
that the New Brunswick Telephone Com­
pany be granted permission to lay con­
duits in Union, Mill and Main streets, 
provided the work was satisfactory to the 
city engineer, representatives of the com­
pany guaranteeing to keep the streets in 
good condition for six months. It was 
also recommended that the name of Sandy 
Point road be changèd to Hawthorne 
avenue, as far out as the Stanley ward 
line, to give residents a better postal de­
livery service. The city engineer was in­
structed to inquire into a method of 
treating wood paving blocks in use in To­
ronto. Aid. McGoldrick was in the chair, 
and Aid. Scully, Sproul, Likely, Codner, 
Holder and Elkin were present, with the 
city engineer, director and common clerk.

A petition signed by nineteen residents 
of Sandy Point road in Dufferin and Vic­
toria wards asked that the name of the 
street be changed to Hawthorne avenue 

far as the junction with the Stanley 
ward line. The object of the application 
was to prevent mistakes in the postal de­
livery service, all letters now addressed 
to Sandy Point road going to the local 
post office.

On motion of Aid. Scully the council 
was recommended to grant the petition.

H. P. Robinson, general manager, and 
J. E. Marshall, chief of construction, re­
presenting the New Brunswick Telephone 
Company, submitted plans for new con­
duits in Union, Mill and Main streets, as 
far as Douglas avenue.

There was some discussion as to 
whether or not one conduit could not be 
used for all electric wires. The represen­
tatives of the company said there was 
danger of the proximity of electric light 
wires.

The chairman said by arrangement the 
city had the right to use one conduit for 
fire alarm purposes.

The city engineer reported favorably on 
the request, provided the city be given 
the right of inspection and that the num­
ber of overhead wires be reduced.

Assurances were given by the com­
pany's representatives that the streets 
should be put back in as good condition 
and that the company would guarantee to 
keep them in good condition for six 
months after the work was completed.

The board recommended that the re­
quest be granted on condition that the 
work be carried out to the satisfaction of 
the city engineer.

On motion of Aid. Likely, the city en­
gineer was instructed to bring in an esti­
mate of the cost of grading the extension 
of Carleton street as far as George street. 
The street, he said, was in a disgraceful 
condition and if put in order would re­
lieve much of the traffic in Mill street.

In reply to Aid. Elkin, the city en­
gineer said the method of treating wood 
blocks for street paving would not be 
economical in St. John as the soft wood 
used decayed too rapidly.

Aid. Elkin suggested that the engineer 
correspond with the city of Toronto, 
where a preparation called carbalonia was 
used with good results.

The city engineer said he would look 
into the matter.

At the request of Aid. Scully, the city 
engineer was asked to inspect Market 
square, Carleton, with a view to putting 
down some ballast to improve the ap­
pearance.

J. Hunter White wrote that, owing to 
the delay in hearing from the city with 
reference to the storage of molasses in 
the west side sheds, the business could 
not be done through St. John this year.

The board then adjourned.

in the year 1904, when it was slightly be­
low that of last year. And to intensify 
this growing stringency, we have the fact 
of the steadily increasing demand for the 
cereal, owing to the change in the diet of 
certain peoples in Europe and in the east. 
It has been repeatedly pointed out of late, 
what indeed has been self-evident for 
years, that the time is at hand when the 
United States will cease to be an export­
er of wheat to this or any other country. 
Of the hundred million hundredweights of 
wheat which the inhabitants of the United 
Kingdom consume every year only 33 per 
cent, comes from America. Twenty,three 
years ago the figure stood at nearly 65 
per cent. *We are finding it profitable to 
consume our farm products at home,’ Bays 
Mr. J. J- Hill, the American railway mag­
nate, ‘and to devote our energies to manu­
facturing rather than to providing food 
for the world in exchange for foreign man­
ufactures.’

"Those prognostications of pending 
changes in the wheat markets of the 
world are probably reasonable enough. 
But they apply to the future only, and the 
mischief is that they were made use of by 
the wheat gamblers during the last few 
weeks to serve their own purposes and 
to give a fit of the nerves to the wheat 
trade of the world.. Events have proved 
that the governmental information was 
substantially correct, and that Mr. Patten 
and his following had been playing a 
mighty game of bluff, relying on the lack 
of exact knowledge of the wheat stocks 
and on the uncertainty as to the capacity 
of present resources to meet the growing 
demands of our expanding populations.

“With this prospect ahead of us, to what 
sourse of supply, actual or potential, can 
the British turn their eyes? There can be 
only one answer to that question—to Can­
ada. Russia is uncertain ; its exports to 
these islands have fluctuated amazingly. 
Last year, in fact, it sent us barely more 
than it did nearly twenty-five years ago. 
India shows something of the same varia­
tions, The Argentine exports to us have 
very largely increased, but the growth of 
supply has not been always constant. Can­
ada is the only country whose exports of 
wheat to the British Isles have been al-
