In accordance with the report of Special Committee on Extending Order» 
adopted at the last session of the grand body at Windsor, and found on pages 
375 and 376 of Journal, 1894, I called the Executive Committee together 
immediately at the close of the session, and it was there unanimously 
decided to engage the services of T. L. Broderick, of Toronto, for the term of 
six months, to begin from the date he should report at my office in St. Thomas» 
for duty and sign agreement, at a salary of $150 per month.

Although the results from the services rendered are not what npany may 
have expected, inasmuch as but few new lodges have been organized, yet 
many weak lodges have received material assistance, which undoubtedly would 
ere this, have surrendered their charters.

Broderick’s services till the present 
session of Grand Lodge. I feel satisfied that Bro. Broderick has done his 
utmost to increase our membership and I believe that the results of his labors 
will bear good fruit in the near future.

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REPORTS OF DEPUTY GRAND CHANCELLORS.

R. H. McConnell, Esq., Grand Chancellor of Ontario.
Dear Sir and Bro.,—I have much pleasure in submitting the following as 

my report of District No. 1, trusting that it will meet with your approval and 
that of our grand body.

We have now in this district comprising as it does the City of Toronto 
and County of York, nine lodges of our order as follows :—Mystic, No. 1 ; 
Ivanhoe, No. 4 ; Damon, No. 6; Queen City, No. 18; Amicus, No. 20 ; 
Ontario, No. 25 ; Toronto, No. 30 ; Syracuse, No. 39; Philos, No. 41.

I may say generally that duryig the past year in the history of our order, 
in this jurisdiction there has been manifested a steady and healthy growth and 
increase not only in its cjiemliership but in enthusiasm and interest in the order 
generally, and more especially in the ritualistic work. There seems to be 
throughout all our lodges a praiseworthy desire on the part of their respective 
officers and members to vie with'each other in their zeal to excel in the practical 
working of our order and rendition of our beautiful ritualistic ceremonies 
without the assistance of rituals.

In this behalf one lodge in particular is deserving of the highest encomiums 
for the manner in which its officers and the rank and file of its membership 
have sacrificed their time, and to some degree their personal finances, and no 
doubt to a great degree their personal convenience in the perfection of what is 
now in my estimation at least the best rendition of the Amplified 3rd Rank in 
this jurisdiction. I refer to Ontario Lodge, No. 25, which has now the 
complete paraphernalia for the rank in question.

I am instructed by Brother W. J. Robertson, who has control of the 
endowment rank in this district, that the applications for admission to that 
branch of the order show an increase for this year of fully 50 per cent, over that 
of the year 1894. Special attention of the members has been drawn to this 
most estimable branch of the Order, and I trust that the time will not be far 
distant when admission into the Order will be synonymous with admission into 
the endowment rank, a$ I feel that in that more than in any other way could ~ 
the memliers be permanently cemented to our Order.

Referring to the Uniform Rank of the Order, I am instructed that pro­

In her 
present crippled state her influence cannot be otherwise than pernicious in 
affecting the interest of her members and doing the order an injury by their 
apathy manifested to outside members. The personnel of the lodge is strong 
hut the whole interest in her affairs devolves on some five or six members w ho
constitute her usual attendance. If the Provincial Deputy could be spared to
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do the work of introducing new members to the lodge, this would probably 
tide over her difficulties.c,

The Past Chancellors of this jurisdiction have by unanimous choice 
nominated Bro. Hugh Peel, of Ontario Lodge, for the office of Deputy Grand 
Chancellor for the ensuing term, and I have much pleasure in recommending 
his appointment.

Calanthe Lodge, No. 36, constitutes the district at present, and I would 
humbly suggest for the consideration of yourself and Grand Lodge the advis­
ability of making an attempt to open a lodge in Paris and Burford, both in the 
County of Brant.

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REPORT OF PROVINCIAL DEPUTY GRAND CHANCELLOR 

AND INSPECTOR.

R. H. McConnell, Esq., Grand Chancellor of Ontario.

Dear Sir and Bro.,—Herewith I beg to present my report for the nine 
months since I assumed the office of Provincial Deputy Grand Chancellor and 
Inspector. My report, if given in detail, would be a very lengthy one, hut I 
shall endeavor to curtail and make it brief as possible.

My official duties began on Oct. 8th, 1894, and from that date I have de­
voted my whole time in furthering the interests and progress of our Order.

I made my first official visit to Hamlet I-odge, No. 42. I found them in a 
unsettled state. The fact that this lodge was instituted just on the eve

„l the last assembly of Grand Lodge, and having had no visit from an official, 
nor from an experienced Knight, in the meantime, they were consequently 
almost totally ignorant of the ritualistic work and were not prepared to confer 
ranks upon candidates. I also found that they had taken in charter members 

fee of $5 each. I fully explained to them that it was positively unconsti­
tutional to take applicants in for less than $10 each, and in no way could the 
Grand Lodge tolerate their action in this matter. I give them a night of in­
struction, which was gladly received by all present, and all manifested a per­
sonal interest in the ritual work, in so much that lioth officers and members 
applied themselves in going through the secret work. I remained in Stratford 

three days, and with the assistance of some of the memliers, succeeded 
in securing twelve applications. In two weeks time I again visited this lodge 
to assist in conferring ranks. The first semi-annual report had now lieen sent 
in from this lodge and showed a credit of $10 for each charter memlier ; as 
an off-set, the report showed the unreasonable expenditure of $225 (or in­
stituting expenses. This report the G. K. R. S. did not propose to accept. 
Acting on the suggestion of the G. K. R. S., I duly notified the lodge of the 
date I would visit them and the object of my visit. At the meeting I^met 

members ; I fully explained the constitutionwith twenty or more of the 
regarding fees for the three ranks, and on the matter expressed myself briefly 
and to the point that, even if the Grand Lodge might feel disposed to accept the 
report under existing circumstances, yet it was positively unconstitutional to 
make members at a fee less than $10, and the Grand Lodge had no power to 
act in the matter other than to see that the members paid the extra $5 each, or 
demand the surrender of their charter. After discussing the matter till mid­
night, all present decided to pay the extra $5. I remained over the next 
day, and Bro. King, the M. of F., drove me around to see the rest of the mem­
bers. I fully explained matters'-and just the position the lodge now stood and 

successful in collecting $5 each from,the ltalance of the memliers. That 
evening there was a candidate for initiation, who desired to have the three

I
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iranks conferred upon him that night, otherwi* he would not join them, as he 
was leaving the town next day. I had an interview with this candidate, which 
resulted in his lieing initiated into the mysteries of the rank 4 Page, and he was 
furnished with an order to receive the tanks of Esquire and Knight in due 

frhm other ledges to which the request might be presented. In justice 
to the mem Iters of Hamlet Lodge, No. 42, I desire to refer to the fact that 
they were misled during the organizing of the lodge, as they were given to 
understand that it would cost them only $5 each, and as they had received the 
three ranks, and two representatives having been recognized at Grand Lodge, 
I say great credit is due the members in settling up this matter so manly. I 
also consider this Grand Lodge is to be complimented in having Hamlet Lodge 
No. 42, comprisinga class of members who have thus exemplified true Pythian- 
ism—honesty, justice and loyalty. For the extra time and trouble visiting this 
lodge, I feel amply repaid, in so much that I was instrumental in arriving at 
such an agreeable settlement with the members in this matter. To have lost it 
would have meant to have lost lielween thirty-five and forty staunch Pythian 
knights, and so early closing up the lodge would have undoubtedly proven a 
disastrous blow to our Order in this locality for some time to come.

/

On thd-suggestion of the G.K.R.S., I went to Owen Sound to ascertain 
how many members of Inglewood Lodge, No. 29, (then defunct), could be 
obtained to effect the reorganization of the lodge. I spent a few days in this 
town and met most of the members, and I found that a number were desirous 
of remaining in our Order, provided a lodge could be instituted, or the old 
one resuscitated. I succeeded in getting liros. Massen, LePan, Forester and 
Douglass interested, and we started a canvass, which resulted in replacing all 
the old members and adding thirty new applicants, comprising the business and 
professional men of the town ; and 
No. 29, with a membership of

Owen Sound has Inglewood Lodge, 
fifty. On the evening this lodge 

•citated, the brethren gave an elegant banquet to thtyvUiting Knights. Bros. 
G.V.C. W. C. Macdonald, G.K.R.S. Geo. H. Mitchell, Wm. Cook, W. 
Fralick, and H. Peel accompanied me and assisted in the reorganization.

Galt Lodge, No. 38, I visited several times. This ledge appears to have 
been groping aimlessly along for the last year. They claim to have been insti­
tuted under the old ritual (which is true), and since their institution they have 
been neglected. Having had no official instruction in the secret work, they Ire- 
Ran to lose all interest in the Order. I assured them if they would secure can- 
■didates for the three ranks, that I would have the Toronto team go to Galt and 
exemplify the ritual work, and this assurance stirred up the members. On Nov. 
15th, 1894, twenty Knights from Toronto accompanied me to Galt. The 
Grand Chancellor and S. R. Dr. John S. King were also present. The Toronto 
team conferred the rank of Page upon four candidates, the rank of Esquire 
upon four Pages, and the rank of Knight upon three Esquires. The team ex-
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emplified the amplified third in grand style. After the lodge closed the visiting 
brethren were given an elegant banquet. Addresses werie delivered by the 
Grand Chancellor, Sup. Rep. King, and several Knights from Toronto, and 
local members. This meeting appealed to have enthused new life into the 
members of Galt Lodge, and all expressed themselves as desirous of furthering 
the interest of our Order in their town. Since this occasion the lodge called 
a meeting of its members to consider the advisability of surrendering their 
charter. I was asked to be present at this meeting, and was there. I advised 
them not to entertain surrendering their charter for the present ; that I would 
return again and remain a day or two, and with the assistance of the members 

we would see what could be done to secure new applicants. I did so, and in 
our canvass we were successful in securing seven applications. If the members 
of Galt Lodge were as enthusiastic as W. D. Card, the immediate P.C., and 
their D.G.C. A. F. Robb, the lodge would increase in membership.

On visiting Oil Springs I found Oil Springs Lodge, No. 34, completely 
defunct, and no possible means to resuscitate it. This lodge had exceptional 
fine supplies and paraphernalia. These I packed up and the same have been 
disputed between some of the new lodges lately instituted. I also received 
from the M. of E., $30.06, which amount was the balance in the treasury. A 
record of the paraphernalia and cash I handed over to tiro. Mitchell, G.K.R.S.

On visiting Georgetown I found Native Valley Lodge, No. 27, impossible 
to resuscitate. I packed up what supplies they had (which was not of much 
value), and received from the M. of E. $10.63. This amount, less the express 
and cartage charges, together with the supplies I handed over to tiro. Mitchell.

On visiting Wingham, I found Sicily Lodge, No. 32, completely defunct 
and impossible to reinstate the members. I packed up what supplies they had, 
and gave an account of the same to Bro. Mitchell, G.K. R.S. These supplies have 
been distributed between spme of the new lodges. No funds in the treasury.

fn organizing Trafalgar Lodge, No. 43, at Guelph, I spent considerable 
time. Never in my experience in society work have I met with such difficulty 
in organizing a lodge. I felt as though we must have a lodge in the Royal City 
df Guelph, and learning that two or three attempts some years previously had 
been made, without success, I was determined to leave no stone unturned till 
a lpdge of our Order was instituted in that city. After visiting Guelph several 
times, I made the acquaintance of many of the professional and business men 
of the city. Our Order now began to be talked about. I secured a hall and 
nvited the citizens tp a public meeting to hear addresses on Fythianism. At 

my request, Bro. Dr. J. S. King came specially to the meeting and delivered a 
powerful and impressive addrefes on the origin, aims and objects of our Order. 
While it took me apparently an unreasonable time to organize this lodge, yet 
nothing short of that determination and perseverance would have succeeded ; 
and now we have a membership in Trafalgar Lodge, No. 43, that does our
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Order credit. This lodge was organized on January 30th, but did not complete 
the institution till March 4th, 1895* 1 his was due to the members being 
desirous of having the lodge instituted in their own castle hall. At their re­
quest, I deferred the institution till the latter date. These enterprising members 
secured the finest hall in the city, elegantly furnished it throughout, and had 
everything in readiness for March 4th. At the organization of this lodge 
thirty-six Knights accompanied me from Toronto ; among whom were Bros. 
Dr. John S. King, G.V.C. W. C. Macdonald, and G1K.R.S. Geo. H. Mitchell. 
There were also present many Knights from Stratford, Hamilton and Toronto 
Junction. At the close of the meeting, a banquet was tendered the visiting 
brothers. The Toronto team exemplified the ritualistic work in their usual fine 
style. This lodge’s charter list of applicants numbered forty-seven.

On March 15th, 1895, I instituted Victoria Lodge, No. 44, at Berlin, with 
a charter list 0Ç sixty-two. This lodge comprises a very interesting member­
ship and since their institution they rarely miss a meeting, every week having 
some ranks to confer upon candidates. For a young lodge they excel in the 
exemplification of the ritual and if the same enthusiasm now existing among 
these members continues to prevail Victoria Lodge, No. 44, will, in the 
future, be the banner lodge in this domain. G»K.R.S. Mitchell, G.V.C. 
Macdonald, P.C. Peel and Bro. Fralick accompanied me from Toronto, and 
assisted in the institution, after which the visitors wete entertained in a right 
royal manner.

On May 14th, 1895, I instituted Woodstock Lodge, No. 45, with a charter 
list of forty-two. Woodstock is a society city and when I introduced the Order 
it was generally supposed that room for another order was entirely out of the 
question. After several visits I made the acquaintance of a number of the 
leading professional and bu-iness men and was successful in inducing a number 
of them to join our ranks and to-day Woodstock Lodge, No. 45, comprise 
membership that we may well l>e proud of.

On June 12th, 1895» I instituted Napanee Lodge, No. 46, with a charter 
list of thirty-two. A very fine and enterprising class of material comprises the

On June 25th, 1895» I instituted Renwick Lodge, No. 47, at Renwick, 
with a charter list of twenty. It was with considerable hésitancy^that I insti­
tuted this lodge, as Renwick being a very small place I could not see much to 
warrant the growth of a lodge there. However, Bro. M. B. Williams assured 
me that in the near future a lodge there would increase to a membership of 
thirty, and the fact of there being number of enterprising ypung farmers in 
the immediate vicinity, I thought perhaps it would lie well to acceed to Bro. 
Williams request and give them a lodge. Personally I am opposed to the
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instituting of lodges in small places, and only under exceptional circumstances 
would I entertain the idea.

On June 26th, 1895, I instituted Royal Lodge, No. 48, at Walkerville, 
with a charter list of thirty-two. This lodge comprises a fine class of material. 
Walkerville, although a small place, is very conservative in ways and opinions 
and the citizens consider that there is" sufficient enterprise and material to 
support a good lodge, and under no other circumstances than having a lodge 
in their town would they join the Order. At first considerable oppositio 
raised by some of the knights of Windsor to a lodge being instituted at Walker­
ville, but after I had thoroughly investigated the matter, and fully explained the 
situation to the Windsor brethren all 
were 
lodge.

were pleased to find that the prospects 
so encouraging, and I was ably assisted by them in the instituting of the

]
With the excep ion of four or five I have visited every lodge in the domain 

giving instructions and exemplifying the secret and ritualistic work. I found 
the majority using the rituals in conferring ranks and I took every opportunity 
to advise the memorizing of the work and advocated nights of instruction. The 
Toronto lodges, with the exception of Philos, are increasing in memltership 
and if all the lodges in this domain were to exercise the same interest in I'ythian- 
ism the increase in Ontario would be very gratifying. A majority of the lodges 
in Tot onto confer the ranks without the use of the rituals and they are to be 
complimented in having an efficient rank leant and the manner fti which they 
exemplify the work.

Rathbone Lodge, No. 12, St. Thomas, is my lodge, and on making my 
visit to them I find it ranks second to none to âny in Ontario, for zeal, 
prise and progress, and in the exemplification of the ritual they are not to l>e 
excelled. Its management of business affairs, is worthy of imitation by many 
of the lodges.

In visiting Red Cross Lodge, No. 3, Hamilton, I find the best attendance! 
of members, of any lodge in Ontario. The exemplification of the ritua 
is effectively managed. To visit Red Cross Lodge, No. 3, will do any knight 
good.
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fiThe increase of members in the several lodges of th,is domain during the 

last nine months, will far exceed the record of previous years.

In presenting my report, I know the number of lodges instituted, and 
the increase of membership, is not what was expected, yet, we have cause 
to feel grateful, for the progress made. During the nine months since I 
assumed the office alloted me, I have endeavored to do my uttermost to 
further the interest and progress of our Order. There are many knights who 
have sacrificed time and means to advance the interests of the Order, and Grand 
Chancellor McConnell, to my personal knowledge, has sacrificed l>oth time
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and money to fuithei its progress. The results of our labor have not I«en as 
encouraging as we would desire, but, when we consider the financial depres­
sion, "the falling off of business, the scarcity of work, and the dull times 
generally, which our country has just experienced, 
to feel grateful for what progress has been made.

i

The lodges instituted, since the last meeting of Grand Lodge, compose men 
of prominence, men of business, men of high social standing, men of influence, 
integrity, intelligence and respectability, men who recognize and appreciate the 
cardinal principles on which our Order is founded, «and consider it worthy of 
commendation. I have also introduced it in cities and towns, (particularly in 
the eastern district,) where we were practically unknown. There are already 
on the way lodges for institution at Ottawa, Brockville, Kingston, Clinton, 
Seaforth, Essex, Picton, and Peterl>oro. These cities and towns if properly 
looked after, will in the course of two or three months have established lodges, 
and be composed of a class of material that will do honor and credit 
Order.

We cannot over-estimate the importance of frequent visits by Grand offi- 
to the suliordinate lodges, to post the members in the ritual, and to 

encourage them in memorizing the work. In visiting lodges I have observed 
that when the work is exemplified without the use of rituals, those are the lodges 
that are well attended and increasing in members. Nothing is so discour- 
aging or will create a lack of interest among the mem 1 vers as to attend lodge 
and witness the exemplification of the work by those who use rituals and jver- 
form their duties in anything but a creditable manner. Too much stress cannot 
be laid on the necessity of enforcing officers to memorize the work. The 
fust impression made upon a candidate on king initiated is a lasting one, let it 
be good or bad. For a man of society experience or a man of culture to be 
brought into our Order and initiated in the that is done by some of the 
lodges in this domain is simply disgraceful and detrimental to the progress of 
a noble and worthy Order.

My warm personal interest in the Order and anxiety to see it progress 
m our fair domafti, prompts me to intimate that it would lie wise for this 
Grand body to devise some plan and means to raise funds to lie appropriated in 
furthering its interest and progress in Ontario. If a proper and qualified 
knight can Ire obtained to assume the chief executive office of this Grand 
Lodge for the ensuing term, one who is thoroughly experienced and 
versant with our constitution, having a practical knowledge of the ritual 
and secret work, and who is qualified to properly introduce our Older to. the 
liest class of men in our domain, I feel sure that such an expenditure would 
life a judicious one, for the foundation is now already laid for the institution of a 
number of lodges if it is properly and promptly looked alter. With the keen 
opposition now existing among secret societies it is essential that a duly qualified

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knight should constantly be on the war path among the different lodges in­
structing them in the ritualistic work, for no progress can be expected of any 
lodge where it is not properly exemplified.

REPORT OF GRAND KEEPER OF RECORDS AND SEAL.

To the Officers and Members of the Grand Lodge:

I beg to submit for your consideration my twenty-second report 
clerical officer for the fiscal year ending May 31st.

STATE OF THE ORDER.

Last year I had occasion to refer to the severe financial depression which 
existed throughout the country as being, to a great extent, the cause for the 
little progress made during the preceding year and while that depression still 
continues though, perhaps, in a somewhat modified form, I am pleased lu be 
able to report that the Order in this domain has made a net gain in member­
ship of six per cent. This increase does not include the additional members 
made by the institution of new lodges since our last session.

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In finances a better showing is made for the receipts were

In lodges we have added seven to our roll, one of which is an old one 
revived, vis., Inglewood, No. 29, Owen Sound, ami have closed up Nos. 27 
32 and 34, which have been dormant for the past two or three years, mak’ 
a net increase of four. The new ones are :

Irafalgar, No. 43, Guelph, instituted March 4th.
Victoria, No. 44, Berlin, instituted March 15th.
Woodstock, No. 45, Woodstock, instituted May 14th.
Napanee, No. 46, Napanee, instituted June 12th.
Renwick, No. 47, Renwick, instituted June 25th.
Royal, No. 48, Walkerville, instituted June 26th.
Inglewood, No. 29, Owen Sound, was reorganized on February 7th.

As to the Order at large the records show a marked increase. From a 
report just received from the Supreme Keeper of Records and Seal the number 
of lodges Dec. 31st, 1894, was 6,293, with a membership of 456,450, being a 
net gain during 1894 of 285 lodges and 13,250 members. ;

SEMI-ANNUAL RETURNS.

During the past year, for some unexplained reason, many of the lodges 
■experienced considerable difficulty in preparing their reports to Grand Lodgfe 
and with very few exceptions when they came to hand were incorrect and had 
to be returned. Thg only explanation of this appears to me to lie that the 
lodge books cannot be properly kept, for the report forms, while requiring con­
siderable details, are very simple and were accompanied with a circular which 
gave full particulars of each page. Notwithstanding this the great majority of 
the reports were incorrect and in several cases had to be returned two and 
three times, while with two I had practically to make them out myself from 
the data furnished. At this date, with the single exception of Crusader Lodge, 
No. 5, of Port Arthur, all returns for 1894 have been received but this one has 
failed to report for the last half year. Perseverance Lodge, No. 23, of St. 
Catharines, made no returns for 1893, although it has promised to do so and 
has paid a per capita tax for which I cannot make a corresponding debit entry.

I have, yeamfiy year, drawn the attention of Grand Lodge to the great in- 
convenience and trouble caused by the delay of the reports without 
dial legislation being enacted and I trust

any reme-
some action will l>e taken 41 this 

session. It must be borne in mind that the Government demands a report on 
March 1st of each year ami the Supreme Lodge on April 1st, ami in each case 
I am compelled to send in an incomplete return. Any delay on my part 
would, in the first case, imperil your registration, and in the second be subject
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to a fine of one dollar per day for each day the report is delayed after the sped' 
fieri time. I think a similar penalty imposed on the lodges might have a 
beneficial effect.

SUPPLIES.

Up to the date of the last meeting of Supreme Lodge we, in conjunction 
with other Grand Lodges outside of the United States, were allowed a rebate 
on all supplies furnished by the Supreme Lodge, equal to the amount of duty 
paid. This equitable provision placed all outside domains on a par with those 
on the other side of the line. At the last session, however, the new Constitu­
tion and Statutes contained no provision for this and as all former enactments 
were abolished on the adoption of the new legislation the Supreme Keeper of 
Records and Seal held that the concession so long enjoyed was null and void. 
The following is his letter on the subject :

Brother,—Among the .'aws repealed at the recent convention of the 
Supreme Lodge was that which formerly allowed Grand jurisdictions outside 
the United States a rebate equal to the amount of duties paid on supplies. 
Hence I cannot allow you credit for the amount of the bill sent, which I here-

In reply I wrote protesting against the injustice which this inflicted on 
outside, or foreign jurisdictions, and received the following :

Brother,—The legislation by which “jurisdictions outside the United 
States” were allowed a rebate on supplies equal to the duty paid was enacted 
by the Supreme Lodge at its Convention of 1888 (jour. 1888, pp. 4135, 4584), 
This, with a great mass of other legislation, was repealed by the “ omnibus 
clause” of the present Supreme Constitution, which provides that “all con­
stitutions, legislation and decisions of the Supreme Lodge, ... in force 
prior to the adoption of this constitution, are hereby repealed and annulled, 
except as in this article specifically provided ” (cons, xv., 1). There is now no
Pythian law of any description whatsoever, except such as is specifically set 
forth in the Supreme Constitution and Statutes. I do not think there was any 
intention on the part of anyone to do injustice to what you call the “ foreigners.” 
The old law was simply not reenacted, anti the “foreign” representatives 
failed to notice the omission. Fraternally,

Dear Sir and Brother,—Upon my return I find your favor which I have 
carefully noted and this day have forwarded it to the Chairman of the Finance

Every member of the order 
who can pass a satisfactory medical examination should posse 
in the Endownment Rank and the officers would considerably strengthen their 
respective lodges if they would interest themselves in this matter. There is no 

^tsurer method of holding and interesting members than by getting them to take 
N&ut a policy ; for then they know and feel that they have something more at 

stake than mere membership in the lodge. It is a duty that everyone 
to himself and his lodge to see that some provision, more than is offered by the 
ordinary benefits, is provided for his family in case of death. On April 1st,

SUPREME CONSTITUTION ANI) STATUTES.

In the adoption of a new code of laws the Supreme Lodge made very few 
changes and of the=e there are some that do not seem to be understood by the 
lodges. Acting upon a suggestion made to me I will draw your attention to a 
few which it is important should be understood.

Transfer Cards.—By means of these a member desiring to change from 
one lodge to another retains his membership in his old lodge until he is actually 
accepted in the new one and if from some causé he should be rejected his 
standing in his own lodge is not impaired.

Good Standing.—The definition given by the Statutes fully cover the case. 
Payment of dues does not now enter into it ; a member may owe twelve months 
dues and yet be in good standing

S.A.P.W.—Ev 
and orally receive it 
irrespective of the amount of dues be may be indebted to the lodge.

The S.A.P.W, is now sent to Deputy Grand Chancellors by the Grand 
Keeper of Records and Seal and before sending he must receive from the lodge 
of which the Deputy is a member a certificate that he is in good standing. A 
Deputy may depute a Past Chancellor to install officers of a lodge for him but 
said Past Chancellor must conform to the same rule before he can obtain the 
word if not already in possesion of it. The Deputy Grand Chancellor cannot 
communicate said word to him.

Order for S.A.P.W.—Thèse must not be issued to members who can per­
sonally and orally receive the word from their Chancellor Commander and must

'écyjnember of a lodge in good standing who can personally 
from his C?C. is entitled to have it communicated to him

■
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not be issued under any circumstance during a period when the lodge is itself 
not in possession of the word. A peculiar feature in connection w ith this matter is 
•the fact that to obtain an order an absent member must pay his dues to the 
•comme.’cement of the term for which the order is desired and the official receipt 
must be presented with the order before the word can be communicated.

Suspension for N. P. I),—Before a member can lie thus suspended he 
must be full twelve months in arrears and of which notice must be sent to him. 
Thirty days must then expire before action is taken. The statute on this point 
s very clear.

Pages and Esquires.—Under the statutes dues are chargeable from date of 
initiation and Pages and Esquires since January 1st, 1895, cannot lie dropped 
or non advancement but are liable to suspension for non-payment of dues.

In connection with this matter I desire alsji to draw your attention to the 
fact that the new laws require lodges to provide themselves with certain supplies, 
full particulars of which were embodied in a circular sent out in December last. 
At this date there are several lodges which have not yet complied and it would 
be interesting to know how or in what manner the officers were installed last

;

MISCELLANEOUS.

Renewal of Registry.—As required by law I made application to the 
Registrar of Friendly Societies for renewal of Registration and I am in posses­
sion of the renewal certificate.

Incorporation o] Lodges.—During the past year I had three lodges incor­
porated, viz., Meniss, No. 19, Chapleau ; Calanthe, No. 36, Brantford, and 
Columbian, No. 37, London, 
papers but no copies of their by-laws and as it is necessary to file two copies I 
have been unable to do anything. It seems strange to me that, notwithstand­
ing circulars having been sent giving full instructions, lodges will only partly 
comply with the law and expect their wishes to be fulfilled. Certificates of 
incorporation have, up to date, been issued to the following lodges : Nos. 1, 3, 
5, 6, 11, 12, 13, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 31, 33, 35, 36, 37 and 38 making eighteen 
in all. The cost to lodges to be incorporated is nothing, which may, in part, 
account for the non-application of some.

Several others have sent me the necessary

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In reference to that portion under the heading of “ State of the Order ” 
this grand body .is to be congratulated on the satisfactory financial showing, 
notwithstanding the recent financial depression which we trust is now happly 
over. The ten per cent, increase in receipts and the twenty per cent, decrease 
in expenditure, together with the fifty per cent, increase in the benefit fund, 
speaks well for the management of the different subordinate lodges and shows 
the wisdom of the receut legislation in reference to distribution of funds.

^Reference has already been made in Report No. I with regard to the institu­
tion and revival of new lodges and we can but add that although the increase 
during the past year is not as satisfactory as the expenditure incurred would 
lead us to anticipate, yet we hope that the results of the last years labors will 

- be seen in the near future.
With reference to that portion under the heading of 

your Committee desire to draw the attention of this grand body to the fact that 
out of the total number of lodges in this domain only a few are incorporated 
and we would recommend the immediate compliance with the constitution by 
all subordinate lodges in the completion of their by-laws and the necessary 
application for incorporation.

While we heartly endorse the sentiments expressed by our Grand Keeper 
of Records and Seal, in regard to the Pythian papers received at his office, yet 

of opinion that this grand domain is of sufficient strength and impor­
tance to support and should have a properly conducted paper of its

The tabulated financial statements show a healthy condition generally, 
and we are pleased to notice the substantial balances standing to the credit of 
the benefit and general funds.

The Grand Lodge, Knights of Pythias, the source of all authority in the Order of 

[Knights of Pythias in the Domain of Ontario, doth ordain and establish this

GRAND CONSTITUTION.

ARTICLE. I.

Title.
This body shall be known as the Grand Lodge, Knights of Pythias, of the 

Domain of Ontario, existing by virtue of a Charter, duly and regularly issued 
by the Supreme Lodge, Knights of Pythias, and registered and incorporated 
under the Insurance Corpoiation’s Act, 1892, of the Province of Ontario.

ARTICLE II.

The Grand Law.
The Grand Constitution and the laws enacted by the Grand Lodge in 

accordance therewith, and not in conflict with the rituals of the order or the 
Supreme Constitution and Statutes, shall be the Grand law of the order in 
this domain.

ARTICLE III.
Structure of the Order.

The order in this domain shall be constituted as follows 
(a). A Grand Government.
(f>). Such subordinate lodges as possess charters or warrants legally 

granted by this Grand Lodge which have not been suspended or 
revoked.
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ARTICLE IV.

The Grand Government.
1 he Grand Government shall consist of two independent, coordinate 

departments, viz :

A legislative and judicial department, and an executive department.

ARTICLE V.
The Legislative and Judicial Department.

Section i. The legislative and judicial powers of the Grand .Govern, 
ment shall lie vested in a Grand Lodge, which shall be composed of:’

{a). All Past Grand Chancellors of this domain in good standing in this 
Grand Lodge, antPÎn their respective subordinate lodges.

(à). Its officers as designated in this constitution.
(f). The Grand Representatives legally elected or appointed.

Sec. 2. The officers of the Grand Lodge shall be a Grand Chancellor, 
a Grand Vice-Chancellor, a Grand Prelate, a Grand Keeper of Records and 
Seal, a Grand Master of Exchequer, a Grand Master-at-Arms, a Grand Inner 
Guard and a Grand Outer Guard, who shall be elected annually, as provided 
by law, and shall hold office for the term of one official year, or until their 
successors are duly elected and installed.

Sec. 3. The Grand Lodge shall elect biennially, in the odd numbered 
years, in regular convention assembled, one Supreme Representative to 
for four years from the next succeeding first day of January.

Sec. 4. Any Past Chancellor of this domain who has received the Grand 
Lodge Rank, and who is in good standing in his lodge, shall be admitted to 
the conventions of the Grand Lodge,-be eligible to any office or position in-its 
gift and may be appointed to fill a vacancy on any standing committee, or to 
serve as a member of special ccmmittees.

Sec. 5. The regular conventions of the Grand Lodge shall be held 
annually, commencing at nine o’clock a.m. on the second Tuesday in June at 
such place as may have been designated at the preceding regular convention ; 
provided, that if the place were not so desigriated, the convention shall be held 
in the city of Hamilton and that at any session of the Grand Lodge a month 
and a day of meeting other than the second Tuesday in June may lie selected 
for the next succeeding convention by a vote of three-fourths of the members 
present entitled to vote ; provided also that, should any public calamity or 

* exigency so require, the Grand Chancellor, by and with the consent of a ma­
jority of the Executive Committee of the Grand Lodge, may designate a differ­
ent time or place at which such convention shall be held.
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A quorum of the Grand Lodge for the transaction of business 
shall be not less than one Grand Representative from each of one-third of the 
lodger ; provided that Grand Representatives from ten lodges may receive and ^ 
act upon certificates and credentials and confer the Grand Lodge Rank.

Sec. 7. The Grand Lodge reserves to itself the following powers, viz :
{a). To trass upon and determine all questions relative to the qualificati 

and election of its members.
(/-). To enact laws for its own government and protection, and to prescribe 

rules of procedure for the conduct of its luisine-s.
(r). To prescribe the powers and duties of its officers, 

be fixed by the ritual, the Supreme law and this ronstitution.

(<). To provide by law a revenue for the Grand Government.
(/)• To make appropriations of money for the maintenance of the Grand

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Sec. 8. The Grand Lodge may by law provide for Ihe impeachment 
removal from offiie of the Grand Chancellor, and for the trial and 

removal from office of any officer of the Grand Lodge other than Ihe Grand 
Chancellor ; it may define Ihe offenses for which such proceedings or either of 
them will lie ; hut judgment in such cases shall not extend beyond removal from 
office and the disqualification lo hold office in the order in Ihis domain there- 
alter. In all cases, removal from office, or removal from anil disqualification 
to hold office, shall require the affirmative vote, by yeas and nays, ol two-thirds 
of all the members of the Tribunal which shall have been 
trial thereof ; provided that conviction shall 
trial of the party for the same offence in 
Jurisdiction.

Sec. 9. All laws enacted by this Grand Lodge shall be of general 
application, shall be formulated as statutes and shall be styled “grand statutes," 
and, when introduced and while under consideration shall he styled " pro-

Sec. io. A proposition shall embrace not more than one subject, which 
shall be clearly expressed in its title.

Sec. II. A proposition, which provides for the repeal or amendment of 
a statute, shall recite in its title the title of the statute to be repealed or 
amended. r

Sec. 12. A proposition shitt-not become a statute until it shall first have 
lreen referred to ami reported on by the appropriate committee and passed by 
the affirmative majority vote of all the members of the Grand Lodge present 
and entitled to vote ; should it fail to pass, the same subject shall not be 
stdered at the same convention of the Grand Lodge.

Sec. 13. The enacting clause of every proposition shall be as follows :

Sec. 14. All statutes shall take effect thirty days after their passage, 
less therein otherwise provided.

Sec. 15. The resolving clause of every resolution shall be as follows : 
Be ,t resolved by the Grand Lodge Knights of Pythias oj the Domain of 
Ontano, and shall precede or be a part of the first section of such resolution.

Sec. 16. No moneys shall be drawn from the exchequer of the Grand 
Lodge except in accordance with law.

Sec. 17. A statement of all receipts and expenditures of the Grand 
Government shall be reported by the proper officers 10 the Grand Lodge and 
included in the printed journal of each regular
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;

Sec. 18. A journal of the proceedings of the Grand Lodge shall lie kept 
and published in such manner as the Grand Lodge may by law provide, and 
such journal shall he prima facie evidence of all acts of the Grand Lodge there­
in chronicled, unless a written protest be filed with the Grand Chancellor 
against any portion thereof, within sixty days after distribution.

ARTICLE VI.
The Executive Department.

Section i. The executive powers of the Grand Government shall be 
vested in a Grand Chancellor who shall be elected and shall hold his office as 
provided in this constitution.

Sec. 2. In case of the removal from office of the Grand Chancellor, or 

of his death, resignation or inability to discharge the duties of said office, the 
same shall devolve on the Grand Vice Chancellor.

Sec. 3. In case of the death, resignation, removal from office or inability
of both the Grand Chancellor and Grand Vice Chancellor, the vacancies shall be 
filled as the Grand Lodge may by law provide. '

Sec.1 4. I he Grand Chancellor shall enforce the Supreme and Grand 
laws, and the decrees of the Supreme Tribunal.

Sec. 5. Except when otherwise provided by law, the Grand Chancellor 
shall fill by appointment, any vacancy in an office pf the Grand Lodge which 
may occur during its recess.

Sec. 6. The Grand Chancellor may, as provided by law, appoint and 
commission Deputy Grand Chancellors for such duties as may be delegated to-

Sec. 7. The Grand Chancellor, at each regular convention of the Grand 
Lodge, shall present a report of all his official acts during its recess. His- 
report shall contain information in regard to the state of the order, and such 
recommendations as he may deem necessary and expedient.

Sec. 8. 1 he Grand Chancellor may call special conventions oOthe Grand
Lodge, in the manner provided by law-.

Sec. 9. The Grand Chancellor, during the recess of the Grand Lodge, 
shall have authority to grant, in the manner provided by law, warrants for the 
institution of subordinate lodges within this domain, and warrants so granted 
shall be in force until suspended or revoked in the manner provided by law, or 
superseded by charters legally granted.

Sec. 10. The Grand Chancellor shall have power to grant such dispen- 
satiohs as the Grand Lodge may authorize by law.

Sec. II. The Grand Chancellor shall require the execution and delivery^ 
to him of the bonds which may by law be required of officers of the Grati^ 
Lodge, and he shall be the custodian of such bonds.

Sec. 12. The Grand Chancellor may require, in writing, information 
from any lodge or member of the order in this domain as to any matter within 
the knowledge of such lodge or member, pertaining to the welfare of the 
order or the observance of the Supreme and Grand law.

Sec. 13. The Grand Chancellor shall perform such other duties 
be provided by the Supreme and Grand law.

ARTICLE VII.

General Provisions.
Section i. All legislation and decisions of the Grand Lodge, in force 

, to the adoption of this constitution, are hereby continued in full force 
and effect, except so far as the same are in conflict with the Supreme and 
Grand Constitution or superceded by Statutes. ®

Sec^_2. The laws of any subordinate lodge which conflict with or coritra- 
Statutes charted by the Grand Lodge are' hereby annulled and an 

attempt jÿenforce such laws is declared to be an act of contumacy, 
punishahde/as may be provided by law.

Sec. 3* This constitution shall take effect and become of force on and 
alter the first day of August, 1895.

. Amendments.
Any amendment to this constitution, consistent with the laws of the 

Supreme Lodge, may be presented at any regular convention of the Grand 
Lodge and if such proposed amendment.shall lie approved by a majority of all 
the members of the Grand Lodge present, it shall be entered on the journal 
and shall lie over until the n*xt regular convention. To lie then adopted it 
must receive an affirmative vote of two-thirds of all the members present ; pro­
vided, that a proposed amendment, when signed by two representatives of five 
lodges, may, by a majority vote, be considered when presented and may be 
adopted by a four-fifth affirmative vote ; provided, also, that when at any time, 
any provision of this constitution may be found to be in conflict with the 
Supreme law, then the notice herein contemplated shall not be requisite.
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
