Hannington, Esq., of Dorchester, while
Sir Hector Langevin’s candidate is Mr.
Landry. Mr. Mitchell backs the pro-
fessio%al office-seeker, Dr. W. H. Tuck,
while " Mr. Burns and others very
properly desire to see Judge Watters of
St. John promoted from the County
Judgeship to the higher position. The
appointment of Judge Watters would
give more general satisfaction than any
other that could be made.

Bastardy Cases.

The Queenat the instance of the Alms Heuse
Commissioners for the County of Nerthumberland
vs. Michael Mullin, charge of Bastardy on com-
plaint of Sarah Scott.

No. 1.—This cause was postponed on
affidavit of sfr. Adams, showing action
brought 11th Nov.—appearance and plea
delivered 26th November— noticed for
trial 5th Jan. 1885—materiul witnesaes
residing on P. E. Island wanted—applica-
tion to postpone till July granted on the
usual terms of paying coets of the day.

No.2.—Mr. Geo. Gilbert,Q. C.moves for
for trial on behalf of Defendant. The Re-
cord in this case was filed by the Defendant
as ordinarily may be done in an action of
replevin,but Mr.Davidson raised the ques_
vion if there was in this case a proper rec,
ord filed and contended there was not—and
that the cause was not at issueand there.
fore not triable at the present court. He
explained the action was replevin, and to
the declaration the Defendant had pleaded
the general issue by statute, but there had
been no notice to reply, and without such
notice the Defendant could not join the
issue for the plaintiff; and as a matter of
fact the defendant had not joined the
issue for plaintiff; and therefore he con-
tended there was no issue to try. The
facts were made to appear to the Court by
affidavit, and Mr, Davidson read many
authorities which he contended support-
ers of his views.

Mr. Gilbert was heard in reply. He
thought the objection was, at best, very
technical and came not with geod grace
from the Plaintiff. whose duty it was,under
the Replevin Bond he had given, to prose-
cute the suit promptly, Plaintiff ought
not to be allowed on mere technical
grounds to delay the suit, and if he did
the Deft. would be entitled to an assign-
ment of the Replevin Bond. He however
thought that in replevin at least, and un_
der Juch a plea, the objection was not
tendble, for in the action of replevin
both parties are said to be actors—the
Defendant really being the claimant, or
complainant and claiming rent due on de,
mised premises, and it is admitted under
Consolidated Statutes, 37 Chapter, Section
75—*‘the Plaintiff may add a joinder of
issue for the Defendant” and the  parties
had, in fac', changed places—the Defend-
an’ in this action was really the Plaintiff,
and the Plaintiff on the record really the
Defendant. ;

The Judge thought he could not stop
the trial on grounds so purely technicals
for on consideration there could be no
object in giving the notice formally to
reply, because under such a plea the 1ssue
was necessarily raised and no other repli-
cation could possibly be made than the
very formal one —*‘And the plaintiff joins
issue on the Defendant’s plea”—and it
seems really immaterial who adds it—or
indeed if it is added at all—and in the
action of replevin he was disposed to think
the 75th section, 87 chapter Consolidated
Statutes might well be read as suggested
by Mr. Gilbert—and at all events the re-
sponsibility of going to trial would be on
the Defendant.

Mr. Davidson therefore moved to have
canse postponed till July Term, '85 on an
affidavit for want of material witness,
which was granted on payment of the
costs of the day.

No. 3.—This was an action by the
executor of the late Alex. Ferguson to
recover the amount of two premissory
notes made by the Defendant to Ferguson
in his life time—the first dated 28th
March, 1878, payable in 3 months for $30;
the other dated 7th March, 1879, payable
in 20 days for 85, and also for a sum of
money said to have been lent by Ferguson
on a chattel mortgage, under seal dated
Sth Nov. 1880, the consideration of which
was $500, half to be paid in ene year and
the other half in two years. Butit
did not appear that any note or bond had
been given with the chattel mortgage.
The schedule to the bill of sale included a
large amount of personal property. The
notes were satisfactorily proved and in-
deed the Plaintiff in his evidence admitted
they were made by him. As regards the
amount of debt claimed to be due on the
chattel mortgage, the Plaintiff rested his
case on an acknowledgment by the De-
fendant to him since the death of Fergu-
son in April, 1880, in which the Plaintiff
said: I met Mr. Robinson in Newecastle;
he said he wanted to see me about the
Ferguson estate. He said he gave a bill
of sale for $500, but all he owed on it was
$70. I asked him how that was. He
said he had borrowed some money from
Mr, Ferguson and had got Charley Watt

to join him in a note; that Mr. Watt had
been at him from time to time to have
the note taken up, but Ferguson would
not give the note up till he got security
and that he gave him the bill of sale on
giving up the note. I asked him then
how he happened to give the bill of sale
for §500. He did not appear to want to
answer it at first and I said, did Ferguson
ask you to give him a bill of sale for $500
when you « nly owed him §70? He said,
no, Ferguson did not ask him to do that,
but that is the way he wanted him to
tuke it. I said, how’s that—what reason
would you have for him to take it in that
way ? He said that he owed some out-
side debts and he wanted to get clear of
them. [This was denied by Defendant,
who explained that the amount ftixed was
intended to cover advances which it was
anticipated Ferguson would make to De-
fendant.] There was an indorsement of the
payments of interest on the $30 up to lst
January, 1879, which Plaintiff said he
read to the Defendant, and Defendant
acknowledged to him the indorsements
were correct.

The Defendant
issue, paymwent and statute  of
limitation. He contended, as regards
the bill of sale that any money due there
on could not be recovered in an action of
assumpsit for money lent, etc., but could
only be.recovered. if at all, in a special
action on the bill of sale, on the covenant
or implied covenant therein, and Mr.
Lawlor cited a number of authorities
which he contended supported his view,
viz.,—Jardine vs. McAuley, 5 All 372,

10 C. B. 560, Price et al vs. Moulton,
B. and L. 42, Matthews vs. Blackmore,
1 Hurls and Nurman, B. and L., 54 56.

The Judge, however, did not think
these authorities touched the circum-
stances in this case as the bill of salein
question contained no covenant, but men-
tioned the case of Doe ex dem Vernon et a/
vs. White, 4 All. 314, which he thought
quite conclusive on the point and against
Defendant’s contention.

As regards the notes, the Defendant’s
contention was that they were paid and
he produced what he claimed to be a
discharge written and signed by Fer-
guson of these notes, as well as the
acknowledgment of payment of a debt of
$240 on a deed or mortgage of land,
which he had also given to Ferguson on
12th Dec., 1878, but which had no refer-
ence to this suit, except as enabling him
to explain how the notes were paid. He
said he had bocrowed from Ferguson
$240 on the land mortgage which, in its
terms, was an absolute deed, and on the
same day he took frem ' Ferguson, in his
own hand-writing, a certificate as follows.

NEewcasTLE 12th Dec., 1878.

This is to certify that if James Robinson,of Nel-
gon, paysme the sum of two hundred and forty
dollars, together with any other debts and ex-
penses between him and me that I will then re-
convey to him the land and premises conveyed to
me from him by deed of this date, 12th day of
December, 1878.

ALEX. FERGUSON.

The Defendant then stated that he
afterwards on the 19th June, 1879, at
Newcastle, paid the amount due on this
land mortgage and also the amount of the
notes, and produced a receipt, which he
said was in the hand-writing of Ferguson,
and which he himself saw him write, as
follows, —

Received 9th June, 1879, from Mr. James
Robinson, of Nelson, N. B., full satisfaction of
his mortgage deed to me and in full of all de-
mands whatseever.

ALEX. FERGUSON.

The Defendant’s account of the payment
was substantially asfollows,—

At the time Ferguson gave the paper to
me my wife was preseut. On the day he
gave me the paper I paid him a sum of
money over $200. After I paid this
money I owed him nothing. I paid the
whole that was due. 1 asked him for a
discharge of the mortgage. [ came over
to Newcastle to see Mr. Ferguson and pay
him; went into Mr. Jardine’s and Alex.
Ferguson was there. T told him that I
had come over to settle with him. He
said that was all right and what he liked,
and he got some paper, pen and ink and
figured up what I owed him, and I asked
him for a discharge for the moitgage and
he said he could not that day attend to
it, but would give me a receipt which
was just as good till he had time to see
about it. I paid ki on that occasion
every cent that he claimed and every
cent I owed him. I paid him in Chatham
May, 1879, $30. That was between the
time I got the certiticate from him and
the time he gave me the receipt. At the
time I paid the money at Jardine’s Mr.
Ferguson figured the notes in the calcu-
lation of the amount I paid. He said he
had not the notes with him, but would
get them and give them to me. I raid it
was a poor way of doing; that if anything
happened to him or me there might be
some trouble about it. He said he would
give me a receipt, that was just as good
as gold.

Defendant’s wife said she saw Mr.
Ferguson give the receipt to her husband
on the occasion referred to, that Ferguson
made use of the expression “‘it was as good
as gold.” She had kept the receipt her-
selfin a box till the commencement of
this action. The Defendant also said, in
regard to the chattel mortgage—that he
had paid $25 on account of the $70 he got
from Fergnson and his Counsel also con-
tended that inasmuch as the Plaintiff had
allowed a horse (mentioned in the mort-
gage) to be taken by the Sheriff out of
Defendant’s possession and sold for some
debt o judgmen® against the Defendant,
the Plaintiff was not entitled to recover in
this action any part of the $70 still' due on
that mortgage. I

After Deft's. evidence was in, Plaintiff,
ameng other things, applied to preduce
evidence to show that the receipt was not
in Ferguson's writing, but that, in fuct,
it was a forgery. The Judge said Plain-
tiff was entitled to show, if he could, that
the receipt was not the rezeipt of the tes-

The action was
brought by George Murray, son-in-law
and clerk of John Horn of St. Jghn, as
the indorsee of a Bill of jExchange drawn
by John Horn on the Defendant on 3rd
March 1884 for $196.13,three months after
date, payable to the order of the drawer
Horn, whose name was endorsed on the
Bill and which was accepted by the De-
fendsnt.

The Defence was that the Bill < was ac-
cepted by the Defendant for spirituous
liguors, purchased by the Defendant from
Horn, to be sold in the County of North-
umberland, where the Temperance Act
1878 was in force,and that this, done with
the knowledge of Horn and to be so sold
contrary to the policy and against the
provisions of the Act, the considera-
tion of the Bill was, therefore, illegals
and that the indorsee knew, or had reason
to know and suspect, that the considera-
tion of the Bill was illegal and he being
privy thereto could not maintain the ac-
tion on it.

The fact that the consideration of
the Bill wasfor liquors (gin, whis-
key, brandy ) the sale of which is prohib-
ited by the Act, was plainly established.
With regard to the knowledge and com-
plicity of Horn, the Defendant said, I
saw Horm in Chatham and had a talk
with him some time in the summer of '83.
He asked if I wanted any more liquor.
I said I weuld send for it when I wanted
it. I said my wife wanted me to quit the
business, and that since the Act
came in force, I was not doing
much. Hesaid I might as well go along.
He said to be careful as to sales. —We had
a good deal of talk one way or another,
I told him I had not a license to sell liquor
in this county. I told him that when he
commenced and he was talking about it
when he was here. I told him since the
Scott Act cameinI could not sell much;that
I had no license. I told him I would want
some and I think it was the next day I
ordered some.

The bill was connected with the account
and the defendant said the liquors men-
tioned in the account were sold by him in
Black Brook in this county of Northum-
berland and 1t was shewn by the Gazette
that the Temperance Act was in force in
this county. The way the defendant tovk
to prove that the plaintiff knew of the
transaction and that it was an illegal one,
was by showing by the evidence of the
plaintiff himself that he was the clerk and
sor-in-law of John Horn, that shortly
after the bill became due’(which was the
3cd-6th June), he was at Black Brook on
a collecting trip for Horn and saw Mc-
Murray, who complained about the times
being had, but promised to remit some
the week following or the first of the
month, that he saw him again about a
month afterwards and McMurray still
complained of hard times, that he did not
know when the endorsement wus made
and could not say whether he did or did
not write letters to McMuaray before the
bill was endorsed, that the bill was
possession of John Horn last fall when he
first saw it—it might have been Sept. or
October. and that the endorsement,
which was scratched out in pencil, was
on it. He could not say whether he had
any communication with James McMur-
ray for himself since the bill became due,
or whether after he returned to St. John
after seeing McMurray he had or had not
any conversation with Horn in regard to
the Bill, and that the bill was in the
drawer of Horn probably with other
papers of Horn from the time he returned
to St. John till it became his property in
the fall. He also said ‘“liquors is the con-
sideration of the Bill, I imagine”

After the Counsel had addressed the
Jury the Judge said the plantiff had
made out his prima facie case and was
entitled to recover the amount of the Bill
and Interest, unless the jury came to the
conclusion that the Defendant had made
the defence on the Record ; that it was
clearly the defendant’s place, under his
notice, to prove the illegality of the trans-
action and it was his duty to satisfy the
jury that the sale was an illegal sale and
that the pla'ntif was privy to it, or
morally certain as to the nature of the
transaction and might have known but
that he wilfully or conveniently shut his
eyes to the facts, and that the endorse-
ment was not made

further, that as regards the plaintiff he

was privy to the trausaction and knew,
or had good reason to suspect the true na-

ture of the transaction before he became the

holder of the Bill. If the jury came to

the conclusion that the endorsement was

made in collusiou and under color merely

to endeavor to keep out of sight the real

transaction, and the contract wss an

illegal one and contrary to the policy of
the Temperance Act and that this was a
mere protext to recover the amount, it

would not avail in law and, in that case,

it would be their duty to find for the
defendant. But if they came to the con-
clusion this was only an ordinary transac-
tion and that the contract, inits inception
and carrying out by Horn and McMurray
was illegal, yet the plaintiff became the
holder of the Bill in an ordinary way
without knowledge of the illegality and
without having reason to believe and good
cause to suspect that the Bill was tainted
with illegality, their verdict must be for
the Plaintiff for the amount of the accept-
ance and interest thereon from the time
it fell due, 6th June 1884. His Honor
said it had been suggested by Defendant’s
Counsel that the sale by Horn - to Me-
Murray was in Chatham in this County,
and that it was therefore a direct violation
and contravention of the Temperance
Act and directly illegal but the evidence
did not support that view. What took
place in Chatham would not amount to
more than a negotiation in regard to the
sale and was not the saleitself, and if it
could be successfully contended that it
was he thought the onus in such case
would be on the Defendant to show Horn
had no License—unless perhaps it were
clearly shown that by the sale it was in-
tended by the parties that McMurray was
to resell unlawfully and contrary to the pro-
visions of the Temperance Act. Counsel
of the Plaintiff had contended that after
the promise of Defendant—when Plain-
tiff callod upon him in June or July—
that he would send on funds, put it out
of his mouth now toset up that the
transaction was illegal. That by this re.
presentation he had, in fact, induced the
Plaintiff to become the purchaser of the
Bill,that, in fact, he was estopped from re-
pudiating or setting up the illegality of the
Bill. The principle of estoppel is plain,
If one does induce another by representa.
tions to alter his positiion in regard to an-
other person he ought to be bouad by
those representations. For instance, if
McMaurray did, in the conversation he had
with the Plaintiff, induce him by repre-
senting that the Bill was a good ope to
become the purchaser ‘thereof, whereas
in fact it was illegal, but its illegality
was concealed, it would clearly be wrong
that McMurray should be allowed after-
wards toset up the illegality—in other
words to say to.the Plaintiff,I have induc-
ed you by false representations to pay your
money for this Bill, but now I will in-
sist on showing the true character of the
transaction and in this case deprive you
of the money you have paid. The prin-
ciple is plain. Itisin the application of
the principle to circumstances that diffi-
culties arise. If the jury could see that
in the conversation McMurray had with
the plaintiff, when the plaintiff was acting
as the agent of Horn in endeavoring to
collect the amount for Horn, he did, by
false representations, induce the plaintiff
to become the purchaser of theBill, and
thus place himself in a false position, Mc-
Murray ought not now be allowed to seg
up theillegality and defeat this action.
But if there was nothing in the conver-
sation or in what took place between them
to induce the Plaintiff to alter his position,
and he did not, by anything that took
place on that occason,’do 8o, no question
could arise on the estoppel, because the
circumstances would be wanting, and the
matter would turn on the knowledge of
the Plaintiff of the illegality, if in fact it
existed as before explained.

other things, if she did not remember

Eachren at her husband’s house in Chat-
ham after the suit was commenced ana
telling him what she was charged with
saying to Savoy, and, on that occasion |
telling him that Savoy had ill treated his |
wife and thrown ber out of bed immedia- |
tely before her death? In answer she ‘
said she did not say so. McEachren, on |
being allowed to contradict said they had |
the conversation on the occasion referred |
to, when she said that Savoy had ‘‘shook”
his wife and thrown her out of bed the
night before she died, but that she had
said afterwards she had only heard so.
Counsel closed to the jury and the judge
charged—That if from the whole evidence
they came to the conclusion that the
words charged were not said at all by
Mrs. McEachren, they must find for
defendants, and even if they were of
opinion that the words were spoken to
Savoy, but that no one had heard them
but Savoy, they must still find for the
Defendant—as in such case the gist of the
action of slander—namely, the damage
done to the reputation of another by
pwblishing a false story or charge
—would be absent, that there was
was no evidence of any person having
heard the words said orany material part
of them, except McCarthy, and that the
jury might take notice not only of the
evidence given, but the mgnner of giving
it and ull the surrounding circumstances.
That they would remewmber,1n the first in-
stance, ingoing over the words, McCarthy
did not corroborate any material part of
the words charged, and alsoit was their
province to take notice that McCarthy,
who was an old man, hal sworn he was
very deaf, and it was for the jury to recon-
cile the evidence as best they could and if
they came to the conclusion that the De-
ferdant did speak the words in the hearing
of McCarthy or aiy of the others in
the manner related by the Plaintiff, they
must find a verdict for the Plaintiff, as,
in such case, the words would be action
able in themselves and it was not neces-
sary that the Plaintiff should have proved
any special damage. Regarding the amount
of damages, that was for the jury on con-
sideration of all the circumstances, within
the range of nominal damages and $200,
the amount claimed in the declaration.
Damages were not intended to be so heavy
as to be oppressive, but still to be such as
would be some punishment to the parties.
Therefore it was that the pecuniary cir-
cumstances of the parties enter as an ele-
ment in these considerations—keeping in
view that the defendants should be pun-
ished only to the extent of the offence and
no wore in view of all the circumstances.

After an absence of nearly 2 hours the
Jury returned a unanimous verdict for
Plaintiff of 25 cents.

The trial of the above action occupied
three days.

No. 9—Record was withdrawn for want
of a witness.

Death of Judge Weldon.

Judge Weldon oi the Supreme Court
of New Brunswick,died at his residence,
Fredericton, on Wednesday morning
last, in his eightieth year.

The Gleaner g.ves the following sketch
of him, —

“John Wesley Weldon was the son of
John Weldon, of Dorchester. Hisgrand-
father cameto the Province from Eag
and in 1764. The Judge was born iL
Dorchester in  Juuve, 1805. He studied
law with the late Judge Botsford, and
afterwards with ex-Governor Chaudier.
He was admitted Attorney in 1827, and
called to the Bar in 1829, being made
Queen Counsel in 1843. He resided
Kent County, for some years, and repre-
sented that constituency in the Assembly
for twenty-four years. He was choseu
Speakerin 1843, and held that office for
eight years, when he lost his election and
retired from politics. He held a place in the
Executive Coypcil, from 1827 to 1842 wheun
he resigued. In 1857, Mr. Weldon moved to
St. John, where he resided until the death
of Chiet Justice Parker, when appointed
to the Beuch. He has since resided in
Frederictou. Judge Weldon was person-
ally very popular with the legal profession.
His most distinguishing characteristic was
his untiring indnstry. Itseemed a posi-
tive pleasure to him to be occupied with
business and his genial, kindly and accom-
modating spirit will always be remember-
ed by those who nave had professional in-
tercourse with him. He had a strong
sense of fairness and in his administration
of the law was actuated by a high sense
of duty and a fearless determination to do
what he thought was right.

«Jugare Weldon was twice married. His
%iirst Whe was a daughter of Judge Upham;
his second wife a daughter of Judge Hali-
barton, better known as Sam Slick. His
widow, and two sons by his first marriage
survive him.  One of his sons is Chas. W.
Weldon, M. P., the other gon is at ' pre-

The Senate Question.

The question of Senates and their
composition being now under discussipn
in connection with the demand for a re-
form of the House of Lords, Senator Alex-
ander was asked, as the only member of
the Canadian Senate independent of party,

effectsof the systemof nomination. He
repeated the coaviction which he had
already placed on record that the nomin-
ation of Senatorsby the party leider of
the day was a total failure. He spoke in
the most respectful and kindly terms of
his fellow Senators personally; but
averred that party services were the in-
variable ground of apoointment, and that
no attempt to fulfil the idea of a Senate,
asabody represeuting the great interests
and the high intelligence of the country,
independently of mere partisanship, had
ever been made. The Senate, he said,
had been justly called a pocket borough
of the /Ministers. It was completely un-
der the Ministers’ thumb, and no indepen-
dent voice raised in the interest of the
country alone had a chanca of being heard.
It was the manifest duty of a Senate to
check improvident expenditure on the
part of the Government; but this duty a
nominee Senate had totally failed to per-
form, the consequence of which was that
thefinances of the country were drifting
into adangerous condition. He quoted
the words of Washington: ‘‘However
partisan combinations may now and
then answer popular euds, they areliksly
in the course of time to becoms engines
by which canuing, ambitions aad un-
principled men will be enablsd to subvert
the power of the pespl: and use their
position for their own selfish ends.” Being
asked whether appointment for life placed
a Senator personally beyonl ths reach
of Government influence, be repiied that
1t did not; there wers still hipes of pre-
ferment, such as Soeakerships, Lieut.-
Governorships and ;departmeuntal offices,
which could be hall out, i1 allition to
the tram:n:ls of party, aid the pledge
virtually givea to the pirty leader when
the appointinent was azeecpted at his
hands. Social inflaences also were plied
with assiduity and eff:ct. S nitor Alex-
ander wound up by emphatically re-
asserting the abs)lut: subs:rvency of the
Senate asat pres:nt constitazed to ths
Minister, and hopelessnzssof any inde-
pendent action while it remained unre-
formed.—The Weelk.

A genuine su:p: se has been caused by
the action of a number of people in town
who have been, in some way, induced to
think that they can promote their peculiar
views of temperance by putting up a
candidate to represent them, instead of
the iubereasts of Chatham, generally, in
the Council. It appears that, at a meet-
ing held by them-last week, they appoint-
ed a committee to look up a cundidate
who would be willing to accept their
nomination. and, after failing in their
own ranks and several other quarters (one
member of thc Committee first appointed,
refusing to serve)they obtained the consent
of Mr. George Watt to act as’ their
standard-bearer. In his new alleged role
of Prohibitionist and champion of “‘the
cause” and in his still newer one of a
representative of Chatham interests, that
energatic gentleman is put up by the
extreme and ultra temperance people to
oppose the return of Mr. Smith. A
representative of the Apvance called on
Mr. Watt yesterday who, bei?)}.i:}uestioned
on the subject, said he was not a tewmnper-
ance candidate exactly. He had told
the Committee that he was not a tee-
totaller or prohibitionist, but was willing
to take all the temperance votes he could
get and treat the temperance people
fairly. A third party was present when
this declaration was made, and it scems to
be a piatform of principles to which almost
anyone—outside of the geatlem-a who
have selectad Mr. Watt—could sul.-: ibe,
The election, as most people will un.
derstand it—the majority of temperance
men included—is simply for choice of a
man to represent the important parish of
Chatham in the Council. The interests
invelved, directly and indirectly are large
and varied. The man chosen should be
one on whom the town and parish can
rely to be loyal to and watchful over those
interests. The requisition presented to
Mr. Smith indicates that he has the con-
fidence of representative men of all classes
and while Mar. Watt may not be any less
worthy in a personal or general sense, it is
not probable that he can induce the rate-
payers to repose the confidence in him, as
a representative of Chatham interests,
which his opponent is entitled to.

Both Mr. Smith and Mr. Watt have
always stood in the same relationships to
the temperance organizations—neither
being members but both practically tem-
perate.

Dominion Parliament.

On Tuesday 10th a large number of |
petitions was presented favoring the Scott
Act.

Hon. Mr. Blake again complained of the
delay in organizing standing committees,
and Sir John said it would be attended to
to-morrow.

Sir John then moved his resolution re-
specting the appointment of deputy speak-
er for the House. As anexcuse, he said
it was found necessary to do so owing to
the great strain on the health of the |
speaker in attending to his very ardueus
duties and long hours which he hal to
ocenpy the -chair.

Mr. Blake said that the proper way to
elect a deputy speaker, if such had to be
done, was to refer the matter to a special
committee, but there was n. reason that
one had to be appointed this session —cer-
tainly none to-day. For ninetzen years
parliament had got on very weil without
agdeputy speaker. Again, the resolution |
was got up in such a way leaving several |
important and essential parts unprovided
for, making the proposed. change impossi-
ble to be carried out effectually, and heance
the reason for delay. He never observed
any: difficulty which transpired through
any member temporarily filliog the chair,
and the statement of the leader of the
government in that direction must have
been exaggerated. If from two members
of the party one was always selected, it
would be found advantageous. The
position wasone of dignity. Again, if it
were necessary to appoint a permanent
chairman one ought to be selected who
was familiar with both languages, But
they weve led to understand that it was to
be asalaried office.

The
parliament. of Canada meant both Houses,
and not one House. A resolution of the
House of Commons could not supercede
the law of Canada, and therefore the gov-
crnment’s procedure was not only irregu-
lar, but uuconstitutional.

Sir Johu saw the trap into which be
had faller, and withdrew the latter part
of his resolution, that they be made stand-
ing orders of the House, and instead ask-
ed leave to introduce a bill. This bill,
amidst prolonged Opposition cheers and
gloomy silence on the Ministerial Benches,

was introduced through the generosity of
the Opporition, in blank,

Mr. Blake then rubbed in Sir John's
blunders and manifest ignorance of con-
stituiional procedure, and the matter
dropped.

The remainder of the "session was occu-
pied in considering rontine business affect-
ing the taking of the Northwest census.

The Council and the Canada Tem-
perance Act.

To the Editor of the Advance :

Sir,—The letter of Coun. Whelan in
last weck’s ADVANCE needs a serious
reply, notwithstanding the style in which
it is written. The main charges of my
former letter against the majority of the
Council were two : First, that they show-
ed an utter contempt for Law in their
proceedings with reference to the memo-
rial in question * and second, that they
showed (if they voted intelligently on
Coun. Whelan’s resolution) an ignurance
of Temperance legislation disgraceful to
men professing, as they did, to act in the
interests of temperance. These charges I
now reiterate, and shall further prove and
illustrate, being greatly aided in this easy
task by the abundant new material which
Coun. Whelan has in his letter so gener-
ously placed gt my disposal.

I shall take up the second point first, as
it seems to be of most immediate interest.
Andin doing so I shall be compelled to
again bring to light that unfortunate
Resolution  which sheuld properly be
allowed torest in ollivion in the Gounty
archives, and which is only of any public
significance as it serves to illustrate the
official character of those who supported
it and voted against the counter-resolution,
inasmuch as it will certainly never accom-
plish any other practical result. In
treating of this resolution and its subse.
quent defence I shall have to confine
sclf to a small selection from the errors
and misconceptions with which they
abound, as the time and patience of the
readers of the ADVANCE are limited and
the inaccuracies aforesaid only limited by
the space they occupy. The aim of the
resolution is to secure “repeal.” Repeal
of what? The fifth paragraph tells us,
“of the said Acts”—the reference being to
the first paragraph where the *‘ Scott Act
and the Dominion Liquor License Law”
are blamed for not preventing intemper-
ancein the County. This means that the
Councillors are to try to secure the repeal
ot both Acts withia the County. But
how can the repeal of the Dominion License
Act be secured? Of course only by
Dominion legislation. But imagine the
courage and enterprise of a body of
irresponsible Councillors in a County
which is under the Scott Act stirring up
the people of the County to take hold of
a national measure framed for Counties
that are not under the Scott Act, and
most of whose provisions had already
been declared ultra vires by tte Supreme
Court. Perhaps the gentlemen of the
majority mean that not until after the
Act passes the ordeal of the Privy Coun-
cil of the Empire, wilkit come under the

eal treatment of Messrs. Whelan and
is followers. If this was the meaning
of the resolution it might have been
more explicitly expressed, but those who
wish to give the Council credit for a
becoming spirit of modesty will charitably
conclude that the expressions about the
repeal of that Act, at least, were made un-
wittingly, possibly in a blind zeal for
*‘the prevention of intemperance,” that
led the repealers to resort to any means
however desperate to secure that righteous
end. The Council also wants to repeal
the “‘Scott Act,” as another of the causes
of intemperance. In fact that seems to be,
in their view, the principal obstacle to
reform, as the phraseology, ‘‘a repeal of
the Scott Act,” etc., sufficiently indicates.
But Mr. Whelan tells us in his letter
not only that the Scott Actis of doubtful
legality, but that it is actually ‘super-
seded bp the License Law of 1883.” Why
then advocate its repeal, and ‘¢ call
meetings ”’ for that end in “‘the various
parishes ?” Have the Councillors in the
intervals of their pubfic labors nothing
else to do than call. meetings for the pur-
pose of securing the repeal of a ‘‘super-
seded” law ?”

But Coun. Whalen is grossly in error,
even in stating that the Scott Act isof
doubtful legality. There is no Dominion
law whose validity is surer. It has the
rare good fortune of having been pro-
nounced unconstitutional by the Supreme
Bench of this Province, and then of having
its constitutionality promptly rocognised
by the Supreme Court of the Dominion
and confirmed by the udicial committes
of the Privy Council. For a ‘‘superseded”
and  doubtful” law it is also, probably,
the most aggressive and successful piece of
optional legislation that the Council ever
had to contemplate. Ithas been carried
in a majority of the most intelligent mu-
nicipalities in Canada, is very rarely re-
jected when first submitted to the popu-
lar vote, and has never been repealed
when the question of its repeal has been
voted upon, it is makingnew conquests
continually in the most influential por-
tions of the Dominion.

Finally, we have the statement of Coun.
Whalen that convictions under the
“Canada Temperance Act are null.” This
means, if it means anything, that coavic-
tions for violations of the Scott Act are
null. In support of his statement Coun.
Whalen refers to ‘‘the late decision of the
Supreme Court of Canada and New Bruns.
