Many years ago I lived for some time 
in the neighborhood of a private lunatic 
asylum, kept by my old fellow-stifdeut, 
Dr. Warden, and, having always been 
disposed to specialize in the subject of 
mental disease, I often availed myself of 
his permission to visit and study the vari­
ous cases placed under his charge.

Fur, grant that the requisite 
combination doesn’t occur more than once 
in a tract of a billion trillion quintillions 
of squire miles, what’s that, ay, or that 
squared and cubed, to us with infinite 
space to draw upon ? You’d not overtake 
the winzed javelin. But, of course, this 
isn’t all. For it follows from the same 
considerations that we must recognize the 
present existence not only of inconceivably 
numerous earths exactly contemporan­
eous with our own, and consequently ar­
rived at exactly it i stage of developement, 
but also of as many more, older and 
younger, now exhibiting each successive 
state, past and future, through which 
oui s has already proceeded, or at which 
it is destined to arrive. For example, 
there are віте still in the pa'tedithic 
peroid, and others where our Aryan an­
cestors are driving their cattle westward 
over the Asiatic steppes.

would be acceptable, pending the report qf a 
competent commission to examine inter and 
consider the whole question, the government 
agreed tv lay the proposal before the repre­
sentatives, consult with their friends and 
endeavor, if possible, to remove this long 
standing grievance. It had been charged 
that the government had persistently re­
fused down to that date to consider at all 
favorably the pressing request that had been 
made to 'them for a reduction. That was 
not true. It had been felt all along that the 
northern section of the province were great­
ly agitated over this issue and had repeated­
ly made it a question at the polls. The 
county councils of the four northern coun­
ties had memotializjd the Government on 
the question, and in reply to the numerous 
■delegations which waited upon the Govern­
ment, and the discussions that had taken 
place in tho house, tho government invari­
ably stated that it would favorably consider 
the application as soon as the ata’.e of the 
revenue would permit. Tho revenue from 
the etumpage for the year 18SS had still 
further increased, and so that it was ap­
parent that with a larger cat of lumber for 
1890, which the official report khowe 1 was 
going to take pi ace, the concession to the. 
extent of 2-5 cents per thousand might be 
made and the revenue still maintained fiom 
that source at as high an amount as was 
realized the previous year. The situation 
then was this. The revenus would not be 
less ; the grievance was still as great as 
ever, and it was perfectly apparent th.it if 
the government should decline to make any 
concession and give place to the opposition, 
a still larger reduction would be conceded 
than that proposed. He pointed out tba* 
no one questions, in the face of the evident 
aMucjd, that tho opposition would not 
scruple at any cost to get possqision of the 
seals of olfice. Every leading member ol 
that party, and other members who were 
not leading members, were by personal as­
surance and by written communication 
urging the Noithumbcrland members to go 
into opposition, and that they would deal 
generously by them in the stumpage griev­
ance. The opposition press was denounc­
ing the stumpage tax as cxoibitant and as 
sur.ing the north of the opposition sympathy 
and support. Mr. Stevens’ own paper de­
nounced the stumpage tax as an onerous and 
exorbitant tax, and he, as he stated in the 
hous?, was delegated to visit Northumber- 
berland and assure the members that the 
opposition would go further in the way of 
redaction than the government could pos 
eibly do. The Sun had made the govern­
ment’s action with reference to the stump- 
age, a leading ground of attack for years 
past. At the opposition caucus, which was 
held in St. John, a committee of two mem­
bers was appointed to wait upon one of the 
Northumberland members then in the city 
and assure him that the Opposition were 
prepared to meet their wishes, and they did 
wait upon Mr. Burchill and gave him that 
assurance. Mr. Smith, another Opposition 
member, wrote to Mr, Adams urging him 
to prevail upon the Northumberland mcm- 
beg# to act with the Opposition and that 

Jfiiey would see them dea-t liberally by in 
the matter of the stumpage reduction!
Messrs. Stockton and AIward .assured Mr.
Burchill that the party would concede their 
demands, and as Mr. Durehill lias stated, 
they were willing ta pledge themselves, nut 
on’y to re luce the stumpage to S3 cen s 
but to also take off half the mileage and 
renew the ten years leasee without com­
petition. In every way the Opposition com­
mitted themselves to this line of action.
The leader of the Opposition and other.-tneiw 
here had in tho House repeatedly demand­
ed that the rato should bo reduced, Mr.
Hanington even naming 5t) cents os a suffi­
cient rate, and as late ач the session of ,89,
Mr. Vbimiey from Kent, in calling attention 
to the memorial of tho Kent Municipality, 
praying for relief in the stumpage rate, 
expressed the hope that the Government 
would be ab’o to seo its way clear to make 
some reduction.

Mr. Blair claimed that the attitude of 
the Government was not so liostife to the 
lumber interest of the north аз із now re­
presented, and it could nut be such an in­
consistent and unjustifiable act on its part 
to relieve tho industry, or those gentlemen 
in opposition would not thus have been ex­
pressing the hope and expectation that 
their requests would be at an early day 
complied with. He (Mr. Blair) said the 
matter just settled down to whether they 
should fix the Atimpage at a dollar, or the 
Opposition come into power and make it 
SO ceuta.

The Attorney General then tamed to the 
next question about which Opposition 
clamor had been very loud, namely the so- 
called Whitewash Bill and dealt with that 
at considerable length. He showed that the 
legislation was in line with what had been 
enacted in Ontario, and afthough it had been 
said that the Act was passed to kill out ex­
isting election petitions there was not a

y liable in the Act to that effect and its 
provisions were very ranch less objection- 
sble than similar Acts which had been pass­
ed in the Dominion parliaments, expressly 
declared to be applicable to proceedings that 
were then pending.

The Attorney General then took up the 
finances of the Province, and showed that

In view of wluit is being done in 
the way of wharves and bridges, the 
malice and untruthfvflncss of the para­
graph quoted will only recoil upon 
those in whose ^interest it is publish­
ed. If the building of the solitary 
bridge mentioned cut of the dozens 
that have received attention, were en­
tered upon for political efleet, the tac­
tics of certain envious gentlemen, who 
were*accustomed to display great ac­
tivity in such matters in the 
immediately preceding an election 
would have been resort id to. The 
neglect of their duties by these gentle­
men has created the necessity for the 
work now being done by their, suc­
cessors, and it is to tho credit of the 
government and our represent ilives 

ethkt they are not putting the people off 
for the purpose of making the delayed 
performance of public duties just be­
fore an election a bid for political sup­
port, but doing the work for the work’s 
sake and because the county requires 
it Iu this, as in all other matters 
under, local government control, the 
county is receiving such attention as it 
must always command when repre­
sented by men who have its interests 
sufficiently at heart to subordinate 
their personal likes and dislikes in 
many things to the duty of working to­
gether for the people by whose con­
fidence and support they are members 
of the legislature.

Patients with astigmatism 
suffer very often and severely with head­
aches, dizziness, “flickering,” and other 
nervous complaints. Those whose eyes 
are impaired by muscular weakness have 
headache, pain over the eyes, nbumlgia, 
dizziness, and vague nervous disturbances. 
So serious is tho effect of any imperfec­
tion in the eye that the examination of the 
eyes of children of school age would seem 
to be imperative. Many children have 
been rebuked for stupid neglect of and 
disinclination for study, when they are 
simply unable to endure eye-strain. 
Many have been forced from intellectual 
labor to less congenial occupation tlirough 
the neglect of eye imperfections. The 
seasonable remedy of the occulist is so 
practicable tliat its benefit should not be 
denied the poorest school child. The 
cause should be looked for and removed 
if possible. Sometimes a very little 
thing may cause ey£ trouble. A tight 
collar will make the eyes ache in a very 
short time, aud it is not unreasonable to 
suppose that if worn persistently for a 
long time that disease would ensue. Too 
much or too little light will also do injury 
to the eyes. The school children of to-day 
are to bo the men and women of a few 
years hence, and they deserve to have 
every chance to become such with good 
eyes in their heads.—The Ciitic.

As 
a proof of this and. in addition to the 
Black River bridge, and the pre­
liminary work for the rebuilding of the 
Victoria bridge, bids are now invited for the 
construction of a new bridge асгоаз the 
Little Southwest near Mr. Janies Somers’.
This work will, no doubt, cost about $2,000.

The rebuilding of the Bushville wharf is 
already under contract by Mr. Daniel 
Baldwin of Nelson, for $464.

The difficulties countcted with the Juhn- 
ebon bridge, which spans the Northwest 
Miramichi some two miles above Redba.uk 
have been overcome and anew structure is to 
be erected at once. We are not informed as 
to the arrangements nr.de with the former 
contractor, who had built an abutment and 
done some other wo: k at the bridge site, but 
the départniHiit had new plans prepared and 
invited tenders for a substantial new bridge 
and the tendtr of Mr. Lawrence Doyle of 
Doug!astown? for §2,985, being the lowest, it 
was accepted, and the work is now going on.

The 8team ferry approaches on both sides 
of the river at Chatham arc being repaired 
under contract by Mr. Benj. Flood, of 
Chatham, the two jobs being let, as the 
Bushville wharf was—to the lowest bidder 
at public competition—for §350,

The Kerr mill bridge, between Douglas- 
town and Newcastle has been rebuilt by Mr.
Gray of that parish who was the lowest 
bidder at public competition. The cost will 
be §420.

The Forrest hill, between Chatham and 
Black Brook, which always made the shore 
road unavailable for the heavy- traffic be­
tween those two important points was 
graded during the earlier part of the sum- 
mer, under the efficient direction of Mr.
Amos Perley, of Chatham, who built up 
new crib-work at the lower, part of the hill 
to a height of some six feet, striking the 
piano of the centre of the hill from which 
the road was excavated upwards and an 
easy grade thus obtained. The crib-work, 
culvert and g tiding are equal to the best 
work of. that class anywhere in the province 
and show that the selection of Mr. Perley 
to direct the operations was a wise one in 
the public interest.

Near Fowlic’e at Little Bianch, Black 
River, Messrs. Williston and T..ylor have 
completed a bridge costing §110—я job that 
is pronounced excellent value for the money.

The City Landing bridge, upper Bay du 
Vin river, which was burned a month or two 
ago, was promptly put under contract for 
rebuilding and the work is going on. Under 
the old regime it would have taken our gov­
ernment supporters a year or two to realise 
the necessity for restoring such a bridge as 
that.

іThe latest political-sensation abroad is 
the arrest of William O’Brien, John Dil­
lon and some other members of the Irish 
party, at the instance of the Government. 
The charges against Dillon are conspiracy 
and inciting tenants not to pay rent, and 
that against O’Brien is that, in speeches 
at Limerick he advised the non-payment 
of rent. A despatch of 18th says :—

“In the Tipperary court formal evidence 
of the arrest of O'Brien was given before 
Magistrate Irwin, and Mr. lLonau, who con­
ducted the prosecution, asked that O'Brien 
he remanded until Thdrsday.

Unfair to tbs Country.

As a good many of oar readers 
know, the Sim recently endeavored to 
impress the public with the idea that 
the local government had lost much of 
its former support in the newspapers 
of the province. It mentioned the Al­
bert Maple example in sup­
port of its statement, though it
was immediately corrected by that 
paper, it was so unfair as not ' only to 
neglect the duty of admitting its error 
but it endeavored, by isolating and 
then misconstruing a passage in the 
Maple Leaf s article, to still misrepre­
sent that paper’s attitude; In its last 
issue the Maple Leaf exposes the Sun’s 
unfairness, and concludes as follows :— 

The Sun says that the Maple Leaf since 
election has been silent on provincial affairs 
worthy of discussion. Perhaps so ; but if it 
has, the 8un’e remark is too indefinite to en­
able us to supply the omission and leaves ua 
in a state of perplexity as to what signifi­
cance the Sun would attach to this kind of 
silence.

We now call the attention of our readers 
to the Sun's silence and leave them to judge 
of its significance. ЛУе said emphatically 
there were spots on the Sun ; that in its edi­
torial columns there were distorted facts ; 
that these statements were made knowing 
them to be distortions ; that they were in­
geniously arranged and presented to its 
readers in the form of sophistry, the object 
of which was to minify the influence of Mr. 
Blair Against grave charges of this kind 
the Sun has nothing to say ! Is there no 
significance in each a silence ?

We say that dealing oat fiction for fact, 
whether it be need in political or any other 
kind of argument is a blot on the face of 
journalism and deserving of condemnation. 
In the heat of political contests some things 
are said which would never be said were 
there time for calm reflection, but that a 
journalist should devote noble talents to 
the weaving dr fictitious arguments for the 
purpose of influencing public opinion, that 
he should coolly and deliberately concoct a 
scheme of this kind, is simply monstrous.

We are under deep obligation to honest 
journalists in the past, journalists on both 
sides of politics, who have recorded the facts 
as seen through their individual spectacles 
and thus enabled oa to gain an insight of the 
stirring thoughts of a nation’s life. But, if 
in addition to the allowance we have to 

. make for the color of the spectacles used by 
the writer, we muet make an additional dis­
count for unaccountable bursts into the 
realm of fiction, onr chance of getting at the 
true inwardness of any situation won Id be 
hopeless indeed. In the interests of candid 
journalism we think we have a right to ask 
that the boundary line between fiction and 
fact shall be respected.

All who recognise that we have 
as good a country and—on the
average—as well governed a country 
as any in the world, and that our pub­
lic men are entitled to respect and fair 
treatment because they are the equals 
in statesmanship and integrity of any 
similarly circumstanced anywhere, will 
endorse what the Maple Leaf says. 
The mind that is constantly engaged in 
devising the most corrupt charges and 
framing the most bitter denunciations 
thereupon against public men, in sea­
son and out of season, displays a most 
wretched spectacle of misdirected and 
mischievous activity, and it is regret­
table that the &un{ whose writers 
might do the, country much good if 
their talents ;^rete exercised in better 
paths, is so largely devoted to the 
work of endeavoring tojnake the world 
believe that, the -çrotiucq, irf New 
Brunswick is worse—politically—than 
a den of thieves. Such writings are 
not consistent with an adequate sense 
of the mission of journalism and, and a 
conscientious regard for and loyalty to 
the interests of the country.

WHAT THF» ATTOltNBY GENERAL AND MR. 
WILSON SAID TO THE ELECTORS OF YORK.

(Frederic1 oi Farmer.)
Mr. Wilson spoke from lialf-pasfc seven 

until nine o'clock, and in the course of a 
very excellent address touched upon 
many of th ; leading questions, which had 
been dissussed in the press prior to and 
since the general election. He said his 
own conduct as their representative, in 
some particulars, had been criticized very 
severely, and he thought without much 
reason. Referring to the fact that his 
having been appointed chairman of the 
Leary committee, and that his rulings as 
chairman had been attacked by the Op­
position, he said the appointment was 
not of his own seeking, nor had there 
been any objection taken at the time, to 
his acting in that capacity.

The 
rule there was to select as members of 
the investigating committee, a fair por­
tion from each side, and those who were 
concerned in prosecuting the charge, 
were named as committee men, as well as 
th-se who were known to be friendly to 
tho person charged, so that both sides 
would have an interest in eliciting tho 
facts, both for and against the accused 
party. On that principle Dr. Atkinson, 
who made the charge was a member of 
the committee, and he (Wilson) thought 
that if the accuser was a competent and 
proper person to sit on the committee, 
as the opposition evidently considered he 
was, he could not very well understand 
why he (Wilson) should be disqualified 
because his wife hapfened to be a cousin 
of the wife of the Attorney General.

In connect^m with the Black River 
bridge, over Which a substantial iron span 
is being placed, an endeavor is being made 
to create prejudice against the represen­
tatives of tho county because Mr. Hayn s 
and twç or three assistants have been 
brought from Fredericton to put the 
structure together. It appears a matter 
of regret to some of oar friends that a 
new leaf has been turned over in the 
county, and that the indifference, in 
regard to roads and bridges, which 
characterised those who had the ear of 
the government in the last Assembly, is 
being, in a measure, atoned for by the 
activity of their successors. Those gentle­
men now realise what they might have 
done had they only been more potent in 
asserting the county’s rights in such mat - 
tors, and less easily put off and made to 
remain in a back seat. They would, 
however, prefer not to see any work, at 
all,going on, rather than know that every 
neglected bridge that is promptly repair­
ed or restored is a reminder to every user 
thereof of the difference between having 
inefficient and efficient representatives at 
Fredericton. As they cannot stop the 
work, they endeavor to make such capital 
out of it as is congenial to such .minds as 
theirs. And that is why they set up the 
cry about strangers being brought into 
the county to build our bridges.

The fact is that there never was a 
period during which so much bridge 
work was being done by our own people 
and so little by outsiders.

The case of Black River bridge is 
exceptional, in^smuchas tho span is not 
of the material usuatiy put into bridges 
in the county. ItJ will be remembered 
that an act was passed last winter pro­
viding for the expenditure of a certain 
sum upon 
province.
from a number of iron ones which 
the Government purchased , from 
the New Brunswick Railway Com­
pany, and some of these iron bridges had 
already been erected in other comities in 
the province. In all cases, Mr. Haynes 
prepared the work and the structures were 
erected under his personal supervision. It 
is a kind of work that requires the services 
of experts, and that is why these three or 
four men—who from their experience and 
skill after long practice can work to advan­
tage in pitting these iron spans together 
and placing t^em in position—wore brought 
here to worlTai^e Black River bridge. If 
weih&d such representatives as the gentle­
men whose envy causes them to employ 
themselves in trying to create a feeling of ' 
jealousy over the pry of importing outsiders 
to work in the‘county, it is quite probable 
dibat they would not have snfficieut influence^ 
to secure an iron bridge for Us, while were 
we to receive but a small proportion of what 
was our due in even wooden bridges they 
would be humbly thankful. Let us be glad 
to know that our present representative are 
not of that kind of material. The iron 
bridge at Black River will be completed in a 
few days, and we hope to see another Atruc- 
ture of the same kind secured to the county, 
before long. The Black River people, as 
well as others who have occasion to use the 
bridge are satisfied with the work. Such 
materials as could be furnished by the resi­
dents of Glenelg were procured from them. 
They were also largely employed in connec­
tion with the bridge to the extent nocesa ary 
to properly carry on the work with due re­
gard to making as economical an expendi­
ture as possible and giving the public a per­
manent and serviceable bridge as value for 
their money.

One of the meanest canvasses set afloat by 
the organ of the gentlemen who make a 
business of finding fault with the bridge 
work being done in different parts of the 
County, is that this Black River bridge was 
not required, but is a ‘ ‘political” bridge. 
It will be well for the people direct1 y inter­
ested, and who know that they neciled the 
bridge to remember this attack upon their 
interests when they may bs asked to sup­
port those for whom the organ referred to 
speaks. These gentlemen think they are 
doing a clever thing in practically taking 
the ground that the old Black River b iclge 
should have been left to fall into the 
stream because the Victoria Bridge was al 
lowed, for years, to go out of repair and be 
in a dangerous condition. The same atten­
tion which our bridges, generally, have re­
ceived under the new regime has, however, 
been bestowed upon the Victoria. That 
large bridge is in bad condition and it is

THRILLING EPISODE AT ST. JOHN.

St. John, Sept. 22.—About a quarter past, 
eleven yesterday forenoon Barney Craft of 
Carleton saw an upturned boat floating 
down from the falls. The drifting boat 
had a mast and sail set in it and these 
were dragging in the water while the oars 
floated along with the current only a few 
yards off. The captain of the schooner, 
Harvard H. Harvey, which is loading 
boards at King’s mill, happened along at 
Rankin’s wharf just after the boat was 
picked up, and he was horror striken t0 
find that the boat belonged to his schooucr. 
On enquiry it was found that Arch Ward, 
the mate of the Harvard H. Harvey, with 
Harry Tower, the steward, aud Wilhelm 
Erickson, a sailor of the same vessel, had 
taken the schooner’s boat and sailed down 
from King’s mill to Indiantown, whero the , 
mate and steward got ashore leaving Erick­
son to sail the boat back to the vessel. 
When leaving the mate cautioned Erickson 
to be careful and not get drawn into the falls. 
Erickson was a Russian Finn of about 24 
years of age who had made only one voyage 
before on the Harvey and was unacquainted 
with the nature of the falls and the currents 
leading to them; so not realizing the danger 
he allowed himself to be carried down too 
far, and he sailed to his death. About a 
dozen persons were standing on the sus­
pension bridge where the little craft shot 
down over the pitch opposite Cushing’s 
mill. The boat sailer seemed to be making 
the beet of it, and had evidently made up 
his mind as he had to go through the falls 
he would sail through for he rested the 
boat eteadly right dowh the middle of the 
falls and managed so well that only a few 
inches of water was shipped in passing 
through the foaming current just below the 
falls. He steered his boat into the eddy 
near the old lead mine on the east side of 
the river where he could have remained 
perfectly safe. But apparently he thought 
the most dangerous part of the passage was 
over, for after drifting down almost against

SETTLEMENT AND PROGRESS OF THE
county of Kent.

[Cortributed to the Review.]
Until the year 1827 the territory now 

forming the County of Kent was included 
in the County of Northumberland, and in 
that year was erected into a separ ate 
county and named after the then Duke of 
Kent, father of our gracious sovereign the 
Queen. Kent, therefore, began its career 
as » royal and loyal county and has con­
tinued so to the present hour. The late 
Judge Weldor, was Kent’s first representa­
tive in the Provincial Legialatnre and con­
tinued eo uniutcrruptetHy<until the general 
election iu 1850. After thef*"county became 
entitled to two representatives the late 
John P. Ford, fatVér oi the present 

John Ford, of Mill Branch, Weldford, was 
elected with Weldon and eat four y cart. 
The line Parish of Weldford, then forming 
part of Richibucto Parish, was created and 
took the name of Weldford after the two 
representatives of the County Wei Ion 
and Ford. The late Colonel McAlmon suc­
ceeded Ford as colleague of Weldon and 
represented the County for a full term of 
four years. Io January, 1842 at the gen­
eral election Senator Waik was elected with 
Weldon and they were both again re-elec­
ted in 1846 ^nd continued until the gener­
al election in September, 1850, when Wark 
did not i.ffer and Weldon was defeated.

Robert B. Cutler and Fiancia McPhelim 
were elected and represented the County 
for two term". Lumbering and fishing 
were the principal industries prosecuted 
until el ip building was commenced about 
sixty-five years ago ; the first square rigged 
vessel Luil^ was by John Jardine, father 
of David Jardine of the firm of Farnworth 
& Jardine, Liverpool, one of tho wealthiest 
and most txfonsive firms in the shipping 
and lumber trade in Rngland, she was 
named the Ellen Douglas and traded regu­
larly for many years to Richibucto bring­
ing a contingent of passengers each voyage 
from Scot!an ’, chiefly from Annan, Dum­
fries and Galloway and the original settlers 
in New Galloway and also in tho West 
Branch crossed the ocean in her; how well 
they succeeded in carving out new homes 
for themselves in the - then dense and un­
broken forest, tho splendid farms and com­
fortable homesteads now enjoyed by their 
descendants, bear ample testimony. Mr. 
Jardine continued ship building (the vessels 
increasing each year) until 1842, when the 
ship building industry received a severe 
shock and Mr. Jardine, like many otheis, 
had to succumb. Mr. Jardine and his 
family, after a short time returned to En­
gland. He still, however, maintained for 
some years, a connection in the ship build­
ing carried on by hie nephews, J. & T. 
Jardine.

J* & T. Jardine during a period of forty 
years have built in the vicinity of forty 
thousand tons of shipping. The firm dis­
continued building about six years ago. 
The port of Richibucto for many years 
ranked third in importance and extent of
