The yeir will, in all probability, be 
noted by. future historians as one of the 
turning points in the history of the Anglo- 
Saxon jraoe. From that year will be traced 
the first indications of a new tendency 
marking a freeh epoch in the eventful story 
of oar people. The ehsnge has bees so 
gradual that it has not yet bsen generally 
noticed by the balk of the nation. Never­
theless, it is of so revolutionary » character 
that the whole of oar foreign policy must 
inevitably be readjusted in order to comply 
with the new order of things which is coming 
into existence. The race which for decades 
has expanded and spread itself over the 
world has, apparently, come to one of those 
periods iu its history when the tide ceases 
to flow snd a period of tranquility follows 
year* of restlessness. The emigrant, the 
type of the period of expansion, is replaced 
by the citizen, the symbol of the new ere of 
consolidation. The multitudes which have 
streamed from onr shores have already 
occupied most of the vacant lands of the 
earth. The English race has entered into 
possession of all the unclaimed lands of the 
world as if they belonged to it as a matter 
of right. Now the race shows signs that 
its land hunger is at lost appeased, and that 
it will for years to come occupy itself rather 
with consolidating what it has already 
acquired than in increasing the vast extent 
of the Empire.

War News!
FIGHT OFF CARDENAS.

From the London ‘Telegraph’s’ correspon­
dent, off Cardenas Bay, Cub», via Key West, 
Fla., May 12,—The first lose of life on » 
United States ship in Coban watere since 
the war began occurred in this bay yester­
day afternoon. Three vessels, the gunboat 
‘Wilmington*’ the torpedo boat ‘Winslow,’ 
and the revenue cutter ‘Hudson,’ which had 
been taking soundings, tried to sink or cap­
ture some Spanish gunboats, and were fired 
on by masked shore batterie». The ‘Win­
slow’ was disabled and had five men killed, 
and her commander and one man wounded. 
The other ships were struck by projectiles, 
but sustained no damage. I was not at 
Cardenas when the action took place, but 
arrived shortly after, and learned from the 
commander of the ‘Hudson’ that the vessels 
arrived in the bay early in the morning and 
began taking soundings. The ‘Hudson* got 
aground, but was floated an hour later with­
out injury.

About noon all the vessels ran up the bay 
until in eight of the town. They saw three 
•mall Spanish gunboats moored at the 
wharves, and one anchored some way oat. 
The American ships opened fire on the gun­
boats and batteries in the town of Cardenas 
and sustained a severe fire in reply. After 
a half hoar’s bombardment the ‘Winslow’ 
was ordered to >ry to capture or link a 
Spanish boat anchored off shore.

In trying bo do this tho torpedo boat pass­
ed close between two range buoys which the 
Spanish gunners had anchored about three 
thousand yards off shore. The range of 
these bnoye was accurately known and as 
the ‘Winslow’ passed she was struck and 
disabled by » fonr-inoh shell. The projectile 
entered her starboard bow, nearest her 
forward boiler, destroyed her starboard en- 
gines and disabled her steering gear.

The ‘Winslow’ was quite helpless and was 
drifting toward the Spanish batteries when 
•he signalled for help. The ‘Hudson,’ » 
hundred and fifty yards away, ran np, and 
towed the torpedo boat out of range. While 
passing the rope both vessels were struck 
eeveral times Sod the ‘Winslow’s’ funnels 
and ventilators were shot away. Most of 
the projectiles were solid shot, bat jnst os 
tbs'‘WiDilew’got under way» heavy shot 
struck her on her forward deck, and, explod­
ing, killed Ensign Bagley, three firemen, end 
one sailor, and wounded Lieut. Bernandow, 
commander of the boat, and one sailor. 
The ‘Hudson’ was struck with splinters, bat 
no one was injured.

Meanwhile the cruiser ‘Wilmington’ 
closed in on the batteries and maintained » 
terrifie fire, which enabled the ‘Hudson’ to 
tow the damaged vessel out of range, The 
‘Wilmington’ afterwards shelled Cardenas 
and set the town on tire and sank the 
Spanish gunboats.

The loss ef life on the Spanish side must 
have been very great. The batteries re­
plied to the American fire for a short time, 
but soon slackened.

No damage was done to the ‘Wilmington,’ 
which drew off to eea before nightfall.

It is believed the ‘Wilmington,’ •Meohias 
and ‘Newport’ will renew the attack on 
Cardenas to-day and complete the destruc­
tion of the town end fortifications.

The ‘Hudson’ has left for Key West with 
the dead and wounded. The bodies of the 
dead are vary much mangled by shells. 
Nothing could exceed the coolness and 
bravery displayed by the American sailors 
during the action and daring the trying 
twenty minutes when the ‘Winslow’ lay 
helpless under the fire of the batieries.

I have been told that the sailors on the 
Spanish gunboats moored to the wharf 
deserted their ships daring the engagement

Key West, May 12.—-Later reports of 
fighting at Cardenas yesterday indicates 
great improvement in Spanish gunnery. 
An officer who fought on board the ‘Hudson’ 
hoe jnst teld me thst » perfect bail of well 
aimed projectiles was poured on the ill-fated 
torpedo boat ‘Winslow.’ She woe hit more 
than twenty times at a range of about two 
thousand yards. Her smokestacks and 
conning tower were riddled and a man iu 
the latter woe severely wounded.

The shell which killed Ensign Bagley 
gnd four men woe just at the dose of the 
action. It exploded under a peint locker, 
and several of the killed were literally 
covered from bead to foot with paint.

Islande 2100 miles. San Juan ie a fortified 
»ud walled city with about 18,000 inhabi­
tants, well laid out and well drained. It is 
one of the healthiest plsoes in the West 
Indies. The harbor is well defended by 
forts, and is considered very safe. It is 
expected thst the greatest—probobly the 
deciding battle of the wsr will be fought 
outside San Juan, and the encounter may 
take place any day.

Liverpool, May 2.—The arrivals from 

British North America during the past 
month have been 4,893 tons register, against

There ere meny of our lakes audstreama 
whieh eennot but be benefitted by re- 
•toohing. The oeople generally, we are 
convinced, understand end eppreciete the 
value of having fishing preserve, to be 
used and not abused, more than they ever 
did before, end in view of toe general de­
mand for fry for restocking purpose», and 
the character snd position of thoae who 
evince the greatest interest in the work, 
it may be assumed thst whatever mey be 
done hereafter in regard to it will be of 
great advantage in increeaing the attreo- 
tiona of oat loeel waters for onr own 
people, ee well as for anglers and tourists 
from abroad, aa the fish will be jealously 
guarded from the old time poaching prac­
tice*.

He did not deny having 
shown Mr. Farwell a letter purporting to 
have oome from 8b Charles Tapper, who 
was then a member of the Government 
snd the prospective Premier ; but he de- 
olered that Sb Charles bed not written 
him such a letter. He thought it poeeible 
that he had concocted the communication 
simply as an election measure, a thing 
whieh he declared he might feel justified 
in doing at any time under each ciroum- 
stsnoee.

Leaving aride the moral view of Mr. 
Pope’» statement, two or three questions 
are suggeeted whieh are calculated to 
weaken this surprising line of defence. In 
the first place, Mr. Farwell was the moat 
influential Conservative in that section of 
Quebec, and it would seem to be a» un- 
neceaaary aa it was heartless to put np e 
job of thie kind on him. In the next 
place, it seem» extraordinary that Mr. 
Pope would dare to write such a letter 
onleas he had Sir Charles’ consent to do 
so. If this consent were given, it follows 
that it was intended to serve the purpose 
of deceiving Mr. Farwell and others and 
to enable Sir Charles to repudiate the let­
ter in the event of the elections going 
•gainst him. In the straightforward and 
honest judgment of the people et Urge, • 
course of this kind will probably be as 
thoroughly condemned es though Sir 
Charles bed actually written the le-ter 
and Mr. Pope had played an honorable 
part in the matter.

Deals and Freight».

Prevailing freight rate», the condition 
of the deal market in Great Britain and 
the practical suspension of shipments to 
the United States, combine to make 
the outlook for the lumber business on 
this side of the Atlantic quite unpromis­
ing. Transatlantic charters are now all 
in favor of the ships, the rates having 
advanced with a rapidity unprecedented 
for many years past, and although there 
has been a alight improvement in pricee 
of deals in the British and continental 
markets, it ie more than all absorbed 
in the increased freights. To make 
niatteia worse, the stocks of deals held 
on the other aide are very large, com­
pared with those of the corresponding 
period for the last twelve years, while 
consumption by no means keeps pace 
with the importa.

Freights to United Kingdom ports 
may be quoted et 12/6 to 15/ higher 
than last year by either steamers or 
sailing vessels, and sailing tonnage is 
almost out of the question. Sailing 
vessels in the transatlantic trade are 
decreasing from year to year, for the 
reason thst ss old shipa are laid by, 
there are very few building to take their 
places, steam tonnage being preferred 
in almost all branches of trade. The 
greatest factor in the recent stiffening 
of freight rates is the unusual activity 
in grain transactions, which has caused 
wheat to come forward fer shipment 
from the United States to Europe near­
ly two months earlier than uaaal, the 
war shutting out American bottoms 
and placing a premium on those of Great 
Britain and other European countries.

If other conditions were favorable the 
pricee of deals would go up in sympa­
thy with freights, but the large stocks 
in the British market prevent that, to 
say nothing of those held on thie side. 
Holdings at Liverpool, no donbt, fairly 
indicate what they are elsewhere in the 
United Kingdom.—At the end of last 
month the Liverpool stock of deals was 
13,235 standards, against only 4,634 on 
the same date in 1897 and 2,500 stand­
ards in 1896. The largest stock held 
in Liverpool on any preceding 30th 
April lot twelve years, at least, was 
that of 1891. It was 12,000 standards, 
but the import of April in that year 
was only 850 standards, while the con­
sumption was 4,600 standards. In 
April of this year, however, the im­
ports were 2,591 standards and the 
consumption only 2,981, showing that 
the market this year has been discour- 
agingly sluggish.

To an outsider, the conditions war­
rant a lather pessimistic view of the 
season’s prospects. Those who secured 
the vessels they require for the season 
at the rates of a few weeks ago are 
fortunate. Those who have not done 
so are confronted with a serious situa­
tion, audit tonnage is not procurable 
it ja diffienlt to see how they can con­
tinue to cut with their piling-grounds 
already very fully occupied. We ob­
serve that nearly all of the St. John 
mills are abut down, but hope that it 
will not be so bad as that on the Mira- 
miohi.

The principal parliamentary event of 

lest week was the attempt to revive 
the Manitoba School question, and the 
complete failure of that effort.

,The subject was brought up by Mr. 
McDougall, of Cape Breton, on a 
motion to go into supply. In a speech 
of more than an hour’s length he charg­
ed the Government with not having 
fulfilled their pledge to settle the ques­
tion. He spoke from the standpoint of 
a Roman Catholic, and claimed that hia 
co-religionists in Manitoba were still 
suffering under the grievances of which 
they had so hng and bitterly com­
plained.

When Mr. McDongall sat down, it 
soon became apparent that his speech 
was intended merely as an introduction 
for a mote elaborate attack on the 
Gevemmtnt by Mr. Bergeron, who 
seemed to be particularly anxious to 
fasten upon Sir Wilfrid Laurier the re- 
preach of having sought to settle the 
school question through an appeal to 
His Holiness the Pope, and in direct 
defiance of the hierarchy in Canada. 
At the same time, he charged the Gov­
ernment with dnplieity in having settled 
the matter with the Manitoba Govern­
ment without reference at all to the 
minority in that Province. He made 
much of tha petition to Hia Holiness 
tha Pope and was quite dearly bidding 
tor the approval of the Quebec bishops, 
whose authority and views to ’alleged 
had been aet at naught by the Premier.

Mr. Clark Wallace, Orange grand 
фaster followed. He took advantage 
of the occasion to make what Sir Wil­
frid Laurier aftowards very properly 
characterized aa a strong no-Popery 
speech, manifestly intended to influence 
the ultra-Proteetenc element in the 
country. Hia chief theme was the in­
fallibility of the Pope, and it is perhaps 
needless to say that he waxed warm in 
bis refutation of this dogma of the 
Roman Catholic Church.

Chamberlain, secretary of kUte for the 
colonies, made an impoitant speech on 
public affairs at Birmingham this evening.

Mr. Chamberlain, deprecating the con­
stant assertions iu certain qnarters that 
Lord Silisbury was “discredited” and the 
government “weak and vaci lating,” said :

‘ If foreign cool tries believe end act 
upon those statements, they will find 
themselves very much mistaken and that 
courteous diplomacy and graceful conces­
sions are not incompatible with a firm 
maintenance of the country’s honor and 
inti resta.”

Then declaring that he intended to 
make a “plain eta'ement of facte, unfet­
tered by tho mysteries and leticeucca of 
the diplomacy of half a century ago, 
which, without revealing secret negotia­
tion», should be understood ef the people,” 
Mr. Cham bet lain said he would accept 
the judgment of the people as willingly a« 
that of the wisest diplomatist in the 
wr-r.d. Referring to the policy of strict 
isolation that England has pursued amce

I would 
go so far as to say that, terrible as war 
may be, even war itself would be cheaply 
purchased if in a great and noble cause 
the Stars and Stripes an 1 the Union Jock 
should wave together over an Anglo- 
Saxon alliance.—(Prolonged cheers.)

“It is one of the most satisfactory re­
sults of Lord Salisbury’s policy that at 
the present time these two great nations 
understand each other better than they 
ever have done, amoe, over q century ago, 
they were separated by the blunder of a 
British government.”

Mr. Chamberlain proceeded to draw a 
gloomy picture of the situatien in China 
иwhere we have to count with Russia, as 
in Afghanistan, except that we do not 
possess an army or a defensive frontier in 
China, and cannot, therefore, injure 
Russia without an ally.

These fry 
are the result of the greater portion of the 
ova of в number of aea-tront, ranging 
from two to foor pounds weight each, 
which were taken early last September in 
the Bartibog and Tabusintao waters in 
Northumberland county, and are said to 
be the fint eel-trout, (Salmo Trvtta), 
hatched in the dominion. To Surveyor- 
General Dunn belongs the credit of edd- 
ieg the work of fish-culture to that of the 
crown land department, and, althongh it 
was entered open quite late last season, 
the reenlte have been entirely satisfactory 
and successful. The demand» for trout fry 
from all sections of the province have 
been very large, and the only regret of 
the surveyor-general is thst he his been 
obliged to deny himself the pleasure of 
supplying even a hundredth of the quan­
tity requested. It 1» hoped, this year,

St. Hyacinthe, Que., May 16.—A ter­

rible calamity has befallen Sb. Hyacinthe 
Hospital, resulting in the destruction of the 
splendid building across the river and in the 
loss of eight or ten lives.

The fire has oast a gloom over the whole 
community.

This morning at about one o’clock, Chief 
Cheoette and physicians here were informed 
that Métairie, as the hospital farm building 
across the river is called, was on fire.

As the building is outside the city limits, 
permission had to be secured before an 
engine oonld be take over.

When the firemen arrived on the scene it 
was apparent that the main building was 
doomed, and they set to work to save the 
outbuildings.

In the meantime most of the two hundred 
persons in the building had made their 
exit, bnt search waa made as thoroughly ae 
possible, lest some should have been unable 
to escape. The sight was a grand one as the 
large building was wrapped inflames, but 
every heart was sad with the fear that 
several persons most have perished.

The work of destruction went on, the 
firemen bravely fighting against the raging 
element, until the whole building wae 
consumed.

This morning, as soon as there was light 
enough to see, people set to work, and at 
the time of writing six bodies have been 
recovered. Among them are the remains 
of two boys of St. Pie named Beanohemin, 
aged 10 and 13.

Many people had to jump from third and 
fourth stories, and all these escaped with 
bnt slight injuries, except Dr. Chagnon’s 
wife, who died a few minutes after jumping 
from the third story. Dr. Chagnon himself 
ie in Fall River, where be has been practi­
cing for several years.

Three yonng girls, who were nearly 
through with their novitiate and would soon 
have been nuns, perished.

There are also six persons still missing 
and although they may have escaped from 
the burning building and sought refuge in 
some house, it is feared that they, too, have 
lost their lives.

The origin of the 9re is unknown. It 
may have started in the chapel, where 
lampe were burning all the time, or it may 
have been sot by some coal oil lamp.

The building was valued at $20.000, but 
was not insured.

The names of those who perished are : 
The two Beanehemid boys, Sisters Alexan­
drins, Philomena and Des Agnes, and Mrs. 
Gnertin, a boarder.

The names of the missing ones are Maria 
Millette, servant ; Noflette Meunier, ser­
vant ; Mrs. Berthisume, boarder j Sisters 
Bouvier and Auge.

The meeting of the Presbytery of Mirami- 
c'ni at Bathurst, to reopen the matter of the 
charges against Rev. A. F. Thompson, the 
pastor of St. Luke’s Church at that place, 
waa held on Tuesday, and waa a very 
stormy and unpleasant one. The charges 
were the same ae those preferred before the 
committee of presbytery which investigated 
them last month and—as before—they were 
read by Dr. G. M. Duncan. Both sides 
were heard, and not much that wss new was 
developed, although the eccnsed minister 
was very unmanly in a certain portion of 
hie defence, in which a lady waa involved, 
aod it was a comment of many that a horse­
whip wee abont the only argument that 
shoe Id be pat forward to meet hie con­
temptible statements.

The whole matter will, we understand, be 
fully and officially reported, so that it is 
•officient to say the decision of the Presby­
tery was to unanimously sustain the report 
of the committee, the justice of which Mr. 
Thomson had challenged. The report was 
aa follows :—

“Yonr committee met according to ap. 
pointaient in St. Lake’s Church, Bathurst, 
on the 12th day of April, 1898, with Rev. 
A. F. Thomson aod petitioners and others 
in relation to the unsatisfactory condition of 
mittdrs existing in the congregation.

After a careful and thorough investigation 
into the state of affairs, we found matters in 
a very unsatisfactory condition indeed, and 
it seemed to ae, that the investigation, in­
stead ot healing had rather a tendency to 
widen the breach. A good deal of reorimida­
tion* passed between the parties concerned, 
and tannta of nntrnthfnlneae passed between 
pastor and people.

After hearing all parties we gsve what 
advice we deemed necessary in the circum­
stances and did our utmost to effect Christian 
reconciliation between pastor and petitioners;

: well, but they are not recognized by 
the law of Great Britain. It ia the law 
that a man may defend himself, his 
wife, child or serrant from physical ag­
gression. He may also repel by force a 
forcible attack upon his property. When 
you, or yonr wife, child, or serrant is 

, attacked, or threatened with riolenoe 
In snoh a manner as reasonably to lead 
you to belitrt that riolenoe is abont to 
be used, you may resist the aggressor. 
And as the best mode of resistance is 
rery often to attack, yon may lawfully 
follow the adrioe given by an old prize­
fighter to a pupil—i. e„ “get in the 
first whack."

But self defense must be moderate. 
It most not be totally disproportioned 
to the attack. For Instance, if n hoik­
ing rotten ran» at me with a knife, I 
may shoot him. Bnt if he runs at me 
merely with his fists olinohed, end I 
shoot him dead with a rerolrer, I shall 
probably be banged by the neck. Not 

1 that the law expects a man to be oalm 
and cool aad collected in all circum- 
stanoei. By no means. For instance, if 
the laid bnrly ruffian rashes at me with 

relia oh ed fists, eridently meaning mis- 
ehief, and I hit him with a heary stick 
fin the hack of the ear, I may kill him. 
Bnt I shall not be hanged for that. I 
had a right to nee the stick, and in the 
circumstances I am not to be supposed 
to be cool enough' to aim for a spot not 
likely to bo fatal. Again, self defense 
must not dorelop into revenge Thus, 
U I am threatened with a knife, end by 
the timely display of a pistol I frighten 

liant so that he runs away, I 
must not shoot after him. If I do; I am 
just as liable aa though he had nerer 
threatened me, because I shoot at him 
not In self defense, but by way of pun­
ishment or revenge.—Family lawyer.

Screens have been placed on 
both streams, so that the fish cannot get 
into the lakes until fall. The remaining 
five thousand of fry will be pleeed ie 
other provincial waters. The Commissioner 
will repeat again this year the experiment 
of getting trout and hatching the spawn.

To Whom it may Concern SEED WHEAT![Transcript, May 14.]
At Point dn Chene to-day Jas. Hamill, a 

resident of that place, wae arrested at the 
instance of the Crown, charged with the 
murder of hie brother, Owen Hamill, whose 
mysterious death the latter part of last 
November threw Point dn Chene and its 
environments into consternation. Owen 
Hamill, according to the general opinion of 
those who knew him personally, wae a quiet 
and inoffensive 
old. It will he remembered that he waa 
onnd dead io a box ear on the wharf which 

had been utilized for a coal abed. The 
unfortunate man left hie home at the head 
of the wharf abont eight o’clock in the 
morning eayiog to hia sister that he was 
going down to the wharf to fish amelia. 
He did net return to hie dinner and nothing 
waa seen or heard of him until the next 
morning when Mr. John Giliard, a night 
watchman, when going to the oar in ques­
tion for coal discovered the inanimate body 
lying in one corner. Near by where he lay 
waa an iron bar and the supposition at the 
time wae that he took a fainting spell and 
fell, hia death being caused by hie head 
coming in contact with the iron bar, the 
blow inflicting a severe gash on the aide of 
hia bead. Dr. J. Lege re examined the body 
aod found a fracture on the right temple 
bone. An inquest waa held and many 

were sworn, none of whom saw 
deceased on the wharf the day befoee.

Since that time there has been consider­
able of conjecture as to the exact cause of 
Hamill’a death, aod his mysterious demise 
wae the subject of much controversy through 
the preee, the insinuation being thrown ont 
that he met with foul play.

An Important Opinion That Hne Boon 

Ascribed to Lord Coleridge.
The law aa to umbrellas was settled 

once for all by Lord Coleridge in a lead­
ing Bngliah case. His lordship held :

“Umbrellas, properly considered, are 
a part of the atmospheric or meteorolog­
ical condition, and aa euoh there can be 
no individual property right in them. 
In Sampaen versus Thompson defendant 
waa charged with standing on plaintiff’s 
front steps during n storm and thereby 
aoaking up a large quantity of rain to 
which plaintiff waa entitled. But the 
court held that the rain waa any man’a 
rain, no matter where it fell. It fol­
lows, therefore, that the umbrella ia 
any man’a umbrella. In all agaa rain 
and umbrellas have gone together, and 
there ia no reaeon why they should be 
separated In law. An umbrella may, 
under certain circumstances—the chief 
of which ia poiseiaion—take on the at- 
tri butes of personal property, juat aa if 
a man set a tub and catch a quantity 
of rainwater, that rainwater will be 
considered as his personal belonging 
while it is in hla tub. But if the eun 
evaporate the water and it ia rained 
down again or if the tub ia upset and 
the water apilled then the attribute of 
personal ownership instantly dieep 
pears, So if a man hold his umbrella 1l 
hie hand it may be considered a per­
sonal belonging, but the moment it 
leaves his hand it returns to the great, 
general, indiviseble, common stock of 
umbrellas, whither the law will not at­
tempt to pursue It.”

So far aa we know there has never 
been a successful appeal from this de­
cision.—Chicago New A
