Flemming in connection with the sub-
sidy was informed that the govern-
ment had decided not to continue it
and were sustained “in this course by
Messrs. Stewart and Wetzell, who had
been government candidates in the
recent election. These gentlemen, it
will be remembered, lost their deposits.
The fact that they have advised the
government in the course taken indi-
cates that the refusal to grant the
subsidy or to reconsider the matter is
based entirely on political grounds and
given a nasty complexion to the whole
affair.

[ MAGISTRATE ROASTS

A BUNCH OF DRUNKS

Galls the Prisoners All Sorts
of Things

e ——

And Hands Out Stiff Sentences to the
Eight Who Were Arrested
Yesterday,

The police yesterday and early this
morning gathered in a double male
quartette of scrappers, drunks and
tramps, and as the pi'isoners sat on
the police court bench and blushed at
the many uncomplimentary remarks
made about them my Magistrate Rit-
chie, they were certainly a  sorrowful
looking lot. The first to stand and take
a roasting was George Brown who
pleaded guilty to keing drunk on Wat-
er street. What he received from the
magistrate was: ‘“Brown, this is not
your first time here, you continually
hang around Water street, and there is
a certain bar on that street where you
spend most of your time, and when
you come out you are not fit ko be
seen. You have a wife and family and
it is reported to me that you don’t
support them, so if you~ wom’t work
for your own children, you will have
to work for the city. You will be fined
$8 and in default of payment, two
months with hard labor, the hardest
they can give you.”

The next in line was an Irishman
named McDonald, who was found ly-
ing drunk on the Custom House wharf.
In answer to the court he said he had
been in this country for about three
months. “Well,” said his honor, *“just
look at your companions on the bench,
look and see if you have any like those
in your country. You've a nice looking
crowd. A snapshot of the lot if shown
in another country would be met with,
‘there’s a nice lot in that eastern coun-
try called the winter port of Canada.’ ”
The Irishman was fined $4 and not
havihg the price went to jail for ten
days.

The next man to walk forward with’
bowed head was James Harrington, an

old offender, and his medicine was:—
“Well Harrington. Here again. You
have the advargage of some of your
chums, who have gone to eternity.
You're here, and still drinking a poor
unfortunate. You will be fined $8, and
in default of payment two months’
jail, with hard labor. i

Wm. McAleer and Wm. Rising were
charged with fighting together on King
Square last evening. Policeman Lucas
testified as to seeing the n exchang-
ing blows. They were fin $20 each
or two months in jail.

John Riley was charged with wan-
dering about King Square about 1.30
o’clock this morning. When asked for
an explanation by the court Riley said
that he was sick, that he only arrived
in the city yesterday afternoon from
Lewiston, Me. The little lecture Riley
received made him even more sick than
when he first faced the magistrate.
The latter said: “Well, you thought
that we were wild here in St. John, and
you could fvalk about at any hour of
the night. ' How is it that these peopie
get dumped in here Do you think we
are going to provide for your keep in
the Alms House? We can’t send you
back from whence you came, because
you will be stopped at McAdam. Had-
n’t some person in authority better tell
the C. P. R. that we don’t want such
people dumped in on this city? Now
look at that crowd on the bench. Not
one could get a job, at even beating
carpets. No one wants a drunken man
about. They are a job lot, a job lot of
no-goods. Let me see—2—4—6—8—all
no goods.”

Here Detective Killen informed the
court that Riley was on the street
half drunk yesterday. “I thoyght 80,
said his honor, ‘“you pleaded you were
sick this morning. Yes, you were rum
sick. You will be fined $8 or two
months jail with hard labor; this will
stand over you, and you can get back
under th> Stars and Stripes just as
fast as you ucan. It's the likes of you
that we don’t want. Now get.” Riley
is a young man, and presents the ap-
pearance of & broken down tramp. It
is needless to say he hastened from
the court rcom when given the oppor-
turity, and on leaving said: “I'll sure
get right back home.”

DR. PUGSLEY'S LETTER

S

One Mr. Smith Has a Thirst
for Knowledge

—

He and Others Show a Tendency to g0
Through the Refuse Heaps in
Search of 0ld Envelopes.

P

FREDERICTON, N. B, May 28. —
The public accounts committee of the
legislature held an interesting session
this morning, Dr. Pugsley’s trancac-
tions with the province being the
matter chiefly under discussion. Mr.
Smith a member of the commitiee who
was not present yesterday afternoon,
said*he wished today to more thor-
oughly look into the matter. He said
that he had seen it stated in this morn-
ing’s papers that the ex-Attorney Gen-
eral forwarded a letter dated the 27th
of February last to the province which
contained two checks amounting to
over $4,000, and the letter did not
reach the department until the 9th of
March. He thought the circumstance
most peculiar, the election was held
on the 3rd of March and the facts to
his mind justified the conclusion that
the letter and checks had been ante-
dated. Mr. Labillois did not think that
Mr. Smith had any right to say this
as he, Labillois, had found in his long
experience that many letters were de-
layed in the post office.

Mr. Smith said if the envelope could
be obtained the postmark would show
when it was posted at Ottawa.

The auditor general and receiver gen-
eral were examined, but neither of
them had any knowledge of the ‘en-
velope. It was not the custom to keep.
envelopes, but throw them away and
file what they contained.

Mr. Babbitt said he had not noticed
the Ottawa mark, as it was not his
custom to do so. All he could say was
that he remembered that the letter
bore the date of 27th of February, and
it was received 9th of March, as he de-
posited the checks as soon as he re-
ceived them, and: that was the date
they were put in the bank.

Hon. Mr. Flemming was called and
stated that the envelope had never
come into his possession. When he as-
sumed office the two letters of Dr.
Pugsley were handed to him in one
large envelope. The first letter dated
February 22, contained-the statement
of an account against the province for
$3670, and the other letter February
27th, referred to the two enclosed
checks. In the latter letter the writer
said he enclosed the checks to cover
his overdraft, as the government being
then busy would not probably have
time to pass upon his account.

Mr.Flemming was examined at length
by the committee. He said that the
statement made that the ex-Attorney
General’s drafts covered claims he had
against the Province was most absurd.
In 1905 when the overdraft reached
$7000 there was then no claim as is
shown by the book and the claim that
is make for services in his letter of
February 22nd are entirely for services
in the past year or So. The argument
put up that interest should be charged
on the claims as well as the overdrafts
was ridiculous as there was no claim at
the present time recognized, while the
overdrafts exist. Questioned further by
Mr. Smith the provincial secretary said
that these overdrafts never saw the
light of the day as they were carried
under the suspense account and this
account was never made public.

The committee also took up the ex-
penditure of the Central Railway and
these were discussd at length. Mem-
bers of the committee expressed the
opinion that the commissioners should
have given to the department a detail-
ed account of how the money was ex-
panded. Chairman Pinder criticized
strongly the payment of $1083.00 to Mr.
Skinner as acting judge of probates for
St. John during the late Judge True-
man’s absence while the latter had re-
ceived the full salaray, as the under-
standing had been that the leave of
absense should be no additional ex-
pense. Other items were taken up and
the meeting adjourned at 1 o'clock.

SAMOS HAVE
R PRINGE

He and Governor, With Small
Garrison are Besieged—
Already Ofie Kundred and
Fify Persons Have Been
Killed

el

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 29. —Con-
sular despatches received here from
the Island of Samos, declare that not
less than 150 persons have been killed
or wounded in the fighting that has
been going on at Vathy, the capital of
the island, for the past four days and
that the engagements still continue.

According to information received
here yesterday, the inhakitants of the
Island of Samos, a Greek Island off
the west coast of Asia Minor, are in
rovolt against the Prince of Samos
and the Governor of the Island. = The
trouble arose from a conflict between
the Governor and the Senate. - The
Prince of Samos was seized and beat-
en, but made his escape to the palace
which since has been besieged. The
small garrison of Turkish troops on
the island are beleagured in their gar-
rison. The Governor also has sought
refuge in one of the public bulldings.
He is without provisions and his life
is said to be in danger. The Consulates
are crowded with refugees and the
lack of provisions is beginning to make
itself felt. A number of refugees have
managed to make their way to Athens.
The consuls at Samos are mostly nat-
ive merchants and they have requested
the powers to send warships. The Tur«
kish Government is arranging to send
large reinforcements of troops from
the naval division to overawe the re-
bellious islanders. The. insurgents
have the support of the local gendar-
merie. The presence of Turkish troops
is accounted for by the fact that while
Samos is an autonomous principality
it pays an annual tribute to Turkey.
The Prince of Samos is nominated by.
the Sultan and is a Greek. The popu-
lation of 50,000 is composed mostly of
Greeks.

FREDERICTON, May 28.—In the le-
gislature today there was a Mvely de-
bate on the compensation bill. When
this bill came up for its third reading,
Mr.Hatheway presented an amendment
and was_ followed by Mr. MclInerney
with another. Messrs. Lowell and Mec-
Keown wanted to know if these had
received the approval of the labor
unions, Mr. Mclnerney denied that any
pledge had been given the unions but
admitted that there was an under-
standing. Mr. Wilson squirmed out of
the corner without saying anything.
Mr. Hatheway said he knew of no
pledges and Mr. Maxwell refused to
talk. The amendments presented ex-
cluded sailors from compensation and
refuse compensation where the acci-
dents is the result of a man’s own ne-
gligence, or by the violation of rules
made by the employer. No compensa-—
tion will be given in the case of a ma-
iicious injury to a fellow employe. Em-
ployers are given the right to have &
physi¢ian examine any workmen who
may be injured. The payment in the
event of death is reduced from $2500 to
$1500. In addition to this the report of
the Agricultural committee was pre-
sented and lead to a general discussion
without any progress belng made.

KING DINED AT EMBASSY

Fam e

Magnificent Reception Given lo French
President Causes Talk of Permanent
Alliance

LONDON, May 28{ — The banquet
given at the French Embassy tonight
by M. Cambon to President Faffieres
and King Bdward was quite a formal
affair. There were no speeches. The
guests, who numbered nearly a hun-
dred, included the Prince of Wales,
the American Ambassador, Whitelaw
Reid, the ministers of state and sev-
eral of the former ministers, as well
as other notable men of both natious.

LONDON, May 28.—M. Pichon, Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, of the French
Republic, who is in London with Pre-
sident Fallieres, was interviewed this
evening and said that the President of
France had been profoundly impress-
ed with the magnificent reception ac-
corded him in London. “It is in my
eve a most cheering justification of
those of us who have all their lives
supported the policy of an understand-
ing with Great Britain,”” M. Pichon
said, “to see that policy triumph to-
day in the form of a close, and to
to adopt King .Edward's phrase, &
‘permanent’ entente.

‘““The enthusiastic welcome given to
the President of the French Republic
proves that the entente cordiale has
definitely entered into the policies of
the two countries as one of the funda-
mental bases thereof. Not only is it
considered by the two people and by
both governments as responding to a
necessity and as a logical development
of the history of England and Francs,
but it is popular on both sides of the
channel. The English and TFrench
feel instinctively that this is one of
the surest means of counteracting all
combinations that might interfere
with the Interests of Great Britain and
France and threaten the peace which
both wish to have maintained because
it is the first and foremost of their
needs.”

SHRINES THAT

DUG OUT OF SOLID STONE

The present effort of bands of Af-
ghans to push their way into India
through the passes of the mountan bul-
wark is not likely to occupy the place
in history gained by a similar inva-
sion by the same restless people up-
ward of a thousand years ago. Tommy
Atkins was not in the way then, and
the history of nearly one-fifth of the
population of the earth was -changed.
As a rbsult nearly one-fourth of the
chocolate skinned inhabitants of India
are Mohometans, and many of the fa-
mous architectural remains of that
great country hear the marks of the
type that has developed under Maho-
metan culture.

INDIAN PUZZLES.

The great temples and other struc-
tures which one sees scattered from
cne end of India to another are puz-
zles more trying to the Occidental mind
than any “pigs-in-clover” ever devised,
There ig something about a ‘pigs-in-
clover” puzzle which suggests that it
can be solved and entices to solution,
but when one turns his eyes~ toward
the hot, cloudless sky of India and
looks upon the site of a pagoda tower-
ing two hundred feet into the air, every
inch of whose surface is covered with
a seemingly endless variety of life-size
figures in brute and human form, his
courage fails' him. Many - questions
suggest themselves which he has not
the patience to answer. What do all
these figures, unlike anything in the
skies, the earth or under ' the earth
mean? Who had the patience to carve
g0 many of them? How long did it
take to erect these pagodas? Not all
of them can be answered.

There are hundreds of examples of
architecture illustrating many phases

of the religious and architectural deve-9

lopment of India, beginning with the
Buddhistic structures erected in 250 B.
C,. and running down through the cen-
turies of Brahminism, Jainism and Ma-
hometanism. Indian architecture con-
tains a mystery. It is a fully deve-
loped style which experts say cannot
be traced to any other known type of
architecture and the steps of which
development have been lost. It is the
Bengalese, in which the pyramid has
curvilinedr sides.

HINDU ARCHITECT.

1f anyone, after trying to fathom the
intricacies of Indian architecture at
short notice, finds it difficult to dis-
cover what the builders are driving at,
he may be comforted by learning from
Fergusson, an authority on the subject,
that all the Hindu architect craved was
a place on which to dl':pln,v‘his powers
of ornamentation and his cleverness in
overcoming difficulties. He covered
every part of his Luilding with  the
most elaborate and difficult designs
that he could invent.

In a land in which half the inhabit-
ants can raise all the food necessary
for the support of the other half, it is
easy to understand how the native
princes in earlier times, with all this
labor at his dispesal, could turn their
attention to the construction of tem-
ples hollowed out of the granite moun-
tainside by the chisel, or the erection

of pagodas and columns bv the thon-

sand entirely covered with the figures
of countless creatures.

FAMOUS ROCK TEMPLES.

There are more than thirty temples
and a thousand morasteries cut out of
the living rock. Some of-lhese, curi-
cusly, are shaped like Christian
churches, although the Lands that hol-
lowed them had probably never heard
of the founder of the Christian faith.
They date from the century of His
birth, and the best known and largest
of them, that of Karli,pessibly was dug
before the dawn of the Christian era.

One of the best known of the fam-
ous rock temples is cne at Ellora, gen-
erally called the Kylas, in which not
only the interior but the exterior was
cut out of a rock. The temple stands
fn the bottom of a rock pit, which was
excavated around it.

Occasionally, when the temple bulld-
ers found a clump cf rocks convenient-
lv situated for the purpose, these
would he sculptured into religious
edifices. On the Corcmandel coast,
south of Madras, near the village of
qadras, between the hills and the sea-
shore. are seven rocks rising from the
sands. They have been shaped into
five-story monasteries and temples.

.Contrary to what would be expected
»Psome, this is believed to be a more
economical method of obtaining tem-
ples than the modern' process of piling
up stones with cement between them.
The stones of the modern church have
to be quarried and often transported a
great distance and then piled up. In
the sculptured temple the rick is sim-
ply quarried out around the proposed
building. The troubles of the builders
are reduced to a minimum, for there is
only the union of quarrymen to be con-
sidered.

The great pagodas are found in the
southern part of India, the section oc-
cupied by the Dravidians, the primi-
tive stock of Hindustan, who have
been pushed down into the lower part
of the peninsula by the incoming Ary-
ans and Afghans. The Dravidians did

i way they built their temples. Appar-
ently they started the buildings with-
out any definite idea of what they
would look like when they were finish-
ed, -trusting to faith.

HOLY DF HOLIES.

Instead of making the holy of holles,
the altar of the god to be worshipped,
the climax in size and decorationm, it
often was the meanest part of the
great siructure. There were three or
four features which they counted upon
having in the temple. The first was a
small cubleal structure lighted by such
daylight as could struggle in through
the doorway. This contained. the
image, or images. Outside of this was
a porch, which further served to give
privacy to the god. The cell was
sometimes surmounted by a pyramidal
roaf.

This was surrounded by a wall in
which as a gateway opposite the en-
trance to the cell. Over this gateway
was a gopura. or pagodalike structure,
covered with figures. From time to
time additional rectangular inclosures
were added, the second having two
gateways with gopuras. The third and
succeeding ones would have four gate-
ways with additional pagodas, which,
probably, would be greater than those
over the interior entrances. In this
fashion the builders succeeded in hav-
ing the greatest show on the outside,
and the sacrcd section in the centre
only a comparatively mean iittle bex.

CEREMONY HAILLS.

Attached to the temple, also, was
aimost invariably a piliared hall, some-
times called the *‘hall of a thousand
columns,” although there were seldom
g0 many. Kach of these columns would
be carved in a different way, the sculp-
tors aiming to devise designs requiring
great skill in thelr execution. Often
they would work out a hunting scene,
in which horses ridden by hunters
would be seen rearing, their feet rest-
ing on the shields of foot soldiers.
Sometimes these hunters are seen
slaying men, sometimes animals. These
pitlared halls served as halls of cere-
money, where the-dancing girls attach-
ed to the temples danced and sang;
sometimes they served as places where
the gods could enjoy the intellectual
. amusement of swinging; most fre-
! quently they were used as nuptial halls
{ in which the mystic union of mascu-
{ line and feminine gods was celebrated.

In Southern India, which is less fre-
quently visited by the traveller than
the neorthern and cooler portion, are
come of the most massive temples of
Hindustan. One of ‘these is the temple
at Tanjore, which is distinguished |
fromm the others of Southern India by
having the finest and tallest pagoda !
over the temple in the centre, instead
of over the gateway of the outside wall.
This tower i{s more than two hundred
feet high, and is surmounted with a
dome carved from a single piece of
granite. According to tradition this
immense stone was rolled to the top on
an inclined plane five miles long by
means of forced human labor. The
exterior is far more inviting than the
small, dark, ill-lighted cell underneath
the pile where the ancient and ugly
idols are kept, and before which priests
are almost constantly repeating pray-
ers, burning incense and making blos-
som offerings.

TEMPLE CITY.

About forty miles southwest of Tan=.
PO SR e S Jieed . z i
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jore and two miles from Trichinopoly.
noted for its heat, sieges and cigars,
in the bosom of the River Kaveri is
the island of Sriringham. On this is-
land is a great temple city, with outer
walls almost two miles long. Over the
gates in the seven rectangular walls,
one within the other, which surround
the insignificant sanctum sanctorum
in the centre, are fourteen of the mas-
sive carved pagadas. Within the walls
of this great temple area are not only
the warious sacred structures, but the
huts, booths and homes of the thou-
sands of person® connected with the
temple service, from priests and
scribes down through reader, atten-
dants and caretakers, to the temple
dancing girls and the keepers to the
hely elephants.

On the Island of Peumben, which
lies between India and Ceylon, is a
tcmple, that of Ramisseram, which is
noteworthy because of its great corri-
dors. Their aggregate length is four
thousand feet, or nearly four-fifths of
a mile. When it is considered that
their section is that of a small Gothic
church, their combined Ilength eight
times that of the greatest cathedral,
and that each of the granite columns
supporting the roof is richly carved, it
is realized that it represents a wonder-
ful exhibition of human labor,

BEAUTIFUL TOMBS.

The influence of the Mahometan in-
vasion is exhibited in tHe northern
part of India, where are to be found
mosques and tombs which are among
the most beautiful specimens of ar-
chitecture in that part of the country.
The Indians, believing in transmigra-
tion of souls, did not care much what
was done with their bodies. Tombs
had no attraction for them. They got
rid of the earthly house of the soul
when the spirit had fled to its new
abode by throwing it into a river, or
giving it to the birds or burning it on
a pyre.

y The Mahometans, however, thought
differently, and as they realized that
they were more certain to have a
monument to their taste and memorial
that would be worthy of them if they
built it themselves instead of leaving
it to posterity, they followed ghis
course. The result is a number of
beautiful tombs, including the famous
Taj Mahal. It was the custom of some
to build the future abiding place of the
body in such a style that it would
serve as a pleasure palace while they
lived. Gardens were laid out around
it. Here the builder would entertain
his friends. When he died his body
wculd be placed in it and the priests
woeuld take possession of the place.
The vaults no more resounded to
mirth.  Perfect silence prevailed. The
gardens were kept up by the priests
who sold the fruits produced and
earned a scant subsistence iu this

. way.

St. John does not rank in the half
million class In building operations.
The report of the labor department for
$he month of April shows that during

" the year the total value of buildings

erected in fifty-one cities of Canada
having a population of over 8,000,
. amounted to $58,587,987.50. Among these
Toronto leads with $14,325,800 and
‘Montreal takes second place with $8,-
" 406,136. Winnipeg stood third with $6,-
465,250, and Vancouver fourth with
$5,696,594. The remaining cities
which the value of building during
1907 exceeded $500,000 were: Hamilton,
$3.030,240; Ottawa, $2,364,950; Edmon-
ton, $2,275,218; Calgary, $2,109,249; Vie-
%oria, $1,500,000; = Regina, $1,177,840;
Medicine Hat, $1,000,000; Londomn,
$875,000; Halifax, $626,603; Berlin,
| $770,000; Stratford, $667,038; Brandon,
$557,180; Quebec, $529,820; Sherbrooke,
$520,100;, New Westminster, $520,000;
Brantford, $510,020, and Guelpn,‘ $520,-
750.

St. Jobn is somewhere around $240,~
000. Comparative returns relating to
the value of buildings in 1906-07 were
obtained from the majortiy of the
clties and these show a total decrease
‘of $2,309,381.50. This return of course
is not complete, The most notable de-
crease of the year took place in Win-
mipeg, where there wws a falling oft
©of $6,305,100.

Rail-
roads vpou which the prosperity of the
country in a large measure depends,
and which are a fairly accurate guage
of commercial conditions, are once
more planning extensions and improve-
. ments, and have of late been making

contracts for ralils, rolling stook and

Following a period of such gerious
depression as has of late been experi-
enced, there must necessarily be a
shaking down before people can adjust
themselves to the new conditions.

DEATHS BY SUICIDE

TOPHKA, XKas, May 28—A terrific
wind storm passed over the southern
part of Jewell County, last night, and
killed George Hahn, and injured 22
persons, seven of them probably fa-
tally.

PORTLAND, Me., May 28—Robert
W. Logue, 11 years of age, son of Wm.
Logue, was seriously injured while
playing this afternoon on a machine
that is used for the hoisting of sand
by means of an endless chain into a
sifting machine. He was caught in the
chain and befors the machine could
be stopped he was badly mangled and
was at once taken to the Malirie Gen-
eral Hospital. Both of his thighs were
fractured and his skull crushed. He
died at 12.30.

NEWPORT NEWS, Va, May 28—A
verdict of accidental drowning was re-
turned today by Medical Examiners
Gteele of Portsmouth, and Stewart, of
Newport, who held an autopsy on the
body of Benjamin Steenerson, a pri-
vate in the United States Maine Corps,
who was drowned on February 16. The
hody was recovered yesterday. No
marks of. violence were found upon it.

The ad-
vertised testimonials must, one would
imagine, belong to the order of faith
cures.

FORTUNES MADE ON
PERSONAL APPEARANGES

By far the most expensive part of the
beauty doctor’s work are his courses of
treatment for the various defects of
the human face and figure. Ons adver-
tises a series Oof message treatments
for the complexion at $10 a treatment.
The minimum is ten treatments and
the patient is advised that she should
afterward take one treatment a week,
apparently for the rest of her natural
life.

Another complexion treatment con-
sists of removing the whole skin of the
face by means of a blistering lotion—
a desperately long, tedious and pain-
ful processs For this the minimum
charge is $150. For older women the
cost is greater, and to restore to a
grandame the complexion of her youth
means a bill for about five hundred
dollars.

WHILE YOU WAIT.

There is nothing which your modern
beauty doctor will not attempt. He
will Romanize the turned-up nose, flat-
ten back protruding ears, change ugly
teeth to pearls of perfection, round
scraggy arms and necks, or even in-
crease the height of his patients. And,
while many are quacks, it is only fair
to admit that some succeed in carrying
out their promises.

But the cost is enormous. The
American who guarantees to add two
to three inches ‘to the height of little
ladies gets a fee of $25 for each treat-
ment, while the extras—the massage,
special diet, and gymnastic exercises—
increase the daily expenses to more
than double that sum. As the treat-
ment lasts from sixty to ninety days,
it is safe to say that increasing the
stature runs to $2,500 an inch.

Bven =uch a simple matter as a wigt
—we beg its pardon, a transformation—
is a luxury which is beyond the means
of a poor woman. Sixty dollars is
about the lowest price, and the owner
must possess two; for they have to g0

back at frequent intervals to be re-
dressed.

It is curious how little the average
person knows about Jupiter. He has
heard a lot—too much, perhaps—about
Mars; but that world, 1,300 times the
size of ours, whirling in the terrible
outer distance of space with its five
moons, its 144 menths yearly, known
as Jupiter, is almost, if not quite, a
mystery.

In the first place Jupiter is inhabit-
ed. So are some of his moons, in the
midst of which the great planet spins
around like a top at such tremendous
speed that :t causes, around the equa~
tor, a furions wind that blows perpe-
tuslly at a rate of about two hundred
and fifty miles an hour.

In the wmidst of this never-ending
howling gale lives the Jovians. Some
astronomers will say that because
Jupiter is so much bigger and heav-
jer than the earth no creature of any
weight «can suppcrt ‘tself. A man
weighing two hundred pounds on this
earth would, If carried to Jupiter,
weigh five hundred pouds, and reason-
ing thus, they believe that nothing big-
ger than a cat could stand up on this
vast world.

But this is a mistake. If Jupiter
stood still or revolved no faster than
our earth, all that astronomy says
would be true, and a terrestrial man
could not stand up on its surface; but
as a fact the tremendous rate of revo-
lution is so much faster than the
earth’s that, in spite of her monstrous
size, gshe turns about in less than ten
hours, as against our twenty-four
hours.

As it is, a man of normal earthly
size, if transported to the equator of
Jupiter, would actually feel mauch
lighter than he does here on earth, be-
cause the swift rotation of the planet
would almost lift him from his feet
and throw him into the heavens. He
would feel so light that the two hun-
dred and fifty mile an hour tornado
that blows incessantly would pick
him up and carry him round and round
the planet like a speck of dust.

SLOWNESS OF MOTION.

In order to keep on his feet, the Jo-
vian man or woman would have to be
about 50 feet tall; some of them
would doubtless reach the height of B35
feet. Like all big bodies, the Jovian
would have a tendency to slowress of
motion. Having once seated himself,
at his breakfast, and perhaps eighteen
at his dinner, and would probably
“throw up his job” if his employer al-
lowed him less than six hdurs for his
lunch.

The oceans of Jupiter, torn into fury
by the hurricanes, would pay no at-
tion to one moon such as moves the
tides on our earth, and it takes no
fower than five of these satellites to
perform this work for Jupiter. They
travel at various rates of speed, some
flying very close to Jupiter’s surface,
and others far off. They have atmos-
pheres somewhat like ours on earth,
and a moonlight on Jupiter is, indeed,
a glorious sight, for these moons have

a variety of color; two are blue, one
is yellow and one red.

Jupiter needs all her moons at night
for illumination, for without them her
five hours of darkness would be black
indeed. So distant is the sun that
broad daylight is herdly brighter than
twilight on earth, and one lone moon
would not reflect enough of the sun’s
rays to guide the Jovian footsteps.

INTERNAL HEAT.

In the polar and semi-polar areas,
the two hundred and fifty mile an
hour tornado of the equator is not
present; doubtless there are eddies
and occasional wind- storms, such as
there are on our earth. And in these
localities it is possible for smaller crea-
tures to exist, and here, too, vegeta-
tion would flourish. The food supply
of Jupiter must come from these areas
where it is cultivated and shipped to
the equatorial regions by the d&imin-
utive races.

The polar oceans are mot frozen, be-
cause of the great internal heat of
Jupiter. And on these still océans,
probably, ships not greatly different
from ours ply; but about the equator
the unending storm would make sur-
face sailing impossible.

KIDNAPPED A WOMAN;

Patterson drew a revolver and forced
Mrs. Sargent to gét into the automo-
bile with him. Then he headed for
Millersburg at full speed. News of
the abduction spread rapidly and sev-
eral men, headed by Ernest Franks,
Mrs. Patterson’s brother, started - in
pursuit in a big touring car. Patter-
son’s automobile was overtaken near
Millersburg. Patterson opened fire and
shot his brother-in-law in the thigh.
Trranks returned the fire and Patter-
son fell dead at almost the first shot.

KOREAN INSURGENTS
ARE ABCUT SETTLED

Fifty Three Little Fights With Japanese
This Month— Nearly Six
Hundred Killed

SEOUL, = Korea, May 29.—According
to military reports a total of B3 en-
gagements were fought during the
month of May in the campaign of the
Jupanese forces against’ Korean insur-
gents and rioters. Five hundred and
forty-nine: Insurgents were killed and
many wounded and a large number
captured. The Japanese lost 30 killed.
The insurgents invariably outnumber-
ed the Japanese 6 to 1. Many of the
¥Korean insurgents who have ziven the
Japanese administration much. trouhle
are surrendering. In fact the insur-
yectionary movement has lost all sem-
blance of organization and control
slnce the only recognized Korean in-
surgent leader came to Seoul on May
27 and gave himself up. At the Jap-
anese military headquarters it is con-
fidently predicted that the entire ais-
turbing element in Korea will be sub-
dued within sixty days. Gendarmes
are now thoroughly distributed
throughout the affected provinces.

‘France Offers 1o Buy> the Rights for Three

Years If Certain Conditions
are Fulfilled.

PARIS, May 29.—Wilbur Wright, the
aeronaut, one of the Wright Bros. of
Dayton, Ohio, arrived in this city to-
day fromi America. The European're-

.presentative of the " Wrights, Hart .O.
Berg, of Philadelphia, says the purpose

of Mr. Wright's visit here is to de-
monstrate in Europe the capabilities
of their machine. The preliminary ar-
rangement for the demonstration are
complete, a suitable enclosed field; two
miles square having been secured in
Western France. Parts of the aero-
piane shipped here from America were
put together at the location selected
and the motor to be used has been
constructed here after the same model
as that used by the Wright Bros. in
their experiments in the Unilted States.
Several weeks probably will be re-
quired to get the machine in order.
The important features of the inven-
tion have now bheen protec:ed by Euro-
pean patents. If certain tests are ful-
filled at the coming experiments it is

GAMBLING FEVER
AGTIVE IN PARIS

Jewels of Actress Who Had Lost All Her
Money Saved by Police Raid.

PARIS, May 28—The suicide of a
Japaness officer, Major Ideka, who
drowned himself because he had lost
money, confided to him by his govern-
ment, at gambling tables in Paris, has
once more drawn the attention of the
guthorities to the many gambling
clubs in the capital.

These clubs are very difficult to sup-
press for the simple reason that all
Paris clubs pay an enormous tax
(about 40 per cent. of the membership
fees) to the French government. But
efforts are being 'nade to suppress
what Is known as the ‘“mixed” club, in
which men and women meet to gam-
ble, and in” which the play is not al-
ways conduucted fairly. ;

The gambling fever rages very high
in Paris, and women of all ages are
greater gamblers than the men. In a
club which was recently raided the
police made their entry at the very
moment when the banker at the bac-
carat tables. accepted the jewels of a
well-known actress as a stake of $4,-
000 on the turn of a card.

She had lost all the money she had
with -her, had exhausted her credit
with the club, and put her jewels on
the table, hoping that her luck would
change. It did, for thanks to the OD-
portune entry of the police, she kept
the jewels.

Until quite recently servants were
great oftenders. They had their clubs
where baccarat and other games were
played, and the play ran quite high.

In my own experience the cook of a
relative of mine resigned his position
because he had made $600 at his club
one evening. A week later he return-
ed to the same house as second cook,
having lost all his money in the mean~
time.

M. Clemenceau is determined to do
his best to put o stop to excessive
gambling in France. His principal dif-
feulty so far is the law which allows
watering places to run baccarat
tables.

A watering place is a very elastic
expression, and the little town of Eng-
hien, less than a quarter of an hour
by train from Paris, has, on ‘the
strength of a little spring of water
with a touch of iron in it, its casino at
wkich considerable sums are lost and
won every wosk.

SEAMON GUT SHORT
BY [ 0GH LYNGH LAW
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Min Who Protests There is No God
Maltreated by Congregation.

VIENNA, May 28—The service in the
Church of St. Michael here yesterday
wasg terminated abruptly by an extrae
ordinary and sensational incident. The
priest who delivered the sermon took
as his subject the relation of science
to religion, contending that the re-
searches of the former confirmed and
strengthened the doctrines and tradi-
tions of the latter. *‘So of this we may
be certain,” he concluded, “there is still
a God, despite the denial of the in-
fidel. /

Immediately in the body of the
church, an elderly man rose to his feet
and shouted: “It is a le; there is no
God,” an act of blasphemy which
roused the congregation to a pitch of
the most intense excitement, following,
ag it did, on a most impressive dis-
course.

The interrupter was recognized as
one Heimann, a well-known Socialist
writer, and before he could make his
escape he was seized by a crowd of
worshippers who threw themselves sav-
agely upon him, regardless of the
priest’s appeal for peace, and mal-
treated him severely. A hasty message
was sent for police assistance, .and
when the constables arrived they found
Heiman half dead from the kicks and
blows of his assallants and in a pitie
able state of fright. He was arrested.

SNAILS FOR FOOD.
———

Stores Devoted Entirely to Them In
‘Many Cities of Europe.
—

France is the premier snail produc-
ing nation, although Austria, Bavaria
and Switzerland have thousands of
snail farms, where the famous escar-
gots are raised and fattensd on vine
leaves. The demand for snails in
France is far too great for the supply
to be left to chance, and thus it comes
about that snail farming is an impor-
tant industry. Paris alone consumes
millions between September and May,
when these little creatures are at their

best.

In great citles of Europe are stores
devoted entirely to them, each orna-
mweried by an imimense gilt snail over
the door as a sign. Husge tubs of
snails in the rough are displayed, and
there are besides dishes of carefully
prepared mollusks al! ready for eating.
These hava been cooked, extracted
from their shells and minced. The
meat is then mixed with butter, chop-
ped parsley and herbs, and the shells,
trimmed, ard made attractive, are re-
filled with this prepared paste.

The most popular snails today come
from Dijon and Macon, in Burgundy,
where they are fed on vine leaves, and
ihe parks, as tha local snail farms are
called, open their gates in the month
of August, when the little creatures
bestir themselves actively.

PASSENGER ASSAILED -
BY MAN IN TRAIN

Armed With Knife and Probably Intent on
_nobbery He Enters Gompartment.

NAPLES, May 29.—Toward 8 o'clock
yesterday morning when the express

DR, PETERSON SUGGESTS
COLLEGE UNION

Refain Present Facilities But Have Central
Board to Make Examinations
and Confer Degrees.

A federation of the various colleges
and universities of the matitime prov-
inces was an ideal to which Principal
Peterson of McGill University thinks
the people of the provinces should look
forward.

In conversation with the Sun - tiffy
morning Dr. Peterson advocated a
union which would add strength to
them all without detracting anything
from the present advantages of the
various institutions.

His idea was that the different col-
leges should unite in forming a mari-

meet each year in turn at one of the
institutions included in the union.

This board should make up the ex-
amiations and conduct them, granting
the degrees according to results. Care
could be taken to see that every col-
lege and every interest was represent-
ed, and that the examinations be ab-
solutely impartial. |

‘While the degrees of the various col-
leges of the maritime provinces now
represent a high standard of scholar-
ship, the degrees granted by a union
of all the golleges would carry more
weight and represent to the average
person a more exact standard by which
to judge the efficiency of the gradu-
ates.

Dr: Peterson spoke very highly of
work now being done in the various
maritime colleges. Referring to the
