orentetmongst astronomers by the construction,
of the ) ?t tulesgope ever made. Siry Willinin
Herschel bad previously consiructed, 'with kie.
own hands. telescopes of 20 and 40 feet focus,.
with which'he ‘had made many brilliunt diseov.
eries, The Earl of Rosse had also constructed
one of " three feet aperture which received the
highest’ commendution of eminent astrenomers
But in 1842 he commenced one of gigantic di.
mensions. The speculem was six feet in diame-,
ter, and weighed three tons. The materials of
which it is composed are copper and tin, united
in the proportion of fifteen parts copper to seven
of tin. The progress of grinding was conduot-
ed under water, and the moving power employed
was a steam engine of: three horse power. The
substance made vse of to wear down the sarfuce
was emery and water, and it required six weeks .
to grind it to a fair surface. The tuba of the
telescope is fifty-six. feet long, and is made of
wood one inch thick and booped with iron.
