Tacoma, Wash., Nov. 19.—With 
stories of daring adventures on Ice 
floes In an attempt to get moving pic­
tures of Arctic animals in their native 
haunts, of charges by enraged polar 
bears, aroused by the strange eight 
of white men and cameras,* and des­
perate efforts of walrus to sink their 
kyake, Capt. F. E. Kleinschmidt has 
returned to this city from the North­
land. lie has the most elaborate 
series of photographs and motion 
pictures ever snapped in Arctic re­
gions.

Captain Kleinschmidt was assisted 
by his partner, Louis L. Lane, and by 
Eskimos, who stood guard with rifles 
ready to shoot if the plight of the 
leaders of the expedition became too 
dangerous.

On one island, Wrangell, visited by 
Captain Kleinschmidt for the first 
time since the revenue cutter Rodgers 
stopped there thirty years ago. 
twenty-four polar bears were snapped 
in all conceivable groups. They were 
roped ashore, in the water and on ice 
floeg, and pictures were taken of each 
operation.

Captain Kleinschmidt approached 
within fifteen feet of one big bear, 
which watched the moving picture 
machine curiously. He tossed a 
piece of walrus meat to the bear 
while Mr. I*ane turned the crank of 
the machine. The bear grabbed the 
meat savagely, began eating it and 
then, suddenly looking up at the two 
white men, charged madly. Captain 
Kleinschmidt and Mr. Lane grabbed 
their instruments and established new 
ice land records for a dash of many 
hundred yards.

On another occasion the party was 
seeking pictures in kyaks. The ma­
chine was set up on board two, lash­
ed ^Ide by Side, when a big walrus 
dived under them and punched his 
tusks clear through the frail craft. 
Then he gave a mighty wrench, but 
the tusks slipped and the natives set 
to work desperately paddling the sink­
ing vessel to an ice floe.

Game specimens obtained will be 
sent to the Carnegie Museum at Pitts­
burg and the Museum of Natural His­
tory in New York.

The Evangelization of the World, 
Is the aim of the Laymen’s Missionary 
Movement in, the Interests of which 
a thr.^e days’ campaign will be opened 
In St. John today.

The body of the fourteen-year-old girl 
Elizabeth Keefer, has not yet been lo- j 
cated. and although several parties 
have braved the blizzard conditions 
which cut to the bone like multiplied 
knives of ice, their quests have been 
all in vain. The snow lies smooth 
and level from three to live feet deep 
in the vicinity, and there is small pro­
bability of the recovery of this body 
until the enshrouding snowfall van­
ishes with the advent of spring.

The Keefer farm is a little off the 
Nicola road, along which Joe Frolic 
was driving into Kamloops when his 
gruesome discovery vas made, this 
being at a point nine or ten miles 
from the Keefer home. The fact that 
each victim was found partially cov­
ered with blankets is cited as circum­
stantial evidence that the quartette 
of unfortunate# had stopped, possibly 
with the thought of making camp, 
probably having been vanquished by 
the storm and fearful of losing their 
way.

portance. It must continue in the path of expansion. 
This means additional outlay and the McGill expenditure 
has been exceeding its means for years, until today the 
deficit amounts to several hundred thousands of dollars 
and is steadily increasing.

McGill today Is suffering from congestion. Its work 
is hampered by lack of funds and the need of facilities 
which it cannot afford. There is but one Inevitable con­
clusion; unless something is done Canadians will bo 
forced to the diagraen of seeing this magnificent institu­
tion partially closed and several departments of its 
activity suspended.

Men Interested in McGill will make a great effort to 
raise a sum of not less than one million dollars In a five- 
day campaign commencing today and continuing until 
Friday of this week. A committee composed of 
several score of prominent Montreal men have taken the 
matter In hand and graduates In all sections of the coun­
try are expected to respond to the call, 
the graduates in New Brunswick will do their duty to the 
utmost.

It is understood that the committee 
will recommend that GO, per cent, of 
the valuation of all buildings and Im­
provements be exempted from taxa­
tion. and that the difference be made 
up by increasing the tax on land. An 
Important feature of the report is that 
it will recommend tffat the tax rate 
on vacant lots be double the tax on 
occupied and Improved lahd. This 
recommendation B made with the ob­
ject of forcing holders of vacant lots 
to build upon them and either provide 
Increased housing accommodation of 
more structures for industrial pur­
poses.

The annual meeting of the Eastern 
Press Association, which comprises 
practically all the dally papers In 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, will 
he held at Moncton on Friday of this 
week. Less than a year ago this asso­
ciation was formally organized, chiefly 
for the purpose of controlling the 
Canadian Press service in this terri­
tory. The arrangement entered into 
when the plan was first launched was 
in the nature of an experiment, and 
although the service has been satis­
factory In certain respects, still there 
are weaknesses which it is believ­
ed can eventually be overcome. At 
a recent meeting of the association 
held in Halifax it was decided to look 
into the matter of a leased wire from 
Montreal to Halifax for the morning 
paper service, and representatives 
were sent to Montreal and Toronto 
to go more fully into this question. 
These representatives will report at 
the Moncton meeting and final action 
will be taken to complete what It is 
expected will give the maritime news­
papers a much improved news service.
