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STARCITY OF TEACHERS FOR THE
SCHOOLS OF NEW BRUKSWICK,

An |mportan.t Matter Dealt With by Chief Superintendent of
Education, Dr. Inch, in His Annual Report--His Sugges-

tions for a Remedy.

Considerable comment has been made
on the matter of searcity of school teach-
ers in New Brunswick. The situation ‘and
the opinion ©of the chief superintendent
of education, Dr. Inch, is given here, from
his annual report. Dr. Inch says:

“By| reference to the Normal School re-
port, it will be seen that the average en-
rolment of candidates for the teaching
Drofession during the last 10 years was
273; but as a portion of those eurolled
were already licensed teachers who were
seeking advance of class, it may be esti-
mated that from 240 to 250 new canaidates
present themselves each year. This num-
ber would-provide for vacancies caused by
the annual withdrawal of about oze-eighth
of the total number of teachers employed,
aad this proportion, under ordinary cir-
cumstances, ought to be sufficient to meet
the requirements of the schools.

“But under existing conditions a much
Jarger proportion than 12} per cent. of
trained teachers of the higher classes seek
and obtain other employments. There are
now many more avenues of activity than
formerly, opening up before educated and
energetic young people of both sexcs, and
these new fields of usefulness give promise
of much._better financial rewards and their
cultivatipn is attended with less nervous
strain and self-denial that are usually as-
sociatedpwith the charge of a country
school. #'Fhe inevitable results are the
withdra¥als annually from the tedehing
profession xpf hundreds of our best quali-
fied tea%ligs and the consequent closing
of the s¢hools or, what is scarcely a less
evil, placing them. in charge of teachers
of imperfett education and utterly in-
compefent, for the proper discharge of the
functions of & teacher.

“Th§ tifhe has come whea some remedy
must be found for this growing evil;
otherygiee, every effort which has been
made ‘to. raise the standards of efficiency
in the schools by supplying them with a
better edumcated and better trained class
of teacHers will be rendered abortive. A
young man or woman who has spent years
in acquiring the necessary education, who
has undergone professional training and
suc . “wfully passed the préscribed exam-
in® s has a right to claim a reasonably
i irative salary from some source. If

_ublic revenues are too limited to
admit of increased provincial grants, and
if further assistance can be expected
by tue augmentation of the county fund,
then I respectfully submit that by legal
enactment, the school districts, ia pro-
portion to their taxable valuation, should
be .quired to | eontribute an amount
which, when added to ‘the provincial
grant, will make up salaries sufficient to
command the services of properly edu-
cat . and well qualified teachers.

“In my last annual report, 1 gave a list
of 20 echool districts having a taxable
valuation ranging from $409,350 to $55,-
000, in which the highest sum contributed
by the district towards the teacher’s
salary was $185, and the Yowest $85. These
were comparatively wealthy districts. In
the poor districts, so called, the regular
provincial grants to the teachers and the
county fund grant to the trustees are in-
creased from 25 to 3313 per cent. Even
with this help it is not Teasonable to ex-
pect that large salaries can be given in
such districts; but they should be required
to contribute according to their ability,
for it is demoralizing to permit even the
poorest of districts to become possessed
of the idea that they need incur no finan-
cial responsibility for the support of a
school in their midst. The minimum sum
they should be required to contribute to-
wards the teacher’s salary should equal
the provincial grant. Cases have come
under my notice during the present year
in which the teachers accepted as salary
the provincial grant only, and the amount
of the county fund was more than suffi-
cient to pay all other expenses, as fuel,
ete., so that in these cases, the schools,
instead of being a financial charge upon
the districts, were actually a source of
income.

h n invested in the board of educa-

on, or in the chief superintendent te
warrant the withholding of the provincial
grant and the county fund in such cases;
but this is not the fact. Under section
23 of the schools’ act, the districts are not
required to provide more tham may be
found mecessary ‘in further payment of
teachers’ salaries over and above the sums
provided by the province and county, and
any sum required for other school pur-
poses during the year.’ The amount, if
any, voted at the annual school meetings
is absolutely within the control of the
majority of ratepayers present. The em-
ployment of the teacher and the amount
of salary contributed by the district is
determined by the local school board, aad
it often happens that a majority cf the
school board have no other interest in the
school than to protect themselves and
fellow ratepayers from taxation. The re-
sults are, in many cases, what might be
éxpected when the educational interests
of the community are left, without limita-
tion, in the hands of ighorant and narrow-
minded men, who have no proper con-
ception of the importance of the trust
committed to their dharge. When obliged
to open the school, they employ the per-
son. who will accept the position at the
lowest figure, without regard to any other
consideration.

“In order to protect the higher class
teachers from competition, as to salary,
with teachers holding a third class or a
local license, the board of education some
years ago passed the following regula-
{ion:

« “Third class teachers shall not be em-
ployed (except as class room assistants) in
districts having an assessable valuation of
$15,000 or upwands, unless by the written
consent of the chief superintendent.’

“In the exercise of the discretion thus
given him, . the chief superintendent has
granted permission for the employment of
third class .or local licemsed teachers in
such districts, only on the recommenda-
tion of the inspectors, and when assured
that the closing of the schools indefinitely
was the alternative. And yet in the ma-
jority of cases in which trustees have
applied for such permission, there 1is
strong ground for the belief that teachers
of the second class could have been ob-
tained, 'if a reasonable salary had been
offered and proper efforts had beea made
at or before the beginning of the term.

“In regard to the granting of local
Jicenses, it may be said that for several
years such licenses have been almost ex-
clusively limited to the counties of Mada-
waska ahd Gloucester, principally the for-
mer, where the supply of French-speaking
trained teachers was Very much below
the requirements. But during the last
year, in order to prevent the closing of
the schools, I have been induced to grant
local licenses in every county in the prov-
ince. I need scarcely say that the major-
ity of those for whom local licenses are
asked are young girls living at their own
homes in the community where they are
to teach, that they have had little or no
experience of life outside of their own
narrow circle, that their education is but
little in advance of that of the pupils
whom they are expected .0 teach, and that
neither in manner nor gpeech- are they
fitted for the discharge of a teacher’s
cuties.

“The only effectual remedy for the evils
I have pointed out is to provide in some
way for an adequate system of salarizs,
graded acconding to the class, experience,
ability and length of service of the
teacher. In order to aid in providing ade-
quate salaries, county school districts
should be consolidated wherever possible,
provision should be made for taking the
children to a central school, and all school
districts, large or small, should be required
{0 contribute for educational purposes not
less than .50 cents on every $100 of the
taxable valuation. Some of the poorer
districts contribute double that amount
at present.”

Budget Speech Presentation and Criticiéﬁ in the New Brunswick Legis-
lature—Premier Concludes With Expression of Firm
Confidence in Result of Next Election.

Fredericton, N. B., March 20.—The bud-
get was resumed in the legislature today.
Hon. Mr. Tweedie said: “When I con-
cluded my remarks last evening I was
dealing with the item of public health.

Public Hospitals.

“The next item is public hospitals. The
estimate for this last year was $7,600 and
‘hat sum was paid. All over the province
the people show a desire to have publc
hospitals, where the sick can receive more
careful treatment than is possible in many
cases in private houses. Since last year
a most generous gift has been made to
the town of St. Stephen by the Chipman
family, in the Chipman Public Hospital.
I had the pleasure of being at the opcn-
ing of that institution dnd I can oaly
say that it is a credit to the town and
that the generous givers deserve the
thanks of everyone for their noble gen-
erosity. This hospital will receive the as-
sistance of the government. In Wood-
stock also they are taking steps towards
the erection of a pubiic hospital to which
we will be glad to coatribute when it is
established. These Thospitals are the
greatest possible benefit and I am- glad
to see their numbers increasing. In Mad-
awaska, at St. Basil, there is an excel-
lent hospital which also takes charge of
orphans. The number there at present
being I believe forty-five. It is well kept
and everything first class. There is an
hospital in Restigouche county which is
doing good work and also ome in Traca-
die in connection with the Sisters of Char-
ity. There is a fine hospital in' Chatham
which is doing a great deal of good. I
need not say anything about the Frederic-
ton Thospital, it speaks for itself. At
Moncton there is an hospital which is
doing  excelleat work. Al these hospitais
receive some assistance from the govern-
ment, and it is the policy of the govern-
ment ‘to assist them and any other hos-
pitals that my be established.

St. John Hosptal.

“I regret the complaints which have
been made against the hospital at St. John
which yentlered it necessary for the gov-
ernment to appoint a commission to in-
vastigate its commission. It is .too early
as yet to say anything in regard to the
evidence that has been given but I trust
that the result of the investigation may be
of interest to the hospital as well as all
similar institutions.

Praise for Lunatic Asylum.

“In this connection I will meation the
Tunatic asylum’ which is admitted by vis-
jtors to be one of the finest institutions
they ever saw. The cleanliness which des-
tinguishes it is remarkable, the patients
are supplied with good food and in every
respect its condition is above the average
of similar institutions.

“The item of $500 which was paid the
New Brunswick Historical Society includ-
ed $94.80, the cost of placing a table in
St. Withen’s Church of England in mem-
ory of Governor Carleton. I have already
dealt wth the grant to the imperial in-
stitute and the one for immigration. 'Lhe

next item is for the expenses of the leg- |
islature. The estimate was $20,327; the,

expenditure, $21,206. The items in this
aceount were: Salary of the clerks, $1,000;
officers and messengers, $2,603; indemnity
and travel of members, $15,171; legi:lative
library, $1,100; balance expenses, steel
bridge investigaticn, $1,326. :
“For public printing the grant was $11,-
000 and the expenditure caine to $12.837.
The amount expended in 1900 was $12,404.

Some days ago the question was asked with |

regard to tender system, but the amouut
of printing is constantly increaging, still,
with the Jower price at which it is done,
we expect to keep its cost within a rea-
sonable limit.

Mr. Hazen—What’s the per centage of
saving by the tender system?

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—“I speak from mem-
ory, but I think it was about $5 for each
fomn of 16 pages.

“Tor public. works the estimate amount-

ed to $296,077. This included an over ex-
penditure of $102,227 from the previous
year. For roads and bridges there was
$165,000, for steam navigation $9,000, for
public buildings $17,000 and for miscel-
laneous expenses $2,850. Some people have
changed the government with extravagance
in respect to this item. A large amounb
had to be expended to meet emergencies
caused by the carrying away of “bridges
by the heavy rains. The goveriment
were not responsible for these disasters.
I regret to say that the present rain is
likely to do a great dealiof damage all
over the province and we have news from
many ; counties of bridges being carried
away. Xvery county is suffering from the
samd icause. Few people are aware of the
vast amount of work which bas to be done
by this department or 6f the great number
of bridges which it has té maintain. 1
have in my hand a statement showing the
number of miles of great roads in each
county, the number of bridges and the
length of bridge work and the great roads
of each county which L will read:

Total of 4,000 Bridges.

“This statement will open the eyes of
many persons and enable them to under-
stand; better the difficult position of the
chief .commissioner who has to take care
' of so many roads and bridges. In addi-
tion to these bridges on the great roads,
the public works department estimates the
number of bridges in byasioads at’ 2,833,
so that the total mumber of bridges in
New Bruaswick is 4,000. This includes 45
steel bridges. No person is responsible
for the state . of things which ex-
ist today in consequence of the
heavy rains but it is our duty to meet
the emergency swhich has arisen. For any
break in our lines of communication is a
matter that must be taken hold of vigor-
oudly. I think the chief commisisoner of
| the board of works is to be congratulated
for being able to keep his expenditure
within reasonable bounds and to satisfy
every-one. Under the item, Tourist Asso-
ciation, there is an estimate of $2,000,
which was distributed as follows: Bay
Chaleur, $500; N. B. Association, St. John,
$1,000; Fredericton Association, $500. These
associations want a larger grant, but I
fear they will have to be satisfied with
the same amount this year that they had
last. I think that it would perhaps be
hetter that these associations would amal-
gamate and work together, by doiag so
they would be able to arrange a better
| programme of tourist travel covering the

| different portions of the province.

“I have gone over the accounts of last
year and will take up the estimates and
receipts for the present year.

The
reduction in this estimate is due to the
fact there are no roller mills to be bonus-
ed this year. The commissioner for agri-
culture informs me that no new mills are
being built beyond those already provid-
ed for. If, however, any new mills should
appear the government has authority un-
der the act to bonus them. For education
the estimate is $204,544, a reduction of
$1,910 from the previous year. The expen-
diture for the previous year was $200,681.
For elections the estimate is $750, a reduc-
tion from last year. For executive govern-

last year. And there is a new item of
$3,000' for the provincial museum. The in-
terest on the bonded debt is put down at
$128,000 or $4,000 more than last year. For
4he legislature the estimate is $20,477, an
increase of $150 over last year. For the
lunatic asylum the estimate, $54,419 or
$7,123 -less than last year, the grant for
maintenance is the same as last year, but
in 1901 the old balance paid off.was $21,-
543 while this year the balancé to be paid
off will be only $14,419. For mining the
estimate is $3,500 or $2,700 more than last

expenditure for salt boring, authorized by
law, aumounting to $1,000. This year the
estimate has been increased with a view
to cover all expenditures of that class as
well as those connected with the diamond
drill.

_ Matter of Lumber Leases Has Important Part in the Project.

Fredericton, Manch 21—The bill to estab-
lish a foredt reservation and provincial
park was considered in committee of the
whole in the legislature today. Hon. Mr.
Dunn said the reservation was to be a
place where the wild animals would be
secure from molestation. No shooting
would be allowed, and only fishing to sup-
ply with food persons camping there.
Tumbering would be restricted, as it was
desirable to preserve the forest so as to
feed the rivers.

Mr. Lawson said the Tobique was the
best hunting ground in the province and
he was opposed to having it locked up.

The attorney general said the locality
had not been decided upon, and would
not be until all persons interested had
been heard. They would not leck up a
valuable hunting tract. The idea of the
hill was to do what thad been done in
Ontario in establishing the Algonqimpark.
This would effect a most desirable resuit
and would attract tourists, as provision
was made to authorize the erection of
hotels.

Mr. Lawson said the expense of such
a park would be large, as it would have
to be patrolled by game wardens.

Hon. Mr. Hill thought the member wa3

under a misapprehension 1n thinking that
the county he represented would - suffer
loss. Such parks are being established in
other countries and attract tourists. Many
persons like to go into the woods to see
the game, not to shoot, and took a camera
instead of a rifle.

Mr. Lawson said that the Nictau Lake
and the head waters of the Tobique was
the very place to which hunters now most
resotted and to close it would lessen the
revenue for game licenses.

“Hon. Mr. Dunn said it is oot intended
to select the best game country, but a
place to which game will resort because
they are free from disturbance. A few
years ago there was not a moose in the
province west of the St. John niver, ex-
cept one bull, that no one g'ould ever
got near. Now, under protection, moose
are becoming plentiful, both in Charlotie
and i1 the other districts west of St.
John.

Mr. Hazen sympathized with the idea of
a park, but he feared that if lumbering
in any extent was allowed it would be

difficult to regulate it while the presence
of lumbermen in the woods would disturb
the game. It would be better if no
licenses to cut lumber were issued.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said it would be diffi-
cult to do this, as most of the crown
land in the province was under lease, and
the leases had yet 16 years to run. He
agreed that when these licenses expired
it would not be desirable to renew them.

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Ve YORK MURDER

CASE BRINGS

OUT IMPORTANT COURT DECISION,

Police Have No Right to Question Prisoners Before Arraign-
ment--Will Work Revolution Throughout the Country--
No Such Jhing in Law as Arrest on Suspicion.

New York, March 22.—Florence Burns,
the young Brooklyn woman in custody !
since Webruary 15, under suspicion of |
knowing how Walter Brooks met ms"

death, was discharged by Justice Mayer
tonight.

Brooks, who was a young commission |
merchant here, had been paying Miss |
Burns attention. He was found dead the |
night of kebruary 14 in a room at tnei
Glen Island Hotel. The district attorney |
tried to show that Florence Burns was |
likely to have killed Brooks because he !
was trying to cut loose from her. ‘Lhe
defense advanced the suicide theory. Jus-
tice Mayer decided when the hearing clos-
ed tonight that nothing had been brought !
out suificient to hold Miss Burns for the !
grand jury. After her discharge she re-|
turned to her home in Brooklyn. At the
hearing this afternoon Attorney Backus, |
representing the Burns girl, contended |
there was not an iota of evidence to show |
that his client was connected with the
death. of Brooks, Assistant District At-
torney Schurman followed in an argument
intended to cast suspicion on the girl.
Justice Mayer at once gave his decision in
which he reviewed ad the evidence and
held that nothing had been brought out by
the state sufficient for him to hold the
girl for trial in the crimina} branch of the
supreme court.

Attorney Backus movyed that certain
statements made by his client to detectives
be stricken from the record because she
had mot been informed of her mights when
the statements were made. Assistant Dis-

trict Attorney Schurman opposed this mo-
tion but Justice Mayer granted it, saying
he had searched carefully for a precedent
where the statement of a defendant, when
not informed of the charge against him or
her, had been used as evidence and he
had failed to find one such case.

Justice Mayer said he found no warrant
in law for the questioning of a prisoner
by a police officer before the prisoner had
been arraigned before a police magistrate
or informed of his rights. He said the
section of the city charter which proviued

the bringing of a prisoner before the

| nearest magistrate contemplated such pro-

tection of the prisoner.

“Jf your honor is going to take that
view,” said Assistant District Attorney,
Schurman,” I wish your honor would take
it in a manner that would make it possible
to have it thoroughly tested. It is going
to work the greatest innovation in the sy®-
tem in vogue not only in the city of New
York, but the entire country. ‘4 iousands
of cases have been decided in court here
on statements made by prisoners to of-
ficers before the arraignment.”

Justice Mayer said the system might
have been established by eustom, but. a8
long as there was no warrant for it in the
law custom could have no force.

Assistant District Attorney Schurman
said that there were many cases when no
crime could be charged, when a prisoner
was arrested on suspicion, _

“here is no such thing as arresting a
prisoner on suspicion,” said Justice Mayg.r.
“It is done, but there is no law permib
ting iti to be done.”

Rurhors of Peace Revivad by Important Move=-Schalk-
Burger, Reitz, Meyer and Krogh'Interviewed Commander-
in-Chief--Counted Good News in London.

Prétoria, March 23—Acting President |
Schalls-Burger, F. W. Reitz, ex-SecretaTy
of state of the Transvaal, and Commacid-
ants Lucas Meyer and Krogh arrived here
yesterday at 2.04 p. m., on a special train
from. Balmoral about 50 miles east of here.
They came into Balnioral under a flag of
truce. Upon arriving here Schalk-Burger
and his party drove immediately to Lord
Kitchener's headquarters, where he had
an interview with ' the British general.
The Boers afterwards proceeded to the
railroad station and started at 5 o’clock
for Kroonstadt, wheace they will go out
under safe conduct.

For a week past Schalk-Burger and his
colleagues have been stationed at Rhenos-
ter Kop, north of DBalmoral, where they
have been closely pressed by British col-
wmns. Despatch riders entered Balmoral
Friday night and notified the British of
the approach of Schalk-Burger and his
party. It is reported that the Boer pOSi-i
tion at Rhenoster Kop had become almost |
hopeless and that Schak-Burger oace nar-
rowly escaped capture.

Brussels, March 24—The Petit Bleu, re-
ferring to the arrival at Pretoria of
Schallk-Burger, Reitz, Meyer and Krog,
says it believes that Schall-Burger’s move
is in response to fresh British overtures
for peace, made out of gratitude_ for the
release of General Methuen, and predicts
that these overtures will lead to no result
unless Boer independence is conceded.

London, March 24—The news that the
“Wandering Boer Government” has en-
tered the British lines is regarded as hav-
ing but one meaning, namely, that anotner
attempt is being made to negotiate peace. |
The fact that the censor passed the news
of the movement is accepted as confirma-
tion of this opinion.

It is possible they have only sought per-
mission to traverse the British lines to
consult with Steyn, DeWet and Delarey,
but, whatever their object, the news has
been welcomed in London as pointing to
the possibility of peace.

Some correspondence seized a short time
ago when Steyn narrowly escaped, prov-
ed that he and Schalk-Burger were anxious
to conclude peace. No extravagant hopes,
however, are being built on the outcome
of the intended movements.

London, March 24—Few of the papers
comment on the mews from Pretoria. They
take it for granted that Schaik:vurger and
his companions are on a mission of peace,
and again engage in a discussion of pos-
sible peace terms, expressing the hope
thatt the overtures will have a successful
outcome. The presence of Meyer is re-
garded as significant, as he is an intimate
friend of Louis Botha.

The Daily Chronicle commenting on the
absence of Botha from‘the deputation,
suggests he is standing aside owing io
the failure of his overtures of a year ago,
and considers that although the condilions
Lovd Kitchener then offered to. Botha
had been annulled, it is highly probable
that peace may still be arranged on simi-
lJar lines, but that the Boers cannot ex-
pect more lenient terms.

The Daily News remarks that a settle-
ment would be possible if the Boers were
treated like civilized * combatants, “But
men do not surrender unconditionally just
after taking one of the enemy’s general’s
and four of his guns.”

London, March 25—The Daily Chron-'
icle this morning asserts that an armistice

has b?en arranged pending the duration
of Schalz-Burger’s mission to General De
Wet and that offensive operations against

De Wet, Delarey and Botha will be sus-
pended, the 'three generals having agreed
honorably to observe the armistice and to
refrain from operations until the return
of the envoys to the Boer lines.

1; is believed, continues the Daily Chrona
icle, that the envoys, after acquainting
Botha with the result of their mission,
will again confer with Lord Kitchener-.

London, March 2i—In a despatich from
Pretoria, Lord Kitchener gives his usual
weekly total of captures, but does not
mention the Schalk-Burger incident.

The Hague, March 2¢—Regarding the
fears expressed in the British press thak
the Boer generals would not be inclined
to recognize the authority of the civil gov-
ernment of the South African republics,
in case the latter decided to open peace
negotiaticns, well-informed persons hera
declare that such apprehension is un-
founded. They point out that the Boer
civil and military authorities have always
worked in perfect harmony and that Mr.
Schalk-Burger and the government could
not have proceeded to the Orange River
Colony, via Middleburg and Pretoria, with
out at least the consent of General Botha.

In conclusion it is said that the final
decision as to whether serious peace over+
tures shall be made rests entirely in the
hands of the burghers, who will have to
decide upon it at a public meeting.

Mr. Kruger has not yetr received any

telegraphic advices from South Africa, nov
has the Transvaal legation, But they un-
doubtedly will receive advices in the event
of the leaders finding a workable basi¥
for peace terms. :

Ottawa, March 24—(Special)—The do~
minion government has offered a fourth
contingent to go to South Africa to aid
the eause of the empire. So far no offi-
cial statement is available but your corre-
spondent learns on excellenit authority thag
the offer has been forwarded to Hon. Jos-
eph Chamberlain through Lord Minto. Un-
til smch time as a reply is received of
course the dominion government is not in
position to give out anything on the sub-
ject. It is understood thalt this contingent
is to be the largest on record. If the
imperial authorities accept, Canada will
forward with the utmost dispatch 2,000
men. As to the composition of the forca
that will depend entirely on the wish of
the war office. In this, as in regard ta

| the other contingents that have already

been sent to the front, Canada will carry
out the desires of the home authorities,
believing that in doing so she will be act+
ing in the best interests of the empire.
There is every reason to believe that the
war office will ask that the greater pro-
portion of the number offered will be
mounted infantry, but as to the details of
the force that cannot be decided unftil an
acceptance of the offer has been received.
The contingent will no doubt be raised in
the same way as the last one-

Canada will supply the men and the de«
partment of militia will outfit and equip
the dontingent, while Britain will no doub$
insist as it did in the last instance, on re-
couping the dominion for the cost. There
will be no difficulty in getting all the men
necessary. Indeed there will be far more
recruits than positions. oL

Boston is to cover the expense of sending
@ New Brunswick exhibit. This was
strongly urged upon us by the Tourist
'Association and others and I hope it may
have a beneficial effect in bringing sports-
men to the province. New Brunswick is
becoming well known as a sporting coun-
try; the receipts from game licenses are
every year increasing and the people
everywhere show a disposition to protect
the game. I need not explain further in
regard to these items. With regard to
stock importation what we propose to do
will be told when the bill for that pur-
pose comes before the house. The com-
missioner for agriculture will then have
an opportunity of explaining his plans,

“Now that I have gone over the differ-
ent items I do not know that I have any-
thing more to say except to ask honorable
members to give the estimates the most
coreful consideration. I rely on the busi-
ness men of the house to see that the
figures that I have given are correct. 1
have shown, I think, that the affairs of
the province are in a fairly prosperous
condition.

Sums from Dominion Government.

“We have mow a prospect of receiving
from the dominion governmemt a very
jarge sum which we claim on account of
our fisheries. I have no doubt that this
claim is one that will be recognized and
that in a short time it will be paid. 1t is
not always easy to have claims recogniz-
ed by the government of Canada. 'The
Eastern Extension money was obtained
only by continually pressing the matter
upon their attention .We will follow the
same course with regard to the fishery
claim and will not rest until we get this
matter settled. I expect that we will
receive from that claim more than $2,-
000,000. Then we have the better terms
movement as outlined by the Quebec res-
olution. We expect that the dominion
government will treat us fairly in this
matter. After confederation the total ex-
penditure of Canada was only about $12,-
000,000 a year. Now the expenditure is
$46,000,000. While their expenditure has
increased four-fold it is surely unreason-
able for them to expect that ours will re-
main the same as it was thirtyfive years
ago. The present is an opportune time to
press the claim for better claims and if
this is done I feel satisfied that some re-
sult beneficial to the province will be
reached. :

“In conclusion I can only say that 1
thave stated to the house fully and freely
ithe financial state of the province in all
its aspects. I have endeavored to speak
openly and honestly, and the figures 1
have given can be tested by the business
men of ihe house. While my friends op-
posite, who are opposed to the goverm-
ment, may tell the country in their elec-
tion speeches, that the figures are incor-
rect the business men of both sides of
politics who are willing to give an im-
partial judgment will have an opportunity
of deciding between us. (on. gentlemen
“opposite may say that the men who are
supporting us in the house are tame fol-
towers. That is not the case. We no not
want any tame followers. We want men
of intelligence and independence, and we
have plenty, of such men in this house. 1
wm happy to say that the by-elections
which have resulted in our favor, have
brought into this house a class of men
of whom any country might be proud.
[Their presence here amd the handsome
imanner.in nvhich the government has been
wustained is the bhest presage of the result
of the next election.

Confidence for Next Election.

“We are not afraid of the next election.
T confidently predict mow that the gov-
ernment will be handsomely sustained
and that my honorable friend opposite
avill have no larger following in the next
house than he has in this one. This re-
sult will show the appreciation of the peo-
ple of New Brunswick for the policy of
the government. That policy has been
progresdive; its aim has been to encourage
all new industries; to assist the farmers,
the lumbermen, and the miner, and in go-
ing to the country we feel that we will
go with all these classes at our backs, and
that this government will be handsomely
pustained because it is a government that
is not afraid to spend money when it is
wequired to benefit the people of the
provinge.”

Mr. Flemming in replying said: “There
were acts in the administration of the
wgricultural department that met with
this approval, but he would refer later to
a startling state of affairsin the agricultur-
ul depariment. Was it wonderful that men
avith am annual revenue of more than
khrec-quarters of a million should consider
one of the leading industries? The amount
voted for ils encouragemnt was small com-
pared with the importance of the indus-
try amd with the expenditures on other
public services. The provincial secretary
referred to the price farmers were receiv-
ing for hay, as if the credit were due to
the government. While we all feel glad
that the price is high, we must realize
that it is the result of the South Airican
war. The provincial secretary charged
that it was the ¢laim of the opposition
that the government was treating the
lumbermen too well and had sought to
wrejudice the lumbermen against the op-
position. The leader of the opposition
or ‘'lis . supporters thad mot done
or said anything to injure the lumber :n-
terests, and would not be disposed to use
that industry otherwise than well. He
avould further ask the provincial secre-
tary what occasion any member of the
opposition declared the country was going
to the dogs. The provincial secretary re-
ferred to a combination to keep down the
price on the sale of crown lands and stat-
ed that the independent papers of the
province charged the government with not
being alive to their duty. It was pleasing
to know that the independent papers were
in lme with the opposition, and to see
the provincial secretary practically admit
their claim correct, because the govern-
tment had acted on their suggestion. The
provincial secretary referred to notices of
inquiries. It was very proper that mem-
fbers should receive information concerning
items that were not set forth in detail in
the auditor general’s report, and it seem-
ed that the provineial secretary had little

~to do to speak slightingly of matters that

members should rightly inquire into. In
referring to the hand book of New Bruns-
wick the provincial secretary claimed that
perhaps the plates were not quite as clear
us they might be. Any person who had
ween the book would look upon this as a
very humorous statement. Many of the
plates werc simply blotches on the paper
and the statements made in the book were
mot ahways in accordance with facts. When
¥inglishmen read that partridges are
found in abundance anywhere from a veg
etable garden to 30 miles in the forest,
and that the writer had often shot half
n dozen from his own door they would

likely be favorably impressed. Ft was
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evident the author was totally ignorant.‘

of the conditions - of - the prox=
ince. 1'he oprovincial secretary re-
ferred to a speech of ' Mr., Hazen in

Kings county. He made no effort to meet
any of its convincing arguments. In his
(Flemming's) opinion that speech was one
of the ablest. expositions of the affairs ot
the province ever delivered from a pub-
lic platform, and was not, without good
results. Last session the attorney general
boasted that Kings county had elected
him by 800 of a majority. That majority
had been this: year reduced to 100 and
when another election comes around he
would advise Mr. Hazen to parsue the
same course when he would bie rewarced
with seeing the attorney general and his
colleagues defeated.

It was said last session in the speech
from the throne that the expenditures in-
curred by freshets of 1900.would not be
taken out of thie current revenue. It was
to be deplored' that the revenves are in
such a condition that the boaded debt
has to be inereased when wunfiorseen ex-
penses are met. During lasp year the toll
bridge system was introduced, The people
in the central part of Ca:iemn county
asked for a bridge between; Hartland and
Somerville, which the government refus-
ed, pleading lack of fund .+ But they
guaranteed the bonds ancl interest and
the company was formed  to build. The
administration is just as m pch responsible
as if they had built the biidge, the only
difference being that the people have to
pay. toll. He vigorously pitotested against
a special tax of about $2,00) per year be-
ing . imposed on the people. of that part
of Carleton county referred to when
free bridges are being myiintained else-
where. Last year was rem arkable also be-
cause we have the spectfacle of an ad-
ministration receiving $277),000 in- addition
to the ordinary revenue, and succeeding
in closing the year with/ only a small re-
durtion in the debt. "he bonded debt
of October 31,1900, wass $3,074,846.66 com-
pared with $3,201,846.486 at October 3l,
1901, an increase of §i217,000. The net
debt at the close of the Jdask fiscal year was
$2,766,204.2¢ compared —with $2,851,061.29
in 1900, an apparent dearease of $74,822,-
052. 'Was it any credit for a government
with an extraordinary mzceipt of $275,000
to reduce the debt? The: fact is had they
paid all. of the bills .to the end of the
year very’ much of the apparent decrease
would vanish as the following would
show: The emergency amount expended
owing to freshets was $60,326.80; cost of
royal reception, $22,059.2/; a total of $82,-
059.27, deduet from this- $15,058.55, the
portion of the emergency account paid last
yaar, and we have a total of $67,318.72 in-
curred during the fiscal year that should
have been paid. Had this been paid, in-
stead of there being a surplus of $26,366.-
56 in current revenue, as claimed, we would
have a deficit of $40,961.56. The amwunt
from territorial revenue was $200,319.98
compared with, $175,818.39 the previous
year, an increase of $25,000 which, added
to the $275,000, gives a ' revenue of $300,-
000 in excess of the previous year.’/ Yet
it was all gone, and had the bills been
paid there would actually been a deficit
of more than $40,000. From liquor licenses
the amount was $21,307.17. Of this St.
John contributed $16,000. Yet the gov-
ernment had the nudacitay to place in
the mouth of the lieutenant governor in
the speech from the throme the stagement
that the dewelopment of the St. John win-
ter port buwsiness, which was gratifying
to all sections of the province, was largely
due to the assistance of the government.
The government had assisted St. John to
the extent of a few thousand dollars, but
it had taken from that city a revenue of
thousands of dollars, Still they would
say they are the friends of St. John. If
the city had not been more gemerous in
its expenditures than the prowince and
had more faith the developmyent would
not have been nearly as greag. 1t was
not mentioned in the speech: from the
throne that the late Conservative govern-
ment had inaugurated the winter port
business and established it on a firm
basis. Had not the administration receiv-
ed the extraordinary amount of $275,000
in what position would the government
be today. They would be forced to ask
the legislature for authority to issue bonds
for $200,000 or more to pay the overdraft
on current account.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—We knew that we
were going do get it.

Mr. Flemming—You knew you would
get it and you were willing to spend it.

1t being 6 o'clock the house adjourned.

Fredericton, March 21.—The house met
at 3 o’clock. Hon. Mr. Burchill presented
a report of the committee on corpor-
ations, recommending the bill to incorpor-
ate the Vraser Electric Company with
amendment, and the bill to incorporate
the Chipman Memorial Hospital. X

Mr. Osman introduced a bill to incor-
porate the village of Albert for fire pro-
tection and water supply purposes.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie presented returns of
the real and personal property of Resti-
gouche and of the real and personal prop-
erty and bonded indebtedness of Albert,
Westmorland and Charlotte counties; also
the petition of Chatham to authorize
further issue of debentures for water and
sewerage purposes; also the petition of
James Nicoll and 400 other residents of
the county of Northumberland against
changing the name of the town of New-
castle.

Hon. Mr. Dunn presented the petition
of the municipality of St. John for an act
to authorize the issue of debentures for
repairs to the jail-

Mr. O'Brien (Charlotte) presented the
petition of J. Oscar' Baldwin and others
for the passage of the St. George alms-
house bill.

Mr. Robertson gave notice of enquiry
as to whether the government intended to
assist Capt. Bernier in his polar expedi-
tion.

Mr. Flemming gave notice of motion with
reference to the better utilization of the
hardwood resources of the province.

Mr. Hazen gave notice of enquiry with
reference to the Perry’s Point ~bridge,
piers in the Kennebeccasis, and the New
Brunswick Oil Company.

On motion of Mr. Gopp rule 79 was sus-
pended to permit the introduction of a
bill to change the name of Leonard Stiles.

In resuming debate on the budget, Mr.
Flemming took up agriculture expendi-
ture. Last year the grant was $35,601
which looks like a pretty big amount, but
even had this amount been expended on
agriculture it must be taken into consid-
eration that the expenditure last year was
$1,000,000 compared with an ordinary ex-
penditure of $800,000 in other years, so

substantial grant to the principal industry
of the country. Of this amount there
was given to cheese factories, ete., $3,125,
bonus. to flour mills $5,000, salaries and
traveling expenses $9,587.79. Under the
head of traveling expenses is $80 paid the

attorney general for expenses at
Halifax which trip he  presumed
was for consulting the Nova

Scotia government respecting the estab-
lishment of an agricultural school, a grant
for which was made last year.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley explained that this
item included the expenses of the premier
and himself, both of whom attended the
conference.

Mr. Flemming said this explanation was
satisfactory but the point he wished to
make was that it seemed strange that the
commissioner for agriculture should not
be one to attend the conference- Mr.
Flemming did not hesitate to say that
when $9,000 in salaries is paid out of the
grant to five men, more than the aid
given to the cheese factories, skimming
stations and flour mills, the contention
that the government is doing so much for
the farmers has not so very much in it.
Their agricultural policy is doing more to
assist persons in drawing good salaries.

Referring to $3,519.89 in the general
statement of debt for last fiscal year, he
pointed out that there was against this
an asset of $2,510.28 which evidently de-
noted a loss of $1,000 in the seed transac-
tion of the agricultural department. In
reply to his enquiry it was stated that this
$2,501.28 was balances due on sales from
1898 to the present; also that no time was
fixed for payment of these seeds, with the
exception of car load quantities. While
it was proper to assist the farmers in se-
curing good seed he thought it advisable
to adopt some plan whereby the serious
losses under the present arrangements
would be avoided. He recommended mak-
ing the agent to whom the seeds were
shipped responsible for the value. - He
also said that the deputy commissioner
for agriculture who is not overburdened
with office work might perform the duties
of superintending butter and cheese fac-
tories, etc., thus saving salaries and leav-
ing more money for the assistance of agri-
culture.

Contingencies.

Taking up the expenditure under the
head of contingency, Mr. Flemming said
$17,499.34 was the largest ever spent on
contingency in the history of the province,
being an increase of $4,384.53 in six years,
nearly 35 per cent. The amounts ex-
pended on contingencies since 1895 were:
1895, $13,106.81; 1896, $14,041.41; 1897, $15,-
038.63; 1898, $14,862.21; 1899, $16,830.63;
1900, $16,829.60; 1901, $17,491.34. Con-
tingencies is one of the controllable ex-
penditures and he did not agree with the
provincial secretary that the growth of
business and the demand for improved
methods warranted so large an increase
under this head. J. A. Edwards was paid
#540 for coaching, the same as he received
in 1900. A few years ago the amount
charged for this purpose varied but now
it remains at the same figure year after
year. Reduce to a daily average it shows
that the coaching for members of the exe-
cutive while in Fredericton cost the prov-
ince at the rate of $2 per day. Members
of government reside in Fredericton dur-
ing a very small portion of the year and
when here make their headquarters at
an hotel only a few seconds walk from
the offices.

It would be noted by the auditor gen-
eral’s report that the deputy provincial
secretary received last year $150 for com-
paring and indexing the laws and $100 for
superintending their publication in addi-
tion to a generous salary of $1,700. He
did not wish to reflect on Mr. Tibbitts,but
if he is paid for performing duties which
he is entitled to perform he could not
understand why he was paid these extra
amounts.

Executive Government.

Another department where the expendi-
ture is controllable is the eexcutive gov-
ernment, yet in 1001 the province paid
$30,999.14, the largest in any year- But
this does not represent the whole amount.
There was no reason why the traveling
expenses of the chief commissioner of
public works amounting to $1,105 should
be taken out of the grant to public works
nor is it justifiable that the salaries in
connection with agricultural department,
amounting to $4.204.19, should be charged
up to the agricultural grant. Both are
properly charged to executive government
which makes the . total expenditure under
that head last year $36,303.33. In 1895
about the time a former premier left for
larger fields executive government cost the
province $27,917.33- It will thus be seen
that this expenditure has incredsed $8,386
since 1895. He also observed that there
was a disposition of late to increase the
galaries of officials in_the departmental
buildings. TFor instance, G. N. Babbitt
from $1,700 to $1,800, R. W. L. Tibbitts,
$1,700 to $1,800; C. S. Brannen, $570 to
8850; P. Hughes, $600 to $800- - These are
called on to labor only about six hours a
day which would make the remuneration
about $1 an hour, the traveling expenses
of the executive last year amounted to

81,432 compared with $940 in  1899.
Qutside of traveling expenses the
amounts paid were: Attorney gen-
eral $10,596.51; provincial secre-

tary, $2,650.55; commissioner for agricui-
ture, $1,839.93; surveyor general, $2,050;
chief commissioner public works, $2,050;
Hon. H. A. McKeown, %1,213.35; total of
$26,051.29; an average of $3,721.61 each.

Interest.

Referring to the interest on the public
debt, Mr. Flemming showed the total paid
under this head last year was $146,902.09,
nearly one-fifth of the entire revenue of
the province. It was not his desire to be
understood as saying that the financial
condition of the province was bad, but
when the interest amounts to one-fifth of
the revenue it is time to exercise pru-
dence. In addition the province is paying
interest on the overdrafts in the lunatic
asylum account which does not appear in
the auditor general’s report.

Immigratior.

Touching upon the immigration policy
he said such a large expendifure should
bring more than 487 immigrants. The sur-
veyor general explained that among this
number were people of considerable means
who bought improved farms, but what did
that amount to. They were only dis-
plaving other good citizens who improved
those farms so that the importation of
that class of people meant the loss of
equally good men. If an effort were made
to get men {o zo on new land then immi-
grants would be valuable.

Public Printing.
Taking up public printing, the expendi-
ture, $12,837.50, was the largest ever paid-
Mr. Flemming said he did not believe

Mr. Flemming complimented the chief
commissioner on the improvement in the
appearance of his annual report. How-
ever the scale used in making up the by-
roads grant is unfair. This scale was
fixed some years ago since which new
roads have been opened up so that the
government should give re-arrangement
serious consideration.

Education.\

He said the amount paid for common
schools last year was much less than the
previous year. He contended the govern-
ment were not giving the school teachers
the justice their case demanded.

Passing on to the estimates for the pres-
ent year, he said the surplus of $49,909.56
estimated by the provinaial secretary
would be materially reduced if not con-
verted into a deficit. In conclusion he said
he was quite willing the - administration
should be judged by the facts as in the
auditor general’s report and that the op-
position and the government should go to
the country, thoroughly explain the whole
record of the administration and abide
by the decision. The debate was adjourned
until 8 o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie presented returns of
the real and personal property and boaded
indebtedness of - Campbellton, and the
bonded indebtedness of the school trustees
of Campbellton.

Mr. Allen presented the report of the
municipalities committee, recommending
]tJhe Moncton water and lighting system
bill.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill in
amendment of the registry act. He ex-
plained that it was for the purpose of en-
abling deeds and wills or other documents
affecting land to be registered on the pro-
duction of a certified copy and proof of
the original will. In Quebec the execu-
tion of documents of this kind was a
notarial act, and the document was retain-
ed by the notary. In our province the
original must be produced. It was to get
over this difficulty that the bll had been
prepared.

Fredenicbon, N. B., March 21—(Special)
—George Robertson, member for St. John,
followed Mr. Flemming in the budget de-
bate tonight, delivering one of the hest
speeches of the session. He was in capital
form and spoke in hig usual enthusiastic,
hopeful way, scattering the arguments of
the opposition financial eritics to the four
winds. He gave an able exposition of the
government’s policy in relation to the agri-
cultural, lumbering axd mineral resources
of the province, and heartily commended
the government for its progressive spirit
and liberality displayed towards those ail
important interests. He devoted comsid-
erable attention to the recent visit of the
Duke and Duchess of York, and defended
the governinent against the charge of ex-
travagance in connection with that event,
made by Mr. Hazen. He predicted an
overwhelming victory for the government
at the next election. His address was
listened to with pleasure by the govern-
men't’s friends, and was frequently
punctuated by hearty applause.

The official report of his remarks rela-
tive to the wisit of the Duke and Duchess
of Cornwall is:

“There was one item of expenditure
which he was, surprised to find criticised
by the leader of the opposition, the cost
of the reception of the Duke and Duchess
of Qornwall, our future king and queen.
New Brumswick was a loyal province and
it would not be in accord with its tradi-
tions if the reception given the royal visi-
tors had been a mean one. He had had
charge of all the arrangements aad could
speak therefore with knowledge of what
had been done. The premier had said to
him, ‘we want the utmost economy in the
expenditure, but we also want a reception
that will be worthy of the province.” He
felt himself it was a duty incumbent on
him that our province should not be look-
ed down upon. There were 50 or 60 peo-
ple in the royal party who had to be pro-
vided for, a small army, while at no pre-
vious royal visit had there been more than
10 to 12. He found that the hotel keepers
could not accommodate the party, so pri-
vate houses had to be provided for them
and fitted up. Then there was the ques-
tion of a reception. The only building in
which a reception could be held was the
exhibition building, and it had to be fitted
up. The roof had to be made tight, seat-
ing capacity for 3,000 people had to be
provided, it had to be heated and lighted,
but cverythipg was doae with the utmost
economy. We asked for tenders for every-
thing that could be tendered for, and
each tender contained a clause with regard
to deductions to be made for any goods
or materials taken back by the tenderers.
In this way, necarly $5,000 was saved for
the government. Then the military had
to be provided for, militia had to be
brought from all parts of the province,
and about 1,500 troops fed and taken care
of. Much had been said of the mistakes
made by the military with reference to
the Barracks square. This square, as
everybody knows, was limited in size. It
had been originally intended tnat {he
troops should line the streets, but the
train was very late and Major Maude
ordered the troops to be rémoved to tne
Barracks square. Then the people in
thousands rushed to the Barracks square,
no fences could resist the onset of 10,000
or 15,000 people, and so there was a little
confusion but no harm was done. The
government had carried out this business
in a most sdtisfactory manner. Most pco
ple thought the reception would cost $30,-
000; the actual cost was less than $24,000.
In that was included almost $4,000 for
the military and another large sum for
permianent work on the exhibition build-
mg. Everything was doae with the ut-
most economy, and looking back at the
matter now, he (Robertson) could not see
where he could have saved, $200.” !

Messrs. Burchill, Ryan and Lawson fol-
lowed.

A TELEGRAPHIC CONVENTION.

Netherlands Want Germany to Join in Sub-
sidies.

The Hague, March 22.—The government
of the Netherlands has submitted to the
states general a telegraphic convention
with Germany, providing for a joint sub-
sidy for cables to the Dutch colonies in
the Far East. It is proposed to connect
the islands of Menado and Celebes (in
the East Indies east of Borneo), with the
American Philippine cable, which will be
connected with Shanghai. The importance
of the convention lies in the fact that com-
municattion will thereby be established
with Europe via America, by cables be-
longing to’various nationalities.

DISEASE AMONG TROOPS.,

United States War Department Alarmed--
Orders Careful Scrutiny Over Habits and
Morals.

Washington, -March 22.—War depari-
ment officia’s, alarmed by ‘the rapid in-
crease in disease among the troops in the
Philippines and other tropical stations, has
issued .an order ‘to the commanding of-
ficers enjoining upon them the strictest
senutiny over the habits and morals of
the troops and requesting them to en-
deavor by personal example to influence
the men to preserve their health both by
abstaining from drink and the liability of
contracting preventable disease.

BOUGHT OUT OGILVIES.

Deal Made for Purchase of the Milling Com-
pany's Business.

Montreal, March 23—(Special)—It is an-
nounced that a deal has been made where-
by F. W. Thompson, of Winnipeg, and
C. R. Hosmer, Montreal, will purchase the
W. W. Ogilvie Milling Company’s exten-
sive business for Dbebween $3,000,000 and
$4,000,000. The business will be re-organ-
ized by the purchasers, who are supported
by other capitalists.

Providing for Protection of United States
President.

Whashington, March 21--Two important
measures were passed by the senate today,
the bill for repeal of the war revenue
taxes and that for the protection of the
president. The revenue bill was passed
without division. The bill for the pro-
tection of the president was under discus-
gion during the greater part of the ses-
sion. It was passed by a vote of 52 to 15.

It provides that any person within the
United States who shall wilfully kill the
president or any officer, on whom the
duties of president may devolve, or amy
sovereign of a foreign country, or shall
attempt to kill any of the persons named,
shall suffer death; aid, abet, advise or
counsel the killing of any of the persons
named, or shall conspire to accomplish
their death, shall be imprisoned not ex-
ceeding 20 years; threaten to kill or ad-
vise or counsel another to kill the presi-
dent or any official on whom the duties
of president may devolve, shall be impris-
oned not exceeding 10 years; aid in the
-escape of any person guilty of any of
the offences mentioned shall be deemed
an accomplice and shall be punished as
a principal. The secretary of war is direcl-
ed to detail from the regular army a
guard of officers and men to protect the
president, “without any unnecessary dis-
play,” and the secretary is authorized to
make regulations as to the dress, arms
and equipment of such guard. ;

Cholera in the Philippines.

Manila, March 23—There have beea
four more cases of cholera here and tawo
more deaths are reported. The health
authorities believe they have averted an
epidemic. Five cases of cholera have beea
reported from the province.

Bangor, Me., March 22.—The last ice
jam on the Penobscot, that which had
threatened the city from above the water
work’s dam, passed down ‘today but,
having a clear course, went to sea without
doing much damage. The city is rapidly
recovering ircu: the disaster and railroad
service is now fully resumed, only passen-
gers for Mount Desert, Bucksport and the
Washington County road have to cross the
river at Bangor in boats, the bridges be-
ing wrecked.

Last night a boom at Snow’s Island,near
Lincoln, containing five million feet of
logs owned by the Katahdin Pulp & Paper
Company of Lincoln, and the Jordan
Paper of Oldtown, was carried away by
ice from the Mattawamlkeag and the West
Branch, and the logs have begun to run
past Bangor to the sea. Efforts are being
made to stop the logs above here, but
many of them must be fost. The logs are
worth about $73,000. The total loss by
the flood at Bangor is nmow estimated at
from $200,000 to $300,000, not allowting
anything for delay to traftic and disburb-
ance of business. Nothing has yet been
done toward rebuilding the two bridges
that were carried out.

They do not
even know her right name.” Two men
claiming to be half brothers, attended the
funeral, but refused to divulge any infor-
mation. An inquest is to -be held and
some light may then be thrown upon the
strange case.

The woman known as Mrs. Howard,
says her companion was born in Wells
ville, N. Y., and began te .wear boys’
clothing at the age of ten years. Mrs.

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'SIMPLE WAY OF GRAFTING.

A Down FEast Method Which Is Very
Clearly Described.

In grafting a- scedling - one or
two years old the graft is put
on just above the ground and but
one cutting 1is used. To graft a
tree to change the fruit is another
matter and instead of cutting the
tree off below the limbs three or four
of the lower limbs are cut off eight
or ten inches from the trunk
or the main branch and two cut-
tings or grafts are placed in each
limb. Should the operation prove
successful the following ycar all
the branches above the grafts
may be removed with little danger
of losing the trece. A tree of
most any age may be graited in
this way and in a few years be

in good bearing. The grafting out-
fit is simple, comprising a jack-
knife, small saw and a dish of
graiting wax. In selecting grafts
only the last year’s growth -of new
wood .should be chosen.

Harxdling Manure in Cold Weather.
An article on the handling of man-
- ‘ure in’ a.recent pwmber, of this paper
interested .me g;;eat,ls'. I have ob-
tained the best, results. by hauling
out manure and making in ‘piles in

‘ ¢rowding. -~ I tlean out my stables
thoroughly, . :adding all the . loose
chafi - and . straw . of the threshing
yard. It is not at.all meceSsary that
the straw be rolled when put out.
I put five loads in a pile. With a
‘road Scraper
_yard and with the scrapings = cover
the piles to a depth of about = six
inches, leaving them flat on top that
thirough the winter the water —may
soak in and rot the manure.

After plowing in the spring I run
the harrow over to level the ground,
then spread the manure and dirt
from the piles. It gets well mixed
in the handling. I spread as evenly
as possible, then go over with a cul«
tivator and follow this with a har-
row. This leaves the ground in as
fine conditicn as can bhe desired. This
past season on land prepared this
way I raised three acres of as fine
tobacco as I have ever grown. The
land was dn corn the year before
and was not very good land at that.
I grew my tobacco one season by
putting my manure in' the hill. It
did well, but the year following when
sown to grain, the latter grew in
bunches and was not satisfactory,
simply because the fertilizer was not
, evenly spread. This trouble is obvia=
ted by the method deseribed.—Amer+
ican Agriculturist.

To Grade Ditches and Drains,

‘A device for assisting in getting
the grade while digging drains is
described by W. H. Smith, Somerset
County, Me. In Orange Judd Farmer
he says: I took a piece of board a, a,
8 fect long, 7 inches wide, and nailed
on two three cornered pieces, b, b,
cutling out the section of the board
between them, as shown -in the illus-
tration. Then I nailed a picce of
lath across the tops of the three-
cornered picces. A piece of clapboard,
d, 3 feet long, was sharpened nrearly
to a point on the thin side and nail-

ed diagonally to the side of the 8-
foot board, thin edge down, so that
the point of the clapboard would bo
about 20 inches above the centre of
the lath.

A plumb line and bob is suspended
from the point above the centre of
the lath. If the lower edge of the
board is straight and placed in a
level position the line will hang at
right angles with it. Have the edge
of the lath planed. Take a sharp
pencil and mark each side of the line
and cut a notch on the lath. To il-
lustrate the use of the device,when
the board is level, if a-2-inch block
is put under one end and a notch cut
behind the line, the plumb line will
indicate the grade and the operator
will et a 2-inch fall for every 8 fect,
8 feet being the length of the board.

THE PIONEER FARM,

The 1901 Report to Hon. Jehn Dryden,
Minister of Agriculture,

The superintendent has sent in his
report of the work done on the Pion-
eer Farm at Dryden in 1901, of the
weather, and, in brief, of the pro-
gress made in that part of New On-
tarvio. .

The rainfall during the growing
season was suflicient for the crops,
and as a result we cut a splendid
crop of hay, but unfortunately sy on
the 11th of August a severe ‘hail—
storm passed ever which destroyed
the wheat. The pats threshed only
seven and a balf bushels per acre,
but barley being jn .sto()k only .the
exposed heads were threshed by the
hail. I am happy:to state, however,
that the storm was only about a
miie in width, and thereiore damaged
badly ‘only a few in the settlement.
Ontside of these the settlers report
very good crops this season. Our
frst  frost  occurred on September
Tth, too late to do.any damage, and
it only assisted in ripening the po-
tatocs earlier.

Tn 1901 we commenced working the
‘and on Apiil 30th, which was two
weeks later than in 1900. It froze
ip on Nov. 3rd, and snow fell on
Nov. $th. The sucwfall has been

Floor Space in Poultry House.

More room is required in the poul-
try-house -in winter than  in summer,
the warm scason
fowls can go outside, only requiring
sufficient room for roosting, but in
winter they need room for scratch-
ing when the snow is  on the
ground. It is the space on the floor
that is required and not on the
roosts, for when a hen fixes her-
solf on the roost she will be quiet
till morning, but during the day she
should be kept busy. Ten fowls
in a poultry-house ten feet  square
(making 100 square feet) are sufli-
cient, hut most people endeavor to
double or even triple that number,
and the consequence is that they
keep too many fowls in proportion
to the area of floor space,

THE AX HANDLE.

Some Points Wortay of Remembrance in
Choosing One.

When buying an ax handle always
select one that is made entirely
from the sap wood or the heart
wood, but never one that is made
partly of . each, for . it will
ssdlit along the line of wunion.
Ilandles made from sap wood are
more elastic and better for chop-
ping and a man will not tire or .
get sore so quickly when using
one. I prefer those made from the
heart wood for splitting, although
they are not so durable, says a
writer in Orange Judd Farmer. The
proper length and curve of the hang .
dle depends - upon -the habit pnd
method of chopping of the user. With
a long handle a man will strike. a
much harder blow, but with a short
handle he will strike oftener, S0
there is practically no difference in
‘the work accomplished. .

The curve, too, depends upon the
habit of the user. A curved han-
dle has no advantage over ihe one’
that is perfectly straight. Mcst
people prefer the curved, because
they are accustomed to its use.
As a rule the straight handle ~ is
more endurable. The size of the
handle depends upon the muscu-
lar. development of the user.

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MARITIME UNION.

The recent references in the par-
liament at Ottawa to the feasibility
of a union of the maritime provinces
has awakened ' considerable expres-
sion of opinion . by : the maritime
newspapers, some .of which endorse
and others. oppose the idea. The
fact that the project was advocated
by Hon. John. Haggart does not
necessarily imply that it is a desir-
able ome, for probably few men of
Mr. Haggarh’s experience in Cana-
dian politics know less of the mari-
time provinces than he does. It is
by no means a new idea, however,
and there are a-good many strong
arguments in its favor as well as
some against it.” Whether the sense
of the people of the three provinces
is as favorable to it mow as when
the Charlottetown conventien with
union in view was held in 1866, it is
difficult to say, and- a vote of the
people would probably be necessary

to decide the matter. But it must’
not be forgotten that the idea of |

maritime union ‘was voiced prior ‘to
that of confederation and it seems
likely in the light of history that
it would have been accomplished if
the larger uniori had not. At that
time, if we mistake not, the people
of Nova Scotia were ready and will-
ing to go into a maritime union,
while opposed to the larger confed-
eration. Whether a legislative
union of the three provinces within
the confederation is now advisable is
the problem.

If we go farther back into history

we find that the original government
of this  section of the country in-
cluded the three provinces, which
were known by the one name of
Acadis, With a population of less
than one million today the three
provinces have three distinet legis-
latures  comprising 132 representa-
tives, with three lieutenant gover-
nors and three separate establish-
ments ‘of :government, while the
single province of Ontario, with a
population exceeding two millions,
has a legislature of but 94 members,
and the province of Quebec, with a
population of 1,621,000, has a legis-
lature of 97 members. There seems,
therefore, no question of onc legis-
lature of fifty or sixty members be-
jng able to accomplish the work of
Acadia, if you choose so to call it,
gnd the, intcrests of the three prov-
inces are not diverse—that is, there
are no public questions upon which
a ropreqentatlve from any section of
any one province would not natural-
ly be as conversant as any other. In
the matter of governors, one at $10,-
000 salary would be as competent as
the three now receiving $25,000.

On the other hand it may be set
forth that amalgamation does not
necessarily effect economy. The les-
son in the establishment of the
greater city of New York is a recent
example. When the people of Brook-
Iyn went into the union they ex-
pected to sce a reduction of taxes
and a general improvement, but,
under the Tammany regime that en-
sued, they found their taxes in-
creased, their borough services ne-
glected and their official positions
soon monopolized by Tammany pets
from old Manhattan. The weaker
province might possibly feel a dread
of something similar, but it might
be possible to guard in advance

‘against it.

It seems within the grounds of

———
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possibility that differences between
the three provinces might be ar-
ranged to permit of a union and reap
all the benefits and advantages pos-
sible from it. But it is a large sub-
ject and one that ought to be fully
considered from’ every point of view
hefore coming to a conclusion.

CRITICS OF PROSPERITY,

The following is from the Montreal
Star’s report of the speech of Mr. F. D.
Monk, M. P., Tory leader in Quebec, at
Valleyfield the other day in the Beau-
\harnois election campaign, and may be
taken as typical of the arguments used
in the endeavor to elect Mr. Bergeron
in that constituency:

The government speakers talked of pros-
perity. It was true that the exports and
imports had increased. The price of liv-
ing had also increased in a great propor-
tion, but he would ask, had the price
paid to working men increased? Mr.
Monk condemned the government for
sending out of the country for the I. C.
R. cars and locomotives. He also con-
demned the immigration policy, which, in-
stead of aiming to bring back Canadians
from the United States, tried to bring in
foreign races from Eastern Europe and
Asia. He condemned the government for
carrying out a policy that was not strictly
a Canadian policy.

Thus Mr. Monk at least admits an in-
crease of prosperity in the country, but
takes no cognizance of the fact that it is
better to have the working men employ-
ed at established rates, which he admits
they now are, than idle and obliged to
borrow money to get out of the country
to make a living elsewhere, as was the
case under the Tory regime. Nor did he
explain the reason why it may be cheaper
to buy locomotives and other machinery
where they are manufactured under many
protective patents to produce the best re-
sults, instead of buying the patent privi-
leges to produce them at home, as is
known to every handler of machines; but
Mr. Monk would have been the first to
condemn the government if it put upon
its railway rolling stock that was not in
every respect as good as that upon any
American road.

Moreover Mr. Monk forgot to explaia
that the I. C. R. had already orders placed
with Canadian concerns beyond their
capacity to produce and was forced in
order to obtain prompt delivery to order
the additional locomotives from American
firms; also that, speaking at Moncton in
1809, the Minister of aRilways had sug-
gested to the men of the I. C. R. shops
the adoption of a piece work schedule
which would enable the government road
to manufacture profitably its own rolling
stock in place of having to order it
elsewhere, which suggestion had met with
no encouragement from the men inter-
ested,

As for his condemnation of the immigra-
tion policy, the people of Beauharnois and
all other counties in Canada are realizing
that it is better to have a policy in effect
which produces practical results, than the
course taken by ghe Tories when in power
of driving the people out of the country-
And as a matter of fact the people know
that thousands of immigrants are coming
‘inte Canada now from the United States
as well as from transatlantic countries,
and that those from the United States
include many who had feared never to
have been able to make a home on their
native soil again. And while Mr. Monk
is crying out for a “striotly Canadian
policy,” his superior, Mr. R. L. Borden,
the Tory leader in parliament, is clamor-
ing that Canada adopt the American
policy of an extreme protective tariff.
The only inference is that the present
Tory leaders are as unscrupulous and de-
ceptive as were all their predecessors.

THE DEAF AND DUMB.

The day when a man or woman who is
deaf and dumb should necessarily be con-
sidered an object of charity has so long
since passed that to speak of it now would
excite ridicule. Yet it has all transpired
within the last hundred years that the
education of such people should be deemed
desirable and practicable by the public
authorities, and not until our own time
has the matter of their higher education
received anything like the importance of
which it is deserving.

Although history tells us that the first
systematic attempt to instruct the deaf
and dumb was made by Pedro de Ponce,
a Benedictine monk of Spain, on Jerome
Cardan’s system, about the year 1570, it
was not until 1773 that the first regulary
academy for the deaf and dumb in Britain
was opened at Edinburgh, and it was not
until 1815 that the matter was considered
of sufficient moment to command the at«
tention of, the British public by the es-
tablishment of genuine schools in other
cities, although an asylum had existed in
London since 1782. The first institution
for the instruction of deaf mutes in Am-
erica was opened at Hartford, Conn.,
under the control of Dr. Gallaudet, in
1817, New York, Pennsylvania and XKen-
tucky following with state institutions
within a few years in the order named.
If we mistake not it was about the year
1857 that the first institution for the edu-
cation of the deaf and dumb in the Mari-
time Provinces was established at Halifax
by the late Mr. Hutton, who had received
his training in Scotland and whose son
carnied on the work for many years after
the founder’s death.

The fact that the nineteenth annual re-
port of the Fredericton Institution for the
Lducation of the Deaf and Dumb now les
before us, has cafled attention to this mat-
ter. We find from its pages that 22 boys
and 20 girls were in attendance at the in-

2

stitution last year and that the total.ex+
pense of maintenance was $5,818, which in-
cluded $1.966 for household expenses and
$1,860 salaries. Considering that with the
heuse stafl the number of residents in the

of maintenance certainly does not seem
extravagant and how it is done for Jess
than $40 per week would puzzle many a

1 housekeeper. It is notable, hewever, that

the receipts barely balanced the expendi-
ture and that $3.463 of these receipts were
from collections and subscriptions.  The
other receipts comprised $1,611 county
grant, $500 governn;ent, grant, $183 pay-
ment by parents and $59 from rent of cot-
tages and pasture. It is likewise notable
that the subscriptions, which in but
twenty individual instances amounted to
$10 each, in no other cases exceeded $5,
while the contributions came from all over
the five older provinces and the state of
Maine. The statement that payments by
parents amounted to only $183, although
the rules say that except in special in-
stances the annual charge shall be $80 per
year, would also seem to imply that prac-

aré in very humble circumstances. The
maintenance of such an institution in our
province for the education of these unfor-
tunate youth tp give them self-supporting
ability seems therefore to be of the very
highest importance to the country-

WATER SERVICE FACTS.

The actual condition of the water ser-
vice of St. John is a matter that has in-
terested ‘the citizens a long time. In the
presence of overflowing reservoirs and
freshet swollen streams it may be difficult
to imagine that drought is liable to ensue,
but it is the old story that “you never miss
the water till the well runs dry,” and
the well has come so mear to running dry
in the past year or two that the public
bcan well realize the extreme necessity
of providing against emergencies. It is
not because the present date is ome of
great abundance of water, therefore, but
because the matter of providing against
emergencies is now a live topic before the
city authorities, that The Telegraph now
states the case and seriously commends
the matter to the interest and attention
of the public.

The presentation on another page of this
issue of the actual condition of affairs has
been carefully prepared from the state-
ments that have recently been made in
the civic debates and endeavors to ac-
quaint the people in a lucid and distinct
fashion of the situation that confronts
them- It is undoubtedly the fact that few
people are familiar with this condition be-
cause they have not taken the time and
trouble to follow up the facts as they have
fragmentarily been made public in the city
counci] debates and in the statements of
the engineer and aldermen who have made
a .study of the matter. !

Two facts appear prominently in the
statement of affairs. One is that judging
by the past we shall in all probability be
face to face with another extremely dry
season the coming summer, perhaps  a
record-breaker which will tax the greatest
resources of the water service, The other
is that if the people wish to assure them-
selves that their water system is absolute-
ly impregnable against possibilities of dis-
aster, it might be well now, prior to the
ensuing *civio elections, to -assure them-
selves that such measures will be promptly
adopted, being now entirely practicable,
to make the service impregnable.

ANOTHER MYSTERY OF THE SEA.

The anxiety concerning the missing Allan
line steamship Huronian, which has not
been heard from since she left Glasgow on
February 11 for this port, begins to
amount to despondency over her pre-
sumed loss. If she should not turm up,
the circumstances of her lading and stow-
age of cargo as well as any pessible defects
of her hull or machinery known to people
ashore will be elicited at the enquiry which
is always made by the British Board of
Trade as to the probable cause of loss of
missing ships, and until these particulars
are available it is mot possible to fairly
estimate what has been her most likely
fate. Conjectures are comparatively idle,
s0 many things may have happened. Nor
is it at all impossible that even if the ship
has gone to the bottom, some of her sur-
vivors may be heard from months after
this. The only way to absolutely ascertain
that there were no survivors from her
would be to compile an accurate list of
every vessel upon the North Atlantic since
she left port, trace them individually and
discover whether or not any one of them
could give any clue to her. This would
not be perhaps an impossible task, but we
have never heard of it being done, for
vessels generally report such things, al-
though it has happened that a ship on a
long voyage has landed a survivor of a
missing vessel months after her disappear-
ance and the report has never been made.
If the sole survivor happened to be an
ignorant sailor, it is unlikely that he would
bother to make any report. Or if the
vessel saving a survivor transferred him
to another vessel which in her turn met
disaster, the chances of any report being
made might be still more remote. The pos-
sible mysteries of the sea are so numerous
that they afford room for endless specu-
lation.

The facts still in favor of the Huronian
are that she was a staunch new steel ship;
being of 6,550 tons gross, she was ordinar-
ily competent to stand any amount of
heavy weather even if disabled, and hav-
ing been launched only last year it is pre-
sumed that her equipment was of the best.
Her builders at Newcastle-on-Tyne have

This is unlikely as it
would imply gross carelessness in naviga-
tion and so many fishing vessels are al-
ways in that vicinity that the rescue of
some survivors would be extremely prob-
able. If the ship had run ashore, some
trace of her wreckage would certainly have

To the _ordinary atudent of shipping af-
fairs it would appear that one of three
things must have happened the Huronian.
Either she.turned turtle and went down
bodtily through having been loaded in a
top heavy or insecure fashion, as was de-
eided to have been the fate of the White
Btar line freight steamship Naronic three
or four years ago, on the voyage from
Liverpool for New York, part of a boat of

which was the only vestige found. Or she’

sank in collision with an iceberg or with
another vessel as did the French liner
La Bourgogne off Sable Island in collision
with the British ship Cromartyshire. Or
she sank through her hull being smashed
either by an explosion in her cargo or by
a catastrophe to her machinery. She could
not have been burned, or her hull would
Mave remained afloat and have been seen
by somie vessel in the comparatively
crowded North Atlantic trade.

Forty Men Out — Union Wanted

In obedience to the union’s order the
shingle sawyers in Andre Cushing & Co.’s
shingle mill, No. 3 Pleasant Point, have
gone on strike. Monday the mill was
closed down and its 40 or so employes are
out and awaiting wha'tever developments
may come. Monday night Mr. Cushing
stated that last week the shingle sawyers’
union notified him that he was expected
to give the sawyers in his employ the rate
of wages which they receive during sum-
mer. Mr. Cushing informed the union that
he was not prepared to do this as yet,
and in reply he was told that after Satur-
day there would be a strike. Mr. Cush-
ing’s sawyers have not begun as a rule to
receive their summer wages until after
May 1. Mr. Cushing has been paying
sawyers during summer $1.75 daily. Their
present wages he did not feel prepared to
state. -

The men who are out claim they hold
no grievance against their employers but
state they are only acting up to the obli-
gations they owe the union as members.

Mr. Cushing says it is impossible to
know how long the mill will be closed
down. It cannot be learned whether men
to occupy the positions of those on strike
will be hired.

POOR DOCUMENT

The St. John river is now open between

this city and Fredericton, the earliest for
many years. The ice opposite Fredericton
started yvesterday afternoon and ran out
quietly and with very little attendant
damage. ‘Below the Kredericton railway
bridge, the ice ran out on Saturday. From
the Aberdeen mill at the head of l'red-
ericton, and up river for 30 miles, ice and
logs are jammed in huge masses and piled
high.
At Bear Island, 25 miles above IFrederic-
ton, there is a jam of ice which extends
to Springhill, where ice, logs and debris
are inextricably, mixed but it is generally
felt in Kredericton that yesterday’s clear-
ing out has greatly lessened the danger
for the buidges there.

A telephone message from J. Fraser
Gregory at John O. Vanwart's last night
brought the information that the ice was
then running past that point very freely
but no logs were seen. Mr. Gregory and
crew of men will have their sheer boom
from John O. Vanwart’s to ~Palmer’s
Point, and electric lighting plant ready to-
day and confidently expect to be able to
catch all logs coming down river. This is
the first time electnic lights have ever
been pressed into service on the miver.
Mr. Gregory and men expect to work night
and day as long as the logs continue run-
ning.

What is true of the St. John river is
also true of its tributary streams.The ice
is moving rapidly out of the Kennebec-
casis while the Belleisle is open as far as
Northrup’s Point. 1t is sfated that G. &
(. Flewelling, of Hampton, lost 3,000,000
logs in Hammond river and a similar
number in the Kennebeccadis. They. have,
however, hope of saving a portion.

The most serious damage since the
freshet started is reported from Stanley,
and is consequent upon the breaking of
an immense jam of, ice and logs in the
Nadhwaak river. Portions of /the’ Stanley
high road are eight feet under water, the
large steel bridge has been carried away,
as well as several small bridges. An effort
will be made to carry on a ferry service
untiil the floods subside.

A number of lumbermen were seen last
week regarding the extent and value of
their logs up river. Messrs. Hilyard state
they have about 200,000 feet of logs be-
tween Woodstock and Springhill. Messrs.
Miller Bros. have 10,500,000 feet on the
river. Messrs. Randolph & Baker have
between 400,000 and 500,000 feet above
Fredericton. Mesars. Murray & Gregory
have about 13,000,000 feet.

The Kennebsccasis.

Of the situation on the Kennebeccasis
a Hampton correspondent writes:

“The ice went out of the Kennebeccasis
just 18 days earlier this year than last.
The immense freshet has carried away all
the booms around here and not a log re-
mains in the river.  Acres of logs that
were caught in the booms “a»)‘ggvg Perry
Point bridge went through yesterday, car-
rying hay stacks and blocks of ice- The
Tangent is at Perry Point endeavoring to
pick up some - of them. The G & G.
Flewwelling Company’s mill is closed in
the sawing department and the men are
out in boats trying to secure some of the
logs that have drifted into the bushes on
the marsh and along the shores of Dar-
ling Lake. While they may be able to
collect some the loss will be a serious one
for the company. The water rose s0
rapidly that thousands of muskrats were
driven from their winter quarters and
everyone who possesses a canoe and gun
is out shooting them.”

The Fredericton (Gleaner, on the freshet
says:

At Kingsclear on Sunday foremoon the
ice jam started and ran for about 100
yards. The water then began to rise gnd
this niorning was fully 20 feet above the
height of the usual spring freshet. Huge
ice cakes and logs frozen in the ice have
been forced upon the submerged lands,
sweeping everything before them. The
ice and water is up to the windows of
Alex. MaNally’s house, at McNally’s ferry
and the family have moved out.

The new bridge at long's Creek, 17
miles above Fredericton, has been washed
away and carried 200 feet up the creek.
Kelly’s Creek bridge has also been swept
away and there is a similar report about
the Jewett bridge.

“In the opinion of residents of Kings-
clear,” the Gleaner says, the big jam mear
Springhill cannot last much longer. 'hhe
water pressure between it is becoming
tremendously greater every hour. When
it breaks they think the bridge at Freder-
jcton will be swept away like mateh-
wood.

From this it is apparent that the danger
is not all past yet. i

Great Damage Done at Stanley--Miss Mac-
pherson Drowned.

Fredericton, March 21—(Special)—The
huge wass of ice and logs which has been
jammed for several days in the Nashwaak
river, a few miles above Stanley village,
broke away at 10 o'clock last night, re-
sulting in damage to the extent of thous-
ands of dollars and the loss of one human
life. !

The water rose with startling rapidity,

and at one time a portion of the main

But Big Jam Above Fredericton Causes Some Anxiety Yet—
Ice Run at Edmundston—All Well at Indiantown.

highway of the village was inundated to
a depth of eight feet.

The Stanley bridge, the finest on the
Nadhwaak, and having a span of 175 feet,
was washed away and the McLaggan
bridge, four miles bélow, suffered the
same fate. The Douglas milldam was torn
out of position and carried down with the
surging current. The mill also suffered
great damage.

Daniel Buchanan was on the Stanley
bridge when the ice struck:it, and nar-
rowly escaped with his life, He hal been
over the bridge to arouse the occupants
of a house threatened with destruction
and was returning to the Stanley side
when the disaster occurred.

At Covered Bridge, eight miles below
Stanley, the freshet caused the death of
Miss Prigeilla Macpherson, daughter of
Mrs. William Macpherson, aged 28, dne
and her mother were alone in the house,
and, hearing the noise made by the rush-
ing waters, started to flee for their lives.

Miss Macpherson got into a hole near
the barn and was drowned, and her
mother, who is over 70, only escapel a
similar fate by clinging to a fence. The
body of the unfortunate young woman
was recovered this morming.

Her death under such sad circumstances
has cast a gloom over the community.

Dr. Moore, of Stanley, on learning that
the jam had broken, endeavored to warn
the inhabitants of Covered Bridge by tele-
phone, but found that the line had been
damaged by the ice. '

Stanley village presents a gcene of deso-
lation and ruin, and business is paralyzed

.for the time being by the destruction of

the bridge. -.

Dr. Moore arrived here tonight and has
arranged with the government to establish
a ferry service at Stanley until such time
as the new bridge can be erected.

About 6,000,000 feet of logs, this season’s
cut, came down with the ice, and are now
jammed near Penniac.

The weather here is cloudy, with some
rain.

The ice ran
15 feet at 3 o’clock this morning, and is
now pressing hard against the bridges.

The river rose
about eight inches during: the time the
ice was running, but is now receding slow-
ly. ‘While there will be some anxiety as
long ‘as the jam up river.remains, it is
generally believed that danger is past as
far as this locality is concerned. The tops
of ‘the Gibson Company’s boom piers at
Penniac on the Nashwaak were torn off
by the ice.today, and their. side dam near
by was badly damaged. A large quantity
of new logs which came down with the
ice have all been caught near Marysville.
The break in the telephone.line betwen
this city and Stanley was repaired yester-
day, and an effort will be made tomorrow
to repair the break at Hawkshaw.

The first train from Chatham over the
Canada Kastern for several days arrived
last evening, and there will be general re-
sumption of traffic tomorrow. Atter the
ice had run below the railway bridge yes-
terday afternon Wayland Porter and D.

There are sev-
eral washout on the Temiscouata Railway,
the. earth under the track being washed
out in some places=four and five feet.
There ix a very bad washout at Cochran’s
mill.

Chipman, March 21—The freshet has
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broken up the ice in the Salmon river and
many of the bridges are so damaged, as
{o be rendercd unsafe. The boom and
piers just completed at Briggs’ Corner for
holding Sayre & Holly’s lumber, were
swept down river yesterday with a floe
of ice, but the boom house yet stands. The
temporary bridge being built across Sal-
mon river for the Central Railway is also
somewhat twisted out of form. T'wo
bridges on the Central line are said to
have been carried away and as a conse
quence the train has not been running
since Monday. No such freshet has ever
taken place here since 1874, when ‘heavy
rain set in on Monday, causing a sudden
break up of the ice, followed by a very
high freshet.

Onthe:Shore Line,

The stream above St. George for 2
number of miles has risen to an alarming
extent, and at the second falls the famil-
jes residing near the river have been forc-
ed to vacate their houses which have
been flooded. Yound’'s highway, bridge
which is about 150 long, has been floated
off the piers and was swept along with
the current until it brought up against
the railroad bridge. The force of the
collision was great and as a result the
railway bridge moved off its pier for about
two feet and is expected to collapse. The
steel bridge at the head of the falls in.
the town was in great danger last evening
and the approaches.to either end were
expected to go out. The water in the
stream is 12 inches higher than last fall’s
mark.

There are a number of slight washouts
between St. George and St. Stephen. ‘Lhe
mails are transferred at St. George and
ave icarried through by hand cars, boats
and teams.

On the North Shore.

Chatham, March 21—(Special)—Reports
from the surrounding country stite that
a large amount of damage has been caused
by the freshet which is the greatest ever
seen. At Barnaby’s Island there is an ice
jam three miles long and 50 feet high.
In it are about 2,000,000 logs and three
boats, one owned by J. Robinson, M. P.,
cne by J. Miller and the other by John
Betts. A number of cattle were swept off’
the intervals and Barnaby  River bridge
has been moved half. the width of its pier-

The Chatham Advance has the follow-
ing: Wm. Wyse says, in reference to a
published statement that the -ice ran out’
of the Miramichi on 3lst March, 1864, that
no ice moved out of the Miramichi on the
31st March since 1846 nor previous to that
as far back as the year 1830. On May

town.

Drowning at Moncton.

Moneton, March 23.—(Special)—Hum-
phrey’s Mills was the scene of a drowning
aceident Saturday about 1 o’clock.

Bridge Near Yarmouth Down.

Yarmouth, March 21—(Special)—The
fine steel bridge of 120 feet span at Gavel's
Falls ‘gave way this morning and others
are in great danger- The Tusket river
at Kempt is the highest ever known.

Much Loss in Amherst Vicinity.

Ambherst, N. 8., March 23.—(Special)—
The freshets are the largest for years. The
marshes are completely covered, forming
a continuous sea, large quantities of hay
have been destroyed, the roads are almost
impassable, and many small bridges have
been destroyed. Word is . received that
Costin’s dam at Tidnish had gone out and
Jackson’s and Taylors booms had broken
and the winters’' cut of deals swept out to
sea. A portion will be saved as the wind
was.on shore and much will be driven in.
At River Hebert, Kelly' Bros.” mill dam
and one driving dam were washed out and
about half a million feet of logs carried to
sea. Most will be a total loss. Their
blacksmith shop and dry house, with con-
tents, were carried away, also two sCOWS.
When the dam broke iee and logs were
driven through theend of the mill, doing
serious damage. The bridge over the main
road at Kelly’s mill was destroyed, the
top of Pugsley dam at River Hebert was
badly damaged, although no serious loss
was sustained.

The Newville Lumber Company’s logs
were driven to all parts of their pond
and it will cost considerable to get them
in position again. .

In Maine.

Bangos, Me., March 21.—The great ice
jam' in the Penobscot at and below Ban-
gor broke this afternoon and passed down.
The water immediately began to fall and
in an hour was down to the usual spring
freshet pitch.

Arrangements had been made by the
council to saw out the thick ice at the,
Narrows and attempt to blow some of it
out with dynamite but the tremendous
pressure of water behind the jam started
the ice' moving in various places and large
bodies, ‘passing down under.the solid field,
loosened the whole mass, which went out
with a rush.

All day merchants were engaged moving
stocks to high land or to upper floors.
This work, accompanied with much dam-
age in many cases, had scarcely been fin-
ished when the jam broke and the flood
was over.

The losses are many, but the aggregate
is not so large as was at first supposed,
Damage to stocks of goods may be any-
where from $15,000 to $25,000; to the two
bridges partially carried away $50,000; and
on logs and lumber carried away perhaps
$25,000. The loss of business, expense of
removals, etc., and the delay and inci-
dental expense to the railroads may, of
course, be figured high up in the thous.
ands, but at present it is thought that:
the direct loss in this city may not ex-
ceed $100,000.

Ellsworth, Me., March 21—The Union
river, which is now within a few inches
of highwater mark, is still raising tonight.
Brimmer's bridge is under water and the
road is completely washed out on each
side of it.. In attempting to cross the
bridge today, Simon Garland, the mail
carrier from here to Lake Wood, drove
out of the roadway and was rescued with
difficulty, in an unconscious condition. The

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-JOINS OTHER CITIES,

Council Takes Action on Bell Tele-
phone Bill--Motion for Atlantic
Standard Time.

o

The city of St. John has decided to
join with other Canadian municipalities in
fighting the Bell Telephone bill soon to
come before the dominion parliament.

Mayor Howland, of Toronto, president
of the Union of Canadian municipalities,
is the prime mover. in the fight and he is
backed up by many Canadian municipali-
ties. He was very anxious that St. John
should be among the number and sent a
circular letter to Mayor Daniel inviting
this city to be represented in the fight
either by deputation or by authorized rep-
resentative. The letter is as follows:

__ City Hall, Toronto, March 21,.1902.
J. 'W. Daniel, Mayor, St. John:

Dear Sir,—A special case lLas recently
been tried in the city of Toronto, in aw
action between the city and the Bell Tel-
ephone Company of  Canada, and the
Hon. Mr. Justice Street has. given judg-
ment that the company have no right to
ereat poles or wires along any street with-
out having first obtained the consent of
the municipal council.

Tor the purpose of overriding this de-
cision and a similar decision in the prov-
ince of Quebec, legislation has been intro-
duced at the present session of the domin-
ion parliament (bill No. 2), by Mr. Me-
Lean and its provisions afterwards adopt-
ed in bill No. 28, introduced by the Hon-
orable the Minister of Justice.

Section 4 of the last mentioned bill is
at £ollows: . I

‘Subject to the provisions of its charter,
the company may construct the lines of
telegraph or telephone authorized by its
charter along, under or upon any of the
public roads and highways, or across or
under any of the navigable waters wiitoin
Canada, by the erection of the necessary
fixtures, including posts, piers or abut-
ments for sustaining or protecting the
wires or cables of such line; but they shall
be so constructed as not to incommode
the public use of such road or highway, or
to impede free access to any house -or
other building.”

The honorable the minister of justice has
been asked for and has given an appoint-
ment' for Wednesday next,” 26th inst.; at
11 a. m., at his office, Ottawa, to hear the
Union of Municipalities opposing these
bills. It is highly desirable that your
municipality should be present, by depu-
tation if possible, or by authorized, repre-
sentative, Kindly write or telegraph me
to the City Hall, Toronto, up to Tuesday
night, or to Russell House, Ottawa, up to
11 a. m., Wednesday.

Nine Hundred More Cars of Freight
Last Month Than in February,
1901,

Statistics of freight handled by the In-
tercolonial railway at St. John during
February showed that the total volume
exceeded by 900 cars the amount handled
in February last year, which represented
$50,000 more business. This is not as great
an increase as the month of January
showed over January, 1901, which was
2,000 cars greater, but the shorter month
and harder weather had something to do
with it. The month of March, also on ac-
count of the weather, will be a poor
month, as it has been impossible to handle
any hay since the rain began, which has
so far meant a loss of 11 days; steamers
are waiting and the yards full of freight
cars ,but the delay is unavoidable.

THE WEEK’S TRADE REVIEWED.

New York, March 21—Bradstreets tomor-
row will say: Spring jobbing trade has pass-
ed its maximum, but is still exceptionally
active at all leading eastern, western and
Tacific  coast markets. Southern cotton
growing sections show dullness and hesita-
tion in wholesale trade, with complainils of
delayed collections, Industrially the situa-
tion has been vastly improved. Iron and
steel still set the pace, but “‘famine’” talk is
less generally heard, although all energies
are still strained to meet consumptive re-
quirements, and imporis of foreign pig
iron are noted. Tlhe success of the Fall
River spinnefs is net regarded equally in
all dipections, because tt is feared this will
zndu.ce Ium.hgr demands by other cotton op-
eratives, which will still’ funther lessen the
margin cof profit' in mianufacturing. Bank
clearings show slight expansion from last
week, but are smaller as a whole than last
year.., -

Dry goods ‘are in less active demand at
castern markets but the volume of trade
is good and reorders are larger than ex-
pected, Reports of exceptional activity, in
fact, come from widely separated sections.

Price changes for the week are few  of
them Important. Stocks ~remain - steady,
while exceptional activity and sirength are
noted in bonds. Cotton prices appear to
have struck a dead centre, receipts having
been smaller) while exports, though lessen-
ed, are still liberal, but speculatively the
situation appears to have been overbought.
In manufacturing goods the demand is on
the whole quieter, progucers manifesting a
reserve: and disinclination to commit them-
selves. Print cloths are actually higher on
the weck. Wool is firmer.

Building activity is increasing and lumber
is bought freely at all markets., Hardware
and wire nails are likewise active. Boot and
shoe' manufacturers are busy on previous
orders, but new business is light - pending
the trial of strength between the jobbers
and manufacturers on the one hand and be-
tween the manufacturers of shoes and of
leather on the other.

Kootenay districts and notwithstanding a
fall of 20 per cent. in the price of coppsr,
the mineral production of the province show-
ed an increase of 25 per cent. over the pre-
vious year. The output of the chief metals
being as follows: Gold, $5,600,000; silver,
$2,600,000; copper, $5,000,000; lead, $2,000,000,
and coal, $4,500,000. As you are aware, we
have branches in Rossland and at Kaslo;
and now that the labor troubles are at an
end, and that more economical production
and treatment may reaspnably be- expected,
we hope that notwithstanding the vicissi-
tudes which are inevitable in mining dis-
tricts, those branches may have a prosperous
future. On the Pacific, ecast of British Col-
umbia the salmon pack has been the largest
on record, and there has been a real broad-
ening out in the lumber trade of the prov-
ince; but the conditions of trade generally,
and especially in Victoria, have not been so
favorable as elsewhere in Camada. Tt is
difficult to assign a reason for this excep-
tional state of things—eome are of opinion
that it is owing to political unrest. while
others think that the gold discoveries at
Dawson led to.an inflation 'at these points,
from the after effects of which they are now
suffering. Whatever may be the cause, there
have been failures in Victoria, and I deeply
regret to say that by one of them our bank
has sustained a serious loss, one of our old-
est customers having compelled to
make an assignment. The person to whom
I refer has been long resident in Victoria,
and has always been regarded-most highly
amongst the commercial community. He
has throughout dealt with the bank with
apparent frankness, and hes submitted to
the bank statements respecting his affairs
which are now proved to have been abso-
lutely fictitious. When the eassignment
was made, it was found that for ten years
past the books of account had not been
properly kept, and it has been necessary for
the assignee to bring in a considerable staff
of book-keepers in the hope of being able
ultimately to unravel the tangled state of
his affairs. When speaking about the ac-
counts, I said that 1 should refer again to
the diminished profits for the half-year and
to the smailer appropriation to the reserve
fund. This loss is the reason for both those
disappointing results. Had it not been for
this loss our profits would have equalled
those of the corresponding period, and the
amount transferred to the reserve fund
would have heen £25,000, instead of £15,000.
Under the circumstances which I have de-
scrib to you—circumstances which de-
mand and are receiving the closest investi-
gation—it is impossible to say what our
ultimate loss may prove to be; but it will
at least be a satisfaction to you, if there
can be any satisfaction in such a wretched
tale, to know that whatever the loss may be
it is fully provided for, and you need be
under no apprehension so far as this account
i8 concerned that there s any further dis-
appointment in store for you. I wish that I
could speak more hopefully respecting busi-
ness in Victoria generally, but at the pres-
ent time there is no doubt a feeling of un-
eaginess in that place and on the Pacifc
Coast. I have spoken to you about one fail-
ure because we have only suffered by that
one, but there have been others, and we
know how contagious this state of émngs
becomes. I can only assure you that we are
well and strongly represented at that point
by a manager who is exerting himself to
the utmost to safeguard the interests of the

bank, and in whom we have complete con-.

fidence. Proceeding nonthwards to Dawson
City, it will interest you to know that we
have done a considerable business in the
export of gold, and that our general banking
business is watisfactory. The Government
estimate of the amount of gold shipped
from Dawson during the year is $23,000,000;
but our Dawson City manager, who is now
at home on vacation, tells me that he thinks
these figures exceed thé actual total, and
that there has been an Inaccuracy in the
figures issued by the .department. That,
however, 48 not important to us now;, we
are not so much concerned with the amouot
of gold that has been brought out as we
are with the amount which is left in, and
upon which alone the future prosperity of
Dawson City depends. As to the future life
of the goldfields, 1 notice that the opinions
of experts who have visited the place and
made their observations on the spot differ
widely and you will not, therefore, expect
any opinion at all from me. I will only say
this, that we do not expect to see any in-
crease in the output, and that if the ex-
ports of gold continue upon the present scale
we shall be content. Last summer our gen-
eral manager, Mr. Stikeman, visited this
country, and. although he was only here on
furlough, and not upon the business of the
bank, we had the great advantage of many
interviews with him, which were most valu-
able to vs. I do not think I have auy
further observations to offer upon the re-
port and accounts, and 1 therefore beg to
move that they be adopted, adding that 1
shall be happy to reply to the best of my
abillty to any inquiries swhich you may wish
to nput to me.

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GENERDUS SHOW IN THE SENATE,

Organization of Committees—Veteran Senator Wark Warmly
Welcomed—Budget Debate Continued in House.

Ottawva, March 20— (Special)—Before de-
btae on the budget was taken up in the
house today,Mr. Henderson (Halton) intro-
duced a bill respecting the James Bay
Railway Company, which was read a first
time. Mr. Hyman withdrew the bill re-
specting the Ontario, Hudson Bay & Wes-
tern Railway Company.

Mr. Flint introduced a bill to amend
the Canadian Temperance Act, which was
read a first time.

Mr. Blain (Peel) resumed the debate
on the budget. He started out with a
defence of tne year book prepared by
George Johnson, which Sir Richard Cart-
wright showed ‘the other evening was so
erroneous in its figures that the popuia-
tion of Canada was given in that publica-
tion more than®en years ago to be nearly
as many as it is today, or as the minister
of trade and commerce put it, put tea
vears ahead of the time. He declared
that the present tariff was unsatisfactory.

Mr. Charlton, after reciting how he
struggled with MacKenzie in 1878 to in-
crease the tariff and how MacKenzie re-
sisted his and others demands, proceed-
ed to say that he would like
to see once more a meeting of the joint
high commission so as to try to get an-
other chance of a reciprocal treaty. He
did not believe that ever Britain would
give a preference to Canada that would
be of any use to us, nor would €anada
bind herself to any scheme of self defence.
What she would do would be voluntary.
He recited his position in regard to the
United States, which he has already
stated many times. As for Mr. Borden's
amendment he would have none of it.

Mr. BEdwards (Russell) gave a free

trade speech. He said Mr. Charlton start-
ed life as a protectionist then became a
free trader and afterwards took up com-
mercial union which he deserted for reci-
procity and now he was back to protec-
tion. {
Aulay Morrison (New 'Westminster) con-
tributed an excellent speech to the bud-
get, speaking principally from an A B C
standpoint.

Mr. Brock replied to Mr. Robinson and
Ralph Smith moved adjournment of the
debate.

In the senate today Hon. Mr. Wark,
father of the senate, took his seat with ap-
plause from both sides of the house.
Senator Wark bowed his acknowledgment
and took his accustomed place at the
table by the assistant clerk.

The senate committees organized today,
the chairmen being: Internal economy
and confingencies, Hon. Mr. ‘Watson;
banking and commerce, Hon. G. Drum-
mond; railways, Sir C. A. P. Pelletier; de-
bates,Hon . Mr.Poirier; standing orders, Hou.
Mr. McKay, -Truro; printing, Hon. Mr.
Gibson; private bills, Hon. Mr. Landry;
divorce, Hon. Mr. Gowan.

This gives five chairmen torthe Conserv-
atives and three to the Liberals, very dif-
ferent treatment to what the Oonservatives
gave the Liberals.

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick gives notice of a
Dbill to provide for the appointment of as-
sistant judges to the supreme court in
certain cases. This is a bul similar to
one introduced by Mr. Mills some time
ago and will provide judges to act when
there is no quorum in the supreme court,
through illness or otherwise.

Ralph Smith (Nanamio, B. ©.), made a
most interesting speech on. the Chinese
immigration. He said that he heard a
good deal about protection of manufactur-
ing industries, but while it did not fol-
low that such would increase wwages of
employes, he believed in that kind of pro-
tection which kept servile labor out of
the country for protection of Canadian
British subjects here. He was not only
opposed to Ohinese and Japanese immi-
gration, but also to that other class of
objectionable immigrants which took away
work from our own people.

He asked that such restrictions be plac-
ed on Chinese and Japanese immigration
as the Toyal commission adked.

Mr. Qlarke (Toronto), followed, com-
plimenting Mr. Smith on his temperate
and moderate speech.

Mr. Hughes (P. E. 1), replied to Mr.
Clarke and. said he was the best debater
on the opposition side of the house. The
trouble was that Mr. Clarke had poor
claims to advocate. If the policy of pro-
tection was to be pursued farmers eand
fishermen in his province would demand
bounty.

Mr. Johnson (Cardwell) followed Mr.
Hughes and Mr. Oliver (Alberta) replied,

The budget debate was resumed by Mr.
Bell, of Pictou, who spoke two hours and
a half- He was a little more emphatic
than his leader, Borden, in favor of higher
duties. In regard to the British prefer-
ence he was also a little more explicit- He
maintained that the British preference
should be dropped if it was found that it
interfered with the industries of the coun-
try. At the same time he admitted that
it was difficult to interfere with the prefer-
ence.

The burden, however, of Mr. Bell's re-
marks was that what Canada wanted was
a declaration of policy of protection in
regard to the tariff. If that were secured
he would not have so much to quarrel
with the present tariffi He then pro-
ceeded to take up Sir Richard Cart-
wright’s charges against the census of 1891
and asked that an enquiry be made into
the same and this, in his opinion, would
show how injustifiable were the charges.
Mr. Bell also defended Mr. Johnston’s
year book.

Mr. Johnson (Cape Breton) followed.
He admitted there was a large expendi-
ture but such was necessary to .develop
the resources of the country. It was said
the debt was increased but the trade of

the country was increased to a greater ex-’

tent. He said the charge was made that
the expenditure on the Intercolonial was
heavy. It was true that there were ex-
penditures on 'the road but such were
necessary to put the road in running order
and increase its earning power. 'No one
was satisfied with the condition of the
road in 1896. Today the passenger ser-
vice between Montreal and Halifax, if
speed was left out, was the best in the
world. That could only be done by the
expenditure of money. In this connection
Mr. Johnson made the declaration that
the government should continue owning
the Ilntercolonial. It might not be a
money earner, but the canals were not
money earners. But both in regard to the
railway and the canals a comparsion be-
tween the late government and -the present
was favorable to Mr. Blair. For the five
years previous to 1896 the annual deficits
on the Intercolonial averaged $88,282 and
for the five years since the average deficit
was $51,358. The earning power of the
Intercolonial increased 100 per cent and
that could not be done except by expendi-
ture. The deficits on the canals for five
years previous to 1896 averaged $208,841
and since 1896 $238,655, which was also fav-
orable to Mr. Blair.

Mr. Blair gives notice of a bill to re-
vise and consolidate the laws respecting
railways.

In the Senate.

Ottawa, March 24—(Special)—In the
senate today a motion was put to bring
the minutes of the striking committee pe-
fore the senate. There are of course no
minutes to be brought and if there were
the senate has already adopted the report
of the committee. However, the matter
was discussed and the result was that the
motion was adopted by 24 for to 20
against. The government was therefore
defeated.

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PRESSES ON THE PEOPLE TO DECIDE.

Actual Conditions Plainly Set Forth—Experience of Past Years Points

Warning Finger to Probable Severe Drought This Summer—
Aldermen Hesitating on Matter of Cost.

The actual condition of the water ser-
vice of a city is always of the utmost im-
portance and one with which every careful
citizen wishes to be familiar. In time of
flood and freshet he needs to feel safe
that no reservoir dams will burst and
leave him lamenting, and at such times
also, if he is at all a reflective man, he
will reasoa that a period of abundance of
rain in the early part of a year argues
necessarily for a drought later on, for the
average rainfall at any place does not
greatly vary and if that rainfall happens
to be say eight or nine inches per year,
and there comes five indhes of it in one
week, as we have been enjoying just
now, it almost inevitably implies that the
coming summer will be an exceptionally
dry one. Therefore The Telegraph has
been looking through the recent state-
ments of the city engineer and others who
have made a study of affairs in this line,
so that citizens may be informed as (o
exactly how they are situated and what
the prospect is for the future.

" What the Conditions Are.

The attual condition of affairs,. from the
point of view of rain supply to maintain
the rivers and lakes, is, as a matter of
record, that in the past two years St.
John has had extreme droughts. ..at
of the summer of 1900 was not so pro-
longed of dangerous as that of last year,
but the :drought last awtumn approached
8o near the dangér mark that the total
reserve of water would have been ex-
hausted in another, two. weeks if rain had
not corhg and not only would houses and
factories: have been absolutely without
water, but if a fire had occurred the city
would have been at its merey. It is true that
the drought of last year was the worst
in forty-one years, that the rainfall of the
season only amounted to eight inches, of
which four inches fell within two days
and was practically wasted. But having
happened once there is no guarantee in
nature that even a worse drought may
not occur again, and the fact that in the
past week there has been such a heavy
rainfall, amounting to about five inches,
would seem to imply that the coming
summer certainly will be axother very
dry ome.

There Was Grave Danger Last.Year.

If the city had not had the Lake Lati-
mer supply last year, the situation would
have been extremely disastrous, but it
‘happened that when the streams of regu-
lar supply became so lqw that they could
furnish only 'one million gallons a day,

the lake reservoir was able to supply the
deficiency of four million gallons per day
for a period of sixtyfive days. The reser-
voir could not have stood the strain for
more than tea days longer when the rain
came, in November, and the situation was
relieved.

To Guard Against Emergency.

Now, with a regular city consumption
of five million gallons of water per day
this year, and the consumption steadily
increasing ‘as the population and manu-
facturing industries are augmented, it
certainly seems the part of prudence, say
gome of the aldermen, to provide against
any possible emergency. The very fact
that there are twelve hundred more water-
closets in the city this year thaa last is
an illustration of the increased water coa-
sumption. It should also be realized that
at present the system of supply is only
single-handed, that if the pumping engine
broke down there is mo other to replace
it and that if it became desirable to clean
out the reservoir, which ought to be done
periodically, there is no other to rely upoa
meantime. It is true that orders have
now been given for increasing the capacity
of the Little River reservoir by fifty mil-
lion gallons this year, but it is a great
qucstion whether the margin of safety for
the people should be not less than one-
hundred millions of reservoir water. Tt is
a question whether it is safe to leave the
matter even another summer.

The Matter of Cost.

Now the matter of equipping another
reservoir to bring the supply up to about
one-hundred - million . gallons has been
shown to be practicable and immediately
attainable at a very small cost. The re-
port of the engineer is that a  supple-
mentary reservoir of at least fonty-four
million gallons capacity, can be constructed
for only $13,000, and it is stated that even
this moderate figure could be reduced by
$5,000 if it were mot deemed essential to
remove the mold to the gravel, leaving
just a mud bottom which is the case with
the present reservoir. It is asserted that
there are no difficulties, legal or other-
wise, in the way of accomplishing the
afitainment of this object and at a min-
imum cost of $5,000 the additional burden
of taxation would be a very light one in
comparison with the protection afforded.
Ooasidering that a tax of about one-fifth
of one per cent., together with the water
rates, pays the interest on debentures, the
cost of maintenance of the system must

Of course to thoroughly equip the water
service of St. John in a modern and irre-
proachable fashion would cost a little more
than merely the construction of the sup-
plementary reservoir, but in view of the
fact that the system complete from the
start until now represents an investment
of about $900,000, the additional equipment
would not be very costly. Included in it
would be a duplicate pump to that at
present in use, which cost about $12,000
three years ago, does its work excellently
and has given no complaint. Then there
would be the extension of larger mains
in the city’s principal streets.

The importance of larger mains is mater-
ial from two points of view. The larger
the main pipe the more copious the de-
livery by gravity force, and the more
gravity force attainable the more pump-
ing power can be used- for the higher
service where it is actually necesrary.
Thus it is calculated that by substituting
a 12-inch main for the old six-inch main
through Union, Germain, Duke and Syd-
ney streets to the north side of Queen
square, the gravity pressure would be so
increased as to give abundant natural
force for all the service in that section
and the pump force could be diverted for
the supply of houses on Mount Pieasant
which is now being petitioned for. Part
of this larger main has already been de-
cided upon, but the aldermen are hesitat-
ing whether to put even a ten-inch pipe
the remainder of the distance. The old
six-inch main which now supplies these
streets is the original pipe for the service.
and has never been replaced. It is said
to be badly encrusted.

The actual condition of the system so
far as gravity is conceraed at present is
that gravity puts the water ten feet above
the surface in the highest part of the
city at the busiest time of day and the
pump adds a force to make it rise to a
height of thirty feet above the surface ut
the highest point of the city. In the
lower sections, near the foot of any one
of the hills, the fofce is of course im-
measurably greater.

What Do the People Say ?

It seems to be a question with the -ald-
ermen at present whether to undertake
any additional expense in the matter or
to takeé the risk of possible disaster aad
further extreme droughts. If the people
are interested in having their water ser-
vice made absohitely impregnable without
further loss of time, probably this is the
time to make a public move upon ‘the
aldermen to that effect.

BARRICADES GO DOWN.

London Cable News---Beresford’s
Outspoken Criticism of British

Admiralty — Premier  Kuypet’s
Daughters Decline to Appear at

Court in Decollette.

London, March 22—Eighty police, con-
stables from the vicinity of Overness,
Scotland, landed on the island of Lewis
today and proceeded nerthward to Ness
church. There they forced a barricads
erected by the parishioners and heid by
them for months against all the police and
other forces seht by the authorities of the
United Free church to take possession of
the church. The local feeling was wholly
opposed to the recent union of the Scoi-
tish churches. Panties of police previous-
ly sent to the island had been mobbed
and compelled to retreat to Stornaway,
but the force sent today was so strong
thalt the parisioners were obliged to capit-
ulate,

Rear Admiral Lord Charles Beresford’s
outspoken criticism of the methods of the
British admiralty, since his return: to Eng-
land, has created a great stir in naval
circles and is generally commended by
the press. One of his colleagues, however,
Vice<Admiral Penrose = Fitzgerald, has
written to the London Times, a striking
criticism of Lord Beresford’s utterances.
Yoferring to his lordship’s speech before
the Loadon Chamber of Commerce, March
14, Admiral Fitzgerald characterizes it as
“a]l gas, brilliant. gas, incandescent gas
if you will; but still gas.”

Admiral Ritzgerald maintains that the
admiralty is quite able to meet an inter-
national emergency..

Court etiquette and religious scruples
have had an amusing tussle at the Hague.
The trouble arose when the daughters
of Dr. Kuyper, the premier, were invited
to the first court ball of the season. Low-
necked dresses were commanded, but the
Misses Kuyper considered that decollete
dresses were inconsigtent with their relig-
jous principles. They applied for a dis-
pensation, but received a curt reply from
the mistress of the; ceremonies, who de-
clared that the time honored custom of
the Dutch court must be adhered to. Dr.
Kuyper made direct representations on
the subject to Queen Wilhelmina with
the result that a compromise was arrang-
ed. The Misses Kuyper will stay away
from the ball, but will take tea with
their sovereign in high necked dresses,
the same afternoon.
