| i large quantities 'within the past few
weeks, and there is no scarcity, Messrs.
Miller & Woodman have probably the
largest stock of logs''at  present. They
have, in the cove above the Suspension
Bridge, and also above Indiantown, not
less than 10,000,000 feet of logs.: They
sawed a log the other day that has been
known by the lumbermen for the last two
or three years as ‘‘the veteran.” Itlay
in a stream near Salisbury, and has been
an annoyance to the. lumbermen, as it
was 8o large they could not get it out of
the stream. Each season they managed
to drive it a short distance, and then it
stuck fast and bothered them in getting
down other logs.
