Uhnited States watering places have
comparatively.few guests this summer,
much to the disgust of the hotel pro-
prietors and other interested persons.

The chief difference between this and
the Nicholson or Greeley pavement, ex-
cept in its being constructed in sections,
is the use of cement and asphalte instead
of tar between th&blocks and the found-
ation boards, and the vse of cement in-
stead of boards and gravel between the
rows of blocks. The interruption to
travel, while laying this pavement,would
be very little, as mearly all the work
could be done in the shops. The pave-
ment would not be inflammable, like
wood laid in tar, and its water-tizht
qualities would prevent its becoming
injuri?us to health.

Our lumber manufacturers are feeling
the effect of the depression in the United
States, those on the St. Croix being par-
ticnlarly affected.
