Toronto, Sept. 26.—Hon. Mr. Tarte, 
minister of public works, who is at 
the Queen's, made the following im­
portant statement this morning res­
pecting the present tariff discussion :

London, Sept. 26.— Despatches were 
received direct from Catania to-day 
confirming the reports of the damage 
done at Catania and in its vicinity 
by the tornado, which lasted twenty- 
four hours.

HUNDREDS OF LIVES LOST.
Syracuse, Sicily, Sept. 26.—For 24 

hours before the cyclone burst over 
the island a violent sturan raged on 
the eastern coast of Sicily. The path 
of the cyclone was 124 miles long, 
and everything in the line of the 
storm was destroyed. The sea swept 
island for several kilometers, doing 
enormous damage, while there were 
violent submarine agitations between 
Sicily and the mainland. Along the 
railroad from Catania to Palemno the 
force of the cyclone was such that 
rails were torn up and burled a great 
distance. It is reported front Modica 
that a hundred bodies already have 
been found, but that the number of 
dead swept away by the torrent is 
unknown. The newspaper Fracassa 
expresses title belief that some 400 
people have been killed. The torrent 
destroyed everything on the ground 
floors in houses in the lower por­
tions of Modica. Bridges and roads 
bare disappeared and damages wm- 
ounting to many million lire have 
been done. The survivors of the oat- 
astrophe have taken refuge in the 
hills. A relief committee and search 
parties have been organized at Mod- 
ica. The disaster is supposed to bare 
been due to a marine Water spout. 
The German steamer Caprera was 
wrecked at Catanita after a terrible 
struggle with the waves.

facturers’ banquet in Montreal, is a 
much stronger one one than those I 
made lately. The present govern­
ment have pledged themselves through 
the minister of finance to a revision 
of the tariff in the direction I have 
just pointed out. 1 feel convinced, 
both politically and constitutionally, 
I am right. I would like to ask trhose 
who say that 1 am speaking contrary 
to the policy of the Laurier govern- 
ment, in what utterances or official 
statement they can point to prove 
their assertions. The revision of the 
tariff of 1897 and the minister of 
finance's pledge to a revision last 
year, are the policy of the govern- 
ment us it stands before the country 
to-day. All former utterances of any 
one of us have been superseded by 
the policy of 1897. We have there 
raised the tariff on a good many 
items; we have lowered it on certain 
others. The revision that will take 
place will have to be made on the 
same lines—raising the tariff if in the 
interests of Canada , and lowering 
it if it is to their advantage to do 
so.

"I take exception to the statement 
of the Globe to-day, when it says 
that in one of my speeches I have 
said the tariff had been revised all 
along the line in 1897. The Globe 
cannot find any evidence of what 
it says, as I never uttered anything 
of the kind.",

Mr. Tarte’s observations, as given 
above, followed his reading of an 
editorial in the Montreal Star yes- 
terday, which was in part as fol- 
lows:—4 Constitutionally, of course, 
Mr. Tarte is all wrong. The spec­
tacle of a minister of the Crown 
stumping the. country and openly re- 
pudiating the policy of the govern­
ment of which he is a member, is 
something new. • •• Politi- 
cully, and here's where the trouble for 
his friends comes in, Mr. Tarte’s de­
clared policy is absolutely and alto­
gether right.”

Atkinson, living at Wash- 
ington avenue and Park street, at- 
tempted to kill his wife shortly after 
12 o’clock this morning. Atkinson is 
a strapping fellow and hud spent the 
night visiting various saloons in the 
vicinity. He became ugly before 
starting for home and declared he 
would give his wife a warm recep- 
tion 4 ol

He left a saloon on Michigan ave­
nue after spending his last cent and 
finally crawled up the back stairs of 
his home.

A few minutes after Patrolman 
Reifstahl heard a woman screaming 
"Murder !" and culling for the police. 
On arriving he found a woman half 
way out of an open window calling 
for help.’

"He’s killing my sister with a hat- 
chet," she cried. “Get in here quick!"

Patrolman Reifstahl called Office! 
Gill and the two men attempted to 
break in the front door. They failed In 
this and then’ smashed a aide window 
and crawled through the opening. All 
this time they beard the screaming 
women calling for help and the angry 
curses of Atkinson as he threw his 
wife about the room.

Just before the officers entered the 
room the man raised his axe. and was 
about to bury it in hie wife’s skull 
when he beard the officers. He gave 
the woman a kick and made a dash 
for the rear, escaping as ths police 
rushed into the room where the wo- 
man lay half fainting on the floor.

The policemen found the furniture 
smashed and the interior of the house 
looked as if it had been swept by a 
cyclone.

The attempted murder was reported 
to police headquarters and officers 
sent out after Atkinson, but he could 
not be found.

• Detroit, Sept. 26.—Fear of be ng sent 
to an insane asylum drove Christopher 
Warren, 35 years old, to attempt sui­
cide by cutting his throat thia morn­
ing at the home of his brother-in-law 
at 35 South street,

Warren was brought here yesterday 
by his wife from Stratford, Ont-, for 
treatment for temporary insanity. 
He was seized with a spell at 7.30 
o’clock, in the sitting-room of the 
house. He labored under the delusion 
he had been brought here to be com­
mitted as u lunatic, and raved over 
his supposed fate. Efforts of the 
family to calm him were in vain. In 
an unguarded moment be seized a 
razor that he had hid in his pocket, 
and cut a deep gash in his throat. 
Bleeding from the deep wound he ran 
from the room into the kitchen where 
he fell.

Clubs by Strikers Near the 
Grassy Island Colliery. Washington, Sept. 26.—Admiral P.

M. Rixey, Surgeon-General of the 
navy, and Dr, Lung, called upon the 
President this morning. After their i 
examination, Dr. Rixey announced the- * 
condition of the President was sat- 
isfactory. There have been no appre­
ciable variations in his temperature 
since yesterday, and after the exam­
ination of the wound this morning by 
Dr. Rixey and Dr. Lung, it was an­
nounced that the President was pro- 
gressing favorably. The President is 
strictly obeying the injunctions of the 
physicians as to absolute rest and 
quiet.

Scranton, Pa., Sept. 25. — James 
Winston was clubbed to death to-day 
near the Grassy Islands colliery, 
within less than a mile of where the 
Thirteenth regiment is in camp.

Winston was formerly secretary of 
the Grassy Island local union of the 
United Mine Workers. He returned 
to work a few weeks ago and there- 
by gained the enmity of the other 
members of the union.

While be lay prostrate and dy­
ing the crowd jumped on him, kicked 
him in the face and beat him with 
clubs. After dancing about their vice- 
tim, clapping their hands and singing 
the crowd left bien. Winston was car­
ried home by Wm. Doyle, « non-union 
man, and Mrs. Doy le, who wit nessed 
the murder. Harry Simrock, Tom 
Priston and Harry Shubah, the three 
men alleged to have committed 
the crime, have fled. Six men and 
a woman who were in the crowd 
from which the assailants emerged 
were arrested and held in $1,000 bail 
as witnesses.

New York, Sept. 26. — The coal 
shortage reached an 1 acute stage to- 
day. The price of soft coal jumped to 
$8 a ton, $2.50 more than the price 
Wednesday, and three times as much 
as before the strike was inaugurated.
The quoted price of hard coal was $15. 
but it was merely nominal, as there 
was absolutely none to be had at any 
price.

The price of wood followed coal. 
Kindling wood selling a few days ago 
at $10 a cord, to-day brought $12. 
Practically a complete fuel famine ex- 
ists.

Consumers throughout tbe city had 
proposed laying in a supply of coal, 
believing that the strike would be set­
tled and prices fall. Dealers assert 
that the supply of anthracite in tbe 
city la not 10 per cent, of the demand, 
that tbe present supply of soft coal 
ia hardly 25 per cent, of the demand.

A conference of representatives of 
the principal charitable organizations 
of tbe city will be held within a few 
days to consider tbe situation result- 
ing from the coal strike. Many of 
the organizations made contracts for 
coal, but as these contain a strike 
clause, no supplies will be forthcom­
ing. In former seasons the society tor 
relieving the condition of the poor, 
the United Hebrew charities and the 
St. Vincent de Paul society have dis- 
tributed about 2,000 tons of coal each, 
a total of 6.000. The charitable work- 
era estimate that they may have to 
provide 10 or 20 times the amount of 
coal they have given away in former 
winters. 1

Two steamers, with a total carrying 
capacity of about seven Thousand 
tons have been chartered for the pur­
pose of carrying cargoes of Welsh 
anthracite coal from Swansea to the 
United States. Prices of Welsh an­
thracite are reported to range from 
$6 to $8 per ton free on board at 1 
Swansea. /

around the old homestead. It is 
hard to know that upon the tremb- 
ling shoulders of old age. even the 
weight of a small grasshopper’s body, 
can become a burden, a heavy, crush­
ing burden.

Yes. my friends. amid the decaying 
faculties of old age the grace of the 
. Lord Jesus Christ is sufficient to ov­
ercome the burden of the buzzing lo­
custs. What was the testimony of 
the aged Thomas Guthrie, the great 
Christian warrior of old Scotland ? 
Standing before a large assemblage 
of little children, he said: "Don’t 
call me an old man, as some people 
do. Why, I am as young and happy 
as any child sitting before me to­
day. My limbs may not be as 
strong as they once were. One of 
my feet may be In the grave, but 
the other foot is planted upon the 
earth so firmly that its leg has sunk­
en knee deep in the clover tops. My 
hearing may not be as accurate as it 
once was, but my ears are continu­
ally hearing the sounds of sweetest 
music. My eye may not be as keen 
to read a book, but my eyesight is 
continually becoming more inspired 
to see the beauties of earth as well 
as the beauties of heaven. I am not 
an old man. As I approach my se­
cond childhood I have begun to live 
a life of eternal happiness and of 
never ending joys.” Study the faces, 
the beautiful happy faces, of the 
aged Christian men and women 
about, and you will learn as never 
before that the grace of the Lord Jes- 
us Christ is sufficient, even amid the 
decaying physical and mental facul­
ties, to lift the burden of the bus­
sing locust.

This the burden of the locust is a 
very practical theme. The text 
teaches that though the gospel of 
Jesus Christ is a good religion to die 
by, yet it is just as good a religion 
to live by. It. means that we should 
take Christ with us to sing the lul­
laby to the baby and to get the 
early breakfast. It means that we 
should take Christ with us to help 
harness up the horse and shuck the 
corn. It means that we should ask 
Christ to go into partnership with 
us in business and not have him be 
a silent partner either. It simply 
means we should have Christ as a 
practical helpmate during the week­
day as well as a Sabbath compan­
ion on our way to church.

When the great founder of Method- 
ism was asked what he should do in 
the interim if he knew that he was 
going to die at the end of the next 
thirty-six hours, John Wesley re­
plied: "I would do just as I in­
tended to do. I would ask Christ to 
go with me when I preached to-night. 
1 would ask Christ to go with me 
when I meet my three different 
preaching appointments to-morrow, 
one in the morning, one at noon, and 
one in the evening. I would ask 
Christ to sit down with me when I 
eat my meals. I would ask Christ 
to guard me when I sleep both to- 
night and to-morrow night, and then 
I would wake up in glory." Like 
John Wesley, in the everyday duties 
of life, in the eating and work and 
sleeping as well as in the prayer 
meeting, will you ask the dear Christ 
to help you lift the different infinit­
esimal burdens of a swarm of Irritat­
ing, buzzing, nagging, troubling lo­
custs?

GenuineThe Religion of the Light of the World
Ie Just as Essential For Little Troubles 
as It Is For Those of Mountainous Pro- 
portions—How Grace la the Heart 
Helps to Combat Them.

Chicago, Sept. 21.—Sympathy and 
sound advice are given to worried, 
harrassed men and women in this ser­
mon by Rev. Frank De Witt Tal­
mage, on the text Ecclesiastes xii., 
5, "The grasshopper shall be a bur­
den.”

A unique text, capable of many dif­
ferent interpretations. Some suppose 
the Solomonic "burden" of the grass- 
hopper, or, more strictly speaking, 
of the eastern locust, refers to the 
nagging pains of the chronic dyspep­
tic. The locusts, properly cooked, 
were edible. They constituted one of 
the most delicate of foods. They were 
often served to invalids and to those 
whose weak stomachs were unable to 
assimilate any other kind of diet. 
Thus some commentators assert that 
the figure of the text is that of an 
old man contorted with pain because 
his digestive organs have given out. 
The dinner of locusts which be has 
eaten instead of being transformed 
into blood and bone and nerve and 
muscle is lying like a lump of lead 
within him. Others assert that the 
text is the figure of an aged man 
whose emaciated body, with its 
shrivelled limbs and curved back­
bone, has taken upon itself the form 
of a lean grasshopper. Thus Tithonus 
in his old age was supposed to have 
been changed into this chirping in­
sect because the Greek gods who had 
promised him immortality upon 
earth had refused to endow him with 
eternal youth.

But, though many interpretations 
are offered to explain the meaning of 
my text, there is one simple inter­
pretation which, I believe, will ap­
peal to the common sense of all. 
Solomon used the figure of the chirp­
ing grasshopper to illustrate the fact 
that if we do not have the grace of 
God in our hearts there will come a 
time when the little annoyances of 
life will tease and tantalize and 
trouble us, even as the buzzing of an 
insect can destroy the slumbers of a 
sleeping invalid or as the slamming 
of a door makes a nervously pros­
trated patient start up in fright and 
bedews his cold forehead with clam­
my sweat. The wisest of all men 
seems to say to you and me, "The 
religion of the Lord Jesus Uhrist is 
just as essential for the little 
troubles as for the big, for the in- 
sectile trials as for the mountainous 
affliction.” The purpose of this ser­
mon is to discuss some of the little 
annoyances of life and to state how, 
by the grace of God, we may com­
bat them. I want to present this 
theme to those whose physical and 
mental frames have been prematurely 
weakened by the strenuous, hard- 
working lives they have been com­
pelled to lead, as well as to _ those 
whose once strong bodies are border­
ing upon nervous collapse on account 
of the natural approach of old age.

The kitchen and bedroom and nurs­
ery and parlor of the average home 
reveal many of the so-called petty 
annoyances which can render morbid 
and unhappy the minds and hearts of 
the inmates, especially of the wives 
and mothers. It is the annoyance of 
trying to build a fire early in the 
morning, when the damper will not 
work, that exemplifies how the grass­
hopper may become a burden It is 
the trouble of getting the children off 
to school at the right time, when the 
tired mother finds that her boy has 
worn a hole in one of his stockings 
and there is not another clean pair 
to put on. It is the annoyance of 
hunting up a pair of scissors which 
your little girl lost when she took 
them to make doll's dresses. It is 
the annoyance of having the butcher 
and the groceryman fail to bring 
home the vegetables and the meat in 
time to be cooked for dinner. And 
tken there is the annoyance to the 
wife of having her husband complain 
because his meals are not served on 
time. , It is the nagging annoyance 
that comes every little while to all 
good housekeepers of having a lot of 
people drop in for dinner at the last 
moment when you are not expecting 
them and when you have nothing 
suitable in the larder to cook for 
them. It is the same kind of annoy- 
ance that Martha, in the little vil­
lage of Bethany, experienced when 
her brother Lazarus brought Christ 
and some of the disciples to the 
home.

housekeeper to-day, "You need the 
grace in your heart to overcome the 
little annoyances as well as your 
great trials.” Oh, woman, how dif­
ferent life would be if you would ask 
Jesus to stand by your side at the 
kitchen stove! How different if you 
would only ask his help when you 
are mending baby’s frock! How dif­
ferent if you would only ask Christ's 
help when you hunt for the missing 
silver spoon—if you would only ask 
him to help you to bear the burden 
of the grasshopper!

If it is important for wives and 
mothers to have the grace of God 
in order to overcome the infinitesi­
mal burdens of the multitudinous lo- 
cust, it is also important for hus­
bands and fathers and brothers to 
have the same kind of divine re-en­
forcement to meet the burdensome 
insectile annoyances that afflict them 
in turn. It is not the droughts and 
the freshets and the mortgage upon 
the land that wear oat the patience 
of the farmer. It is the annoyance of 
the neighbors borrowing his tools 
and not returning them. It is the 
annoyance of the farm hand getting 
drunk in the midst of the harvest. It 
is the stupidity of the same farm 
hand in giving the best horse cold 
water to drink when overheated, so 
that the animal becomes foundered. 
It is not the big trials that wear 
out the professional man or the mer­
chant. It is the mis-directing of a 
certain important letter. It is the 
rudeness of the clerk that drives cus­
tomers away. It is the burden of 
the buzzing locust. Yes, ministers 
and lawyers and doctors and mer­
chants and farmers and employes 
alike, we all need the grace of God 
in our hearts to overcome the little 
annoyances as well as the big trials 
of life.

Many unjust and contemptible crit­
icisms which are daily made against 
us and our work can be aptly classed 
as among the insectile armies of the 
multitudinous locusts. A good, hon­
est, vehement, healthy criticism 
ought to be spiritually helpful to 
the average man. It ought to act 
upon the ambitious mind and the 
spirit in the same way that a vigor­
ous massage starts the sluggish 
blood coursing through the arteries 
and veins of our invalid body. It is 
when an army is invading a foreign 
land that the commanding general is 
most careful about his scouts and 
sentries and countersigns and powder 
and bullets and guns and commissary 
supplies. It is when a man feels that 
he is completely surrounded by 
rivals and by honest critics who do 
not believe in the way he is doing 
that he puts forth his best energies 
and lives up to his highest stand­
ard.

The effect which the attack of an 
honest enemy ought to have upon our 
lives was once illustrated by a noted 
preacher. He pictured a flock of mi­
grating birds being shot at by a fow­
ler. At the first discharge of the

core what people may say or think 
about you or yours as long as you 
can bring these people to love and 
live for Christ. Humanly speaking, 
it is awfully hard to bear the petty 
annoyances of your neighbors, criti­
cising you and saying mean things 
about your wife and children. It is 
hard from a human standpoint, to re­
frain from flinging a stone at the 
locusts of evil naggings which are 
buzzing about you and your loved 
ones. But by the grace of God you 
can live down these petty annoy­
ances. You can go on doing your 
work, even as Christ went on doing 
his woek, in spite of the jeers and 
the scoffs which the Pharisees uttered 
against him and his disciples, If you 
are absorbed in your Divine Master’s 
work, you will receive sufficient grace 
to make you indifferent to the little 
annoyances caused by what people 
may say against you.

The increasing signs of physical and 
mental decadence can also be classed 
among the burdens of the buzzing lo­
custs. The annoyance of feeling that 
your eyes are becoming nearsighted 
and that you have to wear glasses 
and ait very close to the light when 
you read the Bible or the evening 
newspaper. The annoyance of hav­
ing the eardrum refuse to clearly 
throw the echoing sound into the 
brain, as it once did. The annoy­
ance of not being able to run for a 
street car or to step off that can 
when it is in motion. The annoy­
ance of having some young fellow in 
the car arise and offer you a seat, as 
though you were an old man. Or, 
what is worse than all, the annoy- 
ance of feeling that you cannot do as 
much work and do it as quickly as 
you once did a few years ago. As 
your brain power seems to lose its 
grip you peevishly place your hand 
upon your forth ad and say “I do 
not know what is the matter with 
my brain My memory seems to have 
completely left me. I cannot recall 
the simplest names or facts. I have 
to make a memorandum of every- 
thing. Even my children have to 
look after me now as though I was 
a little child."

When the faculties begin to fail and 
the hair to whiten, the burden of the 
locusts become very heavy to bear 
unless a man as a Christian is walk­
ing side by side with Christ. Even 
the Christian will find this burden a 
heavy burden unless he has on catra 
amount of divine grace given to him. 
It is not a hard struggle to physi- 
rally die. Dying is just as natural 
an act for the body as is the act of 
being born. Hut it is hard to grow 
old, to feel that you have to ride 
when once it was an exhilaration to
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the migrating birdshunter’s gun
few strokes of theirmerely give a

powerful wings and fly higher. At 
the next discharge they fly still high- 
er. At the next, higher and higher, 
until they are out of range of their 
enemy’s bullets. The true effect of 
an h nest critic’s attacks should be 
to make us fly higher and still high­
er into the spiritual life—to fly high­
er and higher until we come closer 
and closer to God. It was the at­
tacks and sneers and derisive re­
marks hurled at the young statesman 
that nerved Benjamin Disraeli to be­
come the great leader of the House 
of Commons and the favorite prime 
minister of his Queen. It was the 
harsh criticism of an English naval 
officer that made Admiral Farragut 
firmly set his teeth and lips together 
and redouble his energy when he 
drove hie wooden ship past the sup­
posed ‘impassable batteries of New 
Orleans, and it is the deserved crit­
icism of our enemies that ought to 
make us more consecrated to our 
life's work and more willing to make 
sacrifices to accomplish our object.

But there is a Christian as well as 
an un-Christian way of meeting the 
criticisms of rivals and of those who 
are jealous of our successes. One 
way is to do as Plato, the great dis- 
ciple of Socrates, did when he was 
told that even the boys in the streets 
were laughing at his singing. His an- 
swered, "Then I must learn to sing 
better, so that they will not laugh." 
The other way is to do as Alexander 
Fope, the vain and supersensitive 
poet of England, used to do. In­
stead of going ahead and doing the 
work that God gave him to do, and 
on account of his enemies’ criticisms 
doing it better and better all the 
time, he wasted most of his time in 
bickerings and backbiting and in try­
ing to destroy the reputations of 
those who were attacking him. The 
one way is to do as D. L. Moody 
did. He mad it the rule of his 
life to never individually attack a per- 
son who had attacked him. The more 
Mr. Moody was personally assailed 
and misrepresent d the more he 
would go to God in prayer and ask 
the Divine Fath r to make his life 
so pure andl true that there might 
not remain in his heart any cause tor 
the charge which his enemies were 
making. The other way is to do 
as many others are doing. When a

"Walter Matheson, who bas just 
returned from a short visit in Al­
berta Province, Canada, says that 
that section of the country is enjoy­
ing its full share of prosperity land 
tells an interesting story of the con­
ditions which prevail in the great 
and to a large extent unknown do­
main in Western Canada.

Walter Matheson is well known in 
the Maple City and is a great friend 
of M. Houston. He and Mr. Houston 
passed their first, intermediate, and, 
final examinations in law together.

In an interview with the Independ­
ent men in reference to his recent 
trip, he said : 1

"You can scarcely comprehend the 
rapidity with which the Western 
Canada is being settled up. The 
Government is offering liberal in­
ducements to homesteaders, and with 
the naturel resources of the country, 
this is having the effect of creating 
almost a stampede to that section.

"The country is not as is generally 
supposed—a valley country-it being 
more in the nature of a great 
prairie which, at this time of the 
year, is as green and fertile as a 
well kept town. Southern Alberta is 
a natural cattle country, and in this 
respect I think that it is the great­
est in the world. Ordinarily irriga­
tion is necessary for good results in 
agricultural results, but for the past 
few years, I am told ,the rainfall 
has been sufficient to insure good 
crops and mixed farming and stock 
raising is principally followed by the 
settlers.

"There is no question about the 
prosperity of the country. I visited 
all the principal towns and in none 
of them did I see one vacant house. 
From the larger cities to the small­
er hamlets the same conditions pre­
vail and one gets the impression that 
the whole country is peopled with a 
happy and contented race."
