HEREAS it is in and by the fourth section of the Act passed Preamble.

o and that all such lists shall be completed and delivered as theretnbefore
mentioned on or before the first day of October in each year; And
whereas doubts have arisen as to the effect of the enactment requiring
that the said lists should be completed and delivered on or before. the
first day of October in each year ; Therefore Her Majesty, &c., declares

IL If any Clerk of a Municipality in Upper Canada shall; omit, Penalty for
teglect or refuse to complete or deliver the said:Lists on or before the not somplying
first day of October in each year, according to the directions of the fourth .;'e':ggf said
section of the said Act, or to perform any of the obligations or formalities,

% therein required of him, such Clerk for each: such omission, ineglect or

tefusal, shall incur a penaity of two hundred dollars.

And, foravoiding doubts under those provisions of the said Act which
relate to Lower Canada, it is declared and enacted as follows:,

law to be inserted, the actual value of every real property, the annal
value of, or income derived or derivable from, every such property, and
the names of the owners, tenants or occupants (each in separate
columns) of every such property. )

And whenever the rent, or ary part of the rent of any real property 1
ismade payable in..produce, or. otherwise: than i imoney;: or any
premium:is paid, or any improvements are to.be made by tke tenant,or
any other consideration is stipulated in favor.of the owner, in reduction
of the rent,—the Assessor or Valuator shall'take into ‘consideration and
allow for such produce, premium, improvement or consideration’in |5
establishing the annual rent or value of such property.

‘[V. Every Valuation or Assessment Roll,: every_ revised Valuation
or Assessment Roll; and every List of Yoters, made under the provisions

And such oath or affirmation shall be made before .a:Justice.of the
Peace, who shall attest the same ;—and the wilful making of any false
statement in any such oath or affirmation, shall be wilfal and corrupt 3
perjury, and punishable as such, as provided by the Interpretation Act,
which shall apply to this Aect. ‘ S

V. If at the time of any.election, no list of voters for:the currént year

‘shell. have been made- or shall exist, the Returning. Officer::and Deputy -

Returning Officers for- such election shall be futnished with the.List of 35
Voters last made or existing and shall govern' themselves thereby;and
such list shall have the same effect as if it were -the.list-for the'current
year. -

VI. Whenever the name of any voter: entitled to" have.his name
entered on the Valuation or Asséssment: Roll, or on-the revised Valuation 40
or' Assessment Roll, is omitted " from ‘the -List of :Voters,in consequence -
of .its having been omitted from any such Roll or reviséd Rolly it wadand -
is the intention of the said -Act, that: such ’person should have the sate -
right of complaint and of appeal in order to have his name placed on’the *
said List of Voters, as if it had been omitted from_ the said List after 4
having been inserted in such Roll or revised Roll.
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VII. The worc} “occupant” in the Act hereby amended shall, in Interpretation
Jowet Canada, signify a person occupying property, otherwise than as of ¥ords
owner, tenant, or usufructuary, either in his own right, or in the right occupant.
