The ushering in of a new year brings
to most of us, I suppose, a kind of terror.
We know the past, we know the best
of it and the worst of it, but this un-
triéd year—what -will it bring?

These
thoughts and fears come to us all, no
doubt, but we always hope and try to
forget our fear in our hops, that the
year may bring to us more of ‘‘laugh-
ter,”” more ‘“gdin of love,”’ ‘‘bloom
and breath of flowers,’’ and ‘‘the full
fruition of these hopes that moye.’’

But this year, this 1015, is an entirely
new and terrible experience for us all.

May it be that our homes are to
be destroyed? our people and ourselves
beggared, made homeless, slain, mal-
treated? We do not really think it, bat
a terrible fear grips nus as we think of
France and of Belgium, of Poland-—as
we think of the sickening fear that
gripped  the hearts of the French and
Belgian women last August, as we think
of them asking God te spare them from
wrong and, oppression, a8 we think of
their men pouring out their lives like
water to stem the tide,—and yet the
terrible reality came to them. It seem

ed good to Almighty God to allow the
devastation, the humiliation, the sorrow
and the death, until aow the Belgians,
prosperous and happy @s we a year ago,
wander homeless, bereaved and maimed
in strangers’ lands, and the French are
mourning and stricken in every corner
of the country. We dare not say that
it will not come to us,—that God will
spare us,—we would not be presumptu-
ous in the face of these ealamities,—we_
do not know what may seem good to
Almighty God for us also.

But not only are there fears and
dreads of the unknown. There are aw-
ful certainties which still the ‘‘Happy
New Year’’ on our lips. We know that
1915 is bringing and will bring death to
hundreds of thousands of our eountry
men, that it will bring untold sorrow to
many more, that that sorrow will enter
the homes of many of us, that we shall
be ealled on to give up our nea.est and
dearest, that, if we have no one to give,
the times ecall for heroic sacrifice and
ceaseless endeavor to @nswer the call
of thie highest ideals,

Though some of our
Christian families have suffored, the
great majority of them have escaped.

Sanitation is not what it should
be. We feel so thankful our “various
compounds, and especially the Leper
Compounds, have escaped. The new
Branch Dispensary in Kotapalli has
been open for two days a week all this
quarter, and has been a blessing to the
people. in that ared. The ten Sunday
Schools have been fairly kept up.

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THE PERSONAL TOUCH.

This from E. A. B, reprdlng the
war, makes good reading. ‘‘It would do
your heart good to see how ep'endidly
India is behaving, The papers are sim-
ply teeming with accounts of loyalty
meebings held all over the country, and
with offers of help from all ranks and
conditions of men. Ruling chiefs, al-
most to a man, have offered all the
resources at their command, meén, mone;
and personal service; people of all
classes are eontributing to the various
war and relief funds. India is so
pleased and proud to think ber men
have been sent to fight the battles of
the Empire in Europe. Many of the
illiterate women in the zenanas, even,
are very much interested, and are
unanimous in desire for the triumph
of the British arms. They seem to sin-
cerely believe in the righteousness of
our cause.

Yesterday an old man who joined us
as 1 was surrounded by a group of
women eagerly discussing the war, re-
marked that God s always on the side
of justice, and we need have no fear of
the final outeome of this struggle. o
And India wants to do something for
plucky little Belgiom. Bombay has al-
ready sent £2,500 sterling, and a fund

is being started in Madras. We are
doing eomething for it.
One thought imp.esses ilself upon

me strongly: When one sees the eager-
ness with which citizens of this earthly
Empire lay their all at the feet of a
humsn sovereigm, one cannot but won
der why the subjeets of our Heavenly
King are so slow to surrender them
selves and their means for the establish-
ment of His Kingdom, which will stand
for eternity.”’

I thought of giving
saline injection, but Phoebe was so low
that there was danmger of her passing
away before it could be given. After
much pfrlnuinn I got the servants to
carry the woman home, We disinfected
everything, and started. Such a walk.
The mew road was full of pits. The
woman was vomiting and erying with
thirst. 'We had nine miles of & walk.
We reached here about 9.80, and were
going to put up & little shed, but the
rain began; We hurried the cot to the
horge stable, By this time Mary was
beghinin to show signs of fear, so T
had her %)lthe and change her elothes,
eat and lie down. P, Martha (Samuel’s
danghter; she. is my other mnurse)
brought me medicines from the hospital
and then I sent her away. Yesu Das
went to disinfect the men and give
themn clean -¢lothes, and eat. 1 had an
easy chair brought out and rested when
1 codld; but T was so tired I just eould
not massage the woman. I tried to get
her to eonfess the lie she told me the
day before, and others, but I believe she
thought ~she would live, and so she
would “not admit anything. She had
fallen asleep and beén quiet about 20
minutes ‘when she awakened with 2
start, looked trightened. and exelaimed
that-she couldn’t get her breath. All
wiis over in almost no time. Now came
the crucial test. Would the pervants
consent to finish the work? They had
not gone home, but had lain down to
sleep over on Mr. Bensen’s verandah,
After bathing, they got = meal. at 8
sahib’s home who was making a mar-
riage £or his son. (You may be sure
they didn't let on where they had
been.) Yesu Das wakened them; told
them how dangerous it would be to
them if that body remained there; and
1 added my , entreaties. They con-
sented, It was then 130 midnight.
Abraham and I lifted the corpse on to
the mats, rolled & perchloride sheet all
ahout 5 then roped the
mats.  After this was all ready the men
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eame,; fastened s long pole to this, and
off we started. The burying ground is
about & mile away. I had to go, tired
as I was, or else the men would not have
had the eounﬁe to go, While they
were diefing the grave, I sat rubbing
the aching ealves of my legs and urging
them on. At five a.m. the horrid busi-
ness was ended. We erept honmie, glad
that rain had not hindered, and that
night had kindly veiled us from curious
eyes. Talk about griesome sights, this
wasn't the least by any means. BSup-
fming I had not been here. More than

shuddered at that thought. On Thure-
day, two days later, Isaac’s third son
was taken with convulsions and died
about evening. They didn’t bring the
1ad to me. The mother is a heathen, and
Isase was with Miss Zimmerman in
Cocanada. However, they asked me to
bave a box made. 1 did so, and had
Johi, the teacher, go to conduct the
service, and the Biblewomen to show
their sympathy.

On the top of all this has come the
decision of Conference to send me
home next year, the chief reason being
that if I wait until 1916 it will mean
all of us going from Vuyyuru that yeas.
And Dr, Allyn wants to go then.

We baven’t secured the land we need
for further extension, and consequently
cannot build. It may be wisest for me
to come home now, and be ready for
building when I return. While home I
want to go to some large hospital to
see certain operations, so that I may
have more confidlence when I operate.

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GLEANINGS FROM DR. BROWN'S
REPORT,

1914 marks the close of a century of
American Baptist mision work in India,
Some idea of the achievements of what
is now the Northern Baptist Convention
of the TUnited tSates is gained when
we read that, of all missionary societies
in foreign lands to-day, this Society
‘gtands first in the number of church
members, first in organized native
churehes, second in the number of addi-
tions last year, third in the number
of native workers, third in the number
of schools and fourth in home ineome.”’

(entennial celebrations were held in
Burma and all over the United States,
the Jast and greatest being a peries of
missionary meetings held in connection
with the Northern Baptist Convention
in May. Here in Canada, the Board
Jecided to mark the weoasion by asking
that all the churches observe May 31st
last as ‘‘Judson Centennial Sunday.”’
The request was very generally ae-
ceeded to. E

+1914 marks also the fortieth anniver-

sary of our own work in India. e
have now in India, from this forty
yoars of work, 24 Mission Stations, sll
situated in centres of population and in
places of stratégic importance. ‘r'hree
4f them are in the three largest and
probably the most important cities on
the east coe-t, between Madras and Cal-
eutta. The missionary staff has in-
creased from 2 to 86, and the native
churches from 1 to 64. The number of
persons baptized in these forty years,
as nearly as can be estimated, is some-
what over 16,000, The development of
our Mission along educational lines has
been very rapid, the chief factor con-
tributing to that being the mneed felt
for a well-equipped, well-trained native
ministry. It is said that we have in
the Misdion a fine group of native pas-
tors, evangelists and teachers.

to the Board from Mrs. Tedford, of
Yarmouth, N&., of which $1£2,000 was
paid in,  This brought great relief, and
the books were closed with a consider-
ably reduced indebtedness—a cause of
mueh thankfulness to the Board and. to
the denomination.

There are many problems arising eon-
tinually in the eonduet of the work.
One of these is- concerning the aecep:
tance of Government grants by our
schoals in India. This matter has heen
under discussion for years; but this last
year the missionaries in conference have
decided to request the Board to allow
them to accept the grants, piying that
the sitnations in India and iu Canada
are absolutely different, and that the
aceeptance of these would in no way
contravene our prineiple of the separ-
ation of Church and State. There is
another problem of mueh the same
character in conneetion with the work
in South America. These matters are
still under the consideration of the
Board. 1

Other problems presenting themselves
were the advisability of taking over the
two Missions from which requests - had
been received—the Baptist” work in
Chile and in Bulgaria. Regarding the
first, correspondence Was entered into
with the Southern Baptist Convention,
who are likely Betlke it over. The
latter is in abeyamte just now owing to
the death of the Superintendent of the
work in Bulgaria.

been impossible.’’

Christianity is touching the deepest
springs.of India’s life and great social
and intellectual, as well as religious,
movements are coming to birth, which
are completely revolutionizing Indian
soeiety. There is now an insistent de-
mand for a new sogial order, in which
the old ineguality so lohg perpetuated
by cabte shall be done away. A new
social conscience is demanding the aboli-
tion of the nauteh, early mnrr.ijngc,

lygamy, legalized prostitution an in-
{,:myl;‘c:'ax’:ée. &o\'ements Jooking toward
religious reform are springing vp here
and there (all of them indirect, if not
direet, results of Missions), one of the
most. notable being the movement
among the Sikhs of the Punjab. Tdols
have been removed from the golden
Temple in Amritzar, and. polytheistic
rites abolished. In the same city a con-
vention of Brahman priests, composed
of 1,000 delegates, was ruegntly held,
which passed tesolutions calling for re-
forms of a most revolutionary character.
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The English Church at Cocanada has
bad a bard time owing to many re-

movals, They have lost 13 by letter, 1
by death and 8.by erasure. The Union
Church at Vizagapatam is prospering
and active, An Evangelistic Band has
been formed among the men, which has
taken the servige several times.

We have in the educational depart-
ment of our Mission two High Schools,
one Training School for® Teachers, a
Theologieal Sechool, a Training School
for Nurses and four High Elementary
and 212 Common Elementary Schools.
In the Vizagapatam High School the
eurollment €or last year was almost one
thousand, In the MeLaurin- High
School at Cocanada, it was 612, 153 of
these being boarders. The Timpany
Memorial has had a diminished attend-
ance owing to the competition of Roman
Catholic schools, which -€harge lower
fees, There were 11 girls and 9 boys in

the boarding department, dnd 7 gradu-
ated.

At Chicacole, the hosiptal has been
without a Superintendent for some time
owing to Miss Gibson’s removal to Ran-
goon, but Dr. Zella Clark has been asked

.to take charge on her return to India.

At the Training School for Nurses in
Pithapuram there are nine in attend-
ance, representing seven fields in the
Mission. The most prominent event in
their year was the opening of the Dur
bar Memorial Choultry for the use of
the friends of the patients. This was a
gift from the Rani of Pithapuram in
commemoration of the crowning, in
Delhi, of their Majesties King George
and Queen Mary.

An increasing use is being made of
papers and magazines, both in English
and in Telugu. The people are glad to
read, and much attention is being given
to this side of the work by various
societies. The Board suggests that
many mgqre of the people here in Canada
preserve the suitable reading matter
which comes into their homes, and send
it to India to be distributed. The
postal rate on such material is 8 cents
a" pound. The ‘“Ravi,”” our Telugu
weekly pewspaper, -has closed the year
with an inereased subscription list,
which is now considerably ever 1,000,

‘york and labor of love.’’

MISSION BAND LESSON.
Our Medical Work in India,

1t was & little village away back
amongst the hills, where a white face
was selduw, if ever, seen. For over an
hoty, down that treeleds, dusty road,
between ~¥igh, forbidding easte-walls,
through the Ylinding glare of & scoreh-
ing sum; the tired misisovary, with her
Biblewoman, had trudged along, with
cager, watchful eyes, waiting for any
sign of response or welcome from the
dark faces that gazed so curiously from
the eourtyard doors. Several times she
had inquired pleasantly whether they
would net earé to hear the wonderful
story she had come to teu, but without
even auswering,.the dark forms had
quickly disappeared behind elosed doors.
Some had been openly damused 8t the
¢ white: womai,”*  Others  had ‘‘no
time to listen.’’ At last, in front of
the great eourtyard. door of the Mun-
sifft’s (Mayor’s). Bouse the missionary
stopped agdin to ask & handsome, erect
old lady if she would care to listén &
while; but the intelligent dark fdce
hardened, and she shook her head most
deeidedly ‘‘No.”” A group of bright
young mothers, sitting pehind in the
courtyard, were gazing out eagerly, and
one called’ out, ‘‘Oh, allow her to come
in, Amma. It will amuse us an hour.”’

““No! Do you not remember how
Venkamma’s little son died last year
after she had listemed to this. white
woman’s story! Do you wish the gods
to ‘curse you, toof’’ replied the old
lady.

The girl hugged her pretty babe a
little closer to her breast, and the mis-
sionary, with a heavy sigh, passed on.
A year latér the missionary stood at

thé same street, wondering where she

would go first, when a child suddenly
ran forward and called, '‘Amma, they
wish you to come to the Munsiff's
house.’’ , Delighted, fhe hurried for-
ward, and there, at the gate, stood the
same old woman. But what a change!
The great dark eyes were filled with
tears; the whole faee alight with eager
welcome, and .the words of explanation
fairly tumbled from her lips. Yes, she
explained, it was ail thréugh the little
white doctor who had restored her
daughter to life. For weeks her child
had lain under the eurse of the goddess,
and then, after sll the charms had
failed, sonieoné had told of & wonderful
doctor, at Pithapuram, ong who could
drive away 41l sickness. So they had
started on that long two hights’ jour-
ney on an ox-tart, and then the miracle
had happened. She told of the beau-
tiful buildings, the clean white cots,
the  great cool rooms, “*Jooking just
like heaven’’; the little white doctor,
who had welcomed them and had put
her pretty white hand, oh, so gently, on
the feverish brow; the quiet white
robed nurses, . who were so kind and
tender; Seamma, the old Biblewoman,
who came day after day to tell of the
great Saviour; how théy had learned
there that there was no real goddess of
sickness, no, even the weonderful white
doctor was not a goddess. She was only
a servant of the ope true God, and was
anxious not only to heal their bodies
but their Souls also.
Thus & door was opened in that little
jungle town.
And now perhaps you will understand
why we eonsider medical work a neces-

sity in India, We have seven hospital

centres in our Telugu field—seven keys
which are opening the doors to more
L
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direct. evangelistic work in the great
surrounding - distrists.

1f you have your map before you you
will find our most southerly hospital,
Akidu, which is in charge of Mrs. (Dr.)
Chute, Situated in.  a densely popu-
tated district, it is 8 splendid centre
for @ large hospital, but owing to lack
of funds; for yedrs Mrs. Chute has had
to bhravely ecarry on this* work in a
small and most unsuitable building.
Nevertheless, caste and outcaste people
flock to this centre, and it has been &

great means of blessing to the whole
distriet. Just twelve miles from Akidu
is a large town called Guunapayaram,
where one of our own Mission boys,
Andrew Paul, has, under the super-
vision of Mr. Chute, opened a new dis-
pensary. - Although’ not able to treat
more important cases, Andftew Paul is
able to do & splendid work, and his
Chtistian influence in the town is especi-
ally valuable.

Fiirther north we -come to Vuyyury,
where there is another very flourishing
hosiptal dn, the charge of Miss” (Dr.)

Pithapuram—Gift of the Ranee of Pithapuram.

Hulet, though; as in Akidu, ‘the work
is seriously hindered by lack of snitdble
accominodation:

These three medical centres lie south
of the great Godaveri River, and now
erossing, ‘we come to our 1nrgest él‘pi»
tal station, Pithapuram, which, owing
to the generosity of the district Rajah,
is splendidly equipped in every way. In
the Beart of this large town stands the
Mission  Dispensary; where Dr, Smith
and Miss (Dr.) Allyn epend their morn-
ings treating the crowds of patients who

come ddy after day from all parts of
the surrounding country. Outside we
see the patients being brought in ‘on
ox-carts, palanqvins, -carriages, some:
times eafried in on cots, while often the
wee sick babies are earried in baskets,
which hang from yokes carried over the
father’s shoulders, ‘Brahmins, Rajahs,
merchants, Christians, all castes, out.
castes, all mingle togeéther, passing in
fearlessly, knowing that no- partiality
will'be shown, “The great doetor ’s love
and skill are available to high and low
alike. - Tnahle, - everything s clean,

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bright and prderly. The doctor sits at

Ner table, with her erowd of patients
seated hefore her, and one by one they
come. forward to' have - their cases
examined, . Those needing further treat-
ment pasd o into another room, while
others have their bottles filled with
medicine from the neat little ‘“drug
store’’ just beside the doetor’s desk.
Each pationt receives her preseription,
written - out on the back of a small
Seripture text  eard, which must be
takeni  home, lYearned and presented
affain at the next yisit.

The dispensary at Pithapuram, how-
evér, I8 the smaller part of the work.
Just outside the city stands the hos-
pital itself, sitoated in an ideal spot,
commanding & magnificent view of the
great jungle distriet and farther hills
beyond, The large, well:shaded  com-
pound, the great stone buildings for
men patients; others for women and
children the murses’ quarters, com-
pounders’ ‘cabins, dispensaries, chapel,
rest-houses for the friemds of patients,
the pretty bungalows Aor the doetors<—
and home  for ‘siek “missionaries—all

form a veritable little hospl’zal village.

Passing further. north, we have &
smaller -work at Yellamanehili, which
is in ¢harge of a Christian medieal man,
under the supervision of Dr. Smith.

Then, our: most northerly station is
{ii Chieaeole, which has been and still
is a successful eentre, but at present
geriously hampered: by one great diffi-
culty—*‘tio - doetor.’’

These hospitals are all widely separ-
ated from .each other, and are the
centres of large, densely populated dis-
tricts. A patient who comes to & hospi-

tal in India never comes alone, but
brings with her as many friends and
relations as ean come. These people
usually camp somewhere abont the
town until their sick one has recovered,
and, in the meéantime, the pastors and
Biblewomen sre busy sowing the seed
in the ready hearts of the patient and
her friends. Thus, in time the message
of life is earried back to scores of little
heathen towns, which, in all probability,
wounld never hear any other way.

Tu fhese hospitals we have & large
numbet. of NUTSESs, wha are frained by

our doctars, dfikigo. our fully equipped
for independent work, - This. means &
splendid opening for our bright young
Christian school -girls, who have so few
means of earning a livelihood, Who can
tell how far-reaching, will be the influ-
ence of this band of ecohsecrated, well-
traineéd nurses? |
Copeerning our dectors, we might tell
many splendid stories of the long, all-
night rides on springless ox-carts over
rough, nerve-racking roads; of the long,
hard days when cholera and smallpox
rage through the distriets; of ‘the times
when the doctor has given up her very
bed to a dying patient, simply because
the dilapidated hospital cots were too
damp and mouldy for use. Yes, these |
are insignificant ~stories, but  ones
- worthy of true heroines of the COross.
Surely we ought ta be proud of these
brave Samaritans who not- only take to
the women of India the goou news of
salvation, but ~who bind up their
wounds and pour in the oil and wine
+ and care for them.

Later we may tell of the wonderful
work done among the Lepers, which is
another phase of our medical work in
India.
