THE FUNCTION OF FAITIi.

It will suggest itself'o many, upon the first 
consideration of the subject, that God might 
at once have crushed rebellion, as soon as it 
manilested itself in bis dominions ; why, then, 
did be permit it to assume an organized atti­
tude. and why does he meet it with other 
forces than strength and authority ?

Though we dare not suppose that we can 
fully comprehend the mysteries of the Infinite 
Being, ye* we can readily perceive rea­
sons why the Almighty did not thus destroy 
•in.

The war against Gcd is not a mere trial of 
strength ; it is a war of principles. The claims 
ot Jehovah’s character are disputed. His title 
to govern is denied ; his righteousness and 
tru‘h impugned. The war is a war against 
tie credit of God with his creatures.

Should a provit ce revolt against a sov­
ereign upon the ground of defective title to 
unjust administration, or any defect of moral 
character in the prince, it would be no triumph 
over the rebels to crush them by force. This 
would only vindicate tbe strength of the king, 
which may not have been questioned, and it 
would only be a victory over external rebellion, 
not over disaffection. The minds of loyal sub­
jects would not be disabused, or faith in the 
right, and truth, and goodness of their king 
established. The goverment might yet be a 
tyranny, though a strong one.

God does not intend that His eternal 
government, when once conclusively establish­
ed, shall be a government ot fear and force, 
but of faith and love. Tbe contest with evil 
is not one of outward police, but of inward 
possession. The victory is to be a triumph of 
faith. As the kingdom of God is to be a 
supremacy of Jehovah over not the external 
merely, but the internal life, and as this is, by 
the very nature of man, made independent ot 
ol all outward constraint, the establishment 
of this kingdom must be upon individual con­
sent. The re-conquest must be of individual 
men. Tbe contest must be tor isolated >ouls. 
There must be a« many scenes ot conflict as 
there are individuals to be regained and re­
covered. Every human being becomes involv­
ed as a principal person in this awful struggle 
between good and evil, right and wrong, 
mercy and wrath, heaven and hell. All mere­
ly temporal considerations sink into utter in­
significance in view of the sublime fact of the 
spirit’s life as the object and subject of this 
awful supernatural struggle.

Though the facts involved in this movement 
of the Almighty to reoccupy the souls of men, 
are of inconceivable grandeur and importance, 
yet tbe determining action ot the individual 
man is of tbe simplest character possible. The 
operative idea of his salvation is not at all 
complex.

We must not confound the work to be done, 
in order to man’s deliverance from Satan and 
reoccupai ion by tbe Spirit of God, wiib tbe 
part which man has to perform in this most 
extraordinary achievement.

For the recovery ot man’s spirit the work 
to be done is inconceivably great and the pro­
cess, even as far as it has been revealed, is in­
comprehensible. The solemnities of the atone­
ment although partly made visible to us by the 
incarnation and pbysicial sacrifice of the Son 
ot God, are impenetrable to the finite mind, 
and the manner ot regeneration is a mystery 
as inscrutable to u» as the original wonders of 
creation.

The work ot man is limited to consent. 
Only in will is he potent, and tbe will sub­
jected opens the moral nature to the powerful 
energies ol the Saviour God.

To consent is to exercise faith in God— 
that practical conviction of the truth, as de­
clared by him, which bows tbe soul in joyful 
submission to His redeeming grace, and glad­
ly replaces tbe scepture of moral sovereignity 
in tbe band of God. Faith was tbe original 
bond of union between God and man. Man

severed this bond of union, and drifted away 
from God, into blackness and coldness, and 
peril of utter death. Hs could no more, even 
if he wou'd, throw the severed chain across 
the awful chasm that separated him from an 
outraged God ; but tbe merciful God himself 
extended it to man. In Jesus be once more 
united our race to himself, and by faith in 
Jesus, thus made tbe point of gracious contact 
with Deity, each individual man finds himself 
more a subject of God, not merely the Creator; 
but of God tbe Uedeemer, Sanctifier, and 
Saviour.

But tbe will is not an arbitrary, self-con­
trolling principle; it only represents the con­
scious wants of tbe man, tbe, dominant affec­
tions, of bis soul. It is tbe determination of 
his whole being resolved on moral action ; and, 
therefore, to consent to God is to bow tbe 
whole nature in unlimited submission to his 
will, so far as we have power to subject our 
warring members to his service. It is a fixed 
and resolute purpose to obey Him in all things. 
The consequences of this submission must then 
be found in obedience, and obedience consists 
in repentance, faith, and holiness. It will be | 
seen that submission or consent is i self an 
act of faith ; but it is not necessarly a sav 
iog faith. Tbe man who conus to God 
must believe that “ He is, and that He 
the re warder of them that diligently seek him.” 
This is faith, and is a necessary preliminary 
to salvation. It was faith in Saul which sent 
him blind to Damascus ; but it was not the 
act of faith which justifies tbe sinner and makes 
him the subject of regenerating grace. Sa v 
ing faith is a trust and confidence in Jesus 
Christ as the Messiah, tbe Lamb ot God—tbe 
propitiation for sin—the risen Lord and King 
—the continuing High-Vriest and Mediator 
No laith short of this can justify the sinner 
to whom Christ is preached. It will not do to 
go to Jerusalem, or even to worship in the 
temple ; we must go to the cross.

It will be perceived, then, that man is by no 
means passive in the accoinp ishment ot his 
salvation ; on the contrary be is intensely ac­
tive. Though the work he has to do is simple, 
and of all things most intelligible, yet it 
such as finds abundant occupation ter all bis 
faculties. To speak ol surrendering the will 
to God so as to have no will of one’s own, is 
to speak what we conceive to be mere nonsense. 
When a man ceases to have will he ceases to 
have responsibility—he ceases to have man­
hood—he becomes a mere automaton—an ani­
mated machine. Such are not Christians 
much less is this demolition ot personality per­
fect Christianity. In fact, however, it is im­
possible for a human being thus to immolate 
his characteristic independence of volition. 
God requires no such moral suicide ; and if he 
did, man could not accomplish it.

Man is never absolutely passive either in 
body, soul, or spirit. Action is the law of bis 
nature, only abrogated by death. It is true 
that we speak of man as passive when he can 
no longer control the causes and manner ot 
action ; but be is only passive in this sense. 
For instance, when a man is bound, and thus 
unable to resist, and is exposed to a bodily in­
jury not absolutely destructive, the body is only 
subjected to the causes of action, unwelcome, 
disagreeable and hurtful ; yet the ve*y evil con­
sequences of the injurious application are the 
bodily actions excited thereby. So tbe mind, 
too though it may receive uupleasant impres­
sions, must act under these impressions ; 
there being, however, this difference in tbe 
consequences of agents impressing tbe body 
and the mind, that in tbe latter instance the na­
ture of the thought engendered, the reflections 
indulged, and the determinations reached are 
to a much greater extent under the influ­
ence of the will.

We cannot conceive of the soul of man as 
absolutely passive ; we believe it is never so. 
Whatever acts are done upon it must them­
selves produce action in it. Tbe will of man 
is always active except when the moral life is 
suspended, as in sleep and certain forms of 
disease. It is active in the slave who toils 
contrary to inclination. In view of the alter­
native presented, he wills thus to labor.

To submit to Christ is, then, to exercise the 
will, and through the will, tbe whole nature in 
co-operation with the saving grace ot God. 
But the will ; though determining and. efficient, 

not the moving power of the soul ; this is 
in the affecticns ot the he«rt, and these must 
be restored to God and godliness through tbe 
sanctification oi the Spiii .

The theory, then, of the kingdom of Christ 
involves the renewal of man’s moral nature, 
and the reoccupation of the soul by the redeem­
ing God, by and with the cheerful consent, the 
earnest preference, the diligent co-operation 
of the human subject. The condition oi the 
soul thus under the reign ot Jesus is inconcviv- 

bly glorious ; the immediate advantages are 
inexpressly great ; the conscience is satisfied ; 
the sense oi guilt is removed ; the feverish 
restlessness ol the spirit is soothed to heavenly 
calm, tbe tedious ennui ot profitless life is ex­
changed for the delightful excitement of relig­
ious movement ; hope, which has so often re­
turned from the pursuit ol happiness, wear)
,nd sick, now springs forward with assured 

confidence, to pioneer the soul to certain and 
unchangeable good. A strange vigor pervades 
tbe moral being, and, in consciousness ot new 
powers, it moves onward to accomplishment oi 
its destiny, fearless of evil and resolute for 
good ; tbe Godot wrath has become the God of 
love ; the terrible Jehovah is now tbe refuge 
from terrors ; the cloud which hung before the 
sinner has passed behind, and covers tbe march 
of tbe saint ; dark eternity is effugent with 
light ; the child of God exults to find himself a 
participant in the work of Jesus—a soldier in

Beneath him lay the earth, but not a 
glittering city or a village, the forest, or a sea, 
was visible. There was naught to be seen 
below save the melancholy group of friends 
weeping around his lifeless lemains. Himself 
thrilled with delight, he was surprised at their 
tears, and attempted to inform them of his 
happy change, but by some mysterious power 
utterance was denied ; and as he anxiously 
leaned over the mourning circle, gazing fondly 
upon them and struggling to speak, he rose 
silently upon the air, their forms became more 
and more indistinct, and gradually melted 
away from his sight. Reposing upon golden 
clouds, he found himself swiftly mounting the 
skies, with a venerable figure at his side, 
guiding bis mysterious movements, and in 
whose countenance he remarked the lineaments 
of youth and age were blended together with 
an intimate harmony and majestic sweetness.

the press. Every honest, patriotic, Christian 
man is bound to take the lessons they sug­
gest seriously to heart. Every corporate 
body, every organised community,should exert 
to the utmost wha ever power it possesses to 
arrest tbe progress of commercial corruption, 
which threatens to undermine tbe very founda- 
dations of our national greatness by destroy­
ing tbe character ot tbe class on which it main­
ly rests. For these hundred years past tbe 
great mercantile and trading middle class bas 
done far more than any other class to raise the 
character, promote tbe prosperity, and conso 
lidate the power of England. Our civil and 
religious liberty we owe in a great measure 
to their practical sagacity, incomparable pa­
triotism, and patient effort. In the constitu­
tional struggles for political rights that have 
agitated the country, they have kept the bal 
ance true, resisting tbe tyrannical exercise of 
sovereign power on the one hand, and prevent 
ing liberty from degenerating into licence on 
tbe other. At a critical period of our religious 
history they powerfully helped to preserve the 
fabric of Protestantism from the returning tide 
of Romish superstition, as well as from the 
open attacks of rationalistic sufferers and mis­
guided fanatics. Abroad they have founded in 
the East a mighty colonial empire, and in the 
West the most powerful and flourishing repub 
lie tbe world has ever seen. Enduring traces 
of their presence, permanent marks of their 
power, are found in every quarter of the globe, 
and they have accomplished all this, not more 
by their spirit of enterprise, their practical 
energy, and indomitable perseverence, than 
by the strength and purity ol their principle 
their resolute truthlulness and honesty. Such 
a class being obviously identified with the na­
tional welfare, anything that seriously affects 
its character is a national question ot the first 
importance. Late experience clearly shows 
that there are influences at work which, if un 
checked, will not only only change but alto­
gether destroy, the best elements of the Eng­
lish commercial cùaracier. Its ancient sense of 
honour, its manly temperance and contentment 
are fast giving place to a feverish passion for 
sudden wealth. As a natural result, its old 
love and practice ol fair play is exchanged lor 
a system of reckless speculation ; its simple 
manners and noble hospitality tor vain osten­
tation and profuse display ; and the calm en­
joyment of life in its own sphere for the mean 
ambition end cheerless extravagance that apes 
a higher.

We do not say that this fatal change has yet 
taken place to any considerable extent, but 
the revelations that ever and anon crop up in 
the press of the country show that the corrupt­
ing influence has spread further, and infected 
the commercial body tar more deeply, than 
anyone could previously have imagined or be­
lieved. And nothing is a more alarming sign 
of this progress, than the apathy with which 
these disclosures have been regarded—the 
myslerious tolerance extended the glaring com­
mercial crimes brought to light. Many delin­
quents, who, a few years ago would in similar 
circumstances have been stamped with the em­
phatic mark of public reprobation, are treated 
with unaccountable respect, if not ac.ual sym­
pathy, as though they were simply unfortunate 
instead of being, as they really are, deeply 
criminal. And this suggests an answer to the 
practical question that remains lor the seri­
ous consideration of all—How can the iurther 
progress of this evil be most effectually pre 
vented ? The answer is, by the check of a 
firm and high toned public opinion ; by the re­
cognition of a loftier and purer morality in the 
ordinary transactions ot life. And in this di­
rection all may help. Every one, however 
limited his influence, may in his own sphere 
faithfully serve the cause of justice and truth. 
Nothing tends more directly to serve the mor­
al sense of tbe community than the lazy, cor­
porate acquiescence in a standard ot morality 
which all honest men individually repudiate. 
Mere professional honesty, mere conventional 
morality—a low and fluctuating standard at 
best—tends to sink lower and lower still ; and 
those who pratically justify the fall by accept­
ing the depraved standard as a rule ot judg­
ment or of action are indirectly responsi­
ble lor all the evil it produces. In this way 
the responsibility ot this corrupting influence 
at work in the trading community is extended 
over a very large area. But so is the corrective 
influence also. As many may thus be indirect­
ly connected with commercial crimes ot which 
they are personally innocent, so many may 
help to suppress them who are not individually 
connected with traie or commerce. This 
every man may do by setting his face as a flint 
against all mere corporate and professional 
morality : by adopting and holding fast, not 
only a» a guide for himself, but as a test in es­
timating the conduct ot others, a lofty rule ot 
right ; and by denouncing as they deserve to 
be denounced, transactions that violate every 
principle of morality, however palliated by 
precedent, or justified by custom. What is 
true ot individuals applies, of course, with 
even greater force to communities who possess 
and exercise a powerful corporate influence. 
They naturally have a stronghold on their 
members, having tbe power oi visiting them 
with social reward dr punishment. Tbe claims 
of justice and patriotism, as well as religion, 
alike demand that they should exert to tbe ut­
most the influence they thus possess to avert 
the alarming progress ot commercial corrup­
tion.

Religious communities, we must add, are 
placed in circumstances of peculiar responsi­
bility in this matter, and we call upon them to 
raise their voice against this which is one of

THE CONFESSIONAL.

The question which the people of England 
will certainly have to decide, is becoming 
urgent. Will they tolerate a system which pro­
duces the double evil of authorising the clergy­
men of tbe Establishment to pry into the liven 
and actions of the whole population, making 
them keepers of the popular conscience and en 
abling them to wield a terrible power over the 
souls and bodies ol the people, and, at the 
same time, of fostering the delusion that a par­
ticular sin retrenched there and a little self 
denial judiciously practiced here, will prove a 
substitute for holiness of heart ? And that 
question must be decided soon. It is coming 
more and more into the daylight, and we are 
better able to understand its true bearings ; 
formerly there was a mist and haze about the 
matter, appropriate enough to practices whose 
congenial home is in the darkness, though ex- 
eedmgly irritating and contusing to the public 

at large. But now it is more freely admitted 
and widely known that there are clergymen of 
the Protestant Church of England who avow 
systematically and of set purpose that they 
subject all who choose to submit to them the 
moral torture of having the commandments ot 
the Decalogue paraded betore them, and being 
called upon to say which they have broken. 
This is not a question ot tbe peculiar idiosyn­
crasies ot a weak, or a warm, or a conceited 
young clergyman, who, if he stood alone, might 
safely be left to sink again into obscurity. It 
is now plain that every such offender is to 
be looked upon as the representative of a class, 
and, we fear, an increasing class.

Priestly absolution is a fatal thing to domes­
tic affection, conjugal intercourse, fraternal, 
sisterly, social endearments and repose. The 
privacy of our homes is a sacred thing ; no man 
has a right to come between me and my daugh 
ter, wife or son. An Englishman’s house ii 
truly his castle. It requires no special train­
ing, no deep knowledge of divine things to be 
aware that no cold pries ly shadow must be suf­
fered to intercept the natural sunshine ot the 
human heart. Earth has its struggles, and hu­
man life its bitter sorrows ; but of these the 
bitterest are those which we feel wheu those 
whom we have loved pass away from us, and 
though we go to them, they can come to us 
no more. What, then—even while we live are 
the closest relations of life to be tainted and 
drugged at their very source ? Is any one to 
be more to her wile than her husband ? any 
any one more than a father to a son ? We say 
at once, perish the system altogether where 
such things could be. Better is it at once to 
depart and seek our safety elsewhere, than to 
remain by our darkened hearths and acquiesce 
further in this monstrous delusion. It is im­
proper that public indignation should be direct­
ed exclusively against this or that silly young 
clergy man who was first fool enough to be talk­
ed into the adoption of the Roman system of 
Confession, and then fool enough to be found 
out. We must challenge the higher clergy, 
beginning with the bench ot bishops. We 
must point out the men who by tbeir writings 
have advocated the Roman doctrine of tbe Con­
fessional. It is thry who are to blame, not a 
miserable curate here and there, who may have 
been deceived by tbeir teaching. It is not very 
creditable to the manliness ot the superior 
clergy that holding these opinions, they yet 
keep in the back ground, and allow poor curates 
who have nothing to lose to be made the vic­
tims of popu ar indignation. But we trust the 
Engli.h people will not tali into the snare.

SPIRITUALISM.

There is one view ol this question which 
we may add to those expressed in our last 
article on the subject, and which, it seems to 
us, must be conclusive against this delusion 
with all men ot sober and reflecting minds. To 
justify a belief of supernatural interposition, 
we must no only see evidence of supernatural 
power, but ot noble and benevolent designs, 
accompanied by pure and superhuman doctrine 
of Spiritualism ? Can it point us to one im­
perfection in the doctrines or maxims ot Chris­
tianity which it has supplied ? What neces­
sity then for a new revelation ? We go far­
ther. We demand to know what new and 
valnable truth it has revealed in science, or in 
any department ot human knowledge. What 
good thing has its oracles uttered which was 
not old ? What new thing has it produced 
which could not be easily produced by ordinary 
human invention* What discovery has it

as a faithfnl, good wife, never married. Dur­
ing her life they were very happy ; |»erhaps 
less than the u.>ual vexation* of married life 
attended them ; not the first blush of a sus­
picion ever attached to her good name. But 
all this was swept away by the magnetic 
jugglery of the medium, who hoie evidence 
from some departed spirit that she, the good 
wife, the revered in memory, was unfaithful 
to him through her whole career. Wholly 
under the influence of a conviction that spir­
itual agency is a fixed fact, the gentleman 
disinherited his children, and drove them from 
his heart. A wife’s memory blasted, children’s 
names dishonored, a happy home mady deso­
late, and a father’s dying eve of life rendered 
dreadful in its loneliness.” Again we ask, 
where the evidence ot benevolent design in 
Spiritualism ? Tbe only evidence which its 
founders have given us ol any design is in the 
four significant words ot their Open Sesame— 
“ A dollar a lead!” In those few syllables 
you have the grand magical secret of spirit­
ualizing a materializing world.

A dollar a head ! Yes, that Almighty Dollar, 
it has always possessed a magnetic influence, 
—setting the whole earth in motion. It is the 
great motive power of human action ; it moves 
armies and natives ; steamboats and railroad 
cars ; why should it uot be able to convert 
chairs and tables into locomotives.* Of course, 
we refer to thçffounders of the taith, for no 
such motive can be attributed to the honest 
and deluded disciples who fancy that they can 
produce similar results without the dollar, but 
whose imagination has overcome their better 
judgment. There are no doubt media who 
deceive others, media who deceive themselves, 
media who are quiet wags in tbeir way, but 
the mantle of our charity is not broad enough 
to cover with this theory the Fishes and the 
Foxes, '^ay what you will of the amateur ! 
practitioners of this sublime mystery, we can­
not resist the conviction that it was the mu­
sical rap of the silver on top of the table 
which first made the spirits rap under it. We 
bring no such charges against those modern 
performers who kindly dispense their spiritual 
powers without cost, but certain we are that 
the Fishes and Foxes belong to that class who, 
in the nervous language ot one who under­
stood them, 44 squeeze a dollar so tightly that 
they make the eagle scream.”

As soon ns we subject this duty to tbe recur­
rence of particular davs and months, we de­
stroy its true significance, ami substitute Mo­
hammedan for Christian lasting.

We should never fall into the miserable 
delusion that lasting is to be used as a punish­
ment, as if theie could bv any merit in sutler 
ing hunger. Indeed we go so tar as to believe 
that fating that involves suffering is positively 
wrong. The Mahommcdan who fasts until his 
temper is rasped and ugly, doe* wrong, and 
the Christian who fasts until he is oppressed 
by head-ache and devotion, makes a very 
great mistake. We should use that measure 
of fasting or abstinence which we find by actual 
trial to be most helpful to us in our devotion*. 
The moment that we find the craving of hunger 
unfitting us for prater and meditation, it is 
time tor us to take food. The devout Chris­
tian, if intensely engaged in prayer, if con­
scious of the divine presence, will often spend 
a whole day without a thought of food, but we 
believe most |H*rsuns will find it prudent to do 
more than omit a single meal. NV e believe, 
too, that many persons of weak constitutions 
are absolved from this duty altogether. Chris­
tianity is a religion ot mercy, and also ot 
common sense, and nothing ran be a duty 
which is plainly contrary to both ot these. 
A wise discrimination, aided by believing 
prayer, will lead each individual to a right 
understanding of personal duty hi the matter.

THE DUTY OF FASTING.

A careful reader of the New Testament can­
not but be impressed with the conviction that 
modern Christians manifest a tendency to dis­
continue as obsolete a practice which prevailed 
in the early Church, which is solemnly enjoined 
in God’s Word, and which is sanctioned by 
the example ol the most illustrious of the New 
Testament tibaracters. The natural reaction 

hj^li followed the extravagant austerities of 
mediieval Romanism did much to create an im­
pression that fasting was not a religious duty, 

hile tbe constant pel versions ot’Scripture arid 
common sense by Romanists and other parties 
since, in connection with this and other duties, 
have contributed a great deal to perpetuate the 
mistake. XX’e fear many persons wrong them­
selves by overlooking this duty. Our Saviour 
has left "Us bis own example to sanction the 
practice, and He solemnly assured b>s disciples' 
that the exercise of the highest spiritual power 
could be attained only “ prayer and fasting.”

This duty is not based upon a mere arbitary 
command, but commends itself to our reason 
and is approved by the soundest philosophy 
A mathematician who is engrossed with a diffi­
cult problem will eat sparingly, and often ab­
stain altogether. A general in the time of 
battle, with the care of an army and the fate 
of an empire resting upon him, will not, and 
can not, cat a hearty meal. A person watch­
ing by the sick bed of a dearly loved friend, 
forgets the call ot hunger. Our finer instincts 
are shocked if we go to a house ot mourning and 
find the relatives feasting around a well filled 
table. XVe feel, without perhaps, being able 
to assign a reason why, that there is a posi­
tive impropriety in such a spectacle, and we 
are led to suspect that the grief is not very 
deep which does not affect one’s appreciation 
of the luxuries of the table.

It seems to be a law of our being that an un­
usual or extraordinary mental exertion, or an 
unusual emotional excitement, or a profound 
conviction affecting our spiritual nature, neces­
sarily lessens the grosser appetites ot the body, 
and it follows, of course, that a deliberate pro-

YOUTH OF CHRIST.

Extending from his early youth into the 
years of mature manhood, there is a great 
blank in our Lord’s history. Eighteen years 
of his life stand unaccounted for; and that 
blank, looking as dark as the starless regions 
of the sky, tradition, usually so fertile in in­
vention. lias not attempted to fill up. How 
often have I wondered and tried to fancy what 
Jeans did, and how he passed the time be­
tween bis boyhood, when he vanishes f rom our 
sight, and hie thirtieth year when he again 
appears upon the stage to enter his public 
ministry ! Thanks to las townsmen’s envious 
sneers, or rather, thanks to Him who permitted 
the insult, and thus has made the wrath of man 
to praise him, their insolent taunt throws a 
ray of light into the deep obscurity. Their 
question, “Is not this the carpenter ?” not, 
a* at another time, the carpenter’s son, but 
the carjienter himself, suggests to us the pic­
ture of a humble home in Nazareth, known to 
the neighborhood as the carpenter’s and under 
whose roof of thatch Jesus resided with his 
mother ; in all probability then a widow, and, 
like many a widow since then, cheered by the 
love and supported by the. labors of a dutiful 
son. I have no doubt that holy angels, turn­
ing their wings away from lordly mansions and 
the proud palaces of kings, often hovered 
over that peaceful borne, as still they who are 
ministering spirits sent forth for them who 
shall be heirs of salvation, do over the humble 
abode of piety. But, so far as this world and 
its inhabitants were concerned. Jesus passed 
his days in contented obscurity, unnoticed 
and unknown save to his neighbors, whose 
esteem he could not fail to win by bis pure 
life, and gentle temper, and holy manners. 
He was to grow in favor with God and man. 
All Nazareth regarded him hs a paragon of 
human vir ues, and many a mother pointed to 
Mary’s son, as the pattern her lads should 
copy.

I low wonderful it is to transport-ourselves 
back in fancy, some eighteen hundred years to 
that small town; and, on asking with the 
Greeks to “ see Jesus,” to be conducted to a 
humble dwelling where chips (51 wood, and 
squared logs, and unbarked trunks ol trees 
lying about, in the Oak, and olive, and cedar 
and sycamore, that had fallen to the axe, point 
out the carpenter’s. By the door and under 
a hovering vine, which trained beneath the 
eaves over some rude trellis-work, forms a 
gratefuHfihadc from the noon-day sun, a widow 
sits, her fingers emplo)ed m weaving, but an 
expression in her five and eye which indicates 
a mind engaged in far loftier objects, thought* 
deeper, holier, stronger, than a buried husband 
and a widow’s grief. She rises, lifts the latch, 
and, stooping, we enter the lowly door ; and 
there bending to his work, we see the carpen­
ter—in Him the Son of the ,Most High God ! 
Time was when he set his coriipats on the deep ; 
time was when he stood measuring the earth; 
and now, with line and compass, and plane and 
hatchet, the sweat dropping from his lofty 
brow, he who made heaven and earth, and the 
sea, and all that in them is. iu the guise ot a 
common tradesman, bend* at a carpenter s 
bench.

THE CONFERENCE.

Before llie Provincial Wf.si.ktak this 
week reaches «he hands of the major por­
tion of its readers. Conference, it is to he 

presumed, will have nearly, if not <}uite, 
finished its task, but at the mo ment of 
writing it has only fairly begun its work 
We are ty>t therefore yet in a position to 
remark at large upon its proceedings, or in 
any way to appreciate the character of its 
performances. While we write the leading 
questions upon which Conference will be 
called upon to pronounce, have not come 
before it for discussion. The members of 
Conference present generally wear a health­
ful appearance, though a lew look somewhat 
enfeebled and will rest to recuperate But 
the», several ministers who last year, uc- 

• der the pressure of affliction, withdrew from 
the active work of the ministry, this year 
with health recruited re-enter it. Several 
young brethren who have completed their 
probation, ara to be received into full con­
nexion and ordained, and some twelve 
young men who believe they arc drawn to 
the good work by Divine influencé*, are just 
about to enter upon their probationaiy course 
for the ministry.

If we cannot at this date say much about 
the work of the Conference, we are in a 
position to state that the proceedings of the 
Preparatory Committees and the results ar­
rived at by them, have been ot an interest­
ing character. The Stationing Committee, 
of course, has been busily at work, and in 
the first draft of the Station Sheet we have 
had a glimpse of the result of the Commit- 
tWs earlier deliberations. All we have to 
say about it is that many of the appoint­
ments are as judicious as any unimpired 
body could possibly make, some of them 
are as just and reasonable as the Commit­
tee knew how to make, some are as suita­
ble as the Committee was able to-make, a 
few of them will doubtless be altered for 
the better. When the Committee shall have 
concluded its labours, we trust both minis­
ters and people will accept them as the best 
that could be done under the circumstan­
ces. We need scarcely say that the Itine­
rant system is upon the whole a most effi­
cient one, but that it necessarily involves 
in its working, many hardships to minis­
ters and their families, and occasional sac­
rifice of preferences on the part of the 
people. But if the hardship, is borce 
Christianly and the sacrifice made unmur- 
muringly, the Divine blessing may be con­
fidently anticipated by those who bear the 
one and make the other.

The chief rea 
son assigned for this display of zeal on 
behalf of the liquor traffic is the near ap­
proach of the dissolution of the present 
House of Commons, aud the consequent 
appearance ol honorable members before 
their conslitutents. It is well known what 
a compact and formidable power that of the 
publican is during a general electioc, and 
what resources are within their reach. 
Many of our Legislators are indebted for 
their seats to this tremendous influence, aud 
very many more shrink from any act or 
vote which would place them under the ban 
of the Licensed Victuallers. Alas ! lor 
consistency and principle—members who 
on previous divisions had voted lor this 
moderate instalment of Legislative control 
of a wicked and defiant trade, went over to 
the side of the majority, and others were 
absent from their places altogether

The promoters of the measure are not at 
all inclined to abate their e fib its or abandon 
the enterprise. They can now fully esti­
mate the mighty influences which are array 
ed against them, and have occasion to re 
joice with other kindred associations ; at the 
steady increase of help financial aud per­
sonal, which flows in from the Church of 
God, nod earnest thoughtful workers in all 
departments of Social reform. The great 
cause is making real and solid progress.

Mr. Miall’s motion for the Disestablish­
ment of the English Church met with but 
scant courtesy from the compact and formi­
dable majority arrayed against it. There 
was an evident intention to repress discus­
sion and force the matter to an early divis­
ion. The result was a largely diminished 
vote io favor of Mr. Mial. aud loud has 
beeu the rejoicing of the victorious party. 
It is plaiu that the impending elections 
have largely influenced Ibis vote, and led to a 
line ol conduct which may possibly procure 
tavor in lie day of trial. Despite this ap 
parent reverse, the movement loses no real 
help, nor are Ms promoters at all dis­
couraged. Eveuts within the Church are 
rapidly gathering farce quite as powerful 
as that without, and the question cauuot be 
shelved.

The hearts of many are pained at the in­
creased audacity of the Romanizing party 
in the Church, and there is no effective rem­
edy either at the hands of tilie Bishops or 
from the Ecclesiastical Courts. Quite re­
cently over 400 400 clergymen petitioned 
for the eslablismeul of licensed' Confessors 
in the Church, aud the sauctiouiug of ser­
vices in honor of the Virgin Mary, aud 
prayers for the spirits of the departed. Ou 
every hand, in our smallest village churches, 
and in the magnificent Cathedrals these 
pestilent errors have found a lodgment.

Italy is moving on in releasing itself from 
Papal control, to the grief of the venerable 
Pope, aud as it is asserted to the endanger­
ing of bis health aud lile. “ B.
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burst of honest indignation. The sentenc­
ing magistrates were clergymen, and the 
punishment awarded was ■ lie severest in 
their power to inflict. Their conduct is 
under enquiry- by the Government, and it 
is hoped that these stern and unrelenting 
Justices of the Peace will be relieved by 
the Lord Chancellor from further duties of 
-this nature, aud be left at liberty to attend 
to their proper functions as preachers of 
the Gospel. This affair at Chipping, Nor­
ton, affords au index ot the intensely bitter 
feeling with which the movement iu the 
midst of the agiiculturul labourers, is re­
garded by the landlords and upper classes 
in general. The poor fellows have com­
bined for self-protection and to better their 
condition. It is, of course, a new thing I 
under the suu, and has called forth intense 
opposition from the masters, and severest 
punishment whenever they may have been 
under the reach of the law as it is admin­
ister' d by local magistrates. It is all in 
vain, as the movement is daily gathering 
tresh power and breadth. Iu many couu 
ties wages have beeu raised, lamilies have 
been assisted to remove to neighborhoods 
where their labor is well remunerated,Nud 
large schemes of emigration have beeu 
carried out.

The Alexandra Palace, which was in­
tended to be for the North of London, «lint 
the famous Crystal Palace is to the South, 
has beeu unfortunately totally destroyed by 
tire. It was erected some years ago, but 
tailed to interest the public or prove re­
munerative to its projectors, until quite re­
cently—under a new management—it has 
proved a great attraction, and began to 
pay well. Ou Whit Monday upwards of 
00,000 people visited l lie beautiful pa lav 
aud grounds. The tire has not only des 
troyp<1 the whole of the building, but many 
costly aud precious things have p -visited iu 
the getn nil ruin. The splendid organ— 
costing some it30.000, t ud said to have 
iceu the finest in Europe, shared the lot of 

the building, aud its destruction is very 
much regretted. The loss is over hall a 
million sterling. It is determined to re­
build with as little delay as possible, and 
in the meantime the beautilti! Gardens 
aud Park will attract many of the London 
folk.

The celebration of the Whitsuntide holidays—

The movement among Agricultural 1.aboie s

Dear Mr. F-ditor,—The late Whitsun­

tide holidays have been thoroughly enjoyed 
by all classes of the people. The weather 
was beautifully fine, aud that is a most 
important matter iu this most fickle cli­
mate. The spring lias been very cold, and 
very little line weather has gladdened our 
pleasure-seekers. Ou Whit-Monday the 
workmen ol London turned out iu great 
strength, and proceeded, iu vy el I-arranged 
processions from far and near, to Hyde 
Park, iu order to di-SclfiS^hc-ir grievances, 
aud impress upon Parliament aud the 
British nation in general, the necessity of 
redressing their wrongs. It is evident 
there is nothing very flagrant in the laws 
under which these well-dressed and able- 
bodied men arc called to live, and in the 
presence of very high wages and very 
short hours, it was hard work for their 
excited orators to produce a real grievance.

Pleasanter, far, were the gatherings of 
tens of thousands of happy children be­
longing to the Sabbath Schools of the vari­
ous churches. Iu London, Manchester, 
Leeds, Sheffield, and other places, whole 
days of the festive week were consecrated 
to these youthful festivals ; and admiring 
parents aud friends iu immense numbers 
thronged to see and hear the doings of the 
children. Then in other centres the Temp­
erance fraternity, and particularly the 
Good Templars in their brilliant regalia, 
held their anniversaries; paiadiug the 
streets, and by out-door as well as in-door 
meetings, urging the claims of their move­
ment, aud the benefits accruing from an 
adoption of their principles. Lodges,

Fredericton, famed for the picturesque­
ness of its scenery, the ease with which 
by railway or steamboat, it can be reached, 
aud the hospitality of its inhabitants lias 
more than ordinary claims to the distinc­
tion ol a Conference town.

The abounding hospitality of the Meth­
odist community lias this ye: r, we believe, 
beeu subjected, by the large number of 
ministers to be entertained, to a more than 
ordinary tax. It is uuderstood, however, 
that it has more tliau stood the test. To 
the tact aud skill of the geuial superintend­
ent ot the Circuit, the Rev. Leonard Gaelz, 
the Conference is largely indebted for this 
result aud it will doubtless acknowledge 
its obligation iu due time.

The arrival of the several boats aud 
railway trains ou Tttdesday the 24th iust.

At 2J p. in. the Book Room Committee 
entered upon its work and the review of 
the year was the most satisfactory that 
this committee lias beeu allowed to take tor 
many years.

CONFLUENCE VltOt LKWNv.3.

Fist Day.—The Nineteenth Annual 
Conference ot" Ra-tern British America 
was opened on Thursday, 2G:h Juue, 1*73, 
at V, a. in., by the President, the Bcv. J. 
G. Hennigar who gave out the 17*th 
Hymn commencin'; “ And are we yet 
alive,” &c., after which the Secretary Rev. 
I). I). Currie, read the 1 Otli Chapter of the 
1st Epistle to the Corinthians, and two ot 
the aged ministers, the Rev. Thomas II. 
Davies and Henry Daniel, offered earnest 
prayer.

The President said he would not take up 
time by referring at any great length to 
the year past. It was, however, matter of 
infinite gratification that God had spared 
their lives, although one aged minister had, 
during the year, been called away. God 
throughout the year had Le-m blessing us as 
a|Clmrch. Ou some sections of our work 
God had abundantlx poured out his spirit, 
aud although some of our people had been 
called home to Heaven, yet it would be 
found that there lmd beeu a pleasing ac­
cession to our numbers. Thankful that 
God had spared him to resign the trust 
committed to him last year, he would now 
call upon the Secretary of Conference to 
read that part of the address of the British 
Conference which related to the ollicers of 
this Conference tor the present year.

The portion read contained the consent 
of the British Conference to the appoint­
ment of Dr. Stewart to the office of Presi­
dent, and of the Rev. Elias Bret tie. as Co- 
L'eleyate. The retiriug President then in­
troduced Dr Stewart expressing the great 
pleasure he had in doing so, and his gra­
titude to God who had called him (Dr. S.) 
to this high position, and the delight he 
had in re> " g to the prayer presented 
in his behalf at the opening of Conference.

Alter a few moments spent in silent 
prayer, the President, Dr. Stewart, said : —

Kstecmcd Fathers and BrethrenI accept 
ith unfeigned self-abasement, the trust which 

your kindness, and the action of the British 
Conference, has this day devolved up n me. 
That God should have blessed me with a truly 
Christian parentage, and have called me, wh e 
yet a youth, out of darkness into His marvel­
lous light ; that lie should have counted me 
faithful, putting me into the ministry, and have 
led me by IIis providence to this ho'ur and this 
place, excites my gratitude towards Him, and 
demands the engagement of my best service 
towards you.

The du ies of this chair mu-1, to me at least, 
be sufficiently onerous ; and while I am con­
scious, of an ardent desire, and an honest pur­
pose by the grace of God to fulfil them with 
the strictest impartiali y, the utmost kindness, 
and the most constant reference to the Divine 
will, I must in order to success, cast myself 
upon your sympathies, your patience and your 
prayers. The confidence which you have 
already reposed in me enables me to feel that I 
may unhesitatingly do so.

As we have more work, and of greater mag­
nitude to do at this Conference than is usually 
the case, let me remind you of the necessity of 
punctuality in our attendance, ot concentration 
of thought upon the question before us, and of 
such brevity of remark as may be consistent 
with a fui and careful consideration of it. 1 
am anxious, indeed, that we should make haste, 
but effectually, satisfactorily, and therefore,

We are ministers ol Christ, and the interests 
which we are here to conserve and promote are 
liis interests. To us, therefore, and to all thus 
gathered together in his name, is the assurance 
g ven, “ there am 1 in the midst.” Let this 
assurance deeply solemnize, let it cheer and 
animate us. Head of the Church ! Breathe 
again, upon these thy disciples, and say, Re­
ceive the Holy Ghost !

One of the most memorable events in the 
Apostolic age—the designation by the Divine 
Spirit ot certain men for a special course of 
ministerial toil, privation, suffering, and suc­
cess ; the inauguration, so to speak, of Missions 
to the heathen, was brought about in the Church 
at Antioch, while the teachers ot that Church 
“ ministered to the Loid and fasted.” Prayer 
and lasting, too, on the part ot the members of 
the Church attended the going forth of these 
servants of God. May we not follow so excel­
lent au example ? Our fathers did so, and we 
know how God blessed them. May 1 suggest 
observance of a day of fasting and prayer in 
this Conference, with special reference to the 
promotion of the woik of God in our own 
hearts, and among our people everywhere ?

One other thing.’ Many of our younger 
brethren will not be so pressed with woik as 
some of the others will he. M'ght thsy not 
then gather together for a prayer meeting tor 
half an hour bel ore the morning session ? As 
soon as half a dezmt come together let one 
ot them begin. 1 ins will help to secure a 
a good attendance at the commencement of 
the session ; and it will bringpon us the power 
from on high. And this is our great want, the 
power from on high !

INSPECTION OF PRODUCE.

Two nets were passed last session of Parlia­
ment which are of special importance to those 
engaged in handling the products of the coun­
try—be one tclaiing to Weights and Mea­
sures and the other providing for the Inspec­
tion of Produce. The latter act is vi ry long 
embracing no le.*s than one hundred and 
three sect iota. It provides rules and refla­
tions tor the inspection of eight or ten lead­
ing products, aid for making or branding 
the same.

Flour and Meal — The Inspector is re­
quired to inspect all flour when so requested 
and brand on tue barrels the different qual­
ities or descriptions as follows : On the best 
quality ‘ Superior Extra,’ on the second qual­
ity * Extra Supcifine,’ on the third quality 
* Spring Extra,’ on the forth quality * Super­
fine,’ on the fifth quality ‘ Fine/ on the 
sixth quality ‘ Fine Middlings,’ on the seventh 
quality * Pollards, or * Ships Stuffs,’ that of 
another quality to be called ‘ Strong Bakers.’ 
Rye fl iur is c assed as ‘ tine * and superfine / 
oatmeal and corqmeal at ‘ first, ‘ second ’ and 
‘ third.’ The size and weight of barrels re­
main the same. The inspectors of the eight 
leading cities of the Dominion arc nquirtd 
to meet in Montreal every year to choose 
samples which shall serve as standards fur the 
ensuing twelve months. —

Grain —Wheat is classed as N< s. 1 2, 3 
and ‘ rejected.’ No. 3 winter wheat lue, 
lowest gmde, shall weigh not less than 55 lbs. 
to the Winchester bu.diel, and No. 3 spring 
Ô4 lbs Corn, oats and rye are classed as Nos. 
1 and 2, and 'rejected barley as Nos. 1, 2 
and 3 ‘ rejected.’

Beef and Pork—The fee for inspecting 
these article is 2Uc per barre! ; the brand 
must state the quality and the date of in­
spection, the place, and the name ot the in- 

.sp etcr. All lx if and poik offered fur re- 
riuspcction which is twelve mom be old shall 
ibc branded * old.’ Beef is classified into 

‘ Mess,’ ‘ Prime Mess,’ * Prime’ and * Cargo’ 
beef, and directions arc given for the packing 
of these different grades. Pork must be 
classed as 4 Mess,* Extra Prime,’ * Prime 
Mess,’ 1 Prime, and 1 Cargo’ pork, with ex­
plicit directions also as to b<-xv such ot thv«e 
grades shall be made up. To each barrel 75 
lbs. of coarse ground salt are allowed with 
four ounces of saltpetre. Barrels are to be 
of sound white oak and of a capacity of 30 
gallons wine measure Inspection is not com­
pulsory, but any person packing without in­
spection must make bis packages of the pres­
et ibtd s ze.'and they shall coûta n the name 
and add less of the packer marked in black 
paint ; the | enalty i< 85 per package for 
violating tins provision.

It is a remarkable fact that one half-hour'» 
summer sunshine deflects tbe vast mass of the 
Britannia Tubular Bridge more than all the 
dead weight that could be placed upon it. 
What a tribute to the might of gentleness !

That school-child loade a good reply, who 
said that meek people were as those who “ give 
soft answers to rough question»." But bow 
far tbe world is frrm taking tbe Scriptural 
standard, and considering meekness a valuable 
quality, we may learn by a common use of the 
word. Who would like to have said ol him. as 
of Moses, lhat he was “ very meek?" Some- 
tling mean-spirited would be the popular ac­
ceptation; nobody would understand the 
words to express an enviable virtue, if used in 
tbe degenerate conversation of to-day. And 
yet, how doe» the Giver of all blessings signa­
lize the meek ? They are among his especially 
blessed—“ they «hall inherit the earth."

A gentleman came to Sir Eardly Wilmot in 
great wrath at an injury he bad suffered from 
some person high in worldly position, and was 
considering how be could best «how hi» resent­
ment. “ Would it not be manly to resent it?" 
" Yes, but God like to forgive it. The idea 
had an instantly soothing effect, and he left 
that interview thinking no longer of revenge.

It is related of Anthony Blanc, one of the 
earliest converts made by Felix Neff, that when 
he was struck on the head by an opponent of 
the truth, be said. “ May God forgive and 
bless you. The other exclaimed in a fury that 
he would kill him. Some days afterward An­
thony met this man in a narrow Alpine road, 
and fully expected to get struck again ; but, to 
bis amazement a hand was outstretched with the 
heartfelt words, “ Mr. Blanc, can you forgive 
me ?" The soft answer to his blow had soften­
ed his heart, “ breaking the bone."

Decs not Sir Matthew Hale seem the greater 
man, when we recall his reply to Cromwell’» 
angry speech, “ My lord justice, you are not 
fit lo be a judge." Hale had refused to lend 
himself to some arbitrary action, and his only 
answer to the Protector's words was, “ Please 
your highne»», it is very true." Ili» great up­
right soul was also crowned with humility ; and 
a source ol many of the hard answers which 
create life’» angry altercations is pride.

On merely worldly ground there is great wis­
dom in soft answers ; for the speaker i» »o apt 
to win the day, and gain bis own object in the 
end. De (juincy tells of himielf, that when 
travelling once on the roof of a coach, be fell

said be was unwell, but would do what be 
could to avoid falling asleep for the future 
Nature would not be coerced, however, aud be 
soon wa» slumbering again; when be ft It tbe 
arm of his surly neighbor passed around him to 
pievent hi» falling, and in all the stage» of tbe 
journey tbereafier he acted with the tenderness 
of a woman toward the invalid.

Much practical philosophy lie» in tbe saying 
ol one little boy to another, “ Don't speak so 
cro»» ; there's no use in it." Truly no use for 
anything beneficial or pleasant, but much use 
for the inflaming of discord and establishment 
ot malice. Especially in domestic lite is the 
sharp answer one ol Satan’» choice engine» for 
tbe creation of all uncbaritableness. And 
those who can refrain from it under provocation 
have achieved a great victory over themselves. 
Une of tbe roost tried and the most holy wo­
men that ever lived acted thus, as describee 
by her celebrated »oo, Augustine : “ Sue had 
learned not to resist an angry husband, not in 
deed only, but even in word. Only when he 
was smooth and tranquil she would give an ac­
count of her action», if haply he had taken of­
fence. In a word, while many matrons, who 
had milder husbands, would, in familiar talk, 
blame their husbands’ live», she would blame 
those wive»’ tongue». And they, knowing 
what a choleric husband «be endured, marvelled 
that it could never be perceived that Patricius 
bad beaten her, or that there had been any 
domestic difference between them." Aud 
bow closely the meek spirit is allied to that ol 
the peace-maker in" tbe next beatitude we may- 
gather from Augustine’» fuither words : “ This 
great gift, also, Thou beatowedest, U my God, 
on that good handmaid of thine, that, between 
any discordant partie», when hearing on both 
side» most bitter things, »uch as swelling and 
undigested cboler causes to break *orth, she 
never would discloie ought but what would 
tend to their own reconcilement." Short-lived 
would be the strife» of the world did everybody 
act like Monica,

There are a few sweet, placid temper» to 
whom tbe “ soft answer ” come» comparatively 
ea»y ; but with most persons, it must be the 
fruit of resolute self-control and self conquest, 
of a habit of mind produced by watchfulness 
and prayer. One can sy mpathize with the pas­
sionate «cboolboy, who, pondtring on this sub­
ject, asked another, “ What »oft thing is very- 
hard ?" and explained bis meaning thus :

“ If it is not a bard thing fur a fel ow to 
give a soit answer when’» he"» right down vex­
ed, then 1 don’t know where you will find any­
thing that'» hard."

But, it the school-boy learn tbe lesson, the 
man will have less difficulty in putting it into 
use. “ The beginning ol «trite is as wheu one 
letteth out water;" and the soft answer will al­
ways enable us to fulfil tbe following injuction : 
“Leave off contention before it be meddled 
with. ’ Yet how easily we justify ourselves in 
Ibis wrong-doing, prompted by the demon, 
Pride !" How quickly does the sharp retort 
leap to the lips, how clever we deem ourselves 
when the thrust (piobably as poisor.ed as we 
could make it) has been given. We do not 
remember that this, like other human tempta 
lions, was met and conquered by our Great 
Exemplar: we do not " consider Him who en­
dured such contradiction ol sinners against 
himself ;’’ “ who, when he was reviled, reviled 
not again ; when he suffered be threatened 
not;" although De twelve legions of angels 
stood ready at his call.—Sunday at Home.

ARITHMETIC FOR MILLIONAIRES.

The following paragraph is going the round 
ot the Indian papers :

4 The Chinese have the most ingenious 
method of reckoning 4>y the aid of the fingers, 
performing all the operations of addition, sub­
struction,. multiplication and division, with 
numbers ot from one up to one thousand. 
Every finger ot the left baud represents nine 
figures, as follows : 'J he little finger represents 
units, the ring finger tens, the middle finger 
hundreds, the forefinger thousands, the thumb 
tens of thousands. When the three joints of 
each finger are touched from tbe palm toward 
tbe tip they count one, two and three ol each 
ot the denominations above named. Four, five, 
and six arc counted on tbe back ot tbe finger 
joints in tbe same way ; seven, eight, and nine 
are counted on the right side ot tbe joints from 
tbe palm to tbe tip. The forefinger of the right 
is used as a pointer. Thus one, two, three, 
tour would be indicated by first touching the 
joint of the forefinger; next the hand on the 
inside; next the middle joint of the middle 
finger on the inside ; next the cud joint of the 
ring finger on the inside, and finally the joint 
ol the little finger next the hand on the outside.
