CAPT. JOE KEAN
STATES HIS POSITION
RE WIRELESS REPORTS.

(Editor The Daily Mail)

Dear Sir,—An article appeared in
your paper yesterday, entitled “An-
other Blunder,” and in justice to my-
self, I must certainly explain the facts
concerning this charge.
