London, Aug. 8.—The correspondent of The Times at the headquarters of the Sev­

enth Russian Army talked with General Korniloff on the eve of his departure to 
take over the supreme command. General Korniloff said:

“The first stage of the war is over. The second begins today.”
The correspondent says the Russian commander repudiates the possibilitÿ of the 

Russians surrendering. He holds that if Russia concludes a dishonorable 'peace to 
which traitors have been driving her, she will become a German colony foi'ever. The 
Germans would seize her foodstuffs, enroll her men and treat her as a conquered coun­
try. There could be no choice between the evil of war and the evil of surrender.

The new government must realize the necessity of inviting the allies to help in re­
organizing the railway service for warfare. If Germany decided, as all signs indicate, 
to transfer the main pressure to the Russian front it would be hopeless to rely on 
methods that availed against the inferior Austrian troops.

Russia is full of splendid fighting men. Ten million have already been enrolled, but 
they are scarcely trained. They are too busy attending meetings instead of drill. 
These millions must be helped by British and French officers, as Serbians, Rouman­
ians, Greeks and Americans have been.

Dr. Gbanln testified that the bodv 
of Bornello bore at the back of the 
head a cut through the scaln, thr't 
Inches long, and running transversely 
across the bead There was no frac­
ture of the skull, and nn evidence of 
Inlvrv to the brain. • This injury, he 
considered, insufficient to have cau-i 
ed death, under ordinary circum­
stances, although it might have nro 
dared unconsciousness. The witness 
tudged death to have been due to- 
drowning, or some Interference with 
the resniratlon. The body was badly 
decomposed, and It was difficult to 
say whether there, had been mal­
treatment of the face or not.

James Espy told of the discovery 
of the body, some four feet from the 
shore, in water waist deep, at the en­
try of D’Aubigny creek Into the riv­
er. Chief Lewis corroborated this 
evidence, telliiig of the finding of the 
coat and armlet on the shore of the 
creek. Charles Beal told of the Bod­
ing of the body by himself and Clai- 
ence Studeo, and the latter testified 
to the same effect.

H. S. Pelfce, undertaker, testified 
to the recovery of the body from the 
water and its subsequent burial.

CARDS ARE MADE
Did you know that ordinary play­

ing cards are made of three or four 
sheets of paper pasted together? In 
making them the sheet on which is 
printed the back of the card is laid 
down on a table and the white si-le 
brushed with a paste. A sheet or 
cartridge, paper is laid on this and 
covered/with paste. Perhaps a sec­
ond shéet of cartridge paper is added. 
Finajly the sheet which is to form the 
face of the card is placed on top.

When the workman has a great 
stack of these pasted sheets he puts 
them in a strong press and squeezes 
out all water from the paste. Then 
they are separated and dried, which 
makes them rough and wrinkled, so 
that they have to be ironed between 
steel rollers and pressed between 
smooth sheets of zinc tn another 
press. After this they are brushed 
with a mixture of white lead, wyter 
and glue. When this is dry they are 
rubbed with flannel dipped in soap­
stone and polished with a brush to

The 
Kaiser's last point was amply ans­
wered by Viscount Grey on August 
2&, 1914, It relates to ‘a misunder­
standing’ which figured in various 
documents, Lichnowsky wanted Vis­
count Grey to endeavor to secure the 
neutrality of France while Germany 
attacked Russia in conjunction with 
Austria. Viscount Grey at first sup­
posed that what was meant was that 
Germany should also remain neutral 
while Austria and Russia fought. 
When he discovered the idea was 
that the two Germanic powers 
should fall on Russia he naturally 
replied that such a suggestion was 
doubtless incompatible with a 
Franco-Russian alliance. It is inter­
esting to note that the Kaiser actual­
ly repeated this extraordinary sug­
gestion in a telegram to King 
George and it is a curious example 
of the Prussian obliquity of mind 
that his Imperial Majesty is quite 
indignant because it was not enter­
tained. The whole telegram is a 
thoroughly disingenuous and men­
dacious attempt to demonstrate Ger­
man innocence, and we can see to­
day how little It Impressed President 
Wilson.’’

The Times, in an editorial on 
the Kaiser’s telegram to Presi­
dent Wilson says: “The Imperial 
message is chiefly noteworthy 
account of its omissions, 

or Kaiser made no mention of the meet­
ing on July 5, 1914, at which the 
German and Austro-Hungarian 
spirators agreed to drag Russia and 
France into war by an attack on Ser­
bia. He did not allude to the com­
plicity of Germany In the Austrian 
ultimatum to Serbia. His business 
was to pretend that Germany 
unwillingly drawn into the war and 
he drafted the telegram rather dex­
terously to that end. He recited seven 
points, everyone of which can 
rapidly disposed of.

SYNOPSIS OP CANADIAN NOM» 
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, who was at the com- 
mencement of the present war, and haa 
since continued to be a British sub­
ject or a subject of an allied or neutral 
country, may homestead a quarter-sectloa 
of available Dominion Land In Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. Applicant mnat 
appear In person at Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-Agency for District. Entry 
by proxy may be made on certain condi­
tions. Duties—Six months residence upon 
and cultivation of land In each of three 
years.

In certain districts a homesteader may 
secure an adjoining quarter-section ay 
pre-emption. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties 
—reside six months In each of three 
years after earning homestead patent and 
cultivate 60 acres extra. May obtain pre­
emption patent as soon as homestead pat­
ent on certain conditions.

A settler after obtaining homestead pat­
ent, If he cannot secure a pre-emption, 
may take a purchased homestead In cer­
tain districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Must 
reside six months In each of three years, 
cultivate 60 acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

New York, Aug. 8—Arno Rosch- 
Fleurot, the World’s correspondent 
in Petrograd, cabled the following 
under date of July 30; The ..tory of 
the first girl in the Woman’s Battal­
ion to Jrill a German has just been 
given me by the heroine herself as 
she lay in the hospital wounded.

The only preparations I made against 
contact with the enemy was to wrap 
the upper portion of my body firmly. 
During the battle I was never ham­
pered for an instant on account of 
my sex. The soldiers, the real brave 
soldiers, treated me like a comrade. 
Only the cowards jeered. -—

“We went into action a fortnight 
after our arrival at the front under 
heavy German cannon fire. Given the 
order to advance ,we rushed out of 
bur trench Feeling no sense of dan­
ger we dashed toward the enemy in 
the wood. The machine guns began 
knocking over my companions. We 
were ordered to lie down. I noticed 
those at the front with me were all 
women. The men were further back.
