London, April 24—Sir Roger 
Casement has been captured 
from a German ship which at­
tempted to land arms in Ireland. 
This official announcement was 
made tonight as follows:

“During the period between 
the afternoon of April 20 and 
the afternoon of April 21, an at­
tempt to land arms and ammun­
ition in Ireland was under the 
guise of a neutral merchant 
ship, but which in reality was 
a German auxiliary, in conjunc­
tion with a German submarine.

The Auxiliary sank and a 
number of prisoners were made, 
amongst whom was Sir Roger 
Casement.”

This man, who was knighted 
in 1911, has been in British Con­
sular service in different places.
He has been an Irish Separat­

ist for some two years and has 
tried to get an anti-English 
party in Ireland to join the 
Huns.
