NNUAL REPORT OF
BOARD OF TRADE

p. McAra Again President--A Year of Progress in
the Capital--Report of Work of Board--Freight
Rates, Railway Facilities, Building Growth Dis-
cussed==-H. C. Lawson Appointed Secretary.

To show the progress Regina has
made in the past year, we print here-
with the annual report of the council
of the Regina Board of Trade:

Your council beg to present here-
with their annual report. Dealing
first with the finances of the board,
the amount of $807.56 was carried
forward from the previous year. The

amount of $7,242.10 has been re-
ceived by the Board of Trade during
the year. Of this amount, $5,000 was
the city grant, and an amount of $1,-
645.35 was received from the city as
gpecial grants. Sale of booklets
amounted to $19.25; refund of rail-
way tickets (Indian Head) $12.50, and
membership dues $565.

Expenditure

In addition to the salaries of secre-
tary ($1,800) and stenographer (465)
the office expenditure, including print-
ing, "stationery, postage and tele-
grams, amounted to $636.36. New in-
dustries committee expended $456.67;
freight rates commnittee expended
$250; advertising committee, $2,388.-
g1, and reception committee $1,937.45,
of which latter amount $1.395.35 was
refunded by the city council in the
way of a special grant and $250 was
refunded by the Winnipeg committee
entertaining the British Association
for the Advancenient of Science.

“At the beginning of the year each
committee was appropriated a certain
sum for expenditure. The appropria-
tion for the advertising committee
was $2,000, and the sum expended was
$2,388.81.. There are no contracts out-
standing for advertising.

One regrettable feature of the re-
port shows that ~only $665 was col-
lected for membership " dues, and
$595 remains outstanding. Numer-
ous letters requesting payment of

jlar to that in force in the United
States, and it is in every sense a
more liberal contract so far as the
shipper is concerned.

The thanks of
the shippers throughout the Domin-
ion are due to the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association for the man-
per in which the case was conducted
pefore the board of railway commis-
sioners. The association was aub-
thorized to represent the Regina
poard of trade in the case, and a
grant of $60 was made to meet our
share of the expense incurred in
connection therewith.

Advertising

The amount appropriated for adver-
tising at the beginning of the year
was $2,000 and the amount expended
was $2,388.81, which includes a grant
of $500 towards the- expenses of the
Regina lacrosse team to the Coast.

isfactory. This is a matter that will
have to be dealt with vigorously by
the council for 1910.

The books of the board have been
examined by Mr. G. S. Gamble, au-
ditor, and found correct, and a print-
ed report of the audit has been mail-
ed to every member of the board.

Transportation

A matter that has engaged a con-
siderable amount of the attention of
the transportation committee since
early last spring is the securing from
the railway companies the recogni-
tion of Regina as a cartage point.
This is a matter which affects the
wholesale houses Very materially.
Having secured full information
from Calgary and other points rec-
ognized as cartage points as to the
methods adopted, the matter was
taken up with the C. P. R. company,
who agreed to put into effect the
cartage system provided that a sub-
stantial company was organized for
the purpose. In accordance Wwith
this promise ‘the Regina Cartage Co.
was organized, but up to the present
time the railway company has failed
to put the system into effect. The
advantage to Regina shippers of hav-
ing cartage charges at Regina billed
out along with the freight charges
on outward shipments is of such im-
portance as to warrant this board
in following up the movement until
it is put into effect by the railway
companies.

In May a deputation from Wey-
burn consisting of Dr. R. M. Mit-
chell, M.L.A., and Mr. Hartney, presi-
dent of the Weyburn board of trade,
met your transportation committee
seeking the co-operation of your board
in urging upon the provincial govern-
ment the necessity of having Wey-
purn in more direet communication
with Regina, and endeavoring to ob-
tain that object by urging upon the
Grand Trunk Pacific Branch Lines
CTompany to deflect their line running
southeast from Regina through Wey-
burn. After consultation Wwith the
president, & delegation waited on the
government and was accompanied by
J. F. Bole, M.LA., and J. W. Smith.
Your deputation did not receive much
more encouragement from the gov-
ernment, the premier pointing out
that there were many lines the con-
struction of which was a matter of
more urgent necessity that this. He
advised the ' deputation to take - the
matter up woth the officials of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Branch Lines
Company. Your council wrote the
Weyburn board of trade that they
would be prepared to appoint a dele-
gate to meet Mr. Chamberlin in con-
junction with & délegation from
Weyburn, but they were not called
upon to do so.

Three resolutions -that have been
referred to the council during the
year for endorsation are those deal-
ing with the Hudson’s Bay Railway,
the Georgian Bay Canal and the
Welland Canal.

The endorsation of the first pro-
ject admits of no argument, and has
been the policy of the whole of west-
ern Canada for some years.

The other two projects were dealt
with -by the full board, put owing
to insufficient information, nO defi-
nite action was taken.

The new bill of lading, as final-
ly approved by the pboard of railway
commissioners, went into effect on
October 1st, In many ways it is sim-

both these points. The balance of
$215.26 was made UD of sundry
amounts such as photographs sent to
various illustrated papers, cuts, cop-
jes of the local newspapers which,
when they contained any matter of
special interest, were mailed to every
industrial concern with whom we were
corresponding, and other _smaller
items. There is not at the present
time any literature on hand in the
office, an dif the work is to be car-
ried on this is one of the first. and
most - urgent requirements. A large
number of enguiries by ‘mail are ‘re-
ceived every day in the office asking
for information as to business open-
ings and the advantages Regina has to
offer, and it is impossible to deal with
all these in the way of correspondence.
We yvould suggest to the committee
for 1910 the necessity of taking im-
mediate steps to publish a pamphlet
containing full information about the
city, pointing out advantages we have
to offer to induce wholesale houses
and others to locate here, and the
country tributary. A railway map
should also accompany this showing
in different colors: (1) the existing
railroads; (2) railways under con-
struction; (3) railways the bonds for
which have been guaranteed,’ and (4)
railways for which charters have been
granted. 3

Spur Track Map Wanted

A small map of the spur track ,sys-
tem showing property owned by the
city should also accompany this. This
pamphlet should be revised quarter-
ly and kept thoroughly up-to-date. A
contract has been made with the Re-
gina Leader for printing 1000 sets of
twenty cards each for the sum of $80.

These will be printed as individual
views and. made up in sets of from
ten to twenty. As new photographs of
the city are obtained fresh cuts can
be made, and thus these sets of views
can be kept up-to-date. :

The amount of money available for
the use of the advertising committee
in the past has not been sufficient to
enable them to undertake any system-
atic plan of advertising outside the
city, and the advertising done has ne-
cessarily been of o somewhat spas-
modic character. Furthermore, it is
not possible to get the best rates
where only a small expenditure is
made.

A useful piece of publicity was the
write up of the city of Regina® pub-
lished i nthe hand book prepared for
the annual meeting of the British As-
sociation for the Advancement of
Science in Winnipeg. This was a very
neat pubﬁcation and was circulated
among the members of the association
so that it would be carried to many
foreign countries as well a to Eng-
land and the United States.

During the year an arrangement was
made by your council under certain
representations, witn the New York
Tribune for advertising to the ex-
tent of $1000. 'Owing to information
which has since come to the know-
ledge of your Council, it has been
deemed advisablée to take no further
action in the matter.

We would like to note the generous
treatment accorded Regina by 4he
newspaper ‘Canada’ which has on sev-
eral occasions published  some excel-
lent views eof the city, “although the
advertising contract has bee ndiscon-
tinued.

We also desire to recognize the ser-

vices rendered by the local press in

furthering the interests of
The local daily papers have been
gent to all the principal hotels in
Bastern Canada and can be found on
the tables by visitors from Regina.

Business Men’s 'Commltfee

Your Business Men’s Committee re-
gret that they have nothing to report.
Although meetings were called repeat-
edly the only member of the commit-
tee who put in an appearance was the
chairman. The question of amend-
ments to bylaws 400 and 404 was
Brought up before the board of trade
by several prominent pusiness ‘men,
and was referred to the Business
Men’s committee. A special commit-
tee was appointgd to confer with the
city council regarding this matter.

A petition for the congignees of
heavy building material and  other
heavy freight, asking your board to
urge upon the railway companies the
necessity of erecting a stationary der-
riek in the yards at this point was
received early in the year and the mat-
ter was taken up by the Business
Men’s committee with the Divisional
Superintendent. The derrick was Or-
dered and would have been erected
along with the new freight sheds and
team tracks, but has been delayed
along with these. Yotir- committee,
however, was successful in  getting
track scales installed in the yards,
a matter of convenience to coal mer-
chants and others. 5 ’

Reception Committee *

The work undertaken by the re-
ception fcommittee during the Dpast
year was exceptionally heavy, owing
to the ruling of the city solicitor
that the city council had no power
to make grants for entertaining.
Among the more important bodies
that were entertained, mention may
be made of the convention of rail-
way delegates, the Union of Canad-
ian Municipalities, the British Asso-
ciation, the convention of Saskatche-
wan Municipalities, National Council
of Women, the Forestry Association
convention, and several other delega-
tions large an dsmall.

The expenditure of this committee
was considerably in. excess of form-
er years, and we have to thank the
city council for making an addition-
al grant to cover this. The celebra-
tion of Dominion Day was again
carried out by the reception commit-
tee, the principal features of the af-
ternoon’s sport be}ng the Standard|
road race and the sports organized
by  the Provincial’ Amateur Athletic
association. We submit that -this
is not a proper function of the board
of trade, and now that the action
of the board of trade has brought
Dominion Day into its proper  rela-
tion with regard to the holidays of
the year, that some other  organiza-
tion should arrange a programme - for
the proper celebration of the day.
The most jimportant matter dealt
with by your council during the year
was without doubt the freight - rates
case. Progress reports have Dbeen
presented to you from time to time,
so that you are familiar with the
case, but we might briefly =~ mention
the - more important points. . The
matter was originally taken up in
November, 1908, and after a  con-
siderable amount of correspondence
a meeting was arranged with Messrs.
Lanigan and ~Shaw, representing the
O. P. R. and C. N. R.' respectively,
on January S8th, 1909. ‘The case was
then gone into very carefully and a
sottlement was arrived at " which
would have been mutually satisfac:
tory. Before, however, this settle-
ment was confirmed by the head of-
ficials of the railway companies, Mr.
J. Hardwell, chief trafic officer of
the board of raillway commisgsioners,
brought in' a report to the board
recommending a standardization  of
freight rates in the West. Upon re-
ceipt og this report your freight rates
committee, after full consideration,
prepared figures showing how stand-
ardization would affect shippers at
this point, with the result that they
endorsed the suggestions as outlined
by Mr. Hardwell. The understand-
ing at the time was that the maitter
would be taken up by 'the board of
railway commissioners at Winnipeg
in March -on their return from the
Coast.

_ Ottaws, Feb. 16—A provisional trade,
agreement between Canada and Ger-
many- was slgned'todn.y‘ by Dr:_ Karl| Th
Lanf, imperial German con-\n of Can-
ada, and Hon. W 8. Field’ng, minis-
ter of finance. This azreement evi-
dently brings to'an end the nnfortn-
nate differences between the two coun-
tries which arose in (1898, and had
continued until the present time.
The German government concedes
‘to articles, the product of the manu-
tacture of Canada, enumerated in
the schedule of agreement, upon- their
importation into Germany, on or af-
ter March 1st next, the conventional
or minimum tariff rate of duty. Here-
tofore Germany had penalized Cana-
da by subjecting Canadian products
to the high duties of the German tar-
iff .instead of the conventional tariff
duties which had applied prior to 1898.
The question of a general conven-
tion for the regulation of commercial
relations between Germany and Can-{.
ada has been deferred for: comsidera-
tion to a time that may be found
mutually convenient.

The Canadian government
remonstrated against what  was deem-
ed an injustice to Canada, pointing
out that the tariff relations between’
the United Kingdom and the colonies
were matters of domestic concern with
which no foreign government could
reasonably interfere.  Germahy, how-
ever, refused to accept this reasoning,
and Canada retaliated by applying to

authorized by the customs tariff of
1897. This surtax<of one-third over
and above the duties specified in the
general tariff, was brought into effect
on November 28, 1903.

Recently the commercial relations
of Canada with foreign countries as-
sumed a nmew phase, owing to the
making of the Franco-Canddian com-|
mercial convention, which has now
gone into operation.

terms as France. The moment, how-

ever, appears to be an vorable

been deemed expedient to enter into
this partial arrangement which ‘will
bring about a better understanding
betweén the two countries. The agree-
ment means that a surtax imposed by
each country on the other’s goods has
been removed, and that trade condi-
tions existlng before 1903 have been
restored. "The schedule of the new
tariff includes among others the fol-
lowing:

Canadian productl to be mdmlttod
into Germany at conventional tariff
rates: Wheat and spelt, barley, oats,
red clover seed, white ‘clover seed,
and other clover seed, grass seeds of
all kinds; horses horney cattle (live
weight), sheep .(live weight), meat,
excluding bacon, greases and greadse-
like fat (hogs, lard, goose grease, beef
marrow, oleomargerine and other anal-
ogous fats); meal, baked or roasted,
or not; meal of grain, excepting oats,
meal of malt (with the exception of
baked or roasted malt meal), meal of
rice or pulse.

Fiery Legislative Speech
Toronto, Ont., Feb. 15—In the legis-
lature today, Hon. Adam Beck made a
fiery speech, defending the manner. in
which the Ontario government dealt
with farmers in regard to payments
for casements for Niagara power trans-
mission lines. His speech was in reply
to persistent criticisms of the Opposi-
tion, and in dealing with 2,000 cases,
he stated, only 60 disputes had arisen.
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General Progress of City .

It is not necessary to weary Yyou
with a mass of figures showing the
wonderful - strides that Regina has
made during the past year, as most
of these have appeared in print
from time to time, but we would like
to point to a few of the chief items.
Building permits taken out in the
city engineer’s office totalled $744,-
479, an increase of 56 per cent. over
the previous year. To this amount
should be added progress estimates
paid .on the parliament buildings,
the amount totalling $505,887, this
pringing the total to $1,250,366. 1In
addition to this, there were some
residences built just outside the city
limits and additions to factory which
would total, at a conservative esti-
mate, another $25,000. Among the
permits issued during the past sea-
son is no exceptionally large build-
ing, with the -single exception of the
city hospital, $103,000, but a feature
of the puilding for the past year has
been the large number of first class
residences that have been erected.

Post office returns show a big in-
crease, the total for the fiscal year
ending March 31st, 1909, being $71,-
662, as compared with $61,000 the
previous Yyear. That this rapid per-
centage of increase has been more
than maintained since March .1st is
borne out by the sale of stamps, and
it is estimated that the revenue for
the fiscal year ending | March 31st,
1910 will reach the $90,000 mark.
There are only twelve cities in Cana-
da where the postal revenue exceeds
that of Regina, and only two in the
three prairie ~provinces.

Customs returns for the fiscal year
ending March, 31st, 1909, totalled
$283,390.62, a decrease of $.9,3.1.60
from the previous year. This has been
more than made up in the nine
months of the present fiscal year, the
total from April 1st, 1909, to Dec. 31,
1909, amounting to $349,9.9.49, which
is $37,°08.27 greater than the largest
amount ever previously collected .in
twelve months.

Regina’s Schools

The increase in the attendance at
the schools is a sure sign of the
growth of population in the city. The
figures are as follows:

Pupils in attendance public schools,
1464. >

Pupils in attendance at St. Mary’s,
311.

Pupils in attendance at Collegiate,
182.

Total, 1957.

This represents an increase of about
thirty-five per cent. over last year.

Thirteen thousand five hundred is
the conservative estimate of the popu-
lation of Regina today, based on the
attendance at the schoals.

The same satisfactory increases are
shown in every branch. Eleetric light
rentals increased some $14,000 and
waterworks rentals about the same
amount.

Railway Traffic Increase

Railway traffic receipts perhaps
more than anything else show the
growing importance of Regina as a dis-
tributing eentre.

The represents an increase of about
33 per cent. and is certainly very sat-
isfactory, but it is as nothing com-
pared to what the C.P.R. company es-
timate will be done fthis year. In
1910 the company estimates that at
this point they will double their bus-
iness of 1909, and their estimate has
been fully justified in the month of
January this year, the receipts being
more than double those of January,
1909.
The pay roll in January of this year
was $1,200 more than in January 1909,

Financial Firms Located

In all branches of finance local
firms and institutions report that there
was a very large -expanmsion in 1909.

During the year several new insur-
ance companies made Regina their
chiefxpolnt of business for the Prov-
ince; the managers and staffs for
the different institutions are TOW
located here and in addition the in-
spectors and outside agents made
their headquarters in the city.

The debenture business in Regina
during the past Yyear 'was about
double that of 1908. There are many
firms engaged in this pbranch of fi-
nanee and it may be (fairly said that
Regina today is generally acknowledg-
ed as the estern bond centre. Not only
do a great percentage of the deben-
tures issued by school districts and
municipalities +in Saskatchewan find
their way into this city, put in addi-
tion a very large Percentage of the
issues made in the adjoining prov-
inces of Manitoba and Alberta are
new disposed of in Régina.

By a careful estimate it is found

'that during 1909 debentures to the

extent of over three million dollars
were sold to firms and companies in
this city and it is anticipated that the
figures for this year will be -greater
than those of 1909.

Two new banks are considering the
matter of opening branches here and
it is expected that by spring they
will have decided definitely to locate
in Regina.

The growth of business done by Re-

of commercial travellers belonging to
the Northwestern Association. Three
hundred and six certificates were sold
in Regina during the past year.

The crop of 1909 establishes a new
pecord for the Province of Saskat-
chewan, due largely to the greatly in-
creased acreage. In production of
wheat not only did the Province of
Saskatchewan exceed all the provin-
ces in the Dominion, but also every
state in the Union with the exception
of Minnesota and North Dakota, and
in oats, Illinois and Iowa were the
only states that had a bigger produc-
tion than Saskatchrewan.

When it is taken into consideration
that not more than 12 per cent. of
the land suitable for grain growing
is now under cultivation these fig-
ures are -certainly wonderful.

The district in the immediate vicin-
ity of Regina takes a very high- place
as a grain producing centre. In the
municipality of Regina which com-
prises townships 16, 17, and 18, in
ranges 19, 20 and 21, the average
yield of wheat on new land and sum-
merfallow was 32 bushels, on stub-
ble 18 bushels and on fall and spring
ploughing 22 bushels, making a total
average for the municipality of -about
26 bushels per.acre. The average for
the whole province was 22. Qats in
Regina ~municipality averaged 56
bushels per acre, as against 47 for
the whole province; barley 37 bush-
els as against 32, and flax 20 bushels
as against 13.

The land ready for crop this year
in the Regina municipality includes
4000 acres of mew land, as against
3037 acres in 1999 and 31,548 acres
of summer fallow as against 27,527
in 1909.

New Firms Established

With regard to the new firms that
have been established in the city
during the past year, mention has al-
ready been made of the M. Rumley
Co., of Laporte, Ind. This firm in
one of the largest manufacturers of
threshing engines in the States and
they have made Regina their head
office for Western Canada. They em-
ploy a staff of about twenty-five hands.

The firm gf Tees and Persse open-
ed here in the spring and the busi-
ness has proved. so satisfactory that
Mr. Wood has recently been sent here
from Winnipeg to further develop the
business. They do a general broker-
age business and will erect a ware-
house in the spring.

The Imperial Oil Co., as-soon as
the weather permits in the spring,
will build tanks with a total capaci-
ty of 150,000 gallons, and this will
be the only plant of this description
which they have outside of Winni-
peg. .

The Continental Oil Co., which has
established here during the past year,
has put in large tanks for supplying
their trade.

The firm of Nicholson and Bain
has recently established here and is
doing a brokerage business.

The Capital Flour Mills Co. erect-
ed a mill during the past summer
with a capacity of 250 barrels per
day and were ready to start business
when ahe crop was marketed. This
firm, representing local capital, cer-
tainly deserves the support of every
citizen, and the class of flour that
they are making cannot be excelled
anywhere.

A locdl company has been formed
under the name of the, Regent Trac,
tor Company and =will manufacture
a gasoline tractor engine. The com-
pany has erected a temporary build-
ing, which is being used for assemb-
ling purposes, and next year pro-
poses erecting a factory for the mén-
ufacture of these machineg in the
city. :
The Egg-O Baking Powder Co. is
another local company that is “man-
ufacturing here. :
Amongst firms that have purchas-
ed property here and will erect ware-
houses during this Yyear, mention
might be made of the National Drug
and Chemical Co., who will erect &
building at a cost of $10,000.

Great Growth of Business

Quite as satisfactory as the fact
that a number of large concerns are
purchasing property in Regina and
making this their headquarters for
the province, and in some instances
for the three prairie provinees, is
the fact that concerns already locat-
ed here are so well satisfied with
the manner in which their business
has developed that ‘they have found
it necessary to enlarge their prem-
ises. The Young-Thomas Soap Co.’s
business has grown so rTapidly that
they have had to erect a mew build-
ing and double the capacity of the
plant in order to take care of it.

The International Harvester B0
nave prepared plans for the erection
of a building which will be practi-

snt building. This will be the larg-
“ast warehouse of the company west
of Winnipeg.

The J. 1. Case Co. have found their
present quarters altogether insuffici-
ant to handle their rapidly increas-
ing business. This year they will
erect a warehouse and office building
sn the property purchased from the
city on the mnorth side of the tracks,
the cost of which will propably be
between $75,000 and $100,000.

Messrs. Campbell Bros. and Wilson
will erect a warehouse on Dewdney
street for their "wholesale ~grocery
business.

In addition to the above, sites have
been purchased by banks, by private
individuals and corporations that it
is reasonable to suppose will be built
upon this year, and there is also the
extensive programme of pavements
and other * municipal improvements
that will be undertaken by the city
council.

Last, but by no means least, is the
union station and freight sheds to be
erected by the railwdy companies, and
the subway at Albert street.

This is a mere outline of the build-
ing that will be done in Regina in
1910, but it is sufficient to indicate
the development that will take place,
which will without doubt far surpass
anything in the previous history ‘of
the city. .

Your council have sustained .a loss
recently in the removal of D. J. Tay-
lor to Winnipeg. Before leaving, Mr.
Taylor was presented with a testi-
monial by the citizens as a mark of
their appreciation of the untiring
and eficient work in the Board of
Trade and in other directions where
the city’s interests were involved.

Government Elevators for
Manitoba. :

Aiberta
Edmonton, Alta., Feb. 9—The ‘first
session of the seéond legislature of
Alberta opened today at three o’clock
His Honor, Lieut-Governor BnIYéa, in
his speech from the throne, said:

Mr. Speaker and eGntlemen of the
Legislative Assembly:

It is with great pleasure that I-wel-
come you to the first session of the
second Legislative Assembly of the
Province of Alberta. The foundations
upon whieh the government of the
province are to ‘be built were well
and trily laid by the first Legislative
Assembly. You have come here to-
day in large numbers, representing a
largely increased electorate to contin-
ue the good work. I trust that this
increase in your:numbers will lead to
an even closer community of thought
between yourselves and those ‘whom
you represent, and will add to the ef-
fect and authority of your defibera-
tions.

In a yea ‘rthat. has been marked
all over the globe by 'notable and
terrible manifestations of the pow-
ers of nature, in flood fire and wind-
storms, I cannot refrain from ask-
\ing you to render thanks to the Di-
vine Power for the freedom from suf-
fering which we in Alberta have to so
notable an extent enjoyed. The year
has been marked by a bountiful har-
vest, and the increasing prosperity
of all classes of 'the ‘community.

The/ increased mumber of setlers to
Alberta has been large, and meas-
ures are ‘being taken looking ' to mak-
ing ‘it still larger. This state of af-:
fairs carries with it its own respon-
sibilities. A wvery large part of the
time of my ministers has been taken
up by the work of carrying into effect
the policy.of railway expansion which
was authorized by the last Assembly.
Much work has been done and prepara-
tions have been made for a vigorous
campaign for the extension of railway
facilities as soon as/the weather allows
operations /to be resumed. The work
of providing the -province with the
necessary buildings to accommodate
its various and ever increasing acti-
vities has been carried on with vigor
and will be pushed forward still more
rapidly this year. Notable progress
has been made,-as you yourselves may
observe, on the legislative buildings.
In this connection, I may record the
loyal pleasure -with which the people
of Alberta welcomed the presence of
the Governor-General of the I}ominion
at the laying of the cormer stone of
the new building. There has been
during the year a gratifying expan-
sion of the schools of the province,
both in the n@imber of institutions and
in the numbersof scholars in atten-
dance. While the higher education
has not been neglected, special atten-
tion has been given to the work of
the primary schools. In this practical
age the technical school cannot be
neglected, and it is important that the
industries of the province; particular-
ly the mining industries, which figure
so largely, should be carefully watch-
ed, and that instructions in the scien-
tific and practical aspects of the work
should. begin during the school age.
Foremost of course, among the branch-
es of practical education stands the
foster mother of the prosperity of the
country, the art of agriculture. 5

There will be submitted to your
consideration a large number of im-
portant measures. First among these
I must place four bills for the better-
iment of the municipal affairs in cities,
towns, villages and local improvement
districts. "The work of governing and
directing the affairs of the provin-
cial wuniversity has rendered mneces-
sary the introduection of a university,
but for the further regulating of these
matters, bills will also be introduced
looking to the prevention of corrup-
tion at municipal elections; the reg-

|tion of the law in regard to the re-

mmmledwbmenv; the systematiza-

ception of evidence in the court of
law; the protection of public officers
in the discharge of their duties along
the lines of the comumon law of Eng-
land, and the relief of creditors in re-
gard to the estates-of ‘abscofiding cre-
ditors.

A uniform system of dealing ‘with
foans authorized by Legislature will
be ‘submitted, which is proposed to
create a permanent provincial stock.

Various important and —necessary
amendments and modifications-of the
statutes of the province will also be
submitted to the country. The in-
creasing wealth of Alberta and its
growing material prosperity results
every year in a large increase of the
number of private bills to be consid-
ered by you, and I would ask for your
careful consideration of these.

The accounts for the past year
and the reports of the several .depart-
ments are ‘laid before you, and the
estimates of the coming year will
also be submitted. I feel every as-
surance that these and other —mat-
ters will receive your careful consid-
eration and will redound under the
guidance of Almighty God to the wel-
fare and prosperity of the province.

Manitoba

Winnipeg, Feb. 10—With the custo-
mary ceremonies, Sir Daniel McMillan
formally opened this aftermoon the
third session of the twelfth legisla-
tute of the province of Manitoba.

This usual brilliant function was
clouded, however, by-the absence of
Premier Roblin, whose condition is

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the
Legislative Assembly of Manitoba:

In opening- this, the third session
of the twelfth legislature, I -must con-
gratulate you on the continued pros-
perity which ore province enjoys. An
abundant harvest, with good prices,
has benefited ali our people. Capital
has been attracted, industrial enter-
prise has been extensively engaged in,
and citizens of other countries, desir-
ing to better their condition, now look
upon Manitoba_as a most desirable
place to become residents of. The
measure of prosperity’ and advance-
ment which we enjoy, demands our
gratitude to a Divine Providence.

Hudson Bay Railway
~ “Whereas recent newspaper reports
say that the Dominion Government
intends to commence immediate con-
struction of the Hudson Bay Rail-
way;

“Therefore, be it resolved that we
heartily concur .with the intentions
of the Government; and Wwe would
further urge them to owDn and oper-
ate the aid raifway with all terminals
and other necessary facilities.”

This resolution was discussed by
J. A. Murray, who took but a few
minutes in explaining it.

He stated that Prince Albert was,
practically speaking, . the starting
point of civilization in Western Can-
ada and that it was first started by
ihe Hudson Bay Company. It was
a fact that the north country was in
need of a railway and that the new
road would do a great deal in open-
ing it up. Grain could be laid down
at Fort Churchill, cheaper than it
can be laid down at the head of the
Great Lakes. “The cost of - the line
he said, “was stated by the minister
of railways, would be in the neighbor-
hood of $27,783,000. He showed that
in the three years the money saved
a sufficient amount to build the entire
road.

A. Knox, the seconder of the resolu-
tion, dealt briefly urging that the road
be built as soon as possible. He
claimed that the price of grain had
been increased ten cents a bushel
since the organization of the asso-
ciation and that the benefit they would
receive when the Hudson Bay road
was completed would equal the results
received through organization. The
resolution was pa.ssed.

Railway DPevelopment

The resolution, introduced by Mr.
Langley, referring to.railway develop-
ment was thoroughly and clearly ex-
plained.

He stated -why he introduced the res-
olution and showed why the con-
vention should watch the action of
the government in the matter.

“We do not of course, meet here to
please or offend the goverpment,” he
said. “We have met to look after
our own business. You are all aware
the government had adopted the pol-
icy of giving assistance to the rail-
way companies in' the form of guar-
anteeing their bonds and S0 ehabling’
them to get cheap money on the mar-
ket. Railway companies have a pe-
culiar knack of building their lines
where we do not want them and re-

He stated that combines had greatly
affected the price on machinery, there
being upwards of fifty. combines in
Ontario. He advised that the conven-
tion strongly oppose combines, claim-|
ing that combines were the cause in
the decrease of agricultural population
in the east. The average decrease is
six thousand a year. He advised that
the government accept: the United
States offer on free trade of imple-
ments. He held that our farmers were
in need of cheaper implements.

Mr. Fream, of Alberta, spoke in ref-
erence to combines advising that they
be opposed and a strong motion for
reciprocity of free goods be _trought
in. The words, “that the government
be asked to accept . reciprocal free
trade with the United States,” were
added to the motion which was car-
ried unanimously.

THURSDAY AFTE RNOON

The afternoon meeting consisted
practically of discussions of minor
subjects. The election of officers was
taken up first, the results of which
are printed elsewhere in this issue. "

Among the matters of most impor-
tance taken up was that submitted
by Daniel McCuaig, of ‘Manitoba. He
dealt with the formation of a Cana-
dian council of agriculture and advo-
cated the joining together 7of all agri-
cultural societies throughout the Do-
minion. ' Last year the matter had
pbeen discussed at Toronto and the
object of organizing farm . population
of the Dominion for the study, of so-
cial and economic problems, was dis-
cussed.

The objects dealt with the prosper:
ity of the people.

The resolution was seconded by E.
C. Drewry ‘'who expressed his pleasure
on having the matter submitted as
it was really in this connection that
he was attending the convention.

«Hach association should confine
its efforts to questions within its
scepe,” said Mr. Dewry, “and if he
was permitted to offer criticism of
the work being done by the conven-
tion before him he would say that
they seemed to be speading them-
gelves on resolutions that did not af-
fect the interests of the farmers.”

This was, to his wWay of thinking, a
great mistake. They must conserve
their efforts to those objects of real
interest to the large body of men
they represented or elge their ! work
would receive no success. i

Mr. Dewry then took up the subject
of combines, explaining in detail the
methods adopted by them. The ques-
tion of trusts was one that should
be taken up by someone and the pro-
posed council was the body to take
action. Referring more particularly
to the Saskatchewan Association he
thought they paid-too much attention
to purely local matters. § Important as
the elevator question was for instance,
the combine problem, probably hit
them far harder financially.  While
they were facing important grain ques-
tions, he would like to see them im-
mediately take up the subject of com-
bines as in any event they would at
some time o rother have to go into it
deeply. The existence of combines
was a very real and dangerous one. #

This fact was well known to legis-
latures of both “political shades yet
not a word was being said or any in-
vestigation ordered. .To show the
position in which the combines had
recently placed themselves, the speak-
er then quoted the cement ~merger
which had formed last year.

Noble. :He spoke strongly in favor
of consolidated schools holding out
as his strong point the danger from
the western climate in which the chil-
dren of the west live.
W. D. Mbore stated that he wished
the motion referred back to the res-
olution committee.—Carried.
