POINTERS ON PLOWING.

In low, flat land that has not
been under-drained it iskdyest: to
' make the lands narrow, so t#at the
furrows may be used for drainage
purposes. Where this is necessary |
it is best to make a high back fur-|
row, this will give the land the pro-
per crowning slope which will drain
off the water quickly. In plowing
under manure, if spring grain is
to be sown, do not turn it under
too deeply, especially does this ap-
ply if fall wheat is to be sown on
the same field, as both crops will|
then be materially benefitted by the |
manure. The second plowing should;
be about two inches deéper than the |
first which will again turn the-ma- |
nure under, but nearer to the sur- |
face. In this manner there will be|
very little loss by drainage into the
subsoil.

LIVE STOCK NOTES.

If pigs are very young they should
have no cornmeal, because the
frame of the pig must be first
grown before such fattening food
as cornmeal is given.

What should be aimed at by all
bfeeders in raising farm stock is a
large frame well supplied with
strong muscles, this can only be ob-
tained by feeding on the right kind
cf food from the start. Fatty food
should always be guarded against,
as excessive flesh i1s quite burden-|
some to young animals, and not
what they should have at all.

Hens sold in autumn do not fet’a
» large price, but against that must
be put the extra food they eat dur-
ing moulting and until they begin
t«. lay again, and also the risk they
run of dying during the critical
process of renewing the feathers.
Birds of two years or eighteen
months are very good eating, and
save mnearly their own weight of
butcher’s meat. If fowls are kept
beyond that age they grow tougher,
and are also less productive as lay-
ers; they thus do not give the same
return for the food they eat as
younger birds would do.

The kind of food furnished to
yvoung animals during the earliest
part of their existence has an im-
portant influence on their charac-
ter and usefulness in after life.
Nearly all © breeds are just what
their:-respective breeders. thake of
them, and the profit derived from
their culture i1s governed, to a great
extent, by the way they are fed and
managed when vecry young. .

Considering "these things, it is,
thorefore, not surprising to find
that 300 and 400 cases occur daily,
of which at/least 50 per cent. prove
fatal.

The
dreaded disease has now found its
way into the well-to-do houses and
into the cadets’ college. The hos-
pital and town ambulances are
quite unable to cope with the work,
for people fall down ill who felt
perfectly well a few minutes before.

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CEYLON COMBS.

Men Wear Them But the VWomen
arc Innocent of the Adornment.

Perhaps there is nothing in Cing-
alese customs, writes H. W. Cave
in ‘he Book of Ceylon,’”” that
sirikes the stranger from the West
a¢ 80 extraordinary as the custom
which requires the male population
of the low country to wear long
hair twisted into a coil at the hack
of the head and a horseshoe shaped
tortoise-shell comb at the Lop, while
the women remain innocent of the
form of adornment. One of the
great ambitions of the men of hum-
ble position is to possess and wear
s huge comb of the finest lustre and
most perfect manufacture; and
many mark their higher social po-
sition with an additional comb,
which rises to a considerable height
above their glossy coil.

The custom supports a large num-
The artist in
tortoise-shell obtains his raw ma-
terial from the hawkbill turtle. His
methods of detaching the scales
wore once so barbarous and cruel
that a special law had to be passed
forbidding them.

The poor creatures used to be
captured and suspended pver a fire
till the heat made the scales drop
oft, and then the turtles™were re-
leased to grow more.

The practise arose from the cir-
cumstance that if the shell were
taken from the animal after death
the color became cloudy and milky.
This, however, can be obviated by
killing the turtle and immediately
immersing the carcass in boiling
water.

The plates, when separated from
the bony part of the animal, are
very irregular in form. They are
flattened by heat and pressure. Be-
ing very brittle, they require care-
iul manipulation, especially as a
bigh temperature, w hich would sof-
ten them, tends to darken and
cloud the shell. . They are therefore
treated at as low a heat as 15 POS-
cible for the work. Thickness 1s ob-
tained by softening several plates
and then applying pressure, when
o union of the surface takes place.
Under heat the shell is also molded
into various artificial forms.
