Eontrol Of Swarming

the bees’ natural
method of increase, and the in-
stirjct 1to0 swarm is particulariy
.@tiong under the extremely favour
able conditions for bee activity of
she Canadian spring aml summer.

The uncertainty of swarming, the
Joss of honey following the division
of the working force of the colony
the podsibility of swarms escaping,
and the difficulty in preyventing
swarming in many parts of Camada
without considerablo dabour, all
make the confrol of swarming quite
the greatest problem in bée man-
agement.

To encourage work in the hive
and to discourage the desire to
swarm, plenty of room, both in the
brood chamber and in the super, a
large entrance should be given to
all jcolonies as soon as conditions
are favourable, but these measures
wlil not always be enough to pwre-
vent swarming in many places, es-
pecially in the north. .

¥ the apiary can be watched all
day, it is a good plan to clip the
queen’s wings at fruit bleom time.
‘When the colpny bwarms, rémove
the hive to & new stand plage on
the old stand an empty hive, to
which the swarm wil return, the
qaeen having been meanwhile pick-
ed up and placed in a cage in the
new hive. 7The fleld bees will join
fhe swiirm and 'the parent colony
will be so much weakened by their
Res that it is not likely to swarm
again.

Where the aplary cannot be wat-
dhed, the plan of preventing swarm-
ing by examining every brood comb
fa every colony every week, and
destroying all the queen cclls is very
Jaborfous and not always effedtive.
A simplen plan is to remove the
queen at the beginning of the
clover honey flow, and eight or nine
days later, destroy all the queen oells
except one, or destroy all and give
a ripe cell of select parentage. In
this way a young queen is obtained
which will not swarm and, besides
will be more proliic in the fall
and next than ithe old queen
and will be less lilkely to swarm
mext year. This plan, however,
eauses a certain amount of loafing
until the new queen starts laying.
Thie loafing can be much reduced
By introducing a ripe queen cell af
the time the queen is remeoved, and
it this is done early enough before
any preparations for swarming have
been started, the bees are unlikely
to bufld further queon cells. Where

Method Of Orchard
* Cultivation

The method or system of cultiva-
tion to be adopted may be varied
to some 'extent to meet local cond:
tions. In reality, however, all 3ys-
ltems should be, and in most gcases
are, a slizht modification of = the
“clean cultivation and ccver coFop
system.”

THE CLEAN CULTIVATION
METHOD, ialls for all the ground
under and around the trees-‘to be
ploughed and frequently harrowed
until around July first.

This system has nwch to recom-
mend it, viz. (1) maximum conser
vation® of soil ‘moisture, (2) excell-
ent conditions for liberation of plant
food espegially nitrozem, (3) sightli-
ness and cleaniness of the orchard
and (4) control of insect pests.

In coucnnection with this, either
fall or spring ploughing may be
practised, the former howevern, only
in those localities with a favourable
enough winter to so permit. The
great secret of success with any
System of gcuitiviation designed o
consefve moisture and liberate
plant food is to get on the land as
early in spring as possible other-
wise, if the orchari iz not ploughed
until late, most of the advantages
of cultivation ane lost.

Modifications of the above com
sist leaving a strip of sod about
four feet in width next to the trees.
In old orchards where it is Wdifficult
to get close to the tre2s this may
be prac successfully, in which
case the grass is cut once or twice
during the season and al'owed to
remain as a mulch.

In_both these instances, c¢mn the
cultivated portion a mulch 18 main
tained until about July first, when
a cover crop of some sort shonld be
sowed. If the seed 1s noto exoen-
sive, aome leguminous orop like red
clover or crimson clover at the rate
of about 12 pounds per acre for the
former and 10 poumis per acre for

—

the latter, or summer vetch at the
rate of 50 pounds per acre is advis-
ible, as these will add a considerable
quantity of plant food to the soil.

If too costly, rape may be used as
a cover r p, at the rate of 30
pounds per acre.

THE 80D MULCH SYSTEM, of
properly. handled may be advisable
on moist solls where there is abun-
dance of plant food. This system
must not be confused with the SOD
SYSTEM, which i{s not to be recom
meéemded. In the former, for the
first few years gra s or old straw
is hauled on to the orchard and
placed anound the trees to form a
mulch. * Thisa practice is icontinued
until the cuttings from the sod be-
neath the trees is sufficent in them
selves to form a heavy mulch.

Growing Tomatoes

Tomatoes should be kept growing
from the time the seed germinates,
until the t is ripe. If sown in
the hot- very ‘early they are
likely to receive an injurious check
when' held back until it is safe to
plant them out. When the seed is
sown _about the middle of April the
seedlings are ready to prick out into
flats about the 10th of May and
should be ready to set out immed-
jately after the early June frost,
which usually occurs in Prince Bd-
ward Island the first week in June.

In setting them out they
should be planted so that the first
leaves are about level Wwith the
grrund. A little clay may be mound
ed around them to protect

Any good garden soil is sditable
for tomatoes. It is usually best to
delay manuring the olamts until af-
ter the first fruit has set.
