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“For then will I turn to the people a pure 
language"that they may all call upon the 
name of the Lord to serre him with one con­
sent.”—Zephaniah iii:ix.

Zephaniah here fortells the great con­
flict among 'the nations, preceding the 
ingathering of God’s ancient people, the 
Jews, and the evangelization of the whole 
world. In our text the Jews may be re­
ferred to chiefly but not exclusively. 
‘‘For then”—that is, after God’s justice 
and righteousness have fulfilled their er­
rands of discipline. “For then will I turn 
to the people a pure language that they 
may all call upon the name of the Lord 
to serve him with one consent.”

Language was the gift of God, either 
by direct intuition or by inspiration,or else 
in both ways. The first thought that ray­
ed forth from the mind of man, and the 
earliest feelings which glowed in his heart, 
were religious. The first description we 
have of man’s speaking brings him before 
us as “the devout philosopher”—giving 
names at God’s command to all the ir­
rational creation. The next record of 
man’s words is full of tenderness and 
beauty, and radiant with the sanctity of 
religion, for he speaks as the loving and 
grateful husband of the first bride and as 
the inspired legislator of that marriage 
covenant, which has survived the changes 
of dispensations, the ruin of countless 
nationalities, and shall last until time shall 
be no more.

Turning away from this fair picture of 
man upright, we next come upon the sad 
picture of mon fallen, and now his lan­
guage tells of remorse and ingratitude. 
Yet on a careful study of this part of the 
sacred book, it is easy to discern that, 
after the Lord’s promise as to the woman’s 
conquering seed, the words of man may 
be construed into the expression of 
penitent faith and a rising hope. He bow­
ed to the threatening of death, but clung 
to the promise of life. Adam called his 
wife’ 8 name Eve, which means life. The 
first mother said of her first bom—“I have 
gotten a man from the Lord.” The re 
maiuing record in regard to men’s words, 
contained in the fourth chapterofGenesis 
is a strange mixture of what is envious 
and false, cruel and dispairiug, and of 
what is humble, submissive, devout and 
heroic- The chapter closes thus, accord­
ing to the marginal reading, “Then began 
men to call themselves by the name of 
the Lord.” Thus we see that human lan 
guage was at first resonant with religious 
thought and feeling, and with that only, 
and that sin has imported into it whatever 
is irreligious and immoraL

Man is not a mere materialization of a 
- divine conception, but the finite embodi 

ment of the divine image—not in his body 
but in his soul. There is no product in 
all the universe like the soul of man. 
Bright as all that is material may be, it 
lacks the transcendent lustre of the mind. 
The body is fettered to this little planet ; 
but the soul- is fetterless, avowing the 
divinity of its source.

The moral deformity of the human 
race is universal. But there is one thing 
in man's soul which is as inflexible as the 
laws of nature, it is the relation of his 
conscience to his moral sense. A man 
may believe this or that, it may be false 
or it may be true, but let him act against 
his belief and the fearless monitor—the 
moral sense within—willassert the wrong. 
This is the one untarnished thread that 
runs through the human race. Material 
advantage may warp the judgment, 
pleasure may sway our action, impulse 
may betray us into broken resolve, but 
nothing can deflect the conscience from 
its pole. Men may heed or scorn, yield 
or defy, but still the finger of conscience 
sternly points to the sunlit legend of 
the soul “do what you believe, hate what 
you disallow, but be true.” What is this, 
I ask, but a dim reflection of the everlast­
ing God. The very godhead of God is his 
rectitude,his purity,his goodness,his truth. 
He could not be a God without these. 
Infinite power might make a demon, un­
measured wisdom might make a sage,but 
it is only a being with no limit to his 
goodness that can be a God. And what is 
conscience in man but the dim reflection 
of this unspoken splendour in the Eternal 
Father? It is verily something higher 
than matter. It is mightier than the fires 
of the suns and purer than the light of the 
■tars. It is the Divine image in man. Is 
not this, friends, the philosophy of those 
wonderful disclosures which tell us that 
man fell morally by the power of the 
Great Spirit of Evil—the Satan of the 
Bible.? He did not attack suns and their 
systems, He did not imperil stars in their 
courses, nor in the swirl of his mighty re­
bellion oppose the onward march of the 
physical order. No ! These were too 
small, too low for him. It was the moral 
purity, the image of God in the soul of 
man he hated. In this then the highest 
realm we know of, the moral, the spiritual

man is lawless and distraught. What,
can we for ^ moment think that the 
grandest manifestation of the creative God 
is left in its ruin with no capacity to rise, 
with no element afforded it with wbichmay 
be uplifted and made pure ? It cannot 
so be thought. The world, thank God, has 
such an element. Yes. We have it in 
the super-human and solitary grandeur of 
the gospel and the atoning Christ—we 
have it in the mysterious operations of the 
Holy Spirit—we have it in the Church 
“by manifestation o f the truth commend­
ing ourselves to every man's conscience 
in the sight of God."

This lost world shall be saved; this prodi­
gal world shall be brought home. The 
energies of the everlasting Father are at 
work for the spiritual uplifting of men. 
The fire baptism, the gift of tongues* is 
the eternal guarantee that in the majestic 
motion of the ages God “will turn to the 
people a pure language that they may 
all call upon the name of the Lord to 
serve him with one consent.”

Let us now indicate a few details of 
this comprehensive promise.

First. Our text relates to common- 
life. Men and women must talk especial­
ly women. The deaf and dumb who

ofuse

cannot speak mak 
“Talk is cheap” is 
saying, but not true 
Scripture. The great Teacher, pointing 
to the day of judgment, declares, “ For 
by thy words ahalt thou be justified, and 
by thy words shalt thou be condemned.” 
When the promise of our text is trans­
formed into practice, then the tongue of 
deceit shall not do its mischief in secrecy, 
the demon of slander shall not blast the 
reputation of the innocent, and gossip 
shall be spoiled of all its stock-in-trade. 
In homes, lowly and noble, the law of 
kindness shall be on all lips. Coarse, 
blasphemous, profane jests and wretched 
ribaldry shall no more chill the life-blood 
or pang the heart—conversation shall be 
pure, and its springs shall have higher 
sources than etiquette and conventional­
ist. Again. Our text has reference to 
trade and commerce. When the pure 

a language prevails sellers shall not upraise 
and buyers shall notcry down the value 
ofarticles ; tricks in trade shall be scorned, 
a man’s word will be his bond, and the 
much abused rule in our church against 
“ using many words in buyingand selling” 
will be kept to the letter. The sound 
maxim, “No friendship in business,” 
then shall have in it no foil of craft, avar­
ice and dishonesty to excite suspicion : 
and reckonings, whether long or short, 
will be helps to keep friendship.

Our text points to other callings. (1) 
Take, for instance, the legal profession. 
Who that has frequented our law courts 
has not heard counsel use their 
eloquence to make the guilty more crim­
inal on the one hand, or the guilty inno­
cent on the other. This shall cease when 
the “ pure language” is spoken. Then 
legal documents slyill have words calcu­
lated only to instruct, but never to mis­
lead, and their plain words will never be 
wrested from their right meanings. (2) 
The promise applies to the medical pro­
fession. The credulity of those who are 
sick, or imagine they are, shall not be 
preyed upon by hucksters in physic, who 
palm off wonderful panaceas, ruining the 
health of the public, to replenish their 
own coffers. (3) But, more than in any 
thing else which is professional, what our 
text promises is needed in politics—no 
matter whether civic, parliamentary or 
diplomatic. Then, men aspiring to office, 
or holding office, will say what they mean 
and do what they promise.

Secondly. Consider the promise of our 
text as referring to science, art, and liter­
ature. These all have angelic missions 
in the world ; but, alas I they have been 
often hindered and turned aside by the 
prejudices and passions of mankind ; and 
yet they must hold on their way towards 
a sure and glorious destiny. Our text 
here suggests three things,namely—Faith 
as opposed to Scepticism, Morality as op­
posed to Immorality, and Truth as op­
posed to Falsehood. First. There are 
poets who have sung, philosophers who 
have reasoned, historians who have crowd­
ed their pages with facts and legends, 
astronomers who have “ legislated” about 
the starry heavens, geographers who have 
explored the earth’s surface, and geolo­
gists who have searched earth’s secrets in 
order to deny God; while painters have 
used their pencils, and sculptors their 
graving tools, and musicians have pricked 
their creations of harmony to dishonor 
his name—and yet not all, and much less 
have the greatest sons of genius been the 
apostles of unbelief. But the wickedness 
ot the wicked, clever and stupid alike, 
shall cease. All science, art, and litera­
ture, with one consent, shall bear witness 
for God. In printed page, speaking can­
vas, or mute symbol—they shall all point 
to Him with radiant finger, while every 
note of the world’s music and song shall 
vibrate with his triune name. Genius 
will yet praise Him, and his saints will 
bless Him. Secondly. Works of taste 
will then be moral.' Art has sometimes 
shown its degeneracy, not only in loath­
some prints and clandestine photographs, 
but also in elal>orate paintings ; not only

m castings and mouldings, but also in 
chiselled marbles ; and “ divftie poesy” 
herself has too often been violated. Art 
is the embodiment of science, and both 
must plead guilty before the bar of morals. 
It is a sad fact that, taking the world's 
history in all ages, far more immoral than 
moral literature has been produced. 
It has- been engraved on stony tablets, 
and treasured up in antique manuscripts, 
and, during modem times, it has been 
given to the nations in verse and prose, 
in volumes endless. In these ways im­
morality has been embalmed, and al­
though its vile odor has been relieved by 
rose water, and its disgusting ugliness 
adorned with tinsel and gold-leaf, ÿet it 
becomes all the more repulsive when its 
masks are tom off. But our text fore­
shadows a period when “ pure religion 
and undefiled” shall every where have 
sway, when all the labors of man in art 
and literature shall be as pure as “ snow 
resting on Alpine pinnacle, white in the 
blue holiness of heaven.”

Thirdly. Works of taste shall bf true, 
as opposed to whatever is false. When 
our Lord met the suggestion of Satan, to 
distrust the Providence of God, with the 
words “ Man shall not live by bread alone, 

signs. j*)ut by every word that proceeded» out of 
the mouth of God,” we believe that he 
meant to teach that truth is the food of 
the soul with regard to men individually, 
in nations and as a race. If so, thenfalse­
hood is the soul's poison at all times and 
everywhere.

The false has too often been put into 
the subjects and accessories of paintings, 
and into the figures, attitudes and drap­
eries of statuary. That which is false has 
been scattered broadcast by means of 
dailies, weeklies, monthlies, and quarter­
lies ; and not a little has been imported 
into rhyme and blank verae, into popular 
orations and lectures—not to mention 
novels in such abundance as to remind 
us of a “ great and wide sea, wherein are 
things creeping innumerable, both small 
and reat beasts,” and most of them “ un­
clean.” But, when the Lord “ shall turn 
the people to a pure language,” genius 
and talent shall rejoice in glorious liberty 
from all that is false, and study in word 
and symbol to show that truth, “ When 
unadorned is adorned the most.”
“Truth crushed to the earth shall rise again, 
The eternal years of God aie her'»;
But error, wounded, writhes with pain,
And dies among its worshippers.”

Thirdly. The promise of our text refers 
to religion. It fortells the cessation of 
alj idolatrous and superstitious worship, 
the destruction of atheism, and ungodly 
science, the extinction of bigotry, and un­
holy zeal for dogma, the enthronement 
of love, and the salvation of the world. 
In the great world of heathendom we 
have to be patient as well as hopeful. 
Wide continents of idolatry cannot be 
won for Christ in a day. But the time of 
the “ pure language” will surely dome. 
In the Foreign field of missionary opera­
tion a mighty set of forces are silently, 
yet surely at work. Idolatry is fast losing* 
is grip on the life of the people. In In­
dia, China and Japan there is great com1
motion to-day. The old—how old ?_sys-"
terns of religion are suffering a mutation- 
—revolution rather—for Christ, the great 
revolutionist, is at work. . Wise men, edu­
cated men, heart-stricken men, are band­
ing together to see if something cannot 
be done towards saving the national 
forms of social and religious life from total 
wreck. They want God ; they grope for 
Him in great darkness ; they cry for Him 
with bitter crying and a very agony of 
desire. Fain would they stay the inroll­
ing tide of truth, that is to sweep 
away everything that has for countless 
generations been held to be sacred. All 
idolatry is philosophical—in its most tra­
gic bloodiness it is but the desperation of 
a life that is nearly divine. An effort is 
demanded. We must give them the true 
God. The mythologist has failed, priest- 
ism has failed, caste has failed. To-day 
they seek to harmonize conflicting 
thought, to amalgamate conflicting prin­
ciples. The “Brahama Somaj" and the 
“Siva Somaj” and eclectic and neologic 
schools of thought in India, led by 
Chunder Sen, aré adopting the sermon, 
lecture, hymnal and liturgy. " These are 
on the border-land of truth and learning 
the primer of the “pure language”—tens 
of thousands are waiting for the truth. 
It is ours—our highest duty, and grandest 
privilege—to give the “glorious gospel” 
to the world. And let me ask, with all 
the emphasis I can command, “how shall 
they Itelieve in Him of whom they have 
not heard ? and how shall they hear with­
out a preacher ! and how shall they preach 
unless they be sent?" God honors us in 
making us co-workers with Himself in 
the salvation of men. Although wo have 
but little compass, and small resources 
although we halt and stumble and are 
feeble in judgment, little in conception 
and execution, yet it is God’s will that we 
should labor with him ii. this great work. 
To me this declaration of the Bible that 
man is taken into partnership with the 
Infinite God is an appalling proposition. 
God waits patiently for years and centuries 
while the purchase of the atonement goes 
on in destitution, ignorance and sin ;

waits witjj, the infinite esitrgaew of His 
boundless love and the power of His Om­
nipotence, y Milling and anxious for his 
wayward children, end We poor miserable 
sinners Are at ease, we slumber and let 
Him wait. His cause, as for as its present 
triumph goes, languishes, and His king­
dom does not come, simply because we 
do not do our part in the great work. 
Friends, the world needs the gospel ; we 
must give it to them, or God will do the 
great work without our help. He will use 
other agencies, and employ other labor­
ers. Let us, as a Church arise, and make 
the extension of the everlasting gospel 
commensurate with its applicability. 
“Christ sludf have the heathen for His 
inheritance and the uttermost parts of the 
earth for his possession.” Impossible ! 
says some man of little faith, little Heart, 
and of gloomy ou*Bok. Impossible ! with 
Africa almost untouched, wj|h A*** aa 
immeasurable hot-bed of superstitions of 
the vilest kinds, with four hundred mil, 
lions of BuddtUe s Aud A greater following 
than the zStm of God has ever yet secured 
for hwfiself upon the earth. Impossible | 
Friend, of little foith, let me remind you 
that this is not a fond theory, an illusion 
leading tS * fool’s paradige. It is not a 
preateher nor preachers, not a Church or 
Churches, that we hear in otuylikt. Our 
faith is not in man or his measures ; we 
confide in the triune God, in his redemp­
tion and providence ; God spake the irre­
vocable words—“ For then will I turn to 
the people a pure language.” This is my 
authority as a Christian teacher and ser­
vant. Our confidence is in Jehovah. 
Look at this scroll♦—it declares that “it 
shall come to pass the signature ap­
pended that of tiie’Eternal God ! Can 
that fail T < If you doubt it, go out into 
nature. See “ the spacious firmament on 
high, with all the blue ethereal sky.” 
He spake and it was dune. He com­
manded and it stood fast. Are you afraid 
it will be shaBp ? Are you fearful that 
the bands of (Mon mil be loosed, and ten 
thousand fieix orbs be set free, to dash 
with measureless impetuosity through 
the trembling universe ? Do you fear 
that the cords that bind the Pleaides will 
be broken, or that the earth, which He 
“ hung upon nothing,” will fall from its 
place ? No, you dare not If, then, he 
be changeless to matter aud force, will 
He not keep his promise to man ? Ah [ 
says the troubled heart, but the awful 
difficulties. Yes, hut took at the golden 
promises. Yes, but look at our bitter 
failures ; thinly of the slowness of our 
progress ; the world will never be saved. 
Friend, come with me, look out upon the 
broad sea. Mark, the winds are in His 
fists, the sea in the hollow of His hand. 
See how the ailgry winds have come down 
upon the troubled ocean. Behold how 
the mighty waves bid defiance to the un­
seen and roaring tempest, and dash their 
angry foam against the angry sky. The 
very harmony of nature seems broken,

Friends, as you see this, are you fear­
ful lest the Eternal Father has changed ? 
Are you afraid that He has let ,the winds 
go out of His fists, that He has thrown 
the sea from -itbe , hollow of His hand ? 
No ! forevor no I Then why, when the 
battle is fiercest and- disappointment the 
severest, do you distrust him in the 
splendid field of missions, and in His great 
purpose to save the world. Trust Him 
and it shall come to pass. Shade your 
eyes and look afar, it is dark, thick dark­
ness. But look again ; there is a golden 
streak beyond the utmost edge of gloom; 
it is the promise of God over lapping the 
outermost comers of the earth, and the 
utmost sin of man. Trust Him, be true ; 
cast your gold into the sacred treasury ; 
give yourselves to this sacred labor, and 
soon, very soon the world shall be won to 
Christ. France, careless France, shall 
become beautiful in holiness ; and Spain 
ennobled with the dignity of goodness ; 
and Italy, sunny Italy, shall once more 
send greetings to the saints at Corinth, 
and the “dark continent” shall become 
full of light and belief in Christ Jesus 
India éhall-east aside lier multitudinous 
idols, and China and Japan, standing on 
the broad foundation of prophets and 
apostles, shall hid all- the world a wel-. 
come in the name of the diyne brother 
of men, and far away the islands of the 
sea shall sing to each other across their 
sun-lit sweeps of water, and the great 
nation nears us, and our Canada shall be 
saved from all impious thought and 
speech and wicked life, and one story 
every child shall lisp, one memory every 
nation shall cherish, and one name shall 
be above every name, for “the earth shall 
be full of the knowledge of the ].ord 
the waters cover the sea." * * * • 
Passing several points fqr want of time 
let me say that there is such an exhibition 
of Christ crucified as will realize His own 
words “And I if I be lifted up will draw 
all men unto me.”

I-appeal to you. this morning for funds 
iu aid of the Missionary Society of the 
Methodist Church of Canada. In our 
department of the mission field, we have 
much to be thankful • for. To-day, con­
nected with the New Brunswick and 
Prince <£dward “Island Conference, we 
have fifty-seven missionaries, and a mem­
bership of nearly five thousand. Our

own land presents to us a sad scene of 
religious ignorance, neglect and destitu­
tion. Hundreds habitually disregard the 
worship of God, and ate living in practical 
heathenism. We have heathenism at 
our very doors, here wrapped in titre warm 
bosom of Christianity, here putrescent ill 
the midst of life. We also have mission­
aries laboring in Japan, where there are 
at least, thirty-two millions of men and 
women, purchased by death of Christ, 
bowing down to dumb idols. Upon what 
basis do I claim your support ? I will 
tell you in a word. I claim your efforts 
and sympathies in behalf of men and 
women. I base my claim upon the fact 
of the brotherhood, the common human­
ity of the race, the common capability of 
all mankind of pain and sorrow, of happi­
ness and love, of every variety of religious 
impulse and passion, of intense love for 
Christ, of reverence for his august 
authority, of exultatibn in the hope of 
immortal righteousness and glory. The 
time was when the great appeal on be­
half-of Christian missions rested on the 
dark and terrible destiny, which was 
supposed to menace without distinction, 
the whole heathen world ; men helped 
because millions were drifting age after 
age, without a solitary exception to 
“adamantine chains and penal fires.” 
ftfonds, we must send, unto all men the 
gospel, whatever our theory concerning 
their future may be. Let me ask those 
of you who believe in eternal torment 
what evidence you are giving of the 
reality of your belief? ' ...

Inst year, as a congregation, you gave 
$136.91. Is that paltry sum the measure 
of your concern ? Will a five dollar bill 
discharge your obligation ? I protest 
against all ease and indolence when this be 
your creed. Are there those present who 
believe in the annihilation of the soul at 
death ? or the burning up of the wicked 
at judgment day ? Did you ever see a 
human body bum up, or look at the 
charred remains of some victim of fire ? 
Think of the shrivelling up of a human 
soul! Notas an irate priest, but as an 
outraged man, I anathematize such a 
theory and declare it unworthy of the 
God I worship.
“ Is this the whole sad story of creation, 
Lived by its breathing myriads o’er and o’er, 
One glimpse of day, then black annihilation, 
A sunlit passage to a sunless shore?”
But, if any of you so read the Scriptures, 
if you believe in the destruction of splen­
did hopes, and possibilities which such a 
destiny would involve, what are you doing? 
If, on the other hand, you believe that, at 
last, all the human race will be restored, 
and that the missionary work of to-day is 
but a preparation for work of the same 
character in the future, why not give to 
all the gospel now? why throw such holy 
labor into the far future ? -If you are at 
ease, you forget that what the Christian 
world needs as sinners, the heathen world 
needs as sinners. And, unless as sinners, 
we need the Lord Jesus Christ, the sacri­
fice on Calvary is inexplicable butchery. 
Friend, do not forget the final command,
the great commission of the Saviour_
“ Go ye and preach the gospel to every 
creature.”

The point I wish to make in thus speak 
ingto you is this, that whatever our theory 
concerning the future may be, the obli­
gations resting upon us to evangelize the 
world remains unalleviated and unim- 
pared.

Friends, rouse ye all to this great work. 
The religion of the Cross is advancing and 
placing itself in sublimer attitudes every 
day. It will extend wider, and rise higher, 
and shine brighter, till deception and 
error will vanish from the horizon of man’s 
night, and leave it ablaze with effulgent 
day. It will extend its triumphs, till 
human pride and human obstinacy shall 
mêekly kneel and kiss its sceptre ; till 
creeds and theories lay theif croyns at its 
feet,and all governments shall be walledup 
and lost in an all-absorbing,overshadowing 
apd universal Theocracy ; till the Hindoo 
with his Shaster and Veda,the Parse? with 
Zendavesta, the Buddhist with his Beda- 
gat, the Jewish Rabbin with his Talmud, 
the Mohammedan with his Koran, shall 
all come trooping up and pjle the volumes 
of their faith in one grand pyre at the 
foot of'Calvery’s Cross. A ngels will kindle 
it and the curling flames wreathing away 
into heaven, will announce to the universe 
the completion of its victories and the 
perfection .of its glories.

Friends, with such responsibilities, 
with such uplifted possibilities for the 
human race placed in our hands, can we 
be recreant? Can \vp do other than give 
of our best, and to our uttermost, to 
hasten the Kingdom of Christ. It shall 
come—for the morning breaks and the 
night departs as we realize by faith the 
promise of our text—“Then will I turn to 
the people a pure language, that they 
may all call upon the name of the Lord, 
to serve Him with one consent.”

We move to the moral conquest of the 
world. Let it be with no laggard step.

“Fling out the banner! Heathen lands
Shall see from afar the glorious sight.
And nations crowding to be born.
Rejoice their spirits in its light.”

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London, March 2—8 p. m.
There was a large crowd awaiting the 

Queen's arrival at Windsor. The Queen 
walked across the platform of the railway 
station to her carriage, which was waiting to 
take her to the Castle. John Brown had 
already ascended to bis seat behind the *ar- 
riage when a man named MacLean, standing 
at the entrance to the station yard among a 
number of spectators, pointed a pistol at the 
carriage and fired. To judge from the 
report the pistol could not have been heavily 
loaded. The Queen, who was probably not 
aware of what had happened, was im­
mediately driven to the Castle, but before 
she passed the than had been seized by the 
Superintendent of Borough Police, who was 
standing near by. He was also violently 
seised by the crowd and only ceacaed front 
them whea three or foar policemen casse to 
the superintendent’s assistas tance. The 
pistol wee centered by one of the crowd.

HeeLean, who was miserably clad, was 
taken into High street and thence conveyed 
to the police station in a cab. The general 
opinion is that the act was the result of 
lunacy. As soon as the Queen arrived at 
the Castle she ordered an equerry to proceed 
to the depot to inquire if any one had been 
hurt. The report of the pistol was sharpr 
but not lend.

Eton scholars were prominent in an at­
tempt to lynch MacLean.

MacLean is 27 years old. He states that 
he is a grocer’s assistant. The doctors pro­
nounce him sane. The revolver is a 6-cham- 
bered Colt’s American make ; two chambers 
were found loaded, and two recently dis­
charged ; fourteen ball catridges were found 
on his person. MacLean says hunger actu­
ated the crime.

The Queen held a d inner party last night, 
as usual.

No political significance is attached in any 
quarter to the outrage.

The Queen’s Own Account.
(Special to The Herald.)

London, March 3.
On arriving at the Castle yesterday, the 

Queen despatched the following telegram to 
the Prince of Wales at Marlborough House : 
“In case exaggerated reports should reach 
you, I telegraph to say that as I drove from 
the station here a man shot at the carriage, 
but fortunately hurt no one. He was in­
stantly seized. I am none the worse.” The 
Prince of Wales, accompanied by a numerous 
suite, was at the Court Theatre, and when 
the news of the Queen’s safety was received, 
the Çrince bowed his acknowledgements, and 
the National Anthem was played amid great 
cheering.

At a meeting of representative Irishmen 
from all parts of the metropolis, held in Lon­
don to arrange for a demonstration on St. 
Patrick’s Day, a resolution was passed, de­
ploring the attempted assassination. Much 
excitement exists in Irish circles in London, 
and the outrage is universally condemned.

Ottawa. March 3.
In the Senate yesterday Botsford inquired 

w hether the representation of New Brunswick 
would be re-adjusted so as to give Westmor­
land an additional member. He pointed that 
"Sunbury, with much less population, had the 
same representation as Westmorland.

A. Campbell said that he could not give any 
information in advance of the bill which 
would be introduced.

In the Commons McCarthy’s bill to con­
stitute a Dominion Board of Railway Com­
missioners passed a second reading.

The Government resisted Casgrain’s bill to 
prevent frauds in contracts. Langevin 
moved one month’s postponement. The 
House divided on this motion, yeas 78, nays 
51. The House adjourned at half-past ten.

The announcement of the attempt to assas­
sinate the Queen was made in Senate by Sir 
A. Campbell, and in House by Sir John Mac­
donald, and created profound sensation

It is generally believed Dominion elections 
will take place in June next.

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EASTERN EXTENSION CLAIMS.

The debate in the Assembly on Mon­
day, whicli is very fully reported in the 
Herald to-day; contains much informa 
lion never before made public, in refer­
ence to the claims made by the Province 
upon the Dominion, on account of Eastern 
Extension. We regret to say that the 
debate, as a whole, left a most unsatisfac 
tory impression upon the House. We 
have been accustomed to regard this 
claim for $150,000 as so much money 
which the Province might reckon on re 
ceiving with certainty some time or other, 
and the Local Government have given the 
public reason to expect it at a very early 
day. It was with considerable surprise, 
therefore, that we heard the Provincial 
Secretary say, that “ the abstract right of 
the Province to receive any sum what 
ever was an open one.” This statement, 
coupled with that made by the Chief 
Commissioner of Public. Works, to thé 
effect that Clark, Punchard & Co. were 
to receive the balance of the amount 
paid by the Dominion Government, over 
and above the $250,000, which has already 
been paid to the Province, compels us, 
however unwillingly, to arrive at the con­
clusion that the public have been system­
atically deceived in this matter all the 
way through. It appears that the Prov­
ince did not own Eastern Extension ; 
but that Clark, Punchard & Co. owned it; 
that the Local Government, in urging the 
adoption of this road as a part of the 
Intercolonial, were simply the agents of 
this English firm, and that the price paid 
the Government for their influence and 
exertions was the sum of $250,001) above 
referred to. We have been told repeat: 
edly that the $150,000 was claimed be 
cause of an undervaluation of the road, 
and certainly in equity, if not in law, any 
amount which may be pai l, by the Do 
minion Government in order to ..ake the 
price of the road fair and reasonable, 
would belong to the firm which owned 
the road and not to this Province. Upon 
this point we regret that the Government 
did not feel called upon to make an ex 
plicit declaration, an l that the Attorney

•ww*’ 'i I not answer Mr. Blair’s en­
quiry as to whether the receipt given by 

v, i i i liar l & Co., when they re ieiv- 
e 1 the a oount "pai l them, was not a 
qualified one. The result of the lèbate 
is not only to raise a doubt as to whether 
the claims will he paid,butas to whether 
the Provin :e has anv claim which ought 
to be recognize 1. To be sure the Attor­
ney General indulge l in so ue mysterio is 
hints about what he expected ; but the 
upshot of his remarks was that he ha 1 no 
information whatever to g.ve the House. 
Now it is t, ne this farce was plave i out. 
The Provinie either has a claim or ,t has 
not a clai a, and the country has a right 
to expect that a Govern ,ient w.nch has 
ha 1 so ui toll to say about these claims, 
which has sent delegation after deiega 
tion to Ottawa to loo,< after them, which 
put a declaration into the mouth of the 
Lieutenant Governor that they ought to 
be paid with interest—that such a Govern 
sent sho i. I have been able to meet the 

question a-- to the relations in which 
V.ark, Pun ihar l & Co. stoo 1 towards any 
'lalance due, with so nothing line an ex 
plicit answer, an d to have given a definite 
tssuranue that the ioney, when reeeiV- 
e 1, would go into the Provincial exche 
q ier or tn ben fi o the Province. 
Very many people who read the debate 
wmjo.n w tn Mri Bar iene in say mg that 
they do not believe the Province will 
ever get a dollar of the money. To those 
who watcued the discussion closely it 
was clear beyond any question that the 
Government was greatly embarrassed. 
The awkward and unsatisfactory explan­
ation they gave, their determination to 
shirk the real question involved point to 
one of two conclusions,either that for some 
undisclosed reason they wish to conceal 
the real facts, or that they are really 
ignorant of the true state of the case. 
Whichever is the right conclusion, the 
position which the Government occupies 
before the country upon the subject is 
not an enviable one."

MR. COLTERS B1 RELATING TO
LUMBER.

There are three objections to Mr. 
Colter’s Bill declaring that logs shall be 
deemed merchantable provided they are 
not less than six inches in diameter at 
the top end. One is that it is probably 
beyond the powers of the Local Legis­
lature to pass such an act. Mr. King, 
when Attorney General, was of the 
opinion that it was ultra Virex the 
Local Legislature to pass an act providing 
for the survey of shingles, the power to 
provide for the survey of articles to be 
exported being conferred upon the 
Dominion Parliament by the general 
authority to regulate trade and commerce; 
and it will be noted that the Legislature 
in pasi.’.iig the Consolidated Statutes did

not repeal and re-enact the law relating 
to the survey and exportation of lumber, 
as they did most of the other Provincial 
laws. A second objection is that the 
Bill will do no good if it does become law. 
There is nothing to prevent a man cutting 
six inch logs now if he wishes to ; except 
the fact that the manufacturers of deal 
will only give a two-third’s price for small 
logs. Mr. Colter, or whoever is the real 
promoter of the bill, may as well try to 
pass an act declaring that cows shall give 
twenty quarts of milk a day as to en­
deavor by legislation to make that 
valuable which the consumers of lumber 
will not take except at a reduced rate. 
A six inch log is not a log at all. It is 
nothing more than a decent pole. What 
good is expected to be gained by author­
izing the survey of such wood and 
declaring it merchantable. The Jaw as it 
now stands says that “Logs tor the manu­
facture of deals shall nçt Le less than 
twelve feet in length and eleven inches 
in diameter,”. and surveyors are not to 
survey any which are smaller. As a 
matter of fact they do survey logs as 
s ..all as nine inches at the top end ; but 
this does not make them worth any more 
when they come to market, and if the 
new bill authorized the surveyor to 
stamp the six inch logs “merchantable 
by Act of Assembly,” they would still 
remain six inch logs and go begging for a 
half price market.

A third and still more serions objec­
tion to the bill it that it will encourage 
waste. If it has come to that pass that 
we must eût six inch logs or else reduce 
the extent of lumber operations, it is 
better to adopt the latter course. In 
that way only can we prevent the early 
stoppage of a most valuable industry. 
Before the Legislature should attempt to 
deal with this subject at all, it should get 
the fullest possible information in respect 
to the extent of the Provincial timber 
reserves. We have a Surveyor General, 
who has not sufficient to occupy his 
attention in his office to make it neces- 
saiy lor him to spend much of his time 
m Fredericton and who usually gets 
something like a thousand dollars a year 
for travelling expenses. Now what has 
this gentleman to tell the House about 
the amount of lumber yet remaining in 
the Province ? His report has not yet 
been laid before the House; but we 
venture a guess that there will be not a 
word in it which will throw any light 
upon this important subject. Neverthe­
less the subject is one which, as the 
Secretary would say, has both “urgency 
and constitutionality to recommend it,” 
A thorough enquiry should at once be 
made into the matter, and if it is found, 
as we believe it will be, that the supply 
of spruee is being seriously impaired, 
legislation should be had of a conservative 
character. It is certainly greatly to be 
regretted that in the fifteen /ears this 
Government has been in power they have 
not made a single step in the direction 
of the preservation of our forest welath.

A SERIOUS CHARGE.

In the demoralization which has come 
upon the Assembly since Confederation, 
political principles seem to have been 
lost sight of. A Government can do any­
thing apparently, except commit larceny, 
and yet manage to keep the confidence 
oj' the House. We do not say that Mr. 
Blair has come forward with a charge of 
larceny against the local Government ; 
but he has certainly brought one forward 
which, if it was made in reference to a 
transaction between private individuals, 
would be little short of embezzlement. 
He has taken a very serious responsibility 
ipon himself in so doing, and the Pro­
vincial Secretary, who was put forward by 
the Government to give the matter a 
most emphatic denial, has also placed 
himself in such a position that, if the 
charge is sustained, any declaration which 
he .nay make hereià’ter will deservedly 
tail to receive the credit which should 
attach to ministerial statements. The 
issue presented is a very serious one. If 
the Provincial Secretary’s statement is 
true, Mr. Blair’s position before the Legis­
lature will be unpleasant ; but, if it ap­
pears on examination to be untrue, not 
omy will the gentleman tyho occupies the 
office of Receiver General be convicted 
of giving false information to the Legis­
lature, but the whole Government must 
share with him the responsibility of having 
concealed the receipt and payment of 
certain sums qf money. That the actual 
issue may not be misunderstood, we state 
it in a few words : Mr. Blair says, in ef­
fect, that the Receiver General has re­
ceived more fees from the Clerk of the 
Pleas than he has given the Province cre­
dit for, and that the amount uncredited 
has been paid out without sanction of 
law. The Receiver General denies this, 
and the issue thus raised is to be deter­
mined by sworn testimony. . In view of 
the gravity of the charge, the responsi­
bility of the committee is unusually seri­
ous ; and although we regret that two of 
the gentlemen upon the committee have 
a reputation for the facility with which 
they have heretofore managed to obstruct 
the free enquiry into the doings of the 
heads of departments, we are not without 
a hope that they wiil use every means to 
have this matter sifted to the bottom.

In passing it is worth while to. call 
attention to the fact, as illustrating how 
the principles of responsible government 
are being lost sight of, that Mr. Blair’s 
resolution was one of want of confidence. 
We cannot suppose the leader of tin

Government so ignorant of Parliamentary 
practice as not to know this ; and we can 
only account for his unwillingness to treat 
it as such, by the supposition that he was 
afraid to meet a square vote upon the 
subject, and preferred to trust to ob­
structive tactics when the matter came 
before a committee.

THE ENFORCEMENT OF THE CAN- 
ADA TEMPARANCE ACT.

The decision of the Supreme Court in 
ex parte Haskett clear, the way of all 
difficulties in the enforcement of the 
Canada Temperance Act, and the public 
will require, at the hands of tfiose charged 
with administrating the law, very much 
more efficient work than has heretofore 
been evident. It has been saidj we do 
not say truly said, that there are in Fred­
ericton over thirty places where liquor 
can be obtained without much difficulty. 
If this is true it is due largely to the 
safety which violators of the law felt in 
view of the fact that the hands of the 
Police Magistrate were known to be fet 
tered by the unsatisfactory position taken 
by the Court. He is free now to act, and 
we feel sure that he will employ his large 
powers in a manner which will show him 
worthy of the important trust which has 
been confided to him. We dissent alto 
gether from the proposition that there 
should be delay until the constitutionality 
of the Act is decided. The men who 
sell liquor are entitled to no consider­
ation. The sale is illegal whatever may 
be the fate of the Caftada Temperance 
Act. If that law were declared uncon 
stitutional to-morrow the acts of these 
men would still be illegal. Therefore 
they have no standing whatever from 
which to appeal to public sympathy. We 
deny, and that too in the face of a certi­
ficate signed by officials, whose names 
ought never to have been appended to 
any document of such a character, that 
this Act cannot be enforced. The people 
must assert their dignity and compel its 
enforcement. If larger powers are need 
ed by the police they must be obtained ; 
if money is necessary it will be forthcom­
ing ; if men are needed to take the res 
ponsibility of making complaints they 
will be found. It will be a disgrace to 
the fair name of this Province if a few 
men can defy the recognized law of the 
land. Let there be such an assertion of 
oublie opinion as will carry with it into 
official circles as well as into the 
“ shebeens ” which the opponents of the 
Act speak of with such contempt, a con­
viction that the Canada Temperance Act, 
so longas’it remains on the statute book, 
must be respected by all men, however 
humble or however exalted their position.

We are not suggesting that they are 
improper but simply that the payment 
of them in this way is irregular.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT.

We are in receipt of the report of the 
Public Works Department for the past 
year. F’rorn it we learn that While the 
total grant for public works last year 
was $126,352.37, the total expenditure 
was, $129,208.94, making an apparent 
over-expenditure of$2,856.57. What the 
actual over-expenditure is, it is impossible 
to gather from the report ; because no 
clue is given to what payments have 
been made by the Department for ser 
vices performed before the close of the 
fiscal year, but which were not then to be 
barged against the Warrant account of 

the Department, nor of the balances 
due upon work performed ^luring the 
last fiscal year. We note that notwith­
standing the Government House was put 
in thorough repair a few years ago, and in 
spite of the reiterated statements of the 
Chief Commissioner that $2,000 a year 
would pay the cost of it, $2,872.34, or 
more than half the amount necessary to 
pay the interest on the cost of a bridge 
across the river at Fredericton, was ex 
pended on account of that institution 
last year. It costs the people of the 
Province $1,228.38 a year to warm and 
light a house, which they hand over, free 
ot rent, to a gentleman who gets $9,000 a 
year for doing little or. nothing. i’he 
travelling expenses of the Chief Coo 
missioner were $850. Two things are 
noticeable in respect to this. First that 
it is nearly $3.00 per day, or inolu ling Ils 

mileage allowance as a representative an I 
a member of the Executive, over $3.00 a 
day for every day in the year except 
Sunday. This represents a very large 
amount of travelling and the curious 
thing about it is that it is exactly the 
amount of the sum vot 'd by the Ho use 
for that purpose. eWhen it is remem­
bered that $850 was the estimated 
amount of the Chief’s travelling expenses, 
we are lost in admiration of the carefui 
management which brought the actual 
expense to balance so exactly with it. A 
careless man might have expen led $8 ">.. 
A man who loved his ease might have 
only expended $849 ; but our Chief Com­
missioner spends the exact figure, neither 
more nor less. We suggest that it would 
be desirable to have a d -tailed account 
of the traveling expenses of the Depart­
mental Chiefs, that the public may know 
what they are paying those large sums 
for every year. The special expenditures 
for the year, for which no grant of the 
legislature was made, but which are under 
the authority of what has been called the 
Emergency Act, amount to $9,085. .4. 
Many of the items appear to be war­
ranted : but some require, explanation; 
such as W. O. Moore, grant Town Port­
land, $1,000.00 ; W. Magee, balance due 
on wharf $50; Donald McDonald, on 
account balance claimed on wharf $200. 
These are other items in the same class.

It will be observed that the expendi­

ture this year is at the rate of upwards of nATK- 
en dollars per head of the population ; 

an amount which is calculated to set 
people thinking of whither this Dominion 
is tending. As our special despatches 
said on Wednesday, the supplementary 
estimates will probably swell the expen­
diture on revenue account to $29,000,000.
It is not yet four years since the Minister
of Finance said that $22,500,000 was 
ample for the purpose of the country, 
and he condemned the administration 
of Mr. Mackenzie most unsparingly 
lor having gone as high as $23,000,000. 
It is one of the unfortunate facts result­
ing from confederation that, while the 
people of this Prov.nce are paying nearly 
three times as much per head into the 
revenue as they were previous to i867, the 
North-West, from which we derive no 
benefit, is getting the lion’s share of the 
expenditure.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE LEG­
ISLATIVE COUNCIL.

informed the House on Saturday that 
“It is the intention of the Government to 
till the vacancies in the Legislative Conn 
cil. i’he time when such appointments 
shall be Aado is under the consideration 
of the Government.” Note first, that it is 
the “time” which is under the considera­
tion of the Government. The appoint 
ments have been determined upon and 
the question suggests itself who are the 
four men who have been chosen. It 
would be interesting to know which of 
the Government supporters have been 
decided upon as those who are to enjoy 
the coveted retirement, the otiurn cum 
dignitate of the upper chamber. Note 
secondly, that although the law fixes the

number of Legislative Councillors at 
eighteen, the Government proposes to 
keep it at fourteen as long as it suits 
their convenience, notwithstanding the 
fact t ha only eleven of the members of 
the Council are able to be in their places. 
Note thirdly, that the Government which 
declared itself latst year to be committed 
to the abolition of the Legislative Council 
is this year determined upon filling it up 
to its full strength, not because the 
Council is of any utility in a legislative 
point of view ; but because the Assembly 
can be better controlled thereby. Mr. 
Wedderburn’s answer was not very 
definite as to time. We will give the 
public the true answer. The Government 
will fill up the Legislative Council about 
the close of the present session or if not, 
then they will do so immediately after 
the electors have by their votes nqxt- 
summer sent to the seclusion of their 
homes the members, who have by their 
votes contributed to sustain in power the 
most incapable administration this 
Province ever had.

THE WATER WORKS.

ASSESSMENT AND EXPENDITURE ON ACCOUNT 
OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT COMPARED.

Below will be found a statement of the 
Fire Department for thirteen years, from 
which it appears that the average yearly 
expenditure for fire purposes is $4,478.11. 
In the event of the adoption of water 
works, the steamers will not be needed 
any longer, and presuming that $ l ,000 per 
annum will be sufficient to provide the 
necessary expenses of the several hose 
companies, there will be set free in the 
expenses of the Fire Department alone 
$3,478, which will be sufficient to pay in­
terest on $69,500 at 5 per cent—a sum 
nearly sufficient (if not quite so) to pay 
all the expenses in connection with the 
introduction of water.

MISSIONARY MEETING AT MARYS­
VILLE.

The annual Missionary Meeting in connec­
tion with the Methodist Church of Marysville 
was held on Monday evening last. There 
was a large congregation present, and on the 
platform were seated the Rev. Messrs. Brewer, 
Evans, Wad man, and Shenton of Sackville. 
After singing the 769th hymn Rev. Mr. Wad- 
niaii olfered prayer. A. Rowley, Esq., was 
very cordially invited by Rev. Mr. Brewer to 
occupy the Chair. On his accepting the in­
vitation Mr. Rowley made a very neat and 
appropriate speech. lie referred to the ob­
ject of the meeting—the interests of missions, 
and particularly those in connection with the 
Methodist Church. The work we are doing 
is a g .-eat one, and there is promise of abun­
dant success. Men opposed to its progress 
may predict failure, but shall we be discour- 
ug d V Nehemiah, in his indefatigable exer­
tions to rebuild the walls of Jerusalem, met 
with many difficulties. He had enemies. To 
these the p.ophet said, in their designing 
conferences with him, “I am doing a great 
work, why should the work cease?”

Mr. Rowley then called upon the Rev. Mr. 
Brewer to present the meeting with the usual 
report. Mr. Brewer said he would he brief. 
His report had to deal with only the work of 
the Canadian Conferences. Our income of 
the past year amounts to $135,000, which 
gives us an advance of $8,000 on the year 
previous. To this gross amount the Confer­
ence of N. B. and P. E. 1. had contributed 
$5,360. of which the Fredericton District had 
given $880—the City giving $136.90, Marys­
ville $275.00, and the balance being made up 
of smaller contributions. Marysville was 

Mr. Provincial Secretary A’edderburn4 then the banner circuit of its district, and,
save one, the banner circuit of the Province.

Rev. Mr. Evans then addressed the meet­
ing. In his introduction he referred to the 
exaltation of thought and feeling in contem­
plating the beautiful star-lit heavens. And 
as we contemplate this great missionary sub­
ject in its grandeur and vastness, our minds 
receive a broadness in no other way obtained. 
Christian missions have been no mistake nor 
failure. Their fruits justify my belief and 
assertion. The speaker then spoke of the 
errors into which some had fallen in suppos­
ing the number of annual converts to be only 
nine. He referred for a momyit to mission 
fields in general, and spoke eloquently of the 
triumphs of Christianity in Pagan lands. A 
strong point was made in his correcting a 
mistake which occurred in a speech of the 
Archbishop of York, recently reported in an

English Review, in reference to the annual 
contributions of Englishmen per head, for 
drink and for missions. He gave some very 
inatructive statistics which indicate the direct 
results of Missionary operations in India, 
Africa, Madagascar, and other foreign fields. 
After contrasting the apostolic age with our 
own, the Rev. gentleman closed his interest­
ing speech with an exceedingly eloquent and 
impressive peroration.

The choir then sang “We’ll work till 
Jesus comes.”

Rev. Mr. Shenton spoke next. He 'began 
by speaking of the fact that God always 
raises up and qualifies men for his work. 
Among them he mentioned Carey, Living­
stone, MacDougall, and others. A nation is 
enlarged by grpwth of population, by colo­
nization, and by conquest. To this the 
speaker . compared the Christian religion. 
He pointed out individual duty and respon­
sibility. We must pray. We must pay. The 
Lord expects his people to carry on the work. 
The results of Christian civilization were 
commercial and moral—the former are great, 
but the latter are greater. In concluding 
th£ speaker made an earnest and eloquent 
appeal to his hearers, to supply the Society 
with means in order to carry on this great 
and glorious work.

THE FREE BAPTIST CHURCH.

The remodelling and improvements on the 
Free Baptist Church, York street, Rev. Jos. 
M'Leod pasto-, are now completed, and If 
some, of the details of internal arrangement 
and furnishing are completed in time, the 
main body of the church building, or church 
proper, will be opened for worship on Sunday 
next. The congregation has been worship­
ping for some time past in the basement ôr 
Sunday School. The old church had been 
standing for some twenty years without any 
change or repairs to speak of, and the work 
of remodelling • was commenced about - the 
first of September last. The principal changes 
that have been made are in the main part of 
the church. An addition has been built on 
at the easterly end, 44 feet wide and 20 feet 
deep, which gives in the lower story or base­
ment an infant classroom, a committee room, 
and a kitchen, and in the church forms a 
place for the choir, being railed off from the 
platform, with which it is on a level, and on 
either side of it are rooms, one for the use of 
the minister and the other a retiring room. 
The one for the minister has connection with 
the rear entrance. Previous to this change 
there was an old fashioned pulplit, but the 
more modern platform has been put in its 
place. Under the platform is a baptistry, the 
floor running back on rollers. The gallery 
formerly occupied one end and two sides of 
the church. This has been taken out and is 
now replaced with a handsome gallery, a 
horse-shoe in form, which gives a greater 
seating capacity and more desirable sittings, 
while adding much to the general appearance 
of the church. The windows have all been 
changed, and where there were small clear 
glass lights, there arc now long lights of 
opaque glass, in four large windows piercing 
the walls on either side and extending up 
through the gallery. There is ceiling ventil­
ation now, which the church did not have 
before, and all the gas fixtures are-aew. The 
ventilators are ornamental ehnyiler* 1 ones on 
either side of the main gas ' reflector. The 
gas fixtures arc a large central reflector pen­
dant from the ceiling, and four double jet 
gas brackets under the gallery ; two of the 
same in the gallery and two of similar size 
on each side of the choir. The pews have 
been somewhat changed and rendered more 
comfortable. The stoves, with which the 
church was formerly heated, have been taken 
out and replaced by. furnaces, which is an 
important change. The only changes in the 
basement are repainting and gas fitting. 
New furniture has been provided for the 
nlatform, and consists of a reading desk, 
minister’s chair, and two other chairs, a book 
table and bouquet stand. They are all very 
handsome and of elegant design, constructed 
of black walnut, beautifully carved, and are 
upholstered in a deep crimson plush. New 
carpeting has also been put down throughout 
the building.

The church now presents an elegant and 
pit using appearance. The walls are colored 
in French gray. The ends of the pews a c 
grained an oak color, with black mouldings. 
The face of the gallery and finish throughout 
is the same. The platform, railingygjffl newel 
post and handrail of the steps leading up to 
it, are in black walnutand ash, as is also the 
panelling which runs around the walls just 
above the pews. Messrs. Bond & Milden, of 
St. John, did the remodelling ; \V. Nason, of 
t redericton, did the painting ; and the gas 
fixtures were imported direct from Mitchell, 
Vance Sc Co., New York, and were put up by 
Mr. A. Limerick. " The church is now one ot 
which both pastor and congregation may 
well be proud, and the improvements cost in 
the vicinity of $2,500.

A noticeable feature in the new church is a 
graceful tribute to the memory of a past pasu. 
tor, the father of the present incumbent. It 
consists of a marble tablet with a black 
border let in the wall on the left of the plat­
form, and bears the following inscription :

In Mcmoriam.
REV. EZEKIEL McLEOD, 

for eight years
Pastor of this Church.

Born September 24th. 1812.
Died March 17th, 1867.

•Jesus Christ is my righteousness, mr 
salvation, my all.”

That the tablet is now where it is,’is chiefly 
due to the efforts of Mrs. W. G. Gaunco, who 
promoted the idea and was most active in 
carrying it to completion. As it now stands, 
it is a tribute from a large number of friends 
and admirers of the late pastor, who was 
much beloved and respected by his congre­
gation.

A COUNTY SEAT WAR.

Milbank, D. T., Feb. 4—[Special Tele 
gram-]—The situation of affairs in Grant 
county is decidedly exciting just at 
present. The county seat fight between 
Milbank and Big Stone City, which ter­
minated bn Tuesday in the official 
declarations by the commissioners that 
Milbank is now the county seat is being 
vigorously opposed by an armed mob at 
Big Stone numbering three hundred men, 
who swear that they will shoot the first 
man attempting to remove the big safe 
containing the records of the county 
clerk encj register of deeds. They have 
enlisted men fjom over the line in Min­
nesota, and also a number of Indians.

FORTIFICATIONS
of hay bales have been thrown up in the 
streets of Bigstone to repel the MilbankJ 
ers who are hourly expected to swoop 
down upon the little hamlet. -Armed 
pickets are kept on duty day and night. 
Every county officer excepting the sheriff, 
is now at Milbank, and all official business 
is being transacted here. The records of 
the county treasurer and district court 
were safely removed to the new county 
seat. Various questions connected with 
the pending fight have been thrown into 
the district court three different times 
since the election last November and 
decided each time in favor of Milbank. 
Over two-thirds of the votes at the last 
election were for removing the county 
seat to Milbank. The Bigstone folks 
have evidently made a big mistake in 
their course of forcibly and defiantly re­
sisting legal processes when'served by 
proper officers. Milbank has from the 
first determined to keep strictly within 
the law, even though it cause some an­
noying delay. In the meantime the 
citizens of this place are on the alert and 
ready for any emergency that may arise.

THE FIJIANS.

Since everybody, including Judas and 
Nero, have their apologists, the Fiji 
cannibals are now declared not to be so 
black as they are painted.1 In the first 
place they had, in the way of flesh, 
nothing but each other to eat. Except 
flying foxes and rats there were no four 
footed animals on the islands. The 
present names of their domestic animals 
betray a European origin, collie, for dog; 
pussi, for cat ; ose, for horse ; seepi, for 
mutton ; goti, for goat; and bullama 
kow, for beef. The wooden spoons for 
human broth, and cannibal forks,eighteen 
inches long, with four or five prongs, are 
still in existence. A berry, resembling 
the tomato in shape and color, was the 
special and proper vegetable to be eaten 
with .“long pig.” One of the chieftains 
lately said he would like to see a woman 
who wouldn’t eat her full share, and 
declared that human flesh was ever so 
much better than pork. “Long pig" was 
sometimes made into puddings. When 
a friendly neighboriing tribe visited 
another, the chief of the latter would 
make a raid among his enemies, and 
bring back women enough to make a 
feast for his visitors. Fifty and eighty 
people were served at some of these 
feasts. Formerly, when any one sneezed, 
they said “May you club somebody." 
Now they say, “ Bless you," or “May you 
live long !” Chieftains were distinguished 
by the number of persons they had eaten. 
Before he was converted to Christianity, 
one of these has devoured forty-three of 
his fellows.

It follows therefore that 
anything in the political constitution 
which impairs the exercise of the func­
tions of government by 'the people, any 
system of administration which favors 
monopolies, or has a tendency to exalt 
one class above another, are antagonistic 
to public sentiment and the best interests 
of the country. An important epoch in 
the histoiy of this country is not far dis­
tant. Changes in the political status of 
the Dominion may be brought forward to 
be dealt with practically at any time. The 
Herald will enter upon the discussion of 
such subjects as these with a determina­
tion to consider them from a Canadian 
standpoint, and to favor and advocate 
anything calculated to advance the mate­
rial interests of the people.

In discussing the political issues now 
before the people, this journal will act in 
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo­
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with 
indifference the enormous expense at 
tendant upon the administration of gov­
ernment. This is entirely out of propor­
tion to the wealth and population of the 
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek­
ing to build itself up by attracting immi­
gration, it is all important that the rate of 
taxation should be kept low, the Herald 
will join hands with those who advo 
cate a reduction ill the cost of gov­
ernment. The expense of administration 
and the large debt of the Dominion com 
pel the imposition of a customs tariff, 
which, in order that sufficient revenue 
may be raised, must bear so large a pro 
portion to the foreign trade of the Do­
minion as to be necessarily “ protective.” 
The so called “ National Policy” is sim­
ply the outcome of past and present ex­
travagance, and cannot be justified by 
reference to any principle other than this, 
that the country ought to meet its en 
gagements as thfey fall due. The people 
not being willing to have resort to direct 
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course, 
that whatever party is in power will be 
compelled to continue a high tariff. 
Nevertheless such alterations ought to 
be made in details as will make the burden 
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon 
the staple industries of the country and 
the îaboringclasses. The hearer we can ap- 
prdÉch to free trade the better, in view as 
well as of the interests of our own people 
as of the relations in which the Dominion 
stands towards the other parts of the 
Empire and the United States,

MS. BLAIR’S CHARGE IS SUSTAINED.

It is with regret that we learn from the 
evidence given before the committee ap­
pointed to investigate the receipts of the 
Receiver General from the Clerk of the 
Pleas that the charge made by Mr. Blair, 
and so emphatically denied by the 
Receiver General, namely, that larger 
sums had been received from the Clerk 
than were acknowledged in the public 
accounts, and had been paid out without 
sanction of law, has been fully sustained. 
The evidence, which we publish else­
where, will show how clearly the above 
/acts have been made out, and with the 
emphatic words of Mr. Wedderbum yet 
ringing in our ears, when he hurled back 
the charge and pronounced it an unmi­
tigated slander, we feel that the (govern­
ment, and with it the country, has been 
humiliated. It is bad enough that the 
public accounts should not be correct; 
although people hàd got somewhat used 
toit; but it is a disgrace to representative 
institutions to have it established beyond 
a question that the declaration of the 
officer who is entrusted with the public 
funds—that the solemn declaration of 
such an officer, made to the Assembly 
with all the formality with which an offi­
cial declaration can be invested, and upon 
occasion when a member of the Assembly 
has demanded a committee of enquiry 
into the act of the Government, that such 
a declaration is not worth the breath 
with which the words are spoken. No 
charge could have been more plainly 
made, more squarely denied and more 
fully proved. We refer our readers to 
the evidence for the details of the seve­
ral years ; but for the purpose of helping 
ing them to arrive at an understanding of 
the facts; we will explain them as they 
apply to the last fiscal year. The law 
says that all the fees received in the office 
of Clerk of the Pleas shall be paid to the 
Receiver- General. The receipts of 1881 
were $1,719.71." Mr. Carman under oath 
stated that of this sum he paid to the 
Receiver General in cash and by a check 
of some two or three years’ standing, 
$1,100 ; that by authority of the Govern­
ment he paid $200 to Mr. Bliss, and the 
balance was expended in office contin­
gencies. The Receiver General only ad­
mitted in the public accounts the receipt 
of $836.26, and denied in the House that 
he had received any more. Yet Mr. 
Wedderbum knows, if he knows anything, 
that he actually and in point of law re­
ceived $1,300. Every dollar of the 
$1,719.71 should have gone into the 
Treasury and been drawn only by war­
rant ; but without making any point of 
the fact that Mr. Carman was allowed to 
charge his office contingencies against the 
moneys he had in hand, a practice whiçh, 
though reprehensible in principle, has 
not been abused by that gentleman ; it 
is shown clearly that only one half the 
fees had been so paid out, and that the 
balance, public money, remember, which 
the House had a right to appropriate, has 
been used by the Government without 
sanction of law. Since 1874 the estimates 
have contained one item, “for clerk to the 
Clerk of the Pleas, $400,” and the Province 
thought that was all that was paid him ; 
but every year he has received $200 more, 
not by a vote of the House, not by authori ' y 
of an Act of Assembly, but by the mere 
motion of the Government. Anything 
more directly in violation of the consti­
tutional privileges of the Legislature can­
not be imagined. We are not discussing 
whether or not Mr. Bliss has enough 
salary. That is a question for the House 
to determine, and they have shown no 
disposition to be niggardly ; but we wish 
to condemn in the strongest possible 
terms the payment of the people’s money 
without authority of law. It will be re­
membered that in 1874 the Government 
undertook to displace Mr. Botsford from 
the Clerkship of the Legisl tive Council 
and put Mr. Bliss in his office. In this 
they were defeated, and now the countiy 
learns for the first time that the last 
named gentleman has been receiving 
ever since that time an addition to his 
salary which did not appear in the public 
accounts. Again we ask, how can the 
statement in the Auditor General’s ac­
count of receipts $836.26 be reconciled 
with Mr. Carman’s statement that he paid 
$1,100. The two cannot be reconciled by 
any possible evidence; so that the Pro­
vincial Secretary stands convicted of pre­
senting an incorrect financial statement. 
We hope the House will hasten to mark 
this unconstitutional conduct with the 
strongest mark of disapproval possible 
under our legislative system. Men are 
not fit to be trusted in office an hour who 
will use the public funds without sanction 
of law, and have the brazen effrontery to 
deny it in the face of plain testimony.

The Storm.—The recent heavy rain storm 
ili rUost unprecedented at this season of the 
year, and it is feared that it will have a bad 
effect on lumbering operations. The snow 
rapidly disappeared under the steady rain 
and the ice ran* out of the Nashwaak 
River, breaking up the ice in the main river, 
directly opposite. , In the city the walking 
has been very unfootable, and in some places 
dangerous, from the slippery walks. The 
back streets are flooded in many places. 
Many cellars are filled, and in some instances 
apartments on the ground floors have been 
rendered too moist for occupation.

HOUSE OF A88EHBLY.
FRIDAY, Feb. 24.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The House met at 2.30.
MrBarberie gave notice of enquiry if the 

Government intended making any change in 
the law relating to timber lands or in the 
system of licensing the same, and when such 
changes would come in force if such was 
done.

Mr Colter gave notice of motion commit­
ting his lumber survey bill for Tuesday next.

House adjourned until 10 o’ clock Saturday 
morning.

SATURDAY, Feb 25.
The House met at 10 o’clock, and after 

routine the bill to incorporate the AuEilliary 
Bible Society of New Brunswick was passed 
and sent up to the Legislative Council for 
concurrence.

- Mr Hill reported from the Committee on 
Municipalities in favor of the bill relating to 
the elêction of County Councillors.

The Speaker left the chair until 11.45.
The House met at 11.45, when the Hon. 

Surveyor General laid on the table the Re­
port of the Crown Lands office for the year 
1881.

The Order of the Day was then taken up.
The following enquiry by Mr White (Carle- 

ton) stood :—
By what authority were the members of 

this Assembly paid $6 eAch to buy stationery 
at the last session of the Legislature and 
also if any person or persons other than the 
Clerks and members of the House have been 
supplied with stationery from the Clerk’s 
table during the present session; also is S 
Ball a servant or page of this House; if so 
what is the character of his work and how long 
has he been employed? Was the money paid 
him at the last session in full for all services 
and if not what amount is still due? .

Mr. Black moved as follows :—
Resolved, That an humble address be pre­

sented to His Honor the Lieutenant Governor 
praying that His Honor may be pleased to 
cause to be laid before the House a detailed 
statement of all sums of money received by 
the Provincial Government, from the Do­
minion Government, from the 1st day of Jan­
uary, 1881, to this date, with the dates of 
such payments, together with the rate of in­
terest and amount of interest, if any, charged 
against this Province : Also, copies of all 
accounts relating to and in any way connected 
with the financial relations of the two Gov­
ernments, and a statement of any and all ex­
isting claims made by the Dominion Govern­
ment against the Government of this Prov­
ince.

Hon. Provincial Secretary said the papers 
of last year gave the hon. gentleman the in­
formation he needed, but the papers would 
be furnished if desired.

Mr. Black said he was satisfied with last 
year’s papers, so far as they went, but be 
wanted further information, and would press 
his motion. ,

The rales were suspended in order to allow 
Mr. Hill to introduce a bill entitled an Act 
to incorporate the Riley Point Wharf Com­
pany.

Mr. Johnson moved as follows, and spoke 
at some length to it :—

That a committee be appointed, to consist 
of one member from each county, to appor­
tion the bye-road money for the ensuing year.

Messrs. White (Carleton) and Butler spoke 
in support of the resolution.

Mr. Sayre said he was in favor of the reso­
lution.

Mr. Willis thought that a thorough and ac­
curate statement of the mileage of the bye 
roads of the Province should be furnished 
before this House was asked to take any ac­
tion in this connection.

Messrs. Hanington and Hill spoke to the 
resolution.

On being put to a vote, the motion was 
lost.

Rule 186 was suspended in order to allow 
Hon. Mr. Perley to introduce a bill to author­
ize the County Councillors of the Parish of 
Blissville, Sunbury County, to sell certain 
lands.

Mr. Barbarie moved for the returns of the 
Engineer, not previously laid before' the 
House, on which the Government had paid 
subsidy to the Grand Southern Railway.

The Hon. Provincial Secretary said the in­
formation would be furnished.

Mr. Black moved as follows :—
Resolved, That an humble address be pre­

sented to His Honor the Lieutenant Governor 
praying that His Honor may be pleased to 
cause to be laid before this House a full and 
detailed statement of all liabilities incurred 
by the Government in the construction of 
the new Parliament Buildings, and the names 
of all persons or corporations with whom 
such liabilities have been created, so that the 
full and complete cost for construction of 
said building shall be laid before the House ; 
also a statement in detail of all purchases 
and expenditures authorized or made by the 
Department of Public Works or any other 
department of tbe Government (and from 
whom made) for heating, lighting, furnish­
ing, altering, changing, cleaning and com­
pleting tbe whole interior arrangements of 
the said Building, so that the total cost of 
construction and equipment of the said 
Building shall be laid before the House; also 
a full and detailed statement of all moneys 
paid and dates of such payments, to whom 
paid, either on supervision or construction 
account, or any other account hereby refer­
red to, and also a statement showing from 
whence the funds expended in the construc­
tion of the said Building or in any way ex­
pended in aid of or in connection with the 
construction account or any other account 
hereby referred to has been procured, and at 
what date or dates, and on what terms and 
under what authority.

Hon Provincial Secretary said that the 
papers that bad not been already laid on the 
table would be furnished.

Mr Willis moved the following enquiry 
for Mr Blair :

Is it the intention of the Government to 
make appointments to fill all the vacancies, 
or any of them, in the Legislative Council, 
and if èo, is it their intention to make such 
appointments before the close of this present 
session ?

The Provincial Secretary said the Govern­
ment intended making the appointments to 
the Legislative Council, and had the matter 
under their serious consideration.

Mr Willis moved for Mr Blair as follows :
That a return, showing the nature and 

amount of the estate of John E. Woodforde, 
which was recovered bv the Auditor General 
of the Province on the behalf of the Province 
from Mr John Edwards, the administrator of 
the estate, the amount of cash paid over by 
the said administrator, the amount on 
deposit in the banks, together with the 
amounts of the mortgages, notes and other 
securities transferred to the Auditor General; 
also a statement of the securities realized 
and monies collected, and the sales thereof, 
and the sums now lying to the credit of that 
fund.

In the absence of Mr Blair, the motion 
stood.

The House went into committee on Mr 
Sayre’s bill in regard to the contested elec

tions of County Councils, Mr Lynott in the 
chair.

The Committee rose for dinnerat 1 o’ clock.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House resumed its sitting in committee 
on Mr Sayre’s bill relating'to the contested 
elections of Municipal ities, Mr Lynott in the. 
chair at 2.30. m. ”

Mr Sayre said the bill relaied to the trial 
of contested elections of Mnnicipàlities. The 
way provided under the present act was, he 
thought, insufficient. These Councils were 
important bodies, and he thought it right 
that some better provisions were made for 
trying their contested elections. Very 
often the causes were not of sufficient im­
portance to- no before the Supreme Court, 
and it was well to have a cheap and speedy 
local court. An objection to the power being 
vested in the Council itself was apparent in 
the fact that owing to the manner in which 
the business was carried on, the member 
whose seat was contested took part in the 
proceedings of two sessions of (he Council 
before his case was settled one way or 
the other, which was wrong. The Clerk of 
the Peace, he thought, was the best and pro­
per person to try these causes. The Judge 
of the County Court would perhaps be the 
best, but as there is usually only one Judge 
to four counties, and he was only resident of 
one, he had concluded that the Clerk of the 
Peace was the best pegMn, provision being 
made in case he was disqualified. The pro­
visions of the bill against bribery and cor­
ruption were stringent and, he thought, 
necessary; and he went on toiname reasons 
for taking measures to secure the purity of 
these elections. He thought the principle of 
the bill would commend itself to this honor­
able House.

Hon Mr Hanington opposed the bill, and 
said he would go for upholding the present 
Act as it now stands until it had been proved 
inefficient. He held that tbe tribunal of the 
Council would be one in every case that 
would have the confidence of the country. 
The working of the bill would be found more 
expensive than if the cases were tried in the 
Supreme or County Courts, as those bodies 
were already established by law, with paid 
salaries. It would be found a different mat­
ter with the Clerks of the Peace, as they 
would not always be ready to leave their 
business, and it would be unfair to compel 
them to leave by law at any time the Muni­
cipality called them. He could not see that 
the Clerk of the Peace was a proper officer 
simply because he was always on the spot 
any more than tile Council or County Court 
Judge. Until the tribunals it is in the power 
of the councils to appoint to try these cases 
have proved themselves incompetent, in his 
judgment it would be unwlsetointerfere with 
the law in this regard. He said that -by this 
bill they would be constituting a tribunal 
that was unnecessary and not customary to 
be established in this country, as the officers 
named had not the power to act in the judi­
ciary capacity ; and until tl^present state o 
affairs is found inoperative-ana inefficient, h 
would not favor disturbing it.

Mr. Blair said all knew that for many 
years the old mode of trying these cases had 
been in vogue in this Province and he had 
no hesitation in saying (hat the present law 
was a failure. Experience showed that 
these cases should be tried before A com­
petent tribunal and before an impartial and 
disinterested judiciary. All the experience 
that has been gathered in regard to the trial 
of these cases is against their trial by the 
Municipal Council. At any rate some com­
petent and disinterested body should be 
searched for. It was not stated that the 
Council were incompetent to try these 
cases or that they cannot legally try them, 
but that they cannot efficiently try them. 
The law gives them the power to say how 
these trials shall be regulated—to make 
provision or regulation as to how they shall 
be tried—but not by whom. The member 
who introduced the bill had found out a 
want in this connexion and deserved credit 
for bringing the matter Legisla­
tive. But while he agreed with the principle 
of the bill, he could not atfree with the 
advisability- of conferring the powers on 
the Clerks of the Peace which the bill did, 
and hoped that the honorable member who 
introduced the bill would agree to a further 
consideration of the question in order that 
some other proper tribunal might be ap­
pointed. A deputy jupge might be appointed 
to test the validity of elections.

Mr. Sayre said he was not desirous of press­
ing the bill at present, and perhaps another 
tribunal might be suggested, but it had oc­
curred to his mind that the Clerk of the Peace 
was the fittest person. He would agree to 
report progress with leave to sit again.

Mr. Hanington wished to be understood as 
saying that, until the present -system was 
proved inefficient, the iaw, as it now stands, 
should not be changed in any way, and he 
thought that the Councils were as fit to try 
these cases as any tribunal of delegated au­
thority. The result of this bill would be to 
crowd out some yqung and deserving men 
who bad not the means to fight these con­
tested cases before the tribunal established 
by the-bill. It would be an expensive tri­
bunal any way, whether tried lyr the Clerks 
of the Peace or before a County Court Judge, 
and it would be better to have- them tried 
before some responsible body than before a 
Judge who was responsible to no one but him­
self. We should hesitate before establishing 
such a tribunal under this bill, and tbe rights 
and privileges appertaining to the Councils 
should not be shorn off them until they have 
proved themselves incompetent. That there 
was no petition from any Municipality of the 
Province in favor of this bill before the House, 
was a reason that the Legislature should hesi­
tate before passing this bill.

Mr. Davidson said they had thought in his 
county that it was better to endure the evil 
they had “than fly to another that they 
knew not of.” He thought that the tribunal 
should be paid by some other means than the 
fees arising from the causes they tried. He 
was opposed to this bill, as there was another 
measure before the committee on Municipali­
ties in amendment of the law, which he 
thought would make it perfect, and render 
this proposed bill unnecessary.

Mr. Morton said he was in favor of the bill, 
and thought that the Clerks of the Peace 
were proper and fit personsto try'Such cases. 
He did not think it would foe' an' expensive 
tribunal, as was held by the hon.- gentleman 
from Westmorland.

Mr. Sayre said if the hon. members would 
1Ô5ÎTinto the bill, they would find that the 
expense of trial before a Clerk of the Peace 
could not be large, as the cost of such trial 
was left blank and could be filled up with 
any sum by this honorable house. He held 
that the fact of the Clerk of the Peace getting 
his salary from the Council, or being ap­
pointed by that body, could not affect the 
question at all. The expenses of bringing 
witnesses could not be any greater for trial 
before Clerks of the Peace than before a com­
mittee of a Council, or before a County Court 
Judge. A remedy was needed in this respect 
and he aid not care what tribunal was decided 
upon so long as it was not the County Coun­
cil, as at present.

The Hon. Surveyor General said it would 
lead to more litigation, and tbe bill would 
compel the Clerk of the Peace to leave his 
own professional work and go somewhere 
and sit as a Judge, which was an injustice. 
He would favor a scale of fees instead of a 
lump sum, or so much per diem ; but thought 
that the present law could meet all the exi­
gencies that might arise at present.

Mr. Ritchie said that very few of these cases 
ever were contested. The committee of the 
Council was appointed to decide on whether 
or not one of their own number shall 
sit or not. We all know what a friendly 
feeling there is among legislators. They have 
a long recess from January to June, and even 
then have not made up their minds, and the 
matter lays over until January again, and by 
that time another election is upon them. He 
cited a parallel case in civic politics in Saint 
John, and said he thought that procedure 
under this act was expensive. He thought, 
however, that there was a wrong, and that 
some more speedy means of settling contested 
elections should be had. He did not think 
Clerks of the Peace were proper officers. He 
was glad to see that the matter had been 
brought up, and hoped that such suggestions 
and amendments as had been proposed would 
enable the committee to prepare a practical 
law.

Mr. White (Carleton) tBought that there 
would be a good deal of expense connected 
with the trial of contested elections before 
such a tribunal as would be established by 
the bill, and made the suggestion that the 
trial of contested elections to the County 
Councils be tried by the Parish Court Com­
missioners, as a cheap and speedy means of 
arriving at a conclusion. With regard to 
bribery and corruption he suggested that this 
should be met in the same manner as that 
provided for under the Dominion Election 
Act.

Mr. Hutchison said the law gave the Coun­
cils power to make regulations for the trial 
of cases of contested elections, bat no hon. 
member had shown or mentioned what regu­
lations any of the Councils had made under 
this section, and, probably, if the House had 
these regulations before it, much light might 
be got on the subject. He wanted to know 
why, after having given the Councils power 
to make the regulations, the Legislature 
should step in and say, “We shall make 
them for yon,” unless it appeared that the 
regulations they had made were not good 
ones, or were not properly carried out. On 
this ground he would oppose the bill.

Progress was reported with leave to sit 
again.

Mr. Johnson gave notice of motion for 
Thursday next.

Mr. Hill’s bill to incorporate the Riley 
Point Wharf Company was read a first time

Mr. McLellan introduced a bill entitled 
“An Act to amend 44th Victoria, Chapter 3, 
intituled an Act to authorize the Town of 
Portland to issue debentures to provide for 
the payment of debentures issued under the 
authority of the Common SchooU Act 1871."

The House then adjourned until 10 o’clock 
Monday morning.

MONDAY, FEB. 27.

Debate on the Eastern Extension Claims.
After routine business
Dr. Vail moved as follows :■—
-That an humble address be presented 

t# His Honor the Lt. Governor praying 
that His Honor will cause to be laid 
before the House a copy of all correspon- 
dehce which has taken place with the 
Dominion Government respecting the 
eastern extension claim together with 
the report of any delegation on the sub­
ject and the expenses thereof; alsffany 
minutes of Council relating thereto.

Mr. Blair said that information respect­
ing the Eastern Extension claims, had 
been asked foe last year and although 
the Government had promised to bring 
it down, the session had been allowed to 
pass away without any being given. On 
several occasions the Provincial Secretary 
had referred to this claim, and he had on 
one occasion at least gone somewhat fully 
into a discussion of it ; but the House 
bad not yet been put in possession of any 
definite information. The claims, as ex­
plained, seemed satisfactory, and the 
country had been for a long time looking 
forward to their early adjustment, but 
nothing had come of them, and to all ap­
pearances they were as far off being paid 
as ever. How comes it, he would ask, 
that notwithstanding the strong assurance 
of the Government that these claims 
were to be paid, assurances going so far 
that on one occasion we were told that 
the Dominion Government had promised 
to put them in the estimates of that year, 
how comes it, in view of this, that the 
claims have not been settled and the 
money found its way into the Treasury of 
the Province, where we are told of right 
it belongs. It seems as though there 
must be some difficulty in the way of the 
final adjustment of this matter, which 
the Government have not yet disclosed, 
and of which it is their deliberate pur­
pose to keep the House ignorant. There 
can be no good purpose served by a policy 
of concealment. If the Dominion Gov­
ernment, on investigating the subject, 
have come to the conclusion that the 
claim is not one which should be paid, 
the House.ought to know it, in order that 
no further calculations might be made oil 
the probability of this money being re­
ceived. He would proceed to give what 
to his mind appeared to be tne true state

of facts. These claims had grown out of 
a contract for the construction of what 
was known as the Eastern Extension, 
which contract was made with a Company 
called by some the International Contract 
Company and by others Clark, Punchard 
& Co. To this Company the Gov­
ernment agreed to pay a subsidy 
of $10,000 per mile, with ah ad­
ditional allowance for land damages, 
amounting to $200 per mile. There was 
one question which he had not been en­
tirely able to settle to his satisfaction, and 
that was, whether the road when con­
structed was to be the property of the 
Government or of Clark, Punchard & 
Co. If it was the property of the Govern­
ment, then they were in a position to 
make a demand upon the Dominion 
authorities and receive the money—any 
amount which might be found due on a 
revaluation of the road—for the benefit 
of the Province ; but if the road was the 
property of the Company, he could not 
see how the $150,000, if it ever was paid, 
could find its way to the Provincial 
exchequer. Upon this point he wanted 
information, and he hoped the Govern­
ment would be able to give it in such a 
manner as to set all doubts at rest. He 
did not wish to be understood as casting 
any doubt upon the right of the Province 
to receive the amount; but there had 
been a report afloat that the Government 
had agreed to take $150,000 in full of 
all claims, which amount had been paid 
some time ago, and that by virtue of the 
agreement with those gentlemen, any 
balance which was received would go to 
the contractors whom he had named. 
The House was entitled to the fullest 
information upon this point. It may be 
that this amount of $150,000 is to go to 
Clark, Punchard & Co., according to the 
view which the Dominion Government 
takes, and that this is the reason of the 
delay in closing the matter up. Honor­
able members must feel satisfied that 
there exists some difficulty in the way 
about which the House has not been in­
formed, otherwise "the case would have 
been more promptly attended to by the 
authorities at Ottawa. The House ought 
to know if the $150,000 is in fact claimed 
by Clark, Punchard & Co., and it is due 
from the Government to the House and 
the country that the fullest information 
be given on the subject.

The Attorney General said that fhe 
claim arose as had been stated by his 
colleague from the County of York. In 
1869 strong representation had been made 
to the Dominion Government, negotia­
tions had been had with the contractors, 
and arrangements made by which Clark, 
Punchard & Co. were settled with in full 
for their claims against the local Govern­
ment. The Province had put $400,000 
into the road, and had got $250,000 hack.

Mr. Blair—Who were to be the owners 
of the road when it was completed ?

The Attorney General__Clark, Punch­
ard & Co. In 1869 the Government had 
no option but to take the sum offered 
them, as they had sixty days only given 
them to decide whether they would take 
the amount offered or see the Intercolo­
nial built as a rival line ; but the Govern-, 
ment has always insisted that they should 
get a better price. The Government is 
not aware that there has been any inter­
ference by Clark, Punchard & Co. to pre­
vent the payment of the $150,000 
to the Province. An order in 
Council was made at Ottawa in 1879 re­
ferring it to the Government Engineer, 
who had come to Fredericton and had 
made a report. He (the Attorney Gen­
eral) did not feel at liberty to say what 
that report was ; but the matter was 
under the consideration of the Dominion 
Government, and he expected a decided 
answer at an early day,

Mr. Blair—I would like to ask the 
honorable member if Clark, Punchard & 
Co.’s receipt is not a qualified one such 
as the Province gave and if the $250,000 
which the Government received was not 
to induce them to use their influence to 
help the contractors get rid of the road?

Mr. Barbarie said the House had heard 
of these claims ever since its first session 
and it was a wonderful thing that here 
at the eleventh hour they were not more 
fully advanced. The present state of 
things was very unsatisfactory to the 
House and the country. It looked as 
though the Government were saving the 
question as one to go tS the country on ; 
but he was of the same opinion now as 
when he first came to the House, when 
he had expressed his fear that the 
Province would never see a dollar of the 
money.

The Provincial Secretary said the 
Dominion Government had not yet 
promised to pay the amount. The 
amount had been settled,but the abstract 
right of New Brunswick to receive it was 
an open question between the local and 
the Dominion Governments. All the 
papers on the subject had been sub­
mitted to the House in 1880 and would 
be found in the journals of that year. 
He proceeded to read extracts from the 
journals and when he had concluded 
doing so the House took recess until 
2.30.

afternoon session.

The House met at 2.30, when the dis­
cussion on the enquiry respecting the 
Eastern. Railway claim was continued.

Mr. Black said no one would regret 
more than he that the Province should 
not receive the money, but there should 
be, he thought, some more definite in­
formation in regard to this claim laid

before the House, at this, its 'closing 
session.

Hon. Mr. Landry said he had expressed 
himself quite strongly on this subject once 
before. He saw reasons why the claims 
had not been paid up to the present time. 
The Government had done everything 
they could, and he was of the opinion 
that the matter would be adjusted—that 
it would be paid in a short time. He 
thought that it wquld be best for both 
sides of the House to join hands in the 
effort to get this claim. They had taken 
such steps that he fully believed that a 
final settlement would be made and the 
claim paid ; and it was a just and equita­
ble one. He thought (hat the informa­
tion asked for by his hon. friend would be 
fortcoming, but it was thought advisable 
to have the discussion first.. He believed 
that in a very short time—probably within 
this session—the claim would be adjusted 
in such,a way that we would be in a fair 
way to receive the money. The negotia­
tions were entirely between two Govern­
ments, and a limited time was given New 
Brunswick to accept the terms. The 
Dominion Government paid $894,000 and 
of this Clark, Punchard & Co. received all 
except the $250,000 paid the Province. 
They were accepted as a matter in full of 
the claim,but the construction costa good 
deal more—some $8,000 a mile more. 
The Province has received no benefit out 
of this, and it was right the Dominion 
Government should pay over the amount 
thus paid out by New Brunswick. We 
say that they had 'taken the road away 
from us and made it a part of the Inter­
colonial Railway ; we get ho benefit from 
it and they should pay this claim.

Mr. Willis said he failed to gather that 
the full information was on our own re­
cords or on those of the Dominion Gov- 
emment,. He did not see why there 
should be a disposition on the part of the 
Government to withhold any information. 
The claim was a good one and had fre­
quently been laid before the Dominion 
Government, and he did not see why the 
Government should withhold anything 
concerning thesé negotiations. Hé was 
disposed to move an amendment to the 
resolution, as he thought that the hon. 
mover should have gone further. He 
moved to "add the following words to the 
resolution :—

“ Together with all copies of all memo­
randa and agreements between the Gov­
ernment of this Province and Clark, Pun­
chard & Co., and of all receipts and me­
moranda signed by the latter and in pos­
session of the Government.”

The Hon. Mr. Hanington • said, the 
hon. member who had just spoken seemed 
to think that the Government should 
give any information that might be de­
sired. The Government of this country 
had no desire or intention "to withhold 
any information that should be made 
public in accordance with the usage of 
responsible government. The Opposition 
were making a great mistake ; and the 
course which they are taking is calculated 
to militate against the claims of the 
Province. There was no reason to doubt 
but what the claim woulçl be settled. He 
believed that, at a very early day, it 
would be adjusted and that we would 
have the benefit of this money.

Mr. Blair said he would avail himself of 
the privilege of speaking to the amend­
ment and in doinz so would take up the 
remarks of the Chief Commissioner of 
Public Works in regard to the statement 
that he made bearing reference to the 
amount of money paid for this railway. 
He was indebted to the hon. gentleman 
for this piece of information, and he 
would acknowledge this indebtedness. 
When he had asked what the -intentions 
of the Government were he was in search 
of information, and he could assure the 
hon. gentleman from Westmorland, 
(Hanington) that whenever he wanted 
any information he would not apply to 
him but would turn to some one of more 
authority if not of more power of lungs. 
No one had ever cast any doubts upon 
the validity 5f the claims ; no hon. gen­
tleman had said that they were not just, 
equitable and valid. He had heard mem­
bers say that there were rumors "abroad 
concerning these claims, and they wanted 
to know from the Government just how 
the matter stands ; but the hon. gentle­
man from Westmorland had not thrown 
any light on the subject. They had failed 
to satisfy the House that any harm would 
be done the country from this opening 
up of the negotiations concerning these 
claims. He could not see how life and 
vitality could be brought into the claims 
by such assertions as had been made by 
the hon. gentleman from Westmorland, 
and he might have been better occupied 
with something else this afternoon—say 
his bill in reference to Municipalities, 
upon which he had been engaged. But 
it had brought out the fact that Clark, 
Punchard & Co. had owned this 
road ; that they made arrangements with 
the Dominion Government to take the 
road, and that the Government of this 
Province was induced to accept this 
agreement. The whole amount paid by 
the Dominion Government on this railway 
was $894,000, and we have now the 
authority of the Chief Commissioner of 
Public Works,for sayifig that the amount 
to be paid Clarke, Punchard & Company 
was the whole amount, with the exception 
of $250,000, which was to go to this 
Province. We should be fully informed 
with regard to these facts ; let us 
know the truth and let nothing be 
concealed. When he had approached 
the Government for information he 
went where. he thought he could get
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it. The Company had got a subsidy from 
the Provincial Government in the same 
manner that any other railway company 
had, the Kent Northern or the Grand 
Southern; and he believed that Clark, 
Punchard & Company received a large 
amount of money. The country had bet­
ter know all the facts mw, and he wanted 
to know how the Government had nego­
tiated in this matter. In the remarks 
made by the Chief Commissioner there 
was a foundation for the claim of Clark, 
Punchard & Co. upon any money that may 
hereafter be paid by the Dominion Govern­
ment. The Chief Commissioner tells us 
that the claim we made upon the Domin­
ion Government was upon the basis of a 
average valuation or cost which that Gov­
ernment was to pay for the rest of the road, 
which was some $24,000 a mile, but which 
had proved to be too small an amount,the 
road costing more. He could not express 
any opinion on the matter of undervalua­
tion as set forth by the Chief Commis­
sioner. His enquiries were for the pur­
pose of getting information, and he 
thought that a ventilation of the matter 
would do good.

Hon. Mr. Hanpington said the Leader 
of the Opposition had wished to place the 
Government in a position they would not 
occupy, and in addition undertook to ad­
vise them. He discussed the matter at 
further length, reviewing the points raised 
by Mr. Blair, and said he would like to 
see the matter in the Dominion estimates.
It was true that the estimates for the cur­
rent year had been made up, but the hon, 
gentleman should remember that there 
was such a thing as supplementary esti 
mates, and that before the House closed 
such estimates were usually brought down. 
He would like to see it then, and if he did 
not see it before the Dominion Parliament 
rose, the time was not far distant when it 
would be placed in the Dominion esti­
mates. He contended that if Clarke, 
Puuchard & Co. had a valid claim against 
the road as builders, they would have 
heard something of it long before this, 
since the Intercolonial .has been running 
so long, but the question was, have Clarke, 
Punchard & Co. this claim or not?

The Provincial Secretary said that all 
papers and correspondence in regard to 
the matter would be laid before the House 
with pleasure.

The resolution anc®Mr. Willis’ amend­
ment were adopted.

Mr. Willis asked as follows :—
Had any charges been preferred against 

Robert E. Vail, former Sheriff of Glouces­
ter County, in consequence of which he 
was not re-appointed ; if so by whom 
were these charges preferred ? Were the 
charges, if any, in writing, and was Mr. 
Vail informed as to their character, and 
was opportunity given him of being heard 
with respect thereto, before the appoint­
ment of his successor?

Hon. Provincial Secretary, in replying 
to this enquiry, said that no charges had 
been made. 1

Mr. Willis enquired as follows:—
Did not the Government cause portions 

of the public lands to be advertised for 
sale in the year i860 which were covered 
by license to cut lumber ? Were not 
lands to the extent of* several thousand 
acres advertised for sale in the year .880 
as applied for by bona fide applicants, 
when, in fact, the persons whose names 
were there were not applicants? Were 
not public lands to the extent of several 
thousand acres, put up for sale in . 8*0 
and bids received as against bona fide 
bidders over and above the a lvertised 
upset price from persons who were bid­
ding for and under the instructions of 
the Department? Were not several 
thousand acres of public lands offered 
for sale in 1880 knocked down to agents 
of the Government on a pr tended saie 
at a price in advance of the upset price, 
and immediately thereafter sold by 
private arrangements to persons who had 
bid at such pretended sale ?

The Hon. Surveyor General made the 
following statement in reply :—

1. Yes.
. 2. The Government believing that the 
upset price of eighty cents per acre for 
our lumber lands was less than the real 
value of same, determined by order in 
Council to bring to sale by public auction 
certain portions of the public lan Is witn 
a view of ascertaining the va.ue thereof, 
and bona fide applications were ma le at 
the instance of the Government according 
to the then existing regulations to carry 
out that object, and which lan is were 
brought to sale and sold to bona fide 
purchasers for prices ranging from $..,U 
to $2.96 per acre or an average price ot 
$1.54.

3. At the sale the Department having 
been informed and believing that a com 
bination had been formed between in 
tending purchasers before, or at the sale 
to prevent the establishment of an 
increase in the upset price of lumber 
lands, and to secure the object contem­
plated by the Government in bringing 
the land" to sale, did authorize reasonable 
bids to be made for the Government.

4. The Government neither authorized 
nor held any pretended sale.

Mr. Elder made the following en 
quiry :

1st. Whether it is the intention of the 
Government to hold an exhibition in the 
city of St. John in the centenary year, 
1883.

2nd. If the Local Government decide 
to do so, have they any information as to 
whether the Dominion Government will 
agree that such exhibition shall be made 
a Dominion exhibition, a’d receive pro­
portionate financial assistance, and if not, 
would they at an early day endeavor to 
procure information on that subject ?

The Hon. Provincial Secretary said it 
was the intention of the Government to 
hold an exhibition in St. John in 1883, 
The matter of its being made 
Dominion exhibition was under the con­
sideration of the Government, and 
representations were being made to the 
Dominion Government.

Mr. Blair, in moving his motion in re

gard tothe office of the Clerk of the Pleas, 
said he had a matter of some importance 
to bring before the house, and he would 
endeavor to make the details as explicit 
as possible. The leader of the Govern­
ment had assumed that he (Blair) had 
made a personal attack on certain hon. 
gentlemen, while his remarks were en­
tirely different, and their meaning had 
been misinterpreted. The hon. gentle­
man had affected to understand that he 
had said that the Clerk of the Pleas, 
through ill health, had failed to make col 
lections which he should have made, 
while no such construction had been put 
on his remarks by the majority of the hon. 
gentlemen in the house, and if the hon. 
gentleman had heard aright he did not 
think his remarks could be susceptible to 
such a statement. He charged the Govern­
ment that in the office of the Clerk of 
the Pleas large fees were collected which 
did not go into the funds,or were misappro­
priated in the expenditure. The charge 
entailed serious consequences, and he 
made it on evidence which would convince 
any honorable gentleman of its justness. 
He wanted a committee of enquiry and 
not a committee to gag enquiry, and said 
it should be constituted of members who 
would not let the matter pass without 
strict enquiry. He did not want a com­
mittee composed of gentlemen who were 
animated by a lively expectation of ele 
vation to the Legislative Council at the 
expiration of their labors here. For many 
years past large sums of money have been 
received from this office which should 
be voted out in the usual way, and the 
country does not know what has become 
of them. He did not insinuate that it had 
gone out into the pockets of members of 
the Government, but it may have gone 
out on some service whfoh this House 
could not -countenance. Mr. Blair then 
read from the Act which says that the 
Clerk of the Pleas shall receive $1,200 a 
year for duties on the common law side 
of the Court, and this was a full compen­
sation, and by this law the office was 
created and the salary fixed. The Act 
also provides the sum of $400 for the 
salary of the clerk to the Clerk of the 
Pleas, and this money must be paid out of 
the public treasury. Provision is also 
made for the furnishing of bonds, and by 
law the Clerk of the Pleas has to furnish a 
statement of all moneys received by him, 
which are by law ordered to be passed over 
to the Receiver General to whom the Clerk 
of the Pleas shall render a statement on 
the last day of each quarter, and give a due 
account of the fees, and shall pay over such 
amount as appears on such statement. 
In his turn the Receiver General shall 
file an annual return of the moneys re­
ceived from the Clerk of the Pleas in 
the office of the Provincial Secretary, who 
•hall lay the accounts of this office on the 
table of the House. .The House will then 
see from the fact of this Act being so 
particular that it was important that such 
matters should be looked after and a true 
and. correct account of the moneys re­
ceived in fees in this office shall be render­
ed, and that this House should be in­
formed as to what purpose this money 
was applied. Never since this House has 
been in session has such a statement been 
laid on the table, and P Government 
have never instructed tne Clerk of the 
Pleas to make such a statement. As 
none of these accounts are forthcoming 
what have we to show where the money 
went? The statement published in the 
public accounts of the money paid into 
this office are absolutely untrue, for the 
sums actually received are far in excess 
of those reported as being received. 
How far back this state of affairs went 
he could not say, but he could state that 
the country had been deceived in this 
rdSpect. He was able to show that 
this is true. Whatever has been 
done with the money has been 
kept a profound secret, and the duties of 
the committee he aske 1 for would be to 
enquire what had become of it. If this 
does not appear, the inference is fair that 
it was appropriated for purposes which 
the Government dare not ask this House 
for money for. Here are some of the 
yearly receipts in this office. In 1880 it 
amounted to the magnificent sum of 
$600. In 1879 it was $800, in 1878 it was 
$i,000, in 1877, $1,200,in 1876, $1,800, in 
1875 it amounted to a like sum, and in 
1874 to $2,100. Why, at this rate it only 
needs a couple of more years to make 
the Clerk of the Pleas a creditor of this 
Province 1 Look how the receipts have 
dwindled down from $2,100 in 1875 to 
the insignificent sum of $600 in 1880 in 
yearly jumps of $200 or $600. This 
matter requires investigation and the 
result of the enquiry would show the 
useless and untruthful nature of the 
information furnished in the Public 
Accounts. He would move the following 
resolution :—

tee, and the minutes of the proceedings 
thereof.

That Mr. Blair, a member of this house 
having stated that he is credibly in­
formed and believes that he can establish 
by evidence that the whole amount of 
the fees collected in tne office of the 
Clerk of the Pleas in the Supreme Court, 
during several years past, has not been 
accounted for by the Government ; there­
fore

Resolved, That a committee of four 
members be appointed to enquire into 
all the facts and circumstances connected 
with the matter in question, and into the 
amount of the collections of fees made in 
the said office, and into the purposes for 
which the moneys not accounted for have 
been applied, with power to the commit­
tee to send for persons and papers, and 
examine witnesses on oath, and report 
the evidence taken before such commit-

Mr. Ritchie seconded the motion.
The Hon. Provincial Secretary said that 

the hon. leader of the opposition must 
have known—and it was so apparent that 
he (the Prov. Secretary) had hardly drawn 
attention to the fact—that the Speaker 
would see that he was furnished with such 
a committee as he desired ; and he looked 
upon the statements of the hon. leader 
of the opposition in this connection as 
rather a reflection on his Honor the 
Speaker. He wished to state at the out­
set that the resolution was wholly un­
founded in fact, and that this would be 
seen when the information was laid •be­
fore the house. That the fees seem to 
have dwindled down was a very unworthy 
observation on the part of the hon. leader 
of the opposition, and this would appear 
in course of time. " He characterised 
Blair’s statements as “made to order,” 
and said that every dollar received 
in the office' of the Clerk of the Pleas 
was accounted for and was a matter of 
public record. He pointed out the fact 
that the preamble of the resolution states 
that Mr. Blair is “credible informed and 
believes,” &c., that the fees have not been 
accounted for, while the body of the reso­
lution asserts most positively that the 
moneys are “ not accounted for,” there­
fore he would move in amendment that 
the words “alleged to have been taken 
and” be inserted between the words 
“moneys” and “not accounted for.”

Hon. Attorney General seconded this 
amendment, and the resolution was 
adopted as amended.

The Speaker appointed Messrs. Blair, 
Vail, Davidson, Lynott and Beveridge a 
committee in accordance with the reso­
lution.

A message was received from the 
Legislative Council stating that they had 
passed the Act incorporating the New 
Brunswick Historical Society.

The House went into committee on 
Mr. Barberie’s Bill to amend section 24 of 
chapter 65 of the Consolidated Statutes 
of Schools, Mr. McManus in the chair.

Mr. Barberie explained the objects of 
thd bill, and considerable discussion 
followed in which Messrs. Black, Ryan, 
White (Carleton), and Butler and Hon. 
Messrs. Fraser and Landry took part.

Progress was .ported with leave to 
sit again.

Hon. Mr. Hanington and Mr. Lynott 
gave notice of motions for Thursday 
next.

Mr. Ritchie introduced a bill entitled 
an Act to incorporate the Queddy River 
Driving and Boom Company, and pre­
sented the usual petition in favor of the 
same.

The House then adjourned until 10 
o’clock Tuesday morning.

TUESDAY, Feb. 28 
The House met at 10 o’clock.
Atter routine, Mr Elder drew attention to 

the difficulties the reporters experienced in 
hearing what honorable members said.

After some discussion the Chief Com­
missioner promised to provide them with 
seats ou the floors of the House.

Then the House took recess until 11.45.
The House met again at noon.
A bill to authorize the Sun Publishing 

Co. to increase their capital stock was re­
ceived from the Legislative Council and was 
read a first time.

Thé order of the day was taken up.
Mr. Johnson moved as follows :—
Whereas, according to the last Census, the 

population of the Counties of Kent, Glouces­
ter, and Carleton, respectively, is as follows : 
—Kent 22,618, Gloucester 21,614, Carleton 
23,365 ; and these Counties are represented 
in the House of Assembly by only two mem­
bers, while the Counties of Queen’s, Albert, 
Reetigouche, and Sunbury, with the follow­
ing population, viz:—Queen’s 14,016, Albert 
12,329, Restigouche 7,058, Sunbury 6,631, 
have an equal representation of two members 
each ; and the following Counties, viz St 
John (County) with a population of 26,839, 
Westmorland 37,719, Charlotte 26,087, Nor­
thumberland 25,109, York (including Fred­
ericton) 30,379, have a representation of four 
members respectively ; and the County of 
King’s, with a population of 25,617, is repre­
sented by three members ; and whereas the 
representation as shewn by the above state­
ment is unequal ; therefore 

Resolved, That an humble Address be pre­
sented to His Honor the Lieutenant Governor, 
praying that His Honor may be pleased to 
cause the subject of providing for an addi­
tional member for each of the Counties of 
Kent, Gloucester, and Carleton, to be brought 
to the notice of the Executive Council, ask­
ing for their favorable consideration of the 
same.

Mr. Johnson spoke in support of his reso­
lution, showing by the census returns how 
these counties were entitled to additional 
representatives.

Mr. Sayre said there was a bill now before 
the House for this purpose, and to equalize 
the representation. He hoped the House 
would take the resolution into their favorable 
consideration.

Mr. McManus was in favor of the resolution 
as more equal representation was needed in 
justice and fairness to these counties. It is 
true that there are other interests than that 
of population ; but population was important 
from its connection with the franchise, and 
he asked the House to consider the résolu, 
tion on its merits. What he wanted was jus­
tice for these counties in the matter of equal 
representation.

Mr White (Carleton), agreed with the 
principle of the resolution, and said that 
attention had been drawn often before to the 
matter of some Counties having only two 
members and others three when their popu­
lations were nearly equal. He held that 
justice was not meted out at present to 
Carleton County in this respect. Northunv 
berland had four members and Carleton only 
t. ro, yet the former’s population was only 
slightly over one thousand in increase of 
that of the latter. It was the duty of the 
Government to take action in this matter 
and do justice to these counties, but he 
feared there was no power strong enough to 
move them.

. The Hon. Provincial Secretary said it was

a matter of much importance, but he could 
not see the strength of the argument that 
justice was not being done the Counties of 
Gloucester, Kent and Carleton. He recited 
the representation these counties had had 
and the men from them who had occupied 
prominent places in the executive and 
council of this Province in support of this. 
There was a bill now before the House filling 
the purpose of the motion and he thought that 
the hon. gentleman should not withdraw his 
resolution but wait until the bill came up.

The Hon. Mr. Landry said that before this 
motion came up he thought that an equali­
zation of representation would be beneficial. 
He did not}think the expense would be very 
great. He was in favor of the resolution.

Honse adjourned until 2.30.
afternoon" session.

The House met again at 2.30.
Mr Landry continued his remarks on the 

motion after dinner, and was followed by Mr 
Blair, who thought that the House was not 
in a position just at present to deal with 
this question, and that the matter might just 
as well be withdrawn, leaving it with the 
Government to do anything they might see 
fit. He did not agree with Hon Provincial 
Secretary that this was a matter which came 
peculiarly within the Province of Legislature 
being in utter variance with the principles 
of constitutional government.

Hon Mr HaningtoS attacked the leader of 
the Opposition in pretty lively style. Re­
ferring to the principle of the resolution he 
said that it was an important one. He 
expressed himself as in favor of the resolu­
tion.

Mr Willjj^thought the resolution should 
not receive the assent of the Honse.

Mr Ryan wished to say a few words in 
favor of the resolution as a representative of 
one of the counties named in it. He thought 
the time had now arrived when due justice 
in the shape of equal représentatation should 
be done these counties.

Mr. Gillespie said he was opposed to the 
motion as he thought that what the people 
really wanted was a decrease of mem­
bers instead of an increase, and thought that 
when they had only two members they 
should make up in quality what they lacked 
in quantity by sending extra good men.

Mr Lynott reviewed the situation from the 
figures set down in the resolution and 
declared himself in favor of the resolution 
and would vote for it.

Hon Mr Fraser said that if the House 
adopted this resolution they would decide 
that representation, could be by population 
alone, wbifo there were ttiany other elements 
which qntered into.theveonsideration of the 
question. The resolutiomdealt entirely with 
this view, and was the House willing to bind 
themselves to it by its adoption ? The prin­
ciple of population was a large element in 
the minds of the people pn this question and 
was an important element. He thought that 
the hon gentleman who introduced it would 
do well to strike out the.word “favorable’ 

suggested by the Hon Provincial Sec­
retary. Whatever change may be made 
should be to increase the representation to 
only a limited extent.

Mr. Black expressed himgelfaa against the 
resolution ; and,was followed by Mr. Ritchie 
who thought that it was, father objection­
able.

of the hon member for Carleton were not en­
titled to that consideration which they would 
receive if he were a supporter of the Govern­
ment, and he went on to instance a bridge 
over the Nashwaak, where his representa­
tions had been persistently disregarded by 
the Chief Commissioner.

Mr Fraser followed in a most violent at­
tack upon Mr Blair, whom he charged with 
not being willing to work harmoniously with 
him in County matters and with violating 
understandings made between them.

Mr Johnson, in closing, accepted the 
amendment of the hon gentleman from St 
John.

On motion to adopt the resolution as 
amended the House, divided, 24 voting for 
and 14 against.

On motion of Hon Provincial Secretary, 
seconded by the Hon. Attorney General, 
Messrs Elder, Johnson and Perley were ap­

The House met again at 11.45.
Mr. Butler gave notice of motion for 

Saturday next.
Hon. Provincial Secretary presented a 

message from his Honor the Lieut. Gov­
ernor laying the estimates for the current 
year before the House.

Monday next at 3 o’clock was set as 
the date and time for going into com­
mittee of supply.

Mr. Barberie moved the following 
enquiry :—

What steps have the Government 
taken, if any, in assertion of the rights of 
the people of this Province with respect 
to our inland fisheries as against the 
pretentions of the Government at Ottawa.

The Hon. Attorney General in replying, 
said that the question of riparian rights* 
had engaged the attention of the Gov­
ernment, and said that during 1881 the 
Minister of Marine and the Commissioner 
of Fisheries had a conference with the 
Government on the rights of persons and 
the Dominion Government on this ques­

tion. He and the Hon. Chief Commis­
sioner of Public works had another 
conference while, in Ottawa. He could 
not lay this matter before the House, as 
it regarded the mode of procedure to set 
at rest the vexed questions which have 
arisen. He could say, however, that in 
the future some arrangement would be 
made when lands were sold, to sell the 
fishing privelege specifically apart from 
the land. It was probable some solution 
of the rights of the Province in regal’d to 
the riparian rights of non-tidal waters 
would be arrived at.

Mr. Sayre moved :—
That an humble address, etc., be pre­

sented for copies of all orders of survey 
relating to hemlock bark lands adver­
tised for sale by the Crown Lands 
Department in 1881.

Mr. Sayre spoke in support of his 
resolution, and favoring a license system 
in connection with these lands and a 
regulation compelling the purchasers to 
remove the trunks of the trees when 
stripped of the bark.

The Hon. Surveyor General said the 
information asked for would be furnished 
as soon as possible. It was impossible for 
the people to haul away the logs, as the 
cutting was done in the summer time. 
The hon. gentleman had said that the 
lands were selected, but they were put 
up to public competition which gave the 
buyers no advantage and realized the 
actual value of the land.

Mr. Blair also spoke to the resolution 
at some length and held that the in­
creased price of the lands was not due to 
the policy of the Government, but to the 
increased market value of the bark.

House adjourned until 2.30. •
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House met again at 2.30, when 
Mi". Blair resumed his remarks on Mr. 
Sayre’s enquiry. He said it was Very 
clear that there was a loss in the sales of 
lands at 80 cents upset price. There 
were occasions when Governments recog­
nized the rule of selling lands only with 
the consent of the Legislature, except as 
laid down in certain acts regulating 
causual territorial revenue.

Hon. Attorney General said he would 
not go into any prolonged discussion of 
the matter, but could not allow the hon. 
leader of the opposition’s remarks to pass 
unnoticed. The Government had not 
changed their policy and decided to sell 
these lands, as he said. Some years ago 
the lands could have been bought at 50 
cents per acre, upset price, and in any 
quantities, and without asking any 
authority from the Legislature. The 
price had been fixed by an Order-in- 
Council at $1 per acre for settlement, and 
$2 per acre for lumber lands. Maine did 
not own a single acre of her lumber lands, 
having sold them all, and the lumber law 
was iq a satisfactory condition there. He 
instanced this to show that the same 
policy had not been carried out by other 
governments as had been done by the 
Government of this Province. A grant of 
hemlock bark land was made Messrs. 
Miller some years ago ; and last year they 
wanted this land put up at auction to afford 
them a chance to bid, but the Govern­
ment would not be bound by this after 
such a lapse of time, as they had changed 
their policy in this respect, and their 
opinion in regard to the value of these 
lands. The lands were put up to public 
co upetition,and the Messrs. Miller were to 
erect the factory now running, and to 
scatter $100,000 to $120,000 among the 
people of the country in carrying on 
their tra ie. These lands are not fit for 
settlement. We should not fence in the 
Province by refusing to sell this land 
when t.iere was a chance to establish an 
in lustry. The policy of the Government 
was not to sell the public lands, but to get 
for these lands the price that they are 
worth. This he would see when the 
reports came down, or by the reports of 
the Surveyor General for some time back. 
->ot one acre of land had been sold with 
the authority of the Legislature, except 
under certain acts.

Mr. Hill said the Hon. Attorney Gen­
eral says that we ought not to fence in 
the timber lands of this Province because 
i U0 years hence some one will want them 
and they will be of greater value to the 
Province. The Attorney General was 
usually very sanguine, and anticipated 
great results in the near future, but he 
looked further ahead on this occasion, 
l'he settlers, he thought, were more ex­
pense to this Province than they did good. 
The source of bark supply in Pennsylvania 
and New York are becoming exhausted, and 
the tanning interest, which was a' large one 
in the United States, have to come further 
east for their supply. The Messrs. Shaw 
Brothers had three on the Saint Croix, and 
two others elsewhere in Maine, with a capital 
of a million in the whole five. Some twelve 
years ago this country was a forest, but now 
there are quite large and thriving villages on 
both sides of the line, and the tanneries had 
accomplished this, besides giving indirect 
employment, which involved hundreds of 
thousands of dollars annually. But has the 
Attorney General any information that the 
Messrs. Miller Brothers are paying out any­
thing like the sum they say ? The result 
upon the lands on the St. Croix was that 
the stumpage was increased in price and the 
value of the logs. The result of these tan­
neries has been to increase largely the value 
of hemlock lands and stumpage. The in­
creased demand in the States will bring the 
people east to look for their supply of bark. 
The hemlock lumber was largely used in his 
district, and sold well in the States. There 
was a duty on the lumber of the east, but 
this, he thought, would be taken off, as the 
pine land of the western States was rapidly

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INSIDE THE BRITISH MINT.

I must say the Tower of London, just 
opposite the Mint, is decidedly more 
romantic and impressive-looking than the 
horse-guard looking block of buildings 
from which, since 1815, has issued the 
current coin of realm. For two hundred 
years previouly the coining was done in 
the ancient square Arsenal of William 1., 
and before that in various small buildings, 
and even in the midst of Royal camps. 
There is not much to see inside the Miut, 
but what there is, is well worth that 
stingy half-hour allowed to any innocents 
abroad—four at a time only—who may 
may wish to “prospect.'’ I was one of 
those four last week. A bland gentleman 
received me in a side loom. (By the way, 
the entrance door to the Mint of Eng­
land is more like the modest side-door of 
a pawn-shop than anything else. How 
foreigners must stare to note the awful 
absence of pride about the British Lion, 
even in his central lairs.) • I wrote my 
name in a book—then the three other 
names. I was given to understand that 
I was responsible for the whole party.
I eyed them suspiciously from that mo­
ment. and morally turned my own pock­
ets inside out. A genial sort of foreman 
arrived. He did his work well from be 
gining to end ; there was no nonesense 
about him, and, I may add, no delay. We 
turned at once into a sort of factory-room, 
in which very little was going on, but that 
little was of an excitingly costly nature.
I watched a small furnace, out of whtch 
kept pouring, like a stream of barley 
sugar, the molten silver, which was then 
passed a roller and flattened into strips, 
and the strips soon chopped into bars and 
piled. The noise was considerable, but 
nothing to the slam and jingle of the next 
room, where the bars were further flat­
tened into very thin strips, like laths, to 
about the thickness of the half-crown. 
They were coining nothing but half- 
crowns that day# There was a strange 
fascination about every detail of the pro­
cess. We had not nearly reached the 
half-crown yet. The flat strips were cut 
up into lengths of about three feet ; each 
had now to be “adjusted” or passed be­
tween more rollers, which exactly tested 
the even thickness.

In the next room we saw rounds cut 
out of these strips. These soon accumu­
lated, 300 being punched out in a minute ; 
then 80 a minute were shot through a 
hole, which trimmed the edges ; and then 
they had to be fire-softened, and washed 
and dried in sawdust, before they were 
fit to receive the final “die” with the mill­
ing and the Queen’s head. Even then, 
all was not over. The weighing-machine 
was certainly the prettiest thing I saw ; 
each coin fell on a ledge, which, according 
to its exact weight, dropped the coin into 
one of three boxes beneath ; if it were a 
shade too heavy it went into a box on 
left, if too light it went into a box on the 
right, and if exact in weight it fell into a 
middle box. The middle-box coins were 
ready for circidatiôn ; the light and 
heavy ones were taken away to be melted 
up again. This machine has been in use 
since 1852, and is the invention of a Bank 
director named Mr. Cotton. I saw on a 
table hard by, in the measuring-room, 
some goodly bags. “What are these?” I 
asked. “Each,” said my guide, “weighs 
720oz., and contains £200 in half-crowns.” 
The propensity to handle the Silver was 
irresistible, and was duly recognized by 
official friend, who, however, would let 
us touch nothing except what he himself 
handed to us. He handed a blank, and 
new half-crown ; but I was not allowed to 
touch the beautifull-symmetrical perforat­
ed sheets of silver that lay piled in orna­
mental patterns ready for remelting. 
Silver chips and shavings lay all about, 
but the least (involuntary, of course) 
propensity to stoop was checked by the 
gentle admonition that time was short, 
and another detachment of would-be 
burglars were waiting in the anteroom to 
be “personally conducted.

Everywhere ropes prevented us going 
too near the scene of action ; none of the 
machines could be easilyapproached, and 
we were all kept well in hand together.
I felt grateful for this, for a man does not 
find himself eveiy day on such a Tom 
Tiddler's ground ; and tempta tion always 
makes my knees very weak, and my fin­
ger» twitched several times most unac­
countably.

However, We got safe into the coin-room, 
where all was underglass, and I grew 
more calm, and asked several intelligent 
questions—such as, why we had seen no 
gold or copper? None was being coined. 
They had coined no gold at the English 
Mint for twelve months, so 1 infer that 
there are no sovereigns with 1881 on them, 
except, perhaps, a few from the Colonial 
Mint. These have all a tiny M for Mel­
bourne or S for Sidney on them.

The interesting collection of coins and 
medals I was hurried through. I saw 
silver pennies from a.d. 850 to the 
present day ; a gold “noble” value 13s. 8d. 
(Edward 111); a very flat sovereign of 
Henry Vll. ; and guineas which came in 
with Charles 11. A large piece called 
petition crown, of Charles 11. has now a 
fancy value of £275, the actual price 
fetched by one three months ago. 
noble twenty-shilling-piece in silver of 
Charles the First’s reign suggested an 
enormous pouch ; it might just tit into 
the brim of a common tea-cup.
„ The square, rough siege-pieces, coined 
from plate and ornamental metal, and 
with a rude crown, in the camp of the 
unhappy Charles L, were, to me full of

pathetic interest ; although I dont say 
but Cromwell, whose ugly face stared 
from a gold coin at them hard by, was 
right in the main. I hereabouts became 
decidedly communicative, and began to 
ask a few historical connundrums, but 
this was soon put a stop to by my guide, 
who observed that the British Museum, 
and not the Mint, was the place for that. 
The time was up. London Truth.

ONE GIRL MURDERS ANOTHER.

THE STORY OF THE ARKANSAS BEAUTIES AND 

THEIR FEUD.

The case of Miss Sarah Stokes, which 
was set for trial in the Circuit Court of 
Clark County, at Arkadelphia, during the 
latter part of January, has just been con­
tinued until the July term of the court. 
The continuance was asked by the .coun­
sel for the counsel tor the prosecution, 
who alleged that they were unable to pro 
cure the attendance of a number of im­
portant witnesses. The case has attracted 
general attention. The defendant is 
Sarah Stokes, a beautiful girl of 17. The 
tragedy occurred near Mineral Springs, 
in Howard County, last November. At 
the time Miss Stokes was living with her 
father, a substantial citizen and planter 
of the county named. His wife has been 
dead a number of years and his daughter 
Sarah had had charge of the family, which 
consists of several boys and girls, all 
younger than herself.,- The plantation of 
Stokes almost joins that belonging to a 
gentleman named Stevens, who had sev 
eral daughters. Between the eldest of 
these and Miss Stokes a rivalry sprang up, 
growing out of their claims to personal 
beauty. The girls soon became bitter 
enemies. There were some who held that 
Miss Stokes was the most beautiful of the 
two, and others who asserted that Miss 
Stevens earned off the palm.

On the morning of the tragedy Miss 
Stokes became terribly incensed upon 
hearing that Miss Stevens had made re­
marks of anything but a complimentary 
nature to her beauty or character, and, 
mounting a horse, she started oirft to find 
Miss Stqvens. She was accompanied by 
her married sister, Mrs. Elizabeth Shel­
ton. The women rode rapidly to Mineral 
Springs, and visited all the stores in the 
village, but without finding Miss Stevens. 
The latter, it is stated, was apprised of 
Miss Stokes’ approach,. and, dreading a 
violent meeting, kept out of her way. 
Miss Stokes and her sister then rode di­
rectly to the Stevens plantation, and upon 
being told that Miss Stevens had not re­
turned Miss Stokes expressed her opinion 
of the absent girl in emphatic terms. 
This brought out Malinda Stevens, a four­
teen year old sister of Miss Stokes’ rival. 
The girl warmly defended her sister and 
soon became engaged in a furious dispute 
with Miss Stokes. At length, stung to 
the quick by Miss Stokes’ bitter words, 
Malinda dashed impulsively forward, 
when Miss Stokes sprang from her horse 
and plunged a long, keen-bladed knife 
into the bosom of the advancing girl. 
With a wild scream Miss Stevens fell on 
the ground, the blood gushing from the 
wound and dyeing the clothing of her 
assailant. She lived only a short time. 
At the inquest a rock was found convul­
sively clasped in the right hand of the 
dead girl.

Both, Miss Stokes and Mrs. Shelton 
were arrested and lodged in jail. Subse­
quently they were released on bail and 
are now at liberty. The grand jury found 
a true bill against Miss Stokes for deliber­
ate murder and -against Mrs. Shelton as 
accessory. The defence and prosecution 
are represented by able counsel, but it is 
believed the case will never go to trial. 
Since the murder the Stokes and Stevens 
families have become friends, and Are 
said to be doing everything in their power 
to save Miss Stokes from the consequences 
of her crime. The young lady herself is 
reported to be almost a mental wreck.

BURKE’S PEERAGE. '

been regarded as one of the chief authori­
ties on the subject with which it deals, 
has again made its appearance, the issue 
for the present year bein^the forty-fourth 
edition. Year by year additions, emen­
dations, and alterations have been made, 
and in the present issue, besides the usual 
corrections, there are several important 
additions which add materially to the 
value of the work. These include a me­
moir and arms of the Duke of Albany ; a 
list of holders of the Albert medal ; a list 
of knights and companions of the various 
orders in order of precedence ; relative 
precedence of such knights and compan­
ions arranged alphabetically, lists of maids 
of honor, diplomatic agents, and consuls ; 
naval rank of command ; relative rank- of 
the officers of the army and navy ; prece 
dence in the colonies and within the Do­
minion of Canada ; warrant of precedence 
in India ; and the new territorial and for­
mer designations of the regiments of the 
army and militia. We learn from the in­
troductory notice that during the past year 
the list of hereditary dignities has been 
increased by the addition of the. Dnkedom 
of Albany, and four new peerages—viz., 
Ainpthill, Derwent, Hotlifield, and Tweed- 
moutli, besides three baronies of the Uni­
ted Kingdom, conferred respectively on 
the Scottish Marquis of Tweeddale, the 
Irish Earl of Howth, and the Scottish 
Baron Rcay. Lord Howth’s admission to 
the House of Lords reduces the number 
of Irish peers, exclusively such, below the 
limit fixed by the Act of Union as neces­

sary to form the constituency for the elec­
tion of Irish Representative Lords.

Baron Lyons has been promoted to a 
Viscountcy, and four baronets—Stewart. 
Sullivan, Roberts, and Pliillimore—have 
been made.

The deaths during the past year in­
cluded 20 peers and 22 baronets, among 
the former being the Earl of Beaconsfield, 
the Earls of Crawford and Balcarres, (Tot­
tenham, Seafield, St. Germans, Caithness, 
Harrington, Wicklow, Home, Gainsbo­
rough, and Airlie, Viscount Bangor, and 
Lords Camoys, Ormathwaite, Hantner, 
Dunboyne, Hatherley, Airey, and Carew, 
four of which titles—those of Beaconsfield, 
Hanmer, Hatherley, and Airey, have be­
come extinct. These are all set forth in 
the present volume, which appears to 
have been compiled with the care and 
correctness which has for many years 
characterized this work—London Globe.

JANE GREY SWISSHELM ON TIGHT 
LACING.

Mrs. Jane Grey Swisshelm, speaking of 
gymnasiums for ladies, in which she has 
seen girls in gymnasium suits with high- 
heeled boots buttoned so tightly around 
the ankle "that the play of muscle and 
even circulation of blood seemed im­
possible, and when under the loose 
blouse there was retained one ordinary 
garment, with • its ordinary supporting 
band, says : “ Leave out those woman who 
have crossed the ocedi as steerage 
passengers within five years, and there is 
not one woman in America for every 
thousand who has room to breathe freely 
inside her clothes. Not one in a thousand 
the walls of whose chest are not flabby 
from outside supports which deprive 
them of the exercise of their proper 
functions. When a woman, to prove that 
she does not lace, puts her hands on her 
sides and presses them in like a parlor 
rubber ball she proves that the walls of 
her chest have been so enfeebled by 
corsets that they can no longer guard 
their vital contents from even so slight a 
force as her puny hands. The use of 
chest walls seems to have been lost sight 
of m the modem female costume. They 
are degraded from their post as walls and 
converted into a sack, and this sack is 
forced into any form which suits the 
inantuamaker’s idea of symmetry.

It has been decided that the Creator, 
who made the woman after whom the 
Venus di Milos was modeled, did not 
understand the lines of beauty, but this 
having been discovered by French corset 
makers, we have it on display in thous­
ands of shop windows on eveiy city 
street, in all public and private places.

In opening, th/ rev. gentleman outlined 
what Zephaniah predicted in this chapter, 
and said that language was a gift direct 
from God, either by intuition, or inspiration, 
or both. Man’s first thought and expression 
of it must have been religious, and we see 
him as a natural philosopher naming the 
animals. The next record we have of his 
utterance breathes divine sweetness, and 
these are the words of the first man to the 
first bride. Next we come to man fallen; his 
language turns to remorse and ingratitude, 
yet we can see that he clings to the hope 
conveyed in the promise and to life. Eve, 
the name of Adam’s wife, means life. We 
find that language began with religion and 
that whatever of evil that it now has was 
imported into it by sin. There is nothing so 
beautiful in all creation as a man’s soul.

TEMPERANCE MEETING.

A large audience was present at the tem­
perance meeting in the Hall Tuesday even­
ing to hear addresses on the enforcement of 
the Canada Temperance Act. The chair 
was taken by Jndge Steadman. Prayer was 
offered by the Rev. Mr Evans. The first 
resolution was moved by C II Lugrin, sec­
onded by G J Bliss, and supported by the 
chairman. It was as follow*:

Whereat the citizens of Fredericton, hav 
ing by a large majority adopted the Canada 
Temperance Act, are anxious that the law 
should be strictly enforced ; therefore

Resolved, That this meeting expects the 
city authorities, and especially the Common 
Council to use all measures within their 
jurisdiction to that end ; and further

Resolved. That if any additional powers 
are required for the efficient working of the 
Act. this meeting earnestly recommends that 
the Board of Aldermen secure the passage of 
an Act for that purpose, during the present 
session of the Legislature.

Rev Mr McLeod moved the second resolu­
tion, which was seconded by Jas. S. Beck. It 
was as follows :

Whereas in the recent election in St. John 
it was shown by the liquor dealers that the 
enforcement of the Canada 1 cmperance Act 
in any city or county drives the sale of 
intoxicants into the s’lnms and introduces 
for use a more poisonous article therefore 

Resolved, It is incumbent on every good 
citizen where the Act is adopted to see that 
the law is strictly enforced and in every 
proper and legal way to assist the authorities 
to prevent illicit sales.

“Patience.”_A large audience attended
to hear “Patience,” rendered by the Boston 
English Opera Company. The music of this 
Opera is new to most of our people, and the 
absence of airs, which are easily caught in 
the memory, will perhaps prevent it from ever 
being as popular as “Pinafore” ; yet it is in a 
musical sense much the better composition of 
the two. The opera was fairly well rendered. 
Mr. Rennie’s conception of Bunthorne, though 
sufficiently amusing, is not probably what 
the composer contemplated ; Miss Corey, 
though sustaining a masculine role, came 
very much nearer the ideal Grosvenor. Mr. 
Evans, as the Colonel, was quite successful. 
He has a good voice, and his appearance on 
the stage is very good. Mr. Stanton’s Major 
was comical ; but those who know what a 
British dragoon is would have mistaken him 
for a private. Mr. Molten, as the Duke, did 
tolerably well. The rapturous maidens sus­
tained their parts creditably, though Miss 
Duggan would be bette* for a little toning 
down Miss Rciguard made a very bright, 
piquant Patience. She was well up in her 
part, and seemed to have throughout an ex­
cellent Appréciation of her role. Perhaps the 
best rendered parts of the music were the 
duet in the first act between Patience and 
Grosvenor, beginning with .“Prithee pretty 
Maiden,” the trio by the Duke, the Colonel 
Sld the Major and Patience'S song. “True

Without criticising the performance- too 
ilosely, and judging of it by the amount of 
satisfaction derived from it by the audience, 
we should say it was a success.

divine image in miln is more beautiful than 
the stars or anything else in creation. We 
find that the Satan of the Bible did not attack 
the onward march of physical nature. No, 
that was too small for him. He attacked 
man's moral purity—the image of God in 
man. Can we imagine that this soul shall 
be left in ruin with no capacity to rise? It 
cannot be for a moment thought sc. There 
is an element which we all have—which we 
see in the cross of Christ, in the mysterious 
wonders of God and in the Church—to save 
this lost world, to bring home the wandering 
child of sin. The Lord is working in this 
direction, and in the rolling by of ages man 
with one tongue will turn-to him. Men and 
women, and especially women, must talk. 
The deaf and dumb converse by signs. When 
the words of the text become experience, 
there shall be no more slander and malicious 
gossip; the milk of human kindness shall 
reign throughout all our sayings and doings 
with the coming of the pure language. There 
shall be no crying up of prices by thé seller 
and crying down of prices by the buyer, and 
there shall be no tricks in trade; a man’s 
word shall be as good as his bond ; the 
maxim “know no friend in business” shall be 
wiped out, and the relations of business shall 
be rather the means of makingand cementing 
friendships. In our law courts who has not 
noticed the special pleader, who strives to 
make the guilty more guilty or the innocent 
more innocent with specious eloquence ? All 
this shall be done away with, and legal 
documents shall be made plain. The same 
shall be in regard to the medical profession, 
and medical hucksters shall no longer put off 
nostrums on a credulous public. Science, 
art and literature, had all divine missions in 
this world, but man’s sinfulness perverted 
them. The more men advance in civilization 
the more they had in Christianity. The rev. 
gentleman then went on to point out what 
further changes there would be when the day 
of the pure language came. There would be 
a high moral code and none of the immoral- 
ality and pruriency that too often marks 
the stone of the sculptor, the canvass of the 
painter, the prose of the writer and the verse 
of the poet of the present day. The text fore­
shadows a time when the arts and sciences 
and literature will be as pure as snow. The 
faults of mankind are too often pictured, but 
when the time came spoken of in the text 
talent and genius would rise up cleansed.

In concluding the rev. gentleman spoke of 
mission work. He said the text foretells the 
end of all idolatry, superstition and 
atheism. In this mission work we will have 
to be patient until the time spoken of by the 
prophet comes. But the work is going on 
silently and- surely, and in some heathen 
countries systems of idolatry have suffered 
revolution. Fain would their great men 
stay the great onward rush of the truth. The 
world cries out for God, and we must give 
them help. Christ will have the heathen for 
his heritage, and the uttermost ends of the 
world shall be his. There was no vain illu 
sion leading-to a fool's paradise, but the 
voice of-thc Lord speaking in the text. The 
Lord declares that it shall come to pass. 
Though darkness . reigns upon the earth, a 
light hangs upon its outer edge—the light o*' 
God’s promise. We must teach the pure 
language. After referring to the wide field 
still • open for missionary labor, he said he 
would appeal to them for. aid on no creed, 
but on the brotherhood of man, for every un­
fortunate heathen sitting in the darkness of 
moral death was a man and a brother; and 
when all men were taught the pure language 
they would with one consent call upon the 
name of the Lord.

The singing of hymn 741 and the benedic­
tion closed the service.

THE MISSIONARY MEETING.

The annual missionary meAing was held 
in the evening at 6 30. The Rev. Messrs. 
Evans, Shenton and Wadman, and Joseph 1 
Black, Esq., M. 1*. P., occupied seats upon 
the platform. The services opened by the 
singing of the hymn “Jesus shall reign 
where'er the sun,” after which prayer was 
offered by the Rev. Mr. Shenton. The 
anthem “How beautiful upon the mountain 
was then sung and was followed by the read­
ing of Psalm xevi. by the Rev. Mr. Evans, who 
immediately- afterwards introduced Mr. Black 
as chairman of the meeting.

On taking the chair Mr. Black expressed 
himself as fully- in accord with the object of 
the meeting and referring to his attendance

at the Methodist church in this city during 
the past three years, said that he felt at home 
in any. place in the church except the chair 
he was about to occupy. He spoke of the 
internal improvements in the church which 
are evidence 6f progressive advancement. 
Good results were sure to follow the invest­
ment of money in beautifying the House of 
God. “Where your treasure is there will 
your heart be alsb.” Giving to God and to 
His Church, said Mr. Black, will surely 
bring forth good ; it will strengthen - and 
enlarge your efforts as a people. He then 
referred to .lie-object of the meeting, claim­
ing that the missionary work appealed to our 
Christianity, our philanthropy and our 
purses. Christ has reminded us that we 
receive all our blessings freely. “Freely 
have ye received, freely give.” It is our 
duty to do to others as we would have them 
do to us, and as we have enjoyed gospel 
privileges it it our bounden duty to extend 
the benefit of them to others. The mission 
work on behalf of which an appeal would now 
be made was the same work as our fore­
fathers had engaged in. They sent 
their missionaries here and we who are en 
joying the results of their labors should come 
forward and extend the good work wider 
and wider. God has owned and blest the 
work in time past, and His blessing was 
upon our efforts now. In conclusion he 
said that when the speakers who followed 
had presented their arguments he felt sure 
that the large congregation would feel 
fresh call upon their generosity.

Rev. Mr. Evans then read the report after 
a few introductory remarks in which he 
spoke of the fact that the report only dealt 
with the work of the Canadian Conferences, 
The income from contributions of the past 
year was $135,000, or $8,000 more. than the

The Scott Act in St. John.

(Special to the Herald.)
St. John, Feb. 25.

The Temperance Executive Committee had 
a meeting this morning and decided to take 
steps for having a scrutiny of the ballot. 
The general belief is that a scrutiny will 
give the Act a majority by a few votes. If 
the Act is declared to have been adopted, 
the liquor-dealers will likely petition the 
Governor-in-Council against the return. The 
scrutiny will probably take place on Mon­
day, March 6th, as one week’s notice has to 
be given by the petitioner.

St. John, Feb. 27.
The willingness expressed by the liquor 

dealers to have the license law more strin­
gent, and the offers made by them to assist 
in the enforcement of the law against Sun­
day selling, have had no effect upon the 
determination of the temperance men to 
have the returns examined. Unless some­
thing unforseen is developed the Scott Act 
will undoubtedly be declared carried by a 
majority of several votes. The scrutiny 
takes place at the expiration of the neces­
sary week’s notice. Travis and Hanington 
appear for the temperance people, Tuck and 
Kaye for the liquor dealers.

of missionaries in many cases was small and 
should be increased.

“The morning light is break­
ing,” was then sung.

Rev. Mr. Wadman then addressed the 
meeting. After speaking of the ultimate 
triumph of the gospel, which he illustrated 
by a happily related anecdote, he went on to 
speak of the expansiveness of the age in 
science, art and literature, and the resulting 
union of all peoples, and the grard united 
progress in all the appliances of civilization. 
Because of its influence upon the mind of 
men that Christianity was to be regarded as 
the most important factor in working out 
the civilization of mankind. He spoke of 
the small begining of the church, of its 
grand simplicity, and its glorious mission, 
the evangelization of humanity. Christianity, 
he said, appealed to the individual, 
hence we have individual responsibility. 
After contrasting ancient heathendom and 
modern Christianity, the speaker went on to 
say that the united voice of Sinai and Calvary 
spoke to the world in the language of love, 
and wherever their voices were heard there 
was intellectual freedom and progress. He 
spoke of the needs of the church for more 
prayers and more generous givers. What the 
church needs most is, that God will come 
down and rest upon the young men, the busi­
ness men, the legal men, the men in every 
profesaion, so that Christianity may become 
the creed of all and the delight of every 
heart.

The hymn “From Greenland’s icy moun­
tains,” was then snag.

Rev. Mr. Shenton then spoke. After a re­
ference to his presence at a similar occasion 
in Fredericton, he touched upon the history 
of mission work, which began when a weary 
wayfarer rested beside Jacob’s well in Sa­
maria. There had been only one century of 
regular mission work, and how much had 
been accomplished in that time could be best 
decided by comparison. Seventy years ago 
the Methodist Church in Canada had thirty 
mission stations ; it has 800 now. Then it 
had 58 missionaries, now it has 1,000. Then 
it had 7,000 members ; it has 180,000 now. 
And to-day the Church was the largest in 
America. In Quebec the mission work was 
begun five years ago, with three members ; 
now there arc 210, and a flourishing mission­
ary institution in Montreal." In Japan, in 
the last ten years, very gratifying progress 
had been made, and the church had now eight 
missionaries, three assistants, and 227 church 
members there. He then deferred to the Me­
thodist Ecumenical Council, representing a 
membership of 5,000,000, and 25,000,000 ad­
herents. Be spoke of the needs of the church. 
Men are needed in Japan, among the In­
dians, and in the North-West Territory. The 
speaker, after making a public appeal to the 
congregation to contribute liberally, closed 
his interesting address by a glowing tribute 
to the memory of the late Judge Wilmot and 
the late Dr. Punshon.

An anthem was then sung and a collection 
taken. The Rev. Mr. Evans then presented 
the thanks of the committee to the ladies who 
had acted as collectors during the past year, 
after which the doxology was sung and the 
meeting was dismissed.

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being cut away, and a policy of selfishness 
would demand it. He spoke of the disas­
trous effects upon climate and soil produced 
by forests being cut away, and of the value 
of.the hemlock lands of New Brunswick. He 
drew also the attention of the Government 
and the House to the prospective value of the 
hemlock log, and spruce and cedar as well, 
and said that a time would come when every 
tree would have a large cash value ; so the 
Government would do well to look after the 
lumber lands of the Province.

Mr. Sayre read a petition from a large num­
ber of people in Kent County, stating that 
they heard with alarm of the intention of the 
Government to sell certain tracts of lands to 
encourage the establishment of hemlock ex­
tract factories, as they would prove most 
disastrous to the country, having a tendency 
to lock up large tracts of lands. It also 
asked the Government to discontinue such a 
disastrous policy. Mr. Sayre further said 
that these lands were among the best for 
actual settlement. In regard to the state­
ment that the Government was not selling 
lands he would Bay that parties had got a 
block of land selected by their own surveyor 
situated in smaller lots here and there on the 
best hemlock bark lands of the County of 
Kent and this Province. It would be of 
much more advantage to the people to re­
serve their lands and not sell them at all.

Mr Marshall introduced a bill to aid in the 
maintenance of a salvage corps in the City 
of St. John, and presented the usual petition 
for the same from the City Council of St. 
John.

The House then went into committee on 
Mr Gillespie’s bill to prevent the sale of 
Crown or other Public lands except for 
actual settlement, Mr Black in the chair.

Mr. Gillespie said he thought the bill ex­
plained itself and from t)ie discussion that 
had just been concluded its object was made 
plain enough. He thought our lands would 
produce a larger revenue, if reserved and 
properly managed, than they do under the 
present way of proceeding.

The Hon Attorney General thought the 
House should pause before adopting this 
bill. The Government were not selling 
broadcast the lands of the country. He had 
no objections personally to the bill, but would 
like to hear some reasons in support of the 
bill.

The Hon Surveyor General said he thought 
there should be some more information laid 
before the House before they took any action 
on this bill. He then went on to show how 
little land had been sold, going back for six 
years and showing how much had been dis­
posed of in that time by the department. 
The total amount of acres sold by the depart­
ment in that time was 49,435$, and it brought 
$56,481.17. Under the Labor Act 309,302 
acres were given away, and under the Free 
Grants Act, 233,080, a total of 531,382 acres. 
Tims more had been given away under sanc­
tion of Legislature than sold by the depart­
ment. This was up to the close of the last 
fiscal year, and less lumber land had been 
sold in 1880 than in any of the other six years. 
Under the Labor Act the land had been liter­
ally given away. It had not been taken up 
for actual settlement, but merely by men 
who wanted to despoil the land of lumber 
and then abandon it. Under the Free Grants 
Act much more land had been given away for 
much the same purpose, and yet his honorable 
colleague, the mover of the bill, had not 
cried ont that the country was being robbed 
and despoiled. The term speculators could 
not he applied to the Messrs. Miller.

Mr Gillespie said he had not said so; he 
ha I said that there were many speculators 
coming in. \

Hon Surveyor General said he could agree 
with him in that. He then went on to justify 
the action of the Government in a recent sale 
of hemlock bark lands to the Messrs Miller,z 
in that it had raised the value of the lands dr 
rather fixed their true value. In concluding 
he thought that he had shown enough to 
prove that the remarks of the mover of the 
bill were not justified. «

Mr McManus then spoke against the bill. 
He thought a result of it would be to retard 
actual settlement, and thought the bon. gen­
tleman bad introduced the bill rather as a 
feeler than that it might pass and become 
law.

Mr Blair said that information respecting 
the lands was the most valuable they could 
have, and he noticed that there were dissen­
sions in the Cabinet in regard to the matter 
—the head of the Government and the head 
of the department differed in regard to it. 
He wanted to know what information was 
conveyed to.the House by the statement that 
a certain amount of lands had been disposed 
of by the department as against a larger 
amount under the Free Grants and Labor 
Acts, and failed to see its application. The 
head of the department said that much of the 
lands given under the Fr.ee Grants and Labor 
Acts were good lumber tonds and he wanted 
to know why the Government had permitted 
this when there was so many acres of what 
were not lumber lands for settlement. The 
Government had winked at this and had 
permitted it to take place. It had been done 
without any system or regulation of indivi­
dual selections of points for settlement, and 
this should not have been permitted. If 
sufficient information was not in the posses­
sion of the department to get up a well de­
vised scheme for the revision of this mode of 
procedure, it should certainly be procured. 
He did not advocate a policy of putting a 
fence around the Province in this respect, 
but he thought that the lands should be re­
served for the best interests of the Province 
and if this bill would bring about this result 
he hoped the House would adopt it. He 
argued that in the great majority of cases 
the consent of the Legislature had been ob­
tained before sales were made. He was not 
prepared to say that this bill should be 
adopted in its present form, but he would 
favor any principle that would prevent the 
sale of our public lands for any purpose other 
than that of actual settlement. If the Gov­
ernment had wanted to find ont the actual 
value of these lands why had they not placed 
a high upset price upori them instead of a low 
one, as he thought the former would have 
tested Jhc question better.

Mr Hanington said he could not see that 
the hon leader of the Opposition even had an 
opinion of his own on the subject. He did 
not say he was in favor of the bill ; he says 
he is in favor of any measure that will best 
serve the interests of the Province. This 
was a good policy, but the hon gentleman 
had hedged on the bill. He said that at tly 
rate things had been going it would take GOO 
years to sell all the public lands ; that as a 
general rule the land had not gone to specu­
lators ; that the bill was for settlement, and 
argued against it on the ground that im­
mense tracts of hemlock and other woods 
were yearly destroyed by the forest fires which 
originated with the settler making a" clear­
ing, and thus immense sums were lost to the 
Province ; and that the ideas of the hon 
leader of the Oppositiop were impractical.

Mr. McManus again addressed the House, 
made a few remarks on the bill, after which 
progress was reported.

House adjourned until 10 o’clock on Thurs­
day morning.

THURSDAY, March 2.
Mr. Speaker here made an announcement, 

the opening words of which held the breath, 
less attention of the whole House. He said :

I am sure the House will hear with regret 
the information, which has just been im­
parted to me by a telegram, that Queen 
Victoria was fired at to-day at Windsor Rail­
way station, but escaped unhurt.

There was a moment’s panse, and the gal­
leries, which were not overcrowded, broke 
into loud applause.

Hon Attorney General said he thought the 
information that had just been conveyed to 
the House called for an expression of opinion.

Mr. Blair said if the Government would 
submit a resolution he would be happy to 
second it.

Daring the debate on Mr. Sayre’s bill, Hon 
Attorney General moved, seconded by Mr 
Blair, that Mr. Speaker forward to the Colo­
nial Secretary at London the following :

“The House of Assembly of New Brunswick 
in session convened having just learned that 
an attempt was made on the life of Her 
Majesty the Queen, near Windsor Railway 
Station, desire through you to convey to Her 
Most Gracious Majesty their profound thank- 
fnfness for her providential escape.”

The resolution was carried unanimously 
and was received with load applause.

FRIDAY, March 3.
The House met at 10 o'clock.
After routine proceedings in reply to the 

enquiries of Mr Willis in reference to the re­
moval qf the Sheriff of Gloucester, the 
Provincial Secretary said that the Govern­
ment declines to assign the grounds upon 
which it has made appointments to office, or 
to enquire into conversations which may 
have been had between members of the Gov­
ernment and any persons whomsoever.

Mr. Colter gave notice of motion for Satur­
day next.

Mr. Hill reported from the Committee on 
Municipalities that they had had the bill to 
authorize the Councillors of the Parish of 
Blissville, Sunbury County, to sell certain 
lands, under their consideration and reported 
favorably.

The Enquiry Into the Clerk of 
the Pleas’ Office.

WEDNESDAY, March 1.
The committee appointed to investigate and 

enquire into all matters connected with the 
fees received in the Clerk of the Pleas met 
this morning at 10.30.

There were present Messrs. Blair, Willis, 
Davidson, Lynott and Beveridge.

Mr. Blair called the committee to order, 
and intimated that the first business was to 
elect their chairman, and asked for a nomi­
nation.

Mr. Beveridge moved Mr. Willis in the 
chair, which was carried.

Mr. Blair—Our first duty being to read the 
resolution, I move it be read.

The Clerk then read the resolution.
Mr. Blair—I will now move that a subpoena 

issue to Wm. Carman, Esq., Clerk of the 
Pleas.

Mr. Davidson—I think Mr. Blair should, 
before we order any subpoena to issue, state 
to the committee what his charge is, what he 
expects to prove by the witness, what amounts 
have not been accounted for, and what he 
says» has been done with the moneys not 
accounted for.

Mr. Blair—I cannot think the request of 
Mr. Davidson is a reasonable one. The charge 
made by me is sufficiently explicit to convey 
a clear meaning to ordinary minds, and I de­
cline to make any further statement. This 
is a committee of enquiry, and if I had the in­
formation the gentleman asks for, I would 
not have asked for a committee.

Mr. Davidson—I still think we should have 
the statement, and I also think some period 
should be named within which the enquiry 
should be confined.

Mr. Blair—I throw the entire responsibility 
upon the committee of blocking or courting 
the enquiry.-

Mr. Hanington, who is not on the commit­
tee, then interposed, but was stopped by the 
Chairman.

Mr. Hanington claimed to be representing 
the Government.

The Chairman said he only could be heard 
by the indulgence of the committee.

There were many hot words and much ex­
citement, but finally a subpoena was ordered 
for Wm. Carman, Esq., to appear to-morrow 
morning at 10.30, wi*h his books, Ac.

Committee adjourned until to-morrow at 
10.30 a. m.

THURSDAY, March 2.
The committee met at 10.30, a. m.
After the reading of the minutes Mr Car­

man said : I am the Clerk of the Pleas in the 
Supreme Court and have been so for 31 years 
this spring. My health has not been good 
this last year and I have not been able to at­
tend personally at the office, but have trans­
acted my business at my house. I have with 
me my books, which show the receipts of 
my office in detail from 1873 down to the 
last fiscal year. I have not been in the habit 
of making quarterly returns to the Receiver 
General. I have made them annually. At 
the close of each fiscal year since 1875 I have 
been in the habit of filing my accounts in 
the Secretary’s office. I have preserved 
copies of the accounts so filed. I have all 
the Pleas I receive fees from two sources, 
the books here and I think they will give all 
the information the committee requires. I 
can show the gross amount of fees and how 
it is made up. In the year 1881 the gross 
amount of fees was as follows : As Clerk of

from Attorneys and from the Clerks*of the 
Circuits. In 18811 received froirf Attorneys 
$1,439.75 and from Clerks of Circuits $252.63. 
There was also a balance of $27.33 from last 
year, making the total receipts for the year 
$1,719.71. I have a copy of the statement 
furnished by me to the Receiver General. 
(Witness produces it). I paid to the Receiver 
General in cash $1,100. (Hon Mr Hanning- 
ton here interposed and asked if this was all 
cash.)

Mr Blair denied Mr Hanington’s^ right to 
interfere, and a warm discussion ensued in 
which Mr Hanington claimed he was there 
by right as representing the Government, 
whose conduct was impugned. Mr Dividson 
and Mr Lynott supported this view, which 
was combatted by Mr Blair and Mr Willis, 
the chairman. Both the last-named gentle­
men said that they were willing that Mr. 
Hanington should appear on behalf of the 
Government, but were unwilling that his 
claim to be there of right should be admitted. 
It was finally agqeed that Mr Hanington 
should represent the Government.

Mr Carman resumed : The balance of the 
sum received by me over the $1,100 is made 
up as follows : Amount paid Crier in 1880, 
omitted in the account of that year,-$140; 
paid Crier in 1881, $140; Cropley for print­
ing and stationery, $16.35 ; ditto, $39.40 ; 
Hall for stationery, $11.27 ; ditto, $14.20 • 
office attendance, $36.00; cutting wood, $10; 
Cropley, printing and stationery, $40.33; 
extra clerk hire, $200. These sums make 
amount paid $1,762.55, leaving a balance 
due the Clerk of $32.81. I cannot explain 
the Item of extra Clerk hire. It was paid by 
order of the Government. I cannot say for 
what service it was paid. It was paid to 
Mr Bliss, a Clerk in the office, and also 
Clerk of the House of Assembly. I cannot 
explain satisfactorily what it was paid him 
for to the committee or myself. I should 
prefer the Government to give its own ex­
planation.

Mr Blair—The public accounts show the 
Receiver General only received $836.26. Can 
you explain the difference between this 
amount and the $1,100 set forth in your 
account?

Mr Carman—I can explain it. The $836.26 
wag an actual cash amount paid by me». 
There was an old check of mine for some 
purpose in connection with Crier’s fees 
which made the difference of $273.64, and 
was charged by me against the Clerk’s fees 
received by me last year. I do not know 
how the Receiver General kept the account 
of the money received from me. I only 
know how I paid it. I had giveh a check 
to him 2 or 3 years ago upon the People’s 
Bank. I am sure it was in ^mnection with 
Crier’s fees. I do not know for what period. 
The payment to the crier comes from two 
funds Formerly he was paid altogether by 
fees. There was at that time no crier of 
the Equity Court. When the tariff of fees 
was established 50 cents were ordered to be 
paid to the crier on the entry of every 
cause. The Government vote a certain 
amount annually, $160, and this increased 
his salary to what I do not remember. I had 
received certain fees which I had accounted 
to the Government for. They authorized 
me to pay him $35 a quarter. The Govern­
ment received the $1,100. The Receiver 
General received, from me $1,"100—$826 in 
money, and an old check as equivalent for 
the balance. This check was made by me 
upon the Peoples’ Bank in favor of the Re­
ceiver General. I regarded that as equava- 
lent to cash. I had forgotten the circum­
stance until Mr. Babbitt produced it, and the- 
surrender of the check was a substitute for 
money. I cannot explain it further. I have 
it charged as cash paid the- Receiver General 
$1,100. I made no settlement with the Gov­
ernment further thap from their accounts. 
My book shows that on March 28, 1881, I 
gave a check on the Rank of New Brunswick 
to the Receiver General for $500. My book 
does not show a check for the balance— 
$336,26. There must have been one, but I 
have no recollection of it.

In 1880, the gross amount of Attorneys 
fees was $1,135.23, the fees from Clerk of 
Circuits and barristers was $134.23, total 
$1,269.46. The payments were balance due 
clerk $210.15; Cropley’Bbill $155.59 ; Hall’s 
bill $44.55 ; wood for office $27.50 ; for cut­
ting, etc. $18 ; attendance $41 ; extra clerk 
hire $200. The extra clerk hire will appear 
in all the accounts since 1874. I paid the 
Rreceivcr General $200 in April and $300 in 
September. There was a balance due me of 
$27.33.

In 1879, the Attorneys fees were $1,300.93, 
fees from Clerk of Circuits, etc. $197.26, 
total $1,498.19. I paid balance due clerk 
$331.64; Cropley for stationery, etc., $139.- 
92 ; crier, $140 ; attendance, $37.35 ; wood, 
$37.25; cutting, etc,, $9.63 ; M. S. Hall, 
$9.56; Receiver General, $600 ; Gazette office 
for binding, $3.00 ; Receiver General, $200 ;

The Sergeant-at-Arms having notified the 
Committee that the House was in session, . 
further proceedings were adjourned until 
to-morrow at 9.30, a. m.

FRIDAY, March 3.
We are obliged for want of space to omit 

an extended report of the proceedings to-day 
before the Committee. Mr. Carman’s ex­
amination was resumed. He explained that 
the amount paid the Receiver General last 
year over and above the $500 was paid in 
cash by Mr. G. N. Babbitt, who had re­
ceived the money as his (Mr C.’s) deputy. 
He also gave an explanation of the old 
check referred to yesterday, which he said 
was to cover the amount of the Crier's 
salary in 1873 and- 1870 over and above the 
grant of $160 annually from the House. 
This check was not presented until last 
October, and the money was received Iw 
the Receiver General last year. The fees 
for Attorney’s admissions received in 1881 
have not been accounced for to the Govern­
ment, and Mr. Carman has not yet been 
informed by bis deputy how much they 
were. The examination into the accounts 
of previous years was then resumed.
