The Auditor general’s report, 
was tabled in the House of Com 
mons the other day. The details 
of expenditure for the year end 
ing June 30th, last show that, in 
the matter of Government print­
ing, the Moncton Transcript 
Brother Hawke’s paper, came out 
ahead. The Transcript’s share was 
$7,441, while the telegraph 
down for $7,185. The St. John 
Globe drew $2,905, and the Hali 
fax Chronicle $2,001. Syttt 
through the report appear some 
remarkable charges for the cost 
of investigation. For intercol­
onial investigations alone John J 
Ross of Halifax was paid $777, 
and William Wilson $726. The 
largest payments were made to 
the Quebec commissioner. The 
alleged investigations into the 
affairs of the Kingston and St 
Vincent de Paul penetentiaries 
cost $9,484. Commissioner Noxon 
an Ontario official, receieved 
$1,770 besides expenses.- Com­
missioner Meredith, a retiree 
official who has a pension of seven 
dollars a day got ten dollars a 
day and his expenses for heading 
the so-called enquiry. Auditor 
General McDougall prints his 
letters objecting to this payment 
and the reply of the minister ad­
mitting that the superanuation 
allowance ought to be stopped, 
and promising not to do it again. 
The Auditor General also points 
out irregularities in the pay. 
ments to Commissioners McAlpine 
and other investigators.

In consequence of the large 
amount of space occupied in this 
issue with the report of proceed­
ings in the Dominion Parliament, 
editorial and other matter is with­
held.

new railway and the Pacific 
Ocean ; he does not know any­
thing about the rights of Canada 
at Fort Wrangel ; he does not 
know the position of the United 
States government with regard to 
allowing Canada to tranship at 
Fprt Wrangel. But for all that, 
we notice that the Yukon Rail­
way contract U made between Her 
Majesty the Queen, represented 
by the Honorable A. G. Blair, 
Minister of Railways and Cernais,

voting for a Mayors Councillors 
and a Water Commissioner, 
plebiscite was taken to decide 
whether or 1 not sewerage should 
be introduced into Charlotte­
town. On this question the 
electors gave a most emphatic 
affirmative, the vote standing 
for sewerage 1218; against 617. 
It will thus be seen that the vote 
was almost two to one in favor of 
this much needed civic improve­
ment It is cause for no incon 
siderable rejoicing that the 
citizens voted so overwhelmingly 
in favor of the cleanliness and 
healthfulness of the city. It can 
now—no longer be said that 
Charlottetown is not alive to the 
fact that sewerage is an absolute 
essential of clean healthy and pro­
gressive city. Every ward gave 
a large majority in favor 
sewerage. For Water Commis 
sioner there was no contest, Mr 
Halloran, the retiring member of 
the board, being elected by 
acclamation. For the Mayoralty 
Dr. Warburton carried every ward 
by a large majority and was 
elected by a majority of 605 
votes, over Mr. George EL Hughea 
The vote stood ; Warburton 1304 
Hughes 699. In ward one there 
was no contest for Councillor, Mr. 
Douse having retired on the day 
previous to the election. Con 
sequently Mr. Charles Lyons was 
elected without opposition. In 
ward two F. P. McQarron, A. Me 
Donald and D. A. Bruch were the 
candidates, Bruce retired during 
•the afternoon,andatthecloseofthe 
poll there was a tie between Mc- 
Carron and McDonald, each hav 
ing 124 votes. The presiding 
officer, Mr. John S. McDonald 
gave his casting vote in favor of 
McDonald and declared him 
elected. Mr. McOarron protested 
the election and a scrutiny was 
held before the Councillors, when 
it was shown that two votes cast 
in favor of McDonald, were polled 
by persons who did not have votes 
in the ward. These were struck 
off, Mr. McDonald dropped 
the case and Mr. McCarron was 
declared elected. In ward three 
T. Z. Taylor was elected by 
acclamation ; in ward four Messrs. 
Donald Nicholson and S. W. 
Crabbe were the successful candi­
dates and in ward five Met 
Alex. Home, D- L- Hooper and 
George Wheatley were elected. 
The Mayor and Councillors were 
duly sworn in and the first 
regular meeting of the new Conn 
cil was held on Monday night 
last when the usual committees 
were appointed.

Aflar routine business in the House 
of Commons, oo Friday the 4th, the 
debate on the address in reply to the 
speech from the throne was taken up. 
As we here already stated, the mover 
was Mr. Bertram of Toronto, and the 
seconder Mr. Ganvresn. Sir Charlee 
Topper, leader of the opposition then 
took the floor end made a four hours’ 
speech, during which he dealt sledge­
hammer blows at the Government. 
On rising he wee received with opposi­
tion cheers. He paid a warm compli­
ment to the mover and seconder. He 
chaffed Mr. Bertram for hie utterances 
on the tariff. It most have been news 
to the country to have learned 
during the Toronto election that Mr. 
Bertram was the arfchitect of last year’s 
tariff. With all their boasting, the 
government had had to fall back on 
a bloated manufacturer to assist them. 
(Laughter.) Mr. Bertram bed referred 
to the uncertainty among manufacturers 
about the tariff. That wee because the 
people believed liberals were not 
sincere. (Opposition cheers.) He ridi- 
coled the idea that the present pros- 
petity of the country wee due to the 
Laurier government. Was the govern­
ment responsible tor the increase in 
the prise of wheat ? Taking np the 
speech Jia congratulated Hon. Mr.

pointed out that the credit of Canada 
stood in no better position to day than 
it did when the lete government went 
out of office. After a passing reference 
to the jubilee ceremonies, Sir Charles 
congratulated Premier Laurier on the 
decoration! he had received in Eng­
land. He could not help thinking, 
however, that the liberal objection to 
titles most now disappesr. Regarding 
the cross of the Legion of Honor con­
ferred upon Hon. Mr. Laurier, he arid 
that in 1885 the home government, un­
der statute then existing, refused to 
allow him (Topper) to accept from the 
King of Belgium the cross of the Legion 
of Honor. No foreign decoration can be 
worn by a British subject except for 
services on the battlefield. (Laughter.)

Sir Charles regretted that the pre­
mier’s eloquence had not been used in 
England in the beet interests of the 
country. Oo the contrary, the pre­
mier’s speeches had wrought the 
greatest injury to Ceneds. (Opposition 
cheers.) He proceeded to refer at some 
length to the movement in favor of pre­
ferential trade, and showed how Sir 
Wilfrid bad thrown away the chance of 
acquiring this greet boon for Canadian 
trade. Bewildered by his Cobden me­
dal ersse, Premier Laurier tamed hie 
back upon Canada. He bed since been 
to Washington, and had gone almost 
on hie knees to the United States gov­
ernment He quoted a speech of Lan 
rier’s on hie return from England, in 
which he admitted he wool i have 
been an idiot if he had refused 
accept preferential trade from the 
mother country. He (Tupper) wonld 
not use soch strong language to the 
honorable gentleman, bat. he could not 
contradict hint (Laughter.) Talley 
rand bad said the chief duty of an 
ambassador was to lie tor bis country 
(Laughter.) He wondered if that 
definition applied to the , prom 
(Laughter.)—Recess. ' ' > -\

tor Cberlee Tupper recalled the state­
ments of the members of the govern 
ment lest session that England alone 
was to receive the advantages of pre 
ferential tariff and the statements from 
the opposition benches that other conn 
tries wonld be given the same ad 
vantages es were given to England 
At that time the members of the gov 
ernment denied the statements of the 
opposition, but whet had been the 
raeult. No fewer than twenty.six 
countries, in addition to England, had 
bad to be admitted to the preferentiel 
arrangement and the tariff of last year 
stood today as a monument of the utter 
inability of thegovemment to deal with 
the question. If it was not ignorance 
which led to the statements as to Eng 
lend being the only country to receive 
the advantages of the preferential tariff, 
it was something worse, an attempt to 
mislead the house and mislead the 
country on a moet important qoestioo, 
He hoped, however, that when the 
treaties were denounced Canada would 
keep the promisee which had been made 
to England, because after all the fervid 
declarations of last year it would never 
do tq tarn round end say “ we did not 
intend to give you these prefeiential ad: 
vantages, we were only humbugging 
yon.” Otherwise it would be frightfully 
humiliating on Canada. So that the 
net result of the preferentiel arrange; 
ment with England was that last year 
England’s trade with the Dominion 
wss three and a half million dollars lees 
than in any year since confederation. 
The tripk which had been pleyed on 
England could not be repeated, for the 
people of England had n#w learned that 
they had been completely deluded and 
that preferential trade wee nothing but 
a myth. He proceeded to criticise the 
premier’s different spheres in England 
end the government’s claim to having 
•aid that fie bed succeeded iBieeutihg 
denunciation of the qenpan and 
Belgian treaties. Then he took up the 
question of the fsst line and showed 
how the government had entirely failed 
in ite policy. In a speech delivered eta 
Canada dinner the premier had referred 
to the action of the governor general at 
the time of the change of government, 
tbst bp bed held the fialaoce evenly her 
tween the two pertiee. From that re; 
mark he differed. He believed the 
governor general had violated the con­
stitution. The deputy speaker ruled 
that the jeader of the opposition had in 
this statement spoken dtyrespeetfolly 
of the governor general.

Tapper said with all defèrenoe to the 
chair, he eouid not say that the gov­
ernor general had not violated the con­
stitution wfien he bejieved he had, and 
especially ae Premier Laurier baa 
assumed responsibility for Lord 
Aberdeen’s actions. Then tor the next 
five minutes the house was in an 
Uproar. The deputy speaker sought to 
Induce tor Charlee to withdrawn. Grits 
yelled, “Take It back,” and there wee 
great hubbub, which was eventually 
quieted by the deputy speaker stating 
he undertood tor Charles did not reflect 
on the governor general personally.

tor Charlee then took up the Yokon 
paragraph in the epeecb. He gave an 
emphatic denial to the statement sent 
out by the “ Ottawa liar” that hie (Tap­
per's) company had secured a permit 
from the British Colombia government 
to eend 60,000 gallons of whiskey into 
northern British Colombia. He denied 
that the company had any each inten­
tion, and said that one of the dangers 
which he apprehended from a large in­
fini of people into the Yukon country, 
many of them of a lawleea character, 
wae disorders due to liquors, and he 
held that It was the duty of parliament 
to prevent the introduction of intoxicat­
ing liquors, and that in doing so they 
wonld be doing a justice to the country. 
Going next-to the attack which had 
been made on him on account of his 
supposed connection wish the Mann- 
McKensie contract for the working of 
Teelin Lake railway, he called special 
attention to that made by the Toronto 
World. He declared that it was a slan­
derous attack, and said that if the 
World had the manliness instead of deal­
ing in malicious lying to make a state­
ment for which they conld have been 
held responsible, he could have forgiven 
them, and now supposed that they had 
gronnnd for the statement, and that they 
felt warranted into making it in the 
public interest, but there conld be no 
viler attack on the character of a public 
man than to charge him with befog 
corruptly concerned in any contract 
given out by the government. A public 
man who was corrupt and connected 
with any contract in which public 
money wae to be need wae gnilty of an 
offence which ought to deprive him of 
hie seat in the honee. La Presse, of 
Montreal, had made charges against.him 
in connection with the Mann-McKe z e 
c intract, and he had that evening wired 
to Donald McMaeier toaee the editors of 
that paper and to institute proceedings 
for criminal libel if a contradiction and 
an apology were not forthcoming. That 
wae the course, he added, which he wae 
prepared to take in the case of any re­
sponsible paper which attacked his 
character.

Sir Charles proceeded to explain that 
he wae doing a patriotic act in endeav­
oring to attract British capital to Canada. 
He had been instrumental informing the 
Klondyke Trading and Transportation 
company, and after visiting British Col­
umbia had come to the conclnsion that 
it was of vital importance to Canada to 
establish an all-Canadian route into 
Yukon. He saw Hon. Mr. Sifton 
British Colombia, and stronzly urged 
him to take steps to secure this object, 
expressing the view that in hie judg­
ment the Stikeen route was the best. 
He told Hon. Mr. Sifton that he had in 
terviewed the government of British Col­
umbia and had learned from them that 
they were prepared to co-operate. The 
q lestion was whether Ihe trade of the 
Klondyke should bt served from the 
Seattle or from the Canadian ports ol 
V.ctoria and Vancouver. The World 
newspaper had said be had interviews 
w th Mann and McKenzie on the train 
Mr. Mann he met in the public ball of 
the Vancouver hotel. They had no in 
terview at all. When the contract wae 
signed and sealed he was as ignorant of 
the details as any man in the house 
Hon. Mr Sifton had given him no infor­
mation, and he knew nothing of it until 
he saw the announcement in the newe- 
oapers. Having aaid so much be wonld 
leave the consideration of the delails 
until the contract came down. He next 
referred to the mining regulations and 
urged the government in the interests of 
the development of the Yukon to make 
it a poor man’s mining country and to 
reduce the royalty to 1 per cent., or at 
moet 2 per cent. He also urged the 
government to apply to Americana enter 
log the Klondyke the same laws that 
they applied to Canadians living in the 
United States.

With regard to the franchise act, 
speaking for himself, he would welcome 
an universal law, based on a satisfactory 
residence with a cheap form of registra­
tion.

If the idea of pre­
ferential trade is not a vain and idle one 
if it waa everto become an accomplished 
fact, the first step towards ite realisa­
tion was taken last sommer while lie 
was in England. Until last cummer 
there was an unenrmonntable obstacle 
in existence, the Belgian and German 
treaties. All previous efforts by minis­
tère of Canada to get over that obstacle 
had been made in vain and were barren 
of reenlte. Sir Wilfrid dealt very briefly 
with the Stikeen railway, as he Intended 
to reserve what he had to aay nntil next 
week upon the bill. The important 
matter in connection with the railway 
was that it wonld be ready to prevent 
starvation In the Klondyke country 
next winter. He conclnded with a refer­
ence to the jubilee of her majesty, and 
eat down amid load ministerial cheers.

The “iniquitous” Yukon deal 
»as the principal pbi.se of the de­
bate in the Hiuse of Commons on 
Tuesday the 8th. Hon. Mr. Biair 
spoke lengthily and warmly on his 
subject. He claimed that the dis 
coveries of gold on the Yukon ne 
cessitated prompt action on the 
oart of the government. It was es 
imated that from 50,00010250000 

people would be making their way 
into the Yukon this year. That 
meant the transportation of from 50- 
000 to 250,000 tons of supplies if all 
vere to be fed. Under these circum- 
tances the government thought it in­

cumbent upon them to take the ques­
tion up immediately, and not wait for 
oarliament to meet. The handful of 
Mounted Police would never be able 
to deal with the condition which 
vould arise did a shortage of sup­
plies renne about. There would be 
murder, and such a perfect carnival 
>( crime as could not fail to reflect 
on the character of the government 
ind the people of Canada. Again, 
there was the question of securing 
the trade of this country to Canada. 
And with this situation confronting 
them the gr,verr.tr,ent could not wait 
•mtil too late to ret for this year, lest 
t should invite condemnation of the 
ietails of its pl.n lie therefore ask- 
id both branches of pa-liament to 
pprove the government’s action. 
The reports of the officials upon 
he various rt utes had been made, 

Mr. Jennings’ fin.l report not until 
January.

Mr. Foster asked, bad the hon. gen. 
tleman obtained an official statement 
from the United States govarnment 
as to what would be be their rights or 
c'aim ? Mr. Blair had not done that 
either, but he believed it would be all 
right Some people blamed the gov- 
ernment for not asking fpr tenders. 
In the time at the government’s 
disposal it was impossible to do so. 
The very suggestion was childish, he 
said, it was absurd, it would have 
made the goyernrneqt a layghipg 
stock to ask for tenders. There were 
several offers before the government.
“ What were they ?" asked an hon. 
member. Mr. Blair replied that un 
fortunately he was not in Ottawa at the 
time and didn’t exactly know. He 
went on to say that McKenzie and 
Mann favoured the Çhi|coot ipyte, 
but that would take two years to build 
and the government forced them to 
adopt the Stickeen rou’e. Then, as 
to the conditions of the contract, 
there was : 1st, to be a sleigh road 
ouilt within six weeks, and 4 narrow 
gauge railway was to be built by the 
first of September, It would prob­
ably cost $25 000 a mile, but nobody 
could tell. Mr. Foster enquired 
after paving had engineers go over 
and examifce this rpolë, tbg hon. 
gentleman ”«1 on to bargain for thé 
construction of a railway *ithoUt BO 
engineer’s estimate of its probable 
cost? Mr. Blair had not obtained 
any estimate, be said. “Did the 
minister ask for it ?” enquired Mr. 
Montague. •< No,” replied Mu 
Blair. He further explained that 
uot being in Ottawa at the time he 
didn't know about the details of the 
question.

Hon. Mr. Blair grew so angry that 
he opened on Hon. Mr. Foster most 
savagely. What was ten or one hun­
dred thousand acres compared to the 
millions r>f acres of a,lid gold 1 inds 
in the Yukon? Only small souls 
would stop at a small thing like that, 
and irresponsible people talked of this 
subsidy being worth fifty millions of 
dollars. Who would not buy a bond 
of a company at ninety. He biped 
the company would make money out 
of it. He hoped they woul succeed 
in spite of the opposition, who wrote 
to the newspapers as “ onlooker,” and 
who when not engaged in haggling 
like a vestry clerk over a five dollar 
expenditure was slandering better men 
than he ever dared to be. (Govern­
ment cheers.) Men who value their 
character in the community and set 
quite as high an estimate on their 
moral stanSing. “ I haven';,” he said,
“ a dolhr of interest in the contract, 
any more than has the leader of th 
opposition, and I beiieve on my soul 
that he hasn’t a dollar in it.” Hon 
Mr. Blair went on to pass a strong 
ulogium upon the breadth of mind 

and sturdy liberality of Sir Quarles 
Tupper, and was glad that some o' his 
followers, too, favored the principle of 
constructing this railway. “ Has ihe 
government," asked the Hon. Mr. 
Foster, as the minister paused for 
breath. “ Has the government placed 
any value at all per acre on the 25 000 
acres per mile, that is deeded away in 
this contract?” Hon. Mr. Blait’s 
only reply was to ask in turn if hon. 
Mr. Foster had placed any value upon 
it. Proceeding to describe the con 
tract, hon. Mr. Blair said in accepting 
this land subsidy the company took 
all the risks and would continue to 
pay one per cent, royalty on their gold 
output, even if the royalty clause were 
dropped from the general mining re 
gulations. Clause four, which he sup­
posed would be called the “ mon­
opoly” clause, (hear, bear) would, 
when properly understood, be found 
not to be a monopoly at all. In fact 
the government forced it ou the coo- 
tractors, to provide against the com­
petition of other companies building 
in from the coast, and was necessary 
in order to get McKenzie and Mann 
to adopt this route. It did not of 
course apply to the two existing char­
ters (excepting that the companies 
owning them can not ge a bonus) nor 
to the Edmonton route. By clause 
six the government fixes the tolls on 
the road, but has not done so yet 
Clause 10 relates to the deposit of 
! 1250,000 (which has already been 
mad- ) as security, the same to be re­
turned when the road is “completed 
and equipped." Hon. Mr. Biair con 
tends the arrangement regarding the 
land subsidy agreed upon would en­
sure the government’s equal partici­
pation jn the riches of (he country. 
The blocks into which the land select­
ed shall be divided are to be not less 
than three miles in one direction by 
six miles in the other, eighteen square 
miles in all Not less than eight of 
these blocks or locations can be taken 
in any one selection, and of these 
eight the four even numbered shall 
belong to the government and the four 
odd numbered locations to the com­
pany. The whole blocjc in auy one 
locality must therefore be one of 24 
miles in one direction by six in an: 
other. Extent of subsidy was 5,760
