That he may enjoy many years of 
peaceful retirement iu the mel­
lowed autumn of life is our .wish.

The estimates were tabled in 
the House of Commons, Ottawa 
on Monday night. They provide 
for nearly $ 18,000,000, on consoli­
dated account, besides some five 
millions on capital account. In 
addition to these estimates there 
will, of course, be supplementaries 
that will call for several millions 
more. The amount for railway 
improvements in this Province is 
placed at $510,950, of which ex­
actly $500,000, are for the Murray 
Harbor Branch and the Hills­
borough Biidge. Summerside 
Breakwater is to -get $35,000 ; 
Souris Breakwater $20,000 and 
Casumpec Harbor $22,000, vari­
ous other items are down for 
this Province^ but our space is 
used up. Jrext ' week, we will 
publish the itemized statement. 
There is no mention of the new 
Station House at Charlottetown.

The Canada Gazette, of a re­
cent date contains the financial 
statement of the Dominion Gov­
ernment, for the seven months of 
the fiscal year ending January 
31st. The statement shows that 
the revenue for the seven months 
amounted to $32,545,486, almost 
as much as a full year’s revenue, 
previous to 1896. But while the 
people have paid all this money 
into the Federal coffers, the 
Government have more than kept 
up the pace in spending. The 
increase in the revenue, S3 com 
pared with the same period last 
year, amounted to $2,681,187 
but the increase in the expend! 
ture is $3,961,688. It will thus 
be seen that the statement 
worse by over a million and 
quarter, notwithstanding the larg­
er amount collected in taxes. The 
gross debt ot the country is about 
362 millions of dollars as com 
pared with 352 millions a year 
ago, and ^ the net debt is 269 

millions, against 264 millions this 
time last year. From this it will

The speech with which the 
present session of the Dominion 
Parliament opened on Thursday 
last is a remarkable document—re­
markable for what it omits much 
more than for what it expresses,

cupant of the throne. However 
this may be, it is certain that un­
der responsible government,. the 
speech at the opening of Parlia­
ment is supposed to be a declara­
tion on the part of the cabinet 
an official announcement on the 
part of the Government regard­
ing important public events and a 
forecast of the legislation the ad­
ministration expects to introduce. 
Our Grit friends have, from year 
to year, departed fromxthis course 
and the speeches, of successive 
years has foreshadowed less and 
less the business for which Parila 
ment was summoned. The speech 
of this year surpasses all its pre 
decessDrs in barrenness. It con 
tains no new announcement of 
fact and scarcely a suggestion of 
the business which the ministers 
purpose bringing before Parlia 
ment, with the exception of the 
reference to steamship connection 
with South Africa and the punish 
ment of promoters of anarchy.

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Dominion Parliament.

The second session of the ninth par 
liament of the Dominion of Canada wt ■ 
opened with the usual ceremonies in 
the Senate Chamber at Ottawa on Thurs­
day afternoon last. Following is the 
speech, with which his Excellency, the 
Governor GenersI, opened the session 
•Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate : 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons 

In meeting yon again at the com­
mencement of another session of parlia- 
ment, it is my first duly to express 
the deep sense of onr gratitude to Divine 
Providence for the many blees'ngs 
which Canada has received during the

Gentlemen of the House of Commons
The public accounts for the last year, 

and the estimates for the succeeding 
year will be laid before yon without 
delay.
Honorable" Gentlemen of the Senate: 
Gentlemen of the Honse of Commons :

I commit the above matters and all 
others which may be submitted to you 
to your earnest consideration, and 
rfly upon yonr wisdom and prudence 
to deal with them in the manner which 
under Divne Providence, may prove 
most conducive of the best interests of 
Canada.

The civic elections, on Wednes­
day last were warmly contested, 
more interest being shown in 
them than for a number of years 
previously. Mayor Warburton, 
was reelected ; but with an almost 
tirely new council. Coun­
cillors Lyons and Whear, are the 
only two remaining of the eight 
who constituted the old board.
In addition to these two, coun­
cillor Hooper is the only one who 
has previously been elected, al­
though he did not hold a seat 
during the last term. The re­
maining five are all new men in 
the City Council. The vote was 

.as follows : Fo'r Mayor ; War- 
burton, 1304 ; Kelly, 1109. For 
Councillors ; Ward 1, Lyons, elec­
ted by acclamation : Ward 2, 
Grant, 154, McDonald 136 ; Ward
3, Clarke, 159, Taylor, 140 ; Ward
4, Moore, 356, Stewart, 330, 
Brown, 290 ; Ward 5, Paton, 762, 
Hooper, 664, Whear, 608, Reddin, a 
462, Tanton, 163. The Civic 
Government, for the next two 
years, is consequently, constituted 
as follows : Mayor—Dr. James 
Warburton. Councillors—Chas. 
Lyons, Richard Grant, W. \V. 
Clarke, S. C. Moore, Major D. 
Stewart, James Paton, D. L. 
Hooper, John F. Whear.

Word comes from Chatham, N. 
B. that the venerable Bishop Ro­
gers, retires from administrative 
duties and transfers the govern­
ment of the diocese of Chatham 
to his coadjutor and successor, 
Rt. Rev. Dr. Barry. It will he re­
membered that about two years 
ago, Dr. Barry, was consecrated 
coadjutor to Bishop Rogers, with 
the right of succession ; now he 
enters upon the fqll ^duties of 
administering his diocese. Bishop 
Rogece is now 76 years of age 
and has been Bishop of Chatham, 
for nearly 42 years. He was 
consecrated together with the late 
lamented Bishop McIntyre in the 
old St. Dunstan’s Cathedral 
Charlottetown, in 1860. He was 
but 34 years of age at the time 
of his consecration and had been 
only 8 3’ears in the priesthood. 
He was the first Bishop of Chat­
ham, and there were only 7 priests 
in the new diocese when he ns 
surned episcopal charge, now theie 
are between 40 and 50 priests in 
the diocese. He has seen his 
diocese grow and prosper, and 
now full of years and labors, lie 
has certainly earned his retire­
ment from the active work of 
episcopal administration. On the 
eve of his retirement he issues

mover and Mr. Beland of Beauce
was the seconder. Mr. Borden, 
Leader of the Opposition follow­
ed. He received an ovation from 
the Conservative members and de- 
lievered a masterly speech. His 
pungent remarks regarding the 
barrenness of the speech and the 
contradictary speeches delivered, 
from time to time, by members of 
the Government rather nettled 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, while they 
won tremendous applause for the 
speaker.

He 
pointed out the very serious de­
fect in the speech that it contain­
ed no information aboutthe Alaska 
Boundary, and no information 
concerning the contingent recently 
sent to South Africa. He made 

decided hit, and turned the 
laughter of the House against the 
Government when he .referred to 
the numerous and contradictory 
tariff theories to which different 
members of the administration 
had at one time or another given 
expression. He showed that Mr. 
Tarte had, on the occasion of a 
bmqudt in his honor, declared 
that the Canadian tariff should be 
just as protective as that of the 
United States ; that a crisis was 
at hand ; that the United States 
was endeavoring to make a 
slaughter market of Canada, and 
that in consequence of this we 
should have a tariff that would 
protect our national industries 
and waterways that would protect 
our national trade. In view of 
such expressions as these and 
others altogether contrary enun­
ciated by other Cabinet ministers, 
the Leader of the opposition was 
at a loss to know which minister 
voiced the sentiments of the Pre­
mier. But he would like to sug­
gest that it might be a good idea 
for all the ministers except Mr. 
Tarte, to resign and leave that 
gentleman to carry out his policy 
This was a home thrust and caus­
ed much amusement at the Gov­
ernment’s expense. Sir Wilfrid’s 
answer was that when the budget 
would be brought down it would he 
found that no disagreement 
existed among the members 
of the Government. In such a 
contingency tin Minister of Pub 
tic Works will have to fall into 
line or leave the Cain net The 
Premier was obliged to confess 
that the Alaska Boundary Ques­
tion was in the same position as 
it was last year. Further than 
this Sir. Wilfred did not go, thus 
leaving the House with no "more 
inform ition than what was fur­
nished by the barren speech from 
the throne.

drum, or with the gentler strains of 
flute or violin, for the leading air, 
which will recur With runs and vari­
ations ever and anon through the 
composition.

have experienced.” Soe then c li • 
for her cloak, which was similar in 
shape to tho*o worn by the Begninas, 
and we three wont down the stairs, 
followed by two maid servants. In 
addition to these attendants, the 
captain of the guard, C inr R ibiano, 
a Mdanea”, woo bad come to the 
Netherlands in the suite of the Prince 
Parme, a good and prudent mao, 
ordered two p kesmen of the guard 
to accompany u1, as there were a 
good many tramps about in the 
wood through which our way led 
us.

After a short prayer in the chand 
of S’. Hubert, attached io the Castle, 
the Archduchess began to recite the 
Rosary, as was her custom, while we 
and the two maids, answered the 
responses, as we walked along the 
path by the side of the large pond, 
leading to the beechwood.
