founded ecelesiastical colonies on this con-
tinent : wseveral of which were established
in California, and constituted the first civil-
ized population of that country. Penal
colonies, 8o far ae we are aware, were firs!
instituted by Great Britain, whoee Govern
ment, for the last half eentury, has bee:
carrying on an active colonization in Aus
tralia by means ofconvicts.

But modern colonization has been con-
ducted, for the most part, not by govern-
ments, Lut by individuals, or by associated
enterprise : and has had ite origin, some
times in religious views, and sometimes in
commercial.  Of such eolonization our own
country presents the most remarkable, as
it e the most receat example. Young as
our country 1s.in the family of nations,
there is no one which, during the preeent
century, has engaged more extensively in
the work of colonization. We speak par
ticularly of the New-England States, whose
people have been to America what the
Hearaclide were to Greece. That vast regi-
on lying between the Alleghany and the
Rocky Mountains, eomprising nineteen
twentieths of the territory embraced by the
United States, has been and will be peopled
chiefly by New-England's sons. And now
already the Rocky Mountaine have ceased
to bound the strong flood of New-England
life. Already, having reached the extreme
verge of the continent, it finds its natural
isaue in the Pacific. Already, to those
who have followed this flood, what was
west is eas?, and what was east is weat.—

May it Puzase Yoor Exceriescy,—

A represeatation has been made to the Senate,
that a Royal Charter in sought to be obtained
from Her Majesty the Queen, for establishing &
University in Upper Cuoads, exclusively for
members of the Church of England.

A document put forth by the Bishop of Toron-
to, whilst in England, bearing date June 2th,
1o the. preseat year, and accompanied by an
Address (rom certain roblemen and gentlemen
{n London, dated June 19th, in support and cor-
yoboration of the same, both addressed to the

members of the Church of England in behalf of

an Upper Canada Churc!'s University, have also
been brought under the notice of the Senate,
and are herewith tranemitted to Your Excellency.

They have been extensively circulated through-
out England, and appear to contain the reasons
upon which is rested a claim for obtaining the
Charter in question. And the Senate is intorm-
«d, it is also claimed because Royal Chariers
h been graated to Victoria and Queen's Col-
leges io this Proviace.

The principsl ressons assigned, are, that the
University of Toronto, as now established by
Parliamentary enactiment. ** expressly excludes
from the University religious instruction accord-
fog to any form of decirine whatever; prohibit-
fug any form of prayer, or any wact of publie
worship: .and disqualifying any graduate of the
University, who may have taken Holy Orders
from admiesion into, or any volce in the Sennte. "'
And the [astitation is desigoated as *‘anti-Chris-
gian'’ and ‘' impious.”

The S:nate denies the truth of these aseer-
tione; and on behalf of the whole Christian com-
munity of Upper Canada, for whose benefit the
University of Toronto has been established by
Legislative sanction, and Royal authority, repels
nderons,inasmuch as religiovs instruc-
continuas to form part of the Uaiversity

@ udies, even with increasing vigour: bt will not
be permiited to offend, or interfere with the pecu-
Jiar tenets of any denomination of Christians;
whilet holding out every facility to each for the
free and separate exercisa of religious doctrine.

highest Academicel elucation ia this Province,

and deliberate approbation of the people of Up-

embrace the present as well as rising generations
of Canada, to permit the revival of ao [estita-
tion, wholly exclusive in its mature, and there-
fore unsuited to the well-being of this Province,
and which is intended to withdraw from the
University of Toronto, a large and influential
portion of the community, many of whom are
actaally reaping great benefits from this lostitu-
tion, and othets preparing to enter it whea suffi-
ciently advaaced, without the present means of
future prospect of being able to provide for the
section of the inhabitants thay high Academic
eduecation thus recklessly intended to be thrown
aside; nor can the evil rest here, for the tenden-
cy of such an Institution is unguestionably to
revive those religious asperities from which the
Province hns already so deeply euffered, and
which every friend of peace and good order de-
precates as fraught with calamity to all.

Your Excellency, as Visitor of this University,
and in that capacity, the delegated guardian of
ite rights and privileges, cannot but be aware of
its fitness and adapiation to the wants and
wishes, a8 well as the best interests of the Pro-
vince. Your Excellency knows that much has
heen already done to correct what the people of
Canada had s right to object to ia the former
management of King's College; that order,
economy and good government are rapidly being
developed in the. conducting of everything con-
nected with this lostitution, if permitted to
come into operation; and the Senate trusts your
Excellency will not permit a rival Uaivesity,
sought for under false and slanderous pretences,
to undermine and destroy a great National bene-
fit. But that your Excellency will be pleased
to pray Her Majesty the Queen not to grant the
Charter sought by the Bishop of Toronto: and
in lien thereof to grans & Royal Charter for the
eatablishment of a Theological  effiliated Col-
lege, 1o be placed in the City of Toranio, fur
the express use of the members of the Church of
England in this Province desirous of entering
the same, and of receiving secular instruction in
the University. of Toronto: and with power for
the said College to grant Degreés in Divinity.
Ia conclusion, the Senate is desireus respect-
fully to state to your Exéellency that the char-
ters of Victoria and Queen's Colleges were ob-
tainc ' under circumstances altogether different
from :hose in which the province is now placed
At the time they were granted King's College
University was idered by those d

tions represented by them, and also by a large
portion of the public, as exclusively adapted for
members of the Church of Eagland: but the
University of Toronto as now established by late
enactments, becoming available to the whole
community, and providiog for religious instruc-
tion in lleges, no ble objection
can be raised why all may not, if so disposed,
receive the benefit of the highest srademiesl
education 1n the national University, and take
degrees therein in the Facalties of Law, Medi-
cine, and Arts, #till preserving the inviolability
of religirus instruction to each denomination.

In the short period which has elapsed since the
establishment of Victoria College it has entirely
failed for want of necessary funds, and the insti-
tution has been closed, its buildings at Cob:
have been sold; and sn Act of the Legielature in
the last session has authorised the removal of the
site of this college to Toronto, with, it is to be
hoped, the sound and judicious view of becom-
ing an affilinted college with the University of
Toronto, and thus at ence placing ite benefite
within the reach of that highly respeciabie por-
tion of the community.

The Preshyterian College at Kingston under
the name of Queen’s College, however respecta-
ble as an academical institution of a superior
order, does not possess, and 1t is believed can not
expect to have for a very long period the means
indispensable to the establishment of & Univer-
sity, and it is matter of profound regret. that
the studen e of this college are not as yet en-
abled to participate in the superior adveatages to
be derived from the University oi Toronto, in
the Faculties of Law, Medicine, and Arte. The
actual conditions of Queen's College in this re-
epect presents insurmountable ohjection to ex-
tending University Charters 1n Canada in the
present generation; if the honors and distine-
tions to be obtained therein are to he considered
desirable, or the Province to be benefitied by
University education.

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THE DEAD WEIGHT.

Or the ten thousand schemes and frauds
that have been practiced on the great, sim-
ple snd unsuspecting public, by their Ru-
lors, the pension syst tand pi
for total destitotion of principle, bare-faced
iojustice and unmitigated absurdity. It is
the king sham of the great sham system,
which enables idleness to stick the epur in-
to the galled sides of honeet, sweating In-
dustry—and in the great jumble of istrigue,
knavery, blockheadiem, tinkering, tailoring,
and takiog down, that forms the common
farce of Legislation, the Pension system
appears as a bold carricature of obsolute ri-
dicalousmess.
A man of ordinary intellect, who bad ne-
ver heard of the Pension system (if there is
such a man) might be made to understand
why an eoterprising sgriculturist or me-
chanic who had made two blades of grass
grow where only one grew before, or who
bad discovered or invented sothe mode of
lessening human labor and increasing hu-
man enjoyment, might be entitled to a
Pension, as a public acknowledgement of the
good he had done. Bat no mas ceuld
be made to understand why & person who
had for many years received wages equal to
the value of twenty workmen's labor, for do-
ing certain’little, trifling thinge which nev-
er benefitted the public one svixpence, should
receive & pension or an annual selary from
the pu blic funds, merely for ceasing to do
the little trifling thinge which he had been
formerly doing ! Such, however, is the
principle of the Pension system peculiar to
Britian and her Colouies. The mam who
discovers, invente, works and benefite hie
race, till by teiling and studying, he brings
on premature old sge and decripitude, may
drawl—out—the-evening of a laborious wnd
useful life, in pain and poverty--he isa
working man. But the idle man—the man
who bas filled an office, or worn a title,who
has done something or said something
which the public never saw or heard, and
who for the doing or saying of that useless
something. has feasted and fattened on the
fruite of the working man's toil, muet be al-
lowed to retire from his office on a pension
equal to the income of a dozen of working
men! Heisa gentleman! Wedo netre-
member of ever haviog seen am attempt to
justifly this nefsrious imposition, and we
regret to seay that we cannot recollect of
one single public attempt to get rid of it.—
It would seem that the multitude who pay
these pensions, have become callous to the
groes iniquity of the principle, or have,
long since,included it among the aristocratic
prerogatives of those who govern, and from
which there is little hope of deliverance.
Perhaps the chief cause of public apathy
on this subject is the fact, that it is seldom
brought forward in that form in which it
ought to be examined. For instance, Vice-
Chancellor Jameson has lately been thrown
aside with a pension, for life, of seven hun-
dred and fifty pounds a year! Thisis a
serious outrage on the industrious popula-
tion of Canads ; and. in sofar as we have
observed, it has not been exposed in the
manner best calculated to excite public in-
dignation, or Lo ensure the destructi n of the
iniquitous principle. Like most other ques-
tions in Canada, it bas been viewed through
the misty medium of party feeling, and die-
cussed and condemned on the score of party
tactice. Mr. “Jameson, it is said, isa tory
of the old school—a member of the old
Family Compact, and shonld not, on that
account, receive a pension, This is a mere
matter of opinion, and, no doubt, many be~
lieve that the fact of Mr. Jameson’s tory-
ism is the very best apology for pensioning
bim. It is further eaid that a Radical Gov~
ernment in pensioning a tory, is insulting
the whole Reform party, snd is therefore,
no longer entitled to the confidence of Re~
formers. We bave alresdy said that the
pensioning of Mr. Jameson is an outrage
commitied on the industrious people of Ca-
nada. But the iniquity would not be di~
minished by supposing a change in Mr.
Jameson's political creed—neither is the
outrage aggravated nor palfiated by the fact
that it has heen perpetrated by a Reform
Government. The iniquity is in the prin-
ciple, apart from all party feelings and con-
sideration. And, in order to bring it fairly
before the public, we should endeavor to
forget that Mr. Jameson had ever been a
member of any political party, and should
make no allusion to the politicai creed of
those who hare given him the pension.

" IUappears that Mr. Jameson has for thas
ny years past, been receiving twelve hun-
dred, or twelve hundred and fifty pounds a
year of the public money, as the salary at.
tached to the Vice~Chancellor of the Court
of Chancery. It is alleged that he was a
very incfficient ViceeChancellor—that is,
that many of his d were err y
and that even supposiog that ex-Vice.Chan-
cellors were entitled to pensions, Mr, Jam-
eson had forfeited his claim by his ineffi-
ciency.

come a pensioned pavper. He is a work-

ing man.

It is likely that the Government was

bound to give Mr. Jameson a pension.—

Some other person had received a pension

for similar services—a pension is the legal

consequence or the prerogative of the

office, the Tories, if in office, could not have

refused him a pension. We have such an

unqualified contempt for this precedent leg-

islation that we consider it unworthy of a
discussion. It is, certainly, so much of an
apology for our Canadian Guvernment, to
say that such is the will of the Inperial
Government. Bat, if it is a fact, that the
Imperial Government mskes it imperitive
on our Canadian Rulers to pension such
officiale as Mr. Jameson, the sooner that
the people 6f ‘Canada sre made aware of
this fact, the better. They will then be
fully able to estimate the resl value of
Colonial Legislation, and to sppreciate the
liberty of managing their own affairs:! In
short, it is a duty which every elector in
Canada owes to posterity, to refrain from
voting, at next general election, for any
man who hesitates in pledging himeelf to
use his whole influence in removing this,
plague-spot of pensions from Canadian
Legislation, and in an especial manner the
seven hundred and fifty pounds pension of
Mr. Jameson. Thie is the begioning of a
dead weight, and if allowed to ekull past
without a decided expression of public in-
dignation, it will accumulate as a curse and
crush upon the energies and prosperity of
the country, ti'l Canada ultimately become
the prey of a pauper aristocracy.

Communiul‘i,l‘u,
CRIME AND ITS PUNISHMENT.
o vER EpTOA of --n-m

Dear Sir,—In the many sitempty thas
bave been made to obtasin the sbalitise ¢f

[ Capital Punishments, I have always thoughy

that the most powerful argument used by
ite advocates was, that owing to the ex,
treme severity 'of the punisbment, Jurigp
felt a strong reluctance to conviet, and that
owing to the growing repugnance ta the
Desth Panishment, many criminale easaped
conviction, altbough their guilt was quite
apparent, and that even after convietion,
such was the horror entertained of the pun,
ishment of death, that Judges, Juries, asd
the humane portion of the community made
such strenuous exertions on behalf of the
crimioal, that the Executive were constrain-
ed to the 3 pting in
a few of the most revolting cases of erime
and it has been very properly argued that
this state of things, offering eo many chan-
ces of pe, instend of repressing erime,
emboldened criminale to incur the hazard,
but that if secondsry punishments were
substituted with am absolute certainty that
in every case the sentence would be fully
carried into effect, this very certainty would
go far tu diminish, if not to extirpate erime,
and it must be admitted, that thie state of
public feeling, snd these arguments have
done much towards lessening the ascient
terrore of eur eriminal law, and obtaining
extensive modifieations of its epsctments,
oeither will it be denied that the efficacy of
these modifications must in » great mess-
ure depend upoa the Executive being seals
ously supported by publie ppinion in the ri-
‘id e of those 2ifRad p 14i
which the law now awards to crime.

I have been led to these reflections by
being informed that & Petition is now being
bawked through the Town of Goderieh, and
hee obtained many sigoatures, praying for
the immediate relesse from dursnce of o
person convicted only a foew months sgo of
Larceny, snd sentenced 1o three years im~
prisonment ia the Provincial Penitentiary.
The criminel ie-s man-who figured in Gode-
rich some years ago, under the - flashy cog-
pomen of Dandy Jack, but during his short
otay, he was never known to do or say sny-
thing that could entitle bim to the good
opinion of the people of Goderich, snd poer
Jack was sllowed to eome and go withous
much notico beoing taken of bim, but after
the lapse of siz or seven years, we loars
that Dandy Jack hae been convieted in
London of an aggravated case of Larcery,
which had he committed in the days Geerge
IIL., of pious memory, would most certains
ly bave sent him o the Gallows, butin
these milder timee, be is only sent to the
Penitentiary.

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OBITUAliY.

Digw, on the morning of the 16th at hie
residence near London, the Rev. WirLiam
Prouproor, in the 63 year of his age, Pas-
tor of the United Presbyterian Church in
Canada. Mr. Proudfoot hae been an able
minister of the New Testament for a period
of 38 years, during 19 of which he labored
m Scotland, hie native land, at Pitrodie, in
the beautiful and fertile Garse of Gourie,
and the other 19 were spent in Canada, in
the arduous work which was allotted to
him. When in the fall of 1831, the Synod
of the United Secession Church resolved to
organize a midsion for Canada, Mr. Proud-
foot along with the Rev. Messrs. Chrigtie
and Robertson, volunteered their services

They landed in the Province in the sum-
mer of 1832.  Mr. Robertson got no farther
than Montreal, where ins few weeks after
hie arrival, cholera, then prevailing, seized
on him and carried him away. Messrs.
Proudfoot and Christie proceeded on to
Upper Canada, to enter on that wide field.
After some time Mr. Christie took up his
position at Flamboro West, where he still
labore successfully ; and Mr. Proudfoot
took up his position at London, then o
small place, but thecentre of a fine country
fast settling. There he has labored abun—
dantly until now, enduring much hardoess
as ' good soldior of Jesus Christ, and ehow-
ing fully that he was willing to spend and
be apent in the work of his divine Lord, as
the penple at the various stations where his
services were given, statedly or 1

ed with bis graces and virtues. It is to be
hoped, and we are sure will be earnestly
desired by many, that a somewhat but full
memoir of him, and a eelection from
his discourses and compositions will ere
long be given to the church and the world
to show what he was and in some measure
to perpetuate his usefulness. This is very
requisite, because his retiring unobtrusive
habite, and hie much engagement in solitary
study kept bim rather in the shade than in
the foreground of society : and becaure he

oral instruction that he had little time for
speaking through the prees. We fondly
trust, however, that by it he, being dead,
shall yet speak, #0 as to make widely known
what he was in the pulpit and as a judiciovs
theologian.

When, six years ago, the Christian body
to which he belonges eatnblished, s Semina-
ry or training young men in Canada to the
ministry instead of depending altogether on
Scotland for laborers, it was his acknow=
ledged superiority that made him be unani-
mously appointed by his Bretheren to the
charge of that Seminary, and sppointment
which required extensive fitness, and en~
tailed great labor, inasmuch as owing to
the infancy or the missionary church con
nected with it, bhe had to act as classical,
philosophical and theological teacher com-
bined. How effectively he fulfilled the du~
ties at the same time carrying on without
aid bis large pastoral works, is well known
especially to the young men who enjoyed
his improving and in doctrinating tuition. By
all of them he was revered and loved, and
while they live they will hold him in affec~
tionate remembrance.

Towarde the end of October last he re-
turned home from Toronto, whither the in-
stituie had been removed in the beginning
of Auguet. His return was matter of great
delight to his family, and his much attach-
ed flock and numerous friends. He, himself
was greatly pleased on getting back to hie
wontoned sphere of going out and coming
in. He looked well although rather thin~
ver than usual, His spirite were good,
and great was his joy in renewiog former
intercourses official and personal. It
seemed that he might still be .expected to
be spared to his friends and the church for
a good many years, But how shoit are
our views—how uncertain all our earthly
hopes ! In the beginning of November he
was euddenly struck down by the mapifess
tation of an organic disease of the heart,
which in all ite nature and operations was
such that from the very first his medical
attendants whodd all that ekill prompted
by warm friendship could try, entertained

butslight hopes of ‘hié recovery.  During

ten weeks he' lingered ; and his distress

was the more throughout the greater part

of that time he was unable to lay in bed,

and enjoyed sleep only in brief snatches. —
But through the whole of his severe iliness

he showed no impatience, no murmuring.—
His faith in C’hriet was firm and calm, and

like all the tenor of his life, without any

ostentatious display. H% could say with

dying Jacob, ** | have waited for thy salva-

tion, O God." All along his mind was
collected snd capable of active exercise.—
The writer of this notice had the privalege
of being repeatedly with him in his last
daye and nighte, and of admiring his free-
dom from that bondage which oppresses
thoee who are under fear of death.' To
him death was swallowed up in victory,

soon to be realized, and his end was perfect
peace. On the last evening of his life his
countenance wae litup with a happy ex-

pression : he evidently remained sensible to
the close, though for some hours, unable
to speak, and when his little remaining
strength wore out, he calmly fell asleep in
Jesus, going into the Savioure' presence to
be seceived with that pleasing welcome,
‘“ well done, good and faithful servant, en~
ter thou into the joy of thy Lord.” In
addition to those words of the Diviné Mae-
ter those of the Christian Poet may be
justly applied to him,— .

¢ Servant of God, well done !
Rest from thy loved employ ;

The battle fought the victory won,
Enter thy masters's joy.

The voice at midnight came,
He started up to hear ;

A mortal arrow pierced his frame,
He fell,—~but felt no fear.

Soldier of Christ, well done '
Praise be thy new employ,

And while eternal ages run ;
Rest in thy Saviour's joy.

We shall only state further here, that
his funeral on the 17th was attended by a
large company, (which would have been
much longer but for the mnecessary short.
ness of notice,) of sincere mourners in car-
riages and on foot. The Ministers of the
various denominations in this town were
present, and as the long and solemn pro-
cession moved through the streets to the
laat resting place of the inanimate clay, the
shutters of all the places of business were
closed,—a token of respect which was alike
due to the venerable deceased. and honors

CHHEAP LANDS.
Tothe Editor of the Advertiser.—Dear

Sir,—In my Iate letter upon the subjeet
which | have selectedas a caprion for thia,
I rapidly glanced at the avils of dear lande,

and taking it to market. Ifhe has
been satisficd with one loty he may contrive
to make aH ends meet, aod clear of the ap-
oual instalments, Ifhe has foalishly grasp.
ed at more than one, he .falls behind whes
pay-day comes, 'géte Into  afrears;: keeps
there, 18 disheartened; and lives on, & suised
wav. Anindividual deeply in debt in little
better thap a dead-weight upon his' imme-
diate friends and neighbors; a settlement fn
debt is a dead-weight upon & whole people
They are bad 1 s, and nop d ')
They gradually sinkinto apath ,Toon all
penjoyment and industry, un! keep out
better men. All this is exemplified in oor
wretched eystem of peddling lands, and it is
full time that we awoke to & knowledge ' of
it, By selling ourdauds for cash, settlera
would have no after-thought about ‘their
ownership, and know that every' improve-
ment made was so much effccted for thems
selves.

b5th. The credit system allows lumbers
men to-rob the public domain—not in Wa-
terloo, perhaps, byt in many other portions
of the Province—of its most valuable fea-
tures, at a very trifling cost. The payment
of a first instalment permite a settler to
cut the timb r from his lot. Lumbermen
ayal themeselves of this privilege, and strip
large blucks of land of their choicest tm-
ber—rendering the lote comparatively
worthless. On the Indian Lande in the
Niagara District, this pilfering has been car-
ried to an enormous extent, and those pre-
viously worth §1 or @ per acre have been
reduced in value to 81 or 82. So common
has this fravd 1here become, that meny have
taken off the timber without any payment
at all, and [ remember seeing some thou.
sande of feet of pine weized by the resident
agent, after being havled to the road, be-
cause the lumbermen had Leen too greedy
to tender the usual instalment. In thie
instance justice overtook a rogue, but |
could mention others in which the plunder
|has been carried on to the lakes scot free.
The evil does not end here. The lot is en-
tered on the bocks of the agent as soid to
the lumbermen, “rnght” toitis recognized,

and the advantages of cheap anee, bat only
gave an outline eketch, leaving the fil'ng
up for future communications. [ shall now
resnme the consideration of the important
guestions involved, and endeavor, in some
sort, to enpply former deficiencies.
