most assiduous here in the prelimin-
ary work of preparation, but he went
to London and supervised on the spot
the show made by Newfoundland at
the Exhibition. Outside of this, Sir
Joseph is one of our leading business
men, and is well-known for his phil-
anthropy and keen support of any
project to promote the scholastic, so-
cial and religious life of the com-
munity. We hope he will live long to
enjoy the honor conferred on him

Death of Rev.
Father MacNamara.

A wave of sorrow spread over the
city this morning when the sad news
went abroad that the Rev. Father
James J. MacNamara the well known
and revered Parish Priest of Burin,
had passed away shortly after mid-
night at the residence of his brother,
Mr. Alfred MacNamara, Robinson's
Hill. The death of this faithful priest
came with terrible sadness, though he
had been feeling unwell for some time
past. Father MacNamara some two
years ago had an attack of .heart
trouble which necessitated the per-
formance of an operation which had a
remedialand it was thought a curative
effect, not long since, however, the
trcuble returned and Father NacNam-
ara came here Sunday past to receive
the advice and help of a physician.
He evidently felt no anxiety as to his
condition and though feeling far from
well he was about Monday. Yester-
day his condition gave cause for some
anxiety on the part of his friends as
he felt very ill but his condition was
not considered dangerous up to a few
minutes before the dread summons
came and he passed peacefully away
surrounded, by his sorrowing relatives
and with Fr. O'Callaghan in attend-
ance.

The deceased clergyman ., was the
youngest son of the late Austin Mac-
Namara, was born in St. John's, and
was in his 37th year. Having when
bui quite a youth shown a preference
for the religious life he entered St.
Bonaventure’s College here to take up
preliminary studies for the priest-
hood and later was sent to Mount
Malleray Monastery, Waterford, Ire-
land, where he studied for some time
then proceeding to Louvain, Belgium,
where he completed his studies, and
after returning here yyas ordained to
the Priesthood in Sepfember, 1902 by
His Grace Archbishop Howley, in the
Church of Our Lady of Good Couneil,
Military Road. Not long after his or-
dination he was appointed to be the
Curate of Very Rev. Dean Roche, Wit-
less Bay. After the lamented death
of Rev. P. M. OConnor, of Burin,
Fether MacNamara was appointed to

the vacant parish of Burin and was
its Parish Priest up to the time of his
death. A kindly and charitable gen-
tleman, a zealous, faithful and pains-
taking priest, Father MacNamara en-
deared himself to all who knew him,
and thousands in St. John's will to-
day feel the grief which must be the
portion of his parishioners im Burin.
Though his labours in the Vineyard if
we number them by years, were com-
paratively short, they were eminently
fruitful of good works and this is seen
in the erection of schools and church-
es and in the moral uplifting of the
people he so well served. The father
and mother of the deceased priest pre-
deceased him by many years, and
there are left to mourn him one sister,
Mrs. Aiden O’Driscoll, of Witless Bay,
and 4 brothers, Messrs. John MacNam-
ara, of Barger, Frank and Alfred,
buginess men of the city; and Joseph,
of New York, to whom in the bereav-
mernit the Telegram extends its sin-
cere condolence.

The remains of the reverend gentle-
man will be removed to the Cathed-
ral at 8 o’clock to-night and to-mor-
row morning Requiem Mass will be
celebrated at 10 o’clock.

LLONDON, To-day.

The Prince of Wales is plaintiff in
an action which will come wup for
hearing in the High Court. It is en-
tered as Attorney General of the
Prince of Wales versus Hornby and
others. The suit concerns certain
property which the Prince of Wales
owns as Duke of Lancaster. Sir Chas.
A. Crippe is Attorney.

PARIS, To-day.
Prof, Painlove, University of Paris,
raised a storm in the Chamber of
Deputies yesterday by attacking the

Government for the action of the po-
lice preventing the young Republi-
cans Society from placing a wreath
on the statue of Joan D’Arc, when the
Clerical Association is permitted to
do so. The wreath was inscribed
‘“To Joan D’Arc betrayed by the King,
burned by the ¢hurch.” He further
demanded the establishment of a na-
tional fete in honor of the heroine.
The Minister of Interior, M. Lotz, in
reply. said the Government had not
prohibited any manifestation but that
the chief of the city police was
responsible. The Government, he ad-
ded, welcomed the idea of a national
fete. It was decided that a bill to
this end should be introduced and dis-
cussed on Thursday.

PORTLAND, Maine, To-day.

In the centre of a group of chance
acquaintances, gathered in the old
Eastern cemetery, where lie the bones
of American and of British officers,
who died in the naval battle off Port-
land, on September 15th, 1813, the
British Ambassador, Sir Cecil Spring
Rice, yesterday recited the story of
the famous fight of the warships En-
terprise and Boxer. The victory fell
to the American colors carried by the
Enterprise; both commanders: nailed
their flag to the mast, determined not
to surrender. Sir Cecil had noticed
part of the lettering of the memorial
tablets had been Wworn away. He
asked that the inscription be restored
at his expense. During the day the
Diplomat visited the waterfront and
talked with a score of persons whom
he found engaged in work that inter-
ested him. He is here awaiting the

LONDON, To-day.

News of the resignation of the Bul-
garian Cabinet was received in Lon-
don last night. Mr, Daneaf, the Bul-
garian peace delegate, on his arrival
at Sofla is expected to reconstitute the
Cabinet. It is thought the new min-
istry will consist of a coalition repre-
senting all parties. The agreement
for the establishment of a neutral
zone between the Greeks and Bulgar-
ians at Saloniki removes the tinder
which was liable at any moment to
cause conflagration. The neutral
line is purely provisional. ‘- It is not
intended to influence the future de-
limitation of ‘the frontiers. The Pre-
miers of the four Balkan States
expect to meet first at some Balkan
town . If they fail to reach an agree-
ment, they will adjourn the delibera-
tions to St. Petersburg. Greece and
Turkey are still deadlocked regarding
the renewal of the anti-Bellum trea-
ties which Greece insists on before
continuing the peace settlement.

LONDON, To-day.
Whether the office of Poet Laureate
should be perpetuated and who ghould

gucceed the late Alfred Austin, is be-
ing warmly debated. The weight of
opinion seems to be towards letting
the honor to which is attached a sal-
ary of £127, lapse until a poet wor-
thy of the mantle of Wordsworth and
Tennyson, appears. Kipling is most
discussed, but there is the decline of
his powers in recent years . The le-
gend he offered the Royal Family by
a poem in which he called Queen Vig-
toria, Widow of Windsor, is thought
to have put him out of the running.
William Watson’s socialistic poems, it
is expected, will handicap. his chan-
ces. John Masefield, Henry John
Newbolt, Alfred Mayers, William But-
ler "Yates, Stephen Phillips and Henry
Rustin Dobson are among those
whose names have been mentioned
prominently.

BY AN INMATE OF ASYLUM.

Blackfoot, 1da., May 21.—Petér Bra-
doditch, an insane Austrian, confined
in the southern Iraho insane asylum
here, killed his five room mates by
beating them over the head with a
table as they slept this morning, [The
dead are: (George Race, Pocatello;
George Pede, Boise; Hyrum Peterson,
Idaho Falls; Elias Bagley, Moreland,
and George Shepherd, Pocatello.

There was no evidence of a strug-
gle between the maniae and his vic-

tims, except on.the body of Peterson,
Two brunises on his arm showed that

he had tried to ward off the blows
which Bradovitch was raining on his
head.

So quietly: did ‘Bradovitch accomr-
plish the killing that guards sleeping
across the hall were mnet awakened.
The heads of all five men were com-
pletely crushed.

Bradovitch was committed to the inr
sane asylum, two. years ago from the
state penitentiary where he was serv-
ing a life sentence for murder.

An investigation of the killing of
the -five patients at the asylum was
instituted this afternoon and the at-
tendants were exonerated from all

blame. According to their statemeiits
:the asylum was overcrowded, making

it neeessary to, keep. several patients
in one room.

The Coldest City
In The World.

Where the rivers freeze to tue bot-
tom and small trees snap off from the
biting force of the cold stands the
coldest inhabited city in the world—
Verkoyansek, in  North-Eastern  Si-
beria. It is a place of some size
stands one hundred and fifty feet a-

above sea level, and in winter has a
temperature eighty-five degrees below

zero. Its average temperature is
three degrees above zero. The Rus-
sian Government owns the town, and
is interested in having an administra-
tive centre where clever and industri-
ous Yokuts, fur-trading Jews of Sib-
eria, carry on their operations. All
the inhabitants of Verkoyansek, with
the exception of a few officials and
Russian traders, are Yokuts.
