In the House of Assembly yester-
day, Opposition members availed of
the Estimates for the Encouragement
of Agriculture being before the Com-

mittee of the Whole House as an op- |

portunity to call upon the Prime
Minister to explain why the portfolio
of the. department was still
and why an appointment had not been
made of a member of that branch of
the Legislature or even of a Legisla-
tive Councilolr, why the Prime Min-

ister had taken an unusual course in |

respect of the defeat of two Ministers,
scme fourteén weeks ago; and alsd
asked for a statement as to the in-
tention of the Prime Minister in the
premises. In reply, Sir Edward Mor-
ris made no statement as to the inten-
tions of the Government. He submit-
ted that the-case did not call for any
serious comment from the House. He
gave instances of Ministers holding
office for a lengthy period without a
seat in the Legislature and of Minis-
terial vacancies continuing for a time.
In rebuttal it was pointed out that
the only important precedent in re-
gard to such a c¢ase of a Cabinet Min-
ister at the head of an import-
ant administrative department
at home was some seventy years old
end had been roundly condemned.
The other instances are of minor Min-
isters like the Attorney General for
Ireland and the Lord Advocate of
Scotland who are not Cabinet Minis-
ters and who are really legal advis-

ers and not the heads of important
administrative departments. T h ¢

only case of importance was that of

Mr. Gladstone in- 1846, why held office
without a seat in the Legislature. But
Mr. Glzdstone himself in ccmmenting
on it: “This was a state of things not
agreeble to the spirit of parliament-
ary government.,” And of the same
instance, Mr. Morley says: “There can
be little doubt that in our own day a
Cabinet Minister without a seat in
either House of Parliament would bhe
regarded in Mr, Gladstone’s words, as
a public inconvenience and a political

anomaly too dark to be tolerated,”

Yet the House of Assembly is asked ‘o
tolerate as a matter not worthy of
serious . comment the holding of of-
fices by two Ministers for over eight
weeks after defeat and the non-filling
oI their portfolios for five weeks after
their resignations at the end of that
period. Here we have two. wrongs,
one following the other and the two
wrongs cannot constitute a political
right in the Prime Minister to sur-
mount them by a declaration he as-
sumes responsibilities for the course
persued. -The conduct of the Prime
Minister 18 extraordinary and unusual
and anomalous and too dublous to be
tolerated.

Destructive Fire.

Big Blaze To -

day at Pope’s

Furniture Factory---Damage
Estimated at $10,000.

At 10.30 a.m. to-day an alarm of fire
was sent in from Box 34, fummoning
the Central and Western Companies
to Pope’s Furniture Factory, where a
big blaze was in progress. The fire
occurred on the 3rd flat of the build-
ing 'in the upholstering department,
where upwards of 20 tons of excel-
sior, used in the manufacture of
mattresses, was stored, and was sup-
posed to be caused by a siove in th:
room becoming over-heated. Messrs.
Benson and McCarth were in the
room at the time, and on noticing the
fire immediately informed Mr. Pope,
who ent in the alarm.

The blaze wes confined {o the onc
room, and as many bales of excelsior
as possible were removed, so as 0
check the spread of the flames. When
the firemen arrived three streams of
water were directed on the blaze, that
in a short time had assumed alarm-
ing proportions, and after an hour of
assiduous work through clouds of
smoke succeeded in getting the fire
under control.

The employeces worked hard re-
moving the furniture from the lower

flats to save it from the water that
came pouring down. Though a large
quantity was removed in time, several
mattresses were spoiled, In an inter-
view with Mr. H. Pope, the Manager,
the Telegram was informed that the
insurance carried was only $3,000,
with the Baloise Fire Insurance Com-
pany, of which Geo. Knowling is the
agent. This amount will fall far
short of covering the amount of
damage €ffected. The stock alone is
valued at over $20,000, of which $10,-
000 represents raw material for man-
ufacture. It was fortunate that the
fire was confined to the 3rd flat, as if
the adjoining building in the rea:
had caught the whole building would
be razed to the ground. The wind waz
very high at the time, and but for th-
success of.the firemen’s efforts whe
laboured so hard in the Ltiting cold
the houses in the vicinity of the fac-
tory would be in great danger. Al
worked with great coolness during
the conflagration and no accident re-
sulted, despite the excitement thai
prevailed for, gseveral blocks in th-
vicinity of the fire. The “all out”

ers Used fo Seeure it for Painter.

Art circles the world over are re-
.~ joicing in the recovery of Leonardo d«
;\:’inci's priceless . painting, the “Mona
Lisa,” also known as ‘La Gioconda”
—in French “La Joconde,” "‘the smil-
er’—stolen from the Louvie museum
of Paris two years ago. It is the mos:
" Gelebrated portrait in existemce. It
“was reported at one time that tne
! British Government had offered $5.-
000,000 for the work. The offer was

Leonardo da Vinci's model was the
third wife of Francesco del1 Gioconda,
a Florentine of the fifteenth and six-
teenth centuries. When Da Vinici
painted her she was about thirty years
old. She is shown seated in a leow
chair, on the left arm of which she
is leaning. The gown is cimple and
drapes the figure in easy folds. Dark
hair, hanging loosely, drapes an oval
face with expressive eyes aud aquiline
nose.

About the mouth is seen the smile
which has been the chief cnaracteris-
tic in making the painting famous.
It is said that Da Vinci, in order to
obtain this _effect, had musicians,
singers and jesters near his subject in
amuse her as he painted. The pic-

King Francis was an ardent
admirer of Da Vinici's work, and he
afterward appointed him Lis court
painter. Da Vinci died in France in
1519.

Reformatory
Destroyed by Fire.

Boys Worked Valiantly and Saved
Much of the Contents.

Vergennes, Vt,, Jan. 31.—Nearly 130

to ninetéen years were made home-
less to-day by a fire that destroyed
the main building of the Vermont in-
dustrian, school, a reformatory insti-
tution, of which they were inmates. ,

Akhough there was no systematic
fire-fighting the boys worked valiant-
ly, and through their efforts practi-
cally all the contents of the building
were removed before the flames could |
reach  them. The loss is about
$75,000.

The fire, which is believed to have
been caused by a spark from an elec-
tric wire igniting gasolene, originat-
ed in the tower of the north wing of
the building. Low pressure hamper-
ed the firemen.

The structure was of brick, three
stories in height. The smaller build-
ings of the school were not damaged.

None of the boys or the keepers
were injured, although a thick snow |
storm and falling temperature caused
them considerable discomfort.

The lads are kept on their honor at
all times, and none attempted to leave
the grounds. while the fire was burn-
ing. |
