A CHARMING GOWN FOB MANY

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

r Possibly, the feature of incandescent 
gas lighting most frequently noted by 
casual observers is the great ease 
with which tasks, ordinarily arduous 
under artificial light may be perform­
ed under the Welsbach gas mantle. 
The light has a peculiarly "soft” qual­
ity, difficult to describe, but which is 
readily recognized by those who have 
had experience with the gas mantle 
lamp.

In its general effect upon bodily 
health and comfort, the use of incan­
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav­
orable. The currents of air set up by 
the burning gas improves ventilation, 
tending to expel the air vitiated by 
respiration and draw in fresh air to 
replace it Harmful or dangerous dis­
ease germs are instantly destroyed in 
the flame. The extent to which this 
effect takes place may be verified by 
placing a gas lamp close to a ceiling 
without any provision for interfering 
with the up-rushing air currents. The 
charred particles which collect imme­
diately above the lamp are the re­
mains of dust particles which before 
passing through the flames were lad­
en with germs and microbes. Actual 
experiments have çhown that . the 
burning of gas lamps In rooms previ­
ously containing bacteria, resulted in 
absolute sterilization of the air.

Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in­
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark­
edly greater than under incandescent 
electric light, even under unfavorable 
conditions of ventilation, while in 
rooms provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gas-light­
ed rooms is frequently lower.

deeds by sacrificing her dynasty and 
changing her alliance. These develop­
ments, which are probably approach­
ing, would set free the garrisons of 
Salonlki and of Egypt, and bring us 
reinforcements from the east. But 
Germany herself will be compelled to 
concentrate in order to save her re­
serves. Even when the crisis ap­
proaches she will have large armies 
in the field, and probably a good sup­
ply of munitions. But she would nev­
er have permitted Austria to invoke 
the help of Turkey, even temporarily, 
if she had been in a position to sus­
tain her Alley. And in spite of 
the rumours of Turkey's support 
it is hardly credible that Turkey 
would suffer herself to be weakened 
against the advancing Russians.

German Man-Power.
Everything points to an approach­

ing depletion of German man-power. 
Even if shé has still two to three 
millions whom she can draw upon in 
her desperation, the waste of war will 
account for these before many months 
are over. There can be no doubt that 
Russia can make good her losses, how­
ever long the war may last. Great 
Britain is on the ascending scale in 
numbers and efficiency. France is 
safe with the co-operation of her 
Allies, and Italy has plenty at her dis­
posal.
• Sooner or later, in months few or 
many, perhaps quite soon, Germany 
will have to admit to herself that she 
is beaten and will offer such terms 
that neutral countries may be im­
pressed, and an opinion favourable 
to a settlement may crystalise into 
a limited party of peace within the 
belligerent countries themselves. This 
is the time when men of good will 
must guard against a premature be­
nevolence which would be fraught 
with future danger to the world. It 
will be said with plausible effect, 
“We have done what we undertook 
to do.” The invader has been driven 
out of gelgium and of France, Poland 
has been recovered. The Russians 

,are within sight of Constantinople 
and of Budapest.

Germany has seen the error of her 
ways and is preparing to make good. 
She will compensate Serbia and 
France for the injury done to their 
civil life. She will throw Alsace-Lor­
raine into the bargain. She will of­
fer her colonies in lieu of further in­
demnity. She will assent to new con-

BELGIAN BARE! without claimants, 
these amounts are far longer than the 
public supposes; that it is only just 
and reasonable that the banks should 
be obliged by law to advertise for 
heirs or claimants and, failing to find 
them, to turn the funds over to the 
State.

It might at first appear that the ad­
vertising involved would be trifling for 
any individual paper, yet Mr. Speer 
claims to know that it would total $250, 
000 a year for one county, probably 
Allegheny County, in which Pftte- 
gurgh is located. And for all Penny- 
lvania it is estimated that the banks 
would have to advertise annually 2, 
000,000 accounts, from which they had 
"not heard in two years, each item con­
taining name, address and amount or 
character of property, which at two 
lines, for four insertions, figured at 
an average of ten cents a line, would 
make $1,600,000, as the amount re­
ceivable annually by Pennsylvania 
papers alone for this one sort of ad­
vertising. No wonder the hanks -are 
fighting the law.

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Yesterday's Accident
. Providence clearly re-
M sides on Theatre Hill,

but providence may be 
™ called upon once too oft­

en and fall to respond. Accidents are 
inevitable once and again on any rail­
way or tram line, but when in the 
same place some half-dozen accidents 
of almost precisely the same nature 
occur, it is time to cease calling them 
accidents and look for a cause. It is 
not far to seek in this case. Either 
the gradient at Theatre Hill is too 
steep for safety or the street cars are 
inadequately supplied with brakes; 
or it may be that both statements are 
true. We appreciate the difficulty of 
avoiding dangerous inclines in a city 
built as St. John’s is, but that diffi­
culty or inconvenience cannot be con­
sidered where the public safety is 
concerned. The remedy so often 
suggesteâ, of extending the line to 
Queen's Street, might or might not 
prove efficacious. Obviously it would 
not remove the cause of the trouble, 
and is at best a doubtful expedient for 
avoiding its effect when it does occur, 
but it would undoubtedly be an im­
provement on the present state of 
things. What is needed, of course, is 
the elimination of the cause itself, 
either by the abandonment of the 
gradient altogether or the provision 
of stronger and more reliable brakes. 
It is a matter which calls for a thor­
ough examination by the Government 
Engineer, whose recommendations 
should be strictly followed.

The suggestion of ‘Citizen’ that the 
service should be carried westward 
along the old projeced lines on Le- 
Marchant Road is a good one, and of­
ten made. We tlîink it is unquestion­
able that it would be of greater use 
than all but the Water Street section 
of the belt line. But it would not 
solve the Theatre Hill difficulty, for 
it is hard to see where the circuit 
could be completed without including 
an even more precipitous Incline. 
That, however, is a matter for expert 
engineers. The present necessity is 
the safeguarding of the public against 
the possible occurrence of a serious 
disaster, and it should be met satis­
factorily and without delay.

Roumanian Tactics.
Events in the Balkans are 
running a peculiar course. 
The movements of the 
many military units en­

gaged there exhibit on the map a 
strange maze of eddies and cross-cur­
rents. Russia drives southwest 
through the Carpathians, Roumania 
west through Transylvania, the Allied 
armies in Macedonia generally north, 
and Bulgaria and Russia north and 
south to meet in eastern Roumania. 
All these movements are natural 
enough in the present situation, but 
the last named has an interest all its 
own. It is a fight behind a fight, a 
sort of back door combat. Roumania 
is clearly falling in with higher in­
structions in bending all her strength 
upon Transylvania. It se.ems to be 
the Allies' policy to let Russia, and 
not Roumania, form the upper arm of 
the nut-cracker that is closing upon 
Bulgaria. It is well chosen, for the 
Bulgare have little inclination to cross 
swords with their Russian quondam 
friends, and they have not yet had oc­
casion to do so. The occasion will 
soon come upon the banks of the 
Danube, and if matters are going ill 
for Bulgaria elsewhere, there may be 
need of strong discipline in the ranks 
of her army. One thing is certain— 
Roumania herself is offering little re­
sistance to the Bulgar invasion, and 
her quiescence can only be explained 
by the presence of a very large Rus­
sian army in Dobrudja. It looks as 
if the back-door fight will soon usurp 
the place of first importance, if only 
because it is a very short passage­
way to another and far greater door, 
Constantinople. What is at present an 
episode may in a few days become 
part of a great plot of Russia’s mak­
ing, centering round the greatest prize 
of the war. Time will soon show 
whether this surmise is correct, but 
it is hard to find any other explana­
tion of the situation.

The London Banks 
Finance Sugar 

and Meat

DUE TO-DAT,—The Peri-Margu­
erite, the new steamer lately bought 
by A, H. Murray, is due to arrive here 
some time to-day. She is a ship of 
about the size of the S. S. Adventure.

Purchases of Meat in Great Britain
Limited to £ 2,500,000 a Month.

London, August 31.—The Treasury 
announced last night that new ar­
rangements have been made for fin­
ancing the purchase of meat and su­
gar abroad on behalf of the govern­
ment. Instead of the purchases be­
ing financed by the government, they 
will be financed by the banks in the 
same way as the latter finance ordin­
ary trade purchases. The effect will 
be to arrange an ordinary banking 
credit for the government, which will 
enable it to regulate its payments for 
such purchases as it may make to de­
fer them for periods up to 12 months.
The government purchasing 

agents—namely, the royal commis­
sion on the sugar supply in respect 
of sugar and Messrs. Anderson, An­
derson & Co. acting for the board of 
trade in respect of meat—are author­
ized themselves to draw or to in­
struct such banks and other firms as 
may be approved from time to time by 
the treasury to draw bills not exceed­
ing six months after sight as may be 
arranged upon such London banks or 
banking houses as may from time to 
time be nominated by the treasury. 
The total amount of such bills to be 
drawn for meat purchases in any one 
month shall not exceed £2,500,000, 
and the total amount outstanding at 
any one time (including renewals) 
shall not exceed £10,000,600 in re­
spect of meat purchases and £5,000,- 
000 in respect of sugar purchases. The 
bills may be renewed from time to 
time, but in no case shall bills be 
drawn or renewed so as to mature 
later than October 31, 1917.

The chancellor of the exchequer 
proposes that the accepting banks with 
which such arrangements are made 
shall receive by way of remuneration 
14 per cent, on Ae amount of all three 
months’ bills and % per cent, upon all 
six months’ bills, whether originals or 
not.

The government will transfer funds 
to a special account at the paymast­
er general’s office to meet the bills as 
they fall due.

Boy Killed by 
Motor Saturday.

A Formal charge of Manslaughter
Against Driver, who was Released
on Bond.
At 5.50 p.m. oh Saturday Mr. Hawver- 

male, Manager of the Imperial To­
bacco Co., Ltd., in company with Mrs. 
Hawvermale and Mrs. Benedict, wife 
of Mr. J. S. Benedict, the American 
Consul, while coming east on the Top­
sail road and passing through Kane’s 
Valley, accidentally ran down and in­
stantly killed a little 6% year old boy 
named James Byrne. It happened 
that at the time of the accident the car 
was proceeding very slowly to allow 
three country carts to pass without 

. frightening the horses, when ap­
proaching the third cart on which 
were Messrs. C. and Edward Hynes, 
of Kelligrews, Mr. Hawvermale ob­
served a small boy standing about 
twenty yards ahead in the middle of 
the road, apparently watching the de­
parture of two motor cycles that were 
dashing along the road at high speed, 
but unaware of the approaching auto­
mobile. With his feet on the brake 
and disconnecting pedal Mr. Hawver­
male further reduced the speed, until 
the car barely moved, tooting his horn 
all the time. His eyes were fixed on 
the boy in the middle of the road, when 
suddenly from behind the rear cart he 
saw another little boy rush in front of 
his motor. Instantly he shut off the 
power and applied the brakes but too 
late to save the child’s life, for in the 
meantime the big front wheel had 
passed over the poor little fellow’s 
body, the car stopping within a few 
feet, as the hind wheel was several 
inches from the child’s head. On pick­
ing up the victim, they found him 
breathing, but unconscious, and he 
passed away shortly after. Mr. Haw­
vermale rushed with all speed for Dr. 
Duncan, who on arrival found his ser­
vices of no avail. After removing the 
body to his home, he came to town 
and reported the matter to the police.. 
Magistrate Morris was summoned and 
after hearing the particulars as rela­
ted by Mr. Hawvermale, charged him 
with manslaughter, but allowed him 
bail at $11,000, his sureties being Mes­
srs. R. H. Trapnell and Dr. Mitchell in 
the sum of $3,000 each and a personal 
bond of $5,000. Mr. W. J. Higgins is 
counsel for him and arranged for his 
release. Saturday night the body of 
the boy was brought to the morgue by 
the police, where Dr. Mitchell held a 
post mortem examination. Mr. and 
Mrs. Hawvermale have expressed their 
regret to the family and are feeling 
badly over the affair. Mrs. Bene­
dict, who was In the front of the 
Benedict, who was in the front of the 
car and witnessed the accident also 
expressed her sorrow to the bereaved 
family.

Health Officer Figures 
in Double Accident.

Dr. R. A. Brehm, Public Health Offi­
cer, met with injuries Saturday night. 
He left town in the afternoon with a 
gentleman friend, each on a motor 
cycle, for Topsail. When returning at 
night, one of the wheels of Dr. 
Brehm’s machine struck something on 
the Waterford Bridge Road and he 
was thrown violently to the ground 
and rendered semi-conscious. Dr. 
Duncan, of the Lunatic Asylum, placed 
his motor car at the disposal of his 
brother physician. Both were coming 
to town when the steering gear refus­
ed to act properly and the car crash­
ed into a telegraph poleV' Fortunately 
the occupants were not hurt this time 
As a result of the first accident Dr. 
Brehm was cut and bruised, though 
not seriously.

By Falling.

About eight o’clock Saturday night, 
Mrs. John Ryan was going home from 
the R. C. Cathedral quickly as a 
heavy shower, of rain had come on.

In the last 2i 
hours more than 350 prisoners and 3 
machine guns have been taken since 
Saturday. The progress of our at­
tacks has also been closely followed 
by our airmen, who at times engaged 
the hostile troops with machine gun 
fire. As the result of many aerial 
combats three hostile machines was 
destroyed and others driven down and 
damaged. On the remainer of the 
British front there was the usual 
trench warfare.

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

Continuing their, advance in west­
ern Dobrudja the German-Bulgarian 
forces have captured the old Bul­
garian fortress of Silistria which lies 
on the eastern bank of the Danube 
about 25 miles northeast of Turtukai 
and 60 miles east of Bucharest, the 
capital of Roumania, and about an 
equal distance south of the Constanza- 
Bucharest railway line. The capture 
of the fortress is announced by the 
Berlin War Office. In Banat, north of 
Orsova, however, the Roumanians are 
keeping up their advance against the 
Austrians, having compelled the Aus­
trian right wing after it had pushed 
them back 2% miles to withdraw to 
its former position under strong 
counter attacks. Attempts by the 
Roumanians to advance against the 
heights west of Czik Szerda were re­
pulsed. In southern Bukowina, near 
the junction of the Hungarian and 
the Roumanian border, the Germans 
are in contact with the Roumanians. 
Berlin and Vienna concede a gain of 
ground to the Russians in the Car­
pathians near Seabie to the West 
Shypot. The Russians, says eBrlin, 
are on the offensive from Baltic to 
the wooded heights of the Carpathians 
but everywhere except near Shypot 
their attacks have been repulsed. An 
attempt by the Russians to break 
through the Austrian lines southeast 
of Lemberg near Halicz failed, ac­
cording to Vienna, with severe losses. 
The Vienna statement mentions Turk­
ish forces as fighting with the Aus­
trians in this region. The repulse of 
German counter attacks and con­
tinued heavy bombardments formed 
the chief features of the fighting on 
Sunday on the Western front in the 
Somme region between the French 
and British forces and the Germans. 
Attacks by the latter against the Brit­
ish took place north of Ginchy. In ad­
dition to numerous air battles between 
French and German aviators, in 
which seven German machines were 
forced down, French aircraft have 
heavily bombarded the German de­
pots and establishments in the region 
of Chauny south of St. Quentan, Ham, 
and Peronne. London claims for the 
British airmen the destruction of 
three German machines and the driv­
ing down of others damaged. The 
Bulgarians, according to Paris, have 
been forced to abandon several tren­
ches in the district east of Vetrenik, 
while the British have shelled Jenikcl 
and Nevolyen and made a raid on the 
Doiran front. In Albania the Italians 
in the Avlona sector have taken with­
out opposition several Austrian 
points of vantage. The usual artil­
lery activity continues in the Austro- 
Italian theatre.

gained some successes in their Somme 
offensive, and that it is not impossible 
that they will crush back the German 
front a few more miles in spots by a 
continuation of the stupendous ham­
mering with artillery and human 
flesh ; but they declare that the sur • 
cesses are relatively insignificant and 
without effect on the ultimate result 
of the war. On the other hand they 
express themselves as convinced that 
the German army by virtue of its train­
ed general staff and veteran company 
of Regimental officers is enormously 
superior to the hastily raised British 
levies.

Canned Grayfish 
(Doflish) on Market.

Sapiplcs of canned grayfish (dog­
fish), packed in Gloucester under the 
supervision of a representative of the 
Bureau of Fisheries by the Gorton 
Pew Fisheries Co., has reached New 
York. According to the legend on the 
tins, this new variety, which the bu­
reau is seeking to introduce as a new 
fish food, has been packed under 
methods approved by the chemists 
who are in direct charge of the pro­
paganda.

Canned grayfish is offered at 80 
cents a dozen for 14 ounce tall cans. 
The appearance of the fish is ho less 
inviting than other accepted varie­
ties. To the acute taste it is some­
what different than most canned fish, 
the flavor being somewhat salty and 
strange.

The tins bear the following: “Gray­
fish has never before been utilized as 
a food fish because it was not adapt­
able to the methods of curing in gen­
eral use. The developments of the 
canned fish industry has made it pos­
sible to place on the market in this 
deliciously flavored and highly nu­
tritious fish at low cost.”

Of course there is no demand in 
New York for canned grayfish at pres­
ent, and it is the belief of operators 
that it will be some time before it is 
accepted by the New York trade. The 
flavor of the fish, however, it likely 
to recommend it to certain consum­
ers who have heretofore used quanti­
ties of bonita, yellow fin and inferior 
grades of albacore or tuna. Factors 
in New York have evidenced some in­
terest in the new variety of canned 
fish and many have taken occasion 
to sample it.—N. Y. Fishing Gazette, 
Aug. 26th.

HALICZ FORTS BLOWN UP.
LONDON, Sept. 10.

The Austrians have begun to blow 
up the forts of Halicz in Galicia, ac­
cording to despatches published by the 
Petrograd Russiky Slav, forwarded by 
Reuter’s correspondent. The Russians 
have occupied some of them. The 
great bridge across the Dneister, it 
adds, has been blown up. The Rus­
sians hold the left bank of the river 
and are cannonading the retreating 
Austrians. Two railway trains have 
been wrecked.

KING FERDINAND TO CONFER 
WITH GERMAN EMPEROR.

BERLIN, Sept. 10.
King Ferdinand of Bulgaria, says an 

official statement issued here, accom­
panied by the Crown Prince and Chief 
of the Bulgarian Cabinet, arrived at 
the main headquarters to confer with 
the German Emperor.

ROUMANIAN OFFICIAL.
BUCHAREST, Sept. 10.

The Bulgarians have been driven 
from Bazardjik or Olobric, in south­
eastern Roumania, by Russian and 
Roumanian troops, says an official 
communication issued by the Rouma­
nian war office yesterday. In North­
ern Transylvania the Roumanians 
have occupied Alah Taplitza and five 
other towns. An enemy attack south 
of Mehadia, 15 miles north of Orsova 
on the Danube was repulsed. On the 
southern front Russian and Rouma­
nian troops drove the Bulgarians 
from Bazardjik, Dobric and Dobasei. 
Enemy aeroplanes bombed Constanza 
on the Roumanian Black Sea coast, 
wounding two women and a child.

Austria Now Ready 
to Make Peace 

With Allies
London, Aug. 31.—An event of su­

preme importance, far transcending 
that of the intervention of Rumania 
and the prospective entry of Greece 
into the war, is awaited now at any 
moment by the Chancelleries of the 
countries of the Allies. This is the 
so-called coup d’etat by Hungary.

The formal separation of this king­
dom from the Austrian Empire is af­
firmed in authoritative circles in Italy, 
where relations with Hungary of an 
informal kind have during the last 
few weeks been quite close, to be now 
inevitable and of imminent occurrence. 
It was only able diplomatic work on 
the part of the Austrian statesmen 
which prevented a break before now.

The vitally interesting fact in this 
connection is that Hungary is expected 
at once to make separate peace. Anoth­
er extraordinary feature of the event 
which is being watched for is the fact 
that the chief burden of responsibility 
for it will be placed on the shoulders 
of the statesmen of Prussia. '

Treacherous Deed’s Retribution.
Prussia, the Tribuna says, is likely 

bitterly to reject the treacherous deed 
which it has committed against Aus­
tria in supporting the leaders of the 
separatist movement of Hungary.

B -jt in taking this action, the Rome 
v^lwtpapers adds, Prussia was guided 
by dictates of the great General Staff 
which, in its bewilderment over the 
dangers which face it on all sides and 
over the lack of successif all its njil- 
itary efforts, was induced to throw

itself into the arms of the strong Hun­
garian leaders.

The latter recently made several 
trips to Berlin and threatened and 
bulldozed the Prussian war chiefs 
until they adopted a course which de­
speration seemed to them to make 
necessary.

It is expected that the very power­
ful party led by Count Karoly already 
has completed all the necessary meas­
ures for the sudden cutting loose from 
the Austrian empire. When the hour 
for the coup d’etat arrives, it first will 
be accomplished, and then application 
will be made in the Hungarian Par­
liament for its formal legalization.

The step taken will be a formal de­
mand that Hungary take charge of her 
own defences. With Russian military 
forces in the Carpathians and with 
Roumanian troops over the border in 
TransylvSnia, the Hungarian constit­
ution will be invoked in behalf of the 
action decided upon—namely, the re­
call of all the Hungarian Hortveds into 
Hungarian terriory and under the 
direct command of Hungarian military 
chiefs.

We have heard in this country a 
little now and again of the speeding- 
up of the output of munitions in Eng­
land. But Boyd Cable in his little vol­
ume “Doing their Bit” outlines the 
story of what is being done and gives 
ridid glimpses of the work that make 
it seem like some tale of. magic. Mr. 
Cable, with the approval and assist­
ance of the Ministry of Munitions, 
traveled all through the country to 
find out just what was being done, and 
he has written this account of it 
primarily as a reassurance for the 
men at the front. In explaining this 
side of the book’s reason for existence 
he tells rather more than was known 
before, at least in this country, of how 
the British lines in France have suf­
fered and been held back by lack of 
ammunition. He made his observa­
tions and wrote his account of them 
last winter, so that his references are 
to conditions at the frant during the 
first sixteen months of the war. After 
telling how grimly the troops held on 
during the first winter in the hope of 
plenty of munitions in the spring he 
says :

“And I know too well the bitter dis­
appointment and black rage that filled i 
the front (Mr. Cable was with the 
front as a soldier in the trenches dur- I 
ing all that time) when the spring I 
came and brought us not a plenty of i 
munitions, but tales, of a great short- i 
age, stories of strikes and shirkers, ! 
woeful cries of a wasted winter. And t 
when the spring dragged on into sum- i 
mer and the summer crawled past i 
and brought us face to face with the i 
certainty of another winter in the s 
trenches. But these things are past, e 
and, with the front, I am glad to leave v 
them aud let bygones be bygones.”

There is all the satisfaction of a o 
long half-starved man set down be­
fore an endless vista of square meals 
In the gloating, deep-lying pleasure 
with which he sees the miles Upon 
miles of plants and the armies of em­
ployees turning oüt a vast stream of 
shells and shrapnel and bombs. And 
there is revelation beyond words in 
the mingled patches and Joy with 
which ho tells ‘-'you men who clung to 
your battered and water-logged 
trenches that winter while the Germs n 
shells pounded them and you to pieces 
and our own guns were making a 
cruelly feeble reply,” that "we are 
never, never, never going to be short 

" again.”
It is an impressive picture Mr. Ca­

ble gives of the mobilizing of industry 
all through England to provide these 

vhuge-streams of munitions and one 
|that will have much interest for Am­
erican lenders, in view of our own 
•tentative thoughts In that direction.
The firmness and comprehensiveness 
of the grip which the Ministry of 
Munitions has taken on the whole in­
dustry of the country is no less than 
amazing. Mr. Cable says that it is 
“wide and strong beyond the wildest, 
dreams of the craSiest autocrat.” It 
seems to be quite as efficient as that 
portion of the German war machine 
under stress, and less cumbersome.
It knows or learns about every bar­
row-load of old iron that .is for sale, 
every lathe or machine for working 
metal that is Imported, every new or 
second-hand machine that is for sale, 
and if it needs any of these things for 
making munitions It commandeers 
them. Mechanics are taken from 
their jobs and set to munitioning. If a

Meanwhile, vio­
lent artillery engagements on the 
Struma and Vardar fronts seem at 
last to herald the great advance by 
General Sarrails army, or groups of 
armies, which is to begin in earnest 
the redemption of Servla and the 
eventual settlement of the whole Bal­
kan question in the only way in which 
it can be settled, by force of arms.

The War Week by Week
SECURITYBy OBSERVER.

Smashes Through Soper & Moore’s 
Window.

What might have been one of the 
worst accidents in the history of the 
West End was only averted by the act 
of Providence, when at 1.30 p.m. yester­
day street car No. 2, bound west over 
Theatre Hill, got beyond control of 
Motorman Edward Cooper and dashed 
at lightning speed down the steep in­
cline to the foot of Adelaide Street, 
where on striking the curve it Jumped 
the rails, cut off a telephone pole as if 
it were a slender reed, crashed through 
the two front windows of Soper & 
Moore’s grocery store, and entered the 
next building occupied by Mrs. Carri- 
gan and Yee Lee’s Chinese laundry on 
the corner of Holdsworth Street. Ow­
ing to the big downpour of rain, the 
rails were in a slippery condition, 
making it difficult for the brakes to 
act, and despite the efforts of the 
motorman who did his best to check 
the onrushing car, it was seen in an 
instant that an accident could not be 
avoided. Cooper remained at his post 
and shouted at the top of his voice to 
people passing, expecting at the next 
moment to be dashed to death, but 
fortunately escaped with several cuts 
on his head, as the result of falling 
glass. There were seven passengers 
in the car at the time, who escaped 
serious injury, as also did Conductor 
Squires. Added to the smash-up was 
the danger of live wires which snap­
ped when the pole was cut off and lay 
along the ground. Child-like, a little 
10-year-old boy named James Mason, 
grasped the end of a broken wire and 
was badly burned. Dr. Campbell, who 
arrived on the scene, attended to the 
lad’s inurles and also dressed the 
wounds of Motorman Cooper. Soper 
& Moore’s store was badly wrecked, 
the contents of the shelves were scat­
tered all over the store, while part of 
the goods stored in the west window 
were forced into the next building, 
which was moved about eighteen inch­
es.

The atrange absence of any import­
ant events that preceded Roumania’s 
action seems to have been merely the 
hush before the storm, which has 
now broken with redoubled force. 
Henceforth we may count on unre­
mittent activity in every theatre of 
war, for the policy of the Allies de­
mands it, and it is the Allies who 
now dictate the course, if not the re­
sult, of the fighting. The struggle on 
the Somme goes on with even greater 
fury, Russia is on the move again in 
Galicia, Italy keeps up the pressure 
in the Trentino and on the Isonzo, 
while the near East bids fair to be­
come the scene of a more desperate 
conflict than has yet been witnessed 
anywhere. Or, if not more desperate, 
at any rate attended with far more 
vital consequences.

Last week saw two of the greatest 
victories achieved by the French arms 
since the opening of the Somme bat­
tle. Under the eyes of Hindenburg 
himself, the picked troops of Prussia 
were hurled back by the French bay­
onets in a sanguinary hand to hand 
encounter at le Forest and Clery 
which has had a twofold effect. It 
has first of all advanced hte Allies’ 
line so that Combles is virtually sur­
rounded, as was Guillemont, and its 
reduction only a question of time; 
and, secondly, it has demonstrated as 
certain the superiority of the French 
soldier over the German in the open 
and on equal terms—a very comfort­
ing augury for the future. The opera­
tion seems to have been brilliant in 
the extreme, and its value will very 
soon be apparent.

At the same time General Foch has 
carried out with equal success a very 
considerable movement south of the 
Somme. This has as its primary ob­
ject the envelopment of Peronne, but 
it also effects a great extension of the 
offensive which will combine with the 
drain on Germany’s man-power to the 
East to add to the difficulties of the 
problem with which she is faced. Very 
large forces have evidently been en­
gaged. If this sort of thing continues 
it is certain to have speedy and im­
portant results. Nothing could more 
convincingly demonstrate the com­
pleteness, not to say superiority, of 
the Allies’ artillery preparation and 
equipment. For this is essentially a 
combat of big guns, and that the 
French should be able to force home 
•an attack over so great an area while 
engaged as they are north of the

Somme and at Verdun is as encour­
aging to us as it must be disquieting 
to the Germans. So fierce has been 
the flhting from Barleux to Chaul- 
nes that It seems to rival the terrible 
tug-of-war around Combles and 
Thiepval. This new direction of the 
attack may simply be 'the- next step, 
a« we have said, towards Peronne, but 
it may also be inspired by the know­
ledge that the German lines arc be­
coming thinned, in which case we may 
possibly see the fighting extended 
still further or even break out at 
other points far removed. The Brit­
ish have foUowed up the capture of 
Guillemont by that of Ginchy, a fitting 
climax to one of the best weeks on 
this front since the drive began.

The struggle in the East Is for the 
sèment following a rather peculiar 
course. Roumania and Russia are 
clearly acting in concert, pressing 
Austria hard from two directions, 
while Bulgaria, assisted by German 
troops and under German leadership, 
has made a considerable drive into 
southeastern Roumania in what may 
be a sound strategic counter-stroke, 
or may be mere desperation. The 
Russians have taken a long step for­
ward towards a decisive victory in 
Galicia. The Austrians appear to be 
on the point of abandoning Halicz; 
if they do the siege of Lemberg will 
begin in earnest, and it can only end 
in one way. At the same time the 
fighting for the Carpathian passes is 
proceeding fiercely, for it is of prem­
ier importance.

The Austrians are clearly falling 
back before the Roumanian advance 
to a shorter and firmer line of de*" 
fence in Transylvania; but once the 
Russians force their way through the 
Carpathians they will seriously 
threaten the flank of this line, which 
would need to be very strong indeed to 
hold back both armies. The Galician 
campaign thus becomes a more vital 
one than ever to Austria, for success 
to the Russians there will be the 
avenue to this twofold invasion of 
Hungary which she dreads so much.

With the status quo little changed 
on the Mecedonian front, Bulgaria 
has found time for a diversion which 
amounts to a serious threat to the Al­
lied operations, unless it has been 
foreseen and permitted. Her troops 
have seized the important Roumanian 
fortress of Turtukai, taking the en­
tire garrison prisoners, and claim in 
addition to have taken Silistria, some
