Ina late number of the Cariboo Sen-
tinel certain objections are raised against
that part . of the Mining Law which
regulates water  ditchos.. Two provis-
ions in partioalar are objecte

provision, is that by which a royalty of
3% per ‘cent. of the gross proceeds is
charged. . These two provisions; iy is
contended, are calculated to prevent
capital-being ‘invested in that great de-
sideratum of ‘Cariboonwater  ditches.
In his objections to these provisions we
fally concar with:our . Cariboo  contem~
poary, and we dre greatly disposed to
think that to these clauses in’tbe law:
may in a great:meassure be-attributed the
disinclination, to eonstruet large. water
ditches . to Which we .bave more than
once taken occasion to advert, and on
account of which the mining infersts of
Cariboo have suffe.ed s0 severely, es-
pecially of late. The condition requiring
an applieation for a water privilege to
be accompanied by a deposit of $125,
retainable by the Government -in the
event of such application being. enter-
tained, is both nnreasonable and pernicis
ous. The water in Cariboo ought to be
as free for all legitimate mining purpo~
ses as the airis free for respiratory
purposes, * All that ‘the ' Goverament
should seek to have to  do with the
water is to see that the largest possible
quantity is applied to the washing out of
gold, and that legitimaie existing rights
are properly respected. The imposition
of any tax upon ‘water, whether that
tax be in the form of a preliminary de-
posit, or a subsequent rate, canuot in
any way oontribute to theee ends, but
the very reverse, and ought never to be
entertained 'by the Goverpment, or
rather enforced by law. We agree
with our eontempoary in thinking that
the exaction of a royalty of 3} per cent
upon the gross proceeds of water
ditches is even more unreasonable. Tt
is not altogether unreasonable to sap-
pose the case of a water ditch which,
although'conferring cousiderable benefits
upon ‘s ‘mining community,- -&carges
ly leaves a. margin for . profit  eqosal to
the amonnt of royalty demanded by
the Goveroment. It is e:8y to conceive
of an extensive :enterprise of the kind in
the case of which 3% per cent, npon the
gross proceeds wonld represent 50 per
cent. upon the met profits.
