Dr. Fagan Says Whole Project Is ‘lmperillerl Owing to

Fagan
describes the astitude of the general pub-
lic towards the scheme for the estab-

patients. The people do not realize, he
says, the great importance of the move-
wment to every individual residing in this
gection, or any part, of the Canadian
West.

The Board of Trade members were
sirenuously endeavoring to obtain bet-
ter protection for mariners against the
dangers of the west coast of Vsmcouver
Island. - That was proper. Bat it was
giicult, he thought, to reconcile their
getion in this respect to their hesitancy
to respond to the request of the Anti-
tuberculosis association for assistance.

This was only an illustratien, Dr. Fa-
gan said, of the apathy with which he
has had to contend since ‘the progosal to
establish such an institution in this prov-
ince was first mooted. What was the
reason for the prevailing lack of inter-
est? Ignorance of the disease, of the
contagious qualities of the germs, of its
prevalence and of the number actuslly
dying every year as a Tesnlt of its in-
roads. He had exhausted every person-
al effort in the effort to awaken people
to a senge of their responsibility. To a
dlight extent he had succeeded, but the
vast majority did not seem to grasp the
seriousness of the situation.

In an address delivered before the
Board of Trade it had been stated by
Dr. Davie that tuberculosis was. the
worst infliction, in the way of disease,
with which humanity had been encum-
bered. That was strictly correct. It
was- not at all too stromg. o obtain
full corroboration it was only necessary
to glance at the statistics. .

Despite everything that had .bean
done by him and these who bad kindly
proferred their co-operation, the public
remained unmoved. This faet could not
have been more strikingly demonstrated,
he pointed out, than by the attendance
at the last announeed meeti_ng of the
association. Three people had attend-
ed. That was an evidence of the interest
taken and showed the difficulties which
had to be surmounted before a fupd suf-
ficiently lirge to enable a eommence-

Such & condition of affairs, Dr. Fagan
thought, should not prevail. The mem-
hers of the Anti-tuberculosis associa-
tion were not demanding large subscrip-
tions. Everyone was asked to help. As
long as those directly concerned in the
earrying out of the project felt that they
had the su%)port of the general public of
British Celumbia, tney would feel that:
they had accor ed an end which
would lead to the successful culmina

WAR ON CATHOLICS

Expels Papal Delegate and Causes,"Exqit%nicnt ‘and Con-
sternation at the Vatican—Premier Clemenceau
Receives Popular Support

Rome, Dec. 11.—There is great ex-
citement at the Vatjcan because of the
situation in France, and news from that
country is eagerly awaited. )

The Pope today received Cardinal Vin-
cent Van Nuttelli and in the course of
the conversation it is said the Vatican
declined responsibility for what might
bappen in France. ! :

It is believed here that the coming
conflicts may prove more serious than
those which-occurred at the time of the
taking of the imventories.

Delegate Expelled

The expulsion from France of Mgr.
Montagnini, secretary of the Papal nun-
ciature at Paris, who has represented the
Vatican at thte French capital since the
recall of the nuneio, has caused not only
astonishment but consternation at the
Vatican. According to the Vatican of-
ficials, this step is an evident praof that
the French government wishes not only
to strike at the ehurgh as g religious in-
stitution, but to represent it as an en-
emy of the republic and allied with the
republic’s foes. Furthermore, e offi-
cials characterize this step as taken in a
spirit of meanness, as the French gov-
ernment knows the Vatican egnnot,_bg—
cause of its position, indulge in a simi-
lar action as a repﬁsgl, with the indi-
vidual who is looking after the French
interests in Rome.

Adds to Difficulty

The fact that diplematic relations be-
tween France and the Vatican were rup-
tured two years ago,, adds to the difficul-
ty of the Vatican. M. Nisard, the last
ambassador of Hrance to the Holy See
baving left Rome in 1904. Mgr. Mon-
tagnini stayed in Paris aftfr the de-
parture of the Papal nuncio, In order to
deal with certain matters pending be-
tween France and the echurch. It is
observed here tonight that possibly Mgr.
Montagnini remained in Paris too long.
A curious phase of the situation is that
Mgr. Montagnini being an Italian su
ject, any protest against his expulsion
or the searching of his house, must be
communicated to the French government
through the Italian government.

British Columbia,” remarked C. M.
Gray, B. C. L. S, who spent the past/
summer in that country with the pro-
vincial government’s survey party. He
Lasserts that the statements of a
derogatory character which have been
made by those who claim to have in-
spected that country are entirely with-
out foundation. For stock-raising and
general agricultural pursuits, Mr. Gray
says, it would be hard to find finer
tracts of land. What timber thereis
consists principally of light poplar,
exceedingly easy to clear. The soil is
fertile and the natural growth_of
grasses luxuriant. He clainfs that in
the Bulkley Valley alone it would be
pessible to find room for no less than
100,000 .settlers, and each of that num-
ber could be given a homestead suffi-
ciently large to ensure a comfortable
income,

Mr. Gray submitted the appended
brief but interesting statement, which
embodied the results of the investiga-
tions in which he hus tﬁlcm engaged
during the past few months:

| River, will eventually be one of the
{finest portions of the province for
'agricultural pursuits. If the settlers
will put up with some discomforts and
lack of transportation for a short time,
as all the old pioneers had to do for
years, they will reap a rich reward.”

“THEF VE DOWNED NE
BUT 1 AN JNNOGENT

So Says Featherstone Who Is to
Be Hanged Tomorrow
Morning
: /’\’

TRES T0 SAVE HIN

Believes Condemned Man Is- Insane,
But the Minister of ‘Justice
Declines to Interfere

The scaffold_is. almost complete, the
public executioner is on haud, and in the
provincial jail yard, tomorrow morning
at 8 o’clock, Robert Styles Featherstone,
convicted of the murder of Mary Jane
Dalton, at South” Wellington, on' July
29, will pay the extreme penalty of the
law. 5

The condemned man ' calmly awaits
the fatal hour, still asserting that he is
innocent. . o a recent visitor he -said:
- “They’ve -doomed me; “but ‘I tell you
they’re hanging an innocent man.” Un-
til'a few days ago he spent considerable
of his fime writing ‘a lengthy statement
referring to evidence given at his trial,
etc. On- Sunday. he ¢omipleted a state-
ment;- which was sealed and handed to
his spiritual advisor, Rev. Mr. "Grundy,
to be opened afterithe execution is com-
pleted. What this"statément contains is
not known. « T

1t is believed the condemned man will
make a short statement on the scaffold
affirming bis infiocence; but he will not
speak long. As he recently stated:
*There’s mo use in 'prolonging the
agony.” Although in the shadow of -the
gallows, he maintains an outward cheer-
fulness. Since he completed his labors,
filling page after page of foolscap with
writing, e has given much time to play-
ing a violin. The instrument, belonging
to a gnard, was jeft in his cell, situate
on’ the upper of the three tiers.in the
left wing of the jail, and Featherstone
hn%‘beguiled, himself with it; playing

gtime and’ dance music, mostly jigs.
Occasionally be has put the violin down
@and broken into’ 4" jig himself; talking
betimes to the death watch with seem-
ingly light spirit.

“As is the custom with men condemned
to the law’s worst punishment, he was
given, ‘the  privilege of ‘ordering what
food he cared to eat and what beverages
he regunired, other than intoxicants; but
he did not avail himself of it. He 'told
the jailers that he could eat any good
food, and that they ought to kunow it.
They could bring whatever they pleased.

Some Hallucinations,

.~ Some time aga he informed the guards
that bhe had received a call .from his
mother, who was dead, .and bhad been
told to eat nothing whatever. . If he did
80, something would happen to saye -him
from the gallows. .Impelled by this be-
lief, he refused feod entirely for sever-
al -days.

visitation from a dead brother, wha tol
him: he eould: eat toast. Thereafter he
ate toast and: soon afterward resumed
his regular meals.: SR ;

Since'hé was given-into.the charge of
-he has been closely confined in the *‘con-
demned cell” at the provincial jail. .He
has-been given. exercise in the jail yard
daily, and on .ene occasion was taken
into the open air. Three guards were

ing on duty for eight hours. For a time
there were two only, who served twelve
hours each. One:man is constantly with
him, watching him every moment. '

- Some days age one of the gnards fell
asleep, :and- when his successor relieved
him he was still asleep on a chair, with
Featherstone sitting ~mutely watching
him. “Now suppese he’d fallen from
his chair and hurt his neck: ¥d have
been blamed for it,” said Featherstone,
as the guards were changed.

- At the. last annnal meeting a numbes

of important questions were introduced
by the affiliated societies for considera-
‘tion and action; but largely they were
questions which could not possibly  be
dealt with in one year, nor perhaps two
or even three years, because they were
questions of so very great importance
that careful thought and study was
necessary before pragtical methods. counld
be devised; and time, in’order 'to secure
their aceofmplishment. I'or some  of
these, education ‘and agitation must first
be, before the: public generally will see
the needs from the council’s point of
view; twhile for others legislation :is
necessary, and ‘this too requires not only
time, but hard, hard work. - Women! if
these problems are still before us un-
solved, if much of last year’s work s
still' to-be accomplished, let us not be
impatient or discouraged. We all would
be ‘glad, would we not, to come-to this
-meetring with the resolutions of last year
accomplished facts today—a clean slate
before us—and all ready for fresh and
greater achievements? But we must
bear in mind that with the difficulties al-
ready enumerated, the women who form
the-working force of the council are not
women of leisure, but as presidents of
the afbliated societies, which compose the
council, they are each one bearing a
large share, not only of the responsi-
bilitiey, but of the actual work of their
societies; and much though all desire to
push these matters through the medivm
of the council, and to see changed condi-
tions regarding many things, the work-
ers can only do what they can, so we
must all be patient and work on.

The rglsolution‘ introduced last year by
Queen Alexandra: Hive, L. O. T. M., rel-
ative to the necessity of safeguarding, by
some means, the young people who were
injudiciously' permitted on the streets

At Monte Carlo there is a school of
crouplers, It is held during the six
summer months in the clubroom of the
Tir aux Pigeons and the Salle d"Escrime,
in the Casino building, Tlere are tables
similar to those in. the Casino j ming
room, and each pupil in turn takes the
fole of croupier, while others’ personate
players and stake money over the table.
RAt a given instant the croupier must cal-
enlate and pay out tlie winning stakes.
There are usually between forty and
fifty . pupils in this school, and a six
months’ course is generally sufficient to
turn them into finished croupiers.

A very odd educational establishment
is tlie school for grave-diggers in Bel-
gium. It was founded by the directors
of the Great Evere cemetery, and all
candidates for posts as sextons iu* Bel-
gium must undergo training in the sehool
and pass an examination.

There are several schools of house-
wifery in this country, the principal’ of
which is connected -with - the National
Training School ‘of Cookery in Leondon.
Bvery branch of liousehold management
is taught at this school; the keeping of
