VYom Moltke's Successor.

"1t was the elder Carnot, the grandfather of
bim who isnow President of the French Re-
public—of whom tbe great Napoleon once de-
elared that he had organized victory. Carnot
did not act as general in the field; but as Min-
ister of War be so planned operations that for
the generals in the field victory was about a
foregone conclusion.  Never before, as far as
history tells, bad there been so remarkable au
instance of  Minister of Statesittitig in_his
office and buried among his -books and. maps
and papers and fully directing the op-
erations of his country’s armies on distant
‘§ields. The tale of successful command in the
Seld is an old one, dating back to long before
the time of Cmsar or of Alexander. Bus the

of success due in great part, perhaps for
the most part, to the genius of a. war minis-
ter sitting in his office, and bolding, not the
sword, but the pen, is ome of modern time
only; and Carnot, born 1758, died 1823, was
the first remarkable instance of 1t.

In our own time we have had another war,
and even a greater. For there neéed be no
disputing over the fact that he who at a good
old age survives though retired from active
sorvice, has proved bimself positively . the
greatest organizer of victory that the world
ever saw. The day in which he managed to
bave his own troop, and suypplies too, always
at the right place at the right time, while
those of the enemy were always going wrong,
was something marvellous. As a conductor of
war by planning and calculation he was be-
fore all other caleulators of war the world
ever saw; though, taking him in this respect
singly, Napoleon has scarcely been surpassed.
But Napoleon was also a general in the field,
whereas both Carnot and Von Moltke made
their renown as war ministers ouly, leaving
the work of the field to others. Itisaconjecture
merely, but perbaps not an unlikely one, that
Von Moltke may have had Carnot before his
mind’s eye as an example, tbe first great ex-
ample that history gives us of the War Min-
ister pure and simple.

The eyes of the world are now turned upon
the man who has been chosen to be Von
Moltke’s successor, and who has entered upon
the duties of his office. And, before knowing
mach about him, we may guess that he must
be no common man who has been called to the
honor of fillmg Von Molike’s place. Hoe is
called Field-Marshal Von Waldersee, and is
now 56 years of age. As a military man his
reputation has long stood Ligh; and his ad-
vancement 18 no surprise to military men,
either in or out of Germany. He has long
been Von Mg#hke's favorite pupil and right-
hand man; :¥ that becanse of real, genuine
wilitary ability to begin with, though possibly
for qther reasons besides. < For years he has
been marked out for Von Moltke’s successor,
and that by none other than the grand old
warrior himself, His wife is an American,
and remarkable stomes of bis fortunes and
destiny are now appearing in the papers.

Politically, Von Waldersee belongs to the
school which is now in the ascendant in Ger-
many since Emperor William came to the
throne, This school is intensely German and
intensely Protestans. It hates the Jews, and
will .carry absolutism and militarism to all
jengths, Bismarck must stand for a pillar ot
shis 8 1, of course. He it was, in fact,

than any other man, who raised it to its
present| heighit of strength and power, and yet
shere ave rumours slready that the young
Emperor is aching to get away from Bis-
marck’s guidance, snd would, if he dared, go
Jengths of which the veteran ministers
gannot approve.
