Among the 
causes that led to the revolution were the 
tyrannical measures to which the Government 
retorted in order to secure the return of its 
sunporters at the last el«*ction% when many 
electors were arrest^ and imprisoned.

We should all take note of thnav 
pussions which lie latent within us. Some­
times these is tent pussions spring upon us 
unaware» and we do more than we intend to 
du. Tbe use of drugs or of liquor would so 
affect a man’s mentality that nudrr its influ­
ence be might commit • crime and be at Ae 
time irresponsible, But hie responsibility ley 
behind Aie, lay in his having in tbe first 
place taken that which he knew would eo 
affect him Aat he would lose control of his 
passions; in ebon, "they knew what they 
were doing when they cultivated the peeeion.
