One who knows the absurdity of the asser­

tion that the Canadian farmer would be 
bettered by arriving at the _ commercial 
position of the American farmer may reason­
ably cherish hopes that Mr. Kerr will yet 
come out flat-footed against sacrificing our 
agriculturists to the gbmbroeèters of the 
other sida Perhaps he has not acquaint­
ed himself with the fact that the 
American farmer is mortgaged far more 
deeply than the Canadian, this being 
partly a consequence of that monstrous pro­
tection tariff to which our farmer would be 
submitted by unrestricted reciprocity, and 
partly a consequence of the sort of Direct 
Taxation on a Great Scale to which ha would 
likewise be brought if Sir Richard’s policy of 
discriminating against British goods and 
letting the American comb inester in free 
were put into operation. The main question 
of the campaign really is this: “Is the 
United States farmer who has unre­
stricted RECIPROCITY BETTER OFF THAN
the Canadian farmer who has not » ”
Some days ago I proved from the official 
statistics of Mr. Blue that Ontario farmers 
bad gained $100,000,000 of capital between 
’8a and ’89, notwithstanding some decrease 
it the selling value of their farm lands 
During the same period, as was shown from 
cited authorities, American farmers have 
gone backward, absolutely and relatively, 
n the Northern, Eastern and Southern 
States; their land, in particular, having de­
creased far more in value than that of the 
Ontario farmer. But it is said that the 
Ontario farmer is heavily mortgaged. His 
farm property is Worth $983,210,664 (Ontario 
Statistics) and it is mortgaged for $53,000,- 
000 (Mr. J. R. Elliott’s figures), or less than 
6 per cent, of its value. If we reckon the 
laud alone ($632,000,000) as mortgaged, then 
the lien is about 9 per cent, of its value.
Look now at the following testimony from 
Mr. J. R. Elliott’s new book, “American 
Farms,” which shows the inferior condition 
oLthe farmer who suffers under unrestricted 
reciprocity and its necessary incidents.

*»*
Fifty years ago farm mortgages were rare 

in America; to-day they are the rule in many 
localities, and everywhere they threaten to 
defy the farmer’s efforts to contend with the 
load they create.

It is claimed of New England that at least 
33>k per cent of the farms are mortgaged to 
the capitalists. In Connecticut, out of 608 
farms recently visited by an investigation,
241, or 34 per cent., valued at $1,008,350, 
were mortgaged to the extent of $451,109.

VThe New York State agent reported about 
18 months ago that “there are large 
hers of farms that were purchased ten years 
ago and mortgaged, which would not 
sell for more than the face of the mortgages, 
owing to the depreciation of the farm lands, 
which on an average is 33 per cent, in ten 
years. Probably one-third of the farms in 
the state would not sell for more than the 
cost of the buildings and other improve­
ments owing to this shrinkage.

Thirty per cent, of the farms in the state 
are mortgaged, ranging from 2 per cent, of 
tneir value to 100 per cent. ; average. 66% 
per cent of estimated value. The State of 
New York contain» within its limits some of 
the largest centres of production aud con- 
sumotiou in America, and it also contains as 
good land as is to be found anywhere. Xneu 
wny should not the tillers of this soil pros- 
perl

The State of Ohio ha-, accoming to official" 
reports, an assessed valuation of real estate 
amounting to $1,220,262,525, on whicu are 
291,000 mortgages, forming a total indebted­
ness of $330,999,205, much of which is, how­
ever, upon other than farm lands.

Mr. Heath, Commissioner of Labor Statis­

tics of Michigan, has recently reported on 
the mortgage Indebtedness of tne farmers of< 
his state. He stated that he has reports from 
90 80S farms, or 58 per cent, of all the farms 
in the state. The assessed valuation of all 
farms reported is $194,854,663, upon which 
there is a mortgage indebtedness of $37,- 
456 273, or a little more than 19 per cent, of 
the’total assessed valuation and nearly 47 
per cent, on that of the farms mortgaged,

The opinion of the labor commissioner of 
Michigan, that the moxtgagee upon the farms 
of that state operate “as a mammoth sponge ” 
upon the labor of the owners, is the growing 
teeling of the majority of farmers all over 
Amenca—the older parts at least. The 
farms of Michigan surround the great iron 
industries of the west. The state now con­
tains larger centres of population, and its 
lands are fertile and productive, and yet tne 
farmers are evidently on the downward
trThe Bureau of Labor Statistics for the 
State of Illinois bas issued reports which 
show that the farm lands of the state have 
mortgagee upon them to the amount of $123,- 
733,098, not including Cook county.

According to the report of the Commissioner of 
Labor Statistics for Illinois, "the mortgage in­
debtedness of farmers for borrowed money has 
increased 23 per cent, since 1880 In this state, 
twice the increase in the value of farm lands."
Twenty-five counties are reported to here in­
creased their value of farm lands, 23 have de­
creased and in 16 the values have remained the

-“"itis now twenty years at least that farming 
has been going rapidly downward. Farms 
bought in the war era have been selling almost
every where in the east for one-/uii/ to one-third
of their cost. Farms in Naw England, and some 
in the Middie States, are frequently sold 
than the buildings cost which are up,
This is really no exaggeration. Sales of this sort, 
and where the depreciation In value has wiped 
out the owner's equity In them, have been for 
years a matter of notorious knowledge In almost 
every eastern community. Within a year, in a 
healthy and fertile county not sixty miles from 
New York, a farm having on it two mortgages—a 
first mortgage of $3000 and a second mdstgage of 
$2000—was sold under foreclosure for the sum re­
presented by the first mortgage only. The 
holder of the second one did not think it worth 
while to be present, or to have a representati ve 
present at the sale, to bid the single dollar which 
would have saved, or made a show of saving, hi 
investment,"

demise was announced yesterday, met death 
in a peculiar manner. The doctor has been 
troubled with insomnia for several year*, 
and has been in the habit of taking chloro­
form to induce sleep. He knew the danger 
attending such a practice, but always pooh- 
poohed the warnings of his friends, claim 
ing that there was no danger to anyone who 
understood how to apply the anaesthetic. 
His mode of using it was to saturate a cloth 
with it and hold this cloth to his nostrils in 
such a manner that when the drug began to 
take effect his hand would drop and take the 
deadly cloth with it. This plan had always 
been successful until last night, when the 
doctor neglected the proper precaution and 
fell asleep With his hand in such a position 
that the relaxing of the muscles did not re­
move thechlorofc 
had retired Mrs. Leitch had occasion to 
enter the room, and noticing that he looked 
strangely, shook him. This not arousing 
him, she sent Tor Dr. Caacaden, who pro­
nounced her husband dead.

wagons or horned stock, which six 
ago were considered ample security for a

So important has the question of increased 
mortgage indebtedness become that the 
Cleveland Administration thought itself 
ustifled in appropriating $250,000 for col- 

! ecting the statistics relating thereto.
“Mr. Henry M. McDonald, president of 

the Traders’ Bank, Pierre, Dakota, estimates 
that the volume of western mortgage busi­
ness, confined chiefly to Kansas, Nebraska, 
Minnesota and Dakota, has reached the sum 
of $150,000,000 yearly. It may exceed his 
figures. That it is of great magnitude is 
evident from the fact that in all eastern 
cities (aud in most of the towns and villages) 
are located numbers of agents who make a 
living from the commissions paid them for 
securing loans. Boston numbers more than 
fifty agencies of farm mortgage companies. 
It is computed that Philadelphia alone nego­
tiates yearly more than $15,000,000 on west­
ern loans. Kansas and Nebraska have 134 
incorporated mortgage companies. The 
companies organized under the laws of other 
States, but Operating in these two states, in­
crease the number about 2U0. In this reck­
oning no account is taken of firms and indi­
viduals, although a large amount of money 
is directly invested by lenders of this class/’

Surely the evidence is enough to convince 
Mr. Kerr as well as the Canadian farmer 
that unrestricted reciprocity is not, as 
printers say, ‘'all fat.” Free trade with the 
States might he profitable if it involved no 
discrimination against British goods, no 
Direct Taxation by an idiotic method, no 
shearing of our people by the gigantic Trusts 
and Combines of the Rich Man’s Republic. 
But these necessary accompaniments of 
unrestricted reciprocity would make ft not 
only unprofitable but greatly injurious to the 
Canadian people.

GETTING READY FOR SEA.

Secretary Blaine Did Not Scare the Cana­
dians a Particle.

Vancouver, B.C., Feb. 19.—All the 
threats of Secretary Blaine, the preparations 
of Secretary Tracy, the better equipment of 
the Rush and the talk of armed cruisers not­
withstanding, there is no terror in the heart 
of the Canadian seal fisherman, nor does his 
breath come and go one whit faster or 
slower.

By April 20 next there will be no less-than 
10 vessels m this port ready for sea and fully 
equipped for the seal fisheries season. Twelve 
to 15 more will lie in Victoria Harbor, and 
on the New Westminster dock there are now 
building some four or five for the same pur­
pose.

These sealing schooners will not leave here 
heavily armed. All the implements of war 
they will carry will be such as are needed for 
ordinary protection, but t.ie captains will 
never need to use even the smallest kind of a 
gun against any warship, cutter or gunboat 
carrying the American flag; for these vessels 
now being prepared are veritable grey- 

Their build 
speed can be attained, and as long as tliey 
can show a “ fleet pair of heels” their sport 
won’t be interrupted for any length of time.

The vessels under construction here are in 
the docks of the Vancouver Ship Buildiug, 
Seal Fishing and Trading Company. They 
are all schooners of 100 to 150 tons register, 
and will be sparred and finished early in 
April in order to make a good start. From 
Victoria are going again tins year all theoid- 
timers, and several new boats also. One of 
the new sealers will be the Thistle, a steamer 
that has been doing a coast carrying trade 
for some little time past. The necessary al­
terations are now being made, aud Capt. 
àlanson is shipping a large crew of both ship- 
bands and hunters. In the main jeabin alone 
he has room lor 2b men, and it is now sai l 
will carry a full complement. It is thought 
the Thistle, being a steamer, will have a 
very profitable season’s fishing, because she 
will have the advantage of being better able 
to keep on the ground than a schooner, which 
suffers so much from adverse winds. The 
Thistle will have coal enough on board for a 
four-months’ cruise and, it is whispered, 
have something more than ’‘fuel,” and 
should she run across the Rush or. any other 
revenue cutter some one will wonder who got 
the worst of it. ‘.

The Warsprite is now lying in Victoria 
harbor and, I learn on good authority, has 

orders yet. ^The officers are very reticent 
nowadays in reference to Behring Sea mat­
ters, but it is looked upon as a significant 
fact that the Warsprite is kept at Victoria as 
she is.

The deceased was gener­
ally termed Earl Beauchamp. The family name 
IsLygon.

and succeeded to the title and estates In 1866. Hs 
was married and Is succeeded by his son Vji- 
count Elmley, who was boro In 1872. Earl Beau­
champ was a leader of the extreme High 
or ritualistic party In England. Wl 
Nelson he took an active part In the establish­
ment of the English Church Union. He mani­
fested great interest In Church of England home 
and foreign missions.

agreement Which May Precipitate

the Prince of Wales will visit Ireland the 
coming summer. The Earl of Zetland, the 
Lord Lieutenant and Chief Secretary Bal­
four are understood to have urged the Prince 
to make the visit with the view of giving 
encouragement to the industries of that 
country. The Princess of Wales is reported

the Zetland-Balfour Fund for the relief of 
the suffering poor of Ireland. The Princess 
and her daughters have sent contributions 
of clothing to the fund and have also solicited 
subscriptions for the same cause,

CLASHING IRISH FACTIONS.

The Finanelalggltua'ien Strained and Fears 
Abroad That Strife May Knsne. 

London, Feb. 19.—A financial dispute 
between the McCarthyite and the Parnellite 
factions of the Irish Parliamentary party is 
likely to be much in evidence during the 
coming struggle.

The $40,000 released a month ago from the 
League funds was divided in the following 
manner: The sum of $25,000 went to the 
Campaign Committee and $15,000 passed 
into the hands of the Tenants’ Defence 
League. The latter sum forms the sub­
ject of the present dispute. The McCarthy­
ite»’ idea is that the amount is out of propor­
tion to the number of evicted tenants the 
League has relieved, but the McCarthyite» 
are inclined to waive this point. They con­
tend, however, that instead of being devoted 
to evicted tenants it was used to meet an 
overdraft on the Hibernian Bank.

Mr. Thomas P. Gill’s letter to Mr. Mc­
Carthy referring to this matter rather evades 
the point at issue by declaring that when he 
signed the release Mr. McCarthy must nave 
known that the fund set apart for the evic­
ted tenants was heavily overdrawn.

Mr. James F. Xavier O’Brien and Mr. 
J. J. Clancy’s checks were dishonored, 
though it is evident that Mr. McCarthy left 
Boulogne believing that the money was de­
voted to the relief of the tenants only. The 
proof that Mr. O’Brien gave his sanction to 
meeting the overdraft is found in Mr. Tim­
othy Harrington’s statement last night that 
he had a document proving that the money 
had been disposed of in the manner pro­
mised by Mr. O’Brien, The question arises 
whether there was some misconception at 
Boulogne or whether Mr. O’Brien came to 
the conclusion that he was acting within the 
lines of the agreement by adjusting the bank 
account

The McCarthyite Situation.

According to the 
entries in the firm’s books he must have kepi 
up his end pretty well

About 18 months ago he went to Port 
Huron and returned with a woman whom he 
claimed to have made his wife in that citV7 
The c uple took furnished apartment* at 86 
Isabella-street, and lived sumptuously up to 
the time of his death.

On the 4th instant he was seized with < 
fainting fit whilqon hie way to the office. H» 
was confined to hie home for a few days and 
was evidently recovering, but ou the morn­
ing of the 12th instant be took a sudden re­
lapse. A neighboring physician was sum­
moned, but before his arrival Merria 
stretching out his hand as though in great 
despair, exclaimed: “God bless my wife I” 
and immediately expired.

Merriam was also connected with the no- , 
torious " Fund W," by which hundreds of 
Canadians were swindled out of their little 
pile.

During his stay in Chicago be fell in love 
with Miss Mary J. Casey, who in ipite of her 
troubles and sad experiences, stiU possesses 
many of the charms which attracted the 
young broker. They were married in Chicago 
May S, 1882, and tbe Mrs. Merriam who 
registered at the St James’ on Tuesday 
claims to be none other than the woman who 
was made hie Ltwfal wife. They lived to­
gether for a number of years with all possible 
domestic felicity, and their home was tbs 
scene of many brilliant social gatherings.

A few years ago Merriam became ac­
quainted with one of the bailee of Fort 
Huron, but the lovifig wife never suspected 
that from that time her husband’s affections 
were not wholly bestowed on her.

About three years ago Merriam left hie 
cheerful home at the usual hour in the morn­
ing aud started for his office. He did not re­
turn in the evening /and upon inquiry 
it was learned that he had left the 
city. For two years and a half 
his wife could get not the slightest 
trace of his whereabouts. About six month» 
ago, by the mèrest accident, she learned that 
her runaway husband was living in Toronto, 
tide cable to the city and found Merriam 
living with the Fort Huron lady. She con­
sequently put her ease in the hands of J. G. 
Holmes, of the firm of Best jt Holmes, bar­
risters, Victoria-street. Mr. Holmes 
needed in getting <350 from Merriam. for his 
client, together with an agreement to the 
effect that $82.50 should be paid to the wife 
monthly. Merriam carried out the agree­
ment strictly up to the time of his death, as 
tne following letter will show:

The payments were sent regularly each

Merriam had been living very quietly at the 
above address and when she heard of hot 
husband’s death all her womanly tenderness 
and powers of forgiveness were aroused, 
aud she came back to the city to 
claim tbe body of the man’ who had 
so cruelly wronged her. She found that the 
body had already been taken to Fort Huron 
aud buried and that not a - .oiler's worth of 
real or personal property was left for her.

Mrs. Merriam is very anxious that a truth­
ful statement of the affair should be made 
public, aud that her social position in 
Chicago, where she has a host of friends, 
may not be affected by her husband’s faith­

Miss E. Gillen withdrew her resignation of 
the principalship of the Cottingham-street 
school.

Mr. Burns gave notice of a motion for the 
enlargement of John-etreet School play 
ground.

On the recommendation of the School 
Management Committee it was decided that 
Messrs. Cringan, Perrin and Thompson be 
permitted to give a concert and calisthenic
