Many were taken to private houses and
several to the hospitals.

Itis an undoubted fact that the civic
guard who was killed at the side of General
Campos saved the latter’s life, as the

LoxpoN, Sept. 26.—The Standard’s cor-
respondent at Shanghai says the Governors
of various cities in Siberia have received
peremptory instructions to enforce the law
prescribing the limits of residence of Jews,
who are given until Oct. 13 to comply with
the law. Many of the Jews in Siberia are
wealthy merchants, who have invested large
amounts in enterprises there, There are
altogether about 22,000 Jews in the coun-
try, and they have already begun to leave,
going to China, Japan and America,

SMUGGLING ON THE GUIANA COAST

A Small Vessel Captured With a Cargo of
Arms and Ammunition.

New Yorx, Sept. 25.—Cable advices
from Laguayra, Venezuela, to-day state
that the Government of Venezuela have
captured a small vessel loaded with arms
and ammunition on the coast of Guiana,
opposite the Island of Trinidad. All of the
correspondence, which is believed to be re-
volutionary in character, waslthrown over-
board, but from one of the sailors it was
learned that there is a great deal of smug-
gling carried on in arms along the coast.

ENTHUSIASTIC DikMONSTRATIONS
AT ELMIRA AND BERLIN,

A Monster Gathering at Elmira the
Afternoon Addressed by 8ir Johm
Thompson, .Hon. G, E. Foster and
Others — A Well-Attendea Evening
Meeting at Berlin,

BerLIN, Ont., Sept. 25.—To-day, amid
the cheers of thousands of enthusiastic Con-
servatives of the North Riding of the
County of Waterloo, Sir John Thompﬂl.

The more
efficient and reliable the service becomes the
greater the number who will patronize it.
The pioneer of the Queen-street west line is
€0 well plested with last Sunaay’s receipts
that he is going to start another line in
Yonge-street next Sunday. Instead of
doing that it would be more profitable for
himself and serve the public better if he kept
to Quesn-street and introduced a 15 minute
service. Thére is businéss enough along
Queen-street west to keep ten busses going
all day. We therefore adviss Mr, Hendry
tokeep to Queen-street, announce that busses
will leave St. James’ Cathedral and the Sub-
way every 15 minutes up to 10 p.m., ard he
will get all the business he can attend to.
This would leave Yonge-street open to some
other enterprising citizen. Any may who
would start out with six rigs on
line next Sunday would make no mistake in
80 doing. Yonge-street has a large pedestrian
traffic during all Sunday. It is pretty safe
to say that a line of six busses in this street
would take in $75 during the day. This
ought to be inducement enough for a
practical man. King-street west ought
to be supplied with four  busses
at least next Sunday, and the Belt

line would support’ ten handsomely.
The streets are now in splendid shape for

ruoning an efficient service. The Belt line

.is nearly all asphalted, and a bus ought to

make as good time on it as & horse car.

If any enterprising citizen is out of a job
just now let him set to work and organize a
servicelfor next Sunday. The city wants 50
more busses at least for that day. Thereare
lots of idle busses in town and with a litle
effort a supply of horses can be obtained,
We arenot appealing for missionaries to
come forward and do a kind work with little
reward. We appeal to men who want to
make from $20 to §50 for a single day’s
work.

Women As Educatoss.

Amongst the many and great changes
which have taken place during the past ten
years in the educational systemi of Ontario
none stands out more prominently and
clearly detined than the position which
women have gradually been securing for
toemselves as educators™ of the youth of our
country.

A decade ago there were few, if any,
women in the universifies; thera were no
colleges worthy of the name where women
could recaiye a higher education, and the
young lady of that period who was supposed
to have finished her education generally
could play a few ‘‘pieces” on the piano, sing
a couple of sentimeuntal songs, had a smatter-
ing of French aud German, with Latin
thrown in, and-could stumble through a reci-
tation from some of the English readers as a
proof of her acquaintance with her own
language. And sometimes, it must be ad-
mitted, she could do housework, sweep, dust,
sew and mend, and cook a chop or a steak to
satisfy the palute of an epicare, To-day the
Provineis) universities admit women on the
same footing as men. There are women’s
medical colleges, and' coileges of music
almost entirely patronized by women; there
nre‘lower grade denominational colleges and
& 'host of others which are ‘chiefly
engaged - in preparing women for that
higher education so long sought after
by them and pow quite within their grasp.

The womau of the present period when she
leaves the University knows more than her
fellow man graduate, be he ever so clever.
She can converse with you in two
or three languages (having a  natural
gift for speech of any kind or in
any tongue) or perhaps occasionally

_give you hints on philosophy and ethics, or
even on mathematics or astronomy. While
at the University she does not idle away her
time; does not play football (either Rugby
or Association), lacrosse nor cricket; nor
frequent the south side of King-street every
afternoon mnor disport asone of the ‘‘gods”
at the theatres every mnight. She goes to the
University to work and does her work well,
This is the record which she bears at presant.
As a consequence she is sought after asa
teacher of youth, being careful, conscien-
tious and having a natural gift for impart-
ing knowledge.; Whereas formerly her sphere
was limited by the boundary of the Publie
schools she is now competent to take a posi-
tion in a High school or college, and so far
has been tound to give satisfaction, although
laboring under the great disadvantage of en.
teriuzyupon an entirely new phase of life, Itis
felt by all prominent educationists in Ontario
that the time is not far distant when women
shall be in the majority in the teaching pro-
fession, as they are now in some other
professions requiring special gifts of
touch or hearing not possessed by man
‘Whatever the opponents of higher education
of women may say it has come to remain
with us, and we must govern ourselves ac-
cordingly. Women certainly seem endowed
with peculiar gifts for the teaching of small
children, as is proved by the fact that nearly
all the Public schoolsin Ontario are managed
by women, and why should she not after
proper discipline and training be competent
to teach more advanced work? She is at
least now to be given a fair trial, and before
another decade has passed we hope to see her
occupying the positions in the High schools,
colleges and universities now occupied by
men,

If that happens another profession will be
closed to men; and if in addition she can
manage to control the teaching and training
of doctors, then forsooth there will be noth-
ing left for the university graduate who is
unfortunate enough to be a man but the
practice,of law or the exhilarating and en-
ticing work of farming.

Looks Like a Workable Transfer Ticket,

Editor World: If the street railway com-
pany wants to adopta transfer ticket that
requires no machine stamping and no punch-
ing here is one I think will fiil the bill.,

The cars are running 18 hours aday. Let
us divide the day with 2 parts of 9 hours each
and each of these 9 hours into quarter hours,
This gives us 36 q uarter-hours for each half
of the day. Suppose the service starts at 6 in
the morning. KEvery conductor (knows what
time he isdue to pass the corner of King and
Yonge street. It a conductor finds by his
time table that he is due to cross this point
between Gand 6,15 he will call that trip No,
1, and be issues transfer tickets bearing the
name of his line, and fthe figure* during the
whole of this trip from terminal to terminal.
This refers tu _all the lines. Similarly
conductors who are due to arrive
at King and Yonge between 6,15 and 6.30
issue a ‘transfer ticket numbered 2. 'The
cars that are to arrive at the same point
between 7 and 7.15 all issue No. 5, and so on,
Now, any pissenger wio has a transfer ticket
numbered 5 is an eligible transfer on all cars
whose conductors are issuing No. 5. But a
passenger may arrive in the centre of the
city just as the particular 15 minutes is up
and he may be too late to connect with a car
issuing the same number as his ticket bears.
‘Therefore his ticket must be good on cars 1s-
suing the next-highest number also. Thus
we g@t the rule thas ,transfer tickets of any
givefl noumber are good on other lines is-
suing that number and the next higher.
This hoids good for the transfer points
in the centre of «the city, Kiung
and Sherbourne, Church and King, Yonge
and King, York and King,Queen and Yonge,
and any transfer points within say five
minutes (by car) of the corner of King and
Yonge. For transfer junctions further away
you would have to allow & passenger with
any particolar transfer number the right to
transfer to any car issuing twq numbers
higher than such transfer number.& Thus at
Spadina and College a conductor issuing
ticket No., 22 would accept a trausfer whose
ticket read No. 20, All preceding numbers
-| would of course be dead.

As each conductor passed the office of the
railway company he would receive from a
cleri u |sheet of say 25 tickets, bearing the
number of his next trip. At the same time
he would return the unused portion of the
sheet he had last received. According.to
this system the delivery of the ticket to the
passenger is as simple as it is possible to im-
agine, There is no punching and the issuing
of the ticket isnot dependent oa a machine
which may get out of order. The collection
of the ticket is edually simple. The con-
ductor reads nothing but a simple number
printed in large type, and that number al-
ways bears a certain fixed relationship to
the number of the ticket he is issuing at any
particular moment. The difference between
the two numnbers is never more than two or
three at the outside.

The system would require 86 different
shects of tickets. Or it could be operated
with half that number.

They swore that the Crawford wo-
man received the cut in the head—no$ from
Daly’s boot, but from a bottle wielded by
the arms of a woman named- Ruopont whom
sbe had been carousing with. Dr. Richard-
son, the jail physician, testified as to the
nature of the injuries. The case was laid
over till to-day.

XWO LIVES AND $2,000,000 LOST,
Disastrous Fire in St. Joseph, Mo., Yes-
terday Morning,

St. JosErH, Mo., Sept. 25.—AL10 o’clock
this morning fire ‘broke out on the fifth
floor of thebig department house of Town-
send & Wyatt, occupying a halt block in
the business centre of the town. In half
an hour the entire building was in flames
and the walls fell. Two firemen named
Dumas and Fitzgerald are reported to have
been killed, and it'is thought others in try-
ing to save goods were caught and burned.
The fire leaped across the street to the
Commercial block, and this structure, oc-

. cupied by the Commercial Bank, safety
vaults and numerous offices, was soon
gutted. The fire will cause a loss of
$2,000,000.

ROBBED A TELEGRAPH COMPANY.

Buffalo Western Union Office Plundered
of $150—-The Manager Beaten,

Busraro, N.Y., Sept. 25.—The branch
of the Western Union Telegraph Company
at 537 Main-street was robbed this morning
after the manager, Henry Leihman, had
been beaten into insensibility by thieves.
The affair occurred shortly after 4 o’clock:
When they entered the office one of the
men asked Leihman where the washroom
was. He returned, a few minutes later and
then the second man walked to Leihman
and presenting a revolver to his head de-
manded the key to the cash drawer. Leih-
man refused to give it up. The robbers
then beat him into insensibility. They then
secured the contents of the cash drawer,
containing about $150.
