—A new process of art decoration in
wood is a German invention. It is known
as the Dalura process and produces very
beautiful effects. It consists in impressing
upon wood any kind of art designs, which
stand out in relief. The impression is pro-
duced by a small machine having two hori-
zontal steel rollers which are heated in-
ternally. - The pattern is formed around
the top roller, and can be changed for a
different design whenever desired ; the bot-
tom roller is quite plain. In operation the
rollers are slowly revolved, and the wood
to be ornamented is passed between the
under pressure. 'The surface of the wood
is compressed, and the design transferred
to it in various degrees of relief, according
to the requirements of the case. By regu-
lating the heat and the speed of working,
a rich brown tint of any shade can be im-
parted to the wood as a background, the
design standing oat in the natural color «f

there. The natural grain of the wood is
also brought out, and any kind of wood
can be used. ' It is cluimed for the decor-
ated wood that it is waterproof, and that
the pattern is not distorted nor its sharp-
ness destroyed by moisture.—Bangor
Journal.

“ My dear soli#homas Handley, minister
of the gospel; & Ahnapolis, was born in
Newport, on Rhode Island, as all my other
children were, that I had by my first wife.
Jun. 17th, 1756, about twe weeks after his
dear aged grandfather, said John Chipman,
died, who lived with me for years before he
died, to the time of his death, and which
death and birth was about two months or
rather less, after the greas.earthquake,
Nov. 1755.” Rebecca was born Nov, 21st,
1750. “ My dear son, William Allen, was
born Nov..1757, when I had been sailed for
Jamaica about a fortnight, the only voige
I was ever over sea.” This refers to his
ninth child, who, &3 we shall see further
-~ on, was one of the most distinguished of
his children by his first wife, who was a
daughter of Colonel John Allen, of Martha's
Vineyard. Of this man his son-in-law
writes : ““‘He died a few years after I came
to this province, aged, I believe, 85 or 86
years.” Of the wife of Col. Allen he
writes : ‘' She was daughter to the rever-
end Mr. William Homes, minister of the
gospel at Chilmark, on said island (Martha's
Vineyard). He lived to be about 87, and
preached to near his life's end. He wasa
very grave Presbyterian divine from [Ire-
land, descended from Scotch (ancestry).”

Let us now rcpeat the record of Hand-
ley Chipman's children, whose births and
names have just been given.

1. Elizabeth, the oldest, married —
Dexter; by whom she had three children
two of which only, were living in 1790,
both daughters, and both were then mar-
ried. The mother died in childbed, Feb.
9th, 1764.

2. John, who, as has already been said,
died soon after birth.

3. Margaret, who married April 4th,
1750, Richard Beakon (Bacon) in Provi-
dence, Rhode Island, where she died, 13
months after, in childbed, as her sister
Mrs. Baxter, afterward did. Her child
also died.

4. John, who married and lived and died
in Cornwallis.

5. Catherine, whom.te calls Kathrine
Dookwith; burn fn 1746, he makes no other
mention of.

6. Thomas Handley, who died in in-
fancy.

7. Rebecca, who married Samuel Beck-
with, by whom she had one son and four
daughters. She died of smallpox, May 8th,
1778, “in comfortable assurance of hope
of happiness.”

8. Rev. Thomas Handley, of Annapolis,
of whose descendants we shall give some
account next weel.

9. William Allen, who was three years
old on the arrival of his parents in Corn-
wallis, and whose son Samuel still survives
at the great age of 99 years;

We have not, as yet, been able to obtain
the names of his children by his second wife,
Nancy Post, whom he married some time
after the death of his first wife, through the
effects of a pamful accident, in Dec., 1775,
though she survived until the 6th g[ April,
1776. We have only space to add here
that all the Chipmans of this gounty are
descended from these two marriages.

Tue DRrOWNING ACCIDENT AT SACK-
VILLE. —Sackville, N. B., Dec. jth.—A
deep gloom rests upon the college and com-
munity at large, on account of the fatal
accident which occurred yesterday after-
noon, A pn.r:f' of students had.gone u{) to
Morrice’s pond, a distance of three or Iour
miles from the college, to enjoy an after-
noon’s shating. Frank Hamilton and his
cousin, E. P. Carey, had crossed the pond
and gone to see the former’s sister, Mrs.
W. Fawcett. On their return to the pond,
however, they skated on some weak ice,
which gave away without a moment’s
notice. Both were plunged into the icy
water, about thirty feet apart from each
other. Hamilton rose but ounce, cried for
help, and then sank. Carey struggled in
the water and his cries attracted the at-
tention of the students further down the
pond. Through the heroic efforts of Mr.
A. B Higgins and C. H. Rice, the drown-
ing man was rescued, after having been in
the water for nearly twenty minuntes. It
was not till Carey had been taken from his
perilous position that any one knew of poor
i‘lamilmn's misfortune. As Carey reached
the shore, he exclaimed, “Did you get
Frank out ?” He then pointed to the hole
where his unfortunate companion had gone
down, but it was too late; only the open
water was to be seen. The rescue was a
work of great difficulty and danger since
the ice for some distance was exceedingly
treacherous. As the boys were approach-
ing Carey called out, “It's no use, boys,
you will only get in yourselves. Better let
me drown,”

The deceased was a member of the second
year’s class, a student of splendid ability,
and a favorite with professors and students
alike. He was about twenty-three years
of age, and belonged to Bay Verte. A
search for the body was instituted at once,
and it was discovered about 9 o'clock last
evening. — Halifax Chronicle.

DeaTH 1¥ AN INSTANT.—Another death
was caused last gight by contact with an
electric light wire. Henry Harris, aged
thirty-six years, of 359 West Fortihﬁfth
street, was killed shortly before midnight
in front of the dry goods establishment of
Bernard Callan, at 675 Eighth-avenue,
where he fwas employed as a clerk.

He uttered a cry and fell to the pave-
ment dead. Hughes felt no shock at all
He ran to Harris, canght him up, and car-
ried him into the store. A physician was
quickly summoned. He eaid that death
had undoubtedly been instantaneous. —

We bid good-bye to some of the passen.
gers who leave us at Southampton, and
continue our course across the North Sea.
After 24 hours’ sail from Southampton we
sail into the Elbe and land at Cuxhaven, a
small town at its mouth. Six hours by
rail through a level, well-cultivated coun.
try, and we are landed at Hamburgh, the
commercial capital of Germany. Eight
hours more by train and we are in Berlin.
The language, the food, the names, the
money, the trains, the soldiers, even the
roads assure us that we are in a foreign
country. Berlin is a city of 1,500,000 in-
habitants, and is in general like other large
cities.

Berlin is rich in historical reminiscences.
It was founded iif the fourteenth century,
and became very strong in connection with
the Hanseatic League. Berlin has devel
oped very rapidly under the Frederick's.
During the last hundred years painting and
sculptures have advanced wonderfully.
Commerce and manufactures are in a flour-
ishing condition, and Berlin is doubtless
one of the most magnificient centres of
learning and culture in Europe. Through
the centre of the city flows the Spree, which
is about one-half as wide as the Annapolis
River at Bridgetown, On this narrow
stream about one-half of the commerce of
Berlin takes place. The stream is literally
covered with long flat boats, loaded with
wood, coal, apples, potatoes, vegetables,
bricks, mortar, lumber, and other country
produce. A family usually lives on each
boat. Scarcely a tug or steamer of any
kind fs seen on the river. These immense|
boats are propelled usually by, men, whe
push them along with a long pole—one end
against their shoulder and the other pressed
against the bottom of the river. The men
go to the bow of the boat and place the pole
in posttion and walk along the boat to the
stern, pushing as he goes. It is slow work,
but the German s slow.

Berlin bas its beautiful streets, parks
and monuments in common with other
European capitals. Unter den Linden is
the most beautiful street. The Tiec
Garten is a magnificent park, and the
monuments are numerous and beautiful.
Berlin especially excels in its picture galler-
ies, museums, libraries, schools and col-
leges.
In this land one may see even yet the
relics of the middle ages. A custom which
very popular at the universities is that of
duelling. A large proportion of the young
men have one or more scars on the face

-

place among the students in Berlin every
week. These scarred faces are much ad-
mired by the ladies, therefore every young
man wishes to engage in one or more of
these duels. It is very difficult for an
American to realize the position that
woman holds in the lower order of German
society. She does a large part of the work
on the farm in addition to other heavy out-
door work. Society in general is condi-

tioned by royalty and - the army. Every
man in Germany that is physicially able
must serve in the army. - The usual period
is three years. That time may be limited
to one year under'certain special conditions.
Nearly every week recruits are brought
from the country to serve their time in the
army. Many of them are awkward in their
manners, and rural in general appearance.
They are, however, soon much improved by
the discipline received in thearmy. Three
years under strict military discipline in the
formation period in life tends to develop a
proper carriage of the body. A methodi-
cal manner of living and above all a loyalty
and patriotism that would do even a Cana-
dian’s heart 'good. The German in the
school and in the army is a part of the
State.

Ground Broken at Nicaragua.

Amid the booming of cannon, the
speeches of Nicaragua's most distinguished
officials, the responses of the country’s
representatives, the church services and
general holiday festivities, the formal cere-
mony of breaking ground for the great
Nicaragua Canal was celebrated on the
22nd of last October. The intelligence re-
ceived from the eastern terminus of the
canal evidences nothing but the most
friendly feeling and good will on every
hand ; the people see the advantage that
will acerue to Nicaragua from the opening
of such a great commercial highway, and
the engineers and projectors, impressed
with the magnitude of their undertaking,
see beyond it all the glory of achieving the
greatest engineering feat of the 19th cen-
tury. Small wonder then that the pre-
liminary exercises, suggestive as they are of
the future of a great people and the confi-
dence of wealty capitalists, should be dig-
nified by ceremonies of a character befitting
such a portentous event.

The work of preparation has been going
on steadily since the early part of last
June ; ship load after ship load of provi;-
ions, material for portable houses, imple-
ments of every description from railroad
engines, cars and rails, to steam launches,
dredges, etc., to say nothing of a most

° complete sanitary equipment, have been
forwarded to the scene of operations, as
well as laborers from countries adjacent,

Gladstone's New Programme is Caleulated
to Tickle the Ears of the British Democ-

racy.

e

Loxpox, Dec. 2.—The meetings of the
liberal federation began at Manchester to-
day. Gladstone was present and delivered
an address. He said the local government
bill did not meet the legitimate demands
of the country. He advocated granting to
county councils powers of taxation, control
of the police, and liguor traffic, care of the
poor, power to deal with the questign of
ground rents, and to form district councils ;
and he would possibly go further and es-
tablish the parish principle of government,
and thus convey to the rural population
the first elements of their public education,
and create a sense of public duty, which is
the highest aim of a statesman. Gladsténe
said that since 1885 there had been an
enormous stimulus of public mind in regard
to dwellings for the poor, the enfranchise-
ment of leaseholders, crofter legislation,
shorter parliaments, disestablishment of
the church in Scotland and Wales, the cur-
repoy and house of lords. Provision for
direct Scottish and Welsh home rule,
Gladstone said, must be dealt with by
future parliaments. When the idea of
evolution, especially with reference to
Irish affairs, I should become more familiar,
parliament would be able to address itself
to the discharge of its duties, and would be
relieved of intolerable burdens. Gladstone
predicted a liberal victory at the next elec-
tion for members of parliament. He advo-
cated an amendment to the registration
laws, removing the anomaly of plurality of
votes and the establishment of a system of
one vote for one man.
