When you find yourself floating about in 
those waters and think a shark is anywhere 
near you just you kick and splash for ail you 
are worth. It" you don’t think there are any 
sharks about kick and splash on general 
principles—that is, If you want to see your 
home and family again. A shark that ie 
making straight for bis prey will turn tail 
and sheer off as soon as the splashing begins. 
Now I believe that in a general engagement 
between these modern ships, what with the 
tremendous concussion of the heavy guns 
aud the qhurning of the water with propel­
lers on all sides and an occasional torpedo 
creating a disturbance every now and then in 
the water, the whole negihborhood will be 
cleared of sharks.

“In the old days, although the broadsides 
made a good deal of noise, no doubt, a ship 
went down much more quietly than now. 
Just think of the commotion in the water 
when the big fires and the boilers go under. 
No shark will stay within a mile of such an 
upheaval.

“ I am pot talking mere theory when I say 
that a shark can be fi ighteced off-by splash­
ing. I have seen it done, or, to be quite ex­
act, I have seen the man who did it after he 
had scrambled out of the water. He had 
been in bathing in one of those sea bathe 
they have in Kingston Harbor, w^ere they 
fence in a good piece of water with piles 
driven into the bottom close together. One 
of the piles had got broken somehow, and a 
big basking shark had squeezed through and 
gone to sleep in the bath. When the man 
plunged in the shark woke and commenced 
to charge around. By that time the man 
was some yards away from the steps. He 
immediately turned on hie back and kicked 
as hard as he could, and the shark, instead of 
charging at him, went into a dowq-right 
pmic and bumped his nose against all the 
piles, looking for the bole he had got in by.

“I know it sounds like a fable to say a 
shark is timid, because they will do things 
that you would hardly expect a timid fish to 
do. I myself have seen a shark leap out of 
the water close enough to a row boat to tum­
ble on the oar blades, but that was my own 
dingey and my boys knew how to- row, and 
didn't make a splash with the blades or try 
any of this land lubberly “feathering ” busi­
ness. Then there is a place at Port Royal 
where a little flight of wooden steps goes

that swam close in shore and rose at him as 
a trout rises at a fly. But all that only 
shows that a shark is a queer, inconsistent 
kind of a fish, and in spite of all his impu­
dence, you may depend upon it, he can’t 
S'.and anything that makes a disturbance 
in the water.

“Oh, yes, when the battle is over he will 
follow the ship that has any wounded men 
on board—follow it for miles. I don’t know 
how he knows there is a wounded man or a 
8 ck man on board a ship, any more than I 
can tell how Mother Carey’s chickens can 
read the barometer, but he does know. 
You see, a seafaring man has to be satisfied 
to know a good many things thst he can’t 
explain.”

* “ This liquid, taken slowly, in small tuir- 
blersful, aud for the most paft betwem 
meals, will largely serve the purpose of min­
eral water. Not more than a tumblerful is 
wholesome at each meal, and it is best not to 
take the water just before going or immedi­
ately after eating or on getting into bed.

“ As I told you at first, a rheumatic must 
be nourished, and most especially one who 
has a languid appetite. Three meals a day 
is not enough for such a patient. Between 
breakfast and lunch and between lunch and 
dinner a fresh egg, beaten up in sweet, fresh 
milk, is an excellent stimulant, more valuat le 
than all the milk punches ever devised.

“ All these reasonable courses do not lead 
to a cure, though, unless exercise—that is, 
regular and never stinted—is taken evtry 
day. First of all, don’t pretend to try for 
athletics or violent motion of any kind, since 
it is just as injurious to strain the aching 
limbs as to let them lie inert.

“ For example, when rheumatism attacks 
the knees, to swim, to bicycle or play golf 
simply overtax the tortured nerves and mus­
cles, but if you will take a cane and walk 
quietly for a mile or two, if the weather is 
dry take your gun and go prowling through 
fields and woods in search of game, or, lack­
ing an interest in that, try and cultivate a 
taste for hunting botanical or entomological 
specimens, the exercise then serves as a tonic.

“The main point is to use the muscles 
regularly. In wet weather, bedroom gym­
nastics serve as an excellent substitute for 
the more intelligent outdoor pleasures, but 
only iu wet weather. Care must be taken 

to exercise so violently that any dan­
ger is incurred from cooling off too suâdenly.

“ The average American puts considerable 
faith iu baths, and naturally prefers the 
stimulating cold water. This is well enough 
when the twinges are not severe and the 
joints not swollen. In violent attacks of 
rheumatism it is most essential to avoid cold 
water and substitute a hot daily bath, dis­
solving in the water a piece of sulphur as 
big as a hen's egg.

“ Last on the list of aids to the rheumatic 
is massage. It is one of the few real aids to 
relief in severe attacks. Amateur tubbing 
is often of as great injury as genuine help ; 
but a good masseuse can help an invalid 
over the hardest places and really help to 
tone up the system.

“ A rheumatic must, moreover, submit to 
the unpleasant bondage of flannels—not the 
thick swathings that the patient American, 
in his steam heated house, dutifully puts on 
in October and wears until the first of June, 
but close, light-weight flannels ; and in so 
changing a climite as that of the northern 
states every rheumatic should own several 
sets of flannels of various degrees of weight.

“ These must be shifted off and on as the 
thermometer rises and falls, so that at no

—Throughout this county as well as in 
every part-of the dominion, the temperance 
peoploare actively engaged in preparing for 
the plebiscite and we believe they are work­
ing to win. In the lower provinces the fight 
is practically one sided, the liquor interests 
apparently making but a feeble effort to 
combat the arguments of the temperance 
workers, but in the cities and populous dis­
tricts of the upper provinces the same apathy 
does not prevail. It is in Quebec and On­
tario that the fight will be won and lost. 
If both these provinces show a strong ma­
jority for prohibition, then its advocates will 
have strong arguments to place before the 
federal government in demanding prohibitory 
legislation. Oa the other hand, if one or 
the other, or both these populous pro­
vinces show an anti prohibition majority, 
then it is improbable that the govern­
ment will consider the popular voice 
strong enough to warrant the prohibitory 
measure even though the balance of the 
Dominion should furnish enough prohibition 
votes to assure a general majority. If the 
affirmative note on prohibition carries a 
majority in all the provinces of the Domin­
ion, then the government of the day is 
practically pledged*to accede to the wishes 
of the majorityor be called to account for u 
waste of pubic funds in taking a useless 
vote. The point now is to stir people up to 
a lively interest in the issue and to a de­
cision on the social and moral rather than 
the financial aspect of the greatest question 
of the century. All the arguments of 
finance carry no more weight than the aver­
age political argument of the protectionist 
and the free trader, and we have faith in 
any ministry, that our intelligent country­
men may elect, to believe that they can 
charge liquor duties to profit and loss and 
still balance the general account without 
any extraordinary call on the taxpayers. If 
the cause in which our temperance friends 
are working is just, sympathizers with that 
cause have no right to condone the offence 
which is being arraigned by their apathy. 
Every voter should vote, and on this simple 
question of moral right or wrong. Nothing 
more is required by the government, who in 
submitting the question in its simple form 
have evidently considered themselves ca­
pable of grappling with the outcome.

—The apple orchards of the Valley will 
furnish a high grade fruit this year, and if 
the English market will pay for quality our 
orchardists will not fare so badly after all. 
The difficulty about shipping facilities and 
rates has not yet been overcome and tha 
conditions of transportation will probably 
remain as last year. If, as contended, the 
apple growers are compelled to pay heavy 
freights for an inferior service, they are cer­
tainly a very patient and long-suffering 
class or they would have availed themselves 
of the agitation that was promoted last year 
to better their condition. There is undoubt­
edly a lack of system about the conduct of 
this important industry that is responsible 
for a waste of money which under more fav­
orable conditions would find its way into the 
growers’ returns. A certain co operation 
is necessary among our fruit growers, before 
the best results are to be obtained from the 
trade ^nd the sooner it is effected the bet­
ter for the industry.

A Warning to Tug Boats.

Two steam tugs were detained at Digby 
last week by Inspector of Customs Jones fur 
carrying passengers in violation of the Steam 
boat Inspection Act. On Monday of last 
week the tug Pinafore of Annapolis arrived 
there, towing a email scow, on which were 
crowded two hundred and 
tiionists, neither the ecow nor tug being 
licensed to carry passengers. The same day 
complaint was made to t he minister of marine 
by the inspector that the tug Marina of Yar­
mouth had been carrying passengers on the 
harbor at Digby in violation of the Steamboat 
Inspection Act. The maximum fine is five 
hundred dollars for both master and owneis, 
and two years’ imprisonment for the master, 
in the latter case, and a maximum fine of two 
hundred dollars for towing an unlicensed 
scow, barge or boat, It is understood that 
similar prosecutions will follow all over the 
dominion where the law has been violated 
and the lives of passengers ignorant of the 
danger they were running jeopardized.

Saratoga, N. Y., Aug. 31—The following 
address ou the proposed Anglo-American al­
liance was delivered before the American 
Social Science Association at its annual meet­
ing in this ciiy to-day by Mr. Charles A. 
Gardiner, A. M., Ph. D., counsel for the ele­
vated railways of New York city. 
Gardiner began his speech by pointing out 
the aggressive attitude of Russia in the Fur 
East, and citing the importance of an alliance 
between Great Britain and the United .Stales 
in order that their immediate interests might 
be pro

“ Tnousauds of miles away from their scat 
of government on the other bide of the globe 
two great Anglo-Saxon races have met face 
to face for the Erst time in history, for Eng 
land has been in the Orient for a century, 
and America now hold» the Philippines. If 
America intends to hold the Philippines, then, 
an alliance with Great Britain becomes the 
most important problem of pur now world 
relations. It has taken the United States 
nearly a century to push her domain across 
the continent and along four thousand miles 
of the Pacific coast, and now the question 
presents itself, ‘ Why turn back from the 
Philippines?’

“More powerful than formally articulated 
alliances and more enduring than written 
treaties is the bond of interest and senti­
ment that unites the two branches of the 
Anglo Saxon race. Next to giving us the 
Philippines, the greatest blessing uf our late 
war was to rediscover Britain and America 
to each other. The two peoples now, for 
the first time in a century, earnestly desire 
each other’s friendship. Nor is this a sud­
den aspiration horn of emergencies in the 
Spanish-American war, but the result, as 
we have seeu, of economic?, political and 
lacial forces which have been at work for 
centuries. The great unwritten and natural 
laws, the laws higher than human institu­
tions, are asserting their supremacy and are 
drawing the two peoples together with an 
impulse that no human power can safely re 
bist. That alliance is even more now than 
a theory. It is j ist becomiog an actuality, 
and woe betide any man or party that dis­
regards that fact and gets iu front of an 
inexorable racial movement backed by a 
hundred and twenty five million enlightened 
sovereigns. -

“America contains to day seventy five 
million of the most ingenuous, intelligent 
and active producers in the world. Produc­
tion is far exceeding consumption. The re­
sult is that we must find additional markets 
or curtail our products. Hence our intense 
and increasing interest in the world’s coin 
merce, to which we gave scarcely a thought 
when the country was young. And wher­
ever we go, in whatever direction we expand 
our trade, there we find Great Britàiu al­
ready established, maintaining openmai k- ’s. 
forcing wide the doors of commerce and dv 
vtloping trade interests identical wi li our 
own. The area cf Great Britain and her 
colonies is 16,662,073 square mil* s, more

Nile, Nubia, Sept. 2, by camel post to Nas- 
ri.—The Sirdar, Gen. Sir Herbert Kitch­
ener, with the Khalifa’s black standard, cap­
tured during the battle, entered Omdurman, 
the capital of Madhism, at 4 o’clock this af­
ternoon, at the head of the Anglo-Egyptian 
column, after completely routing the Der­
vishes and dealing a death blow to Mahdism.

Roughly, our losses were one hundred, 
while thousands of dervishes were killed-or 
wounded.

Last night the Anglo-Egyptian army 
camped at Agaza, eight miles from Omdur- 

The Dervishes were three miles dis­
tant. At dawn to day our cavalry, patrol 
ling toward Omdurman, discovered the 
enemy advancing to the attack in battle 
array, chanting wav songs. Their front con­
sisted of infantry and cavalry, stretched out 
for three or four miles. Countless banners 
fluttered over their masses and the copper 
and brass drums resounded through the 
ranks of the savage warriors, who advanced 
unwaveringly, with all their old time ar­
dor. Our infantry formed up outside the 
camp. On4l6e left were the First Battalion 
Northumberland Fusiliers, the Second Bat­
talion Lancashire Fusiliers, and the First 
Battalion Grenadier Guards, with the Maxim 
manned by the ILiytl Irish Fu-iliers. In 
our centiu wtie ibe First Battalion War­
wickshire, First Battalion Cameron High­
landers, and the First Battalion Lincoln­
shire regiment, with Maxims wmiked by a 
detachment of the Royal Artillery, under 
Major Williams. On our right were the 
Soudanese brigade, commanded by Gen. 
Maxwell and Gen. MacDmalJ. The Egyp­
tian brigade held :e.. t v.* a::-! both iUuks 
were supported by the Maxim-Nordenfeldt 
batteries.

At 7.30 p. m., the enemy crowded the 
ridges above the camp and advanced stead­
ily in enveloping formation. At 7.40 our 
artillery opened tire, which was answered 
by the dervish rill -mun. The attack de 
veloped on the far wtst, and in accordance 
with their traditional tactic*, they swept 
down the hillside with the design ot rushing 
our flank. But the withering tire main 
tained for fifteen miuulej by ail arms in out­
line, frustrated the attempt, ami the der 
viahee, balked, swept towards our centre, 
upon which they concentrated a fierce at-

A Urge force of horsemen trying to face 
a con? iuuous hail of bullets from the Cameron 
Highlanders, the Lincolnshire regiment and 
the Soudanese, was literally swept away, 
leading to the withdrawal of the entire body, 
whose dead strewed the field.

Tiie bravery of the Dervishes can hardly 
be over estimated. Those who carried the 
fiigs struggled to within a few hundred 
yards uf our fightiog line, while the mounted 
Emirs resolutely threw their lives away iu 
bold charges.

When the dervishes withdrew behind the 
ridges in front of their camp, the whole force 
marched toward Omdurman. As our troops 
surmounted the crest adjoining the Nile, the 
Soudanese on our right came into contact 
with the enemy, who had re formed under 
cover of a rocky eminence, and had massed 
beneath the black standard of the Khalifa, 
ia order to make a supreme effort to retrieve 
the fortunes of the day. A mass, fifteen 
thousand strong, bore down on the Soudan- 
eie. General Kitchener swung round the 
centre and left of the Soudanese and seizîd 
the rocky eminence, and the Egyptians, 
hitherto held in reserve, joined the firing

* It is not my intention to discuss the ad­

vantages or disadvantages of a prohibitory 
iaw iu our Dominion, or the readiness uf our 
Canadian people for such a law. Perhaps 
too much controversy of that kind has taken 
place already. What impresses me most 
deeply at this stage of the proceedings—and 
what only leads me to write further on this 
voluminiously treated (or, rather, ill treated) 
question—is the lamentable indifference and 
inaction shown by even the warmest votaries 
of temperance.

Assuming that the principle striven for is 
in the interests of justice, truth, morality 
and prosperity, and taking r o further re­
sponsibility in making that assumption than 
the knowledge of the difference between 
right and wrong possessed by every intelli­
gent being under Heaven—it seems the 
most important points to be considered by 
those who are anxious that the ballots 
marked “ Yes ’’ may on the 29th of S^ptem 
her aggregate a strong majority of the total 
lists, are the significance of the coming 
crisis and the best means of swelling the 
affirmative ballot.

Some four years ago a similar vote was 
taken, and resulted, let us say, in a majority 
of “ Yeas.” But compare the circumstances 
with those of the comiog ballot. Interest, 
excited by the novelty of the question and 
movement, vigorous action on the part of 
enthusiastic, optimistic prohibitionists, who 
felt that a holy and virtuous government 
stood ready to drop the golden apple of 
cessfully-prohibitiug prohibition into their 
hands as soon as the people faintly breathed 
a majority of “ Yeas,”— the coincidence of 
date with a civic election which relieved the 
voter of the necessity of repairing to the 
polls for the sole purpose of signifying his 
desire for a prohibitory law, but only re­
quiring the added trouble of putting a mark 
on a piece of paper at the time of voting for 
his implicitly believed-in, virtuous govern­
ment. All these advantages, which rendered 
il natural, easy—yea, almost imperative for 
every man to add his quota to the mass cf 
influence which was confidently expected to 
sweep off the face of Canada, at least, this

In the past twelve ye 
Britain has acquired 2,000,000 square miles, 
more than tweafj times the combined area 
of the Philippines, Puerto Rico and Hawaii, 
and all this territory ii open to America on 
practically the same terms as to Gieat Bri­
tain. Even iu remu e Jiriiish possessions 
and markets we are pushing cur commerce, 
aud discuverii.g uivuld p .-ri'iiiiiiee. The 
African (.’ape Colony imports from British 
dominions aggregated Lai year $32,670,362, 
and nearly three times larger than the im­
ports from any other country were those 
from the United States, of $13.151,071. Our 
total exports to Africa in 18S8 were only 
$3,000,000, but for the fiscal year 1898 they 
were over $17,000,000. Audio China, where 
Great Britain single-handed, is opposing 
Russia, we p^ss through the doors she forces 
open, aud in her own sphere of iu fluence 
compete with her own merchants for their 
local trade. Our commerce amounts to a 
seventh of all China’s foreign trade. List 
year it was three times as great as in 1895, 
four times as great as in 1890, fifty percent 
greater than that of Germany, aud second 
only to that of Great Britain. In fact, iu 
Great Britain's own territory, as well t».s in 
the ports held open by her diplomacy and 
arms, we are her chief rival. Our trade 
ranks second to her own, and often aggre 
gates more than the combined continental 
imports. These facts need no comment. 
They establish the corollary, however, that 
if you curtail British territory or Biitish in­
fluence you necessarily curtail American 
commerce. All that trade is now seriously 
menaced by Russia and her allies in the 
East. In the present anxious position of af­
fairs may we not greatly assist Great Bri­
tain and incalculably benefit ourselves? 
XX'hat right have we to stand supinely by 
and let Great Britain fight our trade battles? 
Is it just? Is it becoming in a great nation? 
XVhat, if, unaided, (treat Britain should fail? 
XYhen the trade interests of the two nations 
arc identical, as in China, and those interests 
ate imperilled, are not temporary trade al­
liances both justifiable and nece«*ar>?

“ Another utilitarian basis for alliance is 
the maintenance of peace. The attitude 
of the European powera is now best described, 
not aa anti-American, nor even anti-British, 
but as broadly hostile to the Anglo Saxon 
race. They all dread concerted Anglo-Amer 
ican action. Aud Great Britain knows, and 
America knows, that all the nations togeth 
er could never stand against it. Europe 
will invite no open breach with two gigan 
tic world powers, conscious of their innate 
strength and elated by the recent victories 
of American arms, backed by the moral sup 
port of Great Britain.

“ An alliance between Great Britain and 
America to adjust their controversies by 
means of enlightened arbitration has already 
been introduced into practical politics. The 
time is opportune for its réintroduction If 
the friendly sentiments at XVeatminster and 
XV’ashington should be promptly utilized to 
enact a treaty of arbitration, such an al 
liance would be justified on every ground of 
common and reciprocal interests, would have 
the moral and political support of both na­
tions, and would establish a most beneficent 
precedent for the international adjustment 
of the affairs of man kind.”

The New York Evening Post, referring to 
trade and other matters which are about to 
begin between Canada and the United 
States, says :

“ When* we consider that Canada is among 
nations our third largest customer, the value 
of the goods that we sell to her being greater 
than that of our exports to nearly all the 
other states of North and South America, 
the indifference of our merchants to this 
trade is astonishing. Their imaginations 
seem to be so affected with dreams of the 
wealth of China and the islands of the South 
Sea, that the possibility of a great commerce 
close at hand is totally ignored. Here is a 
country whose trade is worth more to us 
than the trade of all the rest of the continent 
—more than all the foreign trade of the 
Pacific coast, and we can increase it enor­
mously by a simple measure of rational 
legislation. We do not need to increase 
army or enlarge our navy in order to secure 
this profitable commerce ; on the contrary, 
the greater this commet ce the more supettiu 
ous will such armaments be. The 
crack-brained military or naval “ expert ” 
would not think of frightening Congress into 
increasing our military expenditure by 
ings of a Canadian invasion, and the most 
bloodthirsty patriot would find it hard to 
maintain that we ought to force annexation 
on the Canadians at the point of the sword.

Agricultural News and Comments.

Germany offers a remarkable object-lesson 
to the world in the way she manages her 
forests. In that country about 11,000,000 
acres of forest lands are owned by the State, 
and the yearly revenue is not less than $20,- 
000,000. About 20,000,000 acres of forest 
lands are owned by private individuals, and 
their profits are almost as large. During the 
last fifty years these revenues have been 
constantly on the increase.

The number of co-operative associations in 
existence in Germany at the end of May, 
180", was 14,842, as compared with 13,005 
on May 31st. 1896. Of these 3,315 were ag­
ricultural societies. The advance of co-oper­
ation in that country during recent years 
has been striking. The membership of-these 
co-operative associations runs up in the mill-

A teaspoonful of sliced ginger root is suffi­
cient for a quart of fruit.

Peaches will not make jelly that is firm 
gh tp retain its shape when turned 

of the mould; but it is one of the mosfdeli- 
cicus sorts for cake, pudding, etc.

By adding a few pits to the akin of peaches 
and boiling them in as little water as will 
cover them an excellent jelly may be made.

Jelly cannot be rebelled without making 
it darker colored and injuring its delicious

All that is placed in glass vessels should 
be covered with paper to exclude the light. 
The latter not only causes discoloration but 
injures the flavor of canned fruit.

It should be kept in a cool, dry place.
\\ hen canned with only enough sugar to 

be palatable, it is healthful as well as appe- 
t iziug, and so should not be considered a com 
pany dish.

fed on grain and solid food. Gravel is the 
best grit if the gravels are sharp and not too 
round. The hen needs grit to grind grain 
in her gizzard. If she is fed on soft food too 
loug or too much she is not liable to require 
grit. A great deal of the so called cholera 
is nothing more than indigestion, occasioned 
by too little grit of the right sort. If the 
right kind is available the hens will find it 
aud take.just what they want.

A writer in The Countiy Gentleman gives 
the following formula for feeding ducklings : 
I’he first meal after being placed in the 
brooder is cornmeal and bran «quai parts, 
with a handful of course sand introduced 
all thoroughly mixed with cold water and 
fed in a moist condition. After they 
two days old a small quantity of soaked beef 
scraps is added. This mixture should be fed 
five times daily, but only just as much as 
they will eat up clean. They should always 
come up to the feed board lively and hungry.

Correct management is everything. Two 
meu living next to each other may have the 
same breed of cows and the same conditions 
for conducting the dairy business, but 
may make a success of it and the other a 
failure. Why? Because one puts more skil 
and intelligence into the management of his 
herd than the other. He sees that they 
properly fed, have the best of care, and that 
every little detail in connection with the 
of the milk, etc., is looked after.

How to Lacquer Brass.

“If your brass bedstead tarnishes," said a 
dealer in beds and bedding, “you can send 
it to a repair shop and havè in newly lac- 
quend for anywhere from $2.50 to $5. It 
will look as well as new and last as long."

He said it in all gravity, but there 
sort of expression in his eye which suggested 
a hidden meaning and roused curiosity.

“ How do they do it?"
“ Why should I tell you a trade secret,’’ he 

replied. “But, after all this is hardly a trade 
secret. It is common to so many trades— 
all those which use brass fittings, in fact. 
The ga^s fitter and the picture frame maker, 
as well as the furniture man, the dealer in 
grates, the candlestick maker as well all 
make use of it. Nearly all brasswork, ex­
cept that on shipboard, is lacquered to pre­
vent corrosion and avoid the labor of fre­
quent polishing. The laiquer is simply gum 
shellac dissolved in alcohol. Tnis makes a 
thin varnish, which is applied with a small 
paintbrush. Ten cent’s worth of materials 
will lacquer your brass bedstead, and an or 
dinary workman will do the job inside of an 
hour at a total cost of from 35 to 60 cents."

Canadian and American Currency.

While we are talking about an Anglo 
American alliance, a very sensible suggestion 
comes from that practical man, Mr. George 
H. Daniels, general passenger agent of the 
New York Central Railway to the effect that 
we bring Canada, the great North American 
British dependency into closer relations with 
the United States, by providing some meth 
od for an interchange on an equitable basis 
of the moneys of the two countries. There 
i® great similarity in appearance between 
the silver coins of the United States and Can 
ada, and they do not differ much in intrinsic 
or face value. Yet it is a practice of many 
corporations in the United States to refuse 
to accept Canadian money, and one often 
finds himself inconvenienced on the street 
cars or elevated lines when he tenders a 
Canadian ten-cent piece and finds it thrust 
back at him as not current, except at a dis 
count. The same discrimination against 
American money is shown in Canada.

Nothing but an imaginary boundary line 
separates us from our Canadian neighbors, 
anu in the northern counties of this state 
Canadian money, by the compulsion of ncces 
BÎty, circulates at par, because it would be 
difficult to establish a discount or to endea 
vor to collect it. It would be the easiest 
thing in the world, we imagine, to establish 
by agreement between the two countries a 
clearing house or cleariug houses, if that 
were necessary, in which the banks could 
effect an exchange, without more than tri 
fling cost, of Canadian money and American 
money. Such a clearing process Would ob 
viously facilitate sales and purchases and th« 
exchange of commodities between the two 
countries. Where is the financier who will 
take sufficient interest in this suggestion to 
put it in practical form and submit it to the 
authorities? Why should not this be .pan 
of the practical work of the commission re 
cently appointed by President McKinley tc 
consider our trade relations with Canada?—

—Strictly speaking, there is no danger in 
canned foods, except what mises from ignor­
ant handling. Canned fruits opened and 
exposed to the air will cause a corrosion of 
the tin can w hich generates a poison. Flums 
are the worst in this respect, but all fruits, 
being more or less aeiducus, will cause cor­
rosion when exposed to the air. If the can 
h opened and the contents poured into a 
glass or earthen dish immediately, there is 
no danger. It is only when the oxygen of 
the air and the acids of the fruit work to­
gether that harm results. There is no 
danger from fish, the heavy oil exuded by 
the fish when heated preventing all poison­
ous substances from forming. Canned meats 
are a trifle more dangerous, but emptying 
the can immediately will prevent that.

Loss on Scrub Cows.

How is this for the intelligent farmer who 
is considered the nation’s backbone? A sta- 
tistican of the Maryland experiment station 
investigated the cost of keep per head of the 
milk cows in some of the best counties of 
the state; also the average profit per head 
of each cow. He found that these worthless 
scrubs which the farmers were feeding ap­
parently for the fun of it made a loss of 
$2.03 per cow to the owners. How long 
wauld a merchant, manufacturer or banker 
run a business at such a loss? Yet half the 
old mossbacks who are miscalled farmers in 
this country do business on exactly that sys­
tem. Then they make an awfully poor 
mouth and say the ways of Providence 
past finding out, and try and be resigned to 
the will of the Lord, who sees fit to afflict 
them with poverty. The Lord never afflicted 
any human with poverty. It is more often 
caused by the individual’s own laziness or 
bad management than anything else.

Feeding Oats In the Straw.

Though it saves labor, we doubt whether 
there is any advantage in feeding oats in the 
straw to ordinary stock. Unless the grain 
can be ground much of it will pass through 
the stock whole and will be voided in the 
excrement. But there is an exception to 
this in the case of sheep, especially if fed oats 
in the straw in winter. The sheep masti­
cate the grain so thoroughly that afterithas 
come up and is re-chewed in the cud there is 
scarcely any loss of nutrition. It is best to 
feed the oats in the straw before any hay is 
given, and require it to all be eaten. This 
will prevent waste.

CARRIAGE SHOP Sandwiches.

Fur any kind of sandwiches the bread 
should be£4 hours old; the crusts should be 
shaved from the sides and ends of the loaf, 
leaving it nice and even. Each slice should’ 
be evenly spread w ith butter before it is cut 
from the loaf to prevent its breaking, and it 
should not be more than the thickness of an 
ordinary square cracker. A sandwich should 
be buttered so that it w ill not cake or get dis­
lodged when the slices are pulled apart.
