Old Age Annuities Bill SdCTed MflSiC Recital LAWRENCETOWN.

Mr. Fielding’s Old Age Annuities Bill 
has passed the House of Commons and- 
will probably beeome law. This is 
not an old ago pension scheme. in 
fad, as Mr. Fielding pointed out when 
introducing it, the Government merely 
gives a high rate of interest for the 
money paid by the annuitant, and 
undertakes the expense and responsi­
bility of administration. The figures 
given by Mr. Fielding in introducing 
the Bill show what annuities may be 
expected for given payments, the fig­
ures being based on interest at four 
per cent, (if the annuity matures), 
though that rate, of course, cannot 
he guaranteed.

Basing his figures on sltih an ex- 
|M*cted rate, however Mr. Fielding took 
the ease of a man who begins to con­
tribute at twenty. If he contributes 
twenty-five cents a week, he will be 
entitled at fifty-five to $87.25 a year. 
If he stops contributing at that age, 
but postpones taking the annuity till 
he is sixty, it will be $126 a year. If 
he waits till he is sixty-five, the an­
nuity will be $189.47- If he w'aits un­
til lie is seventy, the annuity will be 
£301.71. If he contributes a dollar 
a week from twenty to twenty-five, he 
will be entitled at fifty-five to 8349.02 
a year. If lie stops contributing, 
hut w'aits until he is sixty, the annui­
ty uill be $501.

If he pays $2 a month, from twenty 
to twenty-five, his annuity wT.i be, un­
til r the condititan already detailed: 
At fifty-five, $161.47; at sixty, $233.22; 
r.t sixty-five, $350.S3; at seventy, $559. 
03. If he pays 85. a month, from 
twenty to twenty-five, the annuity 
works otit: At fifty-five $403.67; at six­
ty. $582.05. If he pays $5 a quarter 
the annuity will be: At fifty-five,
x| 35,20; at sixty, $195.37; at sixtv-five 
829-l.il: at seventy* $469.23.

Independent payments are permitted.
A man may pay sums of $10 or more 
at one time, aifl he will be given 
whatever annuity the sums so paid 
w ill bring. Su'pjJose a man at twenty 

I ays in $I(R>, and never pays any fur­
ther silm; when he is fifty-five he can 
tel $36.(91 a year. Suppose he pays 
a like sum every five years, the last 
bring when he is fifty, when he is 
iVty-fivi* he will get $149.28.

If a man cannot keep up his coni 
u ibutions he will receive an annuity 
proportionate to the mnoubt lie .pays. 
If a man. when lie is fifty-five, pays 
• ltMHI in a lump sum, and waits till 
lu* is sixty, lie will lie given an annui­
ty of $96.11; if Ihe waits till he is six­
ty-five, it wilfTc $112.65; if he waits 
till he is sever■ y, it will lie 8135.39; if 
la- waits till he is seventy-five, it will 
l e $166.19.

This scheme is slightly different from 
that proposed by Sir Richard Cart­
wright last session, the age of partici­
pation having been reduced from 60 to 
55. . It will be readily available in 
all parts of the country, as it may be 
administered either by Postmasters or 
Collectors of Customs.

The best safeguard possible either for 
the community or the individual is a 
wholesome respect for the law—for the 
law is at oiice a benefactor and a pro­
tector. The" lawless individual makes 
the Jqwless community and in such 
there is no safety or protection for 
the individual. But Taws are value­
less unless they are, enforced. It there­
fore follows that each member of the 
community is responsible to every 
other member of that commute*ty for 
the '‘enforcement of its laws in the in­
terest of the public good and for aid 

*to its officials in bringing about their 
enforcement. In this connection we 
quote the editorial statement of the 
YoUfh’s Companion:—

When an official is seeking to enforce 
the law aganeit those oi high degree 
he may find himsell beseiged on every 
halt'd; close friends may piead, induce­
ments and hopes may oe hob: out for 
lessened activity; political annihilation 
may be threatened if he p.'oeoed.s. Pur­
suing steadily the course he has mark­
ed out, with the good of the people 
alone in view, such an official may 
find himself at times fairly surround 
id by a wall of hostile influences. Now 
and then, if he looks over and beyond 
to that great republic he is trying 
serve, a friendly look here and there 
or the clasp of an outstretched hand 
will cheer and encourage him oi* t 
further endeavors. He cannot exnvc 
the good opinion of those against 
whom he enforces the law. Their ill 
will is the best evidence of his sincerity 
If he stops he will be applauded by 
those he should prosecute. If he 
goes ahead he will encounter sneers 
gibes, anil calumnies. He should pre 
fer to have the approval of his own 
conscience in having done his lies' 
rather than to receive the praise of 
those who profit by his neglect of duty 
He should rather retire to private life 
conscious of having done all he could 
than, by failing to do so, receive en­
comiums of law-breakers.

Without the law the capitalist coni 
make no investments, for property 
would have no protection. His got 
would lose its value; his life would 
not be safely guarded. To.the law 
he owes all, for without the law 
woitld lose all, and he should respect 
and obey the law even when it Regu­
lates his business or limits his .earn 
ings. X

There is a difference between enforc­
ing laws for the violation of which 
there is a private injury coupled with 
a public wrong and enforcing laws for 
the protection of the public. If 
man is robbed, for instance, he will 
usually see to it that the robber 
prosecuted. If a man is murdered 
relatives or friends of the murdered 
man will generally put the machinery 
of the law in motion against the mur­
derer. In each of these instances 
there is a private injury as well as 
private wtohjt. In bribery, violation 
of the gambling laws or railway re­
bate laws there is always a public in­
jury. Laws of this kind are the most 
difficult of enforcement, and unless the 
official who represents the public takes 
it upon himself to see that they Aari* 
carried oift they often go unenforced. 
They do not enforce themselves. With­
out offidials to execute them they are 
as useless as guns in war without men 
behind them.
