If you put a drop of oil of bitter
aimonds on that part of the mouth
yoù will find t'1,at it produces no ef-
fect of any sort; you only taste it
when it begins slowly to diffuse it-
self, and reaclles the true tasting re-
gion in the middle di:ita-nc.

That is why the smnell
and taste of these pungent substances
are s0 mucli alike, as everybody
must have noticed a good sniff
at a mustard pot produces ahnost
the samle irritating' effects as an in-
eautious dose.
