MIS3SIONA R Y MÉETINGS.

T HE report of the Committee of TorontolPresbytery on *Missionary Meetings,
which is embodied in a printed circular, shows
that ample arr angements have been made for
holding iàfse - during the pre sent winter. Lt
gives us ýpleasure to notice this, as the con-
gregations'generally look forward to these
with eager expectation. The rule is that the
missionary m~eeting is sure to be well attend-,
ed. To our mnd, there can hardiy be a more

initeresting spectacle th,-,n to see the number
of teams drawn up at the country church on
the occasion of the annual missionary meeting.
When the weather favors the delightful loco-
motion of sleighing, it is instructive to watch
the glad companies when the stopping of the
sound of the merry belîs announces their ar-
rival at the church door. There is such warm
greeting, such earnest enthusiasm,such evident
expectation of an unusual treat. But while it
is true, that to enjay the missionary meeting
to the utmost, we must go to the rural parish,
.yet we find that it is by no means unpopuiar
with the. city congregations. Indeed, it is the
more notewortbxy that with ail the compelling
an-d attracting influences of town life, the mis-
sioina ry meeting does not altogether lose its
hold upon the affections of the people. Lt * is
right and proper that it should be so, but the
very abundance of enjoyments which the city
affords would naturaiiy be deemed inimical to
the success of such a meeting.

From what we know of the matter, the
ministers rather enjoy the annuai tour through
the parishes. It is to them a season of happy
re-union., The brethren enjoy the opportun-
ity of seeing one another away from the ordi-

nay outine of -pastoral work, or from the
busines-s of Presbytery. The gathering of
fiiends in the manse not only furnishes the'
occasion for the exercise of episcppal hospi-
tality as enjoined by the apo.-tle,but it allows
the interchange of courtesies and kindly greet-
ings and spiritual communion, the absence of
which Ly reason of pressing duties and cares
every minister will deplore. The only thing
we wouid suggest to future committees in
making these, missionary appointments, is to
distrîbute the ruling eiders for speaking pur-
poses among the congregatioiis. The eiders
at the Halifax AssemWy made a just outcry
against being ignored on committees and
otherwise. A warm, loving address from an
elder-fuil of sympathy with missions-would
sandwich the speeches of ministers to great
advantage. Were the ruiing eiders recognized
generally in this way, it wouid bring them and
the ministers into dloser relations. It would
aiso etiabie both classes 'of spiritual rulers to
dome into contact with congregations other
than their' own. That of itself would be a
great gaini.' Both- the, members of sessions
and the several churches would corne to know
each other better, and the consequence would
be that congregations would no longer deem
themseives îsolated, and separate from the
Presbyterian community. Each congregation
would becorne interested in ail the other con-
gre gations. Eiders from beyond the particu-
lar church in wliich the missionary meeting
was being held, would be recognized on the
spot as men of officiai, standing in the Pres-
bytery.

Missionary meetings, however, are still of
more importance when we consider the ob-
ject of their appointrnent. It is to give
minisqters, and eliders aisoan opportuinity onf
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the territory whlch its name represents. lIt
must help these when their work assumer>
congregationai proportions to buiid sanctu-
aries, school-rooms, and if possible manses.
The young congregations which are being
pianted, the Assembly must cherish and aid,
as a mother suckles her tender offspring. But
the work of extension does not end with the
goodly heritage which the Chûrch has receiv-
ed from the Lord. In the view of Spiritual
workers, National boundaries are as uireal
as longitudinal and latitu.dinal Unes. The
moment we love sôuls, we'step across the âne
with wondefful unconsciousness. So that
the Foreign Mission Field, though dis-'
tinctive, is identical in point of interest and
pressing necessity with the Home Mission
field. Congregations as a rule will listen with
delight toaddresses which 'deàti lwth'tfi4s
great work of preaching the Gospel to e;very
creature. 0f course, tôô,~ they wiil 1ikeý pleas-
ure in listening to information concerning the
important matter of the coming ministry of
the Church. They ought, ther'fior,'to know -

ail about our schools and colleges-the kind
of teaching -that is goingon in tliese-the
character of the men who are about. to be
sent forth'to occupy until the Master corne.
Ail this and every thing elIse -of interest in
connection with these subjects, wilI be care-
fully laid before the congregations. Those
who speak cannot fail to press home' upon
their hearers their responsible conntection with
ail this work, and to urge the lofty motives by
which.- the members should be actuated in
contrîbutingto these different schemes.- With
such meetings iind with such sçýeêches;ý,as iV,'e
have described, it is no wonder that usually
the missioflary, meeting. is flot,çlosed without
giving those present anl opporimity of acting
impulsively upon the reasons which have been
furnished to contribute of their-, substance to
the Lord, and it is gratifying to, know that
generally the response. is worthy of ý4e occa-
Sion.-.

An addition to the ordiiiaty staff of-speak-
ers is. this year made in the Éhape ofmrinisters
from without the Presbyteryi. -who have' been
designated by the Boards to address fnéétings
in Churches for missionary. pqrposes.. This
will add very much to.the interest of the
missionary. meetings of this yee~, where the
arrangement can be made to receive both the
Preshyterial and Synoçbcal' delegates atone
and the same time. -But it will hardiy 'be
possible, in the cities at ail events, for congre-
gations to enjoy this happy bl1éndingqf talent.
In the case of Toronto it has been proposed;
to hold one or two general meetings io *which
ail the congregations in the city would be
invited, and which would be convened in one
or more of the churches. In'this way the'
Synodical speakers would be given the op-
portunity of addressing a general' meeting of
the congregatiolis, and* thus we think would
notf interfere with the regular missional-r
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ai witl bc carricd out, raid we sulaIt then look
forward witli earnest anti prayet fi expecta-
lion to aî success likec thal which u1 'warded tht'
efforts of <'tir à1ontrata frienits.

colored silk, wvas somnething ratier splendid.
Nowv our pets bave their doll's shoes in ail the
daintiest tints of morocco, stitched and but-
toncd nicely enougbl for a baby's foot, and
some of tbcrn are large enougbi for it, too.

There are little boots with heccîs, for wvalking;
slippcrs, in ail varic tics, for dress occasions,
common tics for snorning iwcar, and, in short,
a compiete outfit for tlhese miniature people,

-they neyer %%car out their shoes. There are
quite a number of dolls' shoe factories in this
country, and thecy use Up first the scraps froru
the larger shoc factories, wvhich uscd to bc
wastcd, also scraps from the book binderies,
and thien a good deal of wholc stock.
