LATEST CABLES.

Catro, Jan. 7.= The Khedive is dead. e had been suflering
{fogn intluenza which developed into congestion of the langs.
This was complicated with a enrdine affection and this afternvon
he succumbed.

The death of the Khedive was entirely unexpected, It was
stated this evening that he was in no_apparent danger from the
attack of intluenza, when suddenly  the complication set in and
developed with startling rapidity. Two physicians were in at-
tendance, but they did not uppear to realize that the Khedive's
condition was critieal until this morning, when it became known
that the ruler of Egypt was dangerously ill.  Groups of people
gathered at the gates of the Helorian Palace, where the Khedive
was lying. At 6 o'clock this evening (Cairo time) a bulletin was
issued stating that the Khedive wasdead. e will be succecded
by Prince Abbas Pacha, his eldest son, who was born July 14,
1874.

Loxpox, Jan. 8.—A despateh to the 7omes from (aivo says:
“ The Khedive had been ill for a week and had been treated for
gimple intluenza until Wednesday, where an acute disease of
lungs ond kidueys supervened.  Three European doctors were
summoned and every known remedy was administered without
sueeess.  The Khedive suceumbed after o long period of insensi-
bility.  The Vicercine is inconsolable over his death and has re-

tired to another place.

The heir to the throne, Abbas Pacha, has attained his major-
ity under the Mahommedan kaw.  He has displayed ability and
foree of character.

The present Cabinet has the condidence of the country.

The T'omes, in connnenting om the death of the Khedive, sayvs
that the aceession of a youthful ruler affords a good reason why
England should have a tighter hold on Egvpt.

The Standard says should the Sultan consider the time oppor
tune to re-open negotiations he will find that while we entertain
a punctilious respeet for his Suzerain rights we cannot expose
both him and Exypt to o repetition of the dangers from which
England alone rescued the.

The Dix Neuvienne Siecle of Paris, foresceing that arguments
like the foregoing would be advanced by tae British, demands
that the powers combine to prevent the placing of Abbas Pacha
under English tutelage.

Mouamuep Tewrik Packa, Khedive of Egypt, was born Nov.
19, 1852, baing the eldest son of the late Khedive Ismail. e
succecded to the vice-royalty of BEgypt by a deeree of the Otto-
man Empire June 25, 1879, upon the forced abdiction of his
father, and received the investiture on Angust 11, Ileis the
sixth ruler of Egypt in the dynasty of Mohammes Al Pacha,
who was appointed Vali or Governor in 1806.

Since his appointment the Khedive has acted in close harmony
with the British authorities. He was a loval and henest man,
was neither erucl, vicious, extt wagant nor an intriguer, ana was
thus as far as character goes & very paragon wmmnony Khedives.
Tewfik married on Jan. 18, 1873, the Princess Emineh. daughter
of the iate E1 Hami Pacha, by whom he had two sons and two
daughters.  He behaved with noble devotedness during the ont-
break of cholera in 1833 1 in company with his wife he visited
the sick and dying, in spite of the remonstrance of his Ministers.

Stockuony, Wan. 5.— O=car 11., King of Sweden, is danger-
ously ill in his palace in Stockholm from a severe attack of in-
fluenza, and shows no sign of improvement. His lnngs are
affected and great alarm is felt at s condition. During the
King's illness the Crown Prince has acted as Regent of the
Kingdom.

Osear 11, King of Sweden und Norway, was born in 1829,
and in 1857 married Princess Sophia, dwughter of Duke Wik-
helm Nassau, by whom he had four sons, the eldest of whom,
Gustaf, Dube of Gothland, was born in 1858, King Oscar held
the rank of Lieutenant-General when he aseended the throne
1872 as the suceessor of his brother, Carl XV, He has followed
the liberal poliey of his predecessor, enlarged the liberty of the
press and made many reforms.  Tn 1878 he was elected a mem-
ber of Fraukford Academy of Seicnees on aceount of his trans:
lation of Goethe's Faust. . .

Niw Youk, Jan. 5—The Herald corvespondence at Valpariso
says that it is reported that the Chilian  Government has
cabled orders to Minister Montt at Washington to make a sin-
cere apology to the United States for the unfortunate n!ul de-
plorable attack tpon the Baltimore sailors on Oct. 16 last.
Others matters which have been in dispute between Chili and
the United States are to be speedily considered by the new Ad-
ministration.  From semr-oflicial sourees it is learned that the
reason why the Santiago police are kept in the viennty of the
American legation is that the Intendente of the city 1s In daily
reeeipt of letters containing threats to burn and sack the lega:
tion The Government desires so have the police near at hand
so as to prevent the exeention of such threats. Senor Belisario
Pratt has been appointed the new intendente of Santiago. At
the time of the fall of Valparaiso his name was prominently
mentioned as o candidate for the Presidency.

Panis. January 6.~The trouble in the Tangier district of
Morocco and the dispatehing by the British Government of two
warships to protect British interests m Tangier ]!:l.\'-il\\‘zllil'm‘(l
a feeling in some quarters that England intends adding tH her
tervitory by the foreible acquisition of part of the Sultan of
Moroceo's dominions.  The Cyele demands that the Government
dispateh the Mediterranean squadron to Tangier to prevent the
British from earrving out any design of an aggressive l‘ll:ll’:ll'l}"".

Taxoieg, Januwary 6.—The revolt of the peasantry in Tangier
against the exactions of the Bashaw have assumed great propor-
tions. threatening the hives and property of Europeans,  Three
tourtsts rade in from the interior Monday and vouched for the
fact that 17 of the Kahible districts, containing thousands of
tighting men, have revolted.  Early Monday morning the leaders
decided to resist the foree that the Sultan is sending to support
the Bashaw.  Great anxiety is felt here lest the Kahibles should
attack Tangier, hoping to embroil the Sultan with the powers.
Her Majesty's ships the Grappler and the Thunderer have ar-
rived and @ British fleet is on its way from Cadiz.  The consuls
have agreed to ask that a large foree of blue jachets be lamjvd
for the defence of the city.  The Sultan’s force numbers 500
men. It is approaching Tangier accompanied by a committee
to enquire into the gricvance of the Kahibiles. Bashaw Sid
Mohomed 1s an arrart conard and lochs himself up and also his
soldiersat sunset in the citadel, leaving the town anguarded.

Paris, January 6.—According to the latest aceounts of the
condition of M. de Mupassant there is little hope of hisrecovery.
He is suffering from general paralysis. His recent novel,
« Horla,” was wntten winle he was almost deiivious with neu-
ralgia and his condition imparted to the work a nightmarelike
character.

of Blessed de In Salle wete as well known here as it is abread, it wounld
not find young Catholivs as zealous to embrace tne voeation which it
oftfers them as it has fuund, I do not say m its nateve Irance, bat in
our kindred America.  Itis an Order of Schoolmasters, a Congrega-
tion which ennolles and glorities the teacher’s ealling by meking it a
religion.

Although in some of its charactensties the gystem wight now com-
mend itself to robust Buglish Protestantism, there eun be no doubt
that, se far as real education goes, the Brotherhood, as & whole, are
not surpassed, apd in few cuses equatled, as educationists.

Finally, let me conelude ths mtroduction with the words of the two
principad Irizh Prelates. Thus wrote the Archinshop of Dublin, in
August, 188G

My dear Dr. Kavanagh—,

I have great pleasure m writing, at your request, to express my)
guod wishes for the suecess of the newly established Irish Branch of
the Freneh Congregation of Brothers of the Christian Schools.

As yey, 1o beheve, the Brothers have charge of but one sehool in
Llrelwd, your own partsh school of Kildare.  The accounts that have
retched me from tiwe to time, of the admirable manner in which
they discharge their duties there, give me good reason to feel confid-
ent that an extension of thewr work threughount the country will pro-
mote the interests, not only of education, but of morality and of re-
ligion.

If 1 have called Blessed de la Salle the Founder of Free Fducation,
it would be a nustahe therefore to suppose that none had attempted
anything lihe the work of the Brothers of the Christinn Schools before
hum. The Church had always Inhoured zealously to provide educa-
tion for the puor, but the difficudty Iny in obtaining teachers. The
duties of the clergy would not allow of their giving more than u gen-
eral supervision ta such work, as expenence continually proved.  They
were freed, accordingly, to employ such laymen as offered themselves ;
and these tou frequently were httle competent for their work, if they
were not {as  frequently would happen) of bad character.  Curiously
cuaagh, gils obtamed the advantage of teaching Orders before boys
associations of women devoting themselves to that purpose throughout
IFrance.  Attempts were made on behalf of boys; by Gerard Groot,
for instance, & Canon of Utrecht, whogave up his living, devoted him-
self to preaclimg, and founded a Community called the Brothers of
the Common Life, who had primary schools where they taught chil-
dren the Cateclusin, readmg, und writing. The brothers gained their
livelihood by copymmg out books. Their lnstitute was approved by
Gregory X1, in 1976,

In 1597 an Aragonese, Joseph Calazanctius, came to Rome and was
on account of bis learning named a Doctor in Theology. As a mem-
ber of the Archeonfraternity of the Holy Apustles, which distributed
alms to the indigent, he came to see the state of wretehedness and
ignorance in which the children of the poor were living and the dis-
astrous effvets on their moral eharacter. The schoolmasters rdusod
his entreaties to undertahe a veforn unless their salaries were lagely
increased, to which the Senate would not consent ; nor coul Uhe tind
any Rehgious Order whe would devote thewselves to thiz purticalar
work., Calasanetius then undertook the work himself, in November,
1397, and opened the first publie free schooi at St. Dorothy’s in the
Trastevere,  Two priests joined him, and svon they collected some
hundreds of childrer, who were taugl t Catechism, reading, writing,
and arithwetie, and were supplied free of charge with buohs, paper,
and all uther things that were neeessiry.  The sehoul was ramoved
from the Trastevere to the Paluczo Vestri near Sant Audica dddla
Valle, aud here St Joseph Calasanctius formed an association of
priests who desoted thewmselves with him to the iustruction of the
poor. He reeeived the title of Prefect of the Pious Schools, and these
scheols soon reckoned over une thousund pupits.  ‘The Congregation
was recognised in 1607 by Paul V,, aud was erceted mto & regalar
Ordor with the three orlinary vows, and a fourth by wlich they de-
voted thewselves to teaclhung,  The Order bore the nane of Clerks
Regular of the Poor of the Mother of God for the Pious Schouls, or,
more briefly, Scolopit Fathers,  St. Josepn Calasanctius died in 1615,
at the age of mnety two, aud liis schools did good serviee and still
st bat they did uot continue specially vestricted to priwary educa
tion. They developed into Colleges, whose teaching now eatends
from reading and writing to all th- higher branches of education.

MGR. FREPPEL-- A FRENCH CATHOLIC CHAMPION.

Is the last issue of our excellent cont-mporary, the Boston Liepubliec,
appears the following sketch of Monsiguor Freppel, the eunnent Prenels
cetlesiastie, theologian and prelate.  The views be held on Frauch
pohitics and State socialism are well worthy of careful perusal by us
in this country, as mving the positon of the Church in France and
its relation to publie life.

A notable figure dropped out of the ranks of living Freneh cedes
iastica the uther day, when the eloguent, accomplished and zoloas
preiate of Angers, Right Rev, Charles Ennle Freppel, was called to
the reward of Lis many and feaitful years of serviee in bebadf of re-
ligion and education,  Over a score of years ago this istimguished ee-
clesiustic, by his crudition, his eminent piety and his activity in all
movements that concerned the interests of Catholic Franes, won hun.
self o leadimg place in the very fore front of the battle which even
ihen the Catho'ies of Franee were waging with the infidels and hun
dred plotters who were Jeagued against the cause of religion and good
govermuent ; and he maintained that prominent pusition up to the
day of his death, taking a leading part m the qmte recent debates and
agitations that resulted from the efforts of Cardinal Laviserie and
other prelawes to cut away from the mouarehial attachuents wlich
fiom time immemorial have been elaracteristie of so many Freneh ce-
clesiasties, and to establish 1 ce cordial relations brtween the Catlio-
lic Clhiareh and the republican form of goverument that for years past
has peevailed in Frauce.  The death of sueh 2 wan would be a heavy
national less to Catholie France, come at whatever time it nught , and
cotning now, whees the agitation relative to the attirude the eleray
should maintam toward the govermuont is still, i a wmeasare, un-
settled, aind 15 Lihely to retram so for a time at least, because of the
foulish und anwartanted action of the authorities i prosceutiogg the
Arvchbishop of iy, hes demiise is 4l the greater a calamity, aud his
loss will be all the more heenly felt in thuse cireles wherein lus in.
fluence was always gieat and salutary,

Sixty four years ago the st day of June Bishop Freppel was born
at Obernal, and havimg early shown a disposition to study for the
mitstry, he was, aftee completing bis clementary education, sent to
a theological seminary wind ordained a priest at the close of his diviuity
course. In botls college and seinary young Freppel displayed such
marked talents, and showed himself so diligent in lus studies and so
zealous in the sacred calling hie had chiosen for his carcer, that it was
freely predicted that he wasdestinedto attain high honorsinthe Clireh,
and m his case these predictions woarefully verified in after years.  Step
by step hic aseended the lndder of ceclesiastical promation,becuming seon
alter his ordingtion an honorary canon of the Cathedral of Nutre Dame,
at Paris, oue of the coveted places of the French metropulitan veclesi-
asties, and one which usually insures higher honors to the churcl-
aman who attains i, The «uperior seleeted him to be the Tenten
preacher at the chapel of Tuilleries in 1862, awld even then the future
Bishep gus « evidence of possessing that remarhable cloguence which
ho displayed so often inlater years  Ilis appointment to a deanery
in the Chareh of St. Genevieve, that famous Larisian shrine, followed
five years later, and in IN69 he was summoned to Rowe by the late
Pius IX., who was then arranging for she Vatican council, to prepare
the matter, in co-operation with eminent theologiaus from all other

parts of the Catholie world, that was to be submitted to the considera-
tion of the Fathers of the Council.

Bishop Freppel that was to be was i attendanee at the last ecu-
menical counal at Rome when a vacaney oceurted in the French
diocese of Angers, and the Emperor, remceinbering then the cloquent
cation wWha, cight years before, had preachied the Lenten conferenees
ab the nuperiad chapel, and unndful also of the many esedlent worhs
he had sinee aceomphished, nounuated him, 25 1t was lus privilege to
do, for the widowed zees The womnmation was readily contirmed by
Pias INL and Mousignon Preppel was aecordingdy conseerated at Rome,
Mareh 8, 1570, and touh past, as a prelate, i the subseyuent sessions
of the Vatican counetl, winel gathering he was i attendanee at pre.
vicusly s i theologian only. Conung bach to lus diocese after the
intertuption to the council’s sittings, wiuch followed the Predinontese
unvasion ol the Eternat City, Monsignor Freppel adimimseered the
Aungers diveese up to the date of s recent deatis, and Ins admimstra-
tion, lihe all his other undestahuigs, was a smgalarly suceessful one,
resaltng an the great advanceent of the eawse of veligion e all the
parishes saliject to s episcopal Jurisdietion.

The French prelates Luve always been more o less prominent in
political matters, as they needs wust be i a country where the Chureh
and State stand i such redations as they do in France, and Mon-
stnor Freppel was no excepiion to the general vale. The Legitinnsts
ol Brest clected him as thewr deputy e 1851, and re elected him four
yeuts later s and s admivable eloquence, combmed with the firm
staid hie alwans touh for the vight moall detates that arose e the
Chamdbnr of Deputivs, soon won e a greatar promioence thau at-
tached to any other eeclesiastie delegate, a pronanence which was
enhaveed by the fact that it was not alone in tne legislative hatbers
that the Bistops of Augers made his voiee hemd, but frogquently
spuhe and wrote on political matters outside of that assembly, and on
all oceastons showed himself to be an indefatigable defender of Catho-
lie rights.

Let us quote some of the lunented prelate’s most reeent declara.
trons as showing what attitude he took upen the prominent politicad
isstes that have lately arisen in France, A year ago, receiving the
cu~tutary visit of honut and congratulation whiel Vrenel elergymen
pay their prefates on New Year's day, the Bishop said to them, re-
tetring to some miquitons legislation by the Chamber of Deputes
 Qur army presents @ sight at the present time without a parallel in
the Chutstian world. By an iniquitons law of esception, which ban-
1shes chiaplains from its ranhs, relggon s demdd a place under the
French flag. Under the eircumstances the enly ceurse for us to pur-
sue, catisistent with honor ard consciener, is to remain on the defen-
sive. I order to present a good front to their adversaries, the
Cathohies of Franee should form wmong themselves a compact phalanx,
not in the spirtt of party polities but 1 tue intevests of rehgion, and
this in thar respective dioceses, and under the guidanee of their
bishops. Such a wnion of Freneh Catholies, in union with their
pastors, would carry into effeet the wishes of the Holy Father m this
respeet, and it would also allow us to hupe for better days for the church
in I'rance.

Farhier still by some months, referring to the leclaration made by
Cardinal Lavigerie in his famons speech at ihat breakfast which he
tendered the ofticers of the French miny at Algiers, the eloquent

fact, the password of the regime, to such a point that from the first
to the last, no mazistrate of the Republic unow lares to pronounce
the nawe of God, and all that, without the appearance of the least
sign of 2oy change in the dominant party.  Yea. venly, the Republic
Lias ade its trial, and the time has come to declae boldly that it is
the daty of the clergy and the people to adhere unreservedly and with-
out afterthought to a regime which is marked out to th v gratitude by
such benefite !

1t was such eapressions as these that led to the statement that the
reason of the visit Monsumnor Freppel paid to Reme early in the year
Just ended, was to appeal to die Holy See nut to sanction the policy
vutheed by Cardinal Lavigerie in lis Algiers speech.  Before quitting
Angers, however, the cloquent prelate declaved that the Catholic
Chwrch regarded all legitimate govermuents favorally, and was by no
means cotnitted to a monarchial restoration or auy attempt in that
direcction. 1t was evident, though, that the Angers prelate did not
regand with favorable eyes the e of policy wlich the I'rench Re-
public s of late years pursued in regard to the Church, and few
can blame him for that.  Doubtless he represented matters as they
actually steod to the Pope when he visited the Eternal City last Feb-

ruary, atd thas was the message wineh he brought back from Rome
to the Fraueh Catholies @ ¢ The Holy See desires that the entive epis-
copate, amd ¢onsequently the clergy, aceept the form of government
selected by Franee for herself, and lavor in concord to render Chris.
tian the existing legislution,  With rexpeet to the luity, the Holy
See exercises no compulsion.  She sincerely desires union among all

In Pans Monsignor Freppel was oue of the prime movers in the
foundauon of that Catholic association which lately started there fer
the study of social and  political problems, aud the members of that
ussoc.ation, at ity first meeting, clected the Bishop their presdent
atnd nominated as first vice-president the well-known Parisian ec.
clesiastic, Monsignor D'Hulst, other prominent members bemng Pere
Forbes, Pere De Besse und Abbe Fichaux,  The aim of this associa-
von was said, at the time of i's formation, to be directly oppusite to
that of the societies wineh @ svocated the views on State socinlism
supported by the Comte de Mun and his disciples; and one of its
first declarations was to this effect : ¢ As Catholics, we feel bawd to
use our utmost emdeavors to prevent Catholic IFrance from following
the example of Protestunt countries, in which State legislation seeis
the ouly means of arnving at results which should be the work of
private charity aud philanthropy,” a pretty plaim disclainer of any
leaning toward state sceialism in more than one direction.

Spuce fails us to do anyuung like justice to the xaany admirable
books of which the lamented prelate of Angers was the author, or to
more than menton the fact that, in his contributions to the leading
Freneh publications be showed himself a ready, forcible and logical
writer.  As before remarked, the death of Monsignor Rreppel 15 a
nattonal loss for Catholic France, and a loss that will be feft all the
more severely because 1t comes at & time when that Catholic nation
needs lus services perhaps more than it ever did during his vwhole
career.

WIHAT DO THE IRISH SING

¢ Trasn, mostly, and treason,” will be many an Englishman's, and,
for the watter of that, many an Irishman’s reply. Not so, perhaps,
if he has had the fortune of reading in the Nineteenth Century of sume
years ago Sir J. Pope Hennessy’s answer to the question, * \What do
the Insh Read > This distinguished Irishiman has in his article
printed, perhaps, a little treason ; but no trash, as all must confess,
suve those who are judges neither of trash nor treason. I hope many
Eughslunen, and many of mny own countrymen who have shured with
me the disadvantages of an education m England have read that
admirable article, and have laid to heart its lessor——a very serious one.
1 may be pardoned, since 1 is very much to my purpose, if I give the
following extract. A Munster parish priest 1s speakmg -

< If you go by the test of literary taste and knowledge, those work-
mgmen of the couniry reading-rooms, and those shop boys and clerks
of the eiry, are no longer the lower ¢lusses.  The young men eduented
at Ozcott or Ftonyhurst--sons of pious fathers and mothers—young
gentlemen who may be seen in the smoking-room of the Munster Club,
or at the races, or emulating the style of some of the military mash-
ers  these are not nowadays, from a hterary point of view, our upper
or middle class youth.”

Then follows o Jung list of the books now most popular m the
reading-rooms comprising the works—iostly historical aud biograph.
ical-—of Mac(ieoghegan, McGee, Dufiy, Macaulay, Justin McCarthy,
Leeky, Mitehel, Sullivan, Maguire and so forth. A contrast this, to
* mashers' ' list where Quida, Zolu, and, rubesco referens, George
Moure, bear away thewr unbluslung honours.  But it 1s not of Irish
reading that I wish to treat in this article, but of Irish singing. We
have been always allowed the credit of being musical.  1f it were
ashed on what grounds this credit vested, the answer would probably
be: <« Oh, the Irish melodies —Moore's mclodies ; they are enough
for any nation to be proud of. Of course the Irish are masical.”
Well, we de not disclaim Moore's melodies.  They are—both the words
of the moldern poet, and the anctent airs which those words have at
ance enfeebled and immortalized—a coslection of national lyries which
we challenge the werld tu equal.  But they are not the songs of which
Irishmen arc prondest or fondest. They are not the songs thut are
oftenest sung by the people. A few of them are truly and deservedly
popular ; but by far the greater number of them are already forgotten
as songs, and survive only as lyrics. The truth s, they were never
racy of Irish soil.  Some of them, indeed, will make the Irish heart
beat fast to the endof time ; but most of them live caly as sweet ballads
—matehless in fancy and felieitous expressicns, but wanting, as their
author was, in that honest fire andtruth and courage that alone can ast-
ingly move a nation’s heart. Irish litterateurs will ever prase tivem; bug
Irsh voiees will choose, and have cliosen, the songs of better, if not
more gifted men.  Moore himself, in lines themselves most touehing,
and wedded to an air perhaps the sweetest of all the Irish mdclodics,

has told us the secret of his charm and of his failuve. * Dear Harp
of My Country” is his tender good-by to the work of fitting words to
Irish music. Apostrop Lizinghis *own lsland Harp,” hesings:—

*The warm lay of love, and tho light note of gladness
Huave wakened thy fondest, thy liveliest thnll;

But sooft hae thou echoed the deep sigh of sadness
That even in thy marth it will steal from thee still?

‘That sadness of Moore's was the sudnesss of despuir.  In the inner
life of Ireland « the sweetest lyrist of her snddest wrong' took little
iuterest.  True, he had wntten- in hig ** mirth,” we may suppose—
those prophetic wordg, so often fondly rvepented in Ireland ;—

*'The nations hiave fallen, und thou etall art young;
Thy sun is but nising, when others are set:
And though slavery's clouds o'er thy morning hath hung
The full noon of freedom shall benm round thee yet
Tirin, O Erxin ! though long in the shade,
Thy star wiil shine out when the proudest shall fade.

But the first glimmorings of that light appalled the snugly- nested
smger, and, msteud of greeting it with a paan, he lamented 1t n a
dirge :—

«"Pis gone, and forever the light we saw breakung,

Like Heaven's first dawn o'er the sleep of the dead—
Wheu s man, from the slumber of ages awakenny,

Luoked upward, and blessed the pure ray ere it tled.
“T1s gone, and the gleams 1t has left of its Lurmng

But deepen the long night of sarrow and mourning
‘Lhat dark o'er the kingdoms of earth s returning

And darkest of all, hapless Erm, o'er thee.”

Such unhealthy hoplessness, even thus exquisitely sung, could not
stand agamst the young fresh voices that were then procluiming
Ireland's second spring.  Sad for the pust—those voices would not
have been Irish f that minor strain had not been in them--they were
ever full of courage and glad anticipation for their country’s future.
From end to end of Ireland, to this day, are heard the songs wineh,
more than speech or manifesto, roused the people to that s-lf-reliance
and trust in the final prevalence of justice, which brought the nation
sufe through the durkest hour of hor history.

Tom Davis' lines were, indeed, the voice of the nation. Never was
there a tenderer muse than his ; but never, when he wrote of Ireland's
future, was there a bolder :—

* Let the feeble-hearted pine,
Let the sickly spirit whne,
But to work und win be thine
While you've life
God smiles upon the bold : .
So, when your flag’s unrolled.
Bear it bravely till you're cold
In the strife.”

Lines like the following were not without their effect :—

« Let the coward shrink aside,
We'll hiave our own again ;
Lot the brawling knave deride,

Here's for our own again?
Let the tyrant bribe and lic,
March, thre ten, fortify,
L.oose his lawyer and s spy
Yet we'll bave our own again.”

1 do not know a more popular or & more pathetic ballad than Davis’
« Annie Dear "—a mournful love-song up to the very last verse,
when the rebel lover passionately weeps double bereavement—of wife
and country .—

* Far better by thee lying
Their bryouets defying,
Than live an exile sighing

Annie dear!™

But there are other songs as popular as any by Davis, which were
written m the days when the cause of Irish nationality was supported
by the mwost gifted and pure-souled of Irish thinkers, ana which are
sung now by those who sill stand by that cause. *« Sliabh Cuilinn **
wis the signatory to some of the most stirring of all the "4t sons, as
they aro called. He died recently, after having held the exulted posi-
tion of Judge; but we may safely suy that his conntrymen will romember
« dSliabh Cuthnn’ when the honest judge and refined man of letters
is forgotten.  The song, ¢ Qurselves alone,” sounds much more like
that of 2 Land Leaguer than of a judge of the Land Court ;-

« Remember, when our lot was worse—

Sunk, trampled to the dust;

"F'was long our weakness and our curse
In stranger aid to trust,

And if at length we proudly trod
On bigot Iaws o'erthrown,

Who won the struggle? Unacr God,
Ourselves—OUnsEIVES ALONE.”

In the troubled days of Fenianism s poor peasant was brought
before a country court judge in the North of Ireland to answer to tho
charge of singing = seditious song. The song was read in court. Its
sirongest verse ran thus :—

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* My boyish ear still clung to hear

Of Erin's pride of yore,

Ere Norman foot had dared pollute
Her independent shore;

Of chiefs lonyg dead who rose to head
Some gallant pa riot few,

‘T1ll all my aimon earth beeame
‘'o strike one blow for you,

T'o strike one blow for you.

It was * Shabh Cwhnw's song of Young Ireland days that the
prisoner had sung.  But why does the judge's kindly voice falter in
passing sentenee 2 Can fie be the water 2 Ah, my Lord,

o Tempora mutantur ot nos mutaemur o dles”

I have Leard that, though the sedition was held proved, the noor
singer went free; for the judge, men say, was scarcely pemtent, and
Ins heart romained what it always was,

No rebel song ever had such a suecess in Ireland as Ingram's famous
ballad, * Who Fears to Speak of Ninety-Eight 2 The wrnter holds
now un honored position i Trimty College, Dublin, an mstitation
which, 1 spite of extraordmanily adverse imtluences, has ever been
the nursery of sturdy and intelhgent national spinits.  There is seareely
a social board in Lreland at which that voiee from ¢ O1d Trmity™ has
not been heard ; and only those who know the power of such a song
in Ireland can understand the strength of this single link between the
Protestant University and the hearts of the Catholic peaple.  There
15t hope- shall T eall it @ belief ? - cherished silently t Ireland, that
a day of resurrection is not far off when the promuse of such songs
will be realized, and when it will appear that the Irish hearts that
beat 1 hostile cawmps were never reatly far apart, never entirely false
to the noble stirrings of former happier days,

Fully half the songs that the Irish sing ab present were written in
the days of the Youny Ircland party.  The lurger movement of more
recent times has not been without its lyric muse.  True, there was
something too coldly practieal about the land agitation to give mach
inspiration to the poct.  The one great song that became, in those
day s, the national song of the people was not of the League.  * Goa
Save Ireland T, . Sullivan’s lyrie of what the great mass of Ins
countramen think the ** saddest wrong™ of the sad Fenian days—was
the simple tale of the execution of Allen, Larkms and O'Brien, in
Manchester, on Nov. 28 1867. The air was an American one, and
had become popular in London. I remember well the amused contempt
with winceh the singing of the song was met by an Frglish fiiend who
at once chorused it with the latest music hall veleam.  But there s a
proud ring in the air, which fits perfectly the indignation and the
defiance of the Irish poet's words, and which made those words histori-
cal. It isnot hard to understand the power of such a verse as this :—

« Climbed they up the rugged stair,
Runy thewr voices ont in prayer:
Then, wath Englaud's fatal cord around them cast
Close beneath the gallows tree,
Rirsed like brothers lovingly,
Lrue to Home and Faith and Freedom to the last,
*God save Ircland,’ prayed they loudly ;
¢ God save Ircland,’ snid they all:
* Whether on the seatfold lugh
Or the battletield we die,
Oh, «hat matter, when for Enin dear we fall "

There 1s another sony, sull ofien heard 1 the Seuth, that 1. D,
Suilivan wrote in the same troubled year. A gnime humor is 1t
that was rehished at the tinre.  The subject was the remarhable antlux
Just then of Americans, and the name of the soug (no one could clann
elegance for it) was * Square-toed Boots.”  The Government had
threatened to arrest the suspicious-looking strangers : -~

“But now the news has travelled far across the sea,
Ol Unele S has heard it aud amaghty man is he,
Through all las huge anatomy o thrall of auger shootx,
And like thunder comes the stamping of hissquare-toed boots.
And Johony Bull grow, tearful, as surely well he may,
When up the ginang rises, and strides across his way ;
For past experience whispers, what no “ater fact refutes,
Thnt there's terrible propulston in Ins square-toed boots.”

Such lincs are, perbups, not pleasant reading; the humor is too
saturnine, and s uot a fair specimiin of the writer's usual hindly vein.
I remembier that at the last festive gathering at which 1 heard that
song. 1t was fullowed by one that has always been a favorite, wnitten
by the same author— « R. C. C.,” the imtials of * Roman Catholic
Curate.” This isa verse :—

* Hig heart isnear the people's hearts.
He knowa their wrongs, hic feels their smarts,
He sees tne tyrant’s crucl arts,
Aund through hig veins cach outraye darts,
Oh! firm and true as steel is he,
Tho calm, courageous R, C. C.!
The friend of truth and liberty,
The youthful patriot R. C. C.*

“T.D.,” as he is called through the country, was the poct of the
League, To tho splenndid march of tho Southern army he set the
now well-known words :—

s T T T T T T T o T T s

* Hurrah! hureah! for home and liberty!

Hurrah! hureah ! the truth shall make us free!

Rawe 1iton your banners, boys, for all the world to see
God made the land for the people!

Many of these songs, which, from the pages of the Nation, wero
copred weelk by week into scores of papers in Ireland, Ameriea aud
Austraha, and sung wherever his countrymen are to be found, were
written in the House of Commons. Mr. Sullivan, clected to muke his
country’s lnws, aud doing his part wherem devotelly, prefers the more
important as well as more congenial task of waking her balluds,
Phat busy pen would be watehed with greater interest if men in West-
minster knew that it writes the songs of o people whose nature it1s to
sing when they are most in earnest, and to place, as in days of old,
the national poet before even the nationnl soldier.

‘I'be ballad singer has always been a favorite m Ireland.  No fair
or warket, no ruce meeting or political meeting is complete without
him. e often composes the song he sings, and if it takes the fancy
of bis hearers, he rapidly disposes of the slip copies.  No event of any
mterest passes without 1ts billad ; uo here remeins unsung. 1 haveo
before me o rudely printed sheet which I bought on the streets of
Thurles one spring evening. It s a fair specimen of the class. A
coftin appears at the top of the slip, and the lines open thus:

» Once more ths week doss Carey wreak hus veagence on ainsnkind,
And once agan we seo with paw the black tlae i the wind:
Another dupe compelled to stoop to deeds of win atd shatne !

God help my wife und family, Dan Curley is my name.

On the gatlows Iugh I'mforced to die and leave my happy home,
But hope to meet with mercy sweet from God in kingdom come,
Out from my heart ere I depart there's ono advice 1 m giving,
To shun unlawful meetings, and to trust in no man living,”

The batlad ends with an appeal for the prayers of the hearers .

*‘Fo the Loued abosve, that, thro' the love He vears fur all manhind,
He 11 purdon me on the gallows tree, and that I'll mery find.”

All are nct so mild as that. Though often coarse in expression,
Irish street ballads are, thank God. singularly pure, and the priest
generally comes to hear at once of any impropriety, and stops the
danger on the spot.  Treason is of course plentifuly sung—if that
can be called treason which 1s simply the untutored expression of
passionate loyalty to the old country and wholesale defiance of her
foes. I remember the magistrates of a town in the County of Tipper-
ary being called on to pass judgement on two boys for singing e rebel
song, from which I cull the following :—

*‘Then brighten ap your ritles, boys,

And see your blades are keen,

And rally in your thousands

* Neath our own immortal green.

Like soldiers of true frecdom
We'll tight for liberty ;

And with flasking blades and ritles, boys.
We'llmake old lreland free!”

The inaictment described the ballad as ¢ caleulated to excite Her
Majesty's subjects, and bring the Government of freland into con-
tempt " The boys were rightly scolded for singing this ** obnoxious
production,” wineh, though sung in South Tipperary, came, they said,
from Belfust.

Bt these yuotations and remarks mast end.  If the subject vequired
an apolugy | could find one m the fact that one good song in Ireland
Lias even tow more power over the people than a dozen speeches and
even than many serinons ; and if it is objected that this article,’as a
whole, 15 not comfortable reading for some of the subscribers to the
I. E. Record, Ianswer that 1 have tried to put before them, not my
views. but some mmportant facts indicative of the sentiments of 2 people
with whom sentiment is paramount. It may comfort some to know
—uwhat the songs that the Irish sing sufliciently prove—that the pre.
valing sentiment in Ireland now is one of self reliance and hope.—

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CATHOLICS IN MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS.

‘Tur municipal eleetions of Monday last proved & Waterloo to most
of the candidates whose  misfortune ** it was, municipally speaking,
to be Catholies,  Ward No. 1 was nat tiue to itself when it fuiled to
re-elect Ald. Pape, o 1nan infimtely superior to at least three of the
elected candidates, and whose vecord in the couneil during the past
year was untarnished. In Ward No. 2 Mr. P, O°Connor, for a new
man, made & very fair run, being Gthin a field of eight.  No Catholic
was in the fight for No. 3. Ward No. 1 rose superior to partizan-
slup. and re-elected Ald. Win. Burns, placing him second on the list,
against one of the strongest and ablest list of candidates in the city.
It did well.  Ald. Burns, during the past year, proved himsz1if one of
the best men in the council, and this year is eatitled to, and should
insist upon reeeiving, the chairmauship of one of the standing com-
mittees.  Ihs abilities fithim for it.  And the fact of his having been
returned, last year at the head of the poll, and this year, against a
streug combination, nearly so, is proof that ke has the foree of his con-
stituents at his back. The Catholie population--one-sinth of that of
the city—also desire thut a representative of theirs be vecownized and
honored thus.

Itis a travesty on the fifth ward that such men as Ald. Bell and
Bailey should be elected as representatives over the head of a business
man of Mr. T. K. Roger's staning, a man whom, we are safe in say-
ing, is in every way the peer of those elected and whose only draw-
back was the fact of his being a Cathohie, and a onscientious one.
We would not wish to wuestion the motives of the other Catholic
gentleman who came ont at the last moment, but he must have been
aware that whilst he had no possible chancee of election for hiwself,
his action, by splitting the vote, went a long way to defeat Mr.
Rogers, some of whose supporters foohishly lost eart and abaudoned
him, in o vain eudeavour not to throw away their votes. The sixth
ward did better, and re-elested Ald. Maloney, thereby showing appre-
ciation for faithful services in the past and which Ald. Maloney's
course in the future will wo donbt further show to have been good
Jjudgment on the part of the ratepayers of our most western ward.,

Mr. Fleming has been elected Mayor of the city of Toronto
for 1892 by a plurality of 350.  We wounld have preferred to have
seen Mr. Osler clected as hie is infinitely the hetter man, but
evidently the citizens or Toronta do not wish a strong husiness
an and able financier to be their ehief magistrate.  So much
the worse for Toronto.  The ane redeeming feature is that the
Orange eandidate, My, MeMillan, who bore the pseudonym of
“ Honest John™ was badly  defeated. The complete retuwrns
are Fleming, $,622; Osler, 8,272; MeMillan, 4,746; and
Beatty, 603.

APUSTOLIC SUCCESSION.

Ax animated and very interesting controve -y is just now beng
carried on in the columms of the Mail between r’rofessor Clark and
Rev. Hugl Johnston.  Subject : Fpiscopal succession and validity of
holy orders as conferred upon mmisters of the ditferent uud divergent
Protestant  denominations.  The learned Professor, after having
proved from Scripture and fradition the deetrine of Episcopal Sue-
cesaon, and the necessity of the sacrament of Haoly Orders, which he
cluits tor the Anglican chureh, rather mjures his own eause by yuot-
ing from Frederick Maurtee a3 saying : * Whatever we may think of
the Apostolic Succession as & doetrine, at least it is havdly possible
to deny it as a fact.” To this Rev. Hugh Johnston retorts, * But
the learned Professor does not need to be told how radically incom®
patible ave his philosphical and theologieal teachings with the views
vither of evangelists or UHigin Churchmen.  Maurice uses words simply
an the prineiple of accommodation. e ealls the ministers of his
church piests, und when the question is asked * do they offer a sacri-
fice, and offer it on behalf of others?’ he answers, ‘no. On the
same prineiple he aflirms that they have a real absolving power; but
whep be explmns himself he only means that in their mususternal
capacity they make & representative declaration asif in Christ’s name,
of His willingness to pardon and absolve all that come to Him. As
if each Christian had not the power and right ‘o <ay as much of his
fellows."”

Inthus shov oy the glaring mconsistencies it canuot be denied but
that the Methoaist preacher has the best of the argument. The
argumentad hominent employed so suceessfully by theevangelist against
the pretensions to the priesthood of Anglicans would avail nought and
have no foree whatever aguinst an upholder of such seriptural doctrines
who is & believing wember of the Catholic Church. Tothe question,
does a priest of the Cathoh: Chureh offer up a sacrifice ? the answer
must come: most certainly he does offer a true, real, propitiatory
sacrifice for himself first, as St. Paul says, « 4 then for others.
“ For every high priest taken from among men, is ovdained for men
in the things that appertain to God, that he may offer up gifts and
sacrifices for sins; whe can have compassion on them that are iguor-
ant and that err, because he himself is compassed with infivmity.
And herefore onght he, as for the people so also for hims ¥, to offer
for sins.””  The same unequivocal answer must be given to the honest
inquirer on the reality and eflicacy of priestly absolution in tl ad-
ministration of the sacrament ol Penance---as in the conferving of
grace through Jesus Christ in the other sacraments iustituted by Him
for the sanctification of souls.  The Ritualists » 1 High Churchmen
of the Anglican persunston are much to be pitiee when tuey lay claim
to the priestly oflice, and prove the necessity of such as heing the
distinguishing mark of the true Church; and yet wre obliged to con-
fess that they exercise no priestly power cither in offering up sacrifice
or in absolving from sm.

In proof of the untenableness of Prof. Clark’s position, Rev. H.
Johmston criticises Dean Milman's argument ** which," he cays, ** is
so irresistible m the mind of the Prefessor.” IFor on the question of
Apostolic Succession Dean Milman differs from Mosheim, Gibbon
and Neauder, though he says, ** there are few pointsin church history
that rest on more dubious and imperfect evidence."

The Dean says on the succession: ¢ While I am inclined to con-
sider the suceession of bishops from apostolic tites to be undeniable,
the nature and extert of the anthority wiich they derived from the
Apostles ure altogether uncerwain,  The ordination, or conseceration,
whatever iv might be, to that oflice, of stself cov (yed neither inspira-
tion nor the power of working miracles, which, with the direet com-
wission from the Lord Humself, distinguished and set apart the
primary aposties from the rest of mankind. It was only in a very
limited and imperfect sensge that they could, even in the sees fonnded
by the Apostles, be ealled the ~uccessors of the Apostles.”

Neither Dean Milman nor Rev. My, Jobnston seems to “nderstand
the differance between Apostolic and Episcopal Suceession.  The
Church of Cheist is Apostolic, not simp’y Episcopal, and the bishops
are successers of the Apostles ouly in the respect tlat the Apostles
were bishops, uvd can transfer ouly the Emscopal. not the Apostalie
succesiton.  The Apostolate is above the Episcopate, and is uader
God, the origin and source of all authority inthe Church. Our Lord
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placed, as St Paal tells us, the Apostles first, that is made the Apos
tolic anthority the sapreme authority m the Chureh.  Bishops, a3
Dr. Brownson says, * do not, by the simple fact that they are bishops,
participate in this anthority, for no bishon can tacitly peaform the
episcopal funetion until authorized or nssigned his jurisdietion by the
episcopal authority.

The gift of inspiration or the power of performing miracles was not
confined to the Apostles for we read that Stephen, who was not even
@ priest, much less a bighop, but sunply o dencon, * was full of graco
and fortitude, and did great wonders and signs among the people.
And uot only had he the power of miracles, but he was also mspired,
sinee it is written i the book of Acts that : e bemg full of the loly
Ghost lovking up steadfastly to Heaven, saw the glory »f God, and
Jesus standing at the vight hand of God.” Several holy personuges
both in the old and new Pestament were inspired and yet were not
Apostles. Thus was the Blessed Virgin Mary inspired when she 1n-
toned the Macsirievr, aud Zuchory was filled with the 1loly Ghost
when he prophesicd, suying : ** Blessed be the Lord God of Israel :
because e hinzh visited and wrought the redemption of 1lis pevple.”

So that little importance is to be attacled to the authority of Dean
Milman, when he commits so patent and so flagrant an ervor in main-
taining that ** the ordination or consecration, wheatever it might be, to
that oflice, of itself conveyed neither inspiration nor the power of
working miracles, which distingwished and set apart the primary
Apostles fram the rest of mankind * when venerable patriarehs and
Young converts suchas St. Stephen enjoyed both the gift of inspiration
and the power of working miraeles. It is absurd for Dean Milman
to say that the pessession of such gifts and such power distinguished
and set apart the primary Apostles from the vest of menkind,

It is authority and jurisdiction which the Apostles transuntted ta
therr suceessors, and not the gift of mspiration or the power of doing
muracles, both of which are independent and apart from the ordinary
work of a Bishop.  The humblest man on carth may be inspired of
God and perform miracles, be he priest or layman ; but he would have
no authority in the chureh, or jurisdiction to administer the Sacra-
ments, unless he obtained it from competent authority and was duly
commissioned by a Bishop enjoying the rights and privileges of Avcs-
tolic suceession,

Rev. Hugh Johnston derives mueh comfort from the unsatisfactory
and contradictory teachings of several eminent Protestant authors on
the Apostolie origin of the Episcopate.  Thus Pflederar said « that
if the P “oral Epistles are genuine then such apostolic origin cannot
be de, But because they do establish such doetrine he doubts
their authentieity.  Whereas Dishop Lightfoot aceepts these Epistles,
tut sees nothing of sacerdotalism in them. The Rev. gentleman fin-
ally appeals to sentiment as his last and most powerful arenment
against the pretensions ot the Anglican professor to Apostolic origin
and uninterrupted suecession of Episcopal jurisdiction, as Felonging
exclusively to Hight Churchmen of the Protestant Establi-hwment in
England.  We do not believe, says Mr. Johmston, m any wagical
cantation, any mechanicai suceession, any ministry of the leweer.  We
believe that the chureh is free, comprehensive, umversal, and that
differently organized bodies way yot belong to the holy Catholic
Church.  We ask you to recognize our ministers as the ministers of
Jesus Christ, and to recognize in them the works and the truits of the
spicit of grace in just as full measure as you behold them among
yourselves,"

1f Professor (lark believes in the snerament of Holy Orders and the
necessity of Apostolic succession in the Episcopate, it will be very
diflieuit for him to comply with the moedest request of his Rev. antago-
nist, ¥ho looks upor Holy Orders and the laying of hands as noth-
ing better than a piece of mechanism or a magieal incantation. The
Rev. Hugh Johnston should have more faith in the Scriptures than in
mere sentiment or rhetorical flourishes.  They tell him that ¢ no man
should take the honour to Mwmself but he that is culled of God ag
Aarun was,”  St. Paul again sks how can they preach unless they
are sent,” which means commissioned by those in authority, having
power to give jurisdiction.
