—Winrmes an agent can deprive a company of business for
the procuring of which it has paid, was the question involved in
the suitof W, ., Dangaix against the Scottish Union and Na-
tional,  Dangaix having been discontinued as agent of the. com-
pany seeured from 73 policyholders orders for cancellation of
their policies with assignment of return premiums due.  These
visks he placed in other companies. The Scottish Union and
National refused to pay return premium,  Thereupon Dangaix
sued the company aud obtained i verdiet in his favor, and,on ap-
peal, the Supreme Court of Alabama sustained the dedision of the
lower court.

—A preisioy has been rendered in the lobster canning case of
Wurzhurg ve, Andrews which has boen watched with so much
interest in the Lower Provinces, Wurzburg alleged that he
purchased a quantity of canned lobsters from defendant, the lat-
ter guarantoeing that they would keep for 9 mouths in Burope,
and would be free frem smut.  Wurabueg’s partner aceepted the
lobsters after inspection in 1891, The jury found that the lob-
sters were free from smut when delivered, and the question con.

sidered was whether the warranty in the contract applied to the

smut for the 9 months, The jury found in favor of the plaintift
for $000 damages,

—T1 Antikokan district, in which recent discoveries of iron
ore have been made, may be of interest to American ore pro-
ducers. It is stated that wonderful beds of ivon ore have re-
cently been outlined by the diamond drill in that district, Re-
ports comparing that find with the Lake Superior iron deposits
state that it has the flat stratum of the Mesabi added {o the regu-
lar formation of the Marquette and Vermillion vanges. 'This dis-
trict is located within easy shipping distance of T.ake Superior
portg, and the Canadian Pacific road stands ready to assist the
shipper by affording low freight rates. With free trade between
Canada and the United States these ores could be easily landed
at Lake Iirie ports at a very low cost.

— T past week has developed no important changes in the
general situation of grain interests. But little relief has been
had from 'the prolongation of dry weuther, the offects of which
are more positive in many localities. The month of October has
been remarkable in the United States for u practically unbroken
condition of fair, dry weather, absence of periods of low tem-
perature and stormy conditions liable to mark this period in the
year, and notably high temperature prevailing for a portion of
the time. This has oceasioned some lears concerning fly iy the
wheat crop in the more advanced stage ol growth, Lut it is not
yet definitely known that the extent. of such drawbuacks to the
crop will prove important,

—Taerrers from the United States say that Bessemer pig has
held its own since the recovery of a week ago of a portion of the
ground that had been lost, In foundry iron there is a fair de-
mand in somo selling centers with indications that conswinption
is increasing, though slowly. The chief Southern producers are
endeavoring to hold prices in the territory in which Southern
jton has no competition. In other markets they are meeting the
low prices made by Northern furnaces. In Chicago, in pursuance
of this policy, loeal coke furnaces are not having the field so
completely to themselves, In most instances Pittsburg iinishing

COMPULSORY ARBITRATION.
Arbitration as u means for.the settlement of disputes
arising in the productive industries was the subject

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the commission appointed by IPresident Cleveland to.
investigate the causes and results of the gréab railway
strike oi last summer, he is ]nmcuhl]y well qualified
to spealk upon the subject.

Mr. Wright's opinions on the subject of compulsory
arbitration are particularly pronounced. e holds that
arbitration by its very meaning impljes the absen.e of
all foree or compulsion, and the willing nequiescence of
both parties to the dispute,and hence that one might as
well speak of * voluntary” coercion as of *compul-
sory” arbitration. When arbitration means a volun-
tary arrangement into which each party enters of its
own free will and agrees to abide by the decision of
those to whom the dispute has heen submitted, its
value in removing the ecauses of strikes cannot be over-
estimated. Butcompulsory arbitration is a very differ-
ent thing. It would mean forced submission of the sub-
ject to a tribunal in which neither of the parties might
have confidence and whose verdiet neither wmight he
willing to accept. It would thus lose its character of
arbitration at once, and resolve itself simply into a
court of revision.

Nor is this the onlyargumentagainst the proposal of
compulsory arbitration.” The difficulty would be fo fix
the point at which the principle and its application
should stop. If the eourt of arbitration is empowered
to fix the rate at which the workman must reburn to
work, and the wages that the manufacturer shall pay,
why shonld it not go a step further and fix the price
which the purchaser shall give for the goods they pro-
duce? By fixing the price of labor the court would
practically fix the price of the goods, and, as the con-
sumer will not pay the price if he can obtain the goods
cheaper elsewhere, the only logical conclusion is that
the court should have the power to make it a penal
offence for the consumer to buy at a lower price than
that asked by the manufacturer. This of course,
would be manifestly impossible, and hence the whole
fabric of the scheme of compulsory arbitration falls to
the ground.

"Po show the result of working under such a principle
the Chronicle cites the following example :-—A manu-
facturer employs 5,000 men and pays them $2 o day.
Under the stress of hard times, or of competition, or the
lack of demiand, he finds he is no longer able to pay $2
and therefore proposes a reduction to $1.80 per day.
The men oppose the reduction. They say they cannof
live for less than $2 a day. The employer is then sum-
moned to court. The court after a full investigation

. finds that the manifacturer is right, and that the men
must aceept $1.80.  'The men are still unwilling. How
is the court to enforee its decvee against these 5,000
men? Now reverse the operation. - The conrt decides
that the manufacturer is wrong, and that he must con-
tinue to pay the men $2-a day. What is thesmanufac-
turer to do? If he refuses to obey we may suppose the
court will levy upon his property and close up the es-
tablishment. 1f, on the other hand, he undertukes to
respect the decree, he finds that he is'operating at a loss
and in the end he is forced to close up anyway. 'There
is one other alternative ; he can raise the price of his

‘competitor,
the death of:that man’s industry and of all industry. .

+ It is'evident then that the prineiple -of compulsory
arbitration, however specious in theory, wonld become

-successful, i
turn as the final arbiter in labor disputes.

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The great majoriby of wheab growers in those countries
look upon their crop more as a guarantee against actual
sbarvation than as a source of profit. 'I'hey feed them-
selves oub of their erops and sell the surplus to purchase
bheir simple necessaries. There is nothing else they can
produce which is so certain of ready sale for cash as
wheat, and consequently they arecompelled to adhere to
its cultivation no matler what the price offered to them
may he. U'he argument that, when it no longer pays to
grow wheat, the arca devoted to it must shrink, and
production will thus he curtailed, does not apply in
bheir case aball.  They cannot abandon their farms and
go o other pwsuits.  Ior one thing they are always
reluetant to give up their land, and for another thing
bhey are afraid to abandon the guarantee against star-
vabion which their crops atford.  So they meet the re-
duction in prices by a reduction in their expenditure,
and as bheir receipbs go down they eurtail the cost of
their living until they reach the irreducible minimum
ol the Tndian farmer. They are protected against hun-
ger, and nothing else can drive them from Lhur farms,
It is not like manufacture, or indeed any case in which
capital is employed and a return upon that capital is
necessary.  In all obher industries there comes a point
ab which the profit on production is no longer able to
provide food for the workers, and then production censes
ab once.  This cannob happen in the ease of whent-
growing, and henee, it it he restricted atall, it will only
be \\'l”l exceeding slowness.

“The L|l('.t])l‘ll|llg and exfension of l,1'unportatlonhm-
lities is another factor in keeping down wheat values.
The Grans-Siberian railvowd has heen extended to Tomsk,
passing through 700 miles of magnificent wheat land.
The Kirghiz steppes, which have been famous for wheatb
since the days of 'umerlane, can now he [Larmed sys-
bematically, and next year this new source of wheat will
be weompebitor in the already over-erowded market; and
so far from any restrickion in acreage having taken
place in the older producing countries, it scems to be
raflier on the inereuse.  This evident then that the low
priee does nob curtail the growth of wheab. It simply
cuts down the comfort and restricts the civilization of
bhe farmer. [t does nob reduce him toformal pauperism
as ib is understood in Burope. His house is his own and
built and vepaired usunlly by his own labor. His food
is plenbiful, for he waises it himsell. Ouly now and
then does some ealamity sweep away his evop or earry
off his domesbic animals. His clothing is cheap and
otten fashioned at home, He can, in fact, live alnosh
without money, and in some parts he does. Conse-
quently he can continue cultivation long after prices
have sunk heyond the point atb which they are profitable
from a capitalist’s point of view, and, as he must do it
for his stomach’s sake, the production of wheat is bub
little lessened by even a serious fall in prices.

What shrinkage has oceurred in the wheat area hus
been exclusively in Bngland and Anieriea, and on farms
where hired laborers are employed and where the pay-
ment of wiges has been rendered impossible.  Buf this
shrinkage has not yet had the effect of checking the
Lall in prices. The inerease in population is another
hopetul factor in the marlet, yebthis increase has been
going ou for the past deeade without brightening the
outlook for.wheat. In fact the only hope at-present in

view for the wheat-grower is the possibility of & Buro--

pean war, or some similar calamity. As the great bulk

- of his elass cannot quib the soil, theivonly alternative is

to resort o mixed farming wherever bthab is possible, or
to rigidly reduce their comfort to the level of their re-
turns. In Canada and the United States, where farm-
ers are largely of an intelligent and educated class, this
change in agriculbural methods is steadily progressing.
They cannot compete with the Russian moujik and the
Indian ryot. Bub this has not decreased the production
of wheat in the olderco untries and hence the prospect of
any immediatbe rise in values seems very dubious at the
moment.

THE BOOT AND SHOE TRADE.
"The boot and shoe manufacturers of this city speak

hopefully of the situation. The country trade seems to
be straightening out, and the feeling is improving both

“in the city and in the West. Of course the volume of

trade is not as large as it was last year for although
the travellers are sending in just as many orders, they
are for smaller amounts. Merchants throughout the
country are purchasing cautiously, and compelling the
mukers to earry their stocks, and hence, even if the
improvement is maintained until the close of the
year, it is doubtful it the total will reach the figures of
1893. Some houses, say that their trade so far is fully
equal, or even superior to that of the corresponding per-
iod of last year; but the majority of makers cannot
say as much, and most of them expeet to see the over-
turn of 1894 fall from 10 to 20 per cent. under that of
1893.

Like all hranches of Canadian industry in w]uch the
bulk of the material employed requires to be imported,
the prosperity of the boot and shoe manufacturers de-
pends largely on the equitable imposition of the tariff,
The better grades of leather and of linings, the threads,
buttons, eyelets, hooks, ete., must all be purchased in
foreign markets. Most houses buy only common
leathers and the lower grades of linings from Canadian
tanners and cotton mills. All the rest must pass through
the hands of the customs. Consequently any inequality
in the tariff bears very heavily on the trade.

Portunabely the recent changes in the tariff have all
been in the direction of lessening the burdens upon this
industry. Under the old tariff, duties as high as 800 per
cent. were enforced on articles which never had been
made in Canada and in all possibility never wiil be. The
duty on shoe buttons costing 20 cents per great gross
in New York was placed at 5 cents per single gross, and
from 25 to 30 per cent. was levied upon eyelets. All
these absurdities have heen swept away. Buttons, eye-
lets, and hooks are now on the free list, and the hoot
and shoe manufacturer has one less disadvantage to con-
tend with. The duty on linings is still a source of com-
plaint, and manufacturers elaim that the imposition of
25 per cent. on plain and 30 per cent. oncolored linings
is more protection than the cotton mills have a right to
enjoy, considering that they only make the common and
ordinary grades here, and that all the better class of
linings must be imported from Eugland or the United
States. Still they are fairly well satisfied; for they have
a tariff protection of uhout 8 per cent. on an average.
Theduty on sole leather is 15 per cent., and on upper
le.l,Lhel 17% per cent., while that on the finished producb

to find o fmn demand in this eity. The constantebb and
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flow of tourists and visitors of the better classes from

both England and the United States has perceptibly

changed the standard of dress, and we have now a large
and increasing class who desive a showy article dnd are
not veluctant to pay a good price for it if it comes up
to their expectations. Tt is to this class that the im-
porters of American shoes look for their customers, and
its growing influence in the Boston and New York
markets is shown by the opening of stores by American
firms in this city in order to hring. their makes before
the Canadian public. In the long run this does no
harm to our shoe mannfacturers. It begets a spirit
of emulation, and incites them to make better and
more artistically finished goods. But it bedrs heavily
on the smaller custom-made stores, and these are com-
mencing to find their trade seriously diminished by the
influx of high class American boots and the establish-
ment of large, handsomely furnished stores for their
sale ab retail in this ciby. Bub in these days of concen-
tration and contraction it is al\vtys the small maker
who suffers. His more powerful rivals can aiford to he
satisfied with a nuwrrower margin of profit on aceount of
theiv larger out-burn, and when they are forced to cub
into his frade in order to bring up the average of their
carnings, to exploit new sources of profit, or to dispose
of their surplus product, their ability not only o cub
prices but to display o much larger and more varied ns-
sorbment of stoel, always militates severely against his
chances of success.

A REPREHENSIBLE PRACTICE.

A case of mueh interest to the commereial press oc-
cupied the attention of the Court at the last Brantford
Assizes. Unfortunately the jury disagreed, and hence
the-point ab issue was not decided j but the ecircum-
stances of the case tally so accurately with the exjeri-
ence of every journal endeavoring to chronicle the
latest movements in the commercial world that it is
worthy of more than passing mention.

It appears that in November of last year the Eapositor
of Brantford published a news item to the effect thab
oue of the merchants of the town, a Mr. Henderson,
had sold out his business. The item was incorreet, and
My. Henderson went at once to the Eapositor office and
stated so. The publishers arranged to publish a: cor-
rection and Mr. Henderson went away perfectly satis-
fied with his interview. Subsequently he met a barris-
ter of the town and, if his testimony is to be relied on,
that barrister not only told him that he had good
cause for action, but intimated that he would conduct
the suit for him without expense. These facts came
to the ears of the editor of the Kapositor, who wrote an
article detailing the ecircumstances, and reflecting
severely on the harrister. The résult was the action

Tnstances are within the
knowledge of every newspaper proprietor of the exis-
tenee of this practice, and it is admittedly one of the
serious disadvantages under which a paper desirous of
giving the latest and brightest néws is compelled to
labor,

practice is a general one ab the bar.  Happily the great
majority of thabt honorable profession would shrink
from the bare snggestion of it. But there un-
doubtedly exist in their ranks men who are neither
worthy of the confidence of their brethren, or of the

community. There still are Dodsons and oggs among

their number, and cases are still carried on with the

same agreement as to costs as was exposed in the fa-
mous trial of Bardell vs. Piclkwicl,
of the hundreds of honorable men who practice at the
bar if a few black sheep have crept into the profession.
They existin every stratum of socieby, and we conld no
more expeet the legal profession to he free from them
than any other branch of the community. But of late
they have practised their methods more openiy than
hevetofore, and henee the vemarks of Mr. Justice Mue-
mahon are not untimely. In his charge to the jury he
said bhat o barrister making such an offer was doing u
thing that was adwmittedly disreputable, and he left it
for the jury to say whether the application of the word
“vulture” to sucha person should he considered too
strong. . The jury were -unable to decide upon this
point ; but, there ave few conmunerein! journals who
would not consider it a mosh appropriate title.

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self upon the gathering of grist harvests, as if prosper-
ity were therehy assured.  This is not always the case,
Peace and plenty do not always insure prosperity, or
what is called prosperity by this conntry. We have
lately heard @ good deal about the “failure” of the coru
crop. It has not failed, hut will be a moderate erop.
In consequence the price of corn has largely advanced,
and it is probable this moderate corn erop will repre-
senb a greater money value than the very large erop,
which was promised and predicted in June last, would
have commanded had it been secnred. Furthermore,
bhe advance in the price of corn has brought about a
considerable rise in the price of hog and hog products ;
and hog, one of the staple commodities, can he produced
from wheat, which is selling not only lower than ever
hefore, hut lower than corn-—a fact which is unprece-
dented.  This sbate of things will resulb Juter on ina
henefit to the producer, very likely, by enhancing the
price of wheat, and it is not impossible atter all that
bhis “ failure of the corn erop™ may prove a veritable
hoon !

But the business of the country, considered as a
whole, continues depressed and unprofitable. The
sebblement of the tariff question has not changed this
condibion. It is nob intended to deny that some in-
berests direchly affected by the tarift have been relieved
by itssettlement; bub they are insignifieant when the
business of the whole country is considered. Lliere was
a sentimental feeling, which prevailed to some exbent,
bhat, the tariff sebbled, business must, of course, revive;
and a small spasm in the divection of lmprovement was,
for o moment, evident; hut the settlement of the tariff
has nob changed, or in any  way affected, the value of
cobbon, ecorn, wheat, or hog, or placed the producer and
the “wage-carner” in a heiter position to hecome good
customers and make demand ; it has, however, together
with Ghe adjowrnment of Congress, removed two dis-
turbing elements.  Some other mabters, too, which ag-
gravabed the situab.on are no longer present. The ex-
treme anxiety eoncorning the gold supply or reserve,
and the general fear and doubt, have disappeared. The
Labor question, though not solved, is less threatening.

The new tarilt, in one respect at least, has worked an
injury ; namely, in eausing the abrogation of recipro-
ciby breaties. 'L'he principle of reciprocity is popular in
bhis countbry, and deservedly so.  Without question it

“is indorsed by a majoriby of fhe people, irvespective of
party. The very word itself is of & synonyme for
soundness, wisdom, mutbual benefit, comity. "T'he abro-
gabion of the reeiprociby breaty hetween the United
States and Cnu;u]n, which oceurred years ago, was a
serious business misbake, and a political mistake as well.
Sinee that bime, wnd after o long period, Congress recog-
-nized the prineiple again, and reciproeity treaties have,
in late years, been made with several foreign countries,

though not yet again, it is to he regretted, with Canada.

[n every case this treaty has been found advantageous,
not only to the manufacturer, but to the producer and
consumer also.” Under it exports, especially of natural
products, have largely increased, while the free imports
have been an advantage to the consumer. Because of
the duties levied against them by the new tariff, both
Spain and Brazil have abrogated this treaty. So we are
again set back in this matter of reciprocity,and another
business and political mistalke has been made. It may
not be easy to renew these treaties with those countries,
even should Congress desirve to do so.

1t is appalling to see how important matters touching
the welfare of the whole country are lost sight of by
the Congress in the serambling contests of special and
political and personal interests. Nothing comes so near
causing despair of the republic as these contests, and
the very peculiar and undignified manner in which they
arc carried on. There was never a period in the history
of the country, probably, when the interests of business
were so keenly sensitive to the conduct and methods
and tone of Congressional deliberation and action as in
the period now passing. There is a growing distrust,
an increasing fear, of legislation. Chambers of Com-
merce and Boards of T'rade are obliged to he constantly
alert, and fecl it necessary to take action in regard to
matters which ought not for a moment to have any
standing in legislative councils, and fo urgeattention o
others which scem likely to be overlooked ; and so, in-
stead of devoting their entire abtention to their own
more legitimate affairs, it is more or less diverted in
watching and protesting to the Congress. 1t is a duty
of these hodies, of course, to keep themselves informed
in reference to affairs, and to utter their opinions when
necessary. or proper ; hub this ought not to be necessary
very often. The growing tendency to legislate for
party ; the apparently growing belief on the part of a
minority that its legitimate duby is to hamper and
harass and possibly to defeat-the will of the majority,
even thongh the proposed legislation may be wise,—is
an unfortunate peculiarity of modern politics, and is
disturbing to business affairs. This ecriticism may be
applied’also to State legislatures to a considerable ex-
tent. Tt looks very much, somebimes, as if it were
party first and the counbry afterwards.

The prosperity of a country depends upon the pros-
perity of the many, not upon the-prosperity of a few.
A perplexing and serious question has arisen. in con-
nection with the startling growth in this country of
great nggregations of capital, as to their good or had
effect : the formation of *trusts,” as some are called;
the consolidation of great corporations—railroad cor-
porations, for instance. Within a few days an elabor-
ate article has appéared in one of the magazines advo-
eating the consolidation of all the prinecipal railroad
properties into one system, or, at most, three systems.
It is very questionable if great business combinations,
whether corporate or otherwise, are beneficial on the
whole to the country. They are more likely to be in-
juriouns, even if they can be well managed, which is
doubtful. Consolidation begets consolidation and con-
centration of power. The larger the dealer the greater the

congcessions he demands and receives, and the smaller

dealer must go to the.wall. "It is undoubtedly - better
for the country when busiriess of fifty millions of dollars
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per annun is divided among fitty firms than when this
amounnt is done by one firm ; and decidedly hetter for

the purity of polities. Notwithstanding these difficul-

ties, business will revive and flourish. ‘L'he savings, the
economies, bhe.convulsions, of the past three years have
made this possible ; and it may not prove a wild pro-
pheey now to predict that the next five years will wit-
ness an era of great prosperity.

THE CANADA® SHIPPING CO.

At a special general meeting of the shareholders of the
Canada Shipping Co. held in this city on Monday last, it was
unanimously resolved to wind up the eompany. Messrs. H.
B. Murray and John Hyde of this city, and R. W. Roberts, of
Liverpool, were appointed liquidators, with an advisory com-
mittee composed of Messrs. James Crathern, Robert MeKay,
and Hugh McLennan, to assist them, It was also suggested
that the liguidators do not lay off the whole fleet, hut retain
somo of the vessels in commission during the wmtm
months.

The Canada Shipping Company was organized by Mr.
Wm, Murray of this city in- 1868, It consisted at first en-
tirely of sailing ships, and bore the title of the Lake Line.
In 1875 the company added thrvee steamships, the Lalke
Champlain, Lake Nepigon and Lake Megantic, and the style
was changed to the Beaver Line. Each of these pioneer
steamers was of 2,200 tons register, and stood at the top of
their class in those days. In 1880 the Lake Manitoba and

‘Take Winnipeg were also added lo the list, and in 1881 the

Lake Huron was built. Bach of these vessels was of 38,500
tons register. The Lake Superior launched in 1885 is 4,561
tons, and the last addition, the Lake Ontaxio, built at Sunder-
land, is 4,500 tons. The Beaver Line fleet of to-day consists
of the steamers Lake Ontario, Lake Superior, Lake Huvon,
Lake Winnipeg and Lake Nepigon, the last being advertised
for sale.

“-Qf Tato yeais the Beaver Liine has lost money. Tts last
dividend was paid in 1890, and since then the line has made
no progress. The fact is most of the vessels were too old for
madern freight rates, and.the line never attempted to keep
abreast of its rivals in the construction of new and improved
vessels, Although, thanks to the nwmber of their share-
holders in this city, they secured a fair shave of what freight
was going, they were not in the same class with their two
powerful rivals. Hard times and the falling off in rates did
the rest, and most shipping men hold that the present course
is the best the shareholders conld possibly follow.

NEWFOUNDLAND'S TRADE.

The report of the St. Johns, Nfd., Chamber of Commerce
for the past year is more hopeful. [t states that the cod
fishery of 1898 was fairly good and the euve excellent in the
earlier part of the season, but in the latter the weather proved
most unfavorable for drying. TFinancial disturbances in
Buropean markets, bowever, rendered profitable realization
of the fishery exports very difficult in that direction, and had
it not been that the Brazil market presented an active demand
the loss would have been serious. The report refers to. the
possibility of shipping’fish in steamers vather than by sailing
vossels as hitherto, owing to the long" delay oceurring in the

STREET J\AllJ\VAY RAILS,
Mr. Justice Burbidge, sitting in the Exchequer Comt at
Ottawa has demded ‘that the rails used on streeb
railway fracks are dutiable. Tn the case of the
Toronto Street Railway Company v. the Queen,. the
company took suit for $56,000, boing the amonnt which

‘they lhad paid as duty on rails nnpmted in, 1891-92-93, and

which weighed 69 pounds per yard, They wanted this.am-
ount 1efunded "The Customs Department classified the rails
under item 88 of the Customs tariff, which charges a duty of
%6 per ton on iron or steol rails for tracks or tranvways. The
company contended that under item 173 of the tariff the rails
should have been admitted free of duty. ‘I'bis items provides
that rails weighing more than 25 pounds per lineal. yard
should be admitted free of duty. The real question atissue
was whether the term “ railway” included tramways. Jus-
tice Buibidge gave a -cavefully written-out judgment, ex-
plaining the different statutes dealing with the subject. He
held that the policy of the (iovernment was .to exclude steel
rails under 25 pounds, as they wore at the time manufactured
in this country up to that weight., There was, he admitted,
some doubt as to the Tariff Aet of 1887, but, as the Govern-
ment had not given any intimation of having changed their
policy in regard to steel rails, he came to the conclusion that
they had not done so, or they wonldhave so specified it in the
Act. Therefore he gave judgment for the Crown with costs.

GRAIN INSPECITON.
- The attention drawn to the practice of mixing grain at -
Tort William has done good. The Board of T'rade at Toronto
have addressed the following resolution to 1119 I)mmmon Gov-
ernment.

“YWhereas it has come to the lknowledge of the members of
the grain section of the Toranto Board of Frade that it has been
the practice of the Inspector of grain at Fort William, or Port:
Arthur, to grant certificates of ingpection on shipments of Mani-
toba wheat containing 2 mixture. of damaged or scoured wheat;
whereas it has also been the practice to grant inspection certifi-
cates on shipments of wheat made up by mixture of different
grades; whereas it is inimical to the interests of the farmer,
dealer, and buyer, and, in our opinion, contrary to the spirit and
intention of the act that damaged or scoured wheat should be

'‘mixed and make graded grain ; therefore be it resolved that we

protest against the continuance of the same, and respectfully
urge the Departinent at Ottaws: to issue diractions. to the Inspec-
tor to discontinue snch practice of granting inspection certlﬂmtes
for shipments mixed with scoured wheat.”

It was also regolved to petition the Government that a fur-
ther ovder be issued o the Grain Tnspector. that wheat must
be inspected out of the same grade as inspected in, when dif- .
farent grades of the same grain are mixed together; and that

in making shipmentsthe inspection certificates must give full -

particulars of the quantity of each grade that has been used.

THE PALL RIVER STRIKE ENDED.

Oh account, of the many complaints of carelessnoss or dis-
honesty in the packing of frnit by growers, the fruit mer-
chanis of Toronto are endeavoring to secure legislation fo
improve and gystematizo present wethods. They ask
thad ali fruils shall be graded when packed, and plain-
Iy marked or branded 1st, 2nd and Srd, vespeebively ;
that all trait baskets shall be of fwo sixes only, bolding five
quarls or fen quarls, and must conlain said moasure—shraw-
horry and raspherry haskets alono excepted, which shall bold
nob less than one quart each. Any Fruib sold by weight
shall have bhe nol weight marked plainly on the package or
basket. Al vegotables, oxcopt sachas ave sold by connd, be
sold by woighl only. Any market inspoctor or fruif inspec-
tor, duly appointed by the Council of any municipality, shall

have power bo,and may examinoany package, harrel or basket

containing fruif, or vagetables, and ithe fin: the samo to con-
tain nosound feuit oy vogetables, or fruit differing from the
top liyer, or inferior to the sample ov class branded or mark-
ed thercon, hio may conliscate the package, barrel or basket
and its confonls, and may, on a sccond offence, prosecute the
olfender or offendors.

AN UNEXPECIRD RESULL.

Theories npon tho subjeet of #ho use of alcoholic
hevorages have recoived somewhab of a shock from ve-
cont figures upon the subjeet presonted o the I[nstitute of
Actuarios.  Tho British Medical Association has been investi-
gabing the question of longevity in connection with the use of
aleoholic heverages, 'The terms used in the report are rather
elastic, but the ficures are instructive. Doaths to the num-
bor of 4,234, taken ab vandom, show the average age of fem-
porate drinkors to be sixby-three yeuwrs ; caveless drinkers,
fifty-nine yeurs ; freo drinkers, fifty-sovonlyoars ; intemper-
ate drinkorvs fifly-Uhroo yoars : bolal abstainevs, fifty-one
yoars. I'ho analysis in the ease of those who reached the age
offovor cighty shows thab fifleen per cont. were total ab-
stainors, ten pov cont.-heavy dvinkers, and - seventy-fowr per
cont, moderato drinkers. Of those who lived more than
ninaty yoars, fitleen por cont. were total abstainers, nine per
conb, wore hard, and seventy-five per cent. moderate
drinkers.

The Supreme Court of Minnesota handed down an opinion in
the case of the First National Bank of Devils Lake 03, the Ameri-
can Central insurance company of St. Louis. The jusurinee com-
pany issued a poliey to the Devils Lake mill company insuring
certuin goods, flour, feed, ete, stored in a frame eclevator and
warechouse building. The property was barned before the policy
rmr-out: The sam due under the policy was assigned to the bank,
which brought suit to recover the loss, The lower court decided
in favor of the bank, The point on which the Supreme court re-
verses the decigion is that belore the five the mill company placed
two chattel mortgages on the insured ‘property. The policy pro-
vides that ® the entire policy shall be void if the interest ol ihe
insured be other than the unconditional and sole ownorship or if
the subject of tho insured be or become incumborved by a chattel
mortgage.”” The policy provides that it shall hold good, even if
the property is sold, provided it benot delivered. The queatlou
of the distinction to be made between sale and mortgage isa
delicate one, but owing to the distinet provision with regard to
chatlel mortgage the court found it necessary to'reverse the decl-
sion.

The use of petroleum for enriching the
quality of gas has for some thne beeu wd-
opted by gas companies in the midland
counties amd the south of Bagland in lieu
of the ennnel coal. [t bas for a long time
been kn_?wu that petroleum as o gasmak-
ing product is o most excellent material,
bug the diffeulty for a long time was how
to make the gas produced from it free
from liability to contraction or absorption
with ihe changes ol temperature.  This
difliculty hias now been ovevcome by an in-
genious and patented process of distillation
by which the gas produced 'rom peteoleum
beecomes what is technically known as
*“tixed” aiv, By a judicious admixture of
this petrolenn gas with ordinary conl gas,
it Is quite easy to vaise the illuminant
power from from 15 to 30 candles. Used
by itself, gas wholly made [rom petrolewm
would be too strong and rich for ordinavy
purposes and unfitted for the . gas buvners
now commonly in use. “But one of the in-
dieations of the near Tuture in this counce-
tion is the use of gas taras a gag-enriching
produet in the place of cither cannel coal

or potrolenm.  The gas compunies of the
Midlands could utilize in this way 3¢ of
their tar product, leaving the third remain-
ing to be disposed of with the other resi-
duals.  But the elffect would be to raise the
market value of tar—owing to the dimin-
ished supply—so that in a_ short time the
gras companics would obtain for their }4 of
availuble tar as much as they at present
reeeive for the entive supply, and the cost
of cinnel coal and petroleum would he en-
tirely saved.
