All the women were
outraged, eight girls who resisted were killed, and
two more burnt with the men. Afterwards all the
women and childran but twenty were slaughtered.

ren seeking refuge in KhidirKeni were killed,
Those at Sofedji and other villages were put to the
sword, the women and girls being outraged, killed,
and horribly mutilated.

RECORDERS COURT.

ExasunatioNy oF thE RovsStELLES—H ARD SWEARING—
Miss Gorrpxy's TEsTiMONY,

The caze of Herbert and Henry Rousselle for as-
saulting William O'Brien and pointing a pistol at
his head, came up for examivation on last Friday
before his Honor the Recorder.

Mr. Barry appeared for the prosecution, Mr. Hall
for the defence. There were 8 good many people
in the Court, who watched the procecdings with
the greatest interest.

Prisoner pleaded gnilty to the charge of having
loaded fire arms in his possession on the 16th of
August,

Mr. Hall said he was prepared to prove that it
was necessary for hie client to have sueh weapons
to protect himself, on account of threats made,

Mr. Barry, in reply, stated the prisoners could not
carry revolvers without bhaving lirst obtalned the
ganction of the nuthorities. Thero being four or five
others mixed up in the affair, he wouldrequest that
his client's case might be argued separtely.

His Honor said they were all bound up like a
flock of eheep, and as very likely the rame evidence
wonld affect them alike.

Policeman Therriault sworn .—He arrested the
prisoner Heury Rousselle on the night of the 16th
of August, and brought him to the Juror’s Street
Station, where & revolver, with five chambers
charged, was found in his possession. (Revolver
produced.) He had also a qunntity of cartridges in
his pocket. Sergeant Burke was the officer in
charge of Juror Stieet Station. Sergeaat Burke
searched him, and he (witness) with a constable
guoarded him.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hall :—First knew de-
fendant two years ago. We went quietly tothesta-
tion.

Sergeant Burke sworn .—Was in cbarge of the
Juror's Street Station; had known prisoner for grev-
ewal yearspast; remember sending out a warrant
ngainst Henry Rousselle on July 16th; it was exe-
cuted by Therriault; when asked why he carried
the pistol he said certrin parties had combined
against him, and that he had need of it in his de-
fence ; on which he (witneasy remarked that he had
often been threatened and insuited by being called
an Irish Papiet, and atill did not think it necessary
tojcarry a pistol.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hall :—1 sald although'
often threatened I never carried a revolver.

Mr, Hall.—Oh, never mind what you said.

Witness.—I said I had been called an Irlsh
Papist,

to refuge bail.

Mr. Barry.—Do you call firing a pistel at a2 man
small matter?

Kensington, preaching to a congregation half com-
posed of ““heretics,”” who have come as much to see
him as to henr kim ; at a garden-party at Chiswick ;
at Exeter Hall,pleadiug the cause of total abstin-
ence with all the fervour of an apostle; at the Vati-
can Batilica, swayiang the debates and shaping the
decisions of an (Ecumenical Council ; ata bright
Oxford banquet, in honour of some academic festi-
val, reappearing for a brief hour, as if from another
world, on the stage of his early triumphs and first
friendships—wherever the work which he has
chosen {o take in hand may De in any way advanc-
ed, Cardinal Manning is to be found, always saying
theright word and doing the right thing,as by
a sort of natural gift and instinctive wisdom,

The servent who admits you tells you probably,
that his Eminence is engaged at that moment ; he
Las some one with him, and several other persons
are waiting to ses him. Youn send up your card,
and patiently wait your turn in a spacious chamber
plainly furnished, upon the walls of wbich hang a
few religious paintings and engravings.

On the other
gide of the room, under a canopy, is a large silver
crozier, The minutes slip away; the visitors who
have preceded you~—some of whom bear very suspi-
cious resemblance to ritualistic clergymen or ex-
clergymen—oue by one disappear; and at last the
butler tells you that your turn has come, and that
his Eminence will now see you. Passing through
the library, youfind yourself in his study,a tranquil
cheerful-locking room,the most noticeable decora-
tions of which are two photographs over the mantle-
piece, representing St. Edward the Confessor's
shrine in Westminster Abbey, ns it was in the
thirteenth century, and as it is in the nineteenth.
Here, among a mass of books and papers, Cardinal
‘Manning sits and works, in spite of perpetual in-
terruptions and distractions, getting through more
business in geven or eight hours than most men
could accomplish in sixteen, The Cardinal’s ascetic
face, with its lteen penetrating eyes and sharply cut
features, wears the stamp of intellectual supremacy.
#“Plain living and high thinking” are written upon
every line of it. The table at which he ig sitting
speaks significantly of the variety of his occupa-
tions, bearing, as it dose, proof-sheets of an article
for the Nineteenth Century ; the M.S, of a paperto be
read at the Catholic Acndemia; notes of two or
three sermons {o be preached on the nuvxt Sunday ;

His untiring energy, his indomitable cournge, bis
profouad ecclesiestic statesmanship, are amply dis-
played to men in his present positien,and are mutu-
ally appreciated more on the continent of Enrope
then by his own countrymen. There is perhaps
1o other member of the Sacred College whose great
qualitiee are 50 generally recognized throughout
the Catholic world. Is it it in store for him to
display those qualities in a still more exalted posi-
tion? Are we ons day to see him at home at the
Vaticau? Perhaps the objection which mostreadily
occurrs, that Cardinal Manning is not an Italian, is
in truth o strong reccomendation, There iz a

HOME RULE MEMBERS AND PARLIA-
MENTARY OBSTRUCTION.

A special meeting of the Irish parliamentary par-
ty was held at the committee-rooms, King-street,
Westminister, on the 4tb August, to consider the
conduct of a section of Home-rule members recently
in the House of Commons. It being reported that
Mr. Butt would personally attend and tender his
tesignation of the leadership of the Home-rule
party, considerable interest was manifested in the
meeting, The Home-rule members of the House
of Commons who attended were Messts Biggar,
Batt, Callan, Delshaunty, Downing, Errington,
King-Harman, Owen Louis, Meldon, A. Moore,
Nolan, O'Beirne, Sir P. O'Brieu, Mesers. O'Byrue,
Q'Clery, O'Shaughnessy, Parpell, O'Connor-Power,
Redmond, and W, Shaw. Mr. Arthur Moore took
the chair, which, on his being compelled to leave

Mr. Butt entered into & lengthy statement of
recent proceedings in parllament, conducted, as he
gaid, by a small section of Irish Home-rule mem-
bers. He contended that the Home-rule members
were, above all a priiamentary party ; and if they
were not they had no rawson deire. But the pro-
proceedings to which they referred were not parlia-
mentary. They were revolutionary tactics as com-
pared with parliamentary proceedings—such tactics
a8 would be reasonable in the fleld of revolutionary
war, but were not compatible with the objects of a
deliberative assembly, As leader of the Irish
party he was publicly held responsitly for bia con-
duct; and the recent proceedings had been taken
without consultation with him or without consult-
ation with the party, His control was denied, and
the result was that, through the action ofa section
the whole Irish parliamentary party was brought in-
to discredit and its influence partially destroyed.

Mr, McCartly Downing also depreciated the # ob-
structive proceeding of the party, and pointed out
that for any object they were useless, inasmuch as
parliament could adopt any process the majority
chose for puttingan end tothem. They made Irish
members ridiculous before Exglish and Scotchmen ;
and besides, instead of drawing opinion to their
main principls, estranged it from them as a party.
He called attention to a recent resolution of the
Irishparlinmentary party on this very question of

bers should consult the party generally and act
with the majority. He moved a resolution declars
ing that, inasmuch aas recent proceedings of a
emall section of the party had been taken without
consultation, they were, therefore, reprrhensible
and calculated to be disastrous to the Home-rule
cauase.

Mr. W. R. O'Byrne, M.P., seconded the resolu-
tion,and a protracted and eomewhat warm discussion
ensued,

Sanguinary fighting has been going on for the last
three days for Cernipolah between the Turks and
insurgents under Gotub, Ali Saib claims to have
repulsed the Montenegrin attack on Podgoritea, and
stormed the Montenegrins fortificd positions.

Pancg MiLan—Wednesday, Aug. 23, was the
anniversary of the accession of Prince Milan. At
the cathedral in Belgrade the Metropolitan, in a
political discourse, said © the moment was not die-
tant when Servia would fulfil her political mis-
sion.” The proclamation of independence is post-
poned in consequence of remonstrances from diplo-
matic agents ; mobilization is going on, and troops
are marching to the frontier continually, but owing
to the Russian defzats, the population do not ghowa
warlike spirit.

The plar, as detailed by alocal paper, is
simple. The two euds of the copper wires ofa
galvanic battery are connected with platinum wire,
which of course becomes red-hot, and while in that
state it is gontly see-sawed across the trunk of the
tree to be felled. At present no platinum wire
has been made thick enough to withstand the con-
tinual friction ; but when this is done, it is calcu.
lated that a trec, which at present tnkes two houra
to fell will come to the grouad by this process in
fiftecen minutes.

the structure and movemenys of their eyes. Inthe
first place, tne head is enormous,and being three-
sided, with projecting point and angles, makesa
sufliciently uncouth visage; but the eyes which
illuminate this notable headpiece must jndeced be
seen to be appreciated. There is on each side an
immenseeye-ball; full, and prominent, but covered
with tho common shagrcen skin of the head, ex-
cept atthe very centrs, where thereis a minute
aperture, corresponding to the pupil. These great
punctured eya-balle roll about hitber and thither,
with symmetry. You cannot tell whether the
creature is Iooking at you ornot. Heseems to be
taking what may be called a genersl view of things
—looking at nothing in particular, or rather, to sava
time, lockingat several things at once Perhaps
both eyes arc gazing upwards at your fuco—a leaf
quivers bebind his head, agd in & moment one eye
turns round towards the object, while the othex
retaing its upward gaze. Presently, a fly appears;
one vye rapldly interestedly follows all its move-
meute, while the other leisurely, hither and thither,
remains steady, Accustomed as we are tosee in all
most all animals the two cyes move in unison, this
want of sympathy produces an cilect most singular
and Iudicrous,

Woxpsrs or T Sza,.—Who can tell of all the
woudrous things that live in the sea? 1In the In-
dian Ocean, many feet below the surface of water,
grow woods quite as luxuriant as any jungles or
thickets we read of in South Americn.  Some of
the trees grow as high as two honses piled on one
anotber, They are¢ called by a bard name—
“ nerecysten”” The roots regeinble coral, and from
the slender stem grows a cluster of very long
leaves. Other trees grow almost as high, and
end in one single huge leaf that iz about the size of
our forest trees, Dushes—green, yollow nnd red—
are spotted here and there; and a velvet carpet of
diminutive plants cover the ground. 1'lowers in
all the tiats of the rainbow, ornament the rocks,
and large leaves of the iris, of daszling pink and
red, float among them ; and sea anemones, as large
and brilliant as cactus-flowers, form bedsin the
moss. Blue, red, purple and green little fish dart
here and there ; and between the bushes glides, like
a serpent, the long, silvery ribbon-fish., Thua
beautiful it is in the day; but when night comes
on, and you suppose all creatures gone to hed, the
Inndseape grows more lovely still, Little crabs
and Medusas light up the sea; the sea pen quivers
with green phosphoric light; what was brown and
redin the day is changed Into bright green, yellow
and red; and amongst all these glittering jewels
the moonfieh floats like a silvery crescent,

Race Berwiey A Prazon Axp aN Exrress Tram-—
On Friday a race took place from Dover to Londou
between the Countinental mail express train vnd a
carrier pigcon, conveying a document of an urgent
nature. The carriages and engine of the express
train were, as might be expected, of the best
possible construction for power and rpecd. The
pigeon, which was bred bv Messrs, Hartley and Sons,
of Woolwich, and * homed, ” when afew weeks old,
to a building in Cannon strect, City, was also of the
best breed of homing pigeons, known as “Relgian
voyagers.” 'The bird was tossed through the mil-
way carrirge window by a French official as the
train moved from the Admiralty Pier, the wind
being west, and the Atmosphere hazy, but with the
sun shining. For upwards of a minute the carrier
pigeon circled round to a great sltitude, and then
sailed away towards London. The odds at starting
seemed ngainst the bird, and the railway officials,
justly proud and confident in the strength of their
iron horse, predicted the little aerin) messenger

The cartier pigeon as soon ag it ascertained its
bearings, took the nearest direction between Maid-
stone and Sittingbourne, the distance,* as the crow
flies, ¥ between Dovar and London being 70 miles,
and by rails 6} miles. As the Continental mail
express came puffing into Cannon street Station tha
pigcon had been home 20 minutes, having beatem
her Majesty’s royal mail by a time allowaunce repre-
seoting 18 miles. :

REMINISCENCES OF A PILGRIM
By Bernanp Tayssr.

I had intended on my arrival home to give to
the readers of the Troe WiTness a short history of
the pilgrimage, from the time we left our own City
until we arrived in Rome, and thence back again
through Ireland {o Canada However most of this
bas been rendered unnccessary by the very full and
grphic descripiion given by Father Dowd on the
Sunday after his arrival home, and fully published
in your paper. I therefore propose to give to the
readers of the Trog WiTnESS a few extracts from my
journal which I kept during the voyage, and which
may, perhaps prove interesting to many of those
who cculd not avail themselves of the opportunity
presented by the pilgrimage. I shall take extracts
from my journal from Lourdes to Rome. Wearrived
at Lourdes at 4 p.m,, and the same day we left Bor-
denux, having left the latter place at 5 am. We
went at once to the ' Hotel de ln Grotte” where wo
were kindly nnd courteously received, and every-
thiog done to make our stay as pleasant as possible,
After performing the usual ceremonies and rites
whichall the pilgrims to that ballowed spot perform,
and having received every attention” from the goed
and kind priest in charge of the noble church erect-
ed near the grotto, we departed from Lourdes on
the 6th of June for Marsailles by way of Toulouse
where we arrived at 5 a.m., on June the 8th and put
up at the “Hotel du Louvre et dels Paix.” Iere we
were received with all that. genuine hospitality so
peculiar to the natives of Sounthern France. There
was a grand procession in the afternoon, snd after
visiting the most remarkable places of interost in
the City, we left the next morning 7 a.m.for Genoa
we Nice, Passing we.saw the leaning tower of
Pisa, which seems as if ready to topple over at any
moment, also in the distance the Island of Elba,
where the great Napoleon spent some time an cxile
and from which he eacaped to grasp & crown for a
few days fight the greatest battle of modern times
wed finally end his days a prisoner on the barren
Island of St. Helenas, As I gazed on the Island I
called to mind Juvenal’s great apoatrophe to great-
ness, Fypende Hanibalem, &c, Finally in {he Dblue
distanco rose & massive dome—the great dome of
St Peter’s. This can be distinctly seen twenty or
thirty miles before reaching the City, and towers
far above all the rest of the buildiags suspended as
it were in the clouds, the greatest triumph of the
greatest penius the world has ever seen Michel
Angelo. We arrived in the City at 1.30 p.m., on
the 11th of June, and put up at the * Hotel de la
Minerve” Theo followlng morning we heard mass
at the church of Santa Maria Sopra Minerve. This
i8 the church from which Cardinal McCloskey, the
first American Oardinal takes his title - I noticed
on the Gospel side of the altar a likeness of His
Holiness, Piug the Ninth, and on the Epistle side
one of Cardinal -McCloskey. Here one may hear
thirty and sometimes ag many as fifty masges within
the space of an hour: Under the high:altar in this
church lies the body of the salnted Catherine of
Bienna, and on'the left aido of the Church near the

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Wedneedsy after our artival ‘in Rome we went’
to the Church of “St. Paul ZEwfra Mures” erect-
ed on the spot whéve tradition says the twoapostles,
Bt. Peter and St. Paul niet and embraced for the
first time upon the latter’s arrival in Rome. We
also visited 8¢. Paul’s prison, the * Mamertine,” the
post on which he was beheaded, and: the: three
springs, which miraculously sprung from the spot.
-We also drank the waters of the springs and pray-
ed at the altar on which the great St. Bernard said
his first Mass. On Thursday we visited the great-
.est wonder of the artist'’s genius, the Basilica of St.
‘Peter's. Some 1dea of the size of this great cburch
may be gained, when I say that over 650,000 people
can be accommodated at one time under its roof,
and that our own Bt. Peter's which we are bailding
in Montreal is about one-fourth the size to its
namesake in Rome. We ascended the great dome
480 feet from the ground and from which a grand
view of the City, the  Yellow Tiber,” and the
Campagns may be had, while  Alta Soracte” 1aises
his head, in the distance, covered, as in the days of
Horace, with ¢ White Snow.® We deacendeg to the
Crypt where repose the bodies of St. Peter and St,
Paul and stayed for a short time in prayer over the
tomDs of these illustrious apostles and martyrs, and
kissed a very ancient Statae of St. Peter. We then
visited the Mosaic work-shops of the Vatican where
the most exquisite articles are manufactured in this
department. From thence we drove to “St. Mary
Maggioer” and saw among other things the Reliqu-
try in which are placed several boards, which iradi-
tion says, formed a portion of the crib in which
Christ was born, Amongother objects of interest, we
gaw the “ Scala Santa, or sacred stairs, supposed to
bave been taken from Pilatis house, and down
which the Savionr descended, after his scourging,
and on his way to Calvery, The original marble
steps are covered with wood, and 1 was informed
that the present covering ot wood, is the third that
hes been placed there to protect the marble; the
others having been worn through by the kness of
the numberless pilgrims that have, for hundreds of
yeara, visited this relic of antiquity. From this
Church we proceded to the Church of ¢ Santa
Cruece.” Over the high altar of this Churchis a
rich marble urn containing the relics of maay
saints, I shall not weary my readers with a dis-
cription ofall we saw in Rome. It would be beyond
my poor powers, and in fact it must be seen in order
to be appreciated. I shall endeavour to describe
our reception by the Holy Father and our return
home. On the 15th of June we all repaired to St.
Peter’s Basilica for the audience. Although I had
been feeling very unwell during the morning, I
made up my mind to go ouf, at 11 A.M. we are as.
sembled in St. Peter's. From the time I made up
my mind to go I secmed to get better,and by the
time the nudience commenced I felt in my usual
spirits. The Popeappeared at 12.45 P.M.and we
presented the address, Fathor Dowd delivering it and
after he finished, he kissed the Holy Fa-
thers ring, followed by Fathers Egan, Dowl-
ing, McKenna, and iyself and Mr. O'Brien,
we were the only laymen who succeeded in doing
so. It would be impossible to describe in words
the magnificence of the scene. The Grand Basilica
of St. Peter's—the venerable figure of the aged
Pontift and ourselves, pilgrims from the other world,
coming overfive thousan miles to pay our homage
to our spiritual chief—all made a sight worthy of
being treasured up in memory as long as any of us
should breathe, I think I may say with all my
companions, that 1t was the happiest day of our lives,
I shall never forget it; and in my old age, I shall
recall the scene of our teception by the Holy Fa-
ther, asone ofthe grand epochs of my life. We
leftjRome on the 16th for Florence, where wearrived
the following mording. I cannot in this short com-
munication give you a description of Florence
#The City of Palaces.” The house of the Grand
Medici, and the scene of the labors of the Great
Savouaral. However I must leave those scenes in
order totracc'our voyage to its end. Iam afraid
I have already trespassed on the space of the “ TRuE
Wirsess” and I ghall therefore reserve the balance
of my journal until next weck.

F,L‘LI?FALLOWLNG.—AB ameens of preparing land
for spring crops, there is none better than what is

.known a8 fall-fallowing. Qur drier season Makes

this as efféctive in cleaning the soll, as the Engjish
farmer’s summer fallow. Two plowings may be
given, if necessary, before the winter,and a final
deep plowing for the last ,will leave ‘the soil in
£ine conditlon in the spring, for root crops of corn,
Ifany fall-fallowing is to be done’ it should be
done at once, '

Sygep.~Lambs should now all be wcaned, and
the ewes fed well for breeding. Next month the
coupling season wfll begin, Nothing is gained,but
much is lost, by using a poor, ram. A pure bred
ram, of whatever kind  is closen, should be
procuredat once. None less than a year old should
be used for breeding, The ewe lambs should be
seperated from the old ewes, and kept in a good
pasture, or otherwise well fed by themselves.

Swing—Some bLreeders make a business of hav-
ing their sows litter in August, so as to get the
pigs ready for the holidays for small pork. By
proper management, two litter of pigs may be
turned of from one sow in the year, the pigs being
sold at three to four monthe old a8 market pigs’
There is evident profit in this, and because every
one does not know how, or care to take the treuble
to do this there is more profitfor chose that do,
The very best way work pays in everything.

PovLray.—As we go about and see the poor
mixed lot of fowls in the farmyards, the improvidence
of itis too palpable to be overlooked. where a
good breed is kept,anbweli cared for, the profit
exceeds that of anything else on the farm. Now is
agood time to clear out peor fowls and procure a
fow good pullets;after s run on the stables, the
old fowls will be in good condition for market,
Moulting fowls will be greatly helped by a little of

Tunase1s6 —When grain is trashed, it is safe from
the majority of its many cnewies. It is also
ready to sell at a moment's notice when the
price suits or money is wanted. Perhaps no fur-
ther reasons than these need be glven why it is
well to thrash as early us possible. One of the
most convenient things about the farm is a thrash.
ing machine and horse-power, or for larger farms
one of the many and cheap engines. Itisa great
convenience to be able to thrash when one wants
to, and without the fuss aud bother of a bired oue.

FaL. WaEear—DPreparation for sowing should be
made at once. There was formerly more Qifference
of opinion a8 to the time of sowing wheat than
there is now. The majority of the farmers favor
early sowing, and if the seed is well in the ground
late in August, the chances are more favorable
than if it is sown later Where wheat follows oats,
the oat stubble sould be plowed immediately after
the crop is taken from the field. 1f the weather is
dry, the greater will be the necessity for repeated
plowing and rolling, to prevent the soil from
baking.

$gep AxD SEEDING,—It hardly need be said that, if
the geed s not good, no good crop can be hoped for.
The necessity for selecting seed with care has been
a maxim of agriculture for over & thousand years.
The oldest books tell of it. And yet the success of
persons, who make a business of doing this is now
made a nine days wonder.” Unfortunately it is
forgotten ngain in nine days, and we go on sewing
the seed just as it comes from the sheaf, It isa
good plan to sow, at least a small strip in the field,
with the best seed to be procured, upcu ground
prepared in the best way, and cut this Ly itselfat
harvest znd thrash it at once for seed. But if this
pays, why not grow the whole crop in the same
way? A good former should have no grain that he
cannot use for seed ; mobe toat is poor, lighr
shrunken, or mixed with cockle and garlic.

Kegrine Dowx the Weeps.—The London Garden
remarks : “ The only remedy for weeds is a prompt
destruction in A young state. Weeds are easily
eradicated if never allowed to advance beyond the
seed-leaf, Once let their roots run deep and wide,
and their tops rise high, and the weeds are masters
in the garden, It provokes one to see the complac-
ency with which some cultivators allow weeds to
establish themselves in flower-beds or borders, or
on roads or walks, and their subsequent futile cflorts
to subjugate them. Plantains, grass, thistles, and
docks, ave perhnps the most difficult to eradicate.
But if, by any neglect, these have gained a strong
fooling in any garden, constant beheading alone
wil] destroy them. No plant cau live long itnever
allowed to form leaves or stems, and the shortest,
surest, easiest way to eradicate the worst weeds is
by incessantly cutting off their visible parts.

Fonreray Proereces oF TuE URaly Sceeny,—The
following from -the Mark Lane Ergress may be of
interest to our farmere :—'I'he weather of the past
week bas been more favorable for maturing cereal
crops. The showers whicli have fallen havo bene-
fited barley and roots without doing material dem-
age to the wheat plant, Asthe harvest approaches
more numerous reports as to the present condition
and probable result of the wheatcrop come to hand,
and their general tenor is decidedly against an
average yicld, Complaints are made from many of
the principle whest growing districts that the ears
no not appear fully developed and the top sets hav-
ing been rendered barren by blight and mildew.
Disgsatisfaction is not, however, universally express-
although in no cases are we given to expect an
abundant yield. Everything nowdepends uponthe
the weather, for ag time goes on the deficiency be-
comes moro noticeable, A good crop of hay has
undoubtedly been secured, although some of it has
been damaged by the recent heavy rains, 1n the
later districts harvesting may begin inabouta week's
time, but should the nights continue as cold as they
have been of late, it will probably be the second
‘week in August before it becomes general. The
prospects of barley and oats are poor, both hereand
on tho Continent, of the former especially. Root
crops promise fairly, mangolds especially, there

gcon to socn to sny much about turnips, ag the crop
in its earliest stages. Irish ndvices about
potatoes are unfortunately less favorable _tlm.n
they were a week or two ago. Some indi.
cations of diseass bhave shown themselves
¢ Steadiness bas been the leading feature in the
grain trade throughout the countiy the past week,
notwithstanding the continuance of heavy foreign
Jmports, whose depressed action on business bas
b2en more than neutralized by the promieing aspect
of home crops, and the uneasiness consequent upon

Moreau,
bishop of the diocese, was of tho number of those
who participated in it. The pilgrims reached Point
Levis by three special trains from St. Hyacinthe,
