(From the Dublin Penny Journal.)

Some half dozea riles from the coast of the
County Antrim, and opposite to the Bay of Bal-
lycastle, rises, from the stormy oeean of the
north, the istand of Rahery. It is seldom visited
now, in consequence of the wild turbulence of tts
rough shores, exposed on all sides to a rude surf,
and the irregular tides which ebb and flow around
it. It commands a wide extent of coast, and i
the first land ssen by vessels coming to our north-
ern shores. The inhabitents are a poor simple
race of people, and their island is not very pro-
ductive. Rahery was a long time tbe resting
place of the Scots in their expeditions, and their
place of refuge in danger ; it was also the place
of assembly for the great northern chieftains,
before making their descents on the Scoteh or
English coast.

stroyed by the Danes. In the year 973 they
also plundered this island, and barbarously mur-
dered St. Feradach, the abbot. The Scots held
possesgion of it in 1558, but were attacked and
driven out, with great slaughter, by the Lord
Deputy, Sussex. 'The people of the coast aad
the island are all expert seamen, and at one time
were famous smugglers. The Irish cobles of
wicker-work, covered with a tarred and pitched
horse-hide, were much in use here of old, and
even still are sometimes seen skimming along,
with their one or two conductors, in fine wea-
ther. And tbough I have said that the island is
seldom visited, I did not wish to be understoed
as saying that there was not a constant commu-
nication between its inbabitants and the main
shore ; there is a kind of friendly intercourse
subsisting between them, and even in the most
tempestuous weather, boats to and fra, are seen
~ passing, despite of danger and difficulty.

In the island of Rabery there resided a fur-
mer, pamed M¢Cahan.

The Government investigation into the affray at
Trinity College has turned out a Iludicrous failure,
thoigh called for by A memorial very numercusly and
respectably signed.

The Solicitor-General persevered
in formally holding his court of inquiry, but no one
came forward to arraign the conduct of the police,
and of course no witneases were: examined for their
justification, so the Solicitor-(leneral was obliged to
declare the investigation closed without its ever
having heen opened. The affair certainly partakes
somewhat of the ridiculous ; bat perhups it is just as
wall that o matter which has boen so preposterously
exapggerated should be exhibited in & ludicrous light
before, the public. The excitement hns not, however,
been confined to Dublin, An animated and a very
asgry debate in the House of Commons upon Wed-
nesdey had followed, with the effect of putting in the
cleareat light the absurdity of the frantic charges
made against the police, and the extreme folly of the
University rioters and their patrons emong the pro-
feesors and in tho press. They ought to have been too
thankfunl if their dizgraceful and riotous proceedings
were to eatail no other disagreeable consequences
than’ & sound beating.

StrErr Torics,
Maypax.—A littls girl, decently clad,;and aged about
fourtecn, applied to Mr. M‘Dermott, one of the pre-
siding magistrates at this office, for assistance to get
beck to’ England, from which place she had been
sent about three days ago.. She'said tha't her father
and mother were dend—they were Irish—hbus for tho
Ingt-thirteen yenrs they had resided in Epgland.—
She wad born in Ivelaund, but hed lived with her
pareats up to the period of their death. She sup-
ported herself up to o short time ago by workiog in
silk mills at Derbyshire, but in consequenco of the
milla ceasing to work she was thrown out of employ-
ment, and was obliged to seck relief at the work-
house at-that place. On going into the workhouge
she was asked by the authorities there where ahe was
barn, and upon her stating that she was born in Ire-
land, she was brought off, without being told where
she was going, placed on board & vessel, and landed on
the quays at Dublin three days ago, atlerly destitute.
¥, M‘Dermott inquired what age she was when she
was brought to England by her parents, and bow she
knew that she had been born in this country 7 The
little girl replied that she was only nine months old
at the time, and that the only resson she had for
knowing that she was born in thiy country was that
she heard her parents saying so. Mr. M‘Dermots
commented strongly upon the conduct of the work-
housé authorities at Derbyshire, in tranamitting to
this country & destitute child, withont any proof of
her being Irish beyond her informing-them she had
heard her parents saying so. He said the case was
but one of several of a gimilar description, but it was
the worst he had ever heard. He was extremely
gorry that ho had no way of relieving her. The girl
ohserved that the mills at which. she had been . em-
ployed were to have recommenced working that day
and if she bad been permitted to remain in England,
she would be able to obtain omployment at them.
Mr. M‘Dermott remarked that it was a very melan--
choly: cage of destitution. The little girl from her
own statement, could have only beena temporary
burthen on the workhouse; but the authorities there,
by sending her to Irelaud, deprived lier of the means
of carning her bread honestly. The only course he
thought she could adopt wauld be to make a decla-
ration eetting forth the facts which she had related.
She would then be enabled to enter one of the Dub-
lin unions, where she could remain until & communi-
cation wa3 made to tho officials of the workhouse in
England from which she had been transmitted, to
goc if any arrangements could be made by which she
could get back to where she .could obtain empley-
ment.

screw steamer for conveyance to Plymouth, where it
will arrive on Monday next.

tion of the right of % Freedom of Education” for’

entire system. It is for, ‘this reason that Mr.
Ferguson’s Bilk inspires us with lively sentiments,
not of terror, but of hope for the sacred cause
of « Freedom of Education.”

The Journal Des Debats of the Sth inst. ac-
cuses us of imprudence, and of having wantonly

“ About a week since,”—says the Zimes—

.ot seem to have been a school in which, as”in
the U. Canada schools, boys and girls-are herded
promiscuously together— bappened by chance
to find 2 written note on the floor of the school,
which she read, and was so astonished at the
contents that she handed it to her female teach-
er.” In the Upper Canada schools be it re-
membered the big girls are under the sole con-
trol of, and are flogged by male teachers. * The
note was written by one of the pupils to another
in the same class, and revealed (in languwage
200 indecent for publication} the astonishing
intelligence that the writer of the note, and five
of Ler schoolmates, girls between the ages of

12 ‘and ‘15 years”—the age at which girls are
ﬂogged by unmarried men in the “ common”
schools of Upper Canada—*¢had been seduced
and were in the habit of visiting certain places,
and indulging in the lewdest conduct.”

The next Protestant authority to whom we
will take the liberty of introducing our delicate
cotemporary is the Protestant New York Dis-
patch. The Journal des Dekats, will again be
shocked ; for this New York journal, heads his
article  Prostitution in the Public Schools.”

In this. article, which is too long for insertion,
and whose filthy details we do not desire to ob-
trude again upon our Catholic readers, but which
the Journal des Debats will find on the 6th
page of our issue of the 12th ult., the Protes-
tant writer openly asserts that the sad com-
mon schools are but common brothels, and in-
stances facts in support of this assertion. The
following is the concluding portten of the New
York cditor’s article :— .

‘“ We could, porhaps, forgive the aggregate ineffi-
ciencies of many of ‘the Commissicaers, and submit
in silence to the inntilitiea which are apparent from
incompetencies and rapacitles ; but we cannot gub-
mit for one moment to even & bare suspicion that-the
children for whose education the inhabitants of
Monbattan Island are taxed over onemillion of dollers
per_annum, are contaminated by the touch of lewd
and lascivious preceptors, suppozed to be virtuous,
or glared at with libidinous eyes by lechers in educa-
tional oficea. The thought that the innocent young
girls instructed ot these schools may be subjected to
theso vilo influences, is too terrifying and monstrous
to be entertained a moment longer than it can be ob-
literated by prompt znd decided inquiaitorial action.
What evil could not be sffected by the depraved
mistreas of a Commissioner—a mistress in charge, 58
peincipal, of a schoo! of fomales? How gpeciously
and gkilfully she couid distill the loprous poison into
the cars of the eldest for the advantage of herself
and ber officical paramour! Wo shudder as thoughts
find utrerance.

T'bis is the Janguage of a Protestant—langu-
age which we are sure will find a ready echo in
the heart of cvery honest man, of every modest
woman, whether Catholic or Protestaat; even
though through - affected delicacy, and fear of
shocking our * separated brethren,” the courtly
Journal Des Dobats may affect to repudiate it.
Where we ask, ts the modest woman who would
allow her daughter, of 14 years of age, to be flog-
ged by a lecherous beast of a * common” school
teacher? and shall we be told that it is an insult
to Protestants to assert of schools in which such
things are done, that in their eflects upon the
morals of their pupils, they can be no better than
places of prostitution? If we speak strongly, it
is because we feel strongly ; because as men, as
fathers, as Christians, we loath the foul dens in
which our daughters can be publicly scourged
by sanction of the law,and in which the first
principles of humaaity, of decency, and of chas-
tity, are habitually, aud with impunity violated.
We do no wrong to our Protestaut fellow-citi-
zens-—wo offer them no insult, when we derounce

eyes, than a cask of superfine flour, or a barrel of
potash. Amongst the friends of the Journal Des
‘Debats there may be fellows of this stamp ; but
in all. the intercourse, and we may say intimate
intercourse, that we bave had with Protestanis—
to be sure they were ladies and gentlemen—we
never met with one who could have taken offence
at our strictures on the ¢ common schools of
Upper Canada ; or who, if acquainted with the
beastly details, revealed through the Toronto
Colonist by Dr. Philbrick,would not bave heartily
endorsed our condemnation of those infamous es-
tablishments, whose existence is a disgrace, not
only to Canada, but to the civilisation of the
XIX. century. If then we bave offended any

Protestants by our language, it is because we have

Oraxce Riors.—The Kingston Commierciad

Advertiser notices some recent disturbances in
that city, which it attributes to the old leaven
of religious animosity between Catholics and
Orangemen.  With an Orange Attorney-Gene-
ral, and Orange principles rampant in the Coun-
cil Hall, our Orange enemies rely with but too
good reason, upon impunity for their acts of vio-
lence againt their Romish fellow-citizens. At
Toronto the enquiry into the Orange attack
upon the Irish Catholics at the National Hotel
has ended in smoke. The police who were ex-
amined, most discreetly took care to be unable
to identify any one of the assailants, thus eliciting
fron the Toronto Police Magistrate the follow-

ing significant remarks :—

“Au. hotel was smashed by a crowd, numbering,
ag;was admitted by every person, f'mm one to two

hundred, and perhaps more. A strong body of
police ,was present, but not one of them as yei has
identified any of the assailants. They were all able
to seo Mr. Sherwood, Mr. l{atson, Alderman Moodie,
Mr. Andrews, Mr. Mc.Lellnn, &¢., but from some un-
explained and -unsaiisfactory cunsu, it seems tho
mob are strangers to them. Can such a thing be

possible ?—men who have becn brought up in the |

city, or at least have spent a great part of their lives
in it, are present at a riot in a public street, and not
ba able to identify u single pamexpant in this dis-
graceful affair? To him, Mr. Gurnett, it appeared
most mysterious, and certainly it did not reflectn
great deal of credit on the perspicuity of our police.”

We believe that the solution of the problem,
which to the Police Magistrate of Toronto is so
“ mysterious” is to be found in the fact, that the
‘Police force is composed mainly of Protestants ;
and that their inability to identify a single one
of the Orange rioters of the 17th March, pro-
ceeds from a moral, not from any physical de-
fect.

The Ottawa Tribune, writing upon the pre-
sent efforts of Orangeism to obtain a formal re-
coguition from the State, and the duty of Ca-
tholics to oppose these efforts, has the following
sensible remarks:—

weapons ; we are of opinion that such asem-~
blages, and for such a purpose, would very
quickly be pronounced illegal-by the Law Ofi-
cers of the Crown; that consequently they
would have either to be abandoned, or else to
be conducted with closed doors, and n secret.
But this latter plan, if adopted, would at once
lead to the worst practices of « Ribbon,” and
other Secret Associations ; and yet, without meet-
ing of some kind—either public or privae—for
the purpose of drilling and learning the use ofarms,
au “ grmed” anti-Orange organisation would be
utterly useless—i.c., * a sham.” These consi-
derations against an “ armed” anti-Orange or-
ganisation, we would respectfully submit to the
consideration of the Toronto Mirror and its
correspondents. :

We have now the advanta ge of occupying,
as against Orangeism, striclly legal and constitu-
tional ground. In this consists the strength of
our position, which is indeed itnpregnable so
long, but so long only, as we adherc to our pre-
sent system of tactics. Why then should we
give the enemy an advantage, by descending to
meet them on their own grownds? - At the best,
all “armed” organisations—such as Orangeism,

But, argues the Mirror, pelitioning is “a
sham,” for * there is no danger of the I3ill pass-
ing,” ‘and “in such an event, instructions world
come from K nvland which would soon put down
the movement.” This reasoning strikes us ax
strauge when coming from the Afirror, who, if
we remember right, deprecated the actlon of the
Catholics of Montreal—in calling the attcation of
the Tmperial autkorities to the unstatesmanlike
and ungentlemanly conduct of Sir Edmuad Head
in July, 1856, in giving to the Orangemen of
Canada an oﬂiclal reception at Government
House—as <« impolitic, unjust and unoecessary ;®
because, not the Governor but the Ministry were
“ responsible for the misdeed ;” and because, to
invoke the interference of the Imperial authori-
ties with the acts of our Provincial Ministry or
our Provincial Legislature, would be to sacrifice
the great principle of Canadian self-government.
Now, however, our cotemporary seems to have
forgotten his old objections, and his old argu-
ments against appealing to Tmperial authority Tor -
protect:on against the misdeeds of Provineial
Ministers, and a Provincial Leglslatuxe He
seems to have a horror of exercising the con-
stitutional right of petitioning, whenever its ex-
ercise would tend to embarass bis Ministerial pa-
trons. If it is proposed to petition the Imperial
authorities, aganst the gross misconduct of the
Governor General who is an Imperial servant,
our cotemporary slmrrht-way finds cut that it
would be ¢ fmpolitic, unnecessary, and unjust”
to invoke Tmperial interference ; when however
our Provincial authofities, our Provincial Legis- '
lature, and our Proviocial Ministers are the
ostensible offenders against us, the Mirror still
condemns petitioning as “q sham”~—Dbecause,
the Imperial government would immediately
come to our aid, and put its velo upon the acts
of our l’rovmclal government. Wejl! even to
obtain that interference it is first necessary for
us to lake some steps, in order to make our
wishes known on the other side of the Atlantic.
Is the Mirror then prepared to recommend a
petition to the Imperial Government against the

‘What Great Britain was in the last century,
under the Walpoles and Newcastles, that is Ca-
nada at the present day. The political world is
divided into two great camps—that of the success-
ful and that of the disappointed ¢ place-bunters.”

Think of
this all ye greedy ¢ place-beggars!® By your
umportunities -you have almost dnven the Minis-
try to rely. upon the “ mierits of its policy” for
support ; and if obliged to rely for supportupon
such a rotten basis, think what would become of
owr glorious Orangé administration! Be wise
therefore in time, and be lessimpartunate in your
demands for “ pap ;” lest you cut off the source
from whence it proceeds, and you be yourselves
compelled to fall back upon homest industry for
your daily bread!

We hare hitherto purposely abstained from
noticing the Rev. M. Chiniquy’s pretended sub-
mission, and reconciliation with the Catbolic
Clurch; because the letter published over his
name contained no sufficient acknowledgment of
his guilt, and because we thence concluded that
the story of his recoaciliation with the Church
was nothing but a hoax.

Louis is very similar in substance. It gives a
formal contradiction to M. Chiniquy’sstatement,

things, lest they should thereby expose themselves
to the lcaviest censures of the Church.

A Feosral Usion.—We append the resolutions
which Mr. Galt will move in the Legislative As-
sembly in regurd to s Federal Union of the Pro-
vinees :—

1. Thatin view of the rapid developement of the
popalation and resources of Western Canada, jrre-
concilrble dificultics present themsclves to the
maintenzace of that equality which formed tho basis
of the Union of Upper with Lower Canada—and
require this House to consider the means whereby
the progreas which has ao happily characterized these
Provinces muy nof be arrested through the occur-
rence of scctional jealousies and dissentions. It is
therefore, the opinion of this House that the Union of
Upper and Lower Ganady, should be changed from o
Legislative to & Federative Union by the subdivision
of the Province into two or more divisions, each
governing itself in local und sectional matters, }V‘llh
a general Legislature and Government for subjects
of national and common iaterests ; and that & Com-
mittee be now named {0 report on the best means and
mode of cffecting such constitutional changes.

2. ‘That congidering the claima possessed by this
Province on the North Western and Hudson's Bay
territories, and the necessity of making provision _for
the government of the said districts, it is the opinion
of this house, that in the adoption of a Federative
Constitution for Canada, merus should be provided
for their local governmont, until population and
settlement may from time to time entitle them to be
admitted into the Urnadinn confederation.

3. That = genoral confederation of the Provinces
of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Newfoundland, and
Prince Edward's Island with Canada and the West-
ern Territories, is most desirable, and caleulated to
promote their several and united interests, by pre-
serving to each Province the uncontrolled manage-
ment of ita peculinr institutions and of these internal
affairs, respecting which difference of opinion might

{ arise with other members of the cenfederation, while

it will increase that identity of feeling which per-
vadea the possessions of the British Crown in North
America; and by the adoption of an uniform policy
for the developement of the vastand varied resources
of thege immense territories, will greatly add to their
national power and consideration ;—and that a com-
mittee be appointed to a report on the steps to be

Exetogton.—THREZ PrRBONS INJURED,—This mora-
ing, about seven o'clock, the residents in 1he neigh-
borhaod of St. Constant Street were copsiderably
alarmed by the sound of an explosion, which was
found to proceed from the residence of Mr. C. P. A,
Margraf, a Professor in McGill College, who reaides
at No. 73 St. Oonstant Street, The psrticulars are
briefly these :—Yeaterday afternoon a cooking stove
wag putop in the kitchen, and this morning the
sorvant girl, named Ellen Ryan, rose a3.ususl, and
made a fire in it. She proceeded to prepare the break-
fust, when the explosion occurred, shattering the
stove into innumerable pieces; breaking all the
windows and doors, knocking down partitions, and
destroying almost every article of furniture in the
house. The girl was knocked down, nnd is severely
injurod. She was taken to the General Hoapital,
where it was ascertained that her lower jaw was
broken, severalof Ler tecth knocked out, and the
rest loosened. Besides 1his she is severely burnt on
both arms and other parts of the body. No fatalre-
sults sre likely, howover, lo follow. Mrs. Margraf
and child, who were standing noar the stovent the
timo, are also glightly injured, To give an idea of
the forco of the explosion, we may statc that a large
piece of thestove was carried through the partition,
ond buried itselfinto tho brick wall at least n foot
decp. The explosion is believed lo have rosulted
from a charge of powder being in the wood which
wag put into the stove ; of thiz, however, nothing is
positively known. The house is the property of
Alderman Homier, and the damage 1o the furniture
and building ia catimated at $280.—Pilof of Tucsday.

The time must ghortly arrive when Algiers will be
altogether. a8 French city, and ‘all-the-ports on:the
coaat will be:inhabited by families of Buropean-ori-
gin or descent. At present, Algelrsis supposed to
contain in jts walls and saburbs a hundred thousand
peraons, chiefly of the original Moslem population,
but of these the numher is rapidly diminishing.
Thoy have but few arts or occupations whicli they
can sitccessfully - pursue -in competition with the
artisans or workmen of Burope. A vaat mass of the
Moslem population will remain in theinterior, which
for & long tife to come will be but slowly affected
by the influences of European eivilization. - '
Jn the meantime it may ‘be instinetive to hear
what the Prench themselves say of the colony of
Algeria, They complain that the great proportion
of those who - migrate thither from France, do not go
to cultivate thesoll, but to mske their fortunes by
some speculation—by the commerce in wines and
liguors, by opening hotels, cafes and restaurants, by
purchasing lands to be sold at a higher price, and a
thonsand other way3 whick involve no necessity of
labor. The propertion of tho town to the country
population shows this complaint to be well founded.
The rural population of Algeria derived from Europe
is bnt sixty -thousand, and of these not quite fifty
thongand are cngaged in agriculture. The colony
i3 still oo much a military and commercial coloay
to increase rapidly.
