STATUTORY CONDITIONS

DIVISION 1.

1. If any person insures property, and causes the same to be described
otherwise than as it really is to the prejudice of the company, or misrepresents
or omits to communicate any circumstance which is material to be made
known to the company, in order to enable it to judge of the risk it undertakes,
such insurance shall be of no force in respect to the property in regard to which
the misrepresentation or omission ismade.
