Conference Comes to Nangbt
After a few days, the employers asked 

for a conference, and this was held in 
the Aator House. To the men a proposi­
tion was made that they should return to 
work, after which other differences should 
be submitted to arbitration The men re­
fused to agree to this, and they were as 
far apart as ever from their employers. 
On Tuesday last the Administrative Coun­
cil of the National Metal Trades Associa­
tion met in Chicago, and the result of 
that deliberation has just been made pub­
lic by Henry T. Devens, the secretary.

It was a most radical action, especially 
when it is considered that the machinists 
bad evinced their strength by closing 
some of the largest establishments in the 
country. It declares that. the employers 
will not consider any previous agreement 
with the men binding hereafter, and that 
they will not (recognize -the union, but 
will deny the right of its officials to re­
press the employes In any mater under 
dispute.

To all conversant with the dispute, this- 
batttle which will not end until 

one side or the other has acknowledged 
defeat. There can be no compromise, if 
the employers refuse to accede. What 
the workers will do will not be known 
until to-morrow, when' in Toronto, the an­
nual convention of the International As­
sociation of Machinists is held.

The strike and the defiance of the em­
ployers will be the principal topic of dis­
cussion, and upon the action of the con­
vention will depend whether there shall 
be a long, bitter quarrel—with the result 
that a large proportion of the machinists 
in the country will be Idle for months— 
or whether the men will acknowledge that 
they would prefer to return to work, In 
accordance with the terms stipulated by 
the employers! To take whatvr furthr

EMPLOYERS ISSUE DEFIANCE* DEFIANCE HURLED BACK.

New York, June 2.—It is war to the 
knife, and the knife to the hilt, between 
the members of the NatlonalMetalTradee 
Association and the machinists they em­
ploy-#), 000 of the 150,000 men who are 
engaged in this industry In the country. 
Since the strike of the workmen began, 
two weeks ago, the employers have been 
considering what course to pursue. ' They 
have now reached a decision, and they 
have announced it.

In Its broadest sense It Is bold defiance 
of every principle for which the Interna­
tion Association of Machinists, .as the 
workers’ organization is named, has stood. 
It abrnptly abrogates every agreement 
which was In fore between the employ­
ers and the workmen, it defines a line of 
action the submitting of which will mean 
that the workmen's association Is a non­
entity.

Without a waste of words, Its results 
will be that a bitter war will be waged; 
that employer and workman cannot meet 
on the same plane hereafter; that one or 
the other must be victorious and survive, 
while the defeated must perish.

It was estimated that 40,000 men quit 
work on 'May 20, when the international 
association began its fight -for a nine- 
hour work day, with the same wages as 
had been paid for 10 hours’ work. The 
reports given out by the strikers were to. 
the effect that r> any of the employers 
had acceded to their demands, and this 
cheered the non-union men, many of whom

The Government 
will undoubtedly support him, despite the 
industrious work of Dr. Leyds, the 
European agent of the Transvaal, In dis 
seminating the text of the interviews be­
tween Lord Kitchener and Commander-in- 
Chief Botha, showing that the persona! 
antipathy to Lord Kitchener is one of the 
greatest bars to the settlement of the 
war.

New York, June 2.—The Sun’s London 
correspondent, writing for anti-British 
readers, says: The sum of the latest 
South African operations is that the Boers 
have again avoided British strategy.

Lord Kitchener had planned to, force 
them to winter in the Northern Transvaal 
and fight there or at least to hold "them 
until after the South African winter,when 
the bush veldt is most unhealthy for 
whites, and it was calculated that they 
would then come s >uth and surrender. Cer­
tain groups in the Pletersbnrg district are 
already entering the British lines and lay­
ing down their arms, but the great ma­
jority of the fighting Boers evaded the 
position, split into sections of from 30 to 
50 and escaped to the south thru the 
meshes of the British drag-net, reassemb­
ling in the Midlands district of Cape Col­
ony, where, Instead of the North Trans­
vaal, Lord Kitchener may have to direct 
his winter campaign.

Gen. Delarey is unlikely to seek to 
operate there, as the Boer leaders have 
consistently chosen areas they know best. 
But such a severe attack as that delivered 
by Gen. Delarey at Vladfonteln last Wed­
nesday, beside reviving the panic temper 
of the scattered British columns, which 
are moving, without local knowledge of 
the country, will prevent Lord Kitchener 
from transferring enough men to eject the 
Boers from Cape Colony. This impasse 
may continue for months.

Kitchener of Chaos.
The Boers are crippled thru lack of sup­

plies and the British are handicapped by 
having to devote five-sixths of their army 
to guard .their stores and their lines of 
communication. This situation has pro­
voked the weary civilian population of 
South Africa to cry out against British 
methods, and the correspondent of The 
Pall Mall Gazette has sent a letter to his 
paper, saying that the British < ommand- 
er-ln-chief la now known us “Kitchener 
of chaos.”

Concurrently, the newspapers controlled 
by Cecil Rhodes have started a joint agi­
tation that he is the strong man the coun­
try wants. This agitation is being con 
ducted during Lord Milner’s absence and 
against hts Interests. To add to his trou 
bles, the Ultlanders now in Cape Town 
and Durban have sent two accredited re­
presentatives to England to seek to move 
the Government against Lord Milner’s ad 
ministration of the Transvaal.

A PUBLIC OFFICE A PUBLIC TRUST.

Some objections have been taken to The 
World’s criticism of Judge Robertson and 
his Infirmity. We have only this to say, 
that our criticism was wholly based on 
public grounds. For the judge and for hie 
knowledge of law and for bis past services 
to the coudtry we have only the highest 
respect, and we trust the government will 
deal fairly with him. But when we have 
said this we have said everything we can. 
in Judge Robertson's favor. He has no 
right, as a Judge, to allow his Infirmity to 
Interfere with his duty to the public, nor 
can we agree with The Canadian Law 
Journal, which, while taking The World’s 
view of the situation, says that “there 
may be some excuse for a judge who does 
not retire when the occasion seems to 
demand his retirement, for he can truly 
enough point to the small salary he has 
received and to the inadequacy of his 
retiring allowance.” We dispute this claim 
entirely. There Is nothing for Judge 
Robertson td do, In view of his Infirmity,
Irrespective of anything that the govern­
ment may do, but to resign. That is the 
cold-blooded logic of it, and It Is what the 
public expect under- the circumstances.
He has a duty, and so have the govern­
ment a duty, to perform. But his duty is 
not dependent on the action of the govern­
ment; and no other principle ln regard to 
the discharge of public office can be laid 
down.

Is aTHE EXHIBITION BYLAW.
Vice-President McNaught does not think 

the vote on the Exhibition bylaw correct­
ly reflects public opinion. He blames the 
bad weather for ttie *êétêat of the bylaw, 
and he thinks it would have been carried 
if the vote had been taken at the 
time as the vote for municipal candidates 
at the usual January elections. We our­
selves think It is a mistake to submit a 
bylew to the people at any other time 
than on election day. Very few voters turn , 
out on such an occasion. We do not think, 
however, that the Exhibition bylaw would 
meet a different fate If It were submitted 
ln January. We are greatly surprised that 
the bylaw was not carried on Friday last. 
There were only 1097 ratepayers who 
voted against It. How comes It that the 
Exhibition authorities, with their big 
clientele of interested ratepayers, could 
not muster up enough votes to offset this 
small vote of those who opposed the pro­
posed' grant? Only 506 votes were polled 
In favor of the bylaw. We have no rea­
son to believe the proposition would be 
different If the vote were taken in Janu­
ary. As a matter of fact, it was ln favgfr 
of the Exhibition people to have, the vote 
taken by Itself. As between the ratepayer 
who Is In favor of the grant to the assoc la- 
tioü and the ratepayer who is opposed to 
It, we think the former wpuld be more 
likely to go to the polls than the latter. 
The one would go from self-interest. The 
other would abstain from going thru In­
difference. If the Exhibition directors 
can Induce only 500 people to go out and 
vote for their bylaw, we think It is pretty 
conclusive evidence that the people are not 
In favor of granting more money to the 
concern. We do not believe it Is an addi­
tion to the buildings that stands between 
success and failure for the Exhibition. 
What is required most of all Is to lift the 
show out of The rut and to impregnate it 
with a few new and original Ideas.

Under the cir­
cumstances the result can hardly be taken 
either as a vote of want of confidence In 
the directors, or an indication that the 
people will not furnish any more money 
for the maintenance of their Exhibition. On 
the contrary, under the fair conditions of 
a general municipal election, I believe that 
the vast majority of our citizens would 
favor such a bylaw.

ln the second place you say that the 
association must hereafter finance the un­
dertaking from within themselves, and If 
they cannot they are lacking in business 
capacity, and must get out of business.

Surely The World Is not. Ignorant of the 
arrangement entered Into between the city 
of Toronto and the Exhibition Association 
ln 1899, by which erçry dollar’s worth of 
assets belonging to the association was 
handed over to the city In consideration 
of the city assuming all of the liabilities 
of the association. Under this new agree­
ment also, the erection of all new buildings 
and the maintenance of those already erect­
ed devolves upon the city, while the as 
soclation is bound to pay over to the city 
every dollar of profit derived from the-hold­
ing of Its annual Exhibition. I may re­
mind you that ln pursuance of this agree­
ment, the Exhibition Association handed 
over to the city the profits of the Exhibi­
tion of 1899, amounting to $6611 (of which 
$2315 was In cash and $4296 spent upon the 
buildings By order of the city), and In 1900 
profits amounting to $7402, of which $6573 
was in cash and $829 ln buildings.

From the above It will be readily seen 
that no matter how successful the Exhibi­
tion Is from a,monetary point of view, the 
association have no mean» whatever at their 
disposal for the erection of new buildings. 
The more profit they make the more they 
will have to hand over to the city. The 
association Is, however, always open for 
pointers, and If The World or any other 
kind friend can show them how to ‘‘make 
bricks without straw,” they will surely be 
doing a good turn to the citizens at largo 
as well as to the association.

The fact, is that as the association and 
the majority of the exhibitors of arts and 
manufactures have time and again pointed 
out, this department of the Exhibition is 
not bnly not up' to date, but far behind the 
agricultural department, and this is entire­
ly owing to the lack of new buildings suit­
able for the exhibition of such valuable 
goods.

The Toronto Exhibition has now reached 
the parting of the ways, and It must either 
go forward or back. In the opinion of 
those most Intimate with its needs it can­
not progress without new buildings for the 
manufacturing and arts department. The 
responsibility therefore rests with the citi 
zene of Toronto, and they have It In their 
power either to make or mar it, at their 
will.

That they have made a grave mistake ln 
not voting the money in time for the 
tlon of the new buildings needed for this

The stock market made an extraordinary 
response to-day to the official announce­
ment of the agreement arrived at by the 
conflicting interests in Northern Pacific. 
Speculation seemed to leap to the con­
clusion that the only, Impediment had been 
removed to the return to the .level of prices 
and the advancing tendency which were In­
terrupted by the devastating effects of the 
corner in Northern Pacific. There was 
headlong baying of stocks all thru the list, 
on a buoyantly rising scale. All things 
were made fuel for bullish enthusiasm, and 
any news which seemed to threaten values 
was Ignored. The market took on all the 
characteristics of the recent “boom" period, 
and after absorbing all offerings to take 
profits rose vigorously again In the final 
dealings to the highest of the day, where 
It closed. There was no exception to the 
strength of the market, but some ot those 
stocks which have been advanced sharply 
of late were kept steady by the offerings to 
realize profits. This was notably true of1 
some of the southwestern and southern 
railroads. The early spurt was most sen­
sationally in Union Pacific, the Ü.S. Steel 
stocks and Atchison. The first sales of 
U.S. Steel were of 30,000 shares. The rise 
In Union Pacific extended to 3% points 
during the first hour. There was some re­
action midway of the session, but the 
grangers became conspicuous, led by St. 
Paul. Rock Island gamed 5%, Northwest­
ern 4% and Great Northern pref. 4%. There 
was still a conspicuous absence of dealings 
in Northern Pacific, not a single transac­
tion being recorded, either In the common 
or preferred stock. Not even a bid and ask­
ed price was recorded for the common 
stock at the closing. The details of the 
Northern Pacific agreement are not an­
nounced, and rumors were numerous polnt- 
iug to wide reaching adjustments alt thru 
the railroad world, as corollaries of the 
Northern Pacific settlement. The while 
Northwestern Railway system, it was said, 
would come luto one harmonious control 
and representation of the same control 
would be found In the Union Pacific sys­
tem. The Union Pacific, said the gossips, 
would detach the Southern Pacific for the 
benefit of the Pacific outlet of the Gould 
Southwestern system and content Itself 
with the Central Pacific, 
who was regarded as the market 
during the recent boom, was- very conspicu­
ous in the day's dealings, and bought thou­
sands of shares of many different stocks all 
around the room. The bulls declared that 
great financial powers had entrusted large 
resources to the direction of this operator, 
to inaugurate a new bull movement. The 
bank statement showed an unexpected In­
crease In cash reserves, and the large loan 
expansion \vas taken as an indication of 'all 
important liquidation in the stock market 
having been completed, and measures w0te 
being taken for renewed operations In the 
market. The gains In prominent stocks 
ran from 1 to 3 points and over. There 
was an enormous absorption of Union Pa­
cific convertible bonds, as well as of the 
stock.

J. J. Dixon has the following thlst even­
ing from New York:

The announcement late yesterday after­
noon of the agreement between the North­
ern and Union Pacific Interests, followed 
by the publication of more complete details 
in the morning papers, encouraged bullish 
sentiment to-day, and brought In many 
buying orders. London prices all cane 
higher, and our market quickly responded. 
The whole list was strong, with the stand­
ard stocks showing probably the best re­
sults. St. Paul may be called the leader, 
particularly in the last hour, and Union 
Pacific was also in active demand. Erie 
shares also moved in sympathy with the 
other railroad stocks, while Atchison and 
Southern Pacific were quiet, but steady. 
In the industrial list the Steel stocks were 
the feature, at a higher level of prices.
