HODGINS.ON THE STAND
BACKS UP HI5 GHARGES

Everything Well Until 4January,
1907, When G. T.. P. ~Engineer
Objected to July Estimates.

OTTAWA, May 13.—The Major Hod-
gins charges of fraud and over-classi-
fication in connection with ths trans-
continental railway again occupied the
investigating committee this morning.g
Resolutions were  passed calling for
the production of various papers bear-

ing on this ‘subject from the Trans-
continental Railway Commission and
the @bvernment departments concerned.

There was & long argument in re-

pers which were asked for in the pre-
cis of Major Hodgins’ chgrges. E. M.
Macdonald, M.P., thought that when
Major Hodgins undentook to malign
public men he should have had the
facts in his possession to back up his
gtatements. '

Charles Murphy, counsel for the com-
mission, argued that Major Hodgins
should be able to prove his charges
against Mr. Parent and others, and
that Major Hodgins should give evi-
dence at once. The Conservative mem-
bers of the committee and Major Hod-
gins’ counsel contended that he should
be allowed to handle his case in his
own way. i

At noon, however, the major took the
stand. He had been employed,-he
said, for three years in railway con-
struction work in district F' of theé
Transcontinental . Rallway between
‘Winnipeg and Lake Superior Junction,
and prior to that had engaged in simi-
*&r work in Ontario, British Columbia,
Maine, Mexico and South Africa. The
section was orniginally estimated to cost
$12,000,000, and on this basis the con-
tract was: let, By, revision he had re-
duced this cost to $11,660,000. This
weuld not include track laying. The
contract §r comstruction work was
let to the McArthurs.

Major Hodgins gave some panticulars
in relation to his staff and no that
his assistant, J.° A. King, is no Nonger
in the employ of thé transcontinental
ccmmission. He said everything W?rk-
ed well until January, 1907, when  the
Grand-Trunk Pacific engineer appeared
on the line and objected to the July
estimates. It came out the appoint-
ment of Grant as_inspecting engineer
had been objected to by Major ‘Hod-
gins on the ground tnat the promotion
was over his head, that there were dis-
trict and divisional engineers emough
to sbuild any road, and that the G.T.P.
inspecting engineer was co-operating
with the distriot engineers,

Major Hodgins said that he had
visited all the principal points on the
line and seen the work. However, when
he found complaints as to classification
creeping in he perceived that office
work had taken too much of his time
and that advantage had been taken of
his absence from the fleld.

About July the G.T.P. inspecting en-
gineer began to make complaints as to
classification. Mr. McArthur had com-
plained - as to “g¢lassiijcation, but he
found it hard to get him down
to-gpeclﬂc incidents, and when he had
mentioned places he took steps to have
the line in question remeasured.

FLETCHER CASE GOES ON.

Justice Anglin Refuses Counsel’s Re-
quest for Dismissal.

At the conclusion of the evidence
taken yesterday in the trial of Dr, A.
G Fletcher, in the criminal assizes,
for causing the death of Jesse Gould
in March, thru an illegal operation,
T. C. Robinette;” counsel for the pri-
soner, submitted to Justice Angiin that
the crown had not brought forward
any evidence connecting his client with
the alleged operation. He argued that

the story as told by Harry Saunders
pointed out that -there had been no
bargaining as to.the price of the alleg-
ed operation, and that the doctor had
responded to regular call.

‘“The charge against the prisoner is
that he used instruments and con-
ducted an illegal operation on the
young girl, and so far not one part of
the charge has been proven. I, there-
fore, press for a dismissal of the case,”
he said. d

Prosecutor Blackstock said that the
conversation the lad had with the doc-
tor pointed towards the doctor helping
the unfortunate girl in her trouble for
a sum of . money. The fact that the
girl, when going home with Saunders
after the visit to Dr. Fletcher, said
that the suspicion of her trouble was
well founded, but that ‘“she would be
all right in a day or two,” was’‘enough
to go- on with the case.

Justice Anglin held that the case
must go on. While Drs. Cotton and
Silverthorne found no evidence in the
pcst-mortem examination that an ille-
gal operation had been performed, and
said that they knew of no case wWhere
death had ensued in such a short time,
they had not proved it to be impossible,
The case will go on.

Harry Saunders told the same story
yesterday g#& at the. inquest. Detec-
tives Twigg and Sockett stated that as
far as thev were aware, Dr. Fletcher's
office was upstairs, so there was no-
thing whusual in the fact of the girl
while

Saunders stayed in the parlor.

Members. of the family
were summoned by the coroner and
examined. Allen’s physician, 'Dr, Her-
mann Becker, - reported that ‘‘lne”
hrad  died. trom.locomotor ataxia, but
one of -the dead man’s brothers, Mar-
tin . Vanburen.. Allen, declared it his
belief that “The’ had died as the re-
sult of foul play. 5 >

Allen was (7 years of age and had 2
notable dnd spectacular career. He
was best known as a promoter of pool-
rooms and as a bookmaker. 1ln con-
nection with’ poolroom operations -hre
was arrested not less than eight, times,
but managed to escape penal sentences,

Born in a Methodist minister's fam-
e eatry of Tneodore Allen upon
his career of adventure, which won
him, the appellation of *“The” Allen,
was. gradual. He started to earn a
living as a butcher’s boy on-the lower
part of ‘Manhattan: Island.  He was
later a walter in a saloon and then
became a cartman. He was ‘a lightly
built youth, weighing about 130 pounds,
yet former Police Captain Chapman

and worth ten other ‘men in a fight.”

Ward Beecher Saved His Life.
Allen used to speak with great feel-
ing of -his civil war career. He enlist-
ed at the outbreak of the struggle and
six rmonths later was assigned to the
secret service. Henry Ward Beecher
once saved the life of the future pool-
room keeper. Allen assunred the role
of a fugitive from the Confederate
States and went to -Montreal. A reward |
of $50,000 was placed on his head. Al-
len joined for the purpose of gaining

At every jump Don
Creole appeared to gain a new position
and at the .finish lacked a scant half
length of shutting Restigouche off from
second honors.

‘In the meantime Don Creole had
sprinted out of the bunch.-cutting them
down one by one, until only five lengths
and two 'horses stood between him and
the position of honor.: As they swung in-
to the stretch, the pace quickened. Resti-
gouche began slowly but- surely to cut
down the narrow lead of Jack Atkin and
Don Creole as steadily drew up on the
flying forms ahead. As they neared the
grand stand the thousands rose as one.
Cheer after cheer went up and mingled
with them were the sharp, insistent cries
of men and women urging on thelr fa-

verites.

TEN THOUSAND LIVES

Overturned and People Drown
Like Rats.

SEATTLE, May 13.—News of one of
the greatest disasters that China has

the Yangtse Kiang, which involved the
loss of nearly 10,000 lives at Hangkow,
was brought by the steamer Titan,
which arrived last night. A bore 26
feet in height flooded ‘witheut warning
down the river, overturning thousands
of junk, sampans and small boats and
wrecking some large river stgamers.

The sudden tidal bore referred to in
the above despatch has previously been
reported by cable. ' A . despatch from
Shanghai, dated April 13, said that
disastrous floods had occurred at
Hankow, on the Yangtse Kiang, in
which 2000 persons lost their lives.

Tremendous Loss of Life.
VANCOUVER, May

has caused - tremendous loss of lifs,
far greater, it was estimated,"than the
great typhoon at Hongkong of 18

The telegram Wwas
delayed, finally arriving about
same time as the wall of water which
swept . down upon the sléeping river
people in the early morning, overturn-
ing thousands of craft and sweeping
away thousands of Chinese in the tor-
rent that swept seaward. Some 3000
Chinese were sleeping in sampans and
small craft, in sheds apd ‘huts.by the

" IRISH UNIVERSITIES.

By an all but unanimous vote the
British House of Commons has given
the government’s Irish University bill
a second reading and has thus brought
this long pending- and vexed probiem
appreciably nearer solution. As- is |
usual with Irish’questions it was ‘the
religious difficulty that wrecked all
esrlier attempPts to create an institution
acceptable to the majority of the peo-
ple and the church to which they be- |
long. Strong objeotion has always
been taken in parliament to the grant
of public money in aid of a purely de-
nominational seat of learning and on
the other side there was evenh more de-
terniination to refuse any purely secu-
lar college. More than thirty years ago
Mr. Gladstone attempted to provide a
rkmedy by eliminating from his pro-
posed university all controversial sub-
jects—even a chair of history—and not
only failed to carry his measure but
seriously compromised his government.
And Mr. Balfour, who has long favor-
ed the establishment of a university
for the Roman Catholics of Ireland,
“time and again acknowledged that in
the face of popular sentiment he could

- not give effect to his inclination by the
irntroduction of a bill. The general ap-
proval accorded Mr. Birrell's proposals |
—only a small minority of Irish Union-
ists and the extremer English Non-|

borne out at the test made by Govern-
ment Inspector J, Pape, at the gas in-
spection office, 1¢ Toronto- -street, yes-
terday afternoon.”

The mayor, in discussing the discov-
ery, said that it opened up a serious
problem; and one which the board of
control would probably deal with to-
day. His idea was that it would be
well to test meters in every case when
complaint was made that: the amount
consumed seemed unusually’ great:

Manager Pearson of the: Consumers'
Gas Co. is emphatic in declaring that
the result of the ‘test is not one of es-
pecial significance and merely indi-
cates a mistake of a workman., The
.| case is a unique ohe, he says.

The test was conducted in the pre-
sence of the mayor, Controller Spence,
Ald. J. J. Graham, Ald. McGhie, Mana-
ger Pearson and other officials of the
gas company. Mr. Pape and Mr, Pear-
son fully admitted that the meter was
not a true index; but declared that the
fault did not lie with the meter itself
but with a dial, a 10-foot instead of a
6-foot one having been placed on ‘the
meter. Instead of recording 1, 2, 3,
4, etc., it registered 2, 4, 6 and 8,; or
double the amount consumed. Mr.
Pearson stated that Mr. King would
be givén a proper refund. As he has
been paying at the rate of $30 a quar-
ter for two years, he will receive about
$360 as rebate.

The test was continued for one and
a half hours.

Manager Pearson, after a visit to his
office, announced that in taking off the
dial for repairs, a workman had put
ir a 30-light dial instead of a 20, and
that the small dial registered 10 feet
when it should only register 5. Mr.
Pearson said he had the certificate of
Dr. Johnston, a government inspector,
that the meter was accurate. He had
never known of a similar Instance.
The man had put on the dial in igno-
rance of the effect, there being no 20-
i light dial on hand. In his 50 years’ ex-
perience in the gas business he had
never known a meter to register more
than 16 per cent. too fast.

Inspector Pape explains that in au-
thorizing the meter. to be used, he
tests it for a 20-light meter, which al-
ways has a test dial of 5 feet.

Manager Pearson has sent the mayor
a voluminous report on the complaints
of gas consumers, dealing with specific
cases, and maintaining in all instances
that the meters truly show the cen-
sumption of gds. ;

CANADK'S BIG MEN
SHOULON'T IMTATE

Too Much Seeing With Other
Folks’ Eyes, Says Dr. Falconer
— McMaster Convocation.

McMaster's .annual commencement
ceremonies were held last night in
Castle Memorial Hall, Chancellor Mac-
| kay presiding.
The honotrary degree of doctor of
divinity was conferred upon Joseph
Gilmour of Toronto and Rev. B. D.
Thomas, formerly pastor of Jarvis-
street church. :

The honorary degree of LL.D. was
given to President A. F. Falconer of

Toronto University, Emory W. Hung,
president of Denison Unlversity, Gran-
ville, Ohio; Archibald.Blue, Ottawa,
and R. A, Thompson, principal of
Hamilton Collegiate.

Professor Campbell of MacMaster
| gave the address to the graduating
class.

Dr. Emory W. Hunt is a man who,
like President Falconer, left the min-
| istry to take up the reins of leader-
| ship of Denison University. He thank-
| ed the chancellor on behalf of. his
university ‘and his friends across the
line.

Dr. Falconer, in his address, said
‘. that he hoped, the friendship between
Chancellor Mackay and himself would
| extend to the universities as well. He
accepted the degree as a sign of good
will to Toronto University. President
Falconer hds lately returned from a
visit to some of the great American
seats of learning, and said that while
he envied them the magnificent build-
ings, laboratories, surroundings, ' etc.,
he felt that in Canada we have ma-
terial capable of turning out greater
things and men than they have-ever
done. But there is-too much Ioud-
mouthed boasting in this young coun-
try. We must get to know ourselves.
If the great men in this country only
.knew themselves, they wouldn't make
such fools of themselves in trying to
imitate the “big” man of the United
States. ‘“There is too -much seeing
with other men’s eyes. We want men
who feel they have something in them-
selves, besides imitation of others, no
matter how great those others may
be,” he said.

“The university graduate who goes
into. business of any sort may succeed
because he has a trained mind, bui
the probabilities are against him un-
til he has gained the knowledge ex-
perience gives,” sail Mr. Blue, in his
address. “No matter how good a
course a young man may take in th?2
arts and sciences as these are taught
in the schools, he will find new sub-
jects of greater human interest to in-
vestigate when -he comes out into the
world. And for the consideration ot
such a one I will say that I do not
know a more pitiable object than the
university prgsident or professor who
upon any question of human interest
outside of the range of his own Spe-
cialty speaks  with the mind of a
child.”

Mr. Blue spoke of the difficulties in
the matter of preparing a census.
“In Ontario we. have in operation
one of the oldest and best of registra-
tion systems in America, yet whon
the Ontario and. the census records
for the full census year came to be
compared name by name it was dis-
covered that there were 6243 names in
the former which were not in the lat-
ter, and 3244 names in the latter whioh
were not in the former,” he said, and
went. on to make the following in-
teresting " statement:

“A comparison of the ages of the
people shows that 4n 1871 the mean
age of the living was 23.50 years., In
1881, when the next census under con-
federation was taken, this mean had
increased to 24.62 years. In 1891, at
the third census, it\ was 25.72 years.
In 1901, at the lasticensus, it was
26.78 years. A little more than one
year was added to the mean of ages
in the course of each decade, and
the end of thirty years the increase
was 3.8. :

PRESBITERIAN STNA
N0 MORHL EFORMERS

Objections Taken When Proposal
is-Made.to Discuss Question
in Short Time.

Rev. Dr. Shearer showed some heat
in the Presbyterian Synod yesterday
afternoon, because he felt that his de-
partment of church work, namely,
| “Presbyterian temperance and moral
reform,” was being rather contemptu-
ously treated. As the afternoon ses-
sion was about to conclude it was not-
ed by Rev. /Dr. Dickson (moderator)
that the profonged debates had crowd-
ed out this issue. :

‘“What shall be done with temper-
ance and moral reform?’ he asked.
“Shall we go all to the bad entirely?”

Someone suggested that the subject
be discussed for twenty minutes at 11
a.m. to-day. Dr. Shearer became in-
dignant and protested that the ques-
tion was of such important scope that
it could not be adeguately discussed in
less than an hour. A time-limit of 30
minutes was decided upon. :

Home Missions.

The chief business last night was the
hearing of )repox_'ts on home missions
and of the amgmentation committee.
J. H. Edmison, $he convenor of the
former committee, said that in spite of
the financial stringency, no less than
seven charges had become self-sup-
porting in the past year. Five congre-
gations had advanced from mere mis-
sions to the augmentation stage.

The following recommendations were
adopted: -

That presbyteries see that each aug-
mented charge in the jurisdiction be
visited each year and their claims be
faithfully presented to each chargle.

That all congregations be urged to
make fair apportionments of the money
raised to this fund.

That, owing to the fact that/the ex-
penditure for the current year cannot
be less than in 1907, presbyteries be
advised to accept the allocations of
last year as the minimum. .

That the synod reaffirm the desira-
bility of making the minimum stipend
$900 per year. & BE ;

James Buchanan, convener of the
home missions committee, advised-that
several. new churches be opened in or
around the suburbs of Toronto, where
there was an unprovided for popula-
tion of between eight and ten thousand
| people. - .

From the twelve presbyteries report-
ing to the synod, the grants to home
missions had been $387,438, an incréase
of $2,419.99 over the previous year. The
average contribution per member for
home mission work was about 21 cents.

Many new missions will be started in
New Ontario and western Canada.

In an address on New Ontario Rev.
J. D. Brynes of Cobailt said that the
population of that country had Iin-
creased from 1300 to 40,000 in five years.
Cobalt and the surrounding camps had
a resident population of 5000, The total
population of Northern Ontario was
about 240,000, for whose needs the Pres—

Church Life and Work .
The report of the 'committee on
church 1life and work which was pre-
sented by Rev. J. A. Turnbull was
adopted.

Rev. George A. McLennan, in his re-
port on young people’s socjeties, regret-
ted the “utter apathy and gross care-
lessness on the part of some pastors
who in spite of repeated appeals on the
part of conveners fail to send in their
reports.”

“where’ report is made it is so imper-
fect and devoid of needful care and
thoughitfulness as to be of little value

Gold engage-
ments for export amounting to nearly
$6,000,000 had no effect whatever, ow-
ing to the well understood plethoric
condition of the money market. Mr.
Harriman’s statement that the Union
Pacific directors would be governed
by the condition of the financial mar-
kets in making the bond issue was
construed to mean a further delay in
the announcement of the plan
and continued bullish aectivity in
the stock. It was stated later that
the matter of price was the princi-
pal reason for deferring the offering,
leading ‘interests believing that a bet-
ter pricé will be obtained later on.
Moderate reactions on profit-taking
occurred in the final deallngs, but
the closing was strong near best
prices.
